Weather good 
for Election

Lions mau 
to advance to playoffs

The Ozona Lions stormed 
into the post season playoff 
picture Friday night by maul­
ing Coahoma 27-7 in Bull­
dog Stadium before a huge 
and very demonstrative Ozo­
na following. Paced by a 3 
touchdown performance by 
Robert Massey, the “ magic’’ 
element in the Ozona attack, 
and a powerful headhunting 
defensive effort by work­
horse Greg Fierro, the surg­
ing Lions clinched a spot in 
the post season playoffs 
which will commence after 
the final district encounter 
with Sonora this week.

The Lions struck early and 
with devastating effect in 
Coahoma on their first pos­
session if the contest, after 
employing the Ozona Hurri­
cane to good effect in the 
heart of the Bulldog defense 
for good yardage. Facing a 
third and 2 at his own 25, 
Lion Field General All^n 
Dews dropped back and 
gunned a 65 yard pass to 
Magic who gathered it in 
without breaking stride, glid­
ing effortlessly into paydirt 
for the first tally of the 
evening. Diego Leal having 
another fine evening, con­
verted and Ozona moved out 
to a 7-0 advantage before 
many fans had even found 
seats.

With under minutes gone 
in the first quarter, fabulous 
Fabian Delgado a perennial 
Lion standout performer, re­
covered a Bulldog fumble at 
the Coahoma 49 yard line 
and the Lions were poised to 
strike once again as the 
Hurricane fired a 56 yard 
pass on the first offensive 
play that just eluded the 
eager outstretched fingertips 
of a sprinting Massey down 
around the Bulldog goal line. 
Dews, whose cannon­
like arm and deadly accur­
acy makes him a dangerous 
offensive factor, decided to 
roll right on third down and 
attempt to hit Massey on an 
abbreviated pattern, but was 
intercepted at the Coahoma 
35 with 7:37 remaining in the 
quarter.

At this point, big John 
Wilson, the tough bruising 
Bulldog running back tested 
the Ozona defensive front 
with good results, carrying 
the Coahoma offense in 7 
plays over for the TD with 
3:16 left in the first. The kick 
was successful, but the Lions

refused for the remainder of 
the contest to allow the hap­
less Coahoma offense of 
penetrate Lion territory in 
scoring position again.

From that point on, the 
powerful Ozona Lions simply 
ran amuck.The Ozona Hurri­
cane, with fine inside rush­
ing, and Leal with a swing 
pass completion good for 13 
additional yards, combined 
to move the Lion offense 
upfield to the 46 with just 
over 2 minutes remaining ih 
the 1st period. On 1st and 10 
with everyone in Bulldog 
Stadium expecting Harvey to 
tote the pigskin. Dews clev­
erly faked to the Hurricane 
and instead let fly with an 
enormous deep probe' con­
necting with a leaping Mas­
sey at the Bulldog 22 where 
the Magic show, featuring a 
fine shake and bake move on 
a completely befuddled safe-: 
ty, resulted in him breezing 
across for Ozona’s 2nd TD in 
the quarter. Although the 
point after was errant, the 
Lions maintained the 13-7 
margin for the rest of the 
half.

The 2nd half was all Ozo­
na. Zeke Martinez, a sure­
fire all district candidate, 
simply destroyed the 240 lb. 
monster man Jeff Dever, 
who has to be wondering 
what we feed Ozona’s #71 for 
nourishment and strength. 
However, any Lion fan could 
have told him: big, tough 
opposing linemen!! Zeke and 
the Iron Man sent big John 
Wilson a message early in 
the opening moments of the 
2nd half with crunching and 
brutal tackles that seemed to 
reduce the giant Bulldog 
back to a whimpering puppy­
like presence for the balance 
of the game. As a matter of 
fact, the Ozona defensive 
unit, fired up after a “ con­
sultation” with the Lion 
Chief, Don Abbott, at the 
half, held the Bulldogs to just 
9 yards rushing in the 2nd 
half and to zero yards pass­
ing. It was an awesome 
spectacle of sustained, un­
merciful aggression which 
altogether deflated the Bull­
dogs’ desire to play in the 
final 2 stanzas.

