Interest rates on federally backed FHA home loans have 
fallen to 12 percent, and with the various “ buy down” 
plans that are available, 11-percent mortgage interest rates 
are beginning to see the light of day again.

That’s good news for the beleaguered housing industry 
and even better news for many would-be home buyers who 
have been forced out of the market by sky-high, long-term 
lending rates.

But don’t be fooled. It doesn’t signal a return to the 
kind of affordable housing that was available in years past.

And for that, a group of housing experts explain in 
a new book, we have our good friends in Washington and 
our state capitals to blame.

According to M. Bruce Johnson, Director of Research 
at the San Francisco-based Pacific Institute and editor of 
the weighty new book, RESOLVING THE HOUSING 
CRISIS (Ballinger Publishing Company, 1982), misguided 
government policies have increased the cost of a new home 
by more than 30 percent over the past decade, hastened 
the conversion of rental units into condominiums, 
discouraged the building of new rental units, and generally 
played havoc with the real estate market.

A past president of the Western Economic Association, 
Dr. Johnson says that while not all of the housing industry’s 
woes can be laid at the doorstep of the politicians and 
bureaucrats, there can be no doubt that their meddling 
resulted in the 153-percent increase in the median price 
of homes ($31,900 to $80,700) from April 1972 to April 
1981, while the consumer price index increased “ only” 
115 percent during the same period of time. And, of course, 
housing prices have continued to climb.

Imagine, he says, even with the present high interest 
rates, what would be happening to the housing market if 
the average home cost 30 percent less.

“ As Congress and state and local lawmakers attempt 
to grapple with the depression in the housing industry, we 
ought to consider the sorry record of government 
intervention,” Johnson argues. “ The high home prices, 
high property taxes, high rents, high interest rates, and 
excessively priced sewer, sanitation, fire-protection and 
other property-related public services are problems created 
in the very halls of government which now propose further 
rules, new regulations, and a variety of bail-out schemes 
that in the long run will likely harm many more people 
than they help.”

Just a few weeks ago word filtered out of Washington 
that the feds are now considering some sort of construction 
moratorium along Atlantic coast beaches. You know what 
that means?

The price of existing homes is going to skyrocket, and 
the few new homes and condos that are built will be 
affordable only to the super-rich.

What’s happening is no mystery. Cut back on the 
number of houses available, and the price of the remaining 
dwellings will rise accordingly. Remove all of the elitist 
roadblocks to home building, and housing costs will be 
moderate.

AUSTIN—Even the Dem­
ocrats agreed that Republi­
can Gov. Bill Clements’ 
nominee for Supreme Court 
Chief Justice is a good one.

Last week the governor 
named Associate Justice 
Jack Pope to replace Chief 
Justice Joe Greenhill who 
retired last month.

Pope, 69, a long-time 
Democrat who did not seek 
re-election this time, will fill 
an unexpired term for two 
more years.

Clements’ camp hoped 
the nomination of Pope 
would defuse a potential 
political powder keg. Three 
weeks ago some 15 Senators 
wrote Clements they would 
block this and other appoint­
ments unless he left the 
naming of the new chief 
justice to Gov.-elect Mark 
White.

Pope’s nomination drew 
praise from many Demo­
crats, even among the sen­
ators, and also from White. 
White also left it up to the 
Senate whether to act to 
block Pope’s confirmation.

If it is unclear whether 
there will be a Senate con­
firmation battle, it is also un­
clear just why the Demo­
cratic senators are spoiling 
for a fight.

Former Atty. Gen. John 
Hill wants the nomination 
and that’s no secret. He said 
again last week that he will 
run for it in 1984, and many 
of his supporters would like

White to appoint him, if 
Pope is blocked.

Clements, Hill

Q: If a company with 
pending contracts sells to 
another company, does the 
purchaser have to fulfill the 
contracts?

A: The sale documents 
describe what the buyer pur­
chased. There are many 
variations on the purchase of 
an on-going business, from 
equipment only to future in­
come from current contracts. 
Parties typically contract to 
bind themselves and “their 
successors and assigns’.’

This allows contractual 
obligations to be sold, bought 
or assigned. The new owner 
would stand in the place of 
the original contractor: he 
would have to fulfill the con­
tracts or defend his breach.

Q: Is there a law in Texas 
allowing a wife to file for 
separate maintenance, in a 
case of extreme mental cruel­
ty and incompatability? If 
not, what else can 1 do, short 
of divorce?

A: Texas does not have 
any provisions for enforcing 
separation and maintenance 
unless a divorce has been 
filed. Once the marriage is 
before the court, temporary 
orders can be entered for sup­
port, for use of the home, 
and for keeping the couple 
from interfering with each 
other. After the couple has 
been separated, the actual 
divorce can be postponed un­
til final terms are reached or 
until the couple decides to 
reconcile.

