County Attorney Tom Ca­
meron and District Attorney 
Bill Mason recently returned 
from San Antonio, where 
they attended a seminar on 
estates and wills relative to 
the new laws of taxation.

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AUSTIN —  Within the 
length o f a few minutes last 
week, the fates and ambitions 
of several Texas senators 
were made or unmade when 
the lawmakers drew lots for 
staggered election terms.

I’m beginning to think we need an amendment to 
Murphy's Law. The fundamental principle is this: If 
something can go wrong, it will. So says Murphy.

Let me suggest an addendum: If the story is wrong, 
you probably saw it on TV.

Now that’ s a broad generalization, o f course. But broad 
generalizations are the stuff that TV news is made of. And 
too often what emerges is not a clear picture o f life and 
events as they are. but a clear picture o f life and events 
as seen by people living )in New York and Washington, 
whose salaries would be the talk o f the town in Durham, 
N.C., DecJtur, Ala., Bridgeport, Conn., or someplace else 
where people prefer pizza to quiche.

I was pushed onto my soapbox by a couple o f recent 
magazine articles, one by political reporter Fred Barnes 
o f  The Baltimore appearing in the current issue o f 
Policy Review, and one by freelance writer Randy 
Fitzgerald, appearing in a recent issue o f Reader’s Digest.

Barnes’ article is aptly titled, “ The Shock Horror 
Welfare Cut Show.’ ’ Barnes shows in his article that all 
those massive welfare cuts we have seen reported nightly 
on the TV news —  all the “ furor and anguish’ ’ that has 
bombarded us each night in our living rooms —  has been 
a bit overdone, at the ver>' least. In fact, Barnes notes, 
most of the “ cuts”  weren’ t cuts at all, but were reductions 
from projected increases made in the past. “ In program 
after program, the near-poor lost benefits, while the truly 
poor were fully protected, even against inflation,’ ’ Barnes 
says. TV coverage o f the cuts, however, “ emphasized the 
exotic, the unrepresentative, and the emotional,”  he says.

Barnes maintains that no cut in social spending has been 
more vigorously covered than that in food stamps (which 
will lead us to the Fitzgerald article very shortly). And 
no cut has been less accurately portrayed, he says.

Spending for food stamps was indeed pared —  from 
$11.4 billion in 1981 to $11.3 billion in 1982. “ Hardly 
apocalyptic,”  Barnes argues.

“ Television, however, made the cuts appear 
draconian,”  and often TV ’ s tales o f woe were wrong, he 
shows in his analysis.

More important, what television rarely showed was the 
side o f the food stamp stor>' explored by Fitzgerald in the 
Reader s Digest. The story Fitzgerald tells is one o f a well- 
intentioned government program run amuck.

In 1964, Fitzgerald notes, approximately 367,000 
Americans received food stamp assistance at a cost o f $30.5 
million. Today, the program has an $11.3-billion budget, 
with more than 22.5-million recipients. The program also 
is one o f the most fraud-ridden and poorly run, he says, 
wiih perhaps $1.6 billion or more a year, by official 
estimate, lost as a result o f fraud, administrative error, 
organized theft and even counterfeiting.

As Sen. William Armstrong (R-Co.) has noted: The 
abuses in the program “ are not just a rip-off to taxpayers; 
they are a crime against the poor. ”

How badly managed is the food stamp monstrosity? 
To understand, we need only return to Barnes’ analysis. 
Playing a key role in one o f the TV reports Barnes criticizes 
is a woman identified as an assistant food stamp 
administrator in New York. Unfortunately, in explaining 
eligibility requirements, this food-stamp official “ got it 
wrong.”  And, o f course, the TV reporter either hadn’t done 
enough homework to know that the woman was wrong, 
or didn’t bother to correct the error.

Murphy had it only partly right. Which may be about 
as good as we can expect from TV news. ____

The Constitution requires 
that following each redistrict­
ing, senators will draw lots 
and 15 members will run in 
two years and 16 will run in 
four years.

In its own small way, the 
draw determines for many 
who will move up in the 
political world and who will 
not, depending upon the ad­
vantage gained or lost. Some 
senators, like Craig Washing­
ton o f Houston, preferred to 
run in ’84, a presidential elec­
tion year, but most wanted 
to wait until ’86, the next 
gubernatorial election year.

Foremost is the desire to 
get a “ free shot” at some 
higher office, which means a 
lawmaker would not have to 
leave his present office in 
order to run higher.

