It seems
she never came empty-hand-
ed.

Qur son was stricken with
a bone disease shortly be-
fore our little girl was born,
and Mrs. Moore was my
comfort and solace. She ea-
sed my guilt over having a
baby to care for and a little
boy who also needed my
attention. With Tom at the
ranch during the week, quite
often Mrs. Moore was my
only contact with the outside
world.

On a bleak winter day,
here she came in her sun
bonnet, apron and a coat
thrown over her shoulders,

- always with a little some-

thing to brighten the day.
She played every game you
could imagine, Chinese
checkers, checkers, domi-
noes, Old Maid and some I
never heard of. If I had to go
to the school or take Jim to
the out-of-town doctor, I
could always count on Mrs.
Moore to care for the baby.
Even above and beyond the
call of duty. In fact as time
passed, my kids seemed to
think of ‘‘Gammer’ as a
member of the family, like all
the kids in the neighbor-
hood. It was ‘‘Mom why
can’t you cook pot roast like
Gammer does.’’ ‘‘Gosh
mom, don’t you know how to
play hop scotch, Gammer
does.”’ or ‘‘Gammer makes
her own soap, why don't
you?”’

Time passed and we
moved away to another part
of town. We missed Mrs.
Moore, but busier and busier
we became and our visits
became less frequent. We
met most often in the grocery
store and she always had that
wonderful smile and a twin-
kle in her eye. The last time I
saw her, in fact, was gro-
cery shopping. She paused
and we visited for thirty
minutes or so, catching up on
old times. She had become
almost blind and wrinkles
had etched themselves in her
cheery face, but she still had
that twinkle in her eye and
her youthful, happy outlook
and interest in life. She was
truly one of a kind and she
will be long remembered by
young parents who were
loved by her, but will never
have the fortune of having a
Mrs. Moore, Aunt Aud or
Gammer in their children’s
lives. More’s the pity.

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Residents to vote on $ 1.5
million school bond issue

Crockett County residents
will have an opportunity to
vote ‘‘yea’’ or ‘‘nay’’ for the
preservatxon of the historical
‘‘old’’ junior high school
building in a bond election
set for April 19.

The old building, actually
Ozona’s first new rock public
school building, was com-
pleted in 1912. This was
Ozona'’s first permanent pub-
lic school building and the
people of Crockett County
voted and issued $75,000
worth of bonds to pay for the
building. Judge Davidson
acted as general foreman of
the construction work and
Walter Kyle has charge of
the masonry. It was con-
structed of native livestone
and was two years in the
building.

The school board at that
time planned to erect such a
permanent building, it would
serve many generations of
Ozona youth.

However, the school grew
and the population of Ozona
grew and newer and more
modern school buildings be-
gan to spring up. The last
bond issue was in March of
1977. When these facilities
were completed, the junior
high was moved to the
remodeled intermediate
school building, and inter-
mediate students occupied
the all-new school on Jones
Street. Meanwhile, the re-
modeled primary school
burned, and after a year of
attending school in portable
buildings, the new school
was ready for occupancy.

This left Ozona’s first per-
manent school building emp-
ty. Controversy arose on both
sides. Some wanted to, tear
the old building down and
build a new one in its place,
while others threatened to
throw themselves ‘in front of
the bull dozers, if this should
come about. The controversy
died down and the old build-
ing with its historical marker
went to wrack and ruin.
Vandals broke window panes
which were never replaced,
the rain ruined the window
sills and floors. After the few
years of disuse, they pre-

pared several classrooms for
use this year, and the sewer
has backed up repeatedly.
This along with lack of
heating and cooling has
made class room use, if not
impossible, uncomfortable.
In light of the fact that the
majority of Ozona people did
not want the building torn
down, the present board,
along with the new superin-
tendent of schools, Garland
Davis, made plans to remo-
del and restore the building,
at the same time giving
space for expansion of the
curriculum and more class
room space. They consulted
with San Angelo architect
Ron Barbutti, and have come
up with a plan to preserve
the historic monument for
posterity while serving at the
same time as a functional
educational facility.

