Ms. Carol Cline, Museum 
Specialist and Consultant, 
from Canyon, Texas, met 
with the group in the P.L. 
Childress home on Monday 
and Tuesday. On Thursday 
Mr. Bill Gooch, Assistant 
Texas State Librarian from 
Austin, and Ms. Ada How­
ard, Director of the Big 
Country Division of Texas 
Libraries, from A bilene, 
spent the day assessing loca­
tions and needs.

All three agreed that there 
is a real need for such facili­
ties in Crockett County and 
that projection into at least 
the next 20 to 30 years should 
be made when determining 
sizes for each building. Cer­
tainly both would enhance 
the fine educational facilities 
in Ozona.

Many citizens have ex­
pressed desires for both an 
adequate Public Library and 
Museum. It is to be hoped 
that the Crockett County 
tradition of meeting public 
needs as they arise will 
continue as further consider­
ation of these projects devel­
op.

The Crockett County Hospi­
tal board met Monday even­
ing and approved a new set 
of by-laws, which they hope 
will meet with Medicare ap­
proval.

Under threat of removing 
Medicare service from the 
hospital, the board, the ad­
ministrator and the medical 
staff are trying to remedy the 
several deficiencies cited by 
Medicare examiners.

Approval of the new by­
laws should take care of one 
o f the deficiencies. The 
board passed on the by-laws 
after lengthy discussion with 
a full quorum present.

The removal of Medicare 
service would effectively 
close the hospital. Although 
the hospital was notified 
early last month Medicare 
services were going to be 
suspended, officials feel that 
action will not be taken as 
long as the deficiencies are 
being corrected.

Winds gusting to 78 miles 
per hour battered Ozona and 
surrounding area Friday 
from shortly after sun-up 
until dusk. The high winds 
were accompanied by dust 
which cut visibility and made 
traveling hazardous.

Many Ozona homes lost 
some shingles, but entire 
roofs vanished from some 
ranch homes in the county, 
and barns were demolished. 
The most severe damage 
seemed to be toward Shef­
field. However, windmills 
were blown down county­
wide.

Falling limbs and flying 
debris wreaked havoc with 
electrical lines and all parts 
of the city were without 
electrical service at some 
time during the day. Resi­

dents west of the Johnson 
Draw and businesses were 
without electricity for the 
better part of the day. Local 
WTU repairmen were joined 
by two crews from San 
Angelo, and with re-setting 
uprooted poles, plus repair­
ing lines, service was not 
restored completely until 9 
p.m. Friday.

Cable television was dam­
aged extensively also, and 
lines were down all over 
town. Residents returning 
from Easter vacations found 
themselves without televi­
sion, and cable repairmen 
worked through Monday re­
storing service.

Large trees were uprooted 
and many signs were just 
blown away. A six-foot

square of plate glass was 
blown out at the Veterans of 
Foreign Wars Post.

H.O. Hoover received a 
severe electrical shock and 
was burned on his hands 
when he attempted to go 
through a gate where an 
electrical line had fallen and 
electrified the fence. He was 
hospitalized briefly, but sus­
tained no real injury.

Numerous portable storage 
buildings were demolished 
or upended, including the 
metal building at Skains 
Garage, where bus freight is 
stored.

The day before the storm, 
Thursday, the temperature 
climbed to 92 degrees. After 
a fairly balmy March, the 
Friday wind storm was like 
nature’ s April Fool joke and 
April 1, 1983, will be well 
remembered by Ozonans and 
most of the rest of West 
Texas.

March exited this year 
with the decent rainfall ̂ rec­
ord of 1.01 inches, most of 
which came in the form of 
afternoon and evening thun­
derstorms.

“ America is getting into training...training the Amtrak 
way”  is the catchy jingle o f  America’ s government- 
subsidized railroad company. In reality, America has gotten 
more into spending than training with Amtrak— which over 
its ten-year life span has cost the economy more than $12 
billion and more than 125,000 jobs, according to a recent 
study.

In 1981 alone, the study notes, the system lost 900 
million dollars; not a single route on the Amtrak system 
produced revenues in excess o f  cost. Even the Postal 
Service has a better record.

Rather than throwing more money at this government- 
sponsored fiasco. Congress should get on the right track 
and scrap the system, selling its routes and equipment to 
the highest bidder.

