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ASK AMY ABOUT LEAK

WASHINGTON, D.C.

The hypocritical double standard of Washington’s
trendier journalists and politicians is certainly rearing it’s
ugly little head with the current flap over Jimmy Carter’s
1980 briefing book.

Assorted Reagan-haters from the Perrier set are having
a field day feeding the fires of the unfolding saga of how
President Reagan’s campaign operatives obtained draft
copies of briefing material prepared for former President
Carter. Perhaps they should ask Amy. Anyone smart
enough to advise a president on nuclear war probably keeps
a pretty keen eye open to the goings-on in the White House.

Judging by those portions of the material printed in
the press, it’s hard to understand what the fuss is all about.
The allegedly ‘‘strategic’’ material seems pretty bland.
Even the recipients of the material described it at the time
as ‘‘nothing spectacular.’”’ Shock! Horror! Reagan knew
in advance that Jimmy Carter would denounce Republican
proposals for tax cuts! Big deal. Anyone with half a brain
could — and should — have expected as much.

Jimmy claims the material was a ‘‘serious loss’’ to his
campaign. But even Tip O’Neill, the most partisan
Democrat of them all, says baloney. ‘‘Briefing book or
no briefing book, our candidate was extremely unpopular
in the last election,’’ he said.

So, if Carter was a turkey and bound to lose anyway,
and the material varied little from a standard rafshooning
of the Carter record, what'’s the big deal?

The press corps and Carter cronies are telling us it’s
the ‘‘ethics’> of how the Reagan camp obtained the
material. Although the details are still unknown it’s clear
that Carter insiders, for whatever reasons, presented it to
the Reagan camp. ‘‘Theft!”’ the media cries. I call it a
“‘leak’’.

There in a nutshell is the trendy set’s double standard.
No one is accusing the Reagan campaign of plotting to
steal this material.

If this represents a ‘‘theft’”” from the White House
deserving federal prosecution, WASHINGTON POST
editor Ben Bradlee had better call his lawyers. Because
this is a classic example of a White House ‘‘leak’’. You
know what leaks are — the press is always complaining
about the Reagan administration’s attempt to plug them.
‘‘Leaks’’ seem to be the primary source of most stories
on administration policy run in the POST, THE NEW
YORK TIMES, and on the T.V. network news shows.
Somebody within the White House loses a power struggle,
or doesn’t like a policy, so he calls up one of his journalist
friends and spills the beans about what’s going on. And,
even if the information is classified, the press gladly runs
the story in the interest of the ‘‘public’s right to know.”’

THE NEW YORK TIMES won a Pultizer Prize because
of a leak — the Pentagon Papers. And, unlike the briefing
book — a campaign document — the Pentagon Papers were
highly classified files recounting years of national security
policymaking. The press can’t have it both ways. If printing
the Pentagon Papers was ethical, then no one should expect
campaign staffers to pass back a leaked briefing book
unopened.

Of course, we might forgive some of the Democrats
who are trying to make hay out of all this. Newly released
figures show the economy is going to be booming like
gangbusters by next fall. By the end of 1983, the G.N.P.
will have grown by 5.5 percent, unemployment is expected
to fall by another point, and inflation will have been cut
to 4.6 percent. The opposition needs a scandal, to cover
up its own sorry record and cloud the success of
Reaganomics. Somehow, I fear they’ll have to keep

~looking, though. This one is definitelv third-rate.

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AUSTIN — Speculation
that Texas' embattled Atty.
Gen. Jim Mattox should re-
sign increased last week as
state prosecutors questioned
a lawyer who has said Mat-
tox threatened to put his firm
out of the bond business.

Sources reported the Hous-
ton lawyver gave grand jurors
a tape recording of telephone
conversations containing the
Mattox threats. Thomas Mc-
Dade, a partner of the firm
Fulbright and Jaworski. has
alleged Mattox -was angered
when McDade refused to
pull down a subpoena for
Mattox's sister.

His sister was subpocnaed
to testify about a $125,000
encrgy loan she and another
brother obtained in 1982,
which may have been divert-
ed to the Mattox campaign.

