So I decided, after find-
ing the USDA could only act
on a request from the gov-

ernor, to call the governor °
and find out what’s happen- .

ing. 1 called Governor
White’s office for a com-
ment. Talk about passing the
buck, I really got the shuffle.
First the receptionist an-
swered and after I went
through my complete spiel,
she transferred me to a
governor’s aide. After I re-
peated myself verbatim, he
transferred me to the govern-
or’s press office. The young
lady there told me they only
handled press releases and
gave me another number to
call at the Department of
Public Safety, where she
said, all disaster aid was
handled. I called that num-
ber and it was busy, so I
wasted at least an hour and a
half and found out absolute-
ly nothing.

Congressman Loeffler’s
office spokesman said the
congressman had been parti-
cularly concerned about
Crockett County, and was
waiting only for the request
from the governor, before
taking action.

I was unable to speak with
the governor. I guess he was
too busy trying to explain
about the high electric bills
to constituents who voted for
him on the premise he was
going to lower electric bills. I
didn’t fall for that campaign
ploy, but apparently enough
did to get him elected, and I
am sure he has a lot of
explaining to do, since elec-
tric bills are higher than ever
and keep going up. However,
I do want to know about the .
drought designation, and in-
tend to pursue it to the bitter
end. When we have a tech-
nical problem, it means
something has gone wrong
with our computerized sys-
tem of typesetting. I want to
know State Land Commis-
sioner Jim Hightower’s defi-
nition of a technical problem.

U.S. Representative Tom
Loeffler announced Monday
during a speech in San
Angelo, the USDA had in-
formed him three more coun-
ties in West Texas had been
designated a federal disaster
areas. Crockett County was
not one of these. The newly
designated counties are
Schleicher, Reeves and Lov-
ing. This latest announce-
ment brings to 23 the de-
clared counties.

Loeffler  also- announced
the designated counties
would be eligible to receive
economic injury disaster
loans. This means that small
businesses in the now de-
clared 23 West Texas coun-
ties could be eligible for the
loans. These loans are avail-
able to small businesses
unable to obtain credit and
working capital from private
sources, by the Small Busi-
ness Administration. The
loans are at 8% and the
maximum available is
$500,000 per small business.

The SBA notification in-
tent regarding the pending
declaration was in response
to an August 3, letter from
Congressman Loeffler. Loeff-
ler said ‘‘this is further good
news for those who have
suffered economic and per-
sonal hardship due to this
terrible drought, however, I
will continue to actively pur-
sue all forms of federal relief
which are available and will
continue to work actively
with counties still awaiting a
disaster declaration,”” which,
of course, means Crockett
County.

A spokesman in the con-

gressman’s San Angelo of-
fice informed the Stockman
the request must come from
the governor before action
can be taken in Washington.
A telephone call to Govern-
or Mark White’s office, how-
ever, produced no results.

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NICARAGUAN DEFECTOR
WARNS WEST

By Edwin Feulner

The recent statements of a high-level Sandinista counter
intelligence officer, who defected to the U.S., paint a
chilling picture of the growing Soviet military involvement
in Central America.

In a recent interview, Miguel Bolanos Hunter said that
direct Soviet involvement goes back to 1979 when he saw
five Soviet generals meeting with Nicaraguan officials to
make plans for an invasion of Honduras.

Bolanos, whose position in the state security apparatus
allowed him to obtain sensitive intelligence information,
said there are now about 200 Soviets and 5,000 Cubans
working as advisors to Nicaragua’s Marxist regime, as well
as 2,000 Cuban military personnel working undercover as
teachers. While the Cubans plan the operations and
Nicaraguans carry them out, ‘‘the Soviets have the real
power,’’ he claims. i

The state security forces use the same handguns — the
Makarof — as those used by the KGB. They were *‘gifts’’
from the Soviets, Bolanos said. Also, he said, the whole
structure and operation of the state security system is
patterned after the KGB. Security officers use training
handbooks from Cuba, translated into Spanish from
Russian.

The Sandinista defector, who was debriefed by State
Department and Heritage Foundation experts before going
public, said the fighting in El Salvador is completely
‘‘managed and directed from Managua,’’ the Nicaraguan
capital. Moreover, he said, the Soviets have promised the
Nicaraguan army two AK-47 machine guns for every one
they send to the guerrillas in El Salvador.

The recent ousting of three American diplomats from
Nicaragua was part of a plan called ‘‘Operation
Spiderweb,’’ Bolanos explained. The whole affair was
concocted by Sandinista intelligence operatives, and was
designed to make it appear that the diplomats were CIA
agents plotting against the Sandinistas. None of which was
true, he assured us.

