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Ozona Lions brina the
Junction Eagles down

The Ozona Lions shot the 

Junction Eagles from the air 
Friday night as the Lions 
defeated the Eagles in Hill 
Country Stadium in Junction 
by a score o f 25-13. Only 1 
minute and 42 seconds of the 
first quarter had expired 
when the Lions crossed the 
goal line for the first time.

Shortly following the kick­
off, which opened the 1983 
football season. Junior quar­
terback, David Delgado, re­
leased a picture perfect pass 
to senior receiver, Robert 
Flores, who darted his way 
into the end zone for 6 
points. The extra point at­
tempt by senior, Diego Leal, 
split the goalposts and the 
Lions went ahead of the 
Eagles 7-0.

In second quarter action, 
Delgado scampered a short 
11 yards to cross the goal line 
for another Ozona touch­
down. The extra point at­
tempt by Leal was declared 
no good.

Just before the end of the 
first half of play. Junction 
quarterback, Marjarito Flor­
es, completed a short pass to 
Eagle receiver, Bobby Car­
penter for 8 yards and the 
first Junction touchdown. 
The extra point attempt by 
James Hernandez was good, 
making the score 13-7 as the 
first half ended.

Ozona senior, Mark Vall­
ejo, made his 1983 scoring 
debut during the third quar­
ter of play, as he hit pay­
dirt twice in 12 minutes of 
play. His first score came on 
a 22 yard pass from Delgado.

Court reverses 
Liveoak case

A Texas Court of Crimi­
nal Appeals has reversed and 
remanded for a new trial the 
decision of a jury in district 
court at Sanderson in which 
Leonard Liveoak was found 
guilty of manslaughter in the 
pistol shooting death of B. B. 
(Buddy) Ingham, III, a native 
of Ozona at his ranch home in 
Terrell county, near Shef­
field, on Sept. 23, 1981. 
Liveoak was assessed a four- 
year term in the state peni­
tentiary.

The court’s decision, writ­
ten by Charles R. Schulte, 
Associate Justice, pointed 
out the conclusion that the 
court’ s sustaining of the first 
five grounds o f error was 
determinative of the appeal. 
These five grounds con­
cerned excluded defense pre­
ferred testimony of five wit­
nesses as to prior acts of 
violence or misconduct on 
the part of the deceased.

In an extensive review of 
the testimony adduced in the 
case, the court quotes state­
ments of the defendant and 
offense witnesses concerning 
the deceased’ s violence. The 
only eye-witness account of 
the killing, which took place

in front of the deceased’ s 
ranch residence, was given 
by a ranch employee, Ro­
berto Quintero, who testi­
fied that Liveoak drove up to 
the ranch home, and that 
after a short ride together, 
Ingham and Liveoak re­
turned and that Liveoak 
pulled a pistol from the glove 
compartment of his car and 
pointed it at Ingham. The 
latter then grabbed the pas­
senger side door of the car 
and while attempting to en­
ter was shot by the appel­
lant.

All other testimony re­
viewed by the appellate court 
was from defense presenta­
tion, the Liveoak statement 
of threats made by the de­
ceased and other testimony 
of violent actions by the de­
ceased.

The court took little cog­
nizance of the fact that the 
appellant drove to the home 
of tl ê deceased with a loaded 
weapon at hand, drew such 
weapon and fired the fatal 
shots. Or that the visit was 
made despite the appellant’ s 
apparent knowledge of the 
reputation for violence as­
cribed to the deceased.

The extra point attempt by 
Leal failed. The second Val­
lejo touchdown was the re­
sult of yet another Delgado 
pass, which covered 32 
yards.

Ozona did not score dur­
ing the final period of play; 
however, as the final seconds 
of the game elapsed. Junc­
tion’ s Monty Walker scurried 
6 yards to make the final 
score for the Eagles. The 
touchdown added 6 points to 
the Eagle’s tally, making the 
final score 25-13 in favor of 
the Lions.

Its 
purpose is to make you aware 
of a prosecutor’ s role, of your 
responsibility as a resident of 
Crockett County and how we 
can work together to allev­
iate some of society’ s prob­
lems.

September means school 
and for parents of young 
children, their child’ s trek to 
and from school each day can 

^ e  a constant source of 
apprehension.

Parents should teach their 
children basic, comm on- 
sense precautions and work 
with school officials and the 
PTA to initiate crime pre­
vention strategies in and 
around schools.

Give your child a healthy 
suspicion for strangers. A 
stranger is anyone a child’ s 
parents don’t know, even if 
the person knows the child’ s 
name or “ seems like a 
friend.’ ’

Children should never ac­
cept food, gifts, or an auto­
mobile ride from a stranger 
and should never play 
around public restrooms.

Teach your children never 
to open the door to a stran­
ger and never to enter a 
stranger’ s home. If your 
child is selling Girl Scout 
cookies, Easter Seals, or 
Christmas cards door-to- 
door, make sure he or she is 
accompanied by at least one 
friend.

If a stranger bothers your 
child, the child should take 
note of the stranger’ s ap­
pearance, his clothing, and 
the color and license number 
of his car. Call the police 
immediately.

