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Two men injured
in plant explosion

Two men narrowly es-
caped death early Tuesday
morning when the head blew
off a huge gas compressor
engine at the Ladd Petrol-
eum Co. gas processing plant
25 miles southeast of Ozona
on the Pandale road.

Thomas Young, plant fore-
man, and Hank Petrilla, me-
chanic, who were inside the
metal building when the un-
explained explosion occurred
were brought to the Ozona
hospital by ambulance. Their
injuries were not believed to
be serious, but fellow work-
ers were concerned that their
hearing might be impaired
by the terrific noise of the
explosion and the compres-
sion. :

The engines were idling
and undergoing morning in-
spection. For some unex-
plained reason, the pressure
built up to the point that the
half inch steel of the engine
housing shattered under the
pressure. The resulting force
of the explosion lifted the
metal roof from the building,
tearing off an area some fifty
feet or more square. Mr.
Young was standing on a
catwalk on the engine, not
more than six feet from the
center of the up-going ex-
plosive force, and was
knocked down. Mr. Young is
believed to have been struck
by a few small pieces of
metal, but fellow workers
said the bleeding was not
profuse.

Mr. Petrilla was on a walk-
way at the side of the engine
and was catapulted into a pit.

Hospital personnel here

refused to give out any
information about the condi-
tion of the two injured men
because no release had been
signed by company officials.
But the hospital spokesman
did reveal that the men had
been transferred to Medical
Center Hospital in Odessa, in
stable condition.

Rex Parker of Ozona, as-
sistant plant foreman, said
that the force of the explo-
sion knocked out light globes
in an adjoining building
where he was at work. The
explosion shook books from a
shelf and turned over a TV
set in one of the offices of the
building. The telephone wire
from the pole to the office
building lay on the ground.

the compressor engines per-
haps prevented much great
property loss and perhaps
loss of life. A small fire
erupted when the compres-
sor head blew off and pos-
sibly a small spark ignited
the escaping gas. The sensor
immediately shut down the
whole plant when the fire
showed, thus preventing fur-
ther damage.

Except for a huge flare
atop a 30-foot high flare pipe,
everything was quiet at the
huge plant, while Assistant
Foreman Parker, son of Mr.

mage and conferring with
company officials regarding .
steps to be taken to put the
plant back in operation. The
ruptured unit of the engine
will have to be replaced, he
said and repairs to both
buildings started.

The processing plant gath-
ers gas from the numerous
gas wells producing in the
area. Liquids @re extracted
from the gas and transport-
ed to buyers and the dry gas
is channeled into gas pipe-
lines. The many employees
of the plant are housed in a
small city adjoining the
plant. Satellite TV receiving
dishes provide TV reception
to the families.

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AUSTIN — When the
news broke last week that
Texas House Speaker Gib
Lewis had written state
agencies to prepare for
“no-growth,” the ripples
spread fast and wide
around the Capitol com-
plex.

It quickly increased the
stakes and the number of
players in the state gov-
ernment budget game.

The shock was enough
to prompt Gov. Mark
White, who advocates rais-
ing taxes to increase teach-
er salaries, to attempt to
soothe political nerves by
offering assurances that
state government will sur-
vive the financially trou-
bled period and still find
ways to take care of ex-
pensive improvements in
education and highways.

Lewis’ letter arrived at
state agency head offices
at a time when they are
preparing their budget
proposals for the Legisla-
tive Budget Board and the
Legislature, which meets
again in nine months.

Specifically,  Speaker
Lewis recommended state
agencies prepare a no-
growth budget for the
1986-87 biennium.

“We suggest that you
not include any considera-
tions for inflation, salary
changes or growth,” he
wrote. o .

The letter comes on the
heels of Comptroller Bob
Bullock’s estimate that the
surplus at the end of the
present biennium will be
only $15 million.

Taxes or Cuts?

The letter - puts state
agencies very close to a
rock-and-a-hard-place po-
sition. Unless the Comp-
troller can scrape up the
extra cash for them to
spend, legislators will be
debating whether to raise
taxes or cut state services.

A co-author of the let-
ter, House Appropriations
Chairman Jim Rudd, said
he is shaping a budget for
the bare necessities of state
government and will be
taking a ‘“very critical
look” at all agencies.

“We're not going to
have enough  money.
We're going to be in the
red the next time if we

don't do something,” he
told reporters.

White Blamed

The chairman of the
Texas Republican Party,
George Strake, didn’t miss
his cue to blame the gov-
ernor and Democratic-
dominated Legislature for
the money problems.

“If Governor White had
set the example of being a
bit more restrained with
such items as his new
playroom and had not in-
creased his political ap-
pointee payroll by 70 per-
cent, maybe state officials
would now be more ag-

gressive in cutting exces-
sive  state  government
spending,” Strake said.

Strake, speaking for the
Republicans, praised the
call for no-growth budget,
and suggested limiting the
number of state employees
by a formula based on
population.

Party Split?

