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COURTING CRIMINALS CURTAILED

By Edwin Feulner

The recent' Supreme Court decision to allow “‘improperly’ seized
" evidence in the courtroom finally proves that the Burger Court is on the
side of the American people — instead of the criminal. .

In 1921, the Supreme Court first established the so-called **exclusionary
rule’’ to preclude improperly obtained evidence from federal trials — what
the Court called '*fruit of the poison tree.”” This was done to insure that
the Constitutional guarantees against illegal search and seizure were
protected. In 1961, the Warren Court extended the rule to other criminal
courts. Ever since then. it has been broadly used to suppress crucial
evidence necessary to convict often obvious criminals . . . many guilty
of the most heinous crimes. The result: untold numbers of criminals have
gone free because technical problems were found in the warrants used
to obtain evidence against them :

The recent change of heart by the Supreme Court is long overdue.
According to Frank Carrington. a former advisor to President Reagan, the
growing perversity of the exclusionary rule had caused the courts to
**engage in judicial gymnastics to protect criminals from law enforcement
officers’” rather than “‘protect society from murderers. rapists, dope
smugglers and the like ™

In the thoughtful monograph titled, Crime and Justice, Carrington,
executive director of the Victims' Assistance Legal Organization and
chairman of the American Bar Association’s Victim's Committee, notes
that the "*duty of government to protect us s not optional.’* What is needed,
he ‘says. is a coherent strategy to protect the American people from violent

- criminals.

All other questions, Carrington believes, should be subordinated to the
most fundamental one: **Did the accused commit the crime?’’

The recent decision by the Supreme Court provides a clear signal that
a majority on the Burger Court doesn’t believe in suppressing important
evidence from criminal trials, just because a police-officer may have
accidentally taken a short-cut in obtaining it, or may not have bowed and
scraped enough to the defendent during the booking process. As long as
there was no intent on the part of the police to deny the defendant his
constitutional rights, the evidence is now admissable.

At long last, the Court has acknowledged the injustice that‘was being
committed in the name of justice and has instructed the criminal courts
to return to their primary duty: uncovering the truth and- punishing the
guilty.

AUSTIN—Texas Attorney Gen-
eral Jim Mattox last week mailed
over $10 million in checks to victims
of a fraudulent insurance sales plan.
Additional checks were on the way.

The money sent to the 1,600 Tex-
ans was the settlement Mattox wrest-
ed from Academy Life Insurance Co.
of Pennsylvania, and it might be the
largest consumer settlement in state
history.

Mattox said the company used
high-pressure tactics to sell the prod-
uct to rural, elderly clients, many of
whom thought they were buying an
investment plan to avoid high taxes.

In some cases the buyer would
pay more in life insurance premiums
after two years than his survivors
would be able to collect upon death,
according to Mattox.

Reform Funds Wrong

Earlier, Mattox released a long-
awaited legal opinion which held
that a legislative committee may not
legally accept contributions from pri-
vate organizations. The opinion was
requested by the House Administra-
tion on behalf of a committee con-

templating a study on child care.

More rece'ntly, the public educa-
tion reform committee chaired by
Dallas multimillionnaire H. Ross
Perot was reportedly funded, in part,
by contributions from Perot.

Mattox’s legal conclusion might
lead one to ask whether those contri-
butions were legal, or if Perot's ges-
ture which led to public education
reform in Texas will ever be dupli-
cated again.

Food Stamp Crisis
When a computer foul-up delayed
food stamps to some 3,000 Houston
families, the state rushed surplus
commodities such as flour, beans
and milk to Houston.

The food was diverted from other
parts of the state to Houston ware-
houses for distribution to food banks.

A spokesman for the Texas De-
partment of Human Resources said
all food stamp cards would be back
on mailing schedule by the weekend.

Prison Guard Raped

On the heels of the furor over
prison violence emerged a story last
week of a female prison guard who
was raped while being held hostage
by a prisoner early this month.

