Board as a mandate by the 67th Texas 
Legislature. Mr. Cotton explained that 
the new law repealed all other 
curriculum legislation and established 
twelve subject areas that must, be 
included in each school district’ s 
curriculum from kindergarten through 
the twelfth grade.

The twelve curriculum areas in­
clude: English language arts, other 
languages, mathematics, fine arts, 
science, health, physical education, 
economics, business education, voca­
tional education, and Texas and 
United States history as individual 
subjects and in reading courses.

In addition, the new state curricu­
lum plan identifies “ essential ele­
ments’ ’ (basic pirinciples of a course) 
that must be taught in each subject 
and grade level, and it specifies how 
many minutes a day that instruction in 
these “ essential elements”  must take 
place,

Mr. Cotton went on to explain that 
probably the greatest impact of House 
Bill 246 will be felt at the junior high 
and high school level. Next year all 
junior high school students will be 
required to take a reading improve­
ment course if they score one year 
below grade level on a standardized 
achievement test, and all eighth grade 
students will be required to take one 
semester of computer literacy. The 
district will also be required to offer 
life and earth science as separate 
courses in the seventh and eighth 
grades.

At the high school level, there will 
also be certain mandated courses 
required, but this will depend on 
which graduation plan (regular or 
academic) the student selects. There 
will be no difference in the wording on 
diplomas that students receive, but 
their transcripts will reflect the gradu­
ation plan that was chosen.

Following Mr. Cotton’ s presenta­
tion, the Board of Trustees accepted 
the district’ s plan for implementing' 
House Bill 246 into the local curri­
culum.

In other developments, the Board 
accepted the bid of Lilly Construction 
Company for paving the new bus 
maintenance facility and property at 
Ozona Intermediate School. They also 
approved low-income eligibility guide­
lines for participation in the Federal 
School Lunch Program, as well as a 
revised professional leave policy pre­
sented by Superintendent Garland 
Davis.

CASTRO’S CUBA AT 25
By Edwin Feulner

Jesse Jackson, best actor in a supporting role at the Democratic National 
Convention, is just the latest figure from the American left to sojourn 
to Castro’ s Cuba and return wide-eyed with praise.

It’ s not surprising. The country probably has no criminals. They’ ve 
ail been sent here.

When dictator Fulgencio Batista fled Cuba on January 1, 1959, for 
the Dominican Republic, ahead o f  Fidel Castro's advancing forces, many 
expected a new enlightened era to begin on the island 90 miles o ff  the 
South Florida coast.

They were right and wrong. It was the beginning o f  a new era alright
—  but hardly one characterized by enlightenment. For someone who looks 
only at statistics, the nearly 10-million Cuban people may be better o ff  
today than they were 25 years ago. The Soviet Union pumps up the Cuban 
economy —  in exchange for young Cuban men, who the Soviets keep 
busy as' tannon sfodder in-Africa jHKt^teewhere. Cuba’ s hospitals have 
improved, and the literacy rate is up. But there’ s more to the picture than 
this, says New York author Lorrin Philipson in the current issue o f  Policy 
Review.

Philipson examines many o f  the Cuban institutions that most impress 
the Jacksons o f  the world. Health care, for example.

In a Time magazine article earlier this year, Castro boasted o f  Cuba’ s 
ratio o f  doctors to overall population (1 to 626 in 1980) as being one 
o f  the Third W orld’ s highest. Yet, Philipson says, Cuba’ s public health 
record includes several major failures. “ Water pollution is such a problem, 
particularly in Havana —  struck by an outbreak o f typhoid fever in 1977
—  that the Ministry o f  Health urges people to boil their water. In 1980, 
304 cases o f  yellow fever were diagnosed —  the first outbreak o f  the 
disease in Cuba since 1905.’ ’

The Cuban literacy rate, at 96 percent by 1976, is one o f  the highest 
in Latin America. Yet, Philipson asks “ o f  what use is universal education 
without the freedom to read, write and speak? Admission to the university 
in Cuba depends more on revolutionary activity than expertise.’ ’ In 1980, 
411 students who passed the medical school admissions exam with high 
scores were not allowed to continue their education because o f “ bad 
political attitudes.”

Claiming that Cuba is the second-best-fed country in Latin America, 
Castro’ s apologists fail to mention that Cuba has long food lines and strict 
rationing despite the fertile soil. “ Annual per-capita consumption o f  rice
—  a basic staple in the Cuban diet —  has fallen to 27 kilograms from 
50 kilograms before the revolution,”  Philipson notes. “ In 1980 Cubans 
were allotted two pounds o f  meat per month, one-and-a-half pounds o f 
chicken per month, two ounces o f  coffee every 15 days.. . . ”

While Castro bad-mouthed other Latin nations for their huge foreign 
debts, social calamities, unemployment, and inflation, and claimed in a 
Newsweek interview that “ our economy has grown at an approximate rate 
o f  4.7 percent over 25 years,”  he failed to mention that Cuba had to 
reschedule nearly half o f  its $3.5-billion debt to Western banks and 
governments, Philipson continues. “ The Cuban economy has been able 
to survive only because o f  massive aid from the Soviet Union, which 
purchases sugar from Cuba at above-world-market prices and sells it at 
below prevailing rates.”

