We do not usuaily print unsigned
letters, but we received a letter last
week from a local man that gave me
pause for thought. The letter was in
response to a column I had written
earlier giving my opinion about why
the younger voter is almost overwhel-
mingly in favor of the Reagan-Bush
ticket.

individuals. His letter ends with:

““As the effects of the quarts of
coffee that I drink to keep going wear
off, 1 feel sheepish "about having
written this, but still hoping that
someone can see it from my side of
view. Thanks for listening.’’

I was somehow touched by the
letter, since so much of it is true. Why
don’t we utilize our local workers?
Why do we always take the low bid
from an outside business or contractor

. when local bid is only a few dollars

higher? Why do our public officials
and school administrators go outside
of Crockett County to do business they
should be doing at home where local
taxes enable them to operate? I have
been paying county and school taxes
here for over 25 years and there have
been numerous incidents where busi-
ness which could have been handled
right here in this office was sent
elsewhere. I do not have the answer. It
remains a never-ending mystery.

When we were in the ranching
business, we could not have operated
without the llegals, or ‘‘wets as the
letter -states. Nobody else wanted to
work sheep at any price. However, if
the tide is not stemmed there will be
no jobs for painters, carpenters,
cooks, or other laborers and this is a
sad fact.

I have always felt American citizens
should not be forced to pay the price
for those who have entered this
country illegally, either in welfare or
schooling children. However, the U.S.
Supreme Court has a different opinion
and that’s the last word.

AUSTIN—While the Texas Sec-
retary of State checks preliminary
itotals of the massive voter turnout
in Tuesday’s general election, politi-
‘cal party leaders are sorting the bal-
lot returns to dissect the largest vot-
ler registration war this state has
witnessed.

A month ago, party chiefs and
others knew the election result
would hinge on how the more than
one million new registrants would
vote. 5

The Democrats targeted precincts
that traditionally vote 65 percent
Democrat or better, figuring that
statistically they would pick up al-
most seven out of every 10 new
voters.

The Republicans weren’t sitting
idly, either—they concentrated on
their key precincts and on college
campuses, trying to take advantage
of the wave of conservatism there.

<n"the. final"days before the elee=
tion, each side claimed. victory m
the voter registration war, but pri-
vately most political observers felt
that no one could say just who
gained where. It will be a favorite
subject of political reporting for
weeks to come.

No Son of ’82

This business of registering new
voters was what Democrats were

heavily banking on to overcome the
point spreads that polisters every-
where were shaking out of their
computers. Until the last weekend,
virtually every poll made public in-
dicated the Republicans—Ronald
Reagan and Phil
leading the Democrats in Texas,
anywhere from 10 to 20 points.

But the same polling results in
'82 had Repubiicans overconfident
that Gov. Bill Clements would de-
feat his challenger Mark White, the
Democrat. And while the GOP
basked in the security of summer
poll results, the Democrats were
changing the rules of the game: they
were out registering new voters that
the pollsters didn’t even know about

et.
4 When the 82 returns came in,
the Democrats knew that their reg-
istration drive, coupled with an en-
ergetic and modernized “Get-Out-
The-Vote” effort, had done the
impossible.

They tried to work that same
plan again this year, but the Re-
publicans had caught on, at least
enough to neutralize the Demo-
cratic hopes of swelling the black

More Polarization?

In the election aftermath, it may

never be determined which party
actually profited from the massive
number of voter-citizens participat-
ing at the ballot box, aside from the
bottom line indicator of who won
and who lost.
Two years ago, the Democrats
| swept the entire ballot and promptly
1installcd a bevy of liberals in the
party headquarters, alienating or
|angering the conservatives of the
iparty. The bitter primary battle fea-
turing personal attacks from liberal
Lloyd Doggett against his two con-
servative rivals, Kent Hance and
Bob Krueger, further divided the
party. It was symptomatic of the
thinking of some liberal Democrats
that they could win without the con-
servatives once and for all because
of the new minority voter registra-
tion.

But whatever the final, official
outcome, the Republicans have
bounced back from their shattering
defeat only 24 months ago: Texas
.is again, and probably for all-time,
a two-party state. All s1gna!s indi-
cate -that more polanzatlon is likely
to occur.

Or Reconciliation?

However ignored or overlooked
the moderate voter was in this elec-
tion, they could find themselves the
target of persuasion from both par-
ties in the coming months.

Conceivably, conservative Demo-
crats could find themselves more at
home in the GOP because of fiscal
philosophy and liberal Republicans
could feel more comfortable in the
Pemocratic Party because of social
issues.

Perhaps the most obvious factor
will be how the liberal party lead-
ership treats conservative Democrat
Kent Hance, an all-but-announced
candidate for some statewide office
in '86. Whether they embrace his
candidacy as good for party unity
or whether they urge his final oust-
ing on grounds of party purity will
make a big difference on future
elections.

Children and Snacking

Dietary likes and dislikes, along
with many eating habits and patterns
have their roots in a person’s early
years. Sensible snacking is a good
eating habit to foster.

Start teaching children that portion
size is an important part of healthy
eating. This can be done in a very
natural way. You can show portion
size by preparing your child’s plate
and children will become used to
seeing reasonable servings of various
foods. (For example, if you're serving
a sandwich with potato chips, place
sandwich and chips on a child’s plate
before bringing it to the table.)
Also, avoid forcing children to clean
their plates.

Team snack foods with other nutri-
tious foods to encourage children to
appreciate a variety of different tastes.
For example, potato chips and cheese
dip, ice cream topped with fresh fruit,
or peanut butter on carrot strips are all
good, tasty snacks to try.

Federal Land Bank to up
interest rates on farm loans

The Federal Land Bank of Texas
variable interest rate will increase
from 11.00 percent to 11.50 percent on
Farms loans and from 11.50 percent to
12.00 percent on Rural Residence and
Farm Related Business loans, effect-
ive November 1, 1984, said Michael
W. Smith, president of the Federal
Land Bank Association of Sonora.

The increase comes as an effort to
narrow the widening gap between
what the Land Bank pays for money on
the financial market and what it
charges borrowers under the variable
interest rate plan. Over the last three

years, the bank’s average cost of
funds outstanding has been in the 12
percent range, exceeding the loan rate
to borrowers.

At the bank’s annual stockholders
meeting in March, directors from the
Federal Land Bank Association of
Sonora joined other association direct-
ors and voted to forego compensation
for their local association in 1984,
enabling the bank to postpone an
interest rate increase at that time.
