I’ve heard the saying many times ’T 
don’t understand all I know about 
that.” That’s sort of the feeling I get 
when they discuss the leasing of the 
hospital to the Shamrock Group, or the 
Shannon Hospital Satellite organiza­
tion.

On the one hand, it will increase 
Ozona’s medical care facilities, and on 
the other it will close the hospital for 
patients who require lengthy stay.

They say Medicare requirements 
have become so stringent, it is almost 
impossible to admit a patient. Does 
this also apply to those Ozonans who 
have private insurance and are not on 
Medicare.

Of course, without surgery and the 
delivery of babies, the hospital is 
already tittle more than an emergency 
station for aid while being transferred 
elsewhere.

I asked and have been assured there 
will be no change in kitchen and care 
center personel, but that i ^ u t  40 jobs 
will be lost in the hospitd area. Will 
this not have an impact on Ozona’s 
economy?

Monday there were three patients in 
the hospital. Two of these were care 
center patients. So if a staff of 40-odd 

' is required for a small patient load, it 
does seem a little ridiculous. I 
understand that 8 R.N.s and 4 LVN’s 
arc required, whether or not there is 
even one patient in the hospital and 
that does seem a little extreme.

The two doctors on the staff at 
present take opposite sides in the 
matter. The organization wanting to 
lease, has promised 24-hour care with 
a physician on duty. They will remodel 
the south end of the hospital for 
doctor’s offices, four examination 
rooms and tWb hdlding rooms, renova­
ting and resupplying as they go. Other 
rooms in the north end would be made 
over for care center residents, or some 
of the rooms.

Everybody concerned agrees that 
something must be done, but nobody 
agrees on what. I certainly do not 
know the answer. If there is a more 
thankless job than being in law 
enforcement, it has to be accepting an 
unpaid spot on the hospital board. We 
have a good board with intelligent, 
hard-working people, and I would 
have to go along with their recommen­
dations.

Another meeting with the group is 
planned and Judge Fields has that all 
members of the court be present when 
this discussion takes place. We can 
hope for the good of all that wisdom 
and intelligence prevails.

Commissioners Court reviews 
budget and hears reports
The Crockett County Commission­

ers Court met Monday, July 15, in 
regular monthly session. The date was 
changed from the second Monday in 
the month in a called meeting held 
earlier.

Reports from various department 
heads were given and County Auditor 
Dick Kirby reviewed the proposed 
budget for 1986. ITiere were increa­
ses in all departments, with a 5% 
salary raise figured for all county 
employees and elected officials. The 
three commissioners present declined 
the salary increase for their posi­
tions, due, no doubt, to their part- 
time status. Commissioner B. W. 
Stuart was not present.

The hospital budget was deferred 
until a later date, until the hospital 
board and court make some decisions 
on the future of the hospital. They are 
presently negotiating with outside 
groups to lease and operate the 
hospital.

Jo Davidson, Ann McCartney, Glen­
da Henderson and Marie Pierson met 
with the court as members of the Care 
Center Auxiliary. Mrs. Davidson 
spoke to the court on behalf of the 
specially equipped van for the center. 
Fund-raisings and individual dona­
tions have brought the Care-A-Van 
fund almost to the half-way point, and 
the court was asked to contribute 
$5,000 toward the purchase of the 
$20,000 vehicle.

It was determined the general fund 
has enough surplus to comply with the 
request and the court agreed to make 
the money available. The decision 
drew applause from the auxiliary 
members present.

Mrs. Davidson explained to the 
court the van will be a county vehicle 
and asked the court to be responsible 
for the upkeep and insurance. She 
pointed out Wagoner-Perry Motors 
has submitted the lowest bid, and this 
includes maintenance for a period of 
two years. With the contribution from 
the county and the Blue Grass Festival 
which will be held next month, the

committee feels the van will be pur­
chased and in operation by Septem­
ber.

Jim Wilson, chief deputy, appeared 
on behalf of the Sheriff’s Depart­
ment. He asked for an adjustment in 
salary for Hector DeLaGarza, who is a 
deputy sheriff, but still on jailer 
salary. His request was granted and 
will be known in the 1986 budget. He 
was also given permission to purchase 
dress uniforms for the department, an 
amount which is already budgeted for 
this year.

