He was hunting with his sons
and other relatives on the Pie Pierce
ranch, when he was seen leaving the
hunting camp in a pick-up and driving
south on the Pandale Road.

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GORBACHEV: NICE SMILE, BUT
IRON TEETH

WASHINGTON, D.C.

When British Prime Minister Margaret Thatcher emerged from a
meeting with Soviet leader Mikhail Gorbachev, she proclaimed, “I like
Mr. Gorbachev. We can do business together.” It was an accolade seldom
heard about Soviet-leaders; and the American press played the meeting

as an indication.of radical.change in Kremlin thinking as the early symptoms .

of summit fever appeared. ‘But -as'the meeting between President-Reagan
and Gorbachev — the first such meeting of the Reagan presidency —
grows nearer, it is clear that Gorbachev is no different from past Soviet
leaders except in superficial style.

Gorbachev, like all Soviet leaders sice Lenin, reached his position by
clawing his way up through the Communist Party bureaucracy. He has
been active in Communist politics since his days at Moscow University
more than thirty years ago, rising through the ranks administering various
regional party committees. Gorbachev was brought to Moscow in 1978
to succeed Victor Kulakov, who died suddenly, as Central Committee
secretary responsible for agriculture.

As a member of the Central Committee, he was able to gain influence
with members of the all-powerful Politburo, joining the ruling body in
1980. Gorbachev played a key role in nominating another alleged Kremlin
“moderate,” Yuri Andropov, as general secretary when Leonid Brezhnev
died. When Andropov fell ill to kidney disease, it was his trusted confidant
Gorbachev who stood in to run day-to-day affairs.

There is substantial evidence to suggest that Gorbachev also ran the
Soviet Union during much of Konstantin Chernenko’s frail tenure.

With Gorbachev now visably in power, radical changes in Soviet policy
are unlikely. He is perhaps more hard-line than his predecessors, promoting
KGB chief Victor Cehbrikov to full Politburo membership. The early
optimism of world religious leaders that he might ease up on the persecution
of Soviet Jews and other religious believers has now been replaced with
a certain sadness that to Gorbachev, business-as-usual means turning the
screws more tightly than ever.

In an interview published in Time, Gorbachev said that relations
between the United States and the Soviet Union “are continuing to
deteriorate” and “the threat of war is not subsiding.”

“We are asking ourselves again and again if (the decline in relations)
is somehow connected with our actions,” he said. “But what is there that
we can reproach ourselves with in this context?”

Gorbachev has either no conscience or a bad memory: The attempted
assassination of the pope, the shooting down of a civilian airliner, and
the continued slaughter in Afghanistan are but a few examples of the sort
of mischief that must end if his peace-loving rhetoric is to be taken
seriously. ‘

Soviet President Andrei Gromyko aptly described Gorbachev in his
nominating speech: “This man has a nice smile, but he has got iron teeth.”

He is a man Ronald Reagan should meet — but may not want to do
business with.

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AUSTIN—The Texas Public
Utility Commission has had its
share of troubles this year,
catching flack not only for high
rates in Southeast Texas but
also for questionable and ex-
cessive expenses by the panel
and staff.

Last week the PUC got its
eye blacked again after legisla-
tors learned one commissioner
used thousands of dollars in
computer time, secretarial ser-
vices and taxpayer-paid re-
search to earn a Ph.D from the
University of Texas.

The governor and the PUC
chairman defended Commis-
sioner Dennis Thomas, saying
his dissertation on developing
a method to audit utility co-
operatives will benefit rate-
payers.

But the state senator who
_authored the state:employees.

_training act said he doubted if

lawmakers intended to autho-,
rize thousands in state funds
for research on advanced de-
grees.

-Other officials questioned
the use, too, especially of PUC
staff. ;

State records show Thomas
prepared his dissertation using
$2:800 in state computer time
and got PUC to pay $400 for
his tuition and $1,176 for a
part-time researcher.

He also had PUC secretaries
type and copy his 375-page
thesis.

Governor Mark White, who
appointed Thomas to the PUC
in 1984, defended him, saying
there was benefit to the rate-
payers and no abuse of state
money.

The governor also sent a let-
ter last week announcing new
procedures in use of such
funds, and he said Thomas will

After our‘\ welcome
showers and the soil is dry enough to
stir, take a critical look at the over all
appearance and make a list of im-
[provements you may wish to work
itoward.

The beautiful trees over our city are
the most colorful that I can remem-
ber, so do take a drive to see them all.

