Sewer plant
comes nearer
to construction

for the town-of Ozona, became a little .
nearer to reality when the Third Court
of Appeals rejected arguments Arling-
ton Helbing Jr. put forth to block the
project in Austin last week.

The plant has been in the process
for more than ten years, at least on the
drawing board. When the state con-
demned the present plant, the board
of directors of the Crockett County
Water Control and Improvement Dis-
trict No. 1, went to work in earnest and
secured a site for the plant on the Seay
country early last year. Helbing,
whose country adjoins the Seay coun-
try protested, but a permit was
granted by the Texas Water Commis-
sion anyway.

After almost two years of legal
arguments, Helbing lost his most
recent appeal. However, he still has 30
days to appeal to a higher court and if
he chooses to do so, the water district
must file an answer within 15 days. If
after 30 days Helbing fails to file
another appeal, work can go forward
with the project.

Mohairs’ main competition
comes primarily from silk, cashmere
and alpaca in the market place.

been used up. Water well afterward.

There have been questions asked
about black spot and yellowing of rose
leaves on roses. Regular spraying with
Phaltan, or there may be a newer
spray by now, about every two weeks
is necessary to prevent excessive loss
of foliage. This will slow down growth
and bloom.

Crepe-myrtles are in bloom now, so
watch for mildew of various types.
Benomyl is an excellent control spray
for both roses and crepe-myrtle.
Remember, vigorous, well-feed plants
will survive diseases most of the time.

The almost forgotten, old-fashioned
garden lantana is often considered a
lowly, rather common peace bedding
plant and even the odor of its foliage
may be disagreeable to some people.
However, as is often the case, this
plant can be one appreciated for its
elegance and earn much well-deserv-
ed admiration from almost everyone.

Robert E. Lee in Texas:
"We are in a State of War”

By Pat Bozeman

It is August, 1860 and Brevet
Colonel Robert E. Lee commands the
Army’s Department of Texas, head-
quartered in San Antonio. John Brown
was captured months ago at Harper’s
Ferry by a detachment of marines
commanded by Lee, and the abo-
litionist was subsequently hanged.
The secessionist movement now di-
vides the country as the ominous
clouds of civil war begin to gather.

Lee has no sympathy with the se-
cessionist movement. For him, the
question is a simple--and highly
personal--one. If war comes would his
first allegiance be to his beloved
Virginia or to the Union in whose army
he has served for thirty years? It’s a
question he hopes will never demand
an answer, though it causes him no
little anxiety.

In Texas, the 63-year-old colonel is
burdened with the pressing problems
of his command. The year has pro-
vided its challenges. In March, Lee
and one company of cavalry rode out
of San Antonio for Forts Ringgold and
Brown to pursue Juan Cortinas and his
outlaw band on the Mexican border.

Cortinas’ path of destruction from
Brownsville to Rio Grande City out-
raged Texas citizensswhoesappealed for
help to President“James Buchanan
and Governor Sam Houston. Finally,
Lee secured assurances from Mexican

General Guadalupe Garcia that Cor-
tinas and his men would be sought
and, if captured, jailed.

Still, there is that vast, wild Texas
border region. On August 7 Lee writes
tc the Adjutant General of the Army,
Colonel Samuel Cooper. ““...The Chief
Qr. Master of the Dept. reports that
there will be no excess of means of
transportation at any of the posts
when the movement now being made
shall be completed, except at the
following...At Fort Brown and Ring-
gold Barracks there is a supply train
for furnishing provisions and to the

posts on the Rio Grande, the river
having been too low this year to permit
its navigation...The four Cavalry Com-
panies operating on that frontier, to
secure their mobility and to keep
themselves supplied with provisions,
forage while in the field (and) have
two or three extra wagons tempor-
arily attached to each...There are
extra pack mules at Forts Lancaster,
Davis and Guitman...I have represent-
ed my views as to the necessity of...
mules for the service of the Cavalry....
I am only awaiting the decision of the
Secretary....”’

The ever-present danger of Indians
on the western Texas border and
increased Comanche raids also occupy
Lee’s thoughts. He continues his
appeal: *‘I would earnestly urge...that
certain companies of Infantry be
mounted on native horses, or mules,
for the purpose of transporting them
rapidly from point to point, and of
pursuing and punishing marauding
bands of Indians, which it is hopeless
to attempt on foot...The infantry are
eminently adapted to this mode of
warfare. It was practiced with advan-
tage in the Southern States during our
Revolutionary War, and has been
adopted with success by the Turks and
French in Algeria...We are in a state

«of war in; this, dept. and (must have)
the advantage of being prepared to
take the field at any time.”’ Now it is
up to Secretary of War John B. Floyd
to approve Lee’s request for mounted
infantry companies.

Set Family Ground Rules
For Summer

When family members discuss and
then set some ground rules for the
summer, it can help make it an
enjoyable time for everyone. :

Set' times when other children are
welcome to come over and reserve
other time for family or quiet play each
day. Rather than assuming that teen-
agers will be available to babysit with
younger siblings, work out a schedule
with them to prevent conflicts.

Depending on the age of the child,
set boundaries as to how far they can
go from home without special permis-
sion. For a young child that may be no
further than his own yard, while older
children could be free to bicycle in the
whole neighborhood. '

Plan out what chores are expected
to be done by each child and when
they are to be completed. But sum-
mer’s a good time for flexibility with
chores too. In exchange for doing one
of their chores, let children prepare
the meals one day. Or trade privi-
leges for chores, such as letting a

teenager use the family car in the,

afternoon for babysitting in the morn-
ing.

By discussing goals, family mem-
bers can support and encourage each
other. Setting goals can also help
establish priorities when schedules
get too hectic.

Don’t forget to plan for the little
things as well. The extra hours of
daylight are perfect for taking an
after-dinner walk with your spouse or
one of the children. Small children
love to look at everything along the
way; older children appreciate the
chance to talk without interruption and
in private.