Willie Payne, starting at a 
linebacker spot, had a big 
night with fierce tackling, a 
critical interception which he 
returned 22 yards, and a 
bone-jarring sack on a blitz 
late in the 3rd period which

set up another Lion scoring 
drive, this time from excel­
lent field position. With 2:07 
showing in the 3rd, Lion 
leader Dews called on the 
Hurricane who moved Ozona 
some 34 yards to the Coa­
homa 18, consuming the 
clock and frustrating the 
battered defense which by 
this time was frantically at­
tempting to plug the gapping 
ruptures Huerreca was leav­
ing in the Bulldog front line. 
It was during this period of 
intense run conscious defen­
sive maneuvering that the 
clever Ozona Rifle faked to 
his Hurricane and fired a 
perfect pass to Massey for a 
fine 18 yard TD, his 3rd TD 
toss of the night. Leal’s PAT 
was solid and Ozona extend­
ed their lead to 20-7 with the 
3rd quarter drawing to a 
close.

Henry Delgado, whose 
outstanding special teams 
performance earned him a 
battlefield commission from 
his coaches after the game, 
has been promoted to captain 
and will participate in all 
pre-game coin-toss ceremon­
ies.

Delgado, a player with 
great courage, has consis­
tently shown leadership and 
alert, level-headed play all 
season when called upon.

With 8:18 remaining in the 
game, Payne intercepted a 
Bulldog pass giving the Lions- 
another ideal opportunity to 
put points on the board. With 
Johnny Rod running through 
the disheartened Bulldog de­
fense like an angry Lion, and 
the Bullet and Leal contri­
buting strong inside moves 
to power the offense, the 
Ozona team, showing the 
put-away prowess of a true 
champion ball club, simply 
shoved the pigskin down 
through the Coahoma de­
fense, en route to another TD 
with the Bullet capping off 
the scoring drive with a fine 
off tackle power run from a 
2nd and goal situation. Leal, 
who has taken up quite a bit 
of the kicking slack created 
by the injury to Lion star Will 
Mason, booted the extra 
point through the uprights 
inflating Ozona’s final mar­
gin to 27-7 with 3:57 show­
ing and an unhappy Coaho­
ma crowd dispersing to the 
exits. Magic, not content 
with his outstanding offen­
sive performance on the ev­
ening, intercepted a Bulldog

pass on the next series 
bringing down the curtain on 
Coahoma.

After the game. Defense 
Chief Milby Sexton strode 
towards the Lions’ locker 
room already planning his 
defensive strategy for Sonor- 
a. “ You know, that 9 yards 
we held them to in the 2nd 
half is something to shoot for 
each ball game. When you 
manage to hold a team to 75 
yards or less in a half that’s 
considered a good job. It 
speaks highly of these kids 
and their determiniation and 
driving desire to be #1, and 
that’s what we expect them 
to be...the best...I love ev­
eryone of them. Sonora had 
better be ready!”

The large and unusually 
vocal and supportive Ozona 
crowd was jubilant and as the 
word spread among the 
throng of Crane’s loss to 
Ballinger, the awareness of 
the Lions’ assured post-sea­
son position began to add to 
the jubilation. One enthusi­

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RUSSIA AFTER BREZHNEV
By Edwin Feulner

Leonid Brezhnev, the 75-year-old Chairman of the 
Presidium of the Supreme Soviet and General Secretary 
of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union, is appearing 
more often in public these days.

Still, his health is failing, and his days appear 
numbered. Maybe weeks, maybe months, nobody knows 
for sure how long his rule will continue. What the experts 
do know is that through death, total incapacity, or 
retirement, Brezhnev’s rule will eventually come to an end, 
and that the internal jockeying for power within the Soviet 
Union over his succession is already under way.

Accordingly, speculation has begun in earnest on this 
side of the Iron Curtain over the Brezhnev succession.

One group of Sovietologists has been meeting under 
the banner of the Georgetown Center for Strategic and 
International Studies, a Washington think tank. Jerry Flint, 
Washington bureau chief for FORBES magazine, reports 
that the 35 scholars are mid-way through their 18-month 
analysis—which CSIS, Flint says, hopes will “ provide a 
guide for interpreting and dealing with the post-Brezhnev 
regime."

Flint says the 35 scholars taking part in the study see 
the Soviet state approaching an historic turning point. 
Others, however, are not so certain.

Dr. Leonard Schapiro, Professor Emeritus of Political 
Science at the London School of Economics, and author 
of several landmark books on Soviet history' and politics— 
including The Origin o f the Communist Autocracy, The 
Communist Party o f the Soviet Union, and
Totalitarianism—cautions, in a brilliant essay in the 
upcoming Winter 1982 issue of SURVEY magazine 
(published in London by the Institute for European Defense 
and Strategic Studies), that more likely than not what we 
can expect after Brezhnev is change without any change; 
a new strongman, new faces in the Soviet Politburo and 
in other places in the bureaucracy, but little change in 
policy.