Q: 1 have two questions 
about city laws. First, where 
can I read the law controlling

the water service deposit for 
my town? Second, how can I 
protect myself from my 
neighbor’s dogs? They bark 
and tear up my lawn.

A: The City Attorney’s 
office will be able to refer you 
to the water deposit regula­
tions. They might invite you 
to come by to read the or­
dinance, or send you a copy.

If there is a barking dog or­
dinance, the City Attorney 
will advise you on how to en­
force it. Also, if there is a 
leash law in your town, call 
the pound and have the dogs 
picked up.

Q: My husband has to 
pay a lot of child support for 
his eldest daughter who is go­
ing to college. Is there a way 
to decrease this support?

A: M odification  of 
orders concerning custody, 
visitation, and support can be 
granted by the Court upon a 
showing of a change in cir­
cumstance. In Texas, these 
matters stay open until each 
child of the divorce reaches 
18.

Your husband may be pay­
ing college support even past 
his daughter’s 18th birthday 
because he and his ex-wife 
entered into an agreement in­
cident to the divorce. You 
should study the documents 
describing the divorce and 
child support to see whether 
there are any limits on your 
husband’s right to seek mod­
ification.

Then again, Clements as 

governor has named hun­
dreds of conservatives, in­
cluding a good many from 
the oil industry, to boards 
and commissions in his four 
year tenure.

Before he leaves office on 
Jan. 18, he will be able to 
name a couple of hundred 
more, a fact which rankles 
Democrats who oppose him.

The letter may have been 
a tool to back off, to warn 
Clements to be careful of 
his next selections.

Forcing Clements to back 
away is an almost futile 
gesture, but it may have 
worked this time. Democrats
will be hard put to block 
someone of Pope’s philoso­
phy and caliber, but the 
Senators have steered Clem­
ents away from naming a 
hard-right winger, or even 
an up-and-coming Texas Re­
publican.

Finally, although Pope has 
no visible enemies in the 
Senate and is a respected 
jurist, he must fight for con­
firmation against the forces 
of John Hill. Clements has 
left himself in good position 
on this one: if Pope loses, 
it’s not Clements’ fault. And 
since Pope is not a threat to 
run two years from now, 
Clements may hope to deter

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Debra Says Caring for quilts
By Debra Price

Chinese cuisine has been 
on th|5. Texas scene for more 
than a century.

Railroad construction first 
brought the Chinese to Texas 
in 1870. This marked their 
entry into Texas culture and 
introduced various types of 
Chinese food.

Chinese-style food is excit­
ing but different in flavor and 
takes a minimum of time to 
prepare. “ Stir-frying” is the 
most popular cooking techni­
que. Slivered or diced vege­
tables and meat are cooked 
in hot oil over high heat and 
stirred constantly. Scarity of 
fuel in China dictated this 
rapid cooking method over 
high heat.

A large heavy skillet or a 
wok-a round-bottomed, high 
sided metal pan--can be used 
to produce crisp, crunchy 
vegetables and distinct fla­
vors-that typify this techni­
que.

Pork-fresh or in cured 
forms-has been a favorite in 
Chinese dishes. When se­
lecting pork for all types of 
cookery, use appearance as 
your guide to qualify. Choose 
fresh or cured pork that has a 
high proportion of lean to fat 
and bone. The flesh should 
be fine textured but firm, 
and color of the lean in fresh 
pork should range from gray­
ish pink to red. Lean cured 
pork, on the other hand, 
should have a deep pink 
color.

In stir frying pork, the 
meat will lose its pinkness 
and turn white when cooked. 
Never add more than one 
pound of pork or other meat 
at a time to the fry pan or 
wok for this method of cook­
ery. A larger amount will 
lower the temperature of the 
pan too rapidly. If larger 
quantities are needed, then 
stir-fry in batches.

Here are two USD A reci­
pes featuring Chinese cui­
sine. You may want to intro­
duce your family to this 
unique stir-fry method of 
cookery. Calories per serving 
and menu suggestions are 
included with each recipe. 
Children, in particular, 
would probably enjoy an 
added mealtime challenge of 
using chopsticks with the 
foods.

Chinese sweet-sonr pork 
[6 servings, 1 cap each]
Oil for deep fat fryer..as 

needed
Ugg> beaten...!
Flour, unsifted... V2 cup 
Salt...V2 teaspoon 
Soy sauce....! teaspoon

Stir in meat. Heat to serv­
ing temperature.

Menu Suggestion-Serve
with buttered rice and broc­
coli spears.

With fall at hand and 
winter on the way, quilts and 
comforters will be in the 
limelight as they are taken 
from storage and put to use.

“ Before using a quilt, 
check its condition, fiber 
content and age. An heir­
loom quilt, for example, 
should not be used on the 
bed where people will sit or 
pull on it,” explains Dr. 
P®ggy S. Owens, housing 
and home furnishings specia­
list with the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service, Tex­
as A&M University System.