Washington was, for the 
most part, in the minority 
because most senators were 
happy just to get two extra 
years o f breathing time be­
fore hitting the campaign 
trail again. He was planning

Hunting, DWI
In the Legislature, the 

House passed the 60-day 
limit on voting and com­
menced floor votes, approv­
ing a bill removing a major 
loophole in hardship driver’s 
licenses for 15-year-olds.

The Senate, following 
heated debate between Carl 
Parker of Port Arthur and 
Ted Lyon o f Mesquite, 
passed the controversial 
Wildlife Conservation Act 
which gives a state agency 
control o f wildlife manage­
ment in all Texas counties.

Odds And Ends

The bill puts an end to 
the veto powers still resting
with some 30 counties and is 
highly supported by sport 
hunters and fishermen
groups.

The Senate also approved 
legislation designed to trigger 
early paroles if Texas prison 
population comes close to a 
court ordered limit. Non­
violent offenders would be 
paroled if prison population 
approaches 95% capacity.

Unanimous approval went 
to expansion o f the Veterans 
Land Program which in­
cludes a $500 million hous­
ing choice if voters approve

on trading to obtain a two- 
year term, which would free 
him up for a shot at a judge- 
ship, but the Parliamentarian 
ruled trading was not allowed 
by the Constitution,

By the time the alphabet­
ical draw reached his name, 
all the two-year terms had 
already been taken, to his 
political dismay.

All For Naught
Senators who probably 

won a reprieve by the draw 
included Glenn Kothmann 
o f San Antonio, who drew 
four years and postponed the 
challenging plans o f former 
San Antonio Rep. Tommy 
Adkisson; John Traeger of 
Seguin, whose district is be­
ing redrawn to enhance the 
chances o f an Hispanic can­
didate; and Bill Sims o f San 
Angelo, a Democrat who 
pulled a surprise victory 
from what was considered a 
Republican West Texas dis­
trict.

Besides Washington, sen­
ators who probably lost an 
edge on the future include 
Lloyd Doggett o f Austin, 
who will have to relinquish 
his seat if he follows through 
with his plans to challenge 
U.S. Sen. John Tower next 
year; Chet Edwards of Dun­
canville, who could make a 
similar race against U.S. 
Rep. Phil Gramm; and Roy 
Blake o f Nacogdoches, who 
angered his home Democrats 
last year by pulling for Re­
publican Bill Clements.

The draw may be all for 
naught, if ' the Justice De­
partment decides all senators 
must run again in two years 
because o f negotiations to 
end a legal fight over bound­
aries in some new districts.

Q: My daughter died two 
years ago leaving a child, my six 
year old grand-daughter. I haven’t 
heard from the child or her father 
for over a year. What legal rights 
do 1 have and what steps should 
1 take to be awarded visitation?

A: The Texas Family Code 
has several provisions affirming 
the rights o f  grandparents to visit 
a minor child in cases o f  divorce, 
o f  loss o f  a child’s parent, even o f 
adoption.

I would first advise you to ap­
proach your son-in-law informal­
ly, by call or letter, asking for a 
specific visit. If you receive no 
reply, find the child’s address so 
your attorney can begin a lawsuit 
under grandparent visitation 
statutes.

After 
the couple has been separated, the 
actual divorce can be postponed 
until final terms are reached or un­
til the couple decides to reconcile.

Q: Is there a law in Texas 
allowing a wife to file for separate 
maintenance, in a case of extreme 
mental cruelty and incompata- 
bility? If not, what else can I do, 
short of divorce?

A: Texas does not have any 
provisions for enforcing separa­
tion and maintenance unless a 
divorce has been filed. Once the 
marriage is before the court, tem­
porary orders can be entered for

Q: I live in a rural area not far 
from a major city. The city is now 
planning to annex an area that will 
include my property. Can they 
force me to pay for city sewers, 
garbage collection and other city 
services, even if I don’t want 
them?

A: Yes, the city can force you 
to pay for city sewers, garbage col­
lection, streets, and paving. 
Specifically for sewer and street 
improvements, the city will assess 
a landowner for the improved 
value o f  the land and the land- 
owner may protest the assessment 
to the City Council. After an open 
hearing, the Council may lower 
the assessment. Other services, 
however, are not open to protest.

Dear Kitty:

Dr. Brown and myself 
want to thank you for your 
interest in the outcome of the 
Commissioners Court meet­
ing of Monday, March 14, 
1983.