At present the plan for the
new classrooms include pro-
visions for a broader range of
instruction at the high school
level to include: instruction
of handicapped students as
well as the more gifted stu-
dents, a vocational educa-
tional classroom, expansion
of vocational education for
girls, permanent classrooms
for art and speech activities,
a computer science class-
room and remedial education
classrooms.

The school board feels
there is a historic monument
in our community which can
be preserved for posterity
while serving at the same
time as a functional educa-
tional facility.

The present and future
students of Ozona who are

taught in the modernized
facility will benefit by the
remodeling project, and the
community will benefit be-
cause a landmark in early-
day architecture will be re-
newed and retained.

The project will cost 1.5
million dollars, and will be
financed through the issuing
of bonds voted on April 19.
The polls will be open from 7
a.m. until 7 p.m. in the law
library at the Crockett Coun-
ty Courthouse. Absentee will
be conducted at the County
Clerk’s office in the court-
house from 8 a.m. until §
p.m. Monday through Fri-
day. Those eligible to vote in
the election are persons who
are registered voters and
reside within the boundaries
of Crockett County. To be
eligible, a voter must have
registered within 30 days of
the election date. All eligible
voters are encouraged to
vote.

The remodeled facility will
be superior to the present
facility in the areas of heat-
ing, cooling, lighting, acous-
tics, paint, repair, lowered
and improved ceilings, new
floors, restrooms, conference
rooms, offices and furnish-
ings. Also a new roof will be
added. In other words, the
entire inside of the building
will be remodeled.

The issuance of bonds will
extend the present bond debt
from the remaining four
years of the current issue to
seven years, including the
new issue and will increase

the current nine cent tax rate

for the retiring tax bonds to
an average of 10.81 cents per

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'DEREGULATE
NATURAL GAS

Opponents of natural gas deregulation are fearful that
such action will increase natural gas prices for America’s
consumers. Those who favor putting an end to government
intervention in natural gas drilling and production say
continued regulation will increase prices. The typical
homeowner whose main worry is coming up with the
money to pay the bill would appear to come out on the
short end of the burner no matter who is right.

But the natural gas price controls and regulatory
restrictions, in effect since 1978, tell their own story.

In Virginia and West Virginia, natural gas prices have
risen 25 percent in the last year alone. In Pennsylvania,
increases ranged from 21 to 28 percent. In parts of Texas
and Missouri,. consumers saw prices rise a staggering 60
percent. and in S()ufhem‘gialifornia gas prices jumped 35
percent over the last twelve months. :

Energy analyst Milton Copulos has come up with a
specific formula for natural gas deregulation which would
free the market while slowing down the increases in natural
gas costs consumers can expect to pay.

A first step would be to return natural gas pipelines
to their original purpose — as common carriers of natural
gas, rather than wholesalers.

Although the function of pipelines is to transport gas,
the companies which own them have effectively become
monopoly wholesalers of natural gas since the Natural Gas
Policy Act was enacted five years ago. The pipelines, in
most cases,-are able to pass through the full cost of gas
purchases to the consumer and, as a result, there is no
incentive to keep costs down, Copulos says.

. For gas producers, the situation is no better. ‘‘Because
hey contract with pipelines, which are regulated
monopolies, rather than the ultimate consumer . . . the
pipelines not only determine the price a producer receives,
but how much he can sell as well,”’ Copulos observes.
Using the federal government’s authority in a
sonstructive  way by establishing a period of ‘re-
pegotiation’ on existing gas contracts would end the
pipeline monopoly and give local distributors and industrial
customers the chance to enter into their own agreements
with producers — thus eliminating the extra costs incurred
through the pipelines. As the deregulation process moves
forward, Copulos says, gas pipelines would become limited
common carriers, with the obligation to only transport, not
supply, gas, in the same way oil pipelines operate.