According to John Semmens, Senior Economic Analyst 
with the Arizona Department o f  Transportation, Amtrak 
management is pushing for a massive “ second wave”  o f  
federal subsidies for capital investment aimed at extending 
the national rail service. But if Amtrak consistently lost 
money during its first ten years, why should we think there 
won’ t be more o f  the same in the future?

In a free enterprise econom y, every product or service 
is, in theory, unique. Semmens says “ Some products are 
budget items. The quality may not be the highest but the 
price is right. Other product.^ offer top quality, but at a 
price.”  But Amtrak, he argues, occupies a unique 
position— providing low quality service at a high price. 
Which, he says, may be why its market share is a paltry 
0.3 percent o f intercity travel.

Many critics argue, correctly I think, that only the 
lavish federal subsidies keep Amtrak from driving away 
even that 0.3 percent. For example, Amtrak’ s fare for a 
trip from Phoenix, Arizona, to Los Angeles, California, 
is about $60. Amtrak’ s cost o f  providing the service is 
approximately $280. The taxpayer therefore subsidizes 
each person carried along this route to the tune o f  $220, 
or nearly 80 percent o f  the cost. In contrast, a flight 
between the same two points costs about $40 in fares and 
u.ser fees. Not only does a flight cost less, it takes less 
time, and if the airline makes a profit, it also pays an 
income tax.

When faced with the bare facts about the cost, the 
system’ s advocates argue that Amtrak is good for the 
environment and saves energy. In fact, Amtrak yields a 
net loss o f  energy, Semmens says; that is, more energy 
is consumed than if all the passengers were to travel by 
other means! The fuel efficiency o f  Amtrak is about the 
same as the automobile, his research shows.

Perhaps the worst feature o f  Amtrak is what Semmens 
calls its “ social opportunity cost.”  If the nearly $8 billion 
invested in Amtrak had been invested in mature, nongrowth 
industries, the nation’ s capital stock would have increased 
by about $12.5 billion. Since that capita! could have been 
used to create jobs, the net employment effect has thus 
been a permanent loss o f  over 125,000 jobs.

In order for Congress to seriously demonstrate its 
obligation to cutting waste from the budget, Amtrak needs 
to be derailed. While I’ m realistic enough to know this 
is unlikely to happen, perhaps the 98th Congress will at 
least take a look at the rail passenger corporation before 
granting Amtrak another blank check.

Severance, Fuel Taxes
The lawmakers’ dilemma 

is deciding whether to raise 
taxes to make up for a $2.3 
billion revenue shortfall or 
cut the state budget. The re­
cession, the recent drop o f 
worldwide oil prices and the 
loss o f federal funds have all 
contributed to the problem.

Gov. Mark White has pro­
posed an $800 million in­
crease in “ sin taxes” (on 
alcohol, tobacco and amuse­
ment machines).

Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby favors 
temporarily increasing oil and 
gas severance taxes to finance 
a $2 billion endowment to 
state universities and colleges.

Comptroller Bob Bullock 
favors a nickel increase in the 
gasoline tax which would 
raise $850 million.

Two other proposals, to 
rai.se $100 million by raising 
fees for state services and 
licenses and $518 million—  
one time only— by speeding 
up tax payments, are already 
working their ways through 
the legislative process.

Q: I have read about the 
30-day provision in the Texas 
divorce laws. What i would like to 
know is —when did this law go 
into effect?

A: A Texas statute in efiect 
since January 1, 1974, provides 
that for 30 days following a 
divorce, the parties may marry no 
one except each other.

A marriage to a third person 
that begins during this 30 days is 
“voidable, not void,” which means 
it may be challenged, but it is 
effective unless someone questions 
it.

The action o f the House 

in the next few days is all- 
important because only the 
House can initiate a tax bill.

A Taste Of Spring . . .
Fresh asparagus is one of the signs that spring is 
really here again. The season for fresh asparagus 
is short; so enjoy it often.
Look for those fresh green stalks that are crisp, 
yet tender with compact, pointed tips. Fresh as­
paragus should be kept cool— below 45°F— and 
moist. Wrap the base of the asparagus in a damp 
paper towel, and store in the coldest part of the 
refrigerator for two or three days.
To use, wash the tips carefully to be sure all traces 
of dirt and sand are removed. Pay special attention 
to the scales, too. These are favorite hiding places 
for sand to hide. Break each stalk as far down as it 
snaps easliy. Steam or simmer the asparagus in a 
small amount of water just until tender, about 10 
minutes. Season as desired.