On the heels of the alleged
tape revelation, came reports
that Mattox, who has been
closely linked to one of his
major campaign financiers,
multimillionnaire Clinton
Manges. drives a  luxury
Cadillac which his sister pur-
chased at a discount from a
close friend of Manges.

Records show the car is
registered under the sister's
name and was bought at less
than half of its book value.
Mattox drives the car, and
told police it was his when
vandals broke into it in
March.

Mattox Subpoenacd

Mattox has denied wrong-
doing in the loan, the alleged

threat and the automobile
transaction, but his many
troubles have raised ques-

tions about his cffectiveness,
innocent or not.

He claims he is being hunt-
ed down by *“the big oil
companies” that he has an-
gered, but his own temper
has compounded his recent
problems. particularly with
the Capitol press.

Late last week, grand ju-
rors subpocnaed Mattox and
all records dcaling with his
airplane, phone calls and
meetings since taking office
seven months ago.

The records were delivered
but kept scaled until a dis-
trict judge could rule on the
legality of the subpocna.

Mobil Boycott
" Latest development in the
continuing Maddox saga oc-
cured last week when the
attorney  general  urged a
crowd of labor union mem-
bers to boycott Mobil OQil Co.
products because the com-
pany has refused to settle a
royalty suit with the state.
“There's  something  you
can do to help,” Maddox
told approximately 600
union members attending the
Texas AFL-ClO convention
in Austin. I tried to talk to
these folks and bring them to
the bargaining table and tell
them to pay up . .. but they
weren't willing to do that. I
think you ought to think
about boycotting Mobil Oii’s
products.™ !
John Fiint, a spokesman
:for Mobii's corporate head-
quarters, characterized the
attorney general’s request as
an “outrageously improper
form of retaliation.”

Budget Deficit?

While the attorney general
worries about his courtroom
problems, other lawmakers
are worried that state govern-
ment may be facing a budget
deficit soon.

A deficit would bring a
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special session to raise taxes
high enough to put state gov-
ernment into the black, Lt.
Gov. Bill Hobby said last
week.

But Hobby said it is still
too soon to tell if the state
will meet Comptrolier Bob
Bullock's estimates which has
the state barely making ends
meect for the next two years.

Hobby's comments came
after officials learned sales
tax revenues are dropping,
perhaps as much as $114
million this fiscal year.

The budget board worried
that Bullock's estimates could
be off the mark by as much
as  $500 million, but the
Caomptroller stuck to his esti-
mate last week. His office
savs they took into account
factors which the Legislative
Budget Board did not.

Bullock Warns Congress

Bullock was busy last week
trying to pursuade Congress
not to decontrol natural gas,
a move that would cost Tex-
as $98 million on top of oth-
er budget woes. |

Dcecontrol  would  lower
natural gas prices by 2 cents
to 11 cents, and lower the
statc income from the natu-
ral gas production tax. Al-
though revenues would in-
crease in '87 and ‘88, Bullock
warned that the initial nega-
tive impact would come at a
time when Texas’ economy
is hurt by the oil industry
slump.

Dear Kitty,

After reading the last two

issues of the Stockman, I was
compelled to write a letter
indicating the basis for pun-
ishment meted out in the
State of Texas vs. Paul
Sanchez (child-rape case).
Paul Sanchez is a 24-year old
Hispanic who lives and works-
in Ozona. The charge that
was leveled against him is
that he had sexual inter-
course with a female who
was then and there younger
than fourteen years of age
(actually 13%2) and who was
not his wife. for that, he
received ten years in the
Texas Department of Cor-
rections probated for ten
years. The alleged offense
occurred as a result of the
young girl’s mother taking
the girl over to Paul San-
chez’s house and leaving her
there, ostensibly to marry
Paul Sanchez. She spent the
night with Paul Sanchez with
her mother’s consent. Paul
Sanchez has no criminal re-
cord, and after a lengthy
attempt to arrive at some
definitive punishment, a ten
year probated sentence

was the only thing that could
be thought of. Paul Sanchez
was charged with the offense
when there appeared that
there would be no marriage.
This latter statement was a
conclusion of mine, but I
suggest it was a totally valid
conclusion. The girl was
taken out of this town and
placed in the custody of her
father in another state, and it
was the consensus that she
should not be brought back
into the environment to tes-
tify. Besides that, when she
left town, she said that she
was still in love with Paul.