Bolanos also confirmed the existence of two missile
sites in Nicaragua. One, he said, is in the Managua airport
and the other — still under construction — is about nine
miles south of Managua. ;

Bolanos said, ‘‘Nicaragua has become the new Cuba’’
and has ‘‘become the base of operations for the spread
of international communism in the Western Hemisphere. "’

Bolanos was trained in Cuba; his instructor would teach
the Nicaraguans in the morning, Bolanos said, and a class
of Angolans in the afternoon.

Far from the pluralistic democracy that the Sandinistas
promised, Nicaragua has become a living hell. Bolanos
. said the Sandinistas are responsible for the torture and
killing of uncounted people, including church leaders,
businessmen and many others opposed to the regime.

The former Sandinista guerrilla left Nicaragua in early
May, after becoming convinced that the Sandinistas care
nothing about creating a better life for Nicaragua’s
peasants.

Miguel Bolanos made it clear that the Sandinistas are

up to no good in Central America. They are enemies of
freedom, exporters of revolution, and murderers of the
innocent.

Ronald Reagan has suffered much abuse at the hands
of his congressional enemies when he has tried to point
this out. Perhaps they will listen to one who has been there,
and learned the hard way.

AUSTIN—U. S. Senator
John Tower created room at
the top last week by an-
nouncing he would not seek
re-election . . . and the polit-
ical ruckus he started is not
expected to calm down for
several weeks.

Politicians  with ~ some
muscle are checking their
chances of taking over as
king of the hill. Less strong
politicians seeking publicity
have taken this opportunity
to announce they are not can-
didates, a publicity gimmick
in itself.

As for Tower, the old
GOP master is not a bit wor-
ried. He held a press con-
ference in the State Capitol
last week to announce his de-
cision not to run again, say-
ing he had “peaked.” The
news immediately set Repub-
licans to wonder what he
would do with the $1.5 mil-
lion he raised recently to use
on his campaign. The answer
is: under federal law he can
not spend the money for per-
sonal gain (unlike state elec-
tion laws).

Though he does have op-
tions. Party sources believe
he is leaning on contacting
contributors and asking if
they would like their money
returned. He could also dis-
tribute it among political ac-
tion committees and/or in-
dividual candidates.

Tower still has given no
specific answer to why he is
stepping down. Some say he

is bored, others say he is .

tired, and Democrats say he
simply read the handwriting
on the wall which told him
re-election was impossible.
Whatever his reasons,
Tower is now viewed by
some in his own party as a
“take the money and run”
suspect. Never one to buckle
under pressure, Tower will
reply in his own sweet time.

Aftermath Musclers

In the aftermath, two con-
gressmen announced their
candidacies and three others
are seriously weighing their
odds. The two U.S. House
members,
Paul of Lake Jackson and
Democrat Kent Hance of
Lubbock, showed no hesita-
tion announcing for the race
the same day Tower abdi-
cated.

Paul, a physician, lacks
name identification among
Texas voters, but is known
among party brethren as a
member of the GOP conser-
vative faction.

For evergreen shade, the
number one is the Live Oak.
Some feel it is too slow
growing, but if cared for and
given plenty of water, they
soon make a handsome tree.

Diabetic study results
In mis-interpretation

A recent research study is
being mis-interpreted to
mean that diabetics no
longer have to worry about
their sugar intake, says Dr.
Alice Hunt, a foods and
nutrition specialist with
Texas A&M University’s

Agricultural Extension
Service.
The study, which was

published last month in the
New England Journal of
Medicine, has been widely
publicized as good news for
diabetics.

But according to Hunt, the
limitatins of the study have
not  been thoroughly
discussed in reports of the
results.

For example, the study
used only 10-12
insulin-requiring _diabetics,
an | equal number of
adulf-onset diab% and a
conttol group. This¥s.a small
number from which to
generalize to the more than
four to five million American
diabetics.

Most important, says
Hunt, is the fact that
diabetics in ~the study

consumed their sugar with a
meal containing protein. This
served to slow down the
digestive processes, which
helps diabetics metabolize

both simple carbohydrates
like sugar, and complex
carbohydrates like starch.
The results of the study
indicated that diabetics did
not differ from non-diabetics
in their blood sugar levels
after consuming meals which

included sugar.
‘““That doesn’t mean
diabetics should start

consuming sugar at will,
however,”’ states Hunt.
“It’s still important to
divide both complex and
simple carbohydrates into at

least three meals a day to be
consumed with other foods,"’
warns the specialist.

Simple carbohydrates such
as soda or candy consumed
by themselves as a snack,
will dangerously increase the
diabetic’s blood sugar level,
she adds.

Insulin-requiring diabetics
should consult with their
physicians before making
changes in their diets, and all
other diabetics should be
wary of any radical changes,
cautions Hunt.

The Texas crime rate for
the first half of 1983 decli-
ned three per cent compared
to the same period last year,
according to statistics relea-
sed by the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety.