Know the length of time it 
takes your child to walk to 
and from school. Be aware of 
the schedule for any extra­
curricular activities after 
school. Immediately check 
any delay in arrival home. 
Check out the safest route to 
and from school and instruct 
your children to follow that 
route. If possible, have them 
walk with others; there is 
safety in numbers. If your

children are to arrive home 
after dark, arrange to meet 
them.

Parents of young children 
might consider organizing 
“ child safety patrols’ ’ if child 
harassment becomes a ser­
ious problem. These patrols 
are composed of parents or 
concerned adults who walk 
the streets when school op­
ens and closes each day.

Know your children’ s play­
mates and where they con­
gregate. Visit the school and 
becom e acquainted with 
teachers and school officials. 
You may learn of delinquent 
behavior before it becomes a 
serious problem. Give the 
school instructions to release 
your children only to persons 
you have designated in writ­
ing- ,

Tell your children never to

admit being home alone, 
whether to someone on the 
phone or to someone at the 
door. If your child is alone 
and the person asks where 
you are, the child should 
simply say that you can’t 
come to the phone or the 
door right now. Teach your 
children to give as little 
information to a stranger as 
possible. Be sure your baby­
sitter is a responsible person 
and capable of acting in an 
emergency.

Children should be encour­
aged to talk with their par­
ents any time they have a 
problem, whether the prob­
lem is with a stranger, 
friend, or relative. Remind 
your children that the police 
officer is a friend who can be 
called on any time help is 
needed.

Woman seeking 
m issing husband

Mrs. Charles T. Hudson of 
Burnet, has asked help from 
the Stockman, in locating her 
husband who has been miss­
ing since June 3, 1983. She 
thinks it is possible someone 
in Ozona might shed some 
knowledge on his disappear­
ance.

Hudson left his Lake Buc­
hanan home early in the 
morning, June 3, for his 
weekly m otorcycle ride, 
which was his habit. He told 
his wife, Rubye, he would be 
riding between Burnet, So­
nora, Junction, Eldorado and 
Ozona. It was his custom to 
ride early and return to his 
home around 3 p.m. Howev­
er, on this trip he did not 
return and has not been seen 
since.

Charles Hudson is 5-feet 
9-inches tall and weighs 145 
pounds. He has brown eyes 
and white hair. When last 
seen he was wearing blue 
jeans, a short-sleeved blue 
western shirt, a red jacket, 
brown shoes and a white 
m otorcycle helmet. His 
BMW 1981 red and black 
motorcycle, 1000 cc, motor 
No. 6240131, has black sad­
dlebags, a windshield and 
crash bars. The Texas li­

cense number is 4QF827.
He has been listed as

missing nationwide, and the 
Sheriff’ s offices of all the 
surrounding counties have 
been working on the case, 
but nothing has come to
light. There has been no
trace of the man nor the
vehicle.

Mrs. Hudson writes “ This 
is the most devastating ex­
perience one can imagine. 
I’m completely heartbroken. 
On days with hunting season 
near, I thought perhaps the 
public would be more watch­
ful.”

Mrs. Hudson is offering a 
$2000 reward to anyone who 
can produce conclusive evi­
dence leading to her 68- 
year-old husband and his 
motorcycle. Anyone having

A rc-run of “The O/.ona Story” as gleaned from 
the files of the "The Ozona Stockman"
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Twice this year President Ronald Reagan has feasted 
on —  o f  all things —  catfish. Yes, that whiskered fish, 
so often thought o f  as a pond-bottom-feeding scavenger, 
is fast becoming standard fare on dinner tables in homes, 
at fast-food counters and even in fine restaurants around 
the country thanks to an organization o f  entrepreneurs 
marching under the banner o f  Catfish Farmers o f  America. 
Yes, farmers.

First at the May Economic Summit in Williamsburg, 
Virginia’ s ^^lonial capital, then in mid-June at a 
Republic,^ rally in Jackson, Mississippi, nearby the 
Mississippi Delta, wherein lies little Belzoni, known as 
“ The Catfish Capital o f  the W orld,”  the president sat down 
to a meal o f  catfish and hushpuppies. And in Williamsburg 
he was joined by other leaders o f  the Free-World nations.

But there’ ve been some changes over the years; the 
catfish that the president and those world leaders dined 
on are a far cry from what the average person conjures 
when the word catfish is mentioned. These are not the result 
o f  some hook-and-line, fishing hole expedition. No, these 
are ‘ farm-raised’ catfish —  the product o f  an operation 
that is fast becoming big business and the source o f  
increased employment in what was once considered a 
poverty area.

In fact, the M ississippi Business Journal recently 
described the catfish farming industry, with its auxiliary 
processing and feed-producing offshoots, as “ the only truly 
dynamic force in Mississippi agribusiness today.’ ’

Mark Freeman, executive assistant to the state 
commissioner o f  agriculture and executive vice president 
o f  the Catfish Farmers o f  America, said last year alone 
catfish processing brought 1,000 new jobs to the state.