The budget letter under-
scored the odds stacking
up on the governor’s
promised special session in
coming months to discuss
a $2.5 billion education
reform package. While the
tight-money situation cer-
tainly emphasizes the need
for more revenue, it puts
legislators in the politically
uncomfortable position of
approving a tax increase
before an election.

Also in a touchy posi-
tion are the agency heads,
including the statewide-
elected Democrats who

swept into office in '82. If
their budgets fail to hold
up under scrutiny, they
will certainly come under
attack from Republicans at
the ballot box in '86.

And  again  caught
square in the middle are
the conservative Demo-
crats who might buck a
tax hike trend pushed by
their governor and risk
being pushed out of their
party. As in the past, they
may or may not want to
cross over to the GOP,
and may not be wanted
there anyway.

Land Office

A federal agency last
week gave the go-ahead to
the Texas General Land
Office request to sell na-
tural gas from state lands
at current market value as
payment-in-kind.

The ruling allows the
Land Office to sell the gas
to utilities below what pri-
vate companies are offer-
ing. The sales revenues go
to the Permanent School
Fund, which is divided
among Texas public school
districts.

Texas Land Commis-
sioner Garry Mauro an-
nounced the state earned
an additional $17.5 million
at a mineral production
lease sale last week. New
policies resulted in almost
doubling the average bon-
us bid for lease of state-
owned oil and gas lands.

The average bid was
$216.49, almost twice the
$120.40 per-acre bonus
average for October.
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MUST WE KILL THE LAWYERS?

The United States has become a lawsuit-crazy society. The purpose
no longer seems to be the pursuit of justice. And the role that lawyers

have played in this perverse new national pastime — part pande

', part

pickpocket — has not been lost on the public. Product liability is a case

in point.

The past decade has been bullish for attorneys specializing in product
liability. Certainly, if a consumer is injured because of a poorly made -
product he should be able to look to the courts for relief. But it seems
the courts are now looking for him.

In 1974, the number of product-liability lawsuits filed nationwide
totaled just 1,579. That number had skyrocketed to nearly 9,000 by 1982!
You can bet that when the 1983 figures come in, they will blow the lid
right off the pot. (Let’s hope nobody gets injured.)

Some awards in these cases have been astronomic. But even when
the judgments have been justified, it’s not the injured parties who are getting
all the money. They're just first runner-up. The big winners are the trial
lawyers, who take an average of 54 cents of every dollar received. Put
another way, for every $66 received by claimants, the product-liability
ambulance-chasers are averaging $77.

The high cost of litigation is only one of the reasons U.S. business
wants to see product-liability laws reformed. Although we are reluctant
to look to Washington to solve any problem, federal action might be helpful.

The Product Liability Alliance, a group of more than 230 businesses,
trade and professional organizations — including the U.S. Chamber of

' ‘Commerce, National Association of Wholesale-Distributors,” National
Society of Professional Engineers, The Business Roundtable, and hundreds
of similar groups — argues that one of the biggest problems is that every
state uses different standards to determine liability. A national product-
liability law, they feel, would standardize the crazy-quilt assortment of

state laws.

The lawyers, of course, don’t like the idea of simplifying things. They
claim a national liability law would discourage victims from suing for

damages.

Product liability would seem a simple matter. If someone has been
injured while using a product, he should be entitled to damages if it can
be shown that the injury was due to the faulty nature of the product. The

" problem is the lack of a uniform standard to define and assign liability.
Juries are often extremely sympathetic to maimed and disfigured parties,
especially if an attorney can slyly suggest that it will not cost the defendant
one dime since he is insured. These days, some of the jury awards are

straight out of ‘‘Alice in Wonderland’” — they border on the absurd.
Consider the case of the zealous 41-year-old bodybuilder, eager to

demonstrate his prowess in a foot race — with a refrigerator strapped to
his back. One of the straps holding the refrigerator broke, so he filed
suit against the strap-maker and was awarded $1 million in damages.

Then, how about the two guys in Los Angeles who tried to dry a
hot air balloon by stuffing it into a commercial clothes dryer? When the
dryer blew up, the pair sued and collected $885,000 from the dryer

manufacturer.

Sock it to the * ‘deep-pocket’’ — preferably if it’s an insurance company!

That’s the rule of law prevailing in many states today.

Unfortunately. the legal costs are eventually paid by consumers through
higher prices, as manufacturers raise wholesale prices to cover their rising

insurance rates.

On March 27, the Senate Commerce Committee reported out a bill
which would create a national liability law. This bill could bring rationality
to the current legal chaos. The present mess only raises prices and insurance
rates, and lines the pockets of greedy attorneys.

Must we “‘first . . . kill all the lawyers,”” as a Shakespeare play
suggests, in order to bring this nonsense to an end?

Homeowners may file
homestead exemption

Texas homeowners can re-
duce their tax burden by
filing for homestead exemp-
tions.