The incident was kept under
wraps, according to prison system
spokesmen, because she did not
want the story out.

Upon her rescue, she apparently
said she was not hurt, then later re-
ported it with a request for privacy.

Early Texas Arsenal

The site of the first Republic of
Texas arsenal, operated from 1837-
39 in Wharton County, may have
been discovered in a sorgum field.

Dozens of cannon .and musket
pieces, balls and parts of swords and
bayonets have been found scattered
over two acres. Some are Brown
Bess models purchased from England
by Mexico and may have been used
against the Alamo.

Many Mexican weapons were
captured at San Jacinto and stored
at the arsenal. Location records were
lost in an Austin fire in 1857.

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[ips For Gardeners
From the
Ozona Garden Club
by Mrs. Bailey Post

Even though \\;e haven’t had a

good'rain to better condition our soil,
you may want to begin planting to
have a good fall vegetable garden
and many late blooming flowers.
From now until blooming time
give special attention to your Chry-
santhemums. For large exhibition
mums, leave only four well devel-
oped canes that form, at the axle of

.each leaf. Pinch others out leaving

only two if extra large blossoms are
wanted. Plants should be staked as
they grow, in order to have straight
stems. Go over plants regularly and
pinch off all laterals as they form and
whife tender. When buds begin to
form, which should be soon, give
them a feeding of a balanced
fertilizer or liquid manure water.
Water well after each feeding every
ten days or until color shows in the
bud, then stop the feeding. As soon
as buds form in clusters pinch or rub
off carefully all except one bud to
each cane, always leaving the center
or terminal bud if well formed. This
method gives you large beautiful
blooms. »

Healthy vigorous plants need
plenty of water but not overly wet
soil. During very hot weather, the
foliage of mums should be sprayed
daily to increase atmospheric mois-
ture and check for red spider.

The - small flowering types or
cushion mums, should have tops
pinched out when 6 inches tall to
encourage branching and a well
formed mound. Do not pinch out tops
any later, as they should be ready to
set buds. These buds should not be
pinched or rubbed out as the large
mums, but left to form a mass of
blooms. i

The dream books from seed
houses and nurseries are arriving to
help you choose bulbs, seed, roses,
trees and shrubs. Look them over
carefully make a list of those that
grow well in our area. Most will be
available in nearby nurseries. .

The variety of clematis blooming
now is the hybrid clematis panicu-
lata.

Two people try
to meet the demands of careers,
build a family life together, and
maintain a home and family.

While the difficulties of imple-
menting relationships based on eq-
ual sharing cannot be ignored, the
potential rewards are high.

For a man, sharing the bread-
winner role lessens his pressure to
succeed in a particular position. He
is able to seek satisfaction both at
home and at work, not make life
choices for economic reasons alone.
He no longer must serve as the
primary source of meaning or happi-
ness for a partner.

A wife’s professional interest
gives a husband knowledge of relat-
ed fields, doubles his contacts, and
enlarges his circle of potential
friends and clients. He has a partner
who understands his job pressures.

The biggest benefit for women
seems to be the opportunity for
self-expression. A woman develops a
personal identity that is associated
with her professional role. Husband
and wife relate as two individuals,
each having a separate identity. As
couples, these men and women
experience sharing of experiences,
and pride in each other’s accom-
plishments.

In recent research on dual-career
families, respondents overwhelm-
ingly favored the choice of a dual-
career lifestyle. Both spouses sup-

cd off *'Project Pay-Up'' on Wed-
nesday, August Ist, and Prosecutors
Bill Mason, 112th Judicial District

Attorney and Tom Cameron, County
Attorney for Crockett County, say it
is an especially appropriate time to
bring the needed attention to the
absent parent's obligation to pay
child support.

The Texas Senate and House of
Representatives passed resolutions
declaring August ‘‘Child Support
Month'" in Texas.