Cubans cannot obviously express their like or dislike o f Castro’ s regime, 
but in 1981, the country had a suicide rate o f 27.5 per 100,000 people
—  one o f  the world’ s highest. And Cuba’ s birth rate shows one o f  the 
most rapid declines in the world, from 35.1 in 1963 to 14.1 by 1980. 
Perhaps this is because many young Cubans are in Africa and elsewhere 
in Latin America helping ‘ the oppressed’ o f  the world shoot their way 
to a better life.

“ There is no freedom o f  speech, no freedom to worship, no freedom 
o f  enterprise, no freedom to emigrate, no freedom to form trade unions 
or other voluntary organizations,”  says Philipson.

Do we wish the Castro regime a happy 25th? W e’d be better o ff  wishing 
Cuban citizens good luck in surviving the next 25 years.

Of course, Upp 
said, a person has urgent business, 
he or she could call any time.

The telephone can be used to: 
Apply for Social Security or Supple­
mental Security Income payments, 
apply for Medicare, find out how to 
change a name or address in Social

Security records, "report change in 
marital status, report starting or 
stopping work, report a lost or stolen 
check, or delayed payment, find out 
how to replace a lost Social Security or 
Medicare card, get help in fillin out 
Medicare claims fcMrms, get informa­
tion about direct deposit of checks, 
request a statement of Social Security 
earnings record, get help in having 
claims decisions reviewed, and ask 
any question about Social Security or o 
btain a free publication.

Extension Office News

Since in West Texas we usually 
have several summer months with 
very little rain, those trees and shrubs 
that require the least moisture will 
head the list.

Most gardeners long to try to grow 
the new and exotic plants described in 
the catalogue, but after a few years 
and waste of dollars and care, they 
usually return to the planting of those 
that are known to thrive in our area. If 
you do want them and have the time to 
care for them properly, they will grow 
here and often reward you with 
interesting foliage and blooms. Now 
that homes are air-conditioned trees 
near the house are no longer neces­
sary for shade and cooling as they 
once were.

If you want the naturalistic setting 
use mostly native trees and shrubs. 
You may want to add nursery plants, 
but plan for them to look as if they just 
grew there with natives.

In preparation now for fall planting 
of a new or old landscape, several 
requirements should be considered.

Visualize the lasting beauty you 
wish to achieve, the space you have, 
size of the plants, maintenance re­
quired and cost involved.

To have the public or entrance area 
attractive the year around, evergreens 
give the most satisfaction. If you want 
some color for the summer months, 
make the flower beds wide enough for 
bulbs and annuals in front of the 
shrubs. Potted plants may be used 
too. for they can be changed with the 
season.

Select shrubs and trees that will be 
in scale with your house and area to be 
planted, without having to be con­
stantly pruning.

Contrast in color and foliage gives 
more interest and pleasure to the 
public and you.

Also, a variety of greenery will 
furnish plant material anytime you 
want it for long lasting arrangements 
in your home.

Simplicity and unity in placing of 
the plants will provide easy mainte­
nance and a pleasing appearance.

There are many attractive shrubs 
that do well in Ozona.

If you live where the soil is shallow 
and near caliche, this will need to be 
removed and good soil added to 
replace it.

Water safety is as important at 
home as in pools and lakes
More infants and toddlers drown in 
bathtubs each year than in the 
ocean. In 1983, 10 Texas children 
under the age of four drowned in 
bathtubs” five of those infants were 
less than one month old.

These statistics make water safety 
as important at home as it is in pools 
and lakes. Children can drown in 
very small amounts of water in just a 
few unsupervised minutes. The 
smaller a child is; the quicker he will 
drown or suffer brain damage.

Bathrooms are one of the most 
dangerous places for toddlers to 
explore. Baylor College of Medicine 
pediatricians offer these safety tips:

Never leave children, even togeth­
er, alone in the bathtub, keep toilet 
seat covers down to prevent toddlers 
from playing with the water; they 
may fall in and injure themselves, 
set the hot water heater temperature 
between 105 and 120 degrees to 
decrease the chance of scalding, 
and watch toddlers carefully on slick 
floors or other surfaces because it is 
easy for them to fall and suffer a 
head injury.