Eddy Moore, who is fflling in for 
Onesimo Ortiz, acting road depart­
ment head who recently suffered a 
heart attack, gave the report for the 
department. Some personnel prob­
lems were discussed, and Moore was 
told not to pay employees who take off 
without notifying the office and having 
a valid reason. Moore also told the 
court his intention to apply for the 
position of road superintendent.

In giving the Civic Center and Youth 
Center report, Gariand Young, report­
ed the cooling in the building is 
working very well and that bookings 
were increasing daily. The Civic 
Center was closed briefly this summer 
to repair the cooling units. He also 
reported plans are underway for a 
back-to-schooi dance.

Bob Falkner appeared for the Ozona 
Volunteer Fire Department. He was 
given permission to purchase four 
nozzles for fire hoses at $250 each. He 
also reported seven members will be 
going to fire school at A«feM this year. 
Registration has increased and almost 
doubled for the school. Falkner said 
the school budget would need to be 
raised next year. He also indicated the 
possible need for a new booster truck, 
but could not justify the request at this 
time. He said the department needed 
a little more time before submitting 
the 1986 budget.

Hospital Administrator Don Hop­
kins gave the hospital and care center 
report. He acknowledged if two care 
center patients were not residing in

the hospital, there would be an 
average of one patient per day. 
The Shamrock proposal by Shannon 
Hospital was discussed briefly. Hop­
kins said he was looking at another 
proposal for leasing the hospital which 
would require no money from the 
county.

Sherry Scott and Louise LeDoux 
appeared on behalf of the public 
library. They submitted a budget and 
list of goals. Shelving has been 
delayed and will not be in until 
September, so no books have been put 
up as yet. A book drive is planned as 
soon as books are installed in the new 
facility. Mrs. Scott reported that so 
far, the library had about $43,000 in 
pledges. Of this amount, $28,000 has 
been turned over to the county treas­
urer.

Senate bill 449, which makes it 
mandatory for counties to deposit 
funds with the county treasurer once a 
day, was discussed. Counties with a 
population of under 50,000 were 
excluded, but the court in these 
counties must have the exclusion on 
record, so members of the court voted 
to hold the turnover of funds to once a 
month.

A Department of Public Safety 
request asking for more help was 
taken up. The county presently pays 
for part time help. The court voted to 
make the job a full time position with 
40 hours a week provided.

The Institute for Cognitive Devel­
opment, which covers the Family 
Shelter, asked for $3,000 a year from 
the county to assist in the battered 
women’s and children’s program. This 
was approved.

The proposed budget took up most 
of the noon hour, and following some 
discussion the court adjourned.

Ron Barbutti, school architect, an­
nounced Thursday that the Ozona 
Heritage School project has been 
awarded another honor. Barbutti, 
meeting with the Ozona Board of 
Trustees, announced he has received 
notification the project has been 
selected to be featured in the Exhibit 
of Meritorious Architecture at the 
Texas Association of School Adminis- 
trators-Texas Association of School 
Boards Fall Conference in San An­
tonio on September 28-30. It will 
compete with other school architec­
tural ventures for additional statewide 
recognition.

Barbutti also gave the trustees a 
progress report on the restoration 
project, and following board discus­
sion, the members voted to accept his 
recommendation that the project be 
designated “ substantially complete” . 
Plans are being made to move school 
furniture and equipment into the 
building as soon as possible, and 
formal dedication ceremonies are ten­
tatively scheduled to be held in 
September.

Board members accepted the resig­
nation of Steve Kenley, school busi­
ness manager, and Thomas Hanson, 
math teacher and coach at Ozona 
Middle School. Mae Lay, accounting 
clerk for the district, was hired for 
Kenley’s position, and Susan McMul- 
lan was employed to assist her.

The Board also announced two 
additional hirings. Bill Williams, a 
1970 graduate of Sul Ross State 
University, was hired to teach third 
grade in Ozona Intermediate School,

and Debbie Porter, girls volleyball and 
track coach at Mertzon, was hired as 
social studies teacher in Ozona Middle 
School. She will assist Rhonda Yar­
borough, head girls coach, in basket­
ball and track.

The bid of Bolain Equipment Com­
pany was accepted for the purchase of 
two nineteen passenger school buses, 
and bids for the purchase of school 
cafeteria equipment were also ac­
cepted.

The Board voted to sponsor a review 
course developed by the University of 
Texas at Austin that is designed to 
support professional educators in re­
viewing skills that will be meas­
ured by the Texas Examination of 
Current Administrators and Teachers 
(TECAT) next spring. The review 
course consists of an all-day workshop 
led by a specially trained presenter 
and will be free of charge to Ozona 
teachers.