If you haven’t prepared the] bed for
roses, it should be done for ?lanting
next month or in the spring. Select an
open spot that gets at least six hours of
sun each day, has good drainage, and
has no competition for food and water
from tree or hedge roots. Roses grow
best in a rich porous slightly acid soil
that is supplied with additional plant
food each month during the growing
season. Select your roses now while
you may see them in bloom over our
city or visit the rose park in San
Angelo. It is to the left going into the
city on Beauregard just this side of the
river bridge. Here they try out new
roses for the All-American, Rose
Awards. You will find new varieties on
the market in the hybrid tea flori-
bunda, grandiflora and climbers. Most
climbing hybrid tea roses are ‘‘spring
only’’ bloomers.

If you haven’t planted pansies and
intend to, now is the time to get them
started. Be sure the bed is located in
sun or partial shade. The soil should
be well prepared to the depthof 12
inches. Add peat or compost and a
light feeding of complete fertilizer.
They should be planted at least 6
inches apart and cover lightly with a
mulch. Keep beds moist during the
growing season. }

Now that gardens are more or less
dormant for the winter maybe there
will be time to relax and enjoy your
garden library. It is a good time to
make note of your mistakes in plann-
ing or growing. Garden books and
subscription to garden magazines
make good Christmas gifts for friends
who are interested in growing, and
arranging flowers and plant material.
Also, select plants, garden tools,
accessories, containers, or many other
gifts that they will enjoy.

Dirty chimneys leading cause of home fires

Chimneys with heavy creosote de-
posits are a leading cause of home
fires in the United States each year.

Chimneys should be inspected an-
nually for creosote build-up, and now
is a good time to do so, says Dr. Gary
Nelson, safety engineer with the
Texas Agricultural Extension Service,
The Texas A&M University System.

burns. It escapes from a stove or
fireplace in the form of smoke and
condenses on the inside of the
chimney. Creosote is highly flam-
mable, and deposits one-fourth of an
inch deep or more should be removed,
emphasizes Nelson.

Once ignited, creosote can burn at
temperatures up to 3,000 degrees F.
The strong upward draft caused by
high-temperature chimney fires can
lift burning creosote out of the
chimney and onto the roof, possibly
spreading the fire to the rest of the
house, or even neighboring houses.

Chimney cleaning is a messy and
sometimes dangerous task which may
require climbing onto the roof. Al-
though chemical cleaners are avail-
able, most have been proven ineffec-
tive.

Nelson suggests steel brushes to
clean a chimney, using extension rods
to reach the entire length of the flue.
To avoid getting soot all over the
house, fasten a sheet over the opening
of the fireplace.

Chimney cleaning may best be
handled by a chimney sweep. He will
have a selection of brushes and will be
able to spot improper installation of
wood. stoves or chimney damage,

‘Cétgri.go Cervantez, all of Ozona.

Once the chimney has been cleaned,
proper use of the stove or fireplace can
reduce creosote buildup, he adds.

The newer, more efficient stoves
and fireplace inserts allow less heat
loss through the chimney. This lower
temperature inside the chimney en-
courages the accumulation of creo-
sote, Nelson explains. With hotter
fires, creosote is burned as it is
produced, leaving less to condense in
the chimney.

If the chimney and stove pipes are
free from excessive creosote deposits,
accumulation can be controlled by
burning a hot fire for about 1S minutes
each day to burn off any thin layers of
creosote which may have formed the
previous day.

Should a chimney fire occur, call the
fire department immediately.

Get the red out for tasty
striped bass recipes

Striped bass have been embraced
by thousands of Texas anglers be-
cause of their sporting qualities, but
their table qualities have been ques-
tioried at times.

Texas Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment officials believe that stripers
rank with the better freshwater fish in
palatability, if one important step is
taken. Stripers have a band of red
nieat running just under the skin along
the side of the fillet. This should be
removed before cooking, leaving only
pure white meat.

Biologist John Moezygemba of the
Texas Parks and Wildlife Department
suggests the following recipe for
striped bass.

Take one or more fillets, two to five
pounds total weight, and marinate
them in your spicy salad dressing for
30 minutes to an hour. Crush a large
bag of potato chips (sour cream and

onion flavor is preferable) into coarse
pieces and spread them evenly on a
large cookie sheet.

Place the fillets on the bed of chips
and cook in the oven at 350 degrees for
about 30 minutes, then put a layer of
grated mild cheddar cheese on the fish
and continue cooking until the cheese
is melted.

Who pilfered the IOOO-pound anvil ?