“ No one can predict the composition of the Politburo 
which will eventually emerge in the post-Brezhnev era: too 
much will depend on the rise of personalities at present 
little known, and on the idiosyncrasies which will motivate 
them,”  Schapiro writes. “ No one can say with certainty 
that another maniac cast in the mold of Stalin may not 
emerge and try to establish a similar personal despotism— 
though this is rather improbable because the memory of 
Stalin will still be alive in the course of this decade and 
too many Politburo members will be anxious to prevent 
a development which they know will present a serious 
threat to themselves."

The experience of the recent past, however, suggests 
to Dr. Schapiro that there is a strong likelihood that the 
Politburo, after Brezhnev has gone, and the dust after the 
succession struggle has settled, will contain a strong 
contingent of members who favor consensus, stagnation, 
tolerance of inefficiency and corruption at home, the 
continued growth of military might, and a policy of 
maximum expansion abroad, within the limits imposed by 
the desire to avoid nuclear collision with the Western 
powers.

In other words, business as usual.

AUSTIN—Gov. Bill Cle­
ments has outdone himself.

Clements has boasted that 
he has received more con­
tributions than any other 
candidate in Texas history, 
but White has charged him 
with trying to buy the elec­
tion.

Borrowed Funds
Although Clements ob­

viously was having little 
trouble financing his cam­
paign, other statewide can­
didates were relying heavily 
on borrowed funds to carry 
them through the last week 
of the campaign.

Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, 
trying to stave off a chal­
lenge from Republican 
George Strake, listed $2,1 
million in loans since Sept. 
30, while Strake reported 
nearly $1 million in loans 
for the same period.

The loans to Hobby rep­
resent nearly all of the 
money he has raised in the 
last month, while Strake’s 
loans amounted to about 
half of his September fund­
raising effort.

Attorney general candi­
date Bill Meier, a Republi­
can, and state treasurer 
candidate Ann Richards, a 
Democrat, also received 
large loans to help finance 
their campaigns during the 
stretch.

Meier reported some 
$350,000 in borrowed 
funds, while Richards had 
more than $2(X),000 in 
loans.

Death Sentence
And while the candidates 

were making their last 
campaign blitzes through 
the state. Attorney General 
White was asking the U.S. 
Supreme Court to allow the 
execution of convicted mur­
derer Ronald Clark O’Bryan 
to go forward.

O’Bryan had been sen­
tenced to die on Halloween 
—the eighth anniversary of 
the murder of his son with 
cyanide-laced Halloween 
candy—but that order was 
set aside by the U.S. 5th 
Circuit Court of Appeals.

White requested a Su­
preme Court review of the 
appeals court order only 
hours after the lower court 
decision was handed down. 
“White was immediately crit­
icized for trying to grand 
stand on the death penalty 
issue only days before the 
election.

John Duncan of the Tex­
as Civil Liberties Union 
said a man’s life is too im­
portant to play politics with.

If O’Bryan’s execution is 
carried out, it would be the 
nation’s first execution by 
lethal injection and the first 
execution by any means in 
Texas since 1964.

Judge Quits
Texas Supreme Court 

Chief Justice Joe Greenhill 
said goodbye last week to 
the court on which he served 
25 years, leaving a vacancy 
that Gov. Clements has 
not yet filled.

Greenhill resigned from 
the state’s highest civil court 
to accept a position with the 
Austin office of a prominent 
Houston law firm. His res­
ignation was to have been 
effective Oct. 20, but Green­
hill stayed on a few extra 
days to give Clements addi­
tional time to name a re­
placement.

However, Clements de­
cided not to appoint a new 
judge until after the gen­

eral election, fearing that 
the appointment might turn 
into a political issue.

Justice Ruby Sondock, 
the Houston judge Clements 
appointed as the first woman 
Supreme Court justice in 
Texas, says she was offered 
the chief justice appoint­
ment but turned it down.

Of Greenhill’s 25 years 
on the high court, 10 were 
served as chief justice— 
longer than anyone else who 
has held that post.

Venereal Disease
The Texas Education 

Agency has decided to re­
consider its decision to 
order textbook publishers to 
delete all references to 
venereal disease from health 
books being considered for 
use by fourth through eighth 
graders.

The decision to reconsider 
the order apparently came 
after the State Board of 
Education, State Textbook 
Committee and „ controver­
sial textbook critic Mel

of the material on venereal 
disease.

There were no protests to 
the inclusion of that materi­
al during hearings on the 
textbooks in August.