Start with the least com­
plicated and damaging meth­
od when cleaning quilts, 
Owens advises. Airing will 
remove any musty smell ac­
quired during storage. To 
remove dust or surface soil, 
vacuum with an upholstery 
tool. Cover the quilt with 
fiberglass screening--but 
don’t vacuum directly on the 
quilt.

Strain removal is unwise 
on older quilts because it 
weakens the fibers. Dry 
cleaning solvents remove oily 
stains but are usually too 
harsh for older quilting fab­
rics, the specialist warns.

“ Wet cleaning must be 
done carefully. Do not mac­
hine-wash or dry or line hang

a quilt. Soak in a bathtub 
using a very dilute detergent 
solution. Rinse several times 
to remove detergent. Then 
support the weight of the wet 
quilt to prevent strain on 
fabric and stitches. Dry on a 
bed sheet outside,” Owens 
advises.

Repair any damaged areas 
to prevent further deterior­
ation.

Child development is 
worry for parents

A common worry among 
new parents is whether their 
child is developing normally.

Parents should be reas­
sured that most children are 
normal and that a wide range 
of conditions and behavior 
are considered “ normal.” 

Because no two children 
are exactly alike, parents 
cannot accurately judge their 
child by comparing the 
youngster with another. But 
most children go through 
developmental steps at cer­
tain ages, and knowing these 
can relieve many anxieties 
for parents.

The Texas Medical Asso­
ciation offers these mile­
stones as a general guide in 
child development:

! month: lifts chin off 
floor; 2 months: lifts chest off 
floor; 3 months: reaches for 
objects but without success; 
4 months: sits with support;

grasps small objects; 6 
months: sits in high chair; 
grasps dangling objects; 7 
months: sits alone; 8 months: 
stands with help; 9 months: 
stands by holding onto fur­
niture; !0 months: crawls; 
!! months: walks if led by 
one hand; !2 months: pulls 
up and stands with the help 
of furniture; !3 months: 
climbs up a few stairs; !4 
months: stands alone; !5 
months: walks alone; before 
third birthday: talks in short 
sentences.

These time periods for de­
velopment are broad gener­
alizations. A normal child 
might well be behind or 
ahead at any stage. Still, 
parents should be attentive 
to the general course of 
normal development. Any 
major departure from it 
should be discussed with the 
child’s doctor.

Store quilts flat or rolled. 
To protect from dust and 
light, use a dust cover of 
well-washed cotton muslin, 
percale or new tissue paper. 
Do not store quilts in plas­
tic, cardboard boxes and un­
sealed wooden boxes, such 
as cedar chests.

“ Folding a quilt for flat 
storage causes stress on 
fabric, stitches and batting 
placement. Fold as few times 
as possible, placing tissue 
paper between folds. Fold 
off-center and in a different 
place each time to relieve 
stress on the fabric. Don’t 
stack heavy quilts on top of 
each other, and don’t hang 
quilts to store,” Owens says.

Quilts—new as well as 
old-require special care and 
thoughtful use in order to 
increase their usability and 
heirloom quality, she adds.

Now that one festive holi­
day is over, and another is 
approaching, everyone will 
have a full December calen­
der. Usually December is an 
unpredictable month in Tex­
as. You can expect freezing 
nights and followed by 
warm, sunny days. This 
month may be the only one of 
real rest from gardening. 
That is because other inter­
ests push our gardening en­
thusiasm to the background. 
Not that there are not plenty 
chores to do.

You can start dormant 
spraying, proceed with win­
ter pruning, and start all 
types of tree, shrub, fruit and 
rose plantings. The contin­
uous job of cleanliness that 
comes from the falling of 
leaves is always with us. The 
county is continuing clean-up 
and pick-up so do take ad­
vantage of this and have your 
trash ready.

When you buy your Chris­
tmas tree, shake or bounce 
it; if its fresh, the needles 
will remain firmly attached. 
When you get the tree home, 
cut off the end at least an 
inch above the original cut; 
then stand it in a deep bucket 
of water over night or until 
you are ready to decorate. It 
is better to display your tree 
in a stand that holds water, 
to prolong its freshness, use 
the following mixture instead 
of water: ! cup lemon-lime 
carbonated beverage per gal­
lon of water. A fairly large 
tree may absorb a quart of 
liquid daily, so frequently 
replenish the mixture.

Use good pruning prac­
tices when cutting foliage for 
holiday arrangements. Re­
move nandina stems at a 
point 3 to 4 inches above 
ground level, when cutting 
branches of holly, cedar, py- 
racantha or pine. Cut them 
back flush with their point of 
origin, avoid taking all the 
branches from the same

spot. Collecting greenery can 
also be used as an oppor­
tunity to reshape a plant or 
remove wayward branches.