I do want to say that the 
apparent difference between 
the Carlisle Clinic Associa­
tion and the Crockett County 
Hospital is not a real conflict. 
Over the past ten years, 
there have been no changes 
in the rules or bylaws of the 
governing board or the medi­
cal staff. This brings both 
groups into conflict with the 
current Texas Medical Prac­
tices Act; and in some cases, 
there appears to be conflict 
between Medicare and the 
Texas Medical Practices Act. 
These things must be settl­
ed, not only from a legal 
standpoint, which does re­
quire attorneys to represent 
all groups, but most im­
portantly, rules and bylaws 
for both the hospital board 
and the medical staff need to 
be acceptable and effective 
to all groups combined.

The Carlisle Clinic Asso­
ciation has as of today 20 
patients in the hospital. We 
need the hospital and the 
hospital needs us. We intend 
to see that the hospital does 
not close, not for the interest 
of the Carlisle Clinic Associa­
tion, but also for any other 
doctor who may practice in 
this area. We do want it to be 
understood that the hospital 
is as important to us as to any 
other group in the county. 
We feel the hospital has done 
well; and we feel that with 
minor changes, it will con­
tinue to do well. As for the 
use of an attorney, I think 
this is explained above. The 
Texas Medical Practices Act 
needs to be reviewed by the 
doctors’ attorneys, all doc­
tors practicing at the hosp­
ital board and the county

attorneys in order to have 
rules, regulations, and by­
laws which conform to state 
laws. Medicare, and Medi­
caid but that are also accept­
able to all persons. We feel 
that this is being accomplish­
ed at this time.

As stated above, the hosp­
ital is impOTtant to us, very 
important. It is important to 
all its patients, and it is 
important to the entire 
county. We have been fortu­
nate to have the board, the 
board chairman, the judge, 
the county commissioners 
and the county attorney all 
working to help the hospital 
solve many of its problems. I 
do hot believe there is any 
question in anyone’ s mind 
that the hospital will remain 
ope% .' Certainly, everyone 
desires that, including Medi­
care. In the past, when the 
Crockett County Hospital has 
come in conflict with Medi­
care, we have had a great 
friend and supporter in both 
Representative Tom Loeffler 
and Senator Lloyd Bentson. 
So, not only are the people in 
Crockett County striving to 
keep the hospital open, but 
Crockett County Hospital has 
been cited as a representa­
tive rural hospital in Con­
gressional speeches on the 
plights of small hospitals and 
the solutions of their prob­
lems. It is representative of 
small hospitals as a type of 
hospital in which it is es­
sential to remain open as 
indicated in Representative 
Loeffler’s Congressional Bill 
in reference to small hosp­
itals and Medicare comp­
liance and Senator Lloyd 
Bentson’s similar Bill in Sen­
ate. So, it seems very unlike­
ly that the hospital will 
suffer. For the reasons 
above, it is functioning near 
maximum capacity at this 
point.

It seems we have been real 
lucky here in Ozona to miss a 
freeze up to now. With every 
fruit tree and others in bloom 
so beautifully we hope for a 
mild weather continuation. 
With a good soaking rain 
over our area. The red-buds 
have especially been so full 
of colorful blooms there 
should be one in every yard 
in our city.

All established lawn 
grasses should be cut closely 
as possible now and all 
debris and grass clippings 
removed. Make an applica­
tion of pre-emergence weed 
killer if crab grass or weeds 
have been a problem in your 
lawn. Check with a garden 
supply dealer or county 
agent to be sure you pur­
chase the correct 'chemical 
for your particular type of 
grass. After mowing, apply a 
complete fertilizer at the rate 
of 20 lbs. per 1,000 sq. feet of 
lawn area. Water well.

Finish thinning and prun­
ing evergreens this month, 
and soon the cuts will be 
concealed by new foliage. 
This unusually warm 
weather has caused shrubs, 
trees and other plants to 
develop buds much earlier 
than usual. When the peony 
buds reach six inches in 
height, give them fertilizer if 
you haven’t already done so. 
Spread around each plant 
and water well, or use liquid 
fertilizer. For large speci­
mens for flower show exhi­
bits, disbud your peonies by 
removing all side buds as 
they appear on the stem, 
leaving only one at the top 
that appears to be best.

Plants that are not to be 
repotted will benefit from top 
dressing with fresh, rich soil 
after as much as possible of 
the old surface soil has been 
removed without doing too 
much damage to roots.

Water new roses regularly 
and deep. If you planted 
bareroot roses, they may be a

little slower showing leaf 
growth than established 
plants. Keep the soil moist 
around the roots if rainfall is 
still scant. If some canes or 
stems die, cut each back to a 
point just above a healthy 
bud growing on the outside 
of the stem. Moistened peat 
moss will help to prevent 
stems from drying out.