Copulos also suggests that all current import licenses
for natural gas be reviewed to determine whether to allow
them to continue. *‘If foreign governments continued to
insist that their producers charge above-market prices, then
their import licenses would be invalidated, and U.S.
domestic producers could make up the supply deficit.”’

If these things are carried out, Copulos says, the entire
structure of the natural gas market could be altered
fundamentally. Buyers would be able to contract directly
with sellers, and at a price mutually agreed to. ‘‘For the
first time in four decades, the consumer would again be
able to exercise his will,”’ he says. ;

Less than two years ago oil price controls were lifted
by the Reagan administration — to dire warnings from the
professional ‘‘consumerists’” and their congressional allies
that oil prices would go through the roof. The only thing
going through the roof these days are the Arab oil sheiks,
whose OPEC empire is tottering at the brink as oil prices
continue to fall.

AUSTIN—Lt. Gov Bill
Hobby, the man in the midst
of the Legislature’s struggle
to balance the state budget,
last week proposed an in-
novative budget strategy to
avoid a possible tax hike.

Meanwhile, beleagured
House Speaker Gib Lewis
found himself in hot water
with senators over his chief
of staff selection—and Atty.
Gen. Jim Mattox filed a
multi-million dollar lawsuit
against the manufacturer and
retailer of a television set
which he said was the cause
of the recent Capitol fire,

Mattox said experts had
determined that the Capitol
blaze which gutted the Senate
wing was caused by an in-
ternal short in a 32 month-
old television set in Lt. Gov.
Bill Hobby’s guest apartment.

He is seeking “several
million dollars”—the exact
sum will be figured at a fu-
ture date—to repair the
damaged Capitol.

Speaker Lewis, who a few
weeks ago-found. himself at:
odds with the press over his
failure to disclose some 21
business interests—including
business partnerships with
lobbyists—on his financial
disclosure report, found him-
self drawing political fire
from a group of red hot
senators.

Senate Anger
Lewis announced last week
that he had hired former
State Rep. Buddy - Jones,
Hillsboro lawyer, as his chief

of staff. The news set off a
wave of anger from Demo-
cratic senators—an odd dis-
turbance since each chamber
rarely, if ever, interferes with
the business affairs of the
other.

The group sent two sen-
ators to dine with Lewis at
week’s end and discuss a
remedy. Their bone-to-pick
includes Jones’ ties with the
lobby, but more directly they
are concerned because Jones
lost an ’82 senate bid in the
Democratic primary to Sen.
Chet Edwards, and then
crossed party loyalties by
campaigning for Republican
Gov. Bill Clements. .

The confrontation only
served to cloud Lewis’ future,
just when it seemed his con-
troversy-plagued  Speaker-
ship would find even keel.
Instead, Lewis is still ham-
pered by a wide-spreading
feeling that he cannot keep
himself out of political hot
water.

Just three weeks ago, he
angered senators by warning
their bills might run into
trouble in the House if they
voted aganist confirmation
of his hunting buddy, Lias
Steen. Soon thereafter, Hob-
by countered by refusing to
forward Senate-passed bills
to the House—a move which
eventually led to Lewis’ re-
scinding a new rule hamper-
ing Senate bills.

Hobby’s Budget Plan

Hobby's budget plan
would offer a compromise

for legislators torn over
‘whether to raise taxes or cut
spending in the face of pre-
dicted dwindling state rev-
enues.

The canny budget leader
has proposed an appropria-
tions bill composed of two
parts: the first part would
allocate funds for a balanced
budget based on Comptroller
Bob Bullock’s revised reve-
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nue estimates. The second
part would direct how an
additional $1.5 billion would
be spent if a tax increase be-
comes necessary.

Bullock is scheduled to
produce yet another revenue
estimate revision in  early
April which is predicted to
reduce available monies even
further.