“ Although there is no 
doubt that people of all ages 
will have a better chance of 
surviving crashes if they are 
wearing occupant protection 
devices, restraints for young 
children are crucial because 
of anatomical and physiolo­
gical reasons,”  Gustafson 
said.

Dr. Dale Coin, director of 
the Pediatric Trauma Center 
of Parkland Memorial Hospi­
tal in Dallas, has explained 
those factors in testimony 
during this legislative ses­
sion.

According to Coin: “ An 
unrestrained child in an auto 
accident is more likely to be 
seriously injured than an 
unrestrained adult. Because 
of his smaller body mass. 
The unrestrained child is 

catapulted through the car as 
an “ unguided missile”  upon 
impact. The risk of serious 
injury is age related, with a 
disproportionate number of 
deaths occurring in infants 
under one year of age.”

“ The anatomic differences 
of young children in part 
explain their predisposition 
to serious injury. The rela­
tively large head of a child 
and the high center of gravity 
result in a higher percentage 
of serious head and chest 
injuries than occur in adults. 
Muscle mass, which offers 
some protection in adults, is 
less well developed in child­
ren. The flexibility of the rib 
cage predisposes a child to 
greater risk of injury to the 
chest and upper abdominal 
organs. The relatively large 
size of the head, the thin 
skull, and the less well pro­
tected spinal column in­
crease the risk of central 
nervous sustem in jury ,”  
Coin said.

“ It is easy for parents to 
assume that a child is safe 
riding in an adult’s arms. 
Unfortunately, that is not 
true. The Insurance Institute 
for Highway Safety reports 
that an adult’ s body often 
becomes a battering ram, 
crashing the child into the 
instrument panel and wind­
shield,”  Gustafson said.

He pointed out that most 
child safety seats accom­
modate children up to 40 
pounds and 40 inches. 
“ Legislation now under con­
sideration assumes that 
many 4-year-olds have reach­
ed those limitations, and 
indeed many have. The im­
portant thing, however, is for 
parents to be guided by their 
own children’s needs. Be­
cause the seats are designed 
to distribute the force of an 
impact over a large area of 
the body, a child in a safety 
seat is better protected than 
one of the same weight 
category riding in a safety

Conservation-conscious 
homeowners can take steps 
to reduce the water and 
energy demands of lawn care 
without lowering lawn stan­
dards.

“ While lawns offer many 
aesthetic and recreational 
benefits, these may be off­
set by high requirements for 
water and energy,”  says Dr. 
Richard Duble, turfgrass 
specialist with the Texas 

■Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice, Texas A&M University 
System.

“ Mowing, watering, ferti­
lizing, controlling pests and 
disposing of leaf clippings 
are all energy-consuming re­
quirements of lawn care. 
During spring and summer 
months, watering the lawn 
and collecting and disposing 
of grass clippings place a 
heavy burden on cities for 
water and trash collection 
services. Grass clippings ac­
count for more than 30 
percent of total trash collec­
tions in some cities during 
spring and early summer,”  
notes Duble.

He offers several lawn 
maintenance practices to 
help homeowners reduce 
these requirements.

Reducing fertilizer appli­
cations to maintenance lev- 
els-2  to 3 pounds of actual 
nitrogen per 1,000 square

feet of lawn per year-will go 
a long way toward reducing 
water and energy demands. 
(That’s 20 to 30 pounds of 
fertilizer containing 10 per­
cent nitrogen.) Applying only 
maintenance levels of nitro­
gen to lawns can reduce 
mowing requirements, water 
use, insect and disease prob­
lems, and grass clippings.

“ Excessive fertilization is 
the single most important 
factor contributing to high 
water and energy demands 
for lawn care,”  contends 
Duble.

Another lawn care practice 
to reduce energy demands is 
returning or com posting 
grass clippings. Using a 
mulching mower can be ben­
eficial if grass clippings are 
not composted, says the 
specialist. Regular mowing 
at weekly intervals will re­
duce thatch accumulation 
caused by grass clippings.

Also, adopting proper wa­
tering practices to reduce 
water use can save energy.

Reducing pesticide use to 
only essential applications to 
prevent loss of turf is another 
energy-saving practice.