I trust that this information

will alleviate the fear that
there is a rapist abroad in
Crockett County. Crockett
County law enforcement,
from the prosecutorial level
down through the Sheriff’s
Office and Department of
Public Safety, is better than
it ever has been. When we
make decisions relative to an
offense, those decisions are
made only after careful and
diligent analysis of the cir-
cumstances--all the circum-
stances. I then proceed with
prosecution if it is so war-
ranted and I will continue to
utilize this technique be-
cause it is the only way a just
and fair decision can be
made!

I trust that this information
will satisfy those readers who
question the legitimacy of
decisions made during the
course of the administration
of justice in Crockett County.

Food production items
were freed from state sales
tax back in mid-1976, notes
Lovell. A farmer or rancher is
not automatically exempt
from paying sales tax, but
exemptions under current
law include two categories:
items specifically exempt
regardless of use and those
exempt when used
exclusively on a farm or
ranch.

Exempt items, regardless
of use, include these: feed
for farm and ranch animals,
including work animals,
fertilizer, seeds and annual
plants, the products of which

1 9 9per month

are used for human
consumption or are sold in
the regular course of

business, animals which
produce products which are
ordinarily food, horses,
mules and work animals,
including sheep dogs.

Items used exclusively for
farming or ‘ranching are
exempt when the purchaser
files an exemption certificate
with the vendor. A farm or
ranch is defined as land used
entirely or partially in the
production of crops, livestock
or other agricultural
products. Home gardens and
timber operations are not
considered as farming or
ranching units.

Exempted farm and ranch
items include the following:
chemicals used exclusively in
agricultural

fungicides, insecticides,
herbicides and defoliants.
Veterinarian products for
farm and ranch animals and
machinery and equipment
used in food, grass and feed
purposes or in building or
maintaining roads and water
facilities. Expendable
supplies, including hand
tools, hardware repair parts,

irrigation system
components, lubricants and
repair parts for off-highway
use, fencing and corral
supplies, storage structures
for petroleum and farm
products and special purpose
agricultural production
facilities.

Farmers and ranchers are
turning more and more to
computers, and these
devices and their servicing
and software are exempt
when used on farms and
ranches to aid in the
production of food and fiber,
notes Lovell. This includes
computer-operated feed
mixing devices. However,
computers used solely for
farm record keeping
purposes do not qualify for
the exemption although
computer programs are sales
tax exempt irrespective of
use.

General purpose
buildings, including farm or
ranch employee housing,
barns, offices, garages,
stores and portable buildings
do not qualify for the
agricultural exemption,
explains the economist.

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beef. Research has shown
that young bulls produce
carcasses containing more
muscle and less fat than
steers of the same weight.

In the past, however,
young bull beef has been
slightly less palatable and
slightly more variable in
palatability than beef from
steers. Therefore, when such
young bull carcasses are
officially graded by USDA
graders, the standards re-
quire the grade designation
to include the word ‘‘bul-
lock.”’

“It has been suggested
that much of the variation in
paltability of steaks from
bullocks is the result of
variation in tenderness,’’
Smith says. ‘‘Electrical sti-
mulation, developed and
made practical at Texas
A&M, is now widely used by
beef slaughterers and it is
well established that this
treatment improves the pala-
tability of beef steaks.

‘‘Furthermore, sub-cuta-
neous fat thickness (the layer
of fat between the skin and
carcass surface) is related to
beef tenderness through its
action as an insulator to
reduce the rate of chilling
and muscle fiber cold short-
ening. Use of young bull

carcasses for the block-beef
trade might become more
common if electrical stimula-
tion could eliminate some of
the variation in palatability
and/or if some minimum
sub-cutaneous fat thickness
could assure that beef from
young bulls would have ‘ac-
ceptable’ tenderness.

‘‘Our study was conducted
to investigate the effects of
electrical stimulation, sub-
cutaneous fat thickness, and
carcass masculinity charact-
eristics on the quality and
palatability attributes of beef
from young bulls.