‘‘Figures compiled by the
‘Department’s Uniform
Crime Reporting Bureau
showed a rate of 2,989.7

this year,”’ said Colonel Jim
Adams, DPS director. ‘‘The
rate for the comparable 1982
period was 3,083.1.”

‘‘Although the specific
reasons behind this decrease
would be difficult to deter-
mine, I'd like to think that
widespread citizen participa-
tion in police crime preven-
tion programs continues to
be a factor,”” Adams said.
‘“We hope this decrease in
the crime rate will carry
through the rest of the
year.”’

A total of 456,840 major
criminal offenses were re-
ported by Texas law enforce-
ment agencies from January
through June of this year,
reflecting a slight increase of
0.4 per cent in the actual
number of crimes.

‘““Every major crime cate-
gory except theft registered a
decrease in the first half of
1983,”’ Adams pointed out.

The number of murders
decreased by 7.9 per cent,

while rape declined by 7.1
per cent. Robberies and ag-
gravated assaults were down
by 5.7 per cent and 5.2 per
cent respectively.

Motor vehicle thefts drop-
ped 8 per cent. Burglaries
decreased by S.2 per cent.
The number of thefts increa-
sed by 6.4 per cent.

‘“‘DWI arrests were up
almost 42 percent in the first
half of this year compared to
the same 1982 period,”’ Ad-
ams said. ‘‘This indicates
that Texas police agencies
are keeping the pressure on
the potential DWI offenders
and removing increasing
numbers of these violators
from the roads.”’

Statewide arrests for crim-
inal offenses totaled 458,926
in the first six months of
1983, posting a 4.1 per cent
increase over the 1982 per-
iod.

Three Texas law enforce-
ment officers were killed in
the line of duty by criminal
action during the period.

Shoppers are paying

more and getting less

If you think you’re pay-
ing more but getting less
when shopping for clothes
lately, you fit the current
profile of the American shop-
per, says Nancy Brown,
clothing specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

Recent surveys give inter-
esting results about opinions
of shoppers, some of which
are:

More than half of the men
and women surveyed be-
lieved the quality of appar-
el in stores today is inferior
to that of five years ago.

Only 10 percent thought
that prices for clothes were
increasing less than prices of
non-apparel items, and 4
percent thought they were
increasing more.

Sixty percent preferred to
shop in self-service stores
rather than in stores where a
salesperson assists them.

Almost 75 percent be-
lieved American-made ap-
parel is a better value than
imported apparel.

Opinions don’t always
agree with facts and figures,
however, Brown points out.
The actual dollars may have
gone up, but since 1960 the
percentage of our incomes
spend on clothes has actual-
ly gone down.

“This means prices for
clothes have increased at a
lower rate than for other
items, and comparatively
speaking, clothes cost less,”’
she explains.

But even at ‘‘lower’’ pri-
ces, it’s hard in these times

to get enough dollars to cover |

all the expenses, she says.

‘‘Perhaps it is an attempt °

to increase the buying power
of the clothing dollar which
has brought about the move
to self-service shopping. But
this requires a better-infor-
med consumer, because
when there is no salesperson
to help, you have to make the
decisions alone,’”” Brown
says.

She suggests that if you
want to get the most for your

clothing dollar, you should -

always read the labels on the
clothes you are considering.

‘“The Care Labeling Law
provides for a permanently-
affixed label on all apparel
which gives appropriate care
instructions. In addition, ot-
her valuable information is
available on labels, such as
fiber content, fabric finishes,

and the country in which the .

garment was made.”’

““These will give you some
facts to consider before mak-
ing your purchase,’’ says the
specialist.

But even the careful and
well-informed shopper occas-
ionally makes a disappoint-
ing buy, she explains.

‘“So, if a fabric or garment
does not perform acceptably,
take it back to the retail store
immediately,’”” she advises.
‘‘Explain the problem to the
salesclerk or consumer com-
plaint clerk. If you do not get
satisfactory results, see the
manager.”’

Order in which children

are born plays major role

The order in which chil-
dren are born within a family
can play a major role in their
psychological development,
a Baylor College of Medi-
cine psychiatrist says.

However, parental atti-
tudes also affect the child’s
psychological development,
said Aida McKellar, M.D.,
who has experience in coun-
seling families with prob-
lems.

McKellar summarizes the
different characteristics of
first, middle and last-born
children like this:

First-born children get the
most attention and pressure
from parents. They are gen-
erally competitors and set
high goals for themselves.

Middle children face possi-
ble sibling rivalry or jeal-
ousy. They often have to
search for their own identity
that is often lost because
they are in the middle.

The last-born, or ‘‘babies’’
of the family have the least
amount of parental pressure
and expectations. They tend
to be more extroverted and
relaxed.

‘“Today’s society views the
first-born as the most impor-
tant child,”’ McKellar said.