This new business is just a small part o f  what has 
become known as aquaculture, which is putting thousands 
to work in the “ fields’ ’ —  or as these instances must be 
termed the ponds, streams, lakes and even oceans —  in 
the processing plants, and in the various support industries.

Though the catfish-farming industry was bom about 
thirty years ago, fish farming is really only coming into 
its own today.

In 1977 there were 17-thousand acres o f  catfish farms 
in Mississippi, but as o f  last December this figure had 
grown to 62-thousand, and by the close o f  the decade 
between 300-thousand and 700-thousand acres are 
expected.

What is most important to the nation is that many o f  
those being put to work in the processing plants and on 
the farms are people who had been on some form o f  
government assistance in the recent past.

The U.S. Department o f  Agriculture’ s Crop Reporting 
Board releases regular statistics on catfish as part o f  its 
service. In the May 20 report yet another benefit o f  catfish 
farming is apparent: Its effect on our trade balance. There 
is now hope that catfish exports will become an added 
source o f  revenue and a factor, albeit small, in helping 
to reduce our balance o f  trade deficits. Furthermore, the 
export o f  farm-raised fish would be o f  benefit to those 
nations facing food shortages; fish is relatively inexpensive 
and it’ s good for you. According to Consum ers’ Research 
M agazine, fish provide “ an excellent balance o f  the eight 
(amino acids) essential to human health . . . (are) high in 
essential minerals and supply water-soluble vitamins in 
amounts at least equal to those in other meats. ’ ’

And all these benefits resulted because three decades 
back a group o f  farmers saw a way o f  turning land which 
is for the most part unproductive into man-made catfish 
ponds.

AUSTIN— T̂he hubbub
stirred by a grand jury’s in­
vestigation o f Texas Attor­
ney General Jim Mattox’s 
campaign finance practices 
has died down while the 
probe continues behind 
closed doors.

Mattox, himself, voluntari­
ly appeared before the grand 
jury last week clutching an 
armload o f documents he 
says will convince jurors 
he correctly reported some 
questionable campaign loans.

The effect o f Mattox’s 
testimony on jurors will re­
main unknown until the jury 
decides whether to indict 
him.

Following his courtroom 
appearance, Mattox put the 
final touches on a controver­
sial state-Exxon oil lease set­
tlement.

Mattox said South Texas 
multimillionaire C l i n t o n  
Manges’ firm should get 
$1.3 million of a $4 million 
settlement that Exxon will 
pay the state. The dispute in­
volves South Texas acreage 
where the state has con­
tended Exxon has operated 
for over 50 years without a 
valid lease.

Exxon had fought Manges, 
who owns the land, in the 
case. Ironically, the grand 
jury is probing whether 
some o f Mattox’s loans were 
arranged by Manges, who 
also contributed several thou­
sand dollars to Mattox. The 
question is not whether the 
loans were illegal, but wheth­
er Mattox reported them 
correctly.

slightly alkaline soil and 
need full sun and good drain­
age. Once established, they 
grow better when undisturb­
ed by transplanting.

You may plant now for 
spring these perennials, 
Canterbury bells, English 
daisies, fox glove, hollyhock, 
Shasta daisy and snap dra­
gons that grow as a peren­
nial here.

If you plan to move broad- 
leaf evergreens, they should 
be moved this month so that 
the plant’s cut roots may 
establish their sources of 
moisture supply before the 
ground freezes.

Deciduous plants that are 
to be moved before their 
leaves drop should be treated 
like evergreens and lifted 
only with a root ball.

If you have hedges to 
prune, this should be done 
this month to allow time for 
new growth to mature before 
freezing weather.

Be sure the 
bottom of the hedge is broad­
er than the top so all sides 
get adequate sunshine.

An egg is a bundle of 
nutrition sealed in its own 
package by the hen and 
delivered to consumers as 
fast as possible, practically 
untouched by human hands.

Americans spend millions 
each year for “ health foods’ ’ 
and “ natural products,’ ’ yet 
often overlook the healthful 
qualities in ordinary foods 
like eggs, says Dr. Dymple 
Cooksey, a foods and nutri­
tion specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice, Texas A&M University 
System.

Eggs are a “ natural’ ’ food 
in part because there’ s so 
little interference in the pro­
duction process. If a hen 
receives enough proper nu­
trients, she will form an egg, 
and all hens of the same 
species produce eggs of 
about the same composition.

According to Dr. David 
M ellor, poultry specialist 
with the Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, the commer­
cial laying hen probably re-

ceives a better balanced diet 
than any other animal. The 
ration consists mainly of 
ground corn, sorghum grain, 
soybean oil meal, calcium, 
phosphorous and a vitamin- 
trace mineral mix.

Any difference a consum­
er might notice between eggs 
is minor and really has 
nothing to do with the com­
position or nutritional value 
of the eggs. For instance, the 
natural yellow color of the 
yolk is from fat soluble 
pigments in green or yellow 
plant products such as alfal­
fa, grass or corn is the hen’ s 
ration. Slight variations are 
due to the mixture of feed 
given the hens and don’t 
affect the quality of the egg.