‘‘“Taxpayers can claim a
home, including a mobile
home, that they owned and
used as a principal resi-
dence on Jan. 1 as a resi-
dence homestead,’’ says Dr.
Don Stebbins, real estate
specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice.
home as a homestead, tax-
payers are entitled to a
$5,000 exemption off the
market value of the home-
stead for school tax pur-
poses.”’

In addition, other exemp-
tions may be available, by
local option, from other tax-
ing jurisdictions, adds the
specialist.

. ‘‘To ensure that they bene-

o fit from available exemp-

‘“By claiming their

tions, homeowners must file
a claim by May 1 of the
taxable year,”” Stebbins
says. ‘‘However, once an
exemption is granted by the
appraisal district, it remains
in effect as long as the
property qualifies.”’

Claims can be filed on
forms available from the tax-
payers’ appraisal district of-
fice. However, the office of
almost any local taxing juris-
diction in the county can
provide information on
homestead exemption
claims, adds Stebbins.

The specialist also advises
taxpayers 65 or older or
disabled on Jan. 1 to file for
other exemptions. Home-
owners in these categories
are automatically entitled to

.atleast an additional $10,000
exemption.

School district taxes can-
not be increased for taxpay-

ers 65 or older who have
qualified their property for
available exemptions, adds
Stebbins.

‘‘Another form of tax relief
available to older taxpayers
is that they can postpone
paying all property taxes on
their residence homestead by
filing an affidavit with their
chief appraiser each year,”
Stebbins points out. ‘‘How-
ever, all' postponed taxes,
penalties and accrued inter-
est must be paid when the
property is sold or trans-
ferred by gift or as part of an
estate.”’

Q: When my mother died,
my father went to live with my
sister in Arizona. Both father
and sister were executors of
mother’s estate. To allow my
father additional room, my
sister started converting a
garage behind her house into
an apartment.

Now my sister wants to
claim the remaining assets as
her own to complete the con-
struction work. Can she do
this?

A: Your sister can use, sell,
or.dispose of as many assets as
you let her, by your failing to
move quickly. I assume from
your question that your father
inherited from your mother
and then he left equally to you
and your sister. You should hire
an attorney who will immedi-
ately demand to see the Wills
and an accounting for both
estates.

Q: Iunderstand that a per-
son convicted of a felony loses
some of his rights as a citizen.
However, I'm curious what
rights, if any, are restored when
that person has paid his debt
to society?

A: No rights are auto-
matically restored upon release
from prison. In order to have
rights restored, a convicted
felon must obtain a pardon
from the Governor.

A person convicted of a
felony loses the right to run for
political office, or to vote in
elections. Also, certain profes-
sions will not license a con-
victed felon. By State law, for
instance, a previously convicted
felon cannot be a peace officer,

! a private investigator, or a

polygraph examiner.

Before her death, my mother
did give me the deed to the
place. By the way, my mother
owned the land before she mar-
ried my stepfather.

A: The land you described
would have been your mother’s
separate property and as such
was completely hers to control.
Her deed to you—which you
should record —should settle
the issue. However, your step-
father’s claim may be based on
the widower’s rights to remain
in the homestead for his life-
time. You should consult an at-
torney who may be able to ne-
gotiate payment to your step-
father to relinquish the home-
stead.

Q: My parents_once
deeded their home to my sister.
Shortly thereafter, father
passed away. Now my sister is
married and has decided to sell
the house back to Mother.
When Mother dies, would all
10 of us children be entitled to
a share of the property? Am I
correctly informed that you
can’t will land, you have to
deed it to someone?

A: Who inherits the home
is decided by who owns it at
your mother’s death. If the
property is correctly conveyed
by deed to your mother, on her
death she can leave it under her
Will to anyone at all. If she
owns it but dies as a widow,
and without a Will, all her
children will inherit equally.
Real estate may pass under a
Will. In this case, the Executor
or Administrator of the estate
gives a deed to the heirs.

on their growth, size, soil
requirements, and if hardy in
this area. The nursery man
may have more time to give
this information on a week
day, for they are usually
swamped on week-ends. Be
sure to check to see if plants
are free of disease and in-
sects. If you are impatient for
color in your gardens pur-
chase seedlings already in
flower. Most nurseries have
petunias, marigolds, alyss-
som, ageratums and many
others for sale.

Another way to have color
is to plant a vine on your
fence or arbor for the sum-
mer color and shade. Morn-
ing glories bloom pink or
blue during the day and close
at night. The white moon
vine opens only at night.

Two house plants you may
enjoy are the Cape Primrose
for its flowers. The trumpet-
like blossoms rise on 6-inch
stalks above rosettes of quilt-
ed, strap-shaped leaves.
Flowers come in shades of
white, rose, purple or mauve
and are sometimes veined in
purple. They need bright,
indirect light, such as an
eastern, southern or western
window. In strong sun, they
need the protection of sheer
curtains to keep foliage from
scorching. Ideal temperature
should be in the 70’s. Below
S0 degrees, the foliage will
be damaged.