Both prosecutors stressed that it is
important that these parents meet
their responsibilities, especially with
the school year about to begin, that
the kids who need support deserve
it, and that parents arc obligated to
pay.

Mattox said that failure to pay child
support is a form of child abuse.
“*“We must start ‘Child Support
Month" in Texas off with a clear
signal that the responsibility for
child support belongs to both
parents,’’ Mattox said.

**Child support in Texas must
improve, and I am committed to its
improvement,’’ Mattox added. ‘‘ 1
will use all of the enforcement tools
of the Attorney General's Office to
enforce child support laws."’

The Attorney General's Office
took over the Child Support Program
in September 1983. Since that
time. Texas collections have in-
creased 41 percent.

And tomorrow, the limb came
crashing down. But not on John’s
That meticulous, careful,
thorough man saw to that.

And if you promise not to ask
questions, I'll tell you another tale
about a couple of Crockett County
ranchers. One was a Baptist deacon
and the other an elder in the Church
of Christ. This is Houston Smith’s
story. Un-vouched-for.

One day, A was visiting on B’s
ranch. Mrs. B was in town for the
day and the two ‘‘boys’’ were on
their own. Mrs. B had some ducks
she let run the place and swim in the
dirt tank. Mr. A and Mr. B had just
bottled off a batch of brew and
dumped the mash out: where the
ducks could find it---and they did.

When Mrs. B came home she was
perturbed because her ducks seemed
to have developed a strange and
debilitating malady. They were go-
ing blind, she thought, since ‘they
bumped into things in the yard,
waddled with unusual stress on the
waddling parts, and almost drowned
when they plunged into the water of
the dirt tank.

Regular

exercise

helps heart

Regular exercise may be the key to
keeping your heart going strong past
age 70, according to a geriatrics
researcher at Houston’s Veterans
Administration Medical Center.

Robert J. Luchi, M.D., chief of
medicine at the VA and professor of
medicine at Baylor College of Medi-
cine is conducting a study to det-
ermine how the heart ages in
exercisers and non-exercisers past
the age of 70.

“It may not be the process of
aging itself that causes the heart to
pump less efficiently, rather it may
be the lack of regular exercise as
people age,’’ said Luchi. ‘‘We think
that with proper conditioning, the
heart may work as well for many
people at 80 years as it did at 20
years.’’

Luchi cautions that before anyone
begins an exercise program, they
should get a thorough physical
examination from their physician.

A healthy heart beats 100,000
times a day pumping blood through
60,000 miles of vessels. Oxygen-rich
blood is taken from the lungs into the
left side of the heart and pumped
through the arteries to the body. The
blood then goes to the right side of
the heart where it is pumped back to
the lungs and the process begins
again.

Luchi is testing the heart efficien-
cy of elderly patients by measuring
the amount of the blood pumped out
of their hearts with each contraction,
or ‘‘beat.”” The blood volume is
measured by injecting a harmless
substance into a patient’s blood-
stream. The marker substance is
detected by a sophisticated camera
and a computer determines the
percent of blood pushed out of the
heart at rest and during exercise.

‘A healthy heart pushes 50 per-
cent of the blood out with each
contraction and with exercise the
amount can increase to 60 percent,’’
said Luchi. ‘‘A heart with poor
function only pushes out 30 to 40
percent of the blood per contraction
and that percentage goes down when
the person exercises.”’

Regular exercise such as brisk
walking is especially important for
older people, Luchi said, and it may
play an important part in slowing the
process of osteoporosis, the thinning
and weakening of bones, as well as
atherosclerosis, known as hardening
of the arteries.

‘““We believe that everyone, re-
gardless of their age, can perform
some type of exercise that will be
beneficial to their cardiovascular
system,”’ Luchi said. ‘‘Swimming is
;especially good for older exercisers
'because there is no stress on the
‘joints or muscles and it can be done

- without getting over-heated.”’