More than 500 Texans died last 
year during recreational water activi­
ties. Half of them were adults, many 
of whom did not know how to swim.

Recreational water accidents, like 
home accidents, can be prevented by 
following suggestions such as these:

Take swimming lessons offered by 
community organizations or at least 
learn how to “ dog paddle”  or float, 
equip home pools with a first-aid kit, 
a life preserver, a long pole and a list 
of emergency phone numbers, se­
cure home pools with a four-foot- 
high fence and a locking gate, avoid 
diving into shallow water which can 
result in a broken neck and perma­
nent paralysis, never swim or dive 
under the influence of alcohol, and 
stock all boats with life jackets 
designed specifically for passengers’ 
weight and height.

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Motorists ore Lion junior varsity smashes e

slowing down 
in Texas

Eden J.V. by score of 33-6

While all Texas drivers aren’t ob­
serving the 55 mile-per-hour speed 
limit, only a small number of motorists 
are traveling more than 65 mph, a big 
change from before, say researchers 
for the Texas Transportation Institute 
(TTI).

According to a state survey, less 
than 10 percent of all drivers are 
exceeding 65 mph, said Dr. Quinn 
Brackett, a TTI researcher stationed at 
Texas A&M University.

In 1974, just after the new 55 mph 
law was passed, 62.2 percent of the 
motorists were in noncompliance, said 
Brackett. The highest rate of noncom­
pliance came in 1978 when 77 percent 
of the motorists exceeded the speed 
limit, he said.

In the last surveying quarter which 
ended April 23, results showed that 
about 54.9 percent of the state’ s 
drivers were exceeding the 55 mph 
speed limit, he said.

The researchers have found that 
compliance with the speed limit tends 
to increase when gasoline prices in­
crease dramatically, and decrease 
when prices are stable or dropping.

The Ozona Junior Varsity Lions 
were victorious Saturday when they 
traveled to Eden to play the Eden J.V.

receives full

scholarship
Curtis M. Couch, a college soph­

omore at New Mexico Military In­
stitute, has received a full two- 
year scholarship from the U.S. Army 
through the Third ROTC Region. 
Couch is the son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Joseph Couch of Ozona.

Couch was awarded the scholar­
ship this summer at the completion of 
Basic ROTC Camp at Ft. Knox, Ky. 
The basic camp prepares cadets for 
the Advanced ROTC program, which 
leads to a commission as an Army 
second lieutenant upon graduation 
from college.

The scholarship is based on demon­
strated leadership ability and a high 
aptitude in military subjects, such as 
tactics, land navigation and commun­
ication. It covers full tuition, books 
and laboratory fees plus a monthly 
Stipend of $100.
; Couch is a graduate of Ozona High 
School.

Long before April showers bring 
you May flowers, October will have 
brought higher taxes on your garden.

New tax laws passed by the Legisla­
ture and signed by Govenor Mark 
White go into effect October 2. For the 
first time, fertilizer used for non-agri- 
cultural lawn will go higher.

Other than fertilizer, bedding plants 
bought at nurseries and plants bought 
at the grocery store are subject to the 
higher tax rate. Exempt from the tax 
are annual plants that die after a 
growth year or that yield food for 
human consumption.

The tax goes up 1/8 of a cent across 
the state, but it translates into a 4 1/8 
percent tax hike for items such as 
fertilizer. In some cities that have local 
sales taxes and special taxes for mass 
transit, the cost may ballon by as 
much as 6 1/8 percent.

A bag of fertilizer, then, that costs 
$8.99 would cost $9.35 in most of the 
state, but $9.54 in some cities with the 
add-on taxes.

Questions concerning the new tax 
on fertilizer can be answered by 
calling State Comptroller Bob Bul­
lock’s office toll free on 1-800-252-555 
5 or on the regular number, (512) 
475-1931.

Smokers often face that moment of 
panic when they are a dime short and 
a nickle shy in front of a vending 
machine.

They may face more moments like 
those beginning October 2.

The Legislature has passed, and 
Govenor Mark White signed, new 
laws that hike taxes on cigarettes and 
tobacco products. So smokers will 
have to come up with a few more coins 
at the machines.

The Legislature’ s actions now make 
tobacco products double-taxed items. 
Texans will have to pay both a sales 
tax and a tobacco products tax.

TJae tobacco products tax went up by 
one cent to 19.5 cents per pack. But 
the heftiest increase comes with the 
change in sales tax laws.

For the first time, cigarettes, cigars 
and chewing and pipe tobaccos will 
fall under the state sales tax.

Generally speaking, Texans will 
have to pay at least another 5 cents per 
pack over the counter, bringing the 
average price per pack to about $1.20.

For Texans who live in areas of the 
state that collect local sales taxes and 
mass transit taxes, the price of 
cigarettes will be higher.