Assistant Superintendent Ted Cot­
ton gave the board a report on the 
1985 Texas Assessment of Basic Skills 
and the members reviewed school 
policies, athletic department train­
ing rules, and student insurance.

At the conclusion of his report on 
the TABS results. Cotton stated that in 
looking at the results of the tests for 
the past six years, it is evident that 
Ozona teachers have been working 
extremely hard in teaching these skills 
to the students. Much progress has- 
been made since the first tests were 
adminis{ered in 1980, and it could not 
have been accomplished without good, 
hardworking teachers.

Charges result from 
high speed auto chase

Another high speed chase last 
Tuesday night resulted in the arrest of 
a 39-year-old Oregon man and multi­
ple charges filed against him. The 
chase started at the rest stop 15 miles 
west of Ozona when Trooper Neil 
Lovorn attempted to stop a car he said 
radar showed was traveling at 77 miles 
per hour in a 55-mph zone. The driver 
slowed and turned into the rest stop, 
but then accelerated, heading west at 
a high rate of speed.

Lovom radioed for assistance after 
it became apparent the driver had no 
intention of stopping. The driver, 
Norman Bruce Welch of Fortland, 
Oregon, was driving a rented car. He 
turned the’ headlights off and was 
traveling at 100 miles an hour when he 
approached a moving roadblock set up 
by Trooper Jesse Malone and Pecos 
Constable Earl Malone. Both officers 
had to take evasive action to avoid a 
collision with the fleeing vehicle.

Welch was finally arrested about 11 
p.m. near Sheffield after his car 
veered off I-10 and crashed into a 
fence.

He was not injured by any of the 
eight shots fired at the vehicle during

the latter stages of the 20-minute 
chase that covered 29 miles. He was 
fired at after he drove directly at law 
enforcement vehicles in life-threaten­
ing situations.

Welch was arraigned before Peace 
Justice Elsie Mirike at Sheffield on a 
felony charge of aggravated assault on 
a police officer and misdemeanor 
charges of driving while intoxicated, 
fleeing a police officer and speeding.

At last report, Welch was being 
held in Pecos County Jail in Fort 
Stockton in lieu of $15,000 bond on a 
felony charge of aggravated assault- 
threat with a deadly weapon and 
$1,000 bond on the driving while 
intoxicated charge.

WTU increases fuel cost 
savings to be refunded
West Texas Utilities Co. has in­

creased by $3.9 million the amount of 
fuel cost savings it wants to refund to 
its customers, bringing the total to 
$17.6 million.

This amount reflects the fuel cost 
savings achieved in June, and a lump 
sum refund of the remaining balance 
reconciled in the Company’s last rate 
case.

The June fuel savings totals $1.6, 
with interest. The figures for June 
were not available when the original 
request to refund $13.7 million was 
filed with the Public Utility Commis­
sion on July 2.

The additional $2.3 million requests 
a lump refund of fuel cost savings 
balance, plus interest, realized prior 
August 1984. Un^er the Commission’s 
order in the Company’s last general 
rate case, refund of the total savings 
commenced in mid-November 1984 
and is scheduled to be completed in 
November 1985.

The Company has concurred in the

PUC staff’s recommendation that the 
remaining balance be refunded in one 
lump sum along with the fuel accumu­
lated since last August.

The Company estimates that the 
increased refund will add about $9 to 
the $32 refund already requested, for 
a typical residential customer.

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AN EPIDEMIC OF LAWSUITS

Since 1974, the number of product-liability lawsuits filed in federal 
courts has risen by more than 500 percent — costing U.S. companies, 
and ultimately consumers, billions of dollars, much of which has ended 
up in the pockets of attorneys.

The listing of lawyers in the Washington, D.C., “ Yellow Pages,”  for 
exampte, now takes up more than forty (That’s right, forty!) pages. This 
army of legal briefers includes a number of superstare, s u ^  as Baltimore 
Orioles owiief Edward Bennett Williams. In addition, former Vice Presi­
dent Walter Mondale and other out-of-office politicians who refuse to go 
home are practicing here, as are many others who apparently make a living 
chasing ambulances and product-liability cases. There is even one law firm 
named Accident Associates, which specializes in “ personal injury claims 
arising out of . . . dangerous products.”  Many of the law firms which 
specialize in such practice advertise “ no fee if no recovery,”  meaning, 
of course, that they’ll use any dirty trick in the book to win a case, because 
if they don’t win they don’t buy a new Lincoln Continental or Mercedes.