Tom Smith, a burly but refined
man, was, you might say, a recon-
struction of the village smith, a fellow
who worked with metals, horse shoes
and horse shoeing, making and instal-
ling metal tires for buggy wheels,
making a myriad of branding iron
designs and all that kind of stuff of
which frontiers were made.

Tom Smith was not only one of
Ozona’s earliest and longest lasting
blacksmiths, he was also one of the
earliest and longest lasting constables
in Ozona. In fact, Smith was featured
in Ripley’s ‘‘Believe It Or Not’’ many
years ago for his unique record in the
office of Constable in Ozona. The
Ripley cartoon featured Tom Smith as
the Constable ‘‘who has served in that
post for 25 years and never made an
arrest, never carried a gun and never
served a paper.”’ ‘‘Elect me consta-
ble and I'll go to the ranch,”’ was
Tom’s campaign platform---and he
was re-elected year after year.

That’s a good story, too, but this
story is about an anvil. Not an iron

business, he employed not only a
master stone cutter, one who cut and
shaped stone quarried from the Ozona
quarry in the hillside just east of the
high school building, but also an artist
at carving art figures from stone.

The Smith building, which adjoined
the Dudley garage building on the
southwest corner of the highway inter-
section in downtown Ozona was dis-
tinguished by such a work of art
forming a centerpiece atop the front
cornice of the building. Appropriate to
the type of business it housed, the
building’s outside decor sported a
beautifully carved stone anvil topped
with a blacksmith’s hammer.

The same stonemason artist also
carved the automobile wheel that still
faces east on the Dudley building, now
housing the Western Auto Co. and
Johnny Childress’ real estate busi-
ness. Unfortunately his name has
been lost in antiquity and all that’s left
of his stone art work is the stone
representation of an early day Ford
wheel and its five-inch tire on the
Dudley building.

Several years ago the hammer,
itself weighing several pounds, disap-
_ peared from its lofty display perch.

That happened before Mr. Smith’s
death, and the theft caused him a
great deal of distress.

But just a few years ago the anvil
itself disappeared from the building
top. How it was pilfered was some-
thing of a puzzle. It weighed maybe a
thousand pounds, a huge chunk of
limestone from the Ozona quarry.
How somebody dislodged the anvil, let
it down somehow and loaded it and
made off with it is still a puzzle. There
was no sign on the sidewalk to indicate
that the stone was dropped from the
building top. So, speculation is that
some types of rope and pulley or winch

arrangement was used to lower it.

Where is the anvil? Maybe in some
antique shop or museum somewhere.
But wherever it is, it is not as properly
nor as interestingly displayed as it was
atop the village smith’s shop in Ozona,
Texas.

Fall is often the time when fruit tree

With the arrival of fall, there’s often

-+ a tendency to forget our peach and

‘- summer, notes Billy Reagor, county
. agent with the Texas Agricultural
* Extension Service.

Reagor says that applying a copper
fungicide now can stop or reduce three
of the six diseases that attack peach
and plum trees in Texas. These are
peach leaf curl, bacterial leaf spot and

. bacterial canker.

Puckered and distorted peach tree

. light green in diseased areas last
. spring were due to peach leaf curl

fungus. The only time to effective-

“ ly control this disease is in the fall with
~ a copper-containing fungicide such as
; Kocide 101 or Kocide 404.

Timing of the fall spray is critical for

. effective control and for avoiding tree
| damage, the agent explains. Copper is
< a metal and may cause severe defo-
. liation unless applied correctly.

He advises spraying when 70 per-

. cent of the leaves fall off the tree.

Spraying too early will cause leaf shed
or cause the spray to be ineffective

THE OZONA STOCKMAN

The traditional meal with turkey and
dressing is a popular part of Thanks-
giving and Christmas festivities. The
Texas Medical Association suggests
food preparation precautions that will
make sure it is also healthy.

Food-borne illness is a common
problem when large amounts of food
are prepared in the home. Many food
infections are caused by salmonella
germs. Almost all species of salmo-
nella organisms grow rapidly in such
foods as eggs, meat, and milk from
infected animals. The germs can
survive for long periods of time, but
proper cooking renders most foods
safe.

Foods (especially pastries, custards,
salads, salad dressings, sandwiches,
meat and meat products) should not
be allowed to stand at room temper-
ature for long periods of time. Always
keep hot foods hot and cold foods cold.

Thanksgiving and Christmas mean
turkey and dressing in many homes.
There are several specific rules for
preparing both.