Rustling Charges
Texas lawmakers over the 

past few years have been 
finding themselves the sub­
ject of some fairly bizarre 
criminal charges.

First it was Longview Rep. 
Mike Martin who pleaded 
guilty to perjury and re­
signed from office after al­
legedly having himself shot 
to gain political support.

Now, Bonham Rep. David 
London has been charged 
with cattle rustling.

London, who, like Martin, 
was a freshman lawmaker 
during the 1981 session, was 
indicted by an East Texas 
grand jury for allegedly steal­
ing five head of cattle from 
a Wills Point farmer.

The farmer reported to 
Van Zandt County sheriff’s 
deputies that someone broke 
into his bam and stole three

While Autumn colors are 
beginning to give our city 
beautiful fall foliage and ber­
ries in many gardens, takê  ̂
note of varieties you may 
want to plant this fdl. There 
;are a few tallow trees in 
Ozona, and are especially 
spectacular if an early freeze 
doesn’t come along.

I notice the Firethorn (Py- 
racantha) are especially 
showoffs by their red or red- 
orange fall berries. Four va­
rieties you may want to 
choose from. P. hybrid ‘Mo­
have’-dense, upright form. 
P. Hybrid Red Elf-dwarf 
mounding habit. P. hybrid 
Ruby m o un t-g racefu lly  
spreading large mound. P. 
hybrid Ruby grace­
fully spreading large mount. 
P. Koldqume Victory-vigor­
ous, vertical habit and pro­
duces largest berries. They 
will fill a sunny corner of 
your yard, use as a hand­
some hedge or screen, excit­
ing specimen plant, shaped 
topiary or place in pots on 
your patio.

If you have an old olean­
der that has grown too large 
and looks scraggly, cut it 
back to the desired size by 
cutting the stems at varying 
heights to encourage a full 
and graceful appearance. To 
keep growth within bounds, 
also root-prune the plant at 
this time. Do this by driving 
a spade deep into the soil 2 to 
3 feet from the trunk, con­
tinuing until the plant is 
completely encircled.

If you can add only one 
new planting to your land­
scape this year, try daylil- 
lies. They are easy to grow 
and perennially colorful, a 
good choice for beds, borders 
or a ground cover. Set out 
divisions now and you will 
find they are pest free, and 
thrive in full sun or part 
shade. They will tolerate any 
soil, but like fertile growing 
conditions. Use a generous

amount of well-rotted man- > 
ure, compost or sphagnum 
peat moss to a depth of 12 
inches. Before setting out- 
divisions, cut back the fol­
iage to 6 inches. Make ^ 
shallow hole for each plant, 
mounding some soil in the, 
center and allow 8 to 12( 
inches between plants. 
Spread the roots of the 
division over the mounded 
soil, keeping the bottom ,of 
the stalk at ground level. 
Refill the hole with soil and 
firm it. After planting, mulch 
daylily beds with a l ‘/2 to 2 
inch layer of straw or other 
organic material. Fertilize in 
early spring each year just as 
soon as new growth begins. 
Apply fertilizer, such as 6-12- 
12, at the rate of Vi cup per 
sq. yard of bed. For best 
results divide the clumps 
every 4 to 5 years.

It 
was not until 1915, that it 
became a federated club and 
was named the Ozona Wo­
man’s Club. This club cel­
ebrated its 50th anniversary 
in 1960.

I In 1932, the Ozona Wo­
man’s Club sponsored the or­
ganization of the Junior Wo­
man’s Club in the home of 
Mrs. N. W. Graham. Mrs. 
Graham’s daughter, Mrs. 
Clinton Glover, was the first 
president.

In 1948, the name was 
changed to the Woman’s 
Fotlim, and the club became 
a senior club.

In the early years the For­
um was essentially a study 
club, but later became a civic 
club with varied interests 
and projects.

One of the outstanding 
projects has been the “Best 
Citizen’’ award, which has 
been given for thirty-one 
consecutive years, to the 
most oiitstandinp student in

Ozona High School.
For twenty-five years the 

major fund-raising project 
and social event was the 
annual spring style show. 
Forum members, member’s 
children, and later, grand­
children, served as models.

Later, the Sunday Bufiet 
became the means for rais­
ing funds for projects for five 
years.

In 1969, the Forum start­
ed sponsoring the annual 
arts and crafts exhibit for all 
school children and adults in 
Crockett County.

In 1960, the Woman’s 
Forum, with the help of the 
Ozona Woman’s Qub, spon­
sored the organization of the 
Woman’s League, a vigor­
ous young club who is serv­
ing Ozona well.