Your gardening friends 
will appreciate gifts they can 
use in their garden, such as 
seeds, garden gloves, bas­
kets, watering cans, hand 
pruners, clay containers and 
soil components. A book for 
gardening library is always 
well-received.

Although progress has 
been made to increase pub­
lic awareness of hyperten­
sion and to develop effec­
tive ways of treating it, the 
problem still remains a major 
health concern.

“ High blood pressure of­
ten has no clear signs or 
symptoms and a person can 
have it and not know it. 
That’s why it’s so important 
to get your blood pressure 
checked regularly and, if it is 
high, to follow the treatment 
your doctor prescribes,’’ 
Shirer says.

Leaders of an industry- 
funded symposium on nutri­
tion and blood pressure con­
trol recently gave these 
guidelines concerning hyper­
tension. They recommend­
ed that people:

Define their risk status, 
including diabetes, obesity, 
and family history of the dis­
ease.

Check blood pressure re­
gularly, whether or not they 
are in a high-risk group.

If pressure is normal, con­
tinue present lifestyle.

If pressure is slightly high, 
begin a program of moder­
ate exercise; lose weight, if 
needed; and reduce salt in­
take as necessary.

Stop smoking and cut 
down alcohol intake.

If over 40, get a doctor’s 
advice on exercise and take a 
stress test.

Do not drastically alter 
your diet by cutting out all 
fats or all salt-containing 
foods, or by following only a 
high fiber diet. If you cut out 
dairy products because they

contain salt, you will also 
lose calcium, which is essen­
tial to blood pressure regu­
lation.

If sodium-sensitive, follow 
a prescribed medical diet. 
Persons with normal blood 
pressure need not restrict 
their salt intake, but pru­
dent use is advised.

If your doctor decides that 
you don’t need medication, 
don’t insist on it. It’s bet­
ter to regulate blood pres­
sure through diet and exer­
cise than with chemicals.

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Texans rate law enforcement agencies
Texas residents in general 

are satisfied with the court­
eousness and fairness of 
police officers, while those 
arrested for misdemeanor 
crimes are not.

These were among the 
results of a recent study of 
“ Public Perceptions of the 
Police in Texas,” conducted 
by the Survey Research Pro­
gram of the Criminal Justice 
Center at Sam Houston State 
University.

Responses came from 
1,345 individuals from 181 
Texas counties, selected at 
random and questioned ear­
lier this year on their ex­

periences during 1981
“ At no time in the history 

of Texas have the police been 
under greater public scru­
tiny,” said Dr. Raymond 
H.C. Teske, Jr., director of 
the Survey Research Pro­
gram. “ The press, the judi­
cial system, public officials 
and others consistently make 
reference to the role of the 
police.”

Another survey topic 
which Teske said has not 
received adequate study is 
the extent and type* of 
contact Texans have with the 
police.

“ Most law-abiding citi-

Local people must 
attract industry

If communities expect to 
attract industry, it will de­
pend on the local people.

That' message came 
through loud and clear at a 
recent Rural Industrial De­
velopment Workshop at Tex­
as A&M University.

About 80 percent of all 
industrial development and 
growth is due to the efforts of 
local community leaders, 
said Jack Jones, community 
development specialist with 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, which spon­
sored the workshop.

Industrial development 
can generate jobs, increase 
personal income and the 
local economic base, and im­
prove the environment and 
quality of life, Jones said.

Yet, many communities 
really don’t want to grow and 
will block any efforts toward 
development, said Dr. James 
Copp, professor of sociolo­
gy and rural sociology at 
Texas A&M.

“ Small communities are 
surprisingly self-directing; 
they control their own fate,” 
Copp said. “ Many communi­
ties don’t grow because local 
leaders don’t have their ‘act’ 
together. Sometimes com­
munity leadership consists of 
the ‘good ole’ boys’ who 
don’t want ‘new blood’ in 
their group.

“ What happens or doesn’t 
happen in a community hing­
es around local leaders,” 
Copp emphasized. “ Com­
munity attitudes and the 
direction taken by commun­
ity leaders must be in gener­
al agreement if a commun­
ity is to prosper.”

Copp listed these indica­
tors of a good or bad climate 
for industrial development in 
a community: the Chamber 
of Commerce office, the C. of 
C. manager or executive, 
interlocking memberships 
(community leaders serving 
in various capacities), make­
up of the Industrial Devel­
opment Foundation, and the 
number of absentee leaders. 
An overabundance of absen­
tee leaders can be the “kiss 
of death” to community ef­
forts in industrial expansion, 
said Copp.

Communities with an In­
dustrial Development Foun­
dation usually grow and de­
velop at a faster rate and 
often reflect a more single- 
minded attitude toward 
growth, he added.

Another speaker, Ray­
mond Host with Delta Steel 
Buildings of Dallas, offered 
several guidelines for com­
munity leaders interested in 
constructing speculative 
buildings to attract industry.