Smaller
tax forms 
indicated

A Texas economist says 
income tax forms for most 
Americans should be no 
larger than a postcard and 
easy enough to fill out with­
out the help of a tax account­
ant or attorney.

“ Our income tax system is 
an absurdity, better yet, a 
monstrosity,”  says Dr. M. L. 
Greenhut, who holds the 
rank of Alumni Distinguish­
ed Professor of Economics at 
Texas A&M University. 
“ The system remains a dis­
grace and is in dire need of 
simplification and reform,”  
he said.

Greenhut subscribes to a 
flatrate tax proposal that 
would tax individual incomes 
at a single rate. Indications 
are a flat rate as low as 19 
percent of earned income 
without any deductions could 
generate the same amount of 
income taxes collected today, 
he said.

Under Greenhut’s propo­
sal, deductions would be 
allowed only for interest paid 
on mortgages, undue medi­
cal expenses and capital 
losses. He would eliminate 
deductions for consumer ins­
tallment interest, union 
dues, moving and educa­
tional expenses.

“ Who is this someone? He 
is the supplier of the pro­
ducts available in the retail 
stores or restaurants. He is a 
processor or marketer. Be­
cause these people are sen­
sitive to how consumers vote, 
some farmers feel they need 
not be concerned,”  Reagor 
says.

Consumers have several 
choices—either frozen, dehy­
drated, canned or combined 
with other foods. Consumers 
are increasingly concerned 
with taste and convenience

than price. This includes 
more eating out.

These changes are respon­
ses to consumer votes and 
afford opportunities for far­
mers just as for the market­
ers. Farmers can become the 
innovators of new conven­
ience foods. Even when they 
are not the innovators, ef­
forts to put more conven­
ience foods on the market by 
others also puts new de­
mands on the farmer.

These demands include 
the need to produce new 
varieties, new flavors, new 
colors, greater uniformity, 
and a lot of other product 
features that get the vote of 
modern consumers,”  the ag­
ent says.

No matter how one views 
it, the consumer vote cer­
tainly counts, concludes the 
agent.

The 13 countries that make 

up OPEC have agreed to 
price and production figures 
for their oil. The agreement 
calls for the benchmark or 
base price to be 29 dollars a 
barrel. All countries have ac­
cepted production quotas, 
except Saudi Arabia. Sheik 
Yamani of that country said 
Saudi Arabia will be the 
swing producer and will raise 
or decrease production ac­
cording to demand.

Commission 
Chairman Mack W allace 
called for repeal of the Na­
tural Gas Policy Act and 
complete and total decontrol 
of natural gas as the way out 
of the current gas dilemma.

Wallace 
also said American compan­
ies should limit their foreign 
oil imports, bring some of 
their rigs home and expand 
their exploration and produc­
tion base in the United 
States.

In the Permian Basin our 
rig count for this week is 242, 
an increase of 8 above last 
weeks 234.

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D. A. Mason reports on 
Texas weapons laws
The following article is a 

public service by the Ozona 
Stockman through the coop­
eration of Bill Mason, Dis­
trict Attorney and your local 
law enforcement authorities. 
Its purpose is to make you 
aware of a prosecutor’ s role, 
of your responsibility as a 
resident of Crockett County 
and how we can work toget­
her to alleviate some of 
society’ s problems. The fol­
lowing article is the first in a 
series of three articles which 
deal with the possession and 
carrying of weapons in Tex­
as.

Since the law on the sub­
ject of ownership, possession 
and carrying of weapons in 
Texas is complicated, it is 
understandable that there is 
considerable confusion in

which includes spring knives 
as well as knives that can be 
slung open.

Knuckles, i.e. finger rings 
or guards made of a hard 
substance and designed for 
the purpose of causing ser­
ious bodily injury or death. 
This specifically includes 
brass knuckles.

The weapons listed above 
are classified under Texas 
law as “ prohibited wea­
pons’ ’ and their possession 
in one’s home or carried on 
one’s person is a criminal 
offense. It should be noted, 
however, that Federal law 
may, in some instances, per­
mit the ownership and pos­
session of certain weapons 
which are otherwise prohibit­
ed. In order to comply with 
Federal laws on the subject.

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Extension office news Enjoy better health  and
reduced h ea lth  care costAllergic illnesses affect an 

estimated thirty-one million 
people in the United States. 
Allergy victims are often 
prevented from leading nor­
mal lives. Many days of work 
are missed due to allergy- 
related illnesses.