Highways, Education Cuts

Without a tax increase,
legislators have to cut some
$900 million from proposed
budgets. Hobby’s outline re-
duces pay increases for state
employees and cuts public
school and highway funding.
The funds would be restored
if the Legislature raises taxes
for part two.

Hobby called his plan
“just one way of approaching
the state budget”, leaving it
to lawmakers to shape their
own budget decisions.

A worried Senate last week
passed and sent to the House
three bills increasing various
state fees and raising more
than $73 million.

The three bills sponsored
by Sen. John Leedom, R-
Dallas, would increase some
state fees which had not been
raised in more than 50 years.

Senate Action

The Senate also passed
bills last week which would:

—ratify the federal-state
agreement transferring some
19,000 federally-owned acres
on Matagorda Island to the
state.

—increase license fees for
alcohol beverage permits.

—put “pen registers”, or

devices which can track in-
coming telephone calls, un-
der state wiretap laws. Law
enforcement officers would
have to get a court order to
install a pen register.

House Action

.The House, meanwhile,
passed bills which:

—Put management of the
Battleship Texas under the
Parks and Wildlife Dept.

—Give mothers of ille-
gitimate children an addi-
tional 16 years to file pa-
ternity suits.

Clements, EPA, IXTOC

Former Gov. Bill Cle-
ments’ staff denied last week
they knew of an alleged at-
tempt on the part of the U.S.
Environmental  Protection
Agency to influence the Tex-
as gubernatorial election.

Recently disclosed EPA
documents suggested use of
timely allocations of the
agencies “Superfund” clean-
up money to help Clements
defeat Mark White.

than on the other pumpers.

Until the arrival of the new
pumper, the largest precon-
nected line was a 1%2”’ line.
As in the case of the school
fire, when firemen advanced
the line into the building they

~had only 120 gallons per
minute available. This was
not enough water to extin-
guish the fire in the attic of
the building. Now with the
same speed firemen will be
able to apply 250 gallons per
minute, using the 2%’ pre-
connected line.

Hopefully, this will enable
firemen to quickly gain con-
trol of potentially large fires.
In the past firemen laid their
hose from the fire to the fire
hydrant. This put the truck
400 to 500 feet from the fire.
The 5’ supply hose will be
used to connect the pumper
at the fire to the hydrant, in
effect laying its own water
main above ground.

The walk-away brackets,
larger booster tank, ade-
quate storage for equipment,
and its ease of operation will
improve the departments re-
sponse to residential fires,
and at the same time give
them the capability of deal-
ing with larger fires.

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- Most of us think that play-
ing with our babies is some-
thing we do just to entertain
them or to express our love.
But research shows that qua-
lity interaction with a signi-
ficant, caring adult also con-
‘tributes to a baby’s mental
development.

Many studies demonstrate
that infants who receive sti-
mulation during the first year
of life are more likely to do
well in kindergarten and
early elementary school exp-
eriences. Parents who read
books to their children, sing
and talk to their children,
answer their questions, and
play with them in a stim-
ulating way are more likely to
have children with higher
levels of mental develop-
ment.
| Research done in the
1960’s first showed that in-
fants and young children
from impoverished homes
could increase their mental
capacities when they were
played with and stimulated
in programs such as Head
Start.

i In spite of all the research,
a significant number of bab-
ies do not receive enough
quality interaction with their
parents. For example, babies
born to very young mothers
are ‘‘at risk’’ for quality
mental development. ~

Today, one girl in eleven is
a mother before she is 18
years old. Babies born to
very young mothers are
much less likely to have 1Q’s
of 100 or above at the end of
infancy. Many adolescent
mothers come from low-
income families and this con-
tributes to the problem of
quality mental development
of their infants.

Parents who are poor ex-
perience stress that robs
them of the time, energy,
and motivation to respond to
their young children. Re-
search shows that families
under economic stress do not
talk to their children or play
with them as much as other
families.

Since all children benefit
from quality interaction with
adults, we need to educate
all parents to play with their
children.