Duble advises new home- 
owners to select and plant 
adapted, low-maintenance 
turfgrasses to reduce water 
and energy demands. Centi- 
pedegrass is ideally suited to

East Texas while buffalo- 
grass is adapted to much of 
West and North Texas. Both 
of these grasses have low 
maintenace requirem ents, 
yet provide a satisfactory turf 
cover for lawns.

In some situations, ground 
covers such as Asiatic jas­
mine, English ivy or Liriope 
can reduce maintenance re­
quirements effectively with­
out sacrificing the benefits of 
a plant cover. In heavily 
shaded areas and on steep 
slopes, use these ground 
covers in place of grasses, 
suggests the specialist.

“ It is possible to enjoy the 
luxury of an attractive lawn 
and landscape,”  contends 
Duble, “ without excessive 
use of water and energy. In 
fact, the net water and 
energy balance for a lawn 
can be in favor of conser­
vation.”

Product safety 
lawsuits increase

The safety of products sold 
in America’ s marketplaces 
continue to grow in impor­
tance and attention, accord­
ing to Dr. Gary Nelson, a 
safety specialist with the 
Texas A&M University Sys­
tem. The terms “ unreason­
ably dangerous”  and “ fail-

ure to warn of product haz­
ards”  are becoming more 
commonplace.

Injured parties are increa­
singly turning to the courts 
with their complaints about 
product safety. According to 
Nelson, a reflection of the 
tendency for Americans to 
sue has been noted in the 
number of product liability 
lawsuits filed in federal 
courts. Although the number 
remained about the same in 
1982, there have been in­
creases of 17 percent in 1981,
27 percent in 1980, 40 per­
cent in 1979, 7 percent in 
1978,10 percent in 1977, and
28 percent in 1976.

Nelson points out that the
number of product liability 
lawsuits commenced in Tex­
as federal district courts in 
1982 increased 39 percent 
from 745 cases in 1981 to 
1,039 cases in 1982.

Product safety hazards can 
be prevented according to 
the engineer. Hazards can be 
identified during product de­
sign and manufacture and 
either eliminated or con­
trolled through the use of 
safety engineering and safe­
ty management techniques.

“ M anufacturers should 
learn all they can about 
product liability law, how to 
identify product hazards be­
fore they cause injuries, new 
safety engineering techni­
ques to eliminate product 
hazards, and recommended 
techniques for preparing 
safety warnings and opera­
tor’ s manuals,”  says Nelson.

Fiber optics 
important 
in medicine

Fiber optic endoscopy has 
become an important medi­
cal procedure for looking 
deep within an ailing person 
to identify problems, says 
the Texas Medical Associa­
tion.

Treatment sometimes can 
take place simultaneously- 
while avoiding an incision or 
an x-ray. Because there is 
little pain or discomfort, only 
a mild sedative is used. The 
doctor might release the 
patient immediately after the 
procedure if all goes well, 
avoiding a hospital stay and 
extra cost.

Fiber optic endoscopy in­
volves inserting a flexible 
tube about a half inch in 
diameter into a natural or 
surgical opening in the body. 
The procedure is particularly 
effective for checking the 
digestive tract. To do this, 
the tube often is inserted 
through the mouth or 
rectum, avoiding surgery.

The tube includes bundles 
of thousands of fine, flexible, 
glass-coated rods or strands 
called fiber optics. These 
strands are important be­
cause they transmit light by 
internal reflections within 
each fiber along its entire 
length, producing an image 
in the doctor’ s eyepiece. 
With the endoscope’s hand 
controls, the doctor guides 
the tube through the innards 
by negotiating sharp angles. 
The fiber optic endoscope 
(which literally means “ to 
examine within” ) also can 
take pictures. Through the 
tube, liquid can be injected 
and suction applied to flush 
and clean the endoscope lens 
for clear viewing. Suction can 
remove mucus, blood, food 
particles and other soft 
materials, including bits of 
tissue for biopsy.

The doctor also can insert 
a small, thin wire noose 
through the tube to remove 
non-cancerous tumors of the 
digestive tract called polyps. 
This is done with a high-fren- 
quency electric current that 
helps sever the polyp and 
minimizes bleedine.

Discontent 
causes more 
G 'vt. rules

If today’ s frustrations are 
tomorrow’ s legislation, busi­
ness is in for more, not less, 
regulation, says a Texas 
A&M University marketing 
professor.