‘‘Ninety-five young bulls
of various breeds produced
at the Roman L. Hruska U.S.
Meat Animal Research Cen-
ter, Clay Center, Nebraska,
were slaughtered at a com-
mercial packing plant.

‘‘Immediately upon enter
ing the blast chill cooler (40
to 70 minutes post mortem),
the right side of each carcass
was electrically stimulated
(ES) while the left sides were
nonstimulated (NES). Each
ES side received 15 impulses
of S50 volts (AC), 2 to 2.5
amps for 1.8 second dura-
tion, with 1.8 seconds be-
tween impulses.

‘““About 24 hours after
slaughter, Texas Agricultu-
ral Experiment Station per-
sonnel evaluated each car-
cass for a variety of factors,
and then each side was
processed and transported to
the Texas A&M University
Meat Laboratory at College
Station, Texas.

‘‘Extensive testing showed
that ES improved USDA lean
and overall maturity scores
of young bull carcasses, in-
creased the muscle fiber
tenderness and overall ten-
derness of their steaks, de-
creased the variation in pala-
tability of their steaks, and
shifted steaks from such
carcasses into higher ranges
of palatability ratings.

‘‘Furthermore, steaks
from NES young bulls with
greater than 0.25 inches fat
thickness were more pala-
table than steaks from NES
young bulls with less than
0.26 inches fat thickness.

“Finally, in NES young
bulls, when fat thickness was
held constant, there was no
difference in overall tender-

Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station and others has
established the physical ad-
vantage that bulls have over
either steers or heifers in the
feedlot. On the average, bull
beef animals in feed lots gain
one pound of wieght per 6.7
pounds of feed. Steers put on
one pound gain per 8 pounds
of feed and heifers gain one
pound per 9 pounds of feed.

‘‘One of the curious things
about electrical stimulation is

that it won’t make tender

meat even tenderer; it will
only tenderize meat that left
untreated would be rated
somewhat tough and some-
what unpalatable.

‘‘Since it does tenderize
bull beef, the beef industry
should change step to take
advantage of the faster gain-
ing, leaner meat produced
from bulls. Changes need to
take place all the way from
the retail merchant back to
the beef grader and beef
processor, and to include the
feedlot operator and the cow-
calf producer,”’ Smith con-
cluded.

“tion reform in Texas public
schools to the Select Commit-
tee on Public Education,
chaired by H. Ross Perot of
Dallas.

‘Dale Young, new TSTA
president, said the reform
proposals represent the
views of the majority of the
state’s teachers on the direc-
tion educational improve-
ments should take.

Included among the many
recommendations for reform
are calls for higher standards
for students, teachers and
administrators; better sal-
aries for teachers; state
mandated discipline policies;
return of grade integrity and
teacher authority; the
revamping of teacher and
administrator education
programs; and strong
educator evaluation systems.

August has been proclaim-
ed Texas Child Support En-
forcement Month in a reso-
lution passed by the Legis-
lature during the last legis-
lative session. August will be
devoted to emphasizing the
payment of child support. In
addition, non-custodial par-
ents will be urged to spend
time with their children.

Representative Rene O.
Oliveira (Brownsville), spon-
sor of the resolution, noted
that, ‘‘Child support enforce-
ment has become a problem
of such overwhelming mag-
nitude that the issue had to
be addressed and legislative
solutions enacted to mini-
mize the problem.”’

‘““Texas had to make a
statement that our children
are our number one priority
and that parents have to take
responsibility for support-

the father. The children lose
out on two fronts; they do not
receive necessary financial
support and they do not have
a close personal relationship
with their father. Kids need
love and support. Please, pay
your child support and spend
time with your children.”’
Oliveira urged.

In' addition to the resolu-
tion, legislation sponsored by
Oliveira and Senator Ray
Farabee (Wichita Falls) and
passed this session deals
with the multitude of child
support enforcement prob-
lems. One provision of this
legislation, a constitutional
amendment strengthening
enforcement procedures, will
have to be approved by
voters in the November elec-
tions.