Parents expect this child to
take the responsibility of car-
rying on such things as the
family business. He is also
the child that they ‘‘prac-
tice”” with while learning to
be parents. Some studies
have indicated that first-born
children may be more likely
to develop high blood pres-
sure in later life.

The arrival of the second
child is the beginning of
sibling rivalry.

McKellar said parents
should anticipate a certain

amount of rivalry, but avoid
being the cause of it.

‘‘By showing favoritism to
the new child, parents may
cause the eldest to mistreat
this child,”’ she said.

Last children, known as
the ‘‘babies,’”’ usually have
the easiest role. The parents
are experienced in child rear-
ing by this point and easily
adapt to childhood problems.

A parent’s attitude toward
such things as the child’s
gender can also affect psy-
chological development.

““There is usually not a
gender preference in first-
born children because of the
parent’s excitement over the
birth itself,”’ McKellar said.

However, the gender of
later children does affect the
parents and siblings’ treat-
ment of that child.

“If a third child arrives
and the parents say, ‘Anot-
her girl!’, the siblings may
perceive that the new child is
unwanted and treat her as an
outcast,”” McKellar said.

Each child has a different
role in the family and it is
that role, along with the role
of the parents, that make
them into a family.

‘‘Although each child is
psychologically different,
birth order is not a reason for
any of the children to have
psychological problems,”’
McKellar said.

McKellar advises couples
planning to have children to
prepare for them just as
much as they did for their
marriage.

““If we are going to have

children with quality lives, §

we must prepare to be re-
sponsible parents and part-
ners in child care,”’ said
McKellar.

Parental awareness and

understanding is the key to

encouraging healthy interac-

tion between siblings and .

assisting in their psycholo-
gical development.

School enrollment
inches upward here

Student enrollment in
Ozona schools continues to
move upward, and reports
issued by school authorities
indicate that a total of 1,035
students are now attending
classes. This is an improve-
ment of 26 students from last
Monday’s opening enroll-
ment of 1,009, and, with
more students expected this
week, it is beginning to look
as if student enrollment dur-
ing the 1983-84 school term
will not decline as much as
was first projected.

First day enrollment in
Ozona Primary School was

241 students, and the current
number now stands at 246.
The school has 79 kinder-
garten, 87 first grade stu-
dents, and 80 second grade
students, for a total of 246.

Ozona Intermediate School
has enrolled five students
this past week, and their
student count has increased
from 274 to 279. There are
110 third graders, 83 fourth
graders, and 86 fifth grad-
ers.

Ozona Junior High School
has increased by eleven stu-
dents, and enrollment cur-
rently stands at 259. Of the
number, 84 are in the sixth

V.A. ups interest rate

The Veterans Administra-
tion increased the basic loan-
guarantee rate for single-
family homes and condomin-
point August 1 to 13.5 per-
cent, said R. L. Cobb, VA
Loan Guaranty Officer for
Houston.

It was the third rate hike in
two months and returned the
basic rate to the level set last
September 24.

At the same time, the VA
maximum interest rate for
Graduated Payment Mort-
gage loans was increased to
13.75 percent.

Other current VA loan-
guarantee rates: 14.5 percent
for purchase of manufactur-
ed home units; 14 percent to
buy both a mobile home and
alot, and 14 percent for loans
to purchase a lot and the cost
of necessary site prepara-
tions.

For a veteran buying a
home with a 30-year, aver-
age GI loan of $55,000, the
rate increase of one percent
will raise the monthly pay-
ments by $43 over the prev-
ious 12.5 percent rate.

The change, however,
doesn’t affect existing GI
loans, whose interest rate
remains the same for the life
of the agreement.

Most recipes for - oven-
cooked foods traditionally
call for a preheated oven, but
recent studies have shown
that preheating is not essen-
tial for food quality and may
even waste energy.

Researchers at the United
States Department of Agri-
culture’s consumer nutrition
laboratory compared a varie-
ty of foods prepared in pre-
heated and non-preheated
ovens and found few signi-
ficant differences in the qual-
ity or size of the items,
reports home economist Bon-
nie Piernot.

The non-preheated ovens
required five minutes or less
extra baking time than the
preheated ovens, says Pier-
not, who is with the Texas
Agricultural  Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University
System.

The energy savings from
not preheating averaged
about 10 percent.

““Overall,”’ Piernot ' says,
“‘the findings confirm that
preheating the oven is not
essential for good quality
baking, so it’s an unneces-

sary use of energy.”’

The foods used in the re-
search study included pies,
cakes, casseroles, souffles
and meat loaves. The dishes
were prepared in preheated
and non-preheated standard
gas, continuous-cleaning
gas, standard electric and
self-cleaning electric ovens.

The variability in baking
times reported between pre-
heated and non-preheated
ovens was often less than
that reported among the dif-
ferent types of ovens, adds
the specialist.