Eggs can also vary in fla­
vor, although you don’t find 
this often with commercial 
eggs, says Mellor. If a hen 
eats onion grass, field garlic 
or even cabbage, its eggs will 
be highly flavored.

Since most consumers pre­
fer to add their own flavor­
ing to egg dishes, however, 
commercial eggs are pro­
duced so that the bland 
natural flavor is not masked.

“ It’ s most important for 
consumers to realize that 
when it comes to nutrition, 
an egg is an egg,’ ’ states 
Cooksey.

All of the fat soluble 
vitamins A, D, E, and K in 
the diet of the hen transfer 
well to the egg. This makes 
eggs a good source of vita­
mins as well as an efficient 
and inexpensive source of 
protein.

Consumers should look for 
eggs that meet the Texas egg 
law which requires that eggs 
be graded, have a clean, 
sound shell and be main­
tained under 60 degrees F.

Even though special eggs, 
like “ organic fertile’ ’ and 
“ araucana’ ’ eggs may be 
sold as health food, there is 
no evidence to support the 
idea that they are any more 
nutritious than ordinary com­
mercial eggs from the gro­
cery store, adds the specia­
list.

Microwave at med­
ium 10-15 minutes or until 
cheese melts. Let stand 5 
minutes. Serves 4-5.

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Brucellosis changes
Some changes in the Texas 

brucellosis program which 
will allow for more freedom 
of movement of cattle, along 
with changes in procedure 
for establishing a certified 
free herd, have been 
approved by Commissioners 
of the Texas Animal Health 
Commission.

The changes were 
approved at a recent 
Commission meeting in 
Austin, says Billy Reagor, 
county agent with the Texas 
A gr icu ltu ra l E xten s ion  
Service, Texas A&M 
University System.

Present for the
com m ission session were
newly-appointed 
commissioners Mrs. Mary 
Nan West of Batesville, 
Laurence Bostick o f
Brookshire and Robert 
Bartlett of Canton.

Three changes relate to 
movement of cattle and 
include:

In a consignment in which 
there is a vaccinated animal 
that is a suspect on the 
brucellosis test will now 
proceed in this manner: In 
such a situation, negative

cattle in a consignment in 
which there is a vaccinated 
card test positive but rivanol 
or com plem ent fixation 
negative suspect, may move.

In a non-infected herd of 
cattle which has been adult 
vaccinated, those animals 
that are card test negative at 
the time of movement may 
move without restriction.

A change was made 
relating to testing 
requirements from a C state 
or area or within the Texas C 
area. This change would 
allow movement o f 
non-vaccinated cattle if they 
are tested negative within 30 
days prior to movement and 
either be fi-om a herd in 
which all test eligible cattle 
have been together for at 
least 120 days and have been 
subjected to one negative 
test as a herd within the 
previous 365 days, or be from 
a non-quarantined herd and 
have been subjected to a 
negative test not less than 60 
or more than 365 days before 
the test for movement.

Changes in procedures for 
establishing a certified free

herd concern both dairy and 
beef cattle operators, Reagor 
said.

For dairy herds, the 
Commissioners made the 
change to require a minimum 
of four consecutive, negative 
milk ring tests conducted at 
not less than 90-day 
intervals. Previously, three 
negative tests were required.

Regulations also were 
changed to make it easier to 
establish a certified free herd 
of cattle originating from a 
certified herd as follows: All 
or part of a certified free herd 
purchased and moved 
directly to premises without 
other cattle may qualify 
without a test.

A proposed change yet to 
be approved by 
Commissioners relates to 
movement o f cattle to 
slaughter from a quarantined 
herd without testing of that 
herd, when the cattle are to 
be sold exclusively for 
slaughter. This regulation, 
however, must conform to 
federal rules and at present, 
federal rules require that all 
cattle from a quarantined 
herd be tested.

for household chores

The work simplification 
procedures used in business 
and industry can help the 
employed homemaker juggle 
the many demands on her 
time and energy, says Mary 
Clayton, a family resource 
management specialist.

According to Clayton, the 
first step in work simplifi­
cation is to question the job. 
Homemakers should ask 
whether each household task 
contributes to the family’s 
health, comfort, or happiness 
and is worth the effort given 
the amount of time and 
energy it requires.

“ Many women find it eas­
ier to continue doing things 
the way they have always 
done them than to take a 
critical look at why they are 
performing certain tasks,’ ’ 
states Clayton, a home eco­
nomist with Texas A&M’s 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice.

Often times, says Clayton, 
women don’t realize that 
they may also have created 
performance standards for 
household tasks which can be 
questioned.

For example, the home­
maker who wants the beds 
made each day should con­
sider whether it has to be 
done with military precision, 
or if simple smoothing over 
of the covers would be satis­
factory.

Setting realistic standards 
for household chores can 
simplify things a great deal, 
says the specialist.

Selecting the tools and the 
set-up for a task is the second 
step in work simplification. 
Clayton stresses selecting 
the best tools and materials 
to suit the individual home­
maker’ s work methods.