Another plant is the Flame
Violet with striking foliage.
Crinkled leaves with a cop-
pery shine and silver mark-
ings makes it special. Flow-
ers are smaller and less
showy than the cape prim-
rose, but are the same shape.
Most have orange-red blos-

Moving an elderly relative
into a nursing home can

- produce a family crisis.

‘““Whether the move is ini-
tiated by the older person or

i the family members, it

brings to the surface all the
mixed feelings that char-
acterize close human rela-
tionships,” says Judith L.
Warren, a family life educa-
tion-aging specialist.

With the move to an in-
stitution, all family mem-
bers aware of the older
persons declining health,
and aware that it is proba-
bly the last move which he or
she will make, says Warren,
who is with the Texas A&M
University Agricultural Ex-
tension Service home econo-
mics program.

Families need to maintain

| close ties at this time in spite

of feeling angry, hurt, afraid
of rejection and deeply sor-
rowful. The entire family
may actually be grieving for
the passing of an era,’’ she
says, ‘‘and adult children
may be confronting their own
mortality for the first time.”’

In this difficult situation,
many adult children may
have the impulse to retreat,
notes Warren.

Yet research indicates that
the best thing families can do
is to stay close during the
first few weeks after the
move while the older person
adjusts to the new surround-
ings.

Rights for
qualified
person

When dealing with the
Social Security Administra-
tion, you have the right to be
represented by a qualified
person of your choice.

Although Social Security
employees will assist you in
pursuing your rights under
the Social Security Act, you
may choose, at any time, to
have a qualified person rep-
resent you. This person may
be an attorney or any other
person who is capable of
assisting you. Only individ-
uals can be representatives.
An organization cannot qual-
ify as your representative.

A qualified representative
is authorized to act for you or
in your place, but cannot file
an application for you.

To protect you from ex-
cessive fees, the Social Se-
curity Administration sets
the fees for services perform-
ed by your -representative
when services are performed
with the Social Security Ad-
ministration. When your re-
presentative performs ser-
vices before a court, the
court sets the fees.

Fees that are authoriz-
ed by the Social Security
Administration or the court
are paid from past due
benefits payable. You will be
liable for any fees if there are
not sufficient back benefits
payable.

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D.P.S. reports fewer
trattic fatalities in '83

Statistics compiled by the
Department of Public Safety
show 448 fewer persons lost
their lives in Texas traffic
accidents last year compared
to 1982. The 10.5 per cent
decline in 1983 follows a
reduction of 430 fatalities in
1982. g

*“This is the first time in 25
years that Texas has exper-
ienced a reduction in fatal-
. aties for two years in a row,”’
said Colonel Jim Adams,
DPS director. ‘“This repre-
sents a saving of 878 lives
over the past two years and
would not have been possi-
ble without the cooperation
of many Texas drivers and
increased law enforcement
activities.”’

A total of 3,823 persons
died as a result of motor
vehicle crashes in Texas last
year compared to 4,271 in
1982 and 4,701 in 1981.

The mileage death rate for
1983, three deaths per hun-
dred million miles traveled,
was  the lowest in Texas
history. The 1982 mileage
death rate was 3.4.

The DPS director said
public sentiment has contin-
ued to build against drunk
and unsafe drivers.

“‘I’'m hopeful that this con-
cern will lead to a long term
change in attitudes which
will encourage safe driving
habits by motorists,’”’ Adams
said. ‘‘Since law enforce-
ment resources are limited,
we must continue to seek
voluntary compliance with
the traffic laws.”’

Adams noted that at least
26 per cent (1,006) of the
1983 fatalities involved DWI.

‘‘Since state law did not
require blood alcohol mea-
surements from drivers in-
volved in fatal accidents last

Mortgage
payoff
saves

Homebuyers can save
thousands of dollars by
choosing a mortgage that is
paid off sooner than the

" traditional 30 years.

‘‘Many borrowers diligent-
ly shop for lower interest rate
loans while overlooking pos-
sible savings from shorter-
term mortgages,”’ contends
Dr. Don Stebbins, real estate
specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice.

For example, a 30-year
$70,000 mortgage at 13.5
percent interest will cost the
homebuyer $288,643.87 prin-
cipal and interest. If the
same mortgage is paid off in
20 years, total principal and
interest payments equal
$202,838.95.

‘‘In this example, monthly
payments have to be increas-
ed by $43.37 to reduce the
term of the mortgage from 30
to 20 years,”” notes Steb-
bins. ‘‘But this extra $43.37
per month is a reduction of
the loan principal, so it really
is a form of savings be-
cause it’s an increase in the
homebuyer’s equity each
month. This is attractive not
only to individuals who pre-
fer to reduce their debt but
also to people who have
difficulty budgeting for other
forms of savings and invest-
ments.

*‘Of course, since interest
payments are tax deductible
for taxpayers who itemize
deductions, the savings after
taxes will be less but still
quite substantial,”’ Stebbins
points out.

An alternative for home-
buyers who stretch their
budget to the limit to pur-
chase a home is to obtain a
30-year mortgage to mini-
mize current payments and
then to increase the monthly
payments as their income
rises in future years.