Luchi offers these recommenda-
tions for people over the age of 40
beginning an exercise program:
Get a complete physical including an
exerciSe electrocardiogram, begin
any exercise program slowly apd
with a doctor’s advice, exercise
regularly,

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~" Yogurt replaces milk

as lactase substitute

People who suffer from milk intol-
erence can reap the nutritutional
benefits of milk--without side effects
by eating yogurt, says a Texas A&M
University Agricultural Extension
Service nutritionist.

Lactase deficiency is a fairly
common problem, especially among
non-Caucasians and one in ten
Caucasians experience the problem
she adds.

Lactase is an enzyme which breaks
down lactose, or milk sugar. For
people with a lactase-deficiency, the

lactose from milk remains undigest-

ed in the intestine and can cause
qiscomfort, explains the nutrition-
1st. -

This milk intolerence is usually
recognized between the ages of ten
and 20, the years when active
teenagers need four servings of dairy
products daily, she notes. Yogurt
can provide a solution to this
problem.

One cup of plain yogurt pro-
vides about the same amount of
protein, calcium and ribloflavin as
one cup of milk, she says.

However. low-fat yogurt may not
be fortified with Vitamins A and D,

Ozonans called. by many names being accepted for Miss Teen

EDITOR’S NOTE--Shortly before his
death, Tom Ed Montgomery was
doodling at his desk in the Stockman
office and, thinking like a newspaper
man, touched on a possible feature
story topic--nicknames. Nicknames
of Ozonans, nearly eighty of them he
jotted down and from that beginning
this writer took over and came up
with the little piece that follows,
recently salvaged from among pa-
pers on Tom’s desk.-w e w

Call the roll of Ozonans, now and a
few generations back. Perhaps more
than in most communities the list
will include many, nicknames, some
of whose origins are already shroud-

ed in antiquity but productive of

much imaginary speculation.

Run over the list today and you’ll
find Horses, Dogie, Critter, Hop,
Spot, Slick, Snuffy, Tomcat, Rip,
Bottle, Baby (female) and Babe
(male). :

Take the last two, for instance.
The first is easily understandable in
Baby (Hokit) Harrison. The Babe is
Babe Philips and will stand a little
explaining. When Babe was growing
up, it took him a longer time than
most and he carried his bottle to
school with him through several
grades---milk bottle that is, complete
with nipple. Another Bottle (Sher-
man Taylor) may have had some-
thing to do with a bottle but only his
contemporaries knew for sure its
origin. He had a brother R.T. whose
nickname was Sodie, again a matter
for speculation.

Perhaps the best known nickname
in the community was Hop--a name
that was even passed on to suc-
ceeding generations. The original
Hop was Hop Hoover (Armand to his
mother). The reason for the name
may go deeper, but to observers not
in the know, it might have come from
his gait, a little hint of a half step
that could have been called a hop.
Far more . attention, however, was
focused on Hop Hoover for his razor
sharp wit, which was ever present
with him, in even the most casual
comments and movements. He never
bought an item in a store without
sending the clerk into gales of
laughter with his description of what
he wanted. A box of matches, for
instance, entailed a repeated fore-
finger drawing of a box of matches
before the words finally came out in
his inimitable deep-voiced drawl.
And the stories he told and the

_stories that were told about him

- would have made fascinating read-

"ing had they been collected and
published, though much would have
been lost in the absence of the story
teller himself whose style could not
be described.

But on to some nicknames. Dogie
Harrell was Alvin. Ask some one

r ~N

closer to the companions of his
youth, but to look at him now it could
well have been that his lanky build
brought on the moniker that means
an orphan lamb--hence, sometimes
an underfed lamb. Spot Friend (Bill)
may have earned the monicker from
his sparse freckles. Snuffy Smith is
obvious as would be *‘Fats’’ for Eddy
Alford or Carl Thurman.