Additionally, the vending machine 
price of cigarettes-already higher than 
the over-the-counter price will inch 
even higher.

A pack of cigarettes out of a 
machine costs about $1.25.

Texas oil and gas operators reported 

143 gas and 63 oil discoveries in 
August, according to Railroad Com­
mission Chairman Mack Wallace. In 
July, a total of 107 gas and 44 oil 
discoveries were filed with the Com­
mission. A discovery is an explora­
tory well that is completed in a 
previously untapped reservoir.

So far this year, 951 gas and 460 oil 
discoveries have been reported .' 
Through the same period of 1983, 
operators had filed 876 gas and 559 oil 
discoveries.

Gas discoveries in August included 
five in the San Antonio area (District 
1), 35 in the Refugio area (Dist­
rict 2), 24 in Southeast Texas (Dist­
rict 3), 48 in deep South Texas (Dist­
rict 4), two in East Texas (District 6), 
19 in West Central Texas (District 7B), 
one in the San Angelo area (Dist­
rict 7C), one in Midland area (Dist­
rict 8), three in North Texas (Dist­
rict 9), and five in the Panhandle (Dist­
rict 10).

Oil discoveries included two in the 
San Antonio area (District 1), four in 
the Refugio area (District 2), five in 
Southeast Texas (District 3), 11 in 
deep South Texas (District 4), three in 
East Texas (District 6), 22 in West 
Central Texas (District 7B), five in the 
Midland area (District 8), six in the 
Lubbock area (District 8A), and five in 
North Texas (District 9).

These totals were included in the 
1,740 oil, 568 gas, and 38 service 
completions operators reported in 
August. In July, operators filed 1,464 
oil, 440 gas, and 40 service comple­
tions.

Postal Inspector in Charge D.C. 
Strader, Fort Worth, TX, and James 
A. Rolte, Dallas, TX, United States 
Attorney for the Northern District of 
Texas, have announced that on 
Wednesday, August 8 , 1984, Peggy 
D. Stines and Donald R. Stines were 
indicted by a federal Grand Jury at 
Dallas, TX. The indictment charges 
22 counts of mail fraud and 3 counts 
of interstate travel in futherance of 
the mail fraud scheme.

Doing business as North Texas 
Film Processors, Inc., and Garland 
Film Buyers Group, the defendants 
accepted monies from investors to 
supposedly purchase used film 
which was then to be processed to

extract silver from the film. The 
indictment alleges monies received 
from investors totaled in excess of 
$10,000,000. Early investors were 
paid interest credits of 8% to 12%. It 
is alleged that the defendants en­
couraged investors to recruit other 
individual investors, to form limited 
partnerships, or to invest additional 
monies. Potential investors were 
encouraged to participate by false 
representations that; North Texas 
Film Processors, Inc., or Garland 
Film Buyers Group owned film 
processing plants at Lake Dallas, 
Lewisville, Tyler, and the Dallas/ 
Fort Worth area in Texas, and also at 
Shreveport and Monroe, LA; that the 
firms had 60 employees, including 
approximately 30 who were film 
buyers; that the firms were buying 
old training film from the Dallas 
Cowboy football team; that the firms 
had contracts to sell silver to General 
Motors and General Dynamics; that 
silver was picked up daily at the 

^proce§5Wk Vehi­
cles and stored in bank vaults; that 
employees of the firms were re­
quired to take polygraph exami­
nations; and that the firms pur­
chased millions of dollars in used

photographic film.
It was also falsely claimed that 

interest payments paid to investors 
were paid from funds received from 
the sale of silver which had been 
extracted from used film, when 
actually the funds were obtained 
from later investors.

The defendants also falsely repre­
sented that they would not receive 
any monies from investors, but their 
profit would come from a fee charged 
for processing film, while they well 
knew they were converting in­
vestors’ funds to their own use by 
purchasing a ranch, airplane, oil 
lease, automobiles, jewelry, and 
furs.

If convicted of all charges, the 
defendants face a possible maximum 
penalty of 140 years imprisonment 
and $55,000 in fines.

Postal inspectors get mail 
fraud indictments against 2

Mr. and Mrs. J. McCartney were 
due home Tuesday after spending 
some vacation time in Las Vegas, 
Nevada.

After months of preparation, which 
included providing several thick vol­
umes of written testimony and an­
swering hundreds of questions from 
intervenors. West Texas Utilities Co. 
representatives went to Austin Mon­
day, September 17, for a formal retail 
rate hearing before the Public Utility 
Commission of Texas.

WTU filed the rate case on June 8, 
asking for an increase which would 
boost annual retail revenue by $30.8 
million. This would be a 12.4 percent 
increase over the test year revenue on 
which the case is based.