The product-liability epidemic has hurt consumers in other ways. Ex­
tremely high product-liability insurance costs have led some manufacturers 
to drop certain product lines rather than face nuisance suits. Connaught 
Laboratories, for example, discontinued production of its DPT (diptheria, 
whooping cough, typhoid) vaccine for several months because it could 
not obtain liability insurance, resulting in a temporary nationwide shortage 
of the important childhood vaccine. Merrell Dow I%armaceuticals, a sub­
sidiary of Dow Chemical, discontinued production of the drug Bendectin, 
considered the only safe and effective treatment for women suffering from 
severe nausea during pregnancy, when the cost of liability insurance 
reached $10 million annually, nearly equal to Bendectin’s $12 million to 
$13 million annual sales revenues.

There are hidden costs as well. For instance, it is now estimated that 
20 percent of the cost of a single stepladder goes to pay for liability insur­
ance, lawyers, and other such costs.

> ^en  a product-liability case goes to court, the only people who usu­
ally make out are the lawyers. According to a Rand Corporation study 
of liability cases from asbestos-related injuries, attorneys walked away 
with 63 percent of all damage awards.

Currently, there is no one standard for determining when and if a com­
pany or individual should be held liable for injuries resulting from an al­
legedly harmful product. The different states have different rules. Twenty 
states don’t even have product-liability laws. In some jurisdictions, a per­
son might be entitled to damages, while a similar injury in another juris­
diction might be thrown out of court.

Because consumer products move freely in interstate commerce, it is 
clear that a rational, national policy is needed to deal with product liabil­
ity, not only to protect U.S. consumers against faulty p iq u ets , but to 
protect them against the unintended consequences and enormous costs of 
feverish litigation as well.

While some thoughtful critics have suggested that an alternative could 
be found in a “ no-fault”  victim’s compensation fund operated by the fed­
eral government, the creation of such a tax-financed fund would inevitably 
result in the creation of a new interest group to lobby for expansion of 
its coverage and benefits. Above all, it would again place the ultimate 
burden on U.S. taxpayers.

The issues of liability must be addressed in a fair and rational way. 
The current system is causing as much harm as it is doing good. The 
only people who are really benefitting from all the confusion are the 
lawyers.______________________________________________________

The High Court’s upholding 

of the no pass-no play rule will 
probably end the ruckus and 
lawsuits over the controversial 
new law which requires stu­
dents to pass all courses or give 
up extracurricular activities.

Now that We "aite in midsummer in 
our area, there may be both a plus and 
minus side to having a successful and 
enjoyable time this year. The showers 
that came our way and gave our 
landscape gardens a refreshing ap­
pearance, left us with hope for a good 
soaking rain soon.

On the plus side, many flowers are 
at their peak of bloom, it is a great 
time for outdoor living in the early 
morning and late evening. Also the 
fun of harvesting all kinds of garden 
vegetables. Do drive around and see 
the many beautiful and well-groomed 
gardens in our city.

There is always a minus side too it 
seems. The first problem is that weeds 
grow so prolifically to make our 
streets, vacant lots, business fronts 
and alleys untidy. Will you help 
prevent this by doing your share to 
beautify and keep Ozona clean?

Many beautiful crepe myrtles are in 
full bloom now, so keep faded flower 
heads clipped to prolong their bloom­
ing. Also, clip hibiscus and althea 
blooms after fading.

Colorful coleus plants may be used 
to fill in where annuals and peren­
nials have finished blooming.

The Gloriosa Daisy has proven to be 
a sturdy plant that will take the hot, 
dry weather and produce long lasting 
attractive flowers. Some take the 
winter fine while others may have to 
be replaced.

A popular hardy plant that does well 
here is the blue gray or green foliage 
evergreen Santolina. It bears small 
yellow flowers during most of the 
summer. It is particularly at home 
around rocks, or can be used for a 
spreading ground cover.

Some Texas consumers are express­
ing concern about buying poultry 
labeled as “fi-esh,” only to discover at 
home that it seems partially frozen, 
says Texas A&M University Agricul­
tural Extension Service nutritionist 
Dr. Alice Hunt.