A frozen turkey should be defrost-

ed for several days in the refrig- -

erator. Defrosting at room tempera-
ture is not recommended because it
encourages the growth of bacteria.
Fresh turkeys should be purchased
close to the holiday and stored in the
refrigerator no more than two or three
days.

The internal cavity of a turkey
should never be filled with dressing
until the fowl is completely thawed.
Because some portions of the turkey
could overcook before the dressing
inside sustains a high enough tem-
perature to destroy bacterial growth,
authorities recommend that turkey
and dressing be cooked separately.

Do not slow-cook a turkey at a low
temperature overnight nor allow a
turkey to stay in an unheated oven
(such as for overnight holding after

Halley's comet is

biggest and safest

The only person who might have
died because of Halley’s Comet in
1910 probably died of his own un-
founded fear of the event. The biggest
astronomical event of 76 years will be
hovering in the skies to the unaided
eye from about early January, 1986 to
late April, 1986.

But if you’re a superstitious person,
like those who’ve been so since 467
B.C. when the comet was first re-

. corded, and each 76 years thereafter,
then go hide in your closet. Person-

ally, we plan to look for the friendly
giant each day it is supposed to be
visible. ’

The last time Halley traced its orbit
around the sun was, of course, in

~ 1910-1911. At one point, the tail of the
_ comet stretched two-thirds of the way

PR L

50 million miles.

Some dates to remember, should
you be interested, are these:

Early January, 1986-Comet visible
to the unaided eye 10 degrees above
the western horizon in twilight.

February, 1986-Comet nearest the
sun, but cannot be visible.

March 26, 1986-Comet 10 degrees
above SE horizon in predawn morn-
ing. May have a long tail extend-
ing away from the sun.

April 10, 1986-Comet 10 degrees
above southern horizon at crack of
dawn. Should be at its brightest, but
best seen in southern hemisphere.

Late April, 1986-Comet fades from
unaided vision.

There are lots of interesting things

. head! It was quite surprising whqtuggl

relatively enlightened early 20th cen-
tury people did because of this
beautiful phenomenon. ‘‘Comet pills”’
were sold by hucksters to protect
people from ‘‘harmful effects of the
comet.”” Weather was erroneously

* blamed on the comet. Mid-Eastern

people climbed into barrels of water to
protect themselves from the effects of

“harmful” cyanogen gas of Halley s
‘tail. Sales of oxygen gas soared ‘‘just
in case.” A religious sect in Okla-

‘homa tried to sacrifice a virgin to the

comet, but theit plan was foiled by the
local sheriff.” Because of the comet
some might haye committed suicide.
One possible cause of so much fear
might have been the sensationalism of
the ‘‘fear side’’ of the news by a
capitalizing media, instead of the
event being one to capitalize on the
educational aspect.

The return of Halley’s Comet,
named after Edmund Halley in honor
of his accurately predicting its return
in 1758, began in 1948 when the
‘‘wad”’ of gas, dust, and ice reached

_ its farthest distance from the sun. This

point is called the aphhelion of the
orbit, which was located beyond the
planet Neptune, or about 3,250 million
miles from the sun. Oddly enough,
astronomers say the comet, thought to
be made of leftover matter from the
formation of the Solar System, at its
aphhelion was only about three miles
across. When near the sun, however,
expanded by the sun’s heat and
disturbed by the solar ‘‘wind,”’ the
comet may span 100,000 miles in
diameter, and have a tail that extends

comets. Some have been
rewarded and have had comets
named after them. New comets are
discovered almost every year. Comets
have variable orbitial periods. Encke’s
Comet has the shortest period--about
3.3 years. There are literally hun-
dreds of comets orbiting the sun.
Debris from the path of comets furnish
night viewers with the spectacle of
“‘shooting stars’’ or meteors. The Or-
ionid Meteor Shower that occurs each
October comes from material released
by Halley’s Comet on one of its
previous visits.

Lexell’s Comet of 1770 came closer
to the earth than any other--only 1.5
million miles. Speeds of comets vary
from 1,250,000 miles per hour near the
sun (whose great mass speeds the
comet up) to about 700 miles per hour
near its aphelion. The tail of a comet
may contain much less than one cubic
inch of solid matter, but can extend for
millions of miles.

There’s lots more information about
comets at your public library. The
Planetary Society, along with Public
Broadcasting System, will present a
special TV show on Halley’s Comet
Nov. 27. But for now, just get ready to
enjoy the show. Although not expect-
ed to be as bright as its 1910-1911
appearance, Halley’s should be worth
waiting for.