“ Don’t build a building 
smaller than 20,000 square 
feet and make sure it has an 
eave height of at least 20
feet,” Bost said. “ And don’t 
add a lot of extras. Make 
sure the building will accom­
modate a sprinkler system
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for fire safety and to cut 
insurance costs. Of course, 
you need a water supply 
system to support the sprink­
ler system.” Bost added that 
the entire building should be 
insulated.

He said that his company 
could construct such a build­
ing for about $8 per square 
foot (without a concrete 
slab.)

Bost pointed out that most 
speculative buildings are us­
ually occupied within six or 
seven months after comple­
tion.

Dr. Charles Madden with 
the Texas Engineering Ex­
periment Station at Texas 
A&M University told work­
shop participants that both 
communities and business­
es have various needs that 
must be considered in an 
industrial development pro­
gram. He cited community 
needs as employment, tax 
base, consumers, economic 
activity, amenities and sta­
bility, and listed business or 
industry needs as labor, mar­
kets, transportation, utilities, 
buildings, financing and sta­
bility of rules.

“ Local communities usual­
ly cannot provide every need 
of a business or industry, and 
no single firm can give a 
community everything it 
needs,” he emphasized.

Community leaders must 
analyze supply and demand 
factors and assess market 
opportunities before imple­
menting marketing to attract 
an industry, he said.

Madden alsp encouraged 
community leaders to take 
the initiative in attracting a 
new business or industry. “ If 
your phone hasn’t rung in 
three years, maybe it’s time 
for you to start calling pros­
pects,” he said.

zens are pleased with their 
police,” said Teske. “ High­
est marks Went to the De­
partment of Public Safety, 
followed by local police and 
sheriff’s departments.”

The DPS was rated pro­
fessional or very profession­
al by 82% of those surveyed.

Ratings on fairness in ad­
ministering the law were 
80% for DPS, either very fair 
or fair; 65% for sheriff’s 
departments; 64% for local 
police.

Among those who had 
been arrested for misde­
meanor offenses (29 of the 
1,345 respondents, 34 total 
arrests), fairness ratings 
were understandably lower. 
A total of 52% of those 
arrested said they had been 
treated unfairly (38%) or 
very unfairly (l4%).

Only two respondents had 
been arrested for felony vio­
lations.

Survey participants were 
asked about their use of 
police services during the 
past year and their lifetimes. 
A total of 161 (12%) had 
participated in one such pro­
gram during 1981 and 234 
(17%) during their lifetime.

The most frequent includ­
ed “ Neighborhood Watch” 
programs (6.1% in 1981, 
7.6% lifetime) and “ Crime

ness were high among all 
surveyed, with least positive 
perceptions being reported 
in the category of honesty.

The DPS was rated as very 
competent (24%) or compe­
tent (56%), for a total of 
80%. The local police earned 
64% and sheriff’s depart­
ments 61% total ratings in 
these categories.

The DPS was rated as very 
dedicated or dedicated by 
73%, as compared to 59% 
for local police and 55% for 
sheriff’s departments. The 
DPS received 77% ratings as 
very courteous or courteous, 
with the local police totaling 
65% and sheriff’s depart­
ments 61%.

In the honesty category,
DPS got marks of 70% as 
very honest or honest and 
local police and sheriff’s 
departments 61% each.

More than half of all 
Texans (57%), according to 
survey projections, had at 
least one contact with police 
during 1981. Of these, 58% 
were with local police, 13%
DPS troopers, 12% police of 
another city, and 7% a 
sheriff’s department.

Of those reporting con­
tacts, 29% were for traf­
fic violations. Almost half 
(49%) of these were for 
speeding and 17% were for 
out-of-date license or inspec­
tion sticker violations. Of 
those stopped, 62% were 
given tickets, and 72% said 
they were treated fairly.

Of those surveyed, 221 
(16%) said they had been 
victims of crime during the 
previous year which they had 
reported to the police. Of 
those, only 43% were satis­
fied with the overall job done 
by the police, 35% dissatis­
fied, and 22% gave no opin­
ion.

The most frequent types of 
victimization reported were 
burglary (6.6% of all respon­
dents) and vandalism (5.1%) 
of all respondents. In only 
one-half (53%) of the inci­
dents did the complainant 
actually sign a complaint or 
report form for the police, 
someone was arrested in only 
15 percent of the crimes 
reported, and in only 5 
percent of the cases was 
someone convicted. If pro- 

, perty was stolen, in only 15 
percent of the cases was the 
property recovered.

General questions relating ^
to crime were also included A ndean highlands o f  
on the survey. Over one-half Peru, isn't a pig a t all but a 
of the respondents (54%) felt rodent related to  the rabbit, 
that crime in their commun­
ity had gotten worse in the 
past three years, and 52% 
expect it to get worse in the 
next three years.

Arrival of cold weather and 
the “ flu season” call atten­
tion to the need for influ­
enza vaccinations for people 
at greatest risk of serious 
illness or death from flu and 
its complications.