The most common allergic 
diseases include eczema (al­
lergic dermatitis), poison ivy 
(contact dermatitis), hay fev­
er, asthma, hives (urticaria), 
and digestive disturbances.

Allergic diseases are a 
major cause of illness among 
children. Allergy symptoms 
usually appear during the 
first fifteen years of life.

Many parents believe their 
children will outgrow aller­
gies, and therefore do not 
treat them. But allergies can 
become more severe without 
specific treatment, and 
should be identified early 
and treated adequately.

The physician makes a 
careful review of the pat­
ient’s life for clues to the 
causes of the allergy. The 
medical procedure may in­
clude:

A complete medical and 
environmental history to de­
tect the allergens involved.

A physical examination 
with appropriate laboratory 
tests.

Specific allergy tests to 
discover the substances to 
which the patient reacts.

Desensitizing treatments, 
such as injections, to grad­
ually build up immunity.

A general care plan in­
volving advice on living, 
supervision of the diet, drugs 
for temporary relief of symp­
toms, and other recommen­
dations according to the pat­
ient’ s needs.

Certain treatments will re­
lieve the symptoms but will 
not cure the allergy. Anti­
histamines provide relief 
from mild allergies, espec­
ially hay fever.

Severe allergies, such as 
asthma, usually require a 
more potent drug treatment. 
Examples of these drugs in­
clude the corticosteroid hor­
mones, epinephrine for treat­
ing asthma, and aminophyl- 
lin for severe asthma.

Once they are determined, 
allergy causing substances 
should be avoided whenever 
possible. There may be times 
when allergens can not be 
avoided. Then the patient 
must acknowledge the limi­
tations that allergies cause, 
and learn to live with them.

Allergy victims can expect 
to achieve favorable results 
by following their physicians 
advice, understanding their 
own case, being aware of 
their sensitivities, avoiding 
substances that cause trou­
ble, regulating medication, 
and knowing when to seek 
help from their physician.

Mobile 
seafood lab 
launched

A two-ton mobile seafood 
quality lab has been launch­
ed by Texas A&M Unversity 
to solve short-term problems 
for seafood processors and 
outlets that can’t justify or 
support a full-time lab of 
their own.

“ This unit can pull up, 
plug in and leave seafood 
processors with microbiolo­
gical information and 
processing specifications 
after two or three days,’ ’ said 
Ranzell Nickelson, a seafood 
technology specialist.

Mounted on a truck, the 
facility is equipped with 
m icroscopes, incubators, 
temperature records and 
other analytical tools.

The unit is supported by 
Texas A&M’s Sea Grant 
College Program and the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service. It’ s services are free 
and can be scheduled by 
contacting Nickelson through 
Texas A&M’s Marine Advi­
sory Service, a part of Sea 
Grant.

As part of the Marine 
Advisory Services ptogram, 
the mobile lab is available for 
workshops, demonstrations 
and for marine-related re­
search along the coast.

The U.S. Public Health 
Service recently released its 
report, “ Health, United 
States, 1982,’ ’ which showed 
continued decreases in death 
rates for such diseases as 
cancer, heart disease and 
stroke. It showed that Ameri­
cans continue to enjoy im­
proved health ...including 
higher life expectancy at 
birth, continued gains in im­
munization, and advances in 
prenatal care with lower in­
fant mortality rates, as well 
as advances in fighting can­
cer and heart disease.

local levels; improvement of 
nutrition, dental health, and 
medical screening for chil­
dren in Head Start programs; 
and a series of “ Eat Well, Be 
Well”  television programs.

New drug 
eliminates 
side effects

M edical researchers at 
Texas A&M University have 
successfully used a mirror 
image of a popular glaucoma 
drug to develop a new treat­
ment that apparently elimi­
nates dangerous side effects. 
The new drug is D-timolol. 
Its structure is an exact 
mirror image of L-timolol, an 
agent first marketed under 
the trade name Timoptic.

Glaucoma is caused by a 
buildup of pressure in the 
chambers of the eye and 
primarily affects persons 
over age 40. People can 
develop the ailment as young 
as age 20, said Dr. George C. 
Y. Chiou, head of medical 
pharm acology. Untreated, 
the pressure deadens the 
optic nerve end and causes 
blindness.

Timolol inhibits formation 
of aqueous humor, a trans­
parent liquid contained in the 
chambers of the eye, and 
reduces intraocular pressure, 
said Chiou. But large scale 
clinical studies have revealed 
that L-timolol eye drops can 
cause cardiovascular distur­
bances in patients with a 
history of asthma or bronchi­
tis.