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Less effective vaccines and
immunization guidelines us-
ed in the 1960s may explain
why colleges in Texas and in
other parts of the country are
experiencing outbreaks of
red measles, a Baylor Col-
lege of Medicine pediatri-
cian said today.

By March 23, 30 cases of
red measles (rubeola) had
occurred at the University of
Houston. Another outbreak
in February resulted in a
total of 85 cases at Indiana
and Purdue Universities.
Baylor University had 80
cases last September and
October. :

Peter Andrus, M.D., a
pediatrician at Baylor, said
today’s college-age students
may have been vaccinated at
too early an age. Or, they
may have received a vaccine
that did not give them life-
long immunity to the red
measles, also known as the
ten-day measles.

Symptoms of red measles
are coughing, runny nose,
red and watery eyes, fever, a
red rash, and tiny red patch-
es with bluish-white specks
inside the cheeks. The ill-
ness usually lasts from one to
two weeks but can result in
pneumonia, a middle ear in-
fection, and encephalitis. A
rare complication of red mea-
sles is subacute sclerosing
panencephalitis, which in-
volves mental deterioration,
muscle spasms, convulsions,
coma and usually death.

The red measles is not the
same as the German meas-
les, also known as rubella or
three-day measles. Both are
caused by viruses, but the
red measles causes a more
severe illness. However,
non-immune women exposed
to the German measles dur-
ing the first three months of
pregnancy commonly bear
children with birth defects.

The first red measles vac-
cine became available in
1963; a stronger one was
licensed a few years later.
Current guidelines recom-
mend vaccination at 15§
months of age.

‘‘Because the earlier vac-
cines were not as effective as
those used now,”’ Andrus
said, ‘‘some individuals who
got the old vaccines did not

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develop immunity. Now, as
young adults, they are being
exposed to measles and may
be susceptible even though
they were vaccinated.”’

He also said that in the
early days of measles vacci-
nation, children were immu-
nized between nine and 12
months of age.

People who haven’t had
the measles and are concern-
ed about whether they are
adequately protected, should
try to locate their child-
hood immunization records.
If they were vaccinated be-
fore 15 months of age, or
with the weaker vaccine, it
won’t do any harm to get
another vaccination.

Food stamp abusers
to face stiffer fines

Beginning April 1, people
who abuse the food stamp
program will face stiffer pen-
alties, Assistant Secretary of
Agriculture Mary C. Jarratt
said today.

‘“‘Under this new policy,
individuals found guilty of a
third food stamp offense will
be permanently barred from
the program,’’ Jarrett said.

Those found guilty of two
offenses will be barred from
the program for one year and
those who abuse the program
a first time will not receive
food stamps for six months.

Jarratt said, ““We are de-
termined to safeguard the
food stamp program by going
after the people who are
abusing the program. States
in the Southwest Region of
USDA’s Food and Nutrition
Service have taken several
measures to intensify en-
forcement of Food Stamp
regulations, Jarratt said.
These states, Arkansas, Lou-
isiana, New Mexico, Oklaho-
ma and Texas, have beefed
up investigative staffs, put
the computer to work search-
ing our cheaters and chan-
neled increased federal fund-
ing to local jurisdictions to
encourage enforcement.

The penalities will apply to
all individuals regardless of
whether they are determined
guilty of food stamp abuse at
state or local administrative
disqualification hearings or
in courts of law, Jarratt said.
They also apply to individ-
uals who make false or mis-
leading statements, conceal
or withhold facts, make other
misrepresentations or com-
mit any act that violates a
state food stamp law.

The new rule will make it
easier for states to collect
overpayments from house-
holds. Currently, only the
disqualified individual is re-
sponsible for repaying frau-
dulent overissuances. Under
the new rule, the household
will have the option of repay-
ing the overissuance in cash,

~with food stamp coupons or

through a reduction in its
monthly food stamp allot-
ment.