“ If business wants to keep 
consumers and government 
off its back, then it’ s simply 
going to have to keep its own 
front yard clean,”  said Dr. 
Steve McDaniel of Texas 
A&M College of Business 
Adm inistration. McDaniel 
has just completed a survey 
of more than 200 consumers 
in the Bryan-College Station 
Standard Metropolitan Sta­
tistical Area.

“ Consumer discontent ap­
pears to be rather wide­
spread ,”  M cDaniel said, 
“ and in some areas, parti­
cularly advertising, discon­
tent appears to be growing.”

McDaniel’ s study looked 
at marketing malpractices, 
such as deceptive advertis­
ing, misleading warranties, 
deceitful credit practices and 
unsupported product claims, 
which are already heavily 
regulated.

ing houseplants, improving 
Cooking and facial beauty, 
ipleaning clothes, and treat­
ing cancer in cows and leu­
kemia in cats.
^ The U.S. Food and Drug 
Administration became in­
terested  in the medical 
Claims attributed to Wil- 
Jard’ s Water and began an 
investigation in 1980 after 
Jhe television show “ 60 Min­
iates”  included a segment 
j^ibout the water. Products 
sold for these uses are con­
sidered drugs under the law. 
And before they can be mar­
keted, the manufacturer 
fnust show that they are safe 
|nd effective for the uses 
^tended.
? The FDA found no such 
proof. A statement signed in 
April by William J. Wil­
lard, president of CAW In­
dustries (and son of the foun- 
lier. Dr. John Wesley Wil­
lard), acknowledges that

there is no scientific basis for 
medical claims made over 
the past 20 years for Wil­
lard’ s Water:

“ As the manufacturer and

bottler of Dr. Willard’ s Wa­
ter, CAW Industries, Inc. of 
Rapid City, S.D., does not 
endorse any claims that its 
Catalyst Altered Water pro­
ducts are effective in the 
cure, mitigation, treatment 
or prevention of any disea­
ses in man or animals. Dr. 
Willard’s Water has not been 
approved as a ‘drug’ by the

Food and Drug Administra­
tion, and CAW Industries, 
Inc. does not have available 
scientific proof that its Catal­
yst Altered Water products 
are effective in the cure, 
mitigation, treatment or pre­
vention of any disease in man 
or animals.”

CAW Industries also 
agreed to take action against 
distributors who make medi­
cal claims. The FDA noted 
that it has not received re- 
prots of adverse reactions 
from Willard’ s Water or any 
other catalyst altered water.

N a tu ra l fish  b a its  bes t
A  walk down the aisle of 

any fishing tackle shop will 
make most novice anglers 
weak-kneed at the vast array 
of artificial lures and baits 
available. Most are designed 
after a natural food item of 
sportfish species. Some are 
even better at catching fish­
ermen than fish.

Despite the choices of arti­
ficial lures and baits, many 
anglers still prefer live bait, 
according to Dr. Ken John­
son, fish disease specialist 
for the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. The cho­
ices are many, but among the 
front runners are worms, 
crickets, minnows and craw­
fish.

Most anglers find it more 
convenient to buy live bait 
rather than dig or seine for it. 
In fact, the culture of live bait 
for sportfishing is a multi­
million dollar business an­
nually in the United States. 
However, the catch-your- 
own-bait philosophy adds to 
the fun of the outing.

Worms are one of the most 
popular live baits because of 
their success in taking sun- 
fish and catfish. Earthworms 
are readily available and can 
be raised at home for con­
venience.

Crickets and grasshoppers 
are also popular live baits, 
especially for bream fishing. 
Another insect that is a 
proven producer is the roach, 
however, it is seldom used 
any more.

Live baits such as min­
nows and crawfish are read­
ily available from commer­
cial sources or by seining in 
ponds and streams. Johnson 
says to obtain permission 
and check regulations before 
seining water other than your 
own.

Minnows should be hook­
ed slightly through the back 
to insure longer life. Depend­
ing upon the size of minnow 
utilized, species from blue- 
gill to bass to giant flat- 
head catfish are all suckers 
for this type of bait.

Although most of the high 
technology anglers of today 
wouldn’t be caught dead 
using a cane pole, many fish 
are caught with this simplest 
of fishing rigs, says Jim 
Davis, fisheries specialist for 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service.