Although the stores are 
filled with labor-saving de­
vices, some may require 
more time to maintain and 
opei'ate than they save, she 
says. Where a food proces­
sor may be an invaluable 
kitchen aid in one household, 
for instance, it may do noth­
ing but take up storage space 
in another.

Choose only those devices 
which will actually be used 
and avoid those which are 
mainly for eye appeal or 
prestige, Clayton suggests. 
It is also helpful to pre­
position tools and mater­
ials by storing them at the 
place and position most con­

venient to their use.
The final step in work 

simplification, says Clayton, 
is to examine the working 
conditions. For many years 
industrial managers have 
considered factors that can 
impair efficiency on the job, 
such as lighting, noise, tem­
perature or clutter. Yet fac­
tors that impair job effi­
ciency or even create extra 
work in the home are often 
overlooked.

Homemakers should con­
sider the value of their labor 
as they evaluate the happi­
ness and comfort provided by 
certain conditions in the 
home. For example, a pot­
tery display that simply col­
lects dust or throw rugs that 
require constant washing, 
might be removed for great­
er efficiency and yet not 
diminish the family’ s com­
fort.

“ By eliminating trim­
mings that give little return 
for the care required, home­
makers can have more time 
and energy to concentrate on 
the things that have real 
value for them,’ ’ advises the 
specialist.

The homemaker can also 
take a cue from modern 
management by involving 
other workers-husband and 
children-in decisions about 
work sim plification, says 
Clayton. In the process, 
household chores may be 
made more “ do-able’ ’ by all 
members of the family, she 
adds.

The USDA’s recommen­
ded daily intake for vitamin 
B-6 is 2 to 4 milligrams, but 
some people are taking 50 to 
500 milligram “ mega-doses”  
of the vitamin, explains Hag­
gard, a specialist with the 
Texas A&M University Sys­
tem’s Agricultural Extension 
Service.

“ Nutritionists have known 
for some time that vitamin 
B-6 is toxic at 200 milli-

grams per day,”  Haggard 
says, “ and a study published 
this month in the New Eng­
land Journal of Medicine 
shows that it can poison the 
nervous system , causing 
numbness and loss of coordi­
nation in arms and legs.”

Other research has shown 
that when patients are with­
drawn from very high doses 
of vitamin B-6, they require 
greater than average 
amounts of the vitamin just 
to maintain a normal level. In 
short, large do*ses o f B-6 just 
increase the body’ s demand 
for it, says the specialist.

People often take large 
doses of vitamin B-6 as a 
cure for hormonal imbal­
ances. But according to Hag­
gard, there is no evidence 
showing the vitamin is ef­
fective in treating this type of 
problem.

There’ s little danger that 
anyone eating a normal diet 
would become deficient in 
vitamin B-6, since it is found 
in liver, meat, whole grain 
cereals, and many vegeta­
bles.

Some elderly people, preg­
nant women or women tak­
ing oral contraceptives oc­
casionally experience a shor­
tage o f vitamin B-6. But a 
physician should diagnose 
and treat the problem with 
appropriate doses of the vita­
min, says Haggard.

As with all other vitamins, 
people should not prescribe 
vitamin B-6 for themselves, 
cautions the specialist.

By the year 2000, if cur­
rent trends continue, fami­
lies will come in three major 
forms: first-marriage famil­
ies, single-parent families, 
and remarriage families.

First-marriage families are 
not predicted to die out, but 
they will not necessarily pre­
dominate either said Dr. De- 
lores Stegelin, a family life 
education specialist.

Depletion of water 
supply major problem

Depletion of the water 
supply is a major problem 
facing Texas.

While manufacturing, en­
ergy production and agricul­
ture are the biggest users of 
water, home consumption is 
also significant, says Dr. 
Maijorie Smith, a family re­
source management specia­
list with Texas A&M’s Ag­
ricultural Extension Service.

Each person uses about 80 
gallons of water a day at 
home.

About five percent o f that 
water goes for drinking and 
cooking, 20 percent for laun­
dry and dishes, 30 percent 
for bathing and 45 percent 
for toilets, says the specia­
list.

By changing our casual 
habits, says Smith, we can 
conserve water and also re­
duce energy costs for heating 
it.

According to the specialist 
a few simple conservation 
measures can help save wa­
ter at home:

Take shorter showers. You 
can also purchase an inex­
pensive flow-limiter, restric­
tor, or controller for the 
shower head. A standard 
shower uses 5 to 10 gallons of 
wafer per minute, but a 
water-saving head will cut
that amount in half.

Use a water-saving aera­
tor on each of the other 
faucets in your home to cut 
usage.

Turn off the water while 
you shampoo or soap up. You 
can also buy a flow cut-off

valve and install it on the 
shower head for that pur­
pose.

Don’t fill the bathtub too 
full. Every inch of water in 
the tub is about AVi gallons, 
so a half-filled tub uses about 
25 gallons of water.

When brushing your teeth, 
washing dishes and washing 
your hair or your hands, 
don’t let the water run the 
entire time. Four to 5 gal­
lons of water will nin down 
the drain every minute.