‘‘For example, I know a
couple who plan to increase
their mortgage payment by
$25 per month each year,”’
says Stebbins. “‘If they fol-
low through, they will be
able to pay off their mort-
gage in about 15 years and
save a lot of interest cost
without too much of a fi-
nancial burden.”’

As costs associated with
home ownership have in-
creased to a level where they
are the largest item in most
family budgets, it has be-
come increasingly important
that families consider ways
to reduce those costs, says
Stebbins. The early retire-
ment of a mortgage is one
effective way for homebuy-
ers to do just that.

year, we believe this statis-
tic substantially under-
states the drunk driver’s role
in fatal accidents,”” Adams
said.

Statewide DWI arrests in
1983 totaled 149,621, an
increase of 33 per cent
compared to the 1982 figure.

Motorcycle operator and
passenger deaths totaled 349
last year, a decline of 13.4
per cent compared to the
previous year. About three
out of four motorcyclists
killed were not wearing hel-
mets when the accidents oc-
curred,

Almost 98 per cent of the
persons killed in passenger
vehicles were not wearing

seat belts at the time of the
crash. The number of per-
sons injured in 1983 traffic
accidents increased by 1.7
per cent, totaling 208,157.

‘“‘We’d like to see the use
of seat belts and child safe-
ty seats become a standard
driving practice in Texas,”
Adams said. ‘‘Widespread
use of these lifesaving de-
vices would, substantially re-
duce the number of deaths
and serious injuries in ve-
hicle crashes.”’

The State Department of
Highways and Public Trans-
portation estimated that mot-
orists traveled 129.309 billion
miles in 1983, an increase of
3.5 per cent above 1982.

If you've ever wondered
why the stores are filled with
bathing suits in February
and winter coats in July, it’s
because of the textile manu-
facturing chain.

‘“The textile timing sched-
ule which puts spring and
summer clothes on the mar-
ket in January, or fall and
winter clothes on the market
in July, leaves some con-
sumers satisfied and others
exasperated,’”’ says Dr. Ann
Vanderpoorten, a clothing
specialist with the Texas
A&M University Agricultural
Extension Service.

According to a fiber indus-
try study, the cycle from
fiber producer to consumer
takes about a year and a half,
she says.

For example, fiber produc-
ers and mills begin in March
of 1984 to project color and
fabric trends for the fall and
winter of 1985. The fabrics
they produce will be shown
and delivered to the various
cutting trades from August
of 1984 through February of
1985. Garments will then be
manufactured for delivery to
the stores in May and June
for display in July and Aug-
ust of 1985. In the mean-
time, a similar cycle will
begin for spring and summer
clothes, she explains.

Timing in textile produc-
tion evolved mostly as a
function of the cotton crop
and wool shearing season as
well as the weather in the
northeastern United States,
which has been the tradi-
tional center of the garment
trade, notes Vanderpoorten.

While September is con-
sidered cool in the north-
eastern states, however, it’s
still in the 80’s and 90’s in
the sunbelt states and many
consumers are not psycho-
logically ready to buy warm
clothing. Consumers who
live in warmer climates, are
also leaning toward some-
what more seasonless
clothes, says the specialist.

In addition, the economic
climate means they may not
be willing to part with their
dollars two to three months
before they need the apparel.

In spite of this, fashion
merchandisers are often anx-

ious to give their customers
something new before their
competitors do. So consum-
ers who are not satisfied with
the txmmg of clothing sea-
sons in the stores need to let
their feelings be known to
retailers, suggests Vander-
poorten.

Knowing something about
the textile industry timing
can help you get more for
your clothing dollar, says the
specialist. Over a six month
fashion season, consumers
seem to fall into four dif-
ferent categories.

The “innovators or pion-
eers’”’ want to be first and
don’t worry about price.
They usually buy during the
first five weeks of the season.

The *‘early majority’’ buy
trend merchandise when
they need it, in proper sea-
son and at the regular prices.
They usually buy during the
second and third months.

The ‘‘late majority’’ wait
to buy until they see others
with the merchandise. They
are price-conscious and like

to keep their dollar for as
long as possible. They will
typically buy during the
fourth and fifth month.

The ‘‘laggards’’ are dis-
count-oriented and do not
buy unless there is a break in
price. They tend to purchase
during the last month of the
season.

Probably all of us fit in
several of these categories,
depending upon the type of

clothing we’re buying, says
Vanderpoorten. One con-
sumer, for example, might
be in the early majority when
buying clothes for work, yet
purchase casual clothes only
at the end of the season.
Sales are often used at the
end of the early majority
buying period to draw the
majority into the market,
notes the specialist. Retailers
will also drop prices substan-
tially during the last weeks of
the season to attract dis-
count-oriented buyers and
clean out their inventories.

By following textile timing
and clothing sales, consum-
ers can save significantly on
their clothing costs, says
Vanderpoorten.