The subject of nicknames came
about when Tom Montgomery (Big
T, his is) began musing about Ozona
nicknames and jotted down more
than eighty that came: to mind
rapidly. Of course, Tom started out
with the town’s most gifted and
popular nickname, his wife Kitty,
editor- and. publisher of this news-
paper, whose proper name, of
course, is Kathryn. Son, Jim didn’t
come up with a nickname but did
change his to Doctor Clifton James

.Montgomery, San Angelo dental

surgeon.

Ozona’s Williams brothers are the
champs when it comes to nick-
names. Sister Mary (Mrs. Joe Clay-
ton) was spared but the Williams
boys all had pet monikers. Charles,
the oldest, is. Horses; Jack, the
County Commissioner, is Seck; Gene
wears the nickname Skineye, Gene
Junior is Sooner, Byron is Mus-
tard, and the youngest, Joe is
nicknamed Sacahuista. There are
two Coons in town, W. H. Chandler
and Douglas Moore. Neither is so
named because of a resemblance.
Two other Ozonans are known by
the handles of ‘Yank’. Both were
wartime imports from ‘up-north’ to
marry Ozona girls--Dick Webster
and Bill Clegg. At least three still
wear the = youthful ‘Sonny’ their
parents called them. They are Bob
Bailey, William Meinecke and John
Lee Henderson, Jr.

A top sergeant in the U.S. Air
Force, John W. Walker perhaps
earned the name Bull Walker among
the underlings in his command. Bull
and wife ‘Toots’ retired from the
service to settle in Ozona.

Most nicknames were acquired in
youth. Dilly Dockery (Mrs. James
Dockery) was named Daphne June
Meinecke by her mother, Coralie
Meinecke. Kid companions came up
with Daffy Dilly, finally refined to
just Dilly. Rosie Seahorn (W.P. Jr. or
Bill) was so named, no doubt by his
compadres because of his strawberry
blond hair and rosy complexion.
Perry Hubbard was nicknamed Crit-
ter; Martin Harvick was Scratch;
Morris Lee Coates was Moose;
Hillery Phillips was Link; Duane
Childress was Chili; Joe S. Pierce,
III, was Pie; Lloyd Coates was

Boochie; Joe Friend was Broom-
weed; two Franks, (McMullan and
James) were Pancho; Wayne West,
Jr. was Cap; Floyd Hokit was Hot
Cake; Marbury Morrison was Chap-
po; T.A. Kincaid, Jr. was Teke;
Eugene Miller became Jake; J.B.
Miller was Buster; Robert Augustine
was Freckle Eye; J.W. Johnigan was
Junie; Jack Chapman was Chongo;
Robert Williams was Buck; J.B.
Parker was Beatus; and Clifford
Robertson was Tangleeye.

Among the girls list Hazel Hagel-
stein as Totsy; Hazel Friend as Punk;
Marsha Mitchell as Tissie; Edna
Harvick as Brownie; Alleane Sem-
mler as Susie; Mary Alice Wil-
liams as Toots; Jeanette Bailey as
Pinkie; Gem Ella Stokes as Baby
Girl; Elizabeth Davidson as Happy;
Ada Pierce as Chink; Mary Friend as

-Sister; and Willena Holden as Red.

Of course, there’s C. O. ‘‘Lefty’
Walker, T. J. ‘Jater’ Bailey, S.E.
‘Mutt’ Carnes, Earl ‘Tooter’ Ma-
lone, Charles E. ‘Charlie Boy’ Da-
vidson, Henry ‘Hank’ Sellers, John
‘Sandy’ Stokes, J.W. ‘Red’ Howell,
T.C. ‘Cotton’ Goodman, W.C. ‘Itsie’
McKinney, ‘Rocky’ Armentrout,
Boyd ‘Bood’ Clayton, Charles ‘Sug-
ar’ Schneider, ‘Red’ Greer, Joe B.
‘Brute’ Chapman, Joe ‘Frijole’
Bean, Wes ‘Tige’ Berry, Welton
‘Shot’ Bunger, ‘Rowdy’ Hoover,