In support of its request. WTU filed 
seven volumes of testimony by Com­
pany Officials and expert witnesses on 
subjects covering all aspects of WTU’s 
operations. Since the filing, auditors 
employed by the Texas Municipal 
League, which is intervening in behalf 
of several cities, have dug into WTU 
files to check data, while requests for 
information have come from all inter­
venors as well as from PUC staff. In 
bulk, the written requests for informa­
tion are three volumes thicker than 
WTl' s original filing.

Drilling
applications
processed
A total of 3,682 drilling applica­

tions were processed by the Railroad 
Commission in August, according to 
RRC Chairman Mack Wallace. In July, 
the Commission processed 3,851 ap­
plications.

The August 1984 total included 
3,113 applications for permits to drill 
new oil and gas tests, 90 applica­
tions to deepen existing holes, 337 
applications to plugback existing holes 
and 77 applications for service (non­
producing) wells. Operators also filed 
462 amended drilling applications.

For a boy born on a reasonably 

profitable East Texas farm, life can be 
pretty wonderful, especially during his 
irresponsible years, those years to 
about the beginning of school age, and 
especially, again, when he has five 
o l^ r  brothers, four o f whom are old 
enough to be of some help to a 
harassed father, saddled with seven 
kids and needing to make a living on a 
few hundred acres of East Texas farm 
lai^.

living was fairly simple in those 
loti^ ago days, to be sure, with 
everything to eat except sugar, flour, 
baking powder and soda raised on the 
faiin. There were no expensive auto­
mobiles to buy every few years--the 
horse and buggy, the surrey or the 
buckboard provided the infrequent 
transportation to town, when the said 
sugar and flour and a bit o f calico were 
needed. (A day in town, by the way. 
was the highlight of a boy's life and 
another story itself.)

The East Texas climate was diverse 
enough, pleasant and mean, hot and 
cold, sunny and cloudy, rainy and dry 
but alwavs favorable enough to pro­
duce a good and mostly long growing 
season. Enough good things grew in 
the woods, on bushes and vines along 
countrv lanes, and of course, in the 
fields and in mama's garden to keep a 
growing boy's belly full all his waking 
hours From the watermelon patch 
catne big lush, red meated melons 
which when npe were stored under 
the beds in the house and in the 
fifteen-foot well of cold water in the 
front yard, always ready to furnish a 
sumptuous repast every afternoon of a 
hot Summer day.

there were, in addition, canta­
loupes. strawberries, blackberries, 
blueberries, peaches, pears, plums, 
all r of w hich were stretched into 
winter-long treats through mom's 
expiertise in canning or preserving. 
There were hicktny nuts (if you had 
the stamina to crack one), there 
were black haws, and red haws, to 
pick in the woods, there were adven­
turesome traipses along and through 
the'dreen ’ -cast Texas for a drain or 
driitw--there were soft beds of pine 
needles that beckoned when a boy's 
romping called him for a few minutes 
rest, maybe a nap or maybe just lying 
on his back and grazing into a blue sky 
studded with contrasting cumulus 
clouds.

Nothing could be quite so satisfy­
ing as jirritating a big nest of yellow- 
jackets and standing the right distance 
away with a handy paddle and 
smacking the angry hornets before 
they smacked you. it wasn't always a 
winning game. Sometimes the critters

near age sister and one brother not too 
many years ahead, plus an occasional 
visit from some country cousins from 
miles away, a small boy yearned for 
play with one near his own age. Old 
Aunt Emma’s boy. Jack, from over the 
mountain was the pick. And what a pal 
he was. That kinky head was an almost 
daily delight. Sometimes when Aunt 
Emma came over to do the washing, 
with zinc wash tubs on wooden 
benches, and black wash pots holding 
boiling water heated by wood fires 
built around the pots and used to ‘boil 
the clothes,’ after which they were 
paddled on a near-by stump with a 
hand-hewn hickory paddle, then 
rinsed, squeezed and hung on the line 
to dry--on those days Jack came along 
and we had a joyous day of boy play 
and exploring.

Often when Aunt Emma came 
walking over the mountain, she could 
be seen carrying three bucketsfull of 
ripe blackberries, one in each hand 
and one on her head.

Back to things good to eat, the farm 
produced bountiful crops of string 
beans, cream peas, blackeyed peas, 
tomatos, onions, potatos, sweet and 
Irish, corn for roasting ears and 
popcorn, cucumbers and all kinds of 
vegetables, which were eaten fresh or 
preserved in one way or another for 
vear-round consumption. Potato 
banks, big mounds of earth covered 
cellars filled with sweet potatoes, that 
were a boys delight through the

winter, baked in that wood stove.