According to United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture rules, a poultry 
product may be labeled fresh as long 
as it is not completely frozen, even 
though there may be a slight fi-ozen 
crust on the surface, she says. Most 
poultry plants now pack poultry in ice 
and hold it at 28 degrees F., or chill 
the birds with nitrogen. The results of 
these quick-chilling processes is a 
slight crusting of ice crystals on the 
surface of the birds.

“The surface feels frozen, but the 
inside is not, therefore the bird is still

basically fresh,” Hunt explains. Since 
it’s not fi-ozen, you can cook it using 
the same temperature and cooking 
time you use for unfi-ozen poultry, or 
you can freeze it for later use, she 
says.

Spider mites can cause big 
problems in home gardens

Donna Beth Davidson, accompanied 
by her son and his wife, Mr. and Mrs.

Spider mites are tiny but they can 
cause big problems in home gardens.

These pests prefer tomatoes, beans 
and peas and do most of their damage 
in hot, dry weather, points out Billy 
Reagor, county agent with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, The 
Texas A&M University System.

Spider mites, also called red spid­
ers, are only 1/60-inch in length and 
vary in color from white to green to 
red.

The tiny pests can build up quickly 
and completely engulf plants. They lay 
eggs on the underside of leaves, 
which hatch in four to five days. A 
complete life cycle takes three weeks, 
and as many as 20 overlapping gener­
ations can occur in a single year.

Mites spin a thin web which often 
can be seen on the underside of an 
infested leaf. They feed by inserting 
their mouth-parts into the tissue and 
sucking juice from the plant. While 
feeding, they inject toxic substances 
into the plant, the agent explains.

Infestations of spider mites can be 
identified by tiny white spots on the

underside of a leaf. Heavy infesta­
tions cause bleaching or yellowing, 
first along the main leaf veins and 
then throughout the plant. The plant 
may also shed buds and small fruit. 
Spider mites can completely defo­
liate a plant if not controlled.

Control of spider mites is often 
difficult and requires from two to four

applications of insecticide at five-day 
intervals. Plants should be checked 
ft-equently for spider mites since the 
pests can build up rapidly.

Insecticides registered for controll­
ing spider mites in gardens are 
diazinon, kelthane, malathion, ethion 
and sulfur. However, avoid using 
sulphur on vine plants as severe plant 
change could occur. Kelthane usually 
gives better control, provided it is 
cleared for the crop.

As always, read and follow label 
directions on all insecticides, cautions 
Reagor.

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Applying for Social Security 
retirement or survivors benefits
A person who plans to retire before 

65 should apply for Social Security 
benefits no later than the last day of 
the month he or she wants the benefits 
to begin. Benefits payable for months 
before the person becomes 65 usually 
can begin no earlier than the month of 
application. This also holds true for 
widows and widowers who will receive 
benefits before 65; however, widows 
and widowers can still receive a 
benefit for the month of a worker’s 
death if they apply during the follow­
ing month.

In general, a person who applies for 
retirement or survivors benefits after 
reaching 65 can receive payments for 
up to 6 months before the month of 
application. It is possible to apply as 
early as 3 months before the month 
benefits are to start. This will help 
assure that the first payment is 
received on time.

Applicants for Social Security bene­
fits should bring to the Social Security 
office their own card or a record of 
their number; and, if their claim is 
based on another person’s record, that 
person’s card or a record of his or her 
number as well; proof of age; a

marriage certificate if tl?e application 
is for a wife’s, widow’s, or widower’s 
benefits; children’s birth certificates if 
application is being made for them; 
and Form W-2 for the last 2 years or, if 
self-employed, copies of the last two 
Federal tax returns.

M anage your lawn to 
lower the water bill

When the weather turns dry, don’t 
just turn on your lawn sprinkler and 
then gripe about your high water bill.

By watering, fertilizing and mowing 
your lawn properly, you can reduce 
your water bill as much as 40 percent, 
says a turfgrass specialist.

“Conservation by the homeowner 
provides the only solution to high 
water bills and excessive water de­
mands during our hot and usually dry 
Texas summers,’’ says Dr. Richard 
Duble with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, The Texas A&M 
University System.

In small cities where industrial 
demand for water is low, lawn 
watering may account for as much as 
half of all the water used during 
summer months. Even in larger cities, 
lawns get 30 to 40 percent of all the 
water supplied by municipalities.