Influenza virus infections 
occur every year in the Unit­
ed States, reminds Dr. Mary 
Ann Shirer, health education 
specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice.

Three dominant strains an­
ticipated during the 1982-83 
flu season, Shirer adds, are 
A/Bangkok, A/Brazil, and 
B/Singapore.

“ The antigens in 
year’s vaccine reduce 
likelihood of infection 
the severity of disease 
vaccinated individual con- 
tr a r ts  influenza,” she ex­
plains.

People considered to be in 
the “ high risk” category are 
those 65 years of age or 
more, and people of any age 
who are chronically ill with 
heart disease, lung or kidney 
disorders, diabetes, severe 
anemia such as sickle cell 
disease; and conditions that I 
affect the immune (disease 
fighting) mechanisms such 
as certain malignancies and 
immuno-suppressive th er­
apy.

Influenza and pneumonia 
have averaged more than 
2,600 deaths per year, ac­
cording to a report cover-

ing the past three years 
issued by the Texas Depart­
ment of Health.

Flu vaccine generally is 
available through the winter 
months, with November an 
ideal time for the vaccin­
ation, Shirer adds.

State and local health offi­
cials will be conducting the 
immunization programs, and 
the vaccine will also be avail­
able from private physicians. 
If there are questions relat­
ing to the need for vaccine, 
check with your local physi­
cian, advises Shirer,
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Trapping, an integral 
part of our heritage
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- To fully understand the 
role of trapping, it is im­
portant to realize that it is an 
integral part of our North 
American heritage. America 
was founded and settled and 
all of the frontiers were 

, opened by the trappers and 
hunters.

Native Indians and early 
European settlers used trap­
ping as a means of survi­
val, especially in the North. 
Many Indians were master 
trappers and depended as 
much upon their ability with 
pitfalls, snares, and deadfall 
traps, as they did upon their 
bows and spears for food, 
clothing, and shelter. Effec­
tive use of their traps helped 
protect their limited crops 
from animals, for losing even 
a small part of a year’s 
plantings was. often disas- 

^trous in the face of a severe 
winter.

In the early years, settlers 
used the same techniques of 
the Indians. These early 
ways of trapping involved 
tremendous amounts of time 
and labor and were inef­
ficient, often failing to hold 
the animals. In 1823, Sewell 
Newhouse revolutionized 
trapping with his perfection 
of the leg-hold trap. This 
added greatly to the trap­
per’s effectiveness since it 
could be used for long- 
legged animals such as the 
wolf and fox as well as for 
shorter legged animals.

Unfortunately, critics of 
trapping express more con­
cern over the quality of death 
rather than the quality of life. 
Any surplus of wildlife that is 
not harvested by man will be 
subjected to the cruelest 
controls indicted nature to 
restore a more normal popu­
lation level. Left to her own 
devices, nature will take her 
own harvest, far more devas­
tating and complete than the 
most devout anti-trapper 
would care to witness. Not 
the comparatively swift 
death of the trapped target 
animal, but the slow death of 
weeks from starvation and 
disease inflicted by nature 
herself.

T rapp ing  tech n iq u e s , 
traps and the people who use 
them, have changed consid­
erably. People of all walks of 
life are among present day 
trappers. For many, the ex­
tra income from a trapline is 
often a buffer against hard­
ships. To others, it may be a 
means of paying for food, 
rent, extra income, and also 
an education.

A large trapline requires 
hours of plain, hard work. 
Yet, for some trappers it is a 
form of recreation and in­
come. There are doctors, 
lawyers-, farmers, ranchers, 
school teachers, congress­
man, and many other pro­
fessions involved in trapp­
ing. The following are hope­
fully some suggestions that 
might be helpful to you if you 
plan to try this out door sport 
that can be profitable.

A license is required to sell 
your furs.

To get the most for your 
furs the following procedure 
should be followed when 
skinning your furs. Cut at the 
joints of the back legs up
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through the rectrum and pull 
the fur over the head of the 
animal like a sock. Be sure 
not to cut the fur with your 
knife. Roll the fur up and put 
it in a plastic bag with the fur 
to the outside and freeze. 
You must thaw the fur for 2 
to 4 hours at room temper­
ature before taking the fur to 
the buyer. (Do not use water 
to thaw fur.)

Texas has a coat type 
raccoon which is used for 
making coats. The darker 
raccoons are worth more 
than the yellow ones. The 
yellow coon is not as desir­
able to the eye as the darker 
color coons with silver bel­

lies. The blue coons are 
worth less because the fur of 
the coons have not primed 
and the guard hair will fall 
out. The kitten coons or sow 
coons are not worth much 
and it would be best to 
release them and leave them 
in the woods if at all possi­
ble.