States may keep S0 per-
cent of the amount collected
on recipient fraud claims and
25 percent of the amount
collected on inadvertent re-
cipient error claims. These
provisions are part of the

1981 Omnibus Reconciliation

Act and the 1982 Food Stamp
Amendments.

Ellen Sewell glanced up at
a July Moon on her family’s
1969 vacation outing, while
the radio bulletin cackled the
news of the 1st American
lunar walk. Neither Ellen nor
Rip realized at the time that

seekih

The U.S. ‘Department of
Agriculture’s Screwworm La-
boratory at Mission is still
open, staffed with people,
and engaged in a ‘‘behind
the lines’’ fight against rein-
festation of screwworms in
the United States, announ-
ces Billy Reagor, county
agent with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service,
Texas A&M University Sys-
tem.

The screwworm eradica-
tion program has been and
continues to be highly suc-
cessful in Mexico. Extra
effort on the part of pro-
ducers and owners of house-
hold pets could insure that
any incoming case is detect-
ed early before an outbreak
occurs and a sustaining pop-
ulation could become esta-
blished, Reagor reminds.

In the event that screw-
worms should re-enter the
United States, they probably
will come in on an import-
ed animal--a dog, cat or some
form of livestock. It would
likely be an isolated case,
making it difficult to detect.

For this reason, veteri-
nary practitioners and live-
stock owners who might
come in contact with such a
case of worm infestation

Workshop set on
micro-computers

Workshops to help farm
and ranch families and agri-
businessmen learn more
about microcomputers will
be held at the Marriott Ho-
tel in Austin, April 4-5, and
at the Airport Holiday Inn in
San Antonio, May 24-25.

The workshops will deal
with the use of microcompu-

ters in farm and ranch man-,

agement and will include
both basic and advanced ses-
sions on using computers,
say Lawrence Lippke and Joe
Pena, economists with the
Texas Agricultural Estension
Setrvice, Texas A&M Univer-

sity System. Lippke is coor-*'

dinating the event at Austin
while Pena is handling the
San Antonio session.

Advanced sessions will
provide some insight into
operating systems and
BASIC programming proce-
dures (a special computer
program for beginners). Use
of computers in the home will
be discussed, and there will
be opportunities for work-
shop participants to get
‘‘hands on’’ experience. The
latest is microcomputer hard-
ware and software currently
available for the agricultur-
al family will be displayed,
note the economists.

Each workshop will begin
at 1 p.m. the opening day
with introductory and advan-
ced sessions.

Discussions on microcom-
puter applications in farm
and ranch management and
in home and family resource
management will highlight
the introductory sessions. Al-
so, discussions on computer
hardware and software will
be featured plus tips on se-
lecting a microcomputer.

Blowflies; in general occur
in cycles and screwworms fit
into this cycle pattern. To
anticipate the probability of
screwworm buildup, the
Screwworm Laboratory at
Mission needs larvae of all
kinds to give an indication
about when screwworms
might occur. This situation
depends on availability of
wounds, the time of year, soil
moisture, temperature and
humidity.

When a large buildup of
macellaria is identified con-
ditions are good for screw-
worm buildup. Many other
forms of blowflies occur dur-
ing periods when conditions
are not as favorable for
screwworms, so the collec-
tion and examination of all
larvae samples--whether
they appear to be screw-
worms or not--is extreme-
ly vital to the Screwworm
Laboratory’s surveillance
program during late winter
and early spring.

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Microwave oven use

is at an all-time high

Although the number of
microwave ovens in use is at
an all time high, many
consumers still question
their safety.

‘“Yet the microwave oven
is the only product to show
zero incidence of injury un-
der the federal government’s
National Electronic Injury
Surveillance System,’’ says
Bonnie Piernot, family re-
source management specia-
list. Piernot is with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University
System.