The cane pole is especi­
ally efficient for catching 
crappie, bluegill and redear 
sunfish during nesting activi­
ty. Using a cane pole, posi­
tioning a minnow, cricket or 
earthworm into small open­
ings in brushy areas becomes 
easy with a little experience.

Flipping, a bass fishing 
technique using a long rod 
and fairly short line, copied a 
time tested cane pole fishing 
method.

Fishing with a cane pole is 
not as complicated as other 
methods. This characteristic 
surely accounts for its im­
mense popularity, Davis 
says. There are, however, 
certain methods that can en­
hance fishing success with a 
cane pole.

The length of a cane pole 
should be two to three times 
as long as the anglers height. 
More length makes the pole 
too cumbersome and less 
length may not provide the 
desired reach.

Several types of line are 
available for cane pole fish­
ing, with monafilament the 
most popular. When select­

ing a line, buy the smallest 
pound test that will hold the

biggest fish you expect to 
catch, Davis advises. Also, 
the lighter the line used, the 
less likely the fish are to

detect it and the more life­
like the bait will appear.

The end of the line should 
be tied securely about two-

thirds of the way up the pole, 
then additional knots tied at 
one foot intervals to the end 
of the pole. If a large fish is 
hooked, the terminal end of 
the pole may be broken but 
the additional knots may 
assist in landing an other­
wise lost fish.

Perhaps the most impor­
tant item for cane pole 
fishing is the hook. Although 
hooks come in a variety of 
shapes and sizes, a good rule 
of thumb is to match the hook 
size to the mouth size of the 
fish. Proper hook style se­
lection can also account for 
more fish and prolong bait 
life.

Floats and sinkers are op­
tional equipment utilized by 
cane pole enthusiasts.

“ The need for child day­
care centers in Texas is 
greater now than ever,”  says 
Delores Stegelin, a family 
life education specialist with 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, Texas A&M 
University System.

Texas has over 900,000 
children from infants 
through age 14 whose 
mothers work. Yet in 96 
Texas counties, state- 
regulated day-care centers 
are available for fewer than 
100 children.

“ The greatest concern of 
most parents is how to find a 
quality day-care center for 
their children,”  says Stege­
lin.

A safe environment and 
appropriate equipment are 
obvious necessities for any 
day-care center. The center 
should display a sign indicat­
ing that it has passed state 
and local licensing stan­
dards, which insure a safe 
building and equipment.

In addition, Stegelin ad­
vises parents to check the 
amount of space available 
per child. A quality center 
will contain 40-50 square feet 
of indoor space, and 100 
square feet of outdoor space 
for each child.

Day-care facilities should 
include a cot and a private 
place to nap for each child, as 
well as child-sized furniture 
and bathroom equipment. 
The center should also pro­
vide nourishing lunches and 
request nourishing snacks 
for the children.

“ But the most important 
sign of a quality day-care 
center is the staff,”  states 
Stegelin. Two or three adults 
should be available to care 
for each group of eight to ten 
children.

According to Stegelin, a 
philosophy of parent in­
volvement is an important 
indicator of staff quality. The 
day care director and teach­
ers should want parents to be 
a part of the daily routine and 
learning activities.

Most successful day-care 
directors will welcom e 
parents into their centers, 
and will be eager to answer 
questions and discuss their 
concerns, says Stegelin.

“ Visit several day-care 
centers to observe the daily 
routine before making a 
choice,”  advises Stegelin. 
Parents should look for a 
cheerful atmosphere, where 
children enjoy their daily 
routine and smiles are typi­
cal.

Parents who place import­
ance on quality day-care may 
have to pay more for nutri­
tional meals and snacks, 
well-trained teachers, and 
spacious, clean facilities and 
equipment, notes Stegelin.

“ A quality day-care center 
can provide rich learning 
experiences for children, but 
it’ s up to parents to make 
sure their children receive 
that kind of care,”  she adds.

definition of “ knives”  are 
machetes, swords, bayonets, 
daggers, bowie knives, throw 
knives, and spears.

A club is defined as an 
instrument made, designed, 
or adapted for the purpose of 
hitting or striking. This spec­
ifically includes blackjacks, 
and nightsticks. Additionally 
Texas law against the unlaw­
ful carrying of weapons cov­
ers devices constructed or 
adapted for the purpose de­
scribed. Therefore, if one 
cuts off an ax handle or stick 
to a satisfactory length and 
fills the end with lead bound 
with a piece of cord or 
leather, then the device is 
adapted for use as a club 
under Texas law. According­
ly, it would be illegal to carry 
such a weapon, except where 
the law may permit it.