Reduce the amount of 
water required to flush the 
toilets in your home. Some 
people have placed bricks in 
their toilet tanks to save 
water. But bricks will some­
times crumble and damage 
the fixture or pipes. Instead, 
weight two one-quart plastic 
bottles with stones or fill 
them with water. Replace the 
caps on the bottles and lower 
them into the toilet tank, 
making sure they are clear of 
moving parts. Or you can 
purchase a toilet tank insert 
which cuts the amount of 
water used by one-third.

Wash only full loads in the 
dishwasher or clothes wash­
er.

Letting the water run to 
get a cold drink sends a lot of 
good water down the drain. 
For cold drinking water, put 
a bottle of water in the 
refrigerator.

Fix leaking faucets. The 
Texas Department of Water 
Resources estimates that a 
slow drip wastes as much as 
170 gallons of water each day 
or 5000 gallons per month.

These marriages will have 
one, two, or less frequent­
ly, three children. A sizable 
minority will remain child­
less.

The greatest problem fac­
ing first-marriage families 
will continue to be the bal­
ance of work and family 
responsibilities, says Stege­
lin, who is with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice, Texas A&M University 
System.

With one out of two mar­
ried women now working 
outside the home, and a pro­
jected increase of working 
mothers by the end of the 
century, the issues of child­
care and housework in fami­
lies will be increasingly im­
portant, she says.

If current divorce rates 
remain the same, half of all 
marriages begun in the early 
1980’ s will end in divorce. 
Since divorce tends to occur 
early in marriage, three- 
fifths of all divorces involve 
couples with children living 
at home.

Divorce, along with births 
to unmarried women, has led 
to a steady and continu­
ing increase in the number of 
single-parent families. The 
result is that about half of all 
children will spend some 
time in a single-parent fami­
ly before they reach 18.

According to Stegelin, the 
most significant problem for 
single-parent families will 
probably continue to be in­
come. Less than half of the 
divorced women receive 
child support payments, and 
those who do receive an

V.A. to 
administer

program
The Director of the Hou­

ston Veterans Administra­
tion Regional Office, Ted W. 
Myatt, announced today that 
the VA has been designated 
as the Agency to administer 
the benefit program which 
restored former Social Secur­
ity benefits to veterans’ 
spouses and children that 
had been terminated as a re­
sult of the Omnibus Reconcil­
iation Act of 1981.

Congress has restored en­
titlement to these benefits to 
eligible persons as a result of 
a promise made to military 
and service personnel who 
later died while on active 
duiy or as a result of military 
service.

The restored benefits are 
payable to survivors of mili­
tary personnel who died on 
active duty prior to August 
13, 1981.

Students between the ages 
of 18 and 22, enrolled in full­
time post-secondary pro­
grams, may be eligible to 
receive the restored benefits. 
A parent with a child be­
tween the ages of 16 and 18 
in their custody may also be 
eligible.

The first payment of the 
restored benefits were issued 
July 27. The checks will 
cover the restored benefits 
from January through July. 
A separate check will be 
issued September 1 for the 
month of August.

New VA application forms 
are being developed for the 
program. The forms are to be 
mailed to recipients this 
month.

average of about $1,900 per 
year.

Although a great deal of 
publicity has been given to 
joint-custody arrangements, 
it is still uncommon. As the 
wife retains custody in nine 
out of ten cases, the lack of a 
male figure in the home is 
also a significant problem for 
single-parent families, notes 
the home economist.

Remarriage families will 
be increasingly common as 
three out of four divorced 
people remarry and half of 
these remarriages take place 
within three years of divorce. 
While remarriage solves ma­
ny of the economic probl­
ems associated with single 
parenthood, it also requires 
blending two families toget­
her into one.

The remarriage family fac­
es complex interactions and 
adjustments blending chil­
dren from either or both 
spouses, grandparents and 
other extended relatives, 
says Stegelin.

Even though many Ameri­
cans will live in nuclear 
families themselves, they 
will be involved with single- 
parent and blended families 
formed by their relatives or 
fiiends.

Although the divorce rate 
is expected to remain high, 
Americans seem to hold the 
institution of marriage in 
high esteem. “ The Ques­
tion,’ ’ says Stegelin, “ is 
whether we as a society can 
find ways to support families 
no matter what form they 
take.’ ’

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September is time to plant 

and transplant cole crops

G^nservative lawmakers 
wanted by Texans

It’ s anything but cold in 
Texas during September, but 
that’ s the time to plant and 
transplant “ cole”  crops.

“ Cole”  refers to any of 
various plants belonging to 
the Cruciferae or mustard 
family, including such cool- 
season crops as brussels 
sprouts, cabbage, cauli­
flower, collards, chard, kale, 
kohlrobi, mustard, broccoli, 
turnips and watercress.

Cole crops have a common 
ancestry of wild cabbage 
originating in the Mediter­
ranean and Asia Minor area, 
and this close kinship enab­
les wide usage of plant parts, 
says Dr. Sam Cotner, horti­
culturist with the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service, 
Texas A&M University Sys­
tem.