Dealing
with
phobias

If you have an intense fear
of dogs, you have cynopho-
bia. If you feel similarly
about dirt, you have myso-
phobia.

These are just two of
hundreds of phobias--irra-
tional fears of specific objects
or situations.

The fear, which is out of
proportion with reality, us-
ually results from an early,
unpleasant experience with
the object or situation, says
the Texas Medical Associa-
tion.

Many people with phobias
can carry on a normal life.
They merely avoid spiders
(arachnephobia) or whatever
it is they fear.

Other phobias can be more
serious. Claustrophobia, a
fear of confined spaces, can
prevent a person from riding
in a car or in an elevator.
Still, most claustrophobic
people can learn to overcome
this fear.

Some phobias can make
leading a normal life nearly
impossible. In some cases of
agoraphobia, a fear of open
spaces, the person will not
leave home.

A person with a relatively
mild phobia often can over-
come the fear himself
through a gradual process
called desensitization. First,
the person looks at pictures
of the object, for example, a
cat (ailurophobia). Then, he
goes into the same room with
a feline. The next step is
getting close to the animal.
Finally, the person touches
the cat.

If the effect of a phobia
resembles anxiety, profes-
sional help may be needed. A
physician may prescribe an
antidepressant drug for agor-
aphobia linked to depres-
sion.

Behavior therapy also may
be used. One type is desen-
sitization, which may be ad-
ministered by a ptofessmn-
al if the patient 1s unsuc-
cessful alone.

The other type is ‘‘flood-
ing,”” a technique in which
the patient is suddenly con-
fronted with the feared ob-
ject or situation and has no
means of escape. By exper-
iencing the phobia to the
extreme, the person comes to
realize that the feared thing
is not harmful. Of course,
flooding should be done only
by a knowledgeable thera-
pist.

Other techniques used by
qualified professionals to
treat phobias include hypno-
tism and biofeedback train-
ing, which involves relaxa-
tion techniques.
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‘“Wellness’’ is much more
than freedom from the symp-
toms of illness, says health

requires a conscious commit-
ment to the highest level of
physical, mental, social and
even spiritual develop-
ment,”’ explains Huessner, a
specialist with Texas A&M
University’s Agricultural Ex-

‘tension Service home eco-

nomics program.

The key to achieving well-
ness is self-study of your
lifestyle, and then an effort
to reducing personal health
risks, she says.

A “‘health risk appraisal’’
-- simply a short paper and
pencil test -- can help analyze
your lifestyle. It contains
questions about eating and
exercise habits, alcohol and
drug’ consumption, stress
level and safety habit. You
then score the test to deter-
mine the degree to which you
are risking your health. .

Health risk appraisals are
now widely available to the
public, says the specialist.
For example, the National
Health Information Clearing-
house will send a free
‘‘Health Style”’ test if you
write to P.O. Box 1133,
Washington, D.C. 20013.

County Extension offices
participating in the United
States Department of Agri-
culture’s year-long ‘‘Food
and Fitness’’ campaign will
also have health risk ap-
praisals for distribution to
the public, she adds.

‘‘But the health risk ap-
araisal itself does not create
wellness,”” says Huessner.
“since you must change
those lifestyle habits that put
you at risk in the first place.”’

Reducing health risks gen-

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erally includes the following:

Avoiding cigarettes and
drugs and following sensible
drinking habits. The ill-
effects of these substances in
causing diseases, and their
involvement in accidents had
been well documented.

Developing better eating
habits to avoid both over-
consumption and undernutri-
tion. An ever increasing list
of degenerative diseases are
now considered diet-related.
Nutritional awareness will
lead to a better selection of
foods for a balanced, healthy
diet.

Increasing exercise to
counter-balance today’s sed-
entary lifestyle. As little as
15-30 minutes of vigorous
exercise three times a week
will help you have a healthier
heart, eliminate excess
weight, tone up muscles and
sleep better.

Learning to handle the
inevitable stresses of daily
living. Unhealthy responses
to stress, such as driving too
fast, drinking too much, or
lengthy anger or grief, can
cause a variety of physical

-and mental problems. Relax-

ation techniques, meditation
or prayer are just a few of the
means people can use to cope
with stress.

Safety consciousness at
home, work, school, play and
on the highway. Even simple
actions like buckling seat
belts and keeping poisons
out of the reach of children
can greatly reduce safety
risks.

For those who don’t have
the motivation to change
lifestyle habits on their own,
Huessner suggests contact-
ing one of the many com-
munity groups and agencies
that offer programs in nutri-
tion and weight loss, exercise
classes or stress reduction
activities.

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There is a ghost in this
old house of ours, truly

This house has a ghost.
It’s not a haunted house in
the sense that you hear
rattling chains and blood
curdling screams.

True, a part of the house
dates back to more or less
early times, but there are no
stories of lost souls roaming
its interior, no reports of
murders committed in its
history nor any other haunt-
ed house stories.