•Some things you can’t erase from 
memory about life on an East Texas 
farm:

•The big dogwood tree left in the 
middle of a field near the house in full 
bloom in the Spring a huge snowball of 
white flowers standing tall in the field.

•Sliding down the sloping roof of 
the big barn and landing on a pile of 
hay in front of the shed.

•Seeing that the cats got a helping 
of warm milk in the cowlot at milking 
time and seeing that a boy’s favorite 
dog got his share of the scraps at 
feeding time.

•Plaving hide-n-seek and ante-over 
with the city cousins on their visit to 
the farm.

• 1 lu overpowering sweet smell of 
Juicy Fruit chewing gum in the 
country store on those infrequent 
visits to town, and the relief from the 
hunger paings stirred by those smells 
in the store when we found the 
goodies in sacks in the wagon on the 
way home.

Change from a setting that was 
idvllic in the eyes of a 6-7 year old had 
sometime to come and the wiser head 
of the clan saw to that change. But 
with such memories to recall it’s small 
wonder that vou can get the boy out of 
the countrv but you can’t get the 
countrv out of the boy---even after 
he's a man.

Officials from seven states met in 
Austin recently to discuss the federal 
government’ s offer to the states on 
offshore oil lease money.

For 
example, if national banks become 
authorized to maintain branch of­
fices, this amendment would extend 
the same privilege to state banks. 

The proposed constitutional 
amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “ The constitu­
tional amendment to provide 
state banks the same rights and 
privileges as national banks.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 19 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that restructures the Permanent 
University Fund to provide: (1) 
for the expansion of the institutions 
eligible to participate in the bond­
ing capacity of the fund to include 
the components of The University 
of Texas and Texas A&M Univer­
sity systems that have been added 
to those two systems of higher 
education since the Permanent Uni­
versity Fund was last restructured 
by constitutional amendment; (2 ) 
for the expansion of the purposes 
for which bond proceeds can be ex­
pended from new construction to 
include major repair and rehabili­
tation projects and the acquisition 
of major capital equipment (e.g., 
computers and laboratory equip­
ment) and library books and mate­
rials; (3) for an increase in the 
bonding capacity from 20% (% for 
The University of Texas System 
and ’ 3 for the Texas A&M Univer­
sity System) to 30% (20% for The 
University of Texas System and 
10% for Texas A&M University 
System) of the value of the assets 
(exclusive of real estate) in the 
Permanent University Fund in or­
der to provide sufficient bond pro­
ceeds to care for the addition of 10 
new institutions to those authorized 
to participate in the Permanent 
University Fund bonding program 
and , to care for the expanded pur­
poses for which the bond proceeds 
can he spent; and (4) for the dedi­
cation of the dividends, interest, and 
other income from the Permanent 
University Fund remaining after 
payment of principal and interest 
due on bonds and notes issued, to the 
provision of support and mainte­
nance (over and above normal leg­
islative appropriations) for Texas 
A&M University in Brazos County, 
Prairie View A&M University, and 
The University of Texas at Austin.

House Joint Resolution 19 also an­
nually appropriates $100 million in 
each fiscal year, beginning Septem­
ber 1, 1985 (from the first money 
coming into the state treasury that is 
not otherwise appropriated by the 
constitution) for the use of those

agencies and institutions of higher 
education which are not included in 
The University of Texas or Texas 
A&M University Systems and, there­
fore, not eligible to participate in the 
Permanent University Fund bond­
ing program. The amount of this 
appropriation could be adjusted 
every five years by a % vote of 
the Legislature, but could not be 
adjusted in such a way as to affect 
outstanding bonding indebtedness. 
Each institution of higher educa­
tion that is eligible to participate 
(i.e., those institutions of higher 
education outside The University of 
Texas and Texas A&M University 
Systems) would be authorized to 
expend directly its share (such 
share to be determined pursuant to 
an equitable formula) of the $100 
million appropriation for the pur­
poses of acquiring land, construct­
ing and equipping buildings or oth­
er- permanent improvements, major 
repair and rehabilitation of other 
permanent buildings or improve­
ments, and acquisition of major 
capital equipment (e.g., computers 
and laboratory equipment) and 
library books and materials. Addi­
tionally, each institution would be 
authorized to issue bonds backed by 
a pledge of up to 50% of its share 
of the $100 million annual appro­
priation for the purpose of land 
acquisition, new construction, and 
major repair and rehabilitation 
projects.