“ Most Texas lawns use about 2 
inches of water per week during the 
summer and most of this usually 
comes from irrigation,’’ Duble says. 
“ However, as little as 1 inch of water 
per week can keep lawns alive and 
green.

Exactly what can a homeowner do to 
reduce his summer water bill?

“ First, water your lawn only when 
grass starts to show signs of drought 
stress,’’ explains Duble. “ Look for 
discoloration and wilting. If leaves roll 
up in the late afternoon and foot­
prints remain after walking across the 
lawn, then water within 24 hours.

“ Once you’ve decided that your 
lawn needs watering, do it right,’’ he 
emphasizes. “ Most homeowners 
don’t water their lawns properly. They 
either water too often, causing grass 
to develop shallow roots and making it 
a prime target for insects, diseases 
and temperature extremes, or they 
water too infi-equently and apply too 
much water at one time, resulting in a 
lot of runoff.

“ When watering, soak the soil to a 
depth of 4 to 6 inches,’’ recom­
mends the specialist. In heavy clay 
soils, watering for 15 to 20 minute

periods may be necessary to prevent 
excessive runoff.

“Cutting back on lawn fertilization 
can also reduce watering,’’ says 
Duble. Applying fertilizer in the 
spring and fall will generally keep 
your lawn healthy. Fertilizing during 
the summer, especially with nitrogen 
fertilizer, will green up your lawn, but 
it will also increase grass growth and 
water use.

“ Mowing less often and cutting 
your grass at taller heights also will 
help keep your lawn in better shape 
during hot, dry weather,’’ adds Duble. 
“ St. Augustinegrass lawns do well 
when mowed at a 3-inch height, and 
bermudagrass lawns can be cut at a 
2-inch height.’’

Wells slated 
for Crockett 
county fields

Coblan Operating Co., Midland, 
will drill the No. 1-24 R. A. Harrell, a 
550-foot wildcat in Crockett County, 
surrounded by shallow failures, one 
location northeast of the Pulixy sand 
oil discovery and 17 miles south of 
Ozona.

Location is 1,700 feet from the north 
and 467 feet from the west lines of 
24-XX-C Moore.

The discovery, the firm’s No. 1- 
22 R.A. Harrell, was flnaled July 10, 
to pump one barrel of 24 gravity oil, no 
water, through perforations at 514-18 
feet.

The Harlaw multipay field of Crock­
ett County gained its current second 
San Andres oil producer and a 
3/8-mile northwest extension to that 
pay with completion of Beach Explor­
ation Inc., Midland, No. 3 Noelke 
“ B” , 11 miles southeast of Iraan, to 
pump 42 barrels of 22 gravity oil, no 
water.

Production was through perfora­
tions at 1,870-88 feet, which had been 
acidized with 1,500 gallons and frac­
tured with 24,750 gallons and 35,000 
pounds of sand.

The following tops were picked on 
ground elevation at 2,385 feet: Yates, 
975 feet; Grayburg, 1,740 feet; San 
Andres, 1,848 feet; Wolfcamp, 5,495 
feet and Cisco at 5,616 feet.

Drilled to 5,696 feet, with 4Vj- 
inch casing set at 2,108 feet, it is 
plugged back to 2,065 feet.

Location is 1,500 feet from the north 
and 2,100 feet from the east lines of 
31-GG-HE&WT.

The other San Andres oil producer 
in the field is shut in. The field also 
has Grayburg oil and upper Grayburg 
gas production.

Medical and health issues of 
legislature are reviewed

The IRS —  A Taxing Problem
During my six years as representative of the 21st District in Congress, 

I have never received more complaints and inquiries about die Internal 
Revenue Service than I have during the past four months.

The IRS has always been the federal agency Americans love to hate. 
During the 1985 tax season, however, passive dislike for this necessary 
institution has turned to rage and distrust as Americans have reacted to 
reports of shredded IRS documents in Austin and massive backups in 