The strong dollar is going 
to hurt the price paid for all 
types of fur caught through­
out the United States. The 
Europeans will not pay any 
more for furs than what was 
paid last year. Their curren­
cy is worth 20%-35%- less 
than last year, therefore we

know that the price of our 
furs will be between 20%- 
35% lower than last year, 
unless there is some drastic 
change in reference to the 
dollar.

If you are looking for a 
place to market your furs you 
might try dealing with D«feW 
Fur Company Inc. They have 
been buying furs in this area 
for thirteen years. D&W Fur 
Company, Inc. spent approx­
imately $25,000 on wildlife in 
this area last year. They will 
be starting Dec. 5 and will be 
here on Sundays, 6:45 a.m. 
to 7:30 a.m. at the M&M 
Cafe, Ozona.

Turkey is abundant 
for ho liday season

Turkey, now a year-round 
favorite, is a traditional holi­
day food. It’s protein-packed 
low calorie, flavorful and 
economical, and consumers 
should find an abundant 
supply of fresh, wholesome 
birds this season.

Beverly A. Rhoades, con­
sumer information specia­
list with the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service, 
points out that turkey is one 
of the most economical meat 
sources available.

“ Fresh turkeys displayed 
in meat counters are USD A 
inspected for wholesomeness 
and most are Grade A, 
indicating they are fully 
fleshed and meaty, well- 
finished with no parts miss­
ing and no skin defects,’’ 
Rhoades says.

Lower grade turkeys are 
equally wholesome and nu­
tritious, but may not be as 
visually appealing in the 
package.

Processed turkey offered 
at meat counters is inspected 
again to approve label infor­
mation and ingredients.

“ Tenderness of the meat 
is determined by the age of 
the bird, rather than the sex, 
grade or size. A 25-pound 
turkey is just as tender as an 
eight-pound bird of the same 
age. Toms are generally as 
tender as hens of similar age. 
For greatest tenderness, look 
for the words “young” or 
“ fryer-roaster” on the label, 
Rhades says.

To determine how much 
fresh turkey to buy, plan for 
three-fourths pound per per­
son, or for planned leftov­
ers, purchase one pound per 
person. When choosing 
whole turkeys, large birds 
may be the most economi­
cal buy per serving, Rhoades 
explains, and leftover meat 
can be stoed for later use.

Pre-basted and pre-stuffed 
whole turkeys are available 
but cost more per pound than 
plain frozen turkeys. “There 
is little difference between

them in the cooking process 
for moist and tender meat,” 
Rhoades says.

Turkey parts or processed 
turkey may be used instead 
of the whole bird for some 
occasions, but generally cost 
more per pound. Packaged 
turkey parts allow consum­
ers to choose white or dark 
meat, or an assortment, to 
please the family.

Turkey roasts offer variety 
and are available in all- 
white or all-dark meat, or a 
combination of both.

Processed turkey is parti­

cularly popular because of 
convenience, versatility and 
storage ease. Cooked, cured 
or smoked turkey may taste 
similar to pork or beef coun­
terparts, but usually has its 
own distinct flavor. Turkey 
“ ham” is actually thigh meat 
rolled and seasoned to taste 
like ham. Ground or link 
turkey sausage is a reduced- 
calorie sausage. Turkey 
luncheon meats with a deli 
flavor and aroma are sea­
soned to resemble their 
counterparts in the luncheon 
meat field.

Advances reported 
in heart disease
Echocardiography is rap­

idly establishing itself as one 
of the most important ad­
vances in the diagnosis of 
heart disease.

As its name indicates, 
echocardiography uses high- 
frequency sound waves (ul­
trasound) to view the inside 
of the heart, says the Texas 
Medical Association. The 
principle is similar to that of 
sonar used in ships to deter­
mine ocean depth. This in­
volves measuring the time it 
takes for the sound wave to 
bounce off the bottom and 
return to the ship.

Aimed at the heart, ultra­
sound indicates the depth of 
the organ’s various parts 
and, with a timing device, 
allows the doctor to deter­
mine certain aspects of the 
hekrt’s motion. Problems 
may be detected. These in­
clude the thickening, narrow­
ing or shortening of heart 
valves, which can result in 
valve leaks.

Echocardiography also 
may detect a tumor causing 
the heart to malfunction, 
heart chambers that are too 
small or large, or fluid 
around the outside of the 
heart. A heart wall that

Hunter influences 
deer meat quality

moves improperly or bulges 
out can be detected. In 
children, congenital prob­
lems may be found.

Echocardiography is being 
used successfully for screen­
ing patients and determining 
those who need more elabor­
ate tests, such as cardiac 
catheterization, angiocar­
diography and other exams 
that require hospitalization 
and carry some risks. 
Though requiring rather ela­
borate apparatus, echocard­
iography involves neither- 
hospitalization nor the use of 
tubes or needles. Rather, a 
small, microphone-like de­
vice is placed on the patient’s 
chest.