Consumer doubt about mi-
crowave safety is most often
due to misunderstanding
about the nature of micro-
wave radiation versus ioniz-
ing radiation or x-rays, ex-
plains Piernot. :

Microwaves are a non-
ionizing form of energy lo-
cated between radio waves
and intra-red light in the
electromagnetic energy spec-
trum. We are constantly
exposed to low levels of these
types of energy without
harm.

The body does not store
microwaves as it does ioniz-
ing radiation. So microwaves
do not cause cumulative da-
mage to the tissue.

Overexposure to high in-
tensity microwave energy
can be hazardous. But the
Food and Drug Administra-
tion requires manufacturers
to meet safety standards for
the amount of microwaves
that can leak from an oven.

According to Piernot, re-
cent research suggests that
consumers should be more
concerned about the hazards
resulting from improper use
of a microwave oven. Con-
sumers can, however, easily
insure safe use of the appli-
ance by following these sim-
ple guidelines.

A microwave oven should
not be used on a two-wire
circuit. Using a three-to-two-
pin converter plug or cutting

off the ground pin creates the
risk of serious shock.

Only recommended mater-
ials should be used for
cleaning the appliance.
Abrasive plastic and wire
wools can damage the sur-
face of the oven and may
eventually cause small burns
around the door seal which
can lead to increased leak-
age.

Since a damaged door can
leak microwave radiation, all
ovens should be placed
where the door cannot be
harmed by falling or by
hitting other things. Also,
place the oven beyond the
reach of young children, be-
cause the door edges are
sharp for design purposes.

Do not put chemicals into
the oven for experiments at
home or school.

Have only a qualified tech-

! nician service the appliance.
Internal filters need cleaning
after 300-500 hours of oper-
ation, which amounts to
about two to three years of
normal home use. Household
handymen run the risk of
injuries from exposure to
high level microwaves by at-
tempting to service or repair
an oven themselves.

When in doubt about a
potential microwave hazard,
Piernot suggests that con-
sumers consult their service
manual, or contact their
county Extension home econ-
omist.

Annuals provide
landscape color

A bed of flowering annuals
is a versatile means of pro-
viding color and accents in
home landscapes, says Ever-
ett Janne, a landscape horti-
culturist.

Janne, who is with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, Texas A&M Uni-
versity System, offers some
suggestions for planting an-
nuals this spring.

‘‘Use them as borders
along fences, at the side of
houses or around patios,’’ he
suggests. ‘“This allows them
to be seen and enjoyed while
at their best but nor be
conspicuous in the off-
season.

*‘Use landscape timbers-or
brick for raised flower beds
that aid drainage,”’ Janne
adds. ‘‘Inprove tight clay
soils. by spading in 2 to 3
inches of sharp builders sand
plus the same amount of peat
moss or other suitable orga-
nic matter. Work the soil to a

depth of 8-10 inches.”’

Fertilize according to soil
test recommendations, or
broadcast a 12-12-12 fertili-
zer at 2-3 pounds per 100
square feet over the bed to
help ensure soil fertility.
Janne also recommends fer-
tilizing plants every three to
four weeks with ammonium
sulfate, a high nitrogen ferti-
lizer.

Plant annuals so taller
plants are in the rear with the
shortest ones in front, or with
taller plants in the middle of
the flower bed if it will be
viewed from all sides.

‘‘Make sure plants have
adequate moisture but don’t
overwater,’’ cautions the
horticulturist.‘“Mulching
with shreded pine bark will
conserve water, prevernt
crusting and reduce weeds.”’

During the season, keep a
close check for disease and
insect problems and use
control measures if needed.

‘“‘Don’t plant more area
than what you can properly
care for,”” Janne -empha-
sizes. ‘‘A small, weed-cared-
for bed is much more effec-
tive than a large bed of
scrawny- plants mixed with,
weeds.’” . i
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Crappie popularity is up with fishermen

for these popular species and proclaiming crappie as king
you may become hooked into of the freshwater fish.