The possession of the list­
ed weapons is legal. How­
ever, Texas law prohibits the 
carrying of such weapons on 
or about one’ s person. Gen­
erally, this means that a 
person may not carry a 
handgun, an illegal knife, or 
a club on his body or in 
immediate proximity to him­
self or in a place where it can 
be easily reached. The hand­
gun carried under the front 
seat of an automobile, or in 
the glove compartment, is 
being illegally carried under 
most circumstances. If, how­
ever, it is carried in the 
trunk, in a locked tool box, or 
in some other place where it 
cannot be easily reached, 
then it is usually being car­
ried lawfully. Nevertheless, 
there is no law against car­
rying a rifle or shotgun on or 
about one’ s person. Conse­
quently, the rifle or the shot­
gun carried in a rack in the 
back window of a pickup 
truck, or even on the seat or 
on the floorboard, is being 
lawfully carried.

There is also a common 
m isconception that it is 
against the law to carry a 
“ concealed”  weapon. There 
are laws to that effect in 
other states, but there is no 
such law in Texas.

a club on or about one s 
person, then that individual 
is subject to prosecution 
whether the weapon is con­
cealed or not. An interest­
ing point is that it is not 
illegal to carry a concealed 
shotgun or rifle on one’s 
person in Texas, although 
p ra ctica l c ircu m sta n ces  
might certainly make it dif­
ficult.

There are certain prem­
ises on which the posses­
sion of weapons is specifi­
cally outlawed by law and 
extra penalties are imposed. 
For example, it is a felony to 
have a handgun, an “ ille­
gal knife”  or a club in one’ s 
possession where alcoholic 
beverages are served or sold. 
This law does not apply, 
however, to the owner of 
such an establishment. It is, 
in addition, an offense to 
carry any firearm on the pre­
mises of a public or private 
educational institution or

nel). It is also illegal to carry 
a firearm on the premises of 
a polling place on the day of 
an election.

Add a big bonus to your 
food dollar by shopping for 
ground beef. Special sales on 
ground beef are important r 
money savers. Before buy- 
ing,,review how to get the 
most for your money.

Consider which lean to fat 
category of ground beef will 
be the best buy. ’The three 
categories o f leaness are 
stated on the label:

Not less than 70 percent 
lean--lower price.

Not less than 75 percent 
lean-medium price.

Not less than 85 percent 
lean—higher price.

One recent USDA study 
compared 75 percent lean to 
85 percent lean ground beef. 
Both lost about the same 
amount of weight, but the 75 
percent lean lost more fat 
and the 85 percent lean lost 
more water. The 75 percent 
lean patty, or least costly 
one, was judged the more 
juicy and flavorful.

Also anticipate how you 
will be preparing the ground 
beef. If you are using the 
meat in a recipe without 
browning first, or in a low 
calorie recipe, then you’ ll 
prefer the 85 percent lean 
ground beef. Leaner meat 
creates a firm product which 
cooks slower than the one 
with higher fat content.

The 75 percent lean 
ground beef is also recom­
mended for recipes in which 
the meat does not have to be 
browned before adding other 
ingredients. It reduces the 
cost of preparing meat loaf, 
meat balls, or ground beef 
casseroles. You get a firm 
product (at a lesser cost) with 
this type of ground beef.

Use ground beef with high 
fat content in recipes where 
the meat is browned and the 
drippings poured off, such as 
tacos or chili. This will 
provide a moist and juicy 
product which cooks faster.

Make note of the amount 
of ground beef to be purchas­
ed. One pound contains 
about four (3 ounce) servings 
after it is cooked. Buying in 
large econom y packages 
usually rovides more meat 
for less money. To re­
package a large amount of 
beef into smaller servings, 
re-wrap in moisture proof 
freezer paper and freeze 
immediately. If you will be 
preparing the ground beef in 
patties, shape the patties 
prior to freezing them.

Think of the nutritional 
value of ground beef when 
you buy. You want the most 
nutrition you can buy for 
your money. Ground beef 
provides complete protein 
which helps maintain growth 
and repair of body tissues. 
Beef is a good source of the 
B -com plex vitamin which

helps change food to energy 
and aids in digestion.