For instance, brussels 
sprout plants are grown by 
most gardeners for miniature 
heads (sprouts) which devel­
op in the axils of leaves. 
However, some consider 
brussels sprout leaves to be 
milder and sweeter than 
those of collards, which are 
especially grown for their 
leaves. Most gardeners are

familiar with the fact that 
turnips can be grown for 
greens (leaves) or for roots. 
In other words, when 
growing a member of the 
Cruciferae family, the saying 
“ what you see is what you 
get (to eat)”  truly applies I

This group of cole crops 
enjoys cool seasons and is 
somewhat cold tolerant, says 
Cotner. Cabbage, for in­
stance, can withstand cold 
down to 20 degrees or even 
15 degrees F. Broccoli, col­
lards, kale, kohlrobi or mus­
tard can also withstand fairly 
low temperatures while cau­
liflower and chard are more 
sensitive to cold.

The conditioning of plants 
as influenced by weather 
conditions prior to exposure 
to cold temperatures deter­
mines plant survival, Cotner 
points out. Plant maturity 
also has much to do with the 
amount of cold which cole 
crops can survive. When 
broccoli plants have pro­
duced buds, even a light 
frost may cause considerable 
damage since clusters 
freeze, turn brown and ulti­
mately rot.

Cole crops grow best at a 
monthly mean temperature 
of 60 to 70 degrees F. This 
occurs when temperatures 
are 80 degrees F. or less 
during the day and 60 de­
grees F. or less at night.

Of all the cole crops men­
tioned, broccoli is probably 
the best tasting, most nutri­
tious and most economical of 
the entire group, says Cot­
ner. It’ s surprising that such 
an excellent vegetable, 
known for more than 2,(X)0 
years in Europe and perhaps 
200 years in America, has 
become popular only in the 
past 50 years.

Broccoli furnishes good 
eating while being high in 
vitamin C and supplying a 
substantial amount of vita­
min A. It is the only crop 
which can be blanched and 
frozen and still retain its 
superb taste and quality. 
It actually is better after the 
freezing process which sof­
tens the stem tissue.

Fall is the best time to 
plant cole crops since they 
thrive in cold temperatures. 
Planting now can assure 
some fresh cole crops for 
Thanksgiving dinner.

Helping with home 

appliance repairs

M ore and more 
consumers are beating the 
high cost of service calls by 
doing their own appliance 
repairs.

Manufacturers of major 
appliances such as washers, 
dryers, refrigerators and 
ranges, have reported a 
surge of interest in repair 
inform ation, says Mary 
Clayton, a home economist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service.

“ High costs and the 
increase in unem ployed 
people who have the time to 
make repairs but not the 
dollars to hire the work done 
is one reason for the growth 
in do-it-yourself activity,”  
says Clayton.

More women and people 
with high-tech jobs are also 
entering the do-it-yourself 
market as they feel they have 
the skills to make home 
repairs.

Even the availability of 
more how-to inform ation 
contributes to the appliance 
repair boom, she explains.

Some manufacturers now 
encourage home repair by 
su p p ly in g  s te p -b y -s te p  
manuals and specially 
packaged repair parts. These 
companies often provide a 
toll-free number that 
consumers can call to get 
help in diagnosing problems 
and performing repairs.

But not all manufacturers 
are responding to 
do-it-yourselfers ’ needs, 
says Clayton, a family 
r e s o u r c e  m a n a g e m e n t  
specialist.

Some companies do not 
recommend home repairs 
because of concern about 
potential liability due to 
injury or accidental death of

the do-it-yourselfer.
Manufacturers also note 

customers may spend more 
money in the long run if they 
repair the appliance 
improperly and then need a 
follow-up service call.

“ Safety is the big question 
all manufacturers raise about 
d o - i t -y o u r s e lf  a p p lia n ce  
repa ir,”  states Clayton. 
Most companies contend that 
only those consumers who 
are mechanically inclined 
should tackle their own 
repairs.

“ So consum ers should 
consider their own 
competence to do repairs, as 
well as how much help they 
can get from the 
manufacturer before buying 
a new appliance,”  says the 
specialist.

According to a recent poll, 
Texans want the next session 
of the state legislature in 
Austin to be more conserva­
tive compared to more liber­
al, Dick Collins, President of 
the Texas Foundation for 
Conservative Studies (TFCS) 
said.

The TFCS, a conserva­
tive policy research and edu­
cation organization, commis­
sioned the survey. One of the 
questions was to find out 
Texans’ opinion on the state 
legislature.

The survey was conduct­
ed by Arthur J. Finkelstein 
and Associates and is accur­
ate within 4% at the 95% 
confidence level.

A ccording to Collins, 
42.1% of the Texans survey­
ed want the next session of 
the legislature to be either a 
lot more conservative or 
somewhat more conservative 
while only 24.7% wanted it 
to be a lot more or some­
what more liberal. Twenty- 
one percent of the Texans 
wanted it to remain ideolo­
gically the same.

“ The support for a more 
conservative state legislature 
cuts across party lines,”  Col­
lins said. “ Among those Tex­
ans who called themselves 
Republicans, 54.4% favored 
a conservative shift in the 
legislature com pared to 
16.5% who wanted a shift to 
the left.