But there is a ghost in
residence. On the whole,
he’s a fairly benign ghost,
bent only on making his
presence known by using a
never ending repertoire of
noise making activities. Oh,
he can be obstreperous, even
cussed mean. Like the time
when he lost his temper and
caused a thin bladed par-
ing knife, lying flat on the
floor, to rear up at just the
right time to pierce Her big
toe a quarter inch deep as
she walked in open-toed
wedges across the carpeted

floor of a back porch. True,
She stumped her toe against
the knife. But, good grief, it
wasn’t heavy enough to have
penetrated the tootsie a
quarter inch, unless it was
pointed and braced.

But for the most part, the
persistent cuss just amuses
himself by banging on the
walls, slamming doors that
are not open, ringing the
door bell, slamming things
around without moving a
thing.

Not all of this has been
heard or witnessed solely by
Him and Her. Perhaps his
most spectacular stunt was
staged with a bevy of ladies
attending a party She was
giving one day. The guests
were in the living room, the
maid was in the Kkitchen
preparing refreshments.
Suddenly there was a terrific
crash, sounding all the world
like a big metal tray filled
with dishes and cutlery had
been dropped in the middle
of the tile floor of the kitchen.

Brush control must be
practiced for success

Brush control, like a lot of
other things, isn’t forever. It
must be practiced again and
again to be effective.

‘‘Most brush control prac-
tices provide only partial
control and require follow-up
to keep brush from regaining
a foothold,”’ points out Dr.
Tommy Welch, range brush
and weed control specialist
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, Texas
A&M University System.

The winter months are a
good time to follow-up on
maintenance control meas-
ures, he says.

Basal treatment with kero-
sene or diesel, alone or in a
mixture with 2,4,5-T, works
well, Welch points out. Ap-
ply the solution to the plant’s
trunk from a height of 12
inches to the soil surface and
in sufficient amount to soak
the .soil ..around.. the . root
crown... This. method . works

best when soil is dry and

pulled away from the plant,
notes the specialist.

Use of 10 percent picloram
pellets (Tordon 10K or Gra-
zon 10K) gives effective con-
trol of pricklypear, huisache
(small undisturbed plants),
redberry juniper (cedar),
Macartney rose, hawthorne,
sumac, willow baccharis and
whitebrush. Scatter pellets

on the soil surface around the

plant. Moisture is needed to
move the herbicide into the
soil.

Liquid hexazinone (Velpar
L) can be used for individual
plant treatment using an
exact delivery spot gun,
Welch says. This herbicide is
effective on oak, hackberry,
elm, mesquite, willow, tallow
tree, whitebrush and juniper
(cedar). The herbicide is

applied undiluted to the soil §-

surface and should not be
used on marshy or poorly
drained sites or on clay soils,
cautions the specialist.

Ranchers also can add
tebuthiuron (Graslan Brush
Bullet 250) to their arsenal of

brush control materials. This
is a small briquette about
three-fourths inch long that
can be placed on the soil
around the plant.

The bullet is useful for
individual treatment of oak,
elm, blackbrush, white-
brush, tarbrush, several aca-
cias, tallow tree and hack-
berry. Again, moisture is

needed to move the herbicide
into the soil.

Aside from these chemical
control measures, ranchers
may want to consider grub-
bing, says Welch. Small
brush species can be grub-
bed by hand, but larger
plants call for power grub-
bing with a tractor-mounted
unit. Power grubbing can be
used effectively to prevent
reinfestation of brush, notes
the specialist.

‘‘Brush control is an im-
portant range improvement
practice that often requires a
sizeable investment,”’ says
Welch. ‘‘Follow-up control is
necessary to prolong the life
of the initial control practice,
to protect the original invest-
ment and to maintain control
of most brush species.”’

Texans rank beef as the
most heavily consumed
meat, over poultry, fish, or
pork according to a recent
survey of eating habits by the
Department of Rural Socio-
logy, Texas Agricultural Ex-
periment Station, Texas
A&M University System.

In examining recent con-
sumption trends for six com-
modities, the state-wide sur-
vey indicated that close to
half of adult Texans were
eating about the same way as
they had last year, accord-
ing to Drs. Patricia Guse-
man and Wm. Alex Mcln-
tosh.

However, where changes
had occurred, - respondents
tended to be consuming less
beef and pork but were
eating more fish, poultry,
fruit and vegetables than
they were last year.

Although a majority sug-
gested they would not be
revising eating patterns over
the coming year, those that
indicated a change in intake
suggested they would be

consuming less red meat and
more poultry, fish, fruit and
vegetables.

Since the production of
meat animals in Texas has
consistently provided almost
half of the agriculturally-
based cash receipts for the
State, such trends are of vital
importance to agricultural
producers. In 1982, Ccattle
and calves comprised 41% of

all Texas commodity re-
ceipts.
Nationwide, . individual

consumers spend more for
beef than any other single
food. Over - one-fourth of

adult Texans now eat beef
five times or more a week
and two-thirds have beef
during any 24-hour period.