Except in the case of fire or 
natural disaster and in other extra­
ordinary cases, verified by a two- 
thirds vote of each house of the 
legislature, all institutions of high­
er education would be precluded 
from receiving appropriations of 
general revenue funds for the pur­
poses of land acquisition, new con­
struction, and major repair and 
rehabilitation projects.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“ The constitutional amendment 
to create from general revenue a 
special higher education assis­
tance fund for construction and 
related activities, to restructure 
the Permanent University Fund, 
and to increase the number of 
institutions eligible to benefit 
from the Permanent University 
Fund.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 65 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
which authorizes the legislature to 
provide for the payment of assis­
tance to the surviving dependent 
parents, brothers, and sisters of of­
ficers, employees and agents of the 
state or its political subdivisions, 
including members of organized 
volunteer fire departments and 
members of organized police reserve 
or auxiliary units authorized to 
make arrests, who die in the course 
of performing hazardous official 
duties. Payments to surviving 
spouses and dependent children of

such officers, employees, and agents 
are already authorized by the Con­
stitution.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to pro­
vide for payment of assistance to 
the surviving dependent parents, 
brothers, and sisters of certain 
public servants killed while on 
duty.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 20 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
which abolishes the office of county 
treasurer in Bexar and Collin coun­
ties if a majority of the voters in 
each of those counties vote in favor 
of abolishing the office of county 
treasurer in a local election to be 
held on the issue. All the powers, 
duties, and functions of the office 
of county treasurer in each of these 
counties would be transferred to 
the county clerk.

The proposed constitutional 
amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “ The constitu­
tional amendment to abolish the 
office of county treasurer in 
Bexar and Collin counties.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 22 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
which provides a new method of; 
filling a vacancy in the office of 
Lieutenant Governor. The amend­
ment requires the President pro 
tempore of the Senate to call to­
gether the committee of the whole 
Senate within 30 days after a 
vacancy occurs in the office of Lieu­
tenant Governor. The committee 
would be required to elect one of 
its members to perform the duties 
of the Lieutenant Governor until 
the next general election. This in­
dividual would continue his duties as 
Senator at the same time that he 
performs the Lieutenant Governor’s 
duties. If the Senator who is elected 
ceases to be a Senator before the 
next general election, another Sena­
tor must be elected according to the 
above procedure to perform the Lieu­
tenant Governor’s duties. The Presi­
dent pro tempore would be re­
quired to perform the Lieutenant 
Governor’s duties pending the elec­
tion of one of its members by the 
committee of the whole Senate.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows; 
“ The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the state senate to 
fill a vacancy in the office of 
lieutenant governor.”

PROPOSITION NO. 6 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 73 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that permits the use of public funds 
and credit for payment of premi­
ums on non-assessable life, health, 
or accident insurance policies and 
annuity contracts issued by a mu­
tual insurance company authorized 
to do business in this state. The con­
stitutional prohibition against a 
grant of public money to an individ­
ual, association, or corporation or 
against becoming a stockholder in a 
corporation, association, or com­
pany has limited life and health 
group policies of political subdivi­
sions to non-mutual insurance com­
panies. The amendment would per­
mit mutual insurance companies to 
bid for those policies.

The proposed constitutional 
amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: The constitu­
tional amendment to permit use 
of public funds and credit for 
payment of premiums on certain 
insurance contracts of mutual 
insurance companies authorized 
to do business in Texas.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 4 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
to change the membership of the 
State Commission on Judicial Con­
duct to include one Judge of a Mu­
nicipal Court and one Judge of a 
County Court at Law, who shall be 
selected at large and appointed by 
the Supreme Court with the advice 
and consent of the Senate.

The amendment also provides 
additional grounds for removal from 
office of judges or justices of Texas 
courts, and provides additional dis­
ciplinary actions that could be taken 
in lieu of removal or censure. The 
amendment would extend the Com­
mission’s disciplinary authority to 
masters, magistrates, and retired 
or former judges who hear cases 
by designation. The amendment 
creates a tribunal to review recom­
mendations O f the State Commission 
on Judicial Conduct for lemoval or 
retirement of a judge or justice. The 
review tribunal would be composed 
of seven (7) Justices or Judges of 
the Courts of Appeals selected by lot 
by the Chief Justice of the Supreme 
Court. The amendment also provides 
for appeal of the review tribunal’s 
decision to the Supreme Court of 
Texas and grants an accused judge 
the right to discovery of evidence. 

The proposition will appear on 
the ballot as follows: The con­
stitutional amendment relating to 
the membership of the State 
Commission on Judicial Conduct 
and the authority and procedure 
to discipline active judges, cer­
tain retired and former judges, 
and certain masters and magis­
trates of the courts.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 22 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
which increases the per diem of 
members of the Legislature. The 
amount of per diem allowed during 
a calendar year would be equal to 
the maximum amount set in federal 
income tax statutes as of January 
1 of that same year as a deduction 
for ordinary and necessary business 
expenses incurred by a state legisla­
tor. Current per diem is $30; the 
maximum deduction is now $75.