; processing of returns in Philadelphia.
B My friend and fellow Texan, J.J. Pickle, has taken the lead in inves- 
rtigating the discrepancies uncovered in the IRS Service Centers, with 
^particular emphasis on the paper shredding incident in Austin. According 
Bo IRS investigators, a first-line ‘unit’ supervisor at the Austin Service 
BiCenter ordered an employee to destroy between 5,000 and 6,000 pieces 
^ f  taxpayer correspondence. Luckily, no actual tax returns were destroyed, 
Sand the IRS has taken steps to correct the procedures which had been used 
^ n  the Austin center.
5  The Philadelphia Service Center, which has had computer and human 
H^iroblems even more severe than the rest of the country this year, will not 
^ r a p  up processing of all its cases until August. More than 176,000 pieces 
^ f  taxpayer correspondence have piled up at the Philadelphia Center and, 
gto date, remain unanswered.
^  In response to questions from the members of the Ways and Means Over­
s ig h t  Subcommittee, IRS Commissioner Roscoe Egger testified that as of 
0 u n e  1, more than a million taxpayers who had filed their returns on time 
3had not yet received refunds to which they were entitled. Given the fact 
^ a t  the average refund this year is $833, one can calculate that as of June 
g l , the IRS was withholding more than $916 million which was due Ameri­
c a n  taxpayers.

The federal government pays a high price for these late returns, too. 
Jy law, the government must pay 13 percent interest on all refunds not 

returned to taxpayers by June 1. Commissioner Egger’s promise that 
drtually all outstanding returns would be processed by late July did little 

^ o  allay the concerns of the members of the Ways and Means committee, 
g  Clearly, the Internal Revenue Service is in need of a thorough house- 
c lean ing . This agency has not been responsive to the public, has broadened
5 t s  powers unnecessarily and is becoming increasingly inefficient. The
grow ing  inability of the IRS to carry out its basic tax-collecting and process- 
;^ng tasks is only one of the very real reasons that Americans have become 
disillusioned and resentful of what should be a willing contribution to 
^finance our federal government.
3  In recent years, the Congress has tried — with little or no success — 

impose order and enforce equity at the IRS. Perhaps the glaring ineffi­
c ien c ies  and deficiencies which occurred during the 1985 tax season will 
C t  last open Congress’ eyes — and stiffen our spine — in dealing with this 
^X)werful federal bureaucracy.

:; Practice slow, deep watering to

: 'plants become more stress-resistant.
■ Soaker hoses and drip irrigation 
i systems work well on trees and
■ shrubs. It’s more efficient to water at 
i night or early in the morning because 
i evaporation is less. However, night- 
j 'time watering can promote more 
::disease problems.
j \ Too much water can be as detri- 
i ; mental or even worse than not 

enough. The rate at which water is 
: applied should be no more rapid than 
I ' the rate at which the soil can absorb it. 
i : Never fertilize landscape plants when 
: I soil is dry. It’s best to water the area 
i ; one day, apply fertilizer the next day, 
i ; and then water again. Fertilizer will do 
11 no good unless it is dissolved and 
: • moved down into the soil.
11 Shrubs and trees near foundations, 
i : under eaves or on southern and 
;; western exposures need frequent wa- 
:; tering because they often get less 
i I benefit fi-om rainfall and have to deal 
:; with heat reflected from walls, 
i ; Plants on mounds or slopes suffer 
i ; from drought stress more easily than 
: ' those on level areas, so these require

more frequent watering.
Use an organic mulch of pine bark, 

chopped straw, hay or similar mater­
ial to reduce irrigation needs.

Treat water as a valuable resource. 
Use it to water plants when needed; 
but do not waste water. Although 
considered a renewable resource, 
good water supplies are becoming 
scarce in Texas.

David Marrs stopped for a visit in 
Ozona, Friday, as he was moving from 
Ruidoso, N.M. to Kerrville. He has 
been selling log homes in Ruidoso, the 
past two years. He will be in a 
partnership in Kerrville, known as 
Halmarr Log Homes, located in Woll- 
bright Plaza.

Legislation affecting health and 
medicine in Texas again occupied a 
prominent position in the recent 
legislative sessions.

The Texas Medical Association pro­
vided this summary of health issues 
fi-om the 69th Legislature (bills that 
passed require the governor’s sig­
nature to become law):

A bill to require all front-seat 
occupants of cars and most pickups to 
wear safety belts passed with the 
support of TMA and numerous other 
groups. But legislation that would 
have required seat belts on new school 
buses died in the Senate after clearing 
the House.

In a special session, legislators 
approved a $70 million program to 
improve health care for the poor, 
particularly pregnant women and in­
fants. Tl'tis program is expected to 
prevent many lengthy hospital stays 
resulting from inadequate health care 
during pregnancy and in infancy.