The instrument also is 
used to follow the progress of 
heart disease in patients who 
have undergone cardiac cath­
eterization and angiocard- 
iogradphy. This often elimin­
ates the need to repeat these 
elaborate tests.

Cardiologists-doctors who 
are heart specialists-also 
use personal history, a phys­
ical examination, x-rays and 
the electrocardiogram (EKG) 
to diagnose heart problems. 
But echocardiography has 
enabled thdm to diagnosei.

Deer hunters will soon be 
bringing home a lot of veni­
son, and its quality depends 
a lot on how the deer car­
cass is handled.

The entire process of 
handling the carcass from 
field to table can add or 
detract from the desirabili­
ty of the final product, says 
Billy Reagor, county agent 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. The hunt­
er plays an important role in 
determining whether a deer 
steak is tender and tasty or 
tough and bad-flavored.

Reagor offers these recom­
mendations for hunters to 
help improve the quality of 
venison they bring home.

Whenever a choice is 
available, select a female 
animal for less flavor inten­
sity (gaminess). This does 
not mean that male animals 
provide undesirable meat, 
but rather that most consum­
ers may prefer the less in­
tense flavor of the female.

Whenever possible place 
the shot in the neck or head 
to insure a clean, rapid kill. 
This prevents post-shot 
stress and also reduces tis­
sue damage considerably.

Field dress the animal as 
soon as possible. If con­
tents of the intestine or 
paunch have been spilled, 
rinse the carcass with water. 
A publication, L-634, entitled 
“ Field Dressing Big Game” 
is available from the county 
Extension office and pro­
vides more information.

When weather permits, 
leave the skin on the car­
cass to help conserve mois­
ture. However, a little com­
mon sense dictates that car­
casses should be skinned and 
covered with a fly proof bag 
in hot weather if a cooler is 
not accessible. Also, a male 
in the rut may have a strong 
urine odor on the hind legs 
and probably should be 
skinned prior to storage.

If the family prefers a 
somewhat more intense fla­
vor which is similar to aged 
beef, hang the carcass in a 
locker for about a week be­
fore final processing. Again, 
common sense dictates stor­
age in a clean locker which 
eliminates contamination of 
odors from poorly handled 
carcasses.

These recommendations 
are not the only way to 
handle carcasses, the agent 
emphasizes. Many hunters

have a preferred method for 
bringing home quality veni­
son.

If a hunti^ Jio exper­
ience ifTfiandling deer car­
casses, or has had a bad 
experience with deer meat, 
these suggestions may pro­
vide a means of increasing 
the use of deer meat. Fur­
ther suggestions on care and 
cooking of venison can be 
found in the publication MP- 
1333, “ Big Game Cooking 
Care,” also available from 
the County Extension office.

John Curry is a very

Coach Curry feels that he 
has some excellent talent on 
the Lion’s basketball team 
this season and that once his 
system has been absorbed 
and fully comprehended, the 
Lions will not only be com­
petitive, but fully in the thick 
of this season’s district 
championship hunt.

And he should know a 
winner when he sees one. In 
his relatively short coaching 
career, he already has posted 
a state championship and is 
anxious to translate the cur­
rent Lion championship ap­
petite into an ’83 realiza­
tion in his first season as 
head basketball coach.

“The personnel here are 
talented and fortunately are 
win-oriented.” Coach Curry

Coach John Curry is a 
thinking man’s kind of head 
coach and respect for his 
system is already being dem­
onstrated in the comments of 
his players.

Harvey Huerreca, who is 
an Ozona gridiron all-district 
running back, will figure 
prominently in Coach Cur-
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ry’s run ’em and gun ’em 
game plan. Harvey spoke 
with admiration of the Curry 
program:

“ He believes in fitness 
and finesse. The exact, pre­
cise execution of get-it-up- 
the-court kind of basketball 
that challenges the physical 
condition of your opponents. 
That’s my kind of game and 
I’m sure the rest of the guys 
like that sort of game also. I 
really feel confident that 
Coach Curry can mold a 
lasting championship tradi­
tion for Ozona basketball. He 
is a terrific coach, with a 
solid winning perspective, 
and he’ll get 100% out of 
you, or you won’t be playing 
very much...not for this guy. 
This is going to be quite a 
season before it’s through.”

Coach Curry will employ 
an interesting offensive ap­
proach this season that is 
bound to bring excitement 
and possibly some unprece­
dented high scoring games 
for the Ozona basketball fans 
to savour. Utilizing a three 
guard attack, with Zeke and 
Magic playing more of a 
power forward type game.

“ These kids are very 
bright and capable of absorb­
ing the structure and the 
intent of our system.

ed to seeing. With the talent 
he obviously has to work 
with, coupled with the strong 
desire to win one senses in 
his players, John may quite 
likely discover the sweet 
twinge of a winning coach’s 
satisfaction at the installation 
of a successful basketball 
program.