The popularity of the cra-
ppie is widespread among
people of all ages. One
reason for the high popular-
ity is the simplicity of equip-
ment needed to catch this
fish, says Billy Higgin-
botham, fisheries specialist
for the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service. More cra-
ppie fall victim to the cane
pole and minnow than to all
other angling methods com-
bined. The schooling ten-
dency of crappie provides the
angler with almost non-stop
action once a school is locat-
ed. Many Texans proclaim
that no other fish comes close
to the crappie in eating
quality.

Whether this panfish is
called calico bass, ~white
perch or sac-a-lait, the cra-
ppie is a member of the
sunfish family and a first
cousin to the largemouth
bass and bluegill.

Two distinct species of
crappie exist, and both, the
black and white, are found in
Texas. Their common
names, indicating color, are
not always a good key to
distinguish between the spe-
cies. This is especially true
during the spawning season
when males of both species
become darker in color, Hig-
ginbotham says. For positive
identification, count the hard
spines on the dorsal fin.
Black crappie have seven or
eight dorsal spines while the
white crappie have six
spines.

Black crappie prefer the
clear, slightly acidic waters
found in many East Texas
lakes. However, the range of
this species has been ex-

panded to the west and
south. The white crappie
originally ranged in the cen-
tral and western portions of
the state, but widespread
stocking programs have re-
sulted in large populations in
the eastern portions of Texas
as well. X

Black crappie spawn sli-
ghtly before white crappie in
the spring. When water
temperatures warm to about
60 degrees, the black crappie
begins spawning activities.
White crappie do not begin
spawning until water temp-
eratures reach 65 to 70
degrees. Although natural
hybridization between the
species has been document-
ed, the difference in peak
spawning periods probably
serves to reduce the inci-
dence of hybridization.

When the water temper-
atures warm in the spring,
the spawning migration to-
ward shallow water begins.
Both species build nests in
water from one to eight feet
deep, usually in gravel or on
hard bottom. If these types of
bottoms are not readily avail-
able, tree roots and sub-
merged vegetation may
serve as spawning sites.

Fry normally hatch in
about five days and after the
yolk sac is absorbed, feed
actively on microsopic ani-
mals called zooplankton. As
growth continues, insects
and small fish make up the
bulk of the diet. During the
summer, fall and winter
months, crappie tend to
school in the deeper, more
open areas of lakes.

Growth rates of crappie
vary due to water conditions
and available food, but gen-
erally lengths of three to five
inches are normal at one year
of age and seven to eight
inches the second year. The

normal life expectancy for

crappie is about six years,;

but individuals eight years|

old have been reported.

The best time to fish ‘for
crappie is during the spawn-
ing season. A feathered jug,
tiny spinner or a well-placed
minnow hooked lightly
through the back are all

successful angling methods:

in the spring.
During other times of the
year, look for crappie con-

centrated and suspended]/

over deep water structures.
A depth finder can become a

real asset in locating crappiel!

under these conditions. If a'

depth finder is not available, }

drift fishing will often assist
in finding schools of crappie.

Some anglers prefer to
make the crappie come to
them. They anchor cedar and
willow tops in deep water to
attract the crappie. By mov-
ing from one brush pile to the
next, good catches are often
possible, even during the
dog-days of summer.

Once the crappie are locat-
ed, spinners, jugs and min-
nows fished in the day or by
lantern at night are proven
fishing methods. The current
state record for white crappie
is four pounds, nine ounces.
The category for black cra-
ppie is open, with a four
pounder or larger needed for
entry.

Large female crappie of
both species have been
known to contain 100,000 or
more eggs prior to spawning.
Due to the prolific spawning
ability of the crappie, stock-
ing into small bodies of water
is not recommended, Higgin-
botham says. In most situa-
tions, small ponds do not
provide enough food for the
abundant young crappie,
thus stunting usually occurs
and few young ever reach a
desirable size.

Crappie fishing season is
upon us. Plan to make a trip