“ Among Texas Democrats 
40.6% wanted a more con­
servative legislature during 
the next session, white 
28.3% wanted a more liber­
al session. Texas Indepen­
dents favored a more con­
servative legislature to a 
more liberal one by a 33.7% 
to 27.2% ratio,”  Collins said.

Collins noted that there 
were some differences by 
geographical areas.

“ By large margins, people 
in Lubbock, Amarillo, Aus­
tin, Waco, Temple, Beau­
mont, Port Arthur and East 
Texas want a more conser­
vative legislature during the 
next session. Nowhere in the 
state was support for a more 
liberal legislature greater 
than support for a more 
conservative one.

“ This survey clearly indi­
cates that Texans want con­
servative government out of 
Austin. Liberal policies out of 
the state legislature clearly 
would not find support 
among Texas voters any­
where in the state,”  Collins 
said.

The TFCS has this year 
published studies on state 
spending and bureaucracy, 
crime victim s’ restitution 
centers, state severance tax­
es on oil and gas, and the 
Texas prevailing wage law.

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The Scientists Tell Me...

Ways To Increase Economic Efficiency 
Of Ranches In The Edwards Plateau

Dews receives scholarship

Ranch managers in Texas 
and the U.S. have faced 
considerable economic pres­
sure in recent years to reduce 
their production costs, per 
pound, in order to survive 
economically. A Texas bank­
er and an agricultural econ­
omist at Texas A&M Uni­
versity collaborated on a 
recent study to evaluate al­
ternatives that a ranch man­
ager might use to become 
economically more efficient.

A typical ranch firm in the 
eastern protion of the Ed­
wards Plateau was selected 
to evaluate alternative graz­
ing systems, alternative live­
stock com binations, pro­
grams, brush control op­
tions, and the potential of 
Stocker animals to increase 
economic efficiency of the 
ranch.

“ While findings are speci­
fic for the typical ranch firm 
in the study, it is antici­
pated that these results will 
be applicable to a wide range 
of livestock situations,”  ac­
cording to Robert E. Whit­
son, assistant vice president. 
Frost National Bank, San 
Antonio, Texas (formerly as­
sociate professor. Depart­
ments of Agricultural Econo­
mics and Range Science at 
Texas A&M University).

Whitson collaborated on 
the economic study with 
Gwynne K. Lundgren, re­
search associate in the De­
partments of Agricultural Ec­
onomics and Range Science 
at Texas A&M.

“ A fifteen-year linear pro­
gramming representative 
ranch model was developed 
for the Edwards Plateau 
resource region in Texas,”  
Lundgren says, “ to evaluate 
the economic potential of 
adopting alternative grazing 
systems, brush control and 
combination livestock, and of 
maintenance o f weaned 
steers on rangeland.”

The model was specified to 
maximize the present value 
of net returns to land, man­
agement and owners capital 
over the fifteen-year plan­
ning period, and included 
annual cash flows which 
varied with projected live­
stock prices, production costs 
and livestock performance 
factors over time.

A real annual discount rate 
of ten percent was selected 
as appropriate. Sources of 
input data included previous 
research as well as expert 
opinions.

Findings indicate that 
ranch managers who are 
willing to properly adopt 
planned grazing systems and 
utilize combination livestock 
in the eastern half of the 
Edwards Plateau can expect 
net returns to increase over 
time.

“ For the representative 
ranch, shifting from an over- 
grazed year-long, cow-calf 
operation to a planned graz­
ing system resulted in a 20% 
to 40% increase in net re­
turns to land, management 
and owner capital,”  Whitson 
says.

A short-duration system 
was found to have the great­
est potential to increase net 
returns. By utilizing a de­
ferred-rotational grazing sys­
tem with cattle and goats 
(1:1) returns were projected

to increase from 55% to 
80%.

Maintaining steer calves 
beyond weaning increased 
annual net returns a maxi­
mum of 7% to 15% when 
small grains were available 
and steers were maintained 
when prices were favorable 
(40% to 50% of the time).

When steers were main­
tained on rangeland, the 
breeding herd was reduced 
5% to 11% and net re­
turns were increased from 
1% to 10%, depending upon 
the specific livestock situa­
tion.

The marginal profits to be 
made from  maintaining 
steers on rangeland indicate 
the need to identify poten­
tially profitable years. One 
important advantage from 
maintaining steers on range- 
land would be the increase in

stocking rate flexibility in 
case of drouth.

Mesquite control on deep 
sites was profitable when 2, 
4,5-T was used, but mar­
ginally so when 2,4,5-T and 
picloram was used. Juniper 
control on shallow sites was 
not profitable for any grazing 
system/livestock combina- 
ion.

The establishm ent o f 
Kleingrass was generally

profitable on deeper sites.
“ This research indicates 

the economic importance and 
economic potential of a short- 
duration-grazing system,”  
Whitson says.

“ Of particular importance 
is the need for more research 
involving the short-duration­
grazing system, particularly 
when combination livestock 
are a part of the system,”  
Whitson concluded.