Cuts in beef consumption
were noted by some females
although again, almost half
felt their intake had remain-
ed the same over the last
year.

A drop in consumption by
women could cause a trickle
effect that would lead to
reduced consumption for all
household members, Gues-
man noted.

On the other hand, young
adults, more than ‘any other
group, suggested they would
be eating more beef, as well
as other meats.

‘‘Dieting was related to
reduced consumption of beef
and pork,”’ Guseman noted,
‘‘and increased intakes of
poultry and fish. Concerns
for health and nutrition were
associated with increased
consumption of vegetables
and fruit, but had no con-
sistent relationship with con-
sumption of red meat.”

Easter Egg

Traditions and History

Eggs have been important
to man for centuries. History
reveals that eggs were a food
delicacy in ancient and bib-
lical times, and a staple food
wherever abundant. History
also associates eggs with
science, sports, and supersti-
tion, and exalts them as a
symbol of pagan and Chris-
tian custom.

Eggs were revered as a
sacred symbol by the anc-
ients, who believed the egg
represented the world and its
elements: shell (earth), white
(water), yolk (fire), and air
(under the shell). The break-

ing of eggs was a ceremony
and a means of augury. Men
of early times hung eggs in
Egyptian temples of worship.
Artists glorified them in
paintings and sculptures.
The serpent’s egg of the
Druids was an omen of power
and success. This particular
egg was the distinguishing
badge of that ancient order of

eggs, but kept the birds for
timekeeping and recreational
purposes.

Superstition played its
part, too. Livia, the wife of
Roman Emperor Augustus,
was advised by an oracle to
carry an egg in the warmth of
her corsage. The sex of her
unborn child would be indi-
cated by whether a male or
female chick was hatched in
this cozy nest! A young cock
was hatched, and Livia soon
gave birth to Tiberius. This
happenstance led to the start
of an absurd, and certainly
uncomfortable custom
among the young matrons of
ancient Rome.

The early Christian Church
adapted some of the ancient
pagan customs. Pope Paul V
drew up a ritual for Eng-
land, Ireland and Scotland.,
Eggs, after being blessed by
a local priest, became holy
gifts beneficial to both the
giver and the receiver.

Egyptians believed that
Ptah was the creator of the|
egg of the sun and moon; an!
ancient drawing shows him
at the potter’s wheel turn-|
ing out a golden egg. Phoe-|
nicians thought the egg wasi
formed and split open to
form two parts-heaven and
earth.

Eggs were believed to
insure fertility. German and
Slav peasants smeared their
ploughs with eggs and
French brides used to break
an egg on the thresold when
entering the new home.
Weddings in Moroccao, Per-
sia and Java were accompa-
nied with the breaking of
egg. The association of eggs
with fertility and rebirth is
reflected in Christian Easter
customs, where the egg as-
sumes resurrection signifi-
cance. This all means much
more in the spring of the
year.

Our modern  custom of
decorating and giving eggs
at Easter is a symbol of the
Resurrection, but history re-
veals the custom originated
in pre-Christian times. The
custom was already long es-
tablished in China in 772
B.C. Functionaries in the
State of King-ts-oo were sent
out to towns and country-
side to proclaim that all fires
must be put out, and must
remain out for three days of
the great Spring Festival.
One provident chieftain ac-
cumulated supplies of paint-
ed eggs, and set the fash-
ion of dispensing them as
gifts to friends and acquain-
tances. :

Children have long en-
joyed the tradition of color-
ing Easter eggs. The first
mention of egg rolling in
Britain is in 1684. This is still
popular sport of Easter. The
eggs are rolled on grassy
slopes. The last child to have
his egg break wins the roll.
English children also dress in
costumes and go from house
to house asking for eggs,
similar to the Halloween
custom in the United States.

in other parts of Europe it is
the hare that leaves the eggs.

Egg Shells
4 cups granulated sugar
2 tablespoons plus 2 tea-
spoon water ;

water is evenly dispersed.
Pack sugar mixture into
clean, dry, 6’’ long plastic
egg molds; pack firmly and
evenly. Place cardboard over
top of plastic molds; invert
molds onto counter. Slice
cardboard from under eggs.
'Cut off about 1 inch from
pointed end of eggs using a
sharp knife. Let eggs dry 2 to
3 hours. Hold egg halves
carefully in palm of hand and
scrape out excess sugar mix-
ture with a spoon leaving
about 3/8’° thick. Let eggs
dry at least 3 hours or
overnight. Assemble for dec
orating.

Royal Icing

3 large egg whites
Y% teaspoon cream of
‘tartar

1 (16-0z.) package pow-
dered sugar, sifted

Combine egg whites and
cream of tartar in a large
mixing bowl. Beat at medium
speed of electric mixer until
frothy. Gradually add pow-
dered sugar, mixing well.
Beat for S to 7 minutes or
until mixture is stiff. Yield:
about 2 cups. Note: Icing
dries very quickly; keep cov-
ered at all times with plastic
wrap. Do not double recipe.