The proposed constitutional 
amendm.ent will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “ The constitu­
tional amendment to provide a 
per diem for members of the leg­
islature equal to the maximum 
daily amount allowed by federal 
law as a deduction for ordinary 
and necessary business expenses 
incurred by a state legislator.”

Use of light Investments must have 
can decrease IRS registration number
utility bills
For years America’s architects have 

turned their backs on daylight. Now 
that rejection of free energy is 
showing up on our utility bills, says a 
Texas A&M University architect.

Raymond Reed, professor of archi­
tecture and a member of the American 
Institute of Architects’ Task Force on 
Energy Conservation, says that day- 
lighting-or the use of natural light- 
offers “ one of the greatest poten­
tials for producing energy efficient 
buildings-particularly office build­
ings.’ ’

Studies have shown that up to 50 
percent of a building’ s energy cost can 
be attributed to lighting, Reed said.

“ Architects have become depend­
ent on artificial lighting of spaces. If 
we can depend on natural light for any 
portion of the day we save not only the 
electricity used in fueling the lights, 
but also the air conditioning that 
counteracts the heat from those 
lights,”  he said.

“ The idea is that you can design 
with nature as opposed to overcoming 
nature with technology,”  Reed said.

If you are asked to invest, ask to see 
the investment’ s IRS registration 
number. The new tax act passed in 
July requires that almost all invest­
ments be registered with the IRS. The 
registration number of the investment 
must then be filed with the tax return 
claiming any deductions or credits for 
the investment.

But an investment that has an IRS 
registration number does not have the 
IRS “ stamp of approval.”  “ The whole 
purpose of the registration process is 
to give IRS a new tool in deciding 
which tax shelters to audit,”  said 
Glenn Cagle, IRS Director, Dallas 
District. “ This provides a system for 
linking the promotion, the promoter, 
and the investors.”

Cagle explained that the new provi­
sion is Congress’ answer to the 
growing number of abusive tax shel­

ters. “ While there are nljlny ways to 
legally minimize the tax, one owes- 
a home mortgage is an example of a 
legal tax shelter-only the imagination 
limits the number of illegitimate 
schemes that can be tried,”  he said. 
“ IRS is meeting this challenge head- 
on. We have a very active audit 
program. With the average additional 
assessment for a return claiming an 
abusive shelter running at $21,336, we 
feel we’re making some impact.”  

“ The buyer beware”  are good 
watchwords where tax shelters are 
concerned. Cagle advised, “ Our best 
advice to taxpayers who wish to invest 
is to evaluate any proposal on its 
overall profile. If the tax consequen­
ces did not exist, would this still be a 
worthy investment? If you cannot 
answer yes to this question, say no to 
the sale.”

Effective treatment of drug and 
alcohol abuse involves the patient’ s 
entire family and deals simultaneous­
ly with all substances being taken, 
according to an article in Texas 
Medicine.

“ The basic assumption is that the 
entire family is affected by the 
chronic drug abuse of one or more of 
its members,”  wrote Dr. Stuart S. 
Nemir, a psychiatrist, and Dr. Charles 
McDonald a psychologist, both of 
Austin.

Family members can learn how they 
may be contributing to the patient’ s 
problem and how they can change 
this, the doctors said.

They also noted that treatment 
programs no longer focus on alcohol as 
the primary drug of abuse. A wide 
range of abused drugs-both prescrip­
tion and illegal, often combined with 
alcohol-are now dealt with in the 
same program, the doctors said.

Their article appeared in the June 
issue of Texas Medicine, the journal of 
the Texas Medical Association.

Nemir and McDonald said the prim­
ary goal of chemical-abuse treatment 
is to get the person off drugs without] 
triggering withdrawal symptom s. 
“ The process is complete when the 
patient is mentally clear, is off all 
medications used for detoxification, 
and has been restored to physical 
health.”

Restoring physical health involves 
an exercise program, balanced meals 
vitamin supplements, and sufficient 
bed rest, the doctors said.

Another goal of treatment is to 
break through the isolation and loneli­
ness that keep the patient separate 
from others and make him unable to 
accept the help needed to begin 
recovery.

“ To do this,”  the doctors said, “ the 
patient must explore changes in the 
lifestyle and personal associations 
which might lead to a return to drug 
taking.”  And, they added, new ways 
of having fun must be learned. Group 
and individual therapy may be in­
volved.

“ There is also a grieving process 
over the loss of the drug and the 
lifestyle associated with it,”  the 
doctors said, explaining that this is 
similar to losing a significant person in 
one’ s life.

The treatment also teaches the pat­
ient how to manage stress and crisis 
more effectively, the doctors said. 
Finally, the patient learns the signs of 
a possible return to drug abuse and its 
consequences.