The Legislature decided to let the 
Texas Health Facilities Commission
die as of Sept. 1 under the state’s

sunset provisions. Commission ap­
proval was required for hospital and 
nursing home projects costing more 
than $600,000, but now the decision 
will be left to the free market place.

Another state agency under sunset 
review was the Texas Department of 
Health, which the Legislature voted to 
continue. The lawmakers added the 
regulation of abortion clinics to the 
health department’s duties. Each 
clinic would have to meet minimum 
medical standards and report each 
abortion to the state, but the clinic 
would not disclose names of patients 
or doctors.

Drinking an alcoholic beverage 
while driving is still legal in Texas (if 
the driver is not drunk) with the defeat 
of legislation that would have banned 
open alcohol containers in autos. And 
on Sept. 1, 1986, the minimum drink­
ing age is set to rise from 19 to 21 in 
response to a congressional threat to 
withhold federal highway funds. Gov. 
Mark White has signed this bill.

Relatives of terminally ill patients 
could halt life-support systems with

agreement fi-om a patient’s physician 
under another bill. This could happen 
only if the patient had not previously 
expressed his wishes. The legislation 
also expands current law to allow a 
patient to state his wishes orally as 
well as in writing.

The Texas Medical Association, a 
24,200-member organization of physi­
cians and medical students, supported 
the basic outcome of all these issues.

“ We have a far greater chance of 
contracting a food-borne illness as a 
result of our own negligence than from 
unsafe food products,’’ says a Texas 
A&M University Agricultural Exten­
sion Service nutritionist.

Control white 
grubs in

lawns now
White grub control in lawns is 

important during the summer season.
May or June beetles are emerging 

from the soil and starting to swarm in 
late evenings. Females are laying 
eggs and white grub worms that hatch 
will soon be feeding on roots of 
bermudagrass and St. Augustine- 
grass in home lawns. Once grubs 
begin feeding, control measures 
should be taken, says Billy Reagor, 
county agent with the Texas Agricult­
ural Extension Service, Texas A&M 
University System.

Treatment time varies with the 
particular area of the state and ranges 
from early July in South Texas to 
mid-August in the Panhandle. Home- 
owners in Crockett County will need 
to treat between July 15 - August 1. 
Timing of application is critical for 
adequate control.

White grubs in excessive numbers 
can heavily damage lawns, notes the 
agent. Check for white grubs by 
cutting a square foot section of sod 
with a shovel and examining the roots 
and soil to a depth of 4 inches. 
Examine at least one square foot of 
sod for 1,000 square feet of lawn area. 
Chemical treatment is needed if there 
are more than four grubs per square 
foot of sod.

Diazinon, Dursban or Dylox provide 
adequate control and should be used 
at recommended rates given on the 
chemical container label. The granular 
form is easier to apply and to wash 
into the soil than liquid or spray 
formulations. After using granules, 
drag the grass with a tow sack or water 
hose to knock them to the soil. Then 
apply enough water to soak the 
granules into the soil.

Apply diazinon sprays at the rate of 
25 gallons of water, including the 
insecticide, per 1,0(X) square feet to 
wash the insecticide into the soil. 
Wetting the lawn before spraying also 
helps. Alway keep children and pets 
ofi the treated lawn until the grass is 
dry.

The key to white grub control in 
home lawns is proper timing of 
chemical applications and getting the 
insecticide through the grass to the 
root zone where grubs are feeding, 
emphasizes the agent.

Further information is provided in 
the publication, “ White Grubs in 
Texas Turfgrass,” available at the 
county extension office.

NOTICE OF INTENT TO IMPLEMENT RATES
General Telephone Company of the Southwest in accordance with the Public Utility 

Regulatory Act and the Rules of the Public Utility Commission of Texas gives notice of 
its intent to implement new exchange access rates for the provision of shared tenant and 
tenant resale services.

These proposed rates are applicable to customers of General Telephone Company of 
the Southwest, excluding hotel/motel customers, who provide local exchange telephone 
service of General Telephone Company of the Southwest to their tenants or patrons on 
a resale or shared use basis. This resale or sharing arrangement is normally provided 
utilizing a customer-provided RABX or other similar stored control switch capable of common 
control processing or other features commonly associated with a PABX "Smart” switch.

These proposed rates are designed to recover costs on a usage basis for local exchange 
telephone service access and are identical to General Telephone’s “Optional Measured 
Service" rates.
