Commissioners accepted the 
resignation of Judge A. O. Fields 
when they met Dec. 14. Fields 
submitted his resignation effective 
Dec. 31 saying that at his age and 
health, he does not wish to be tied 
down to a daily job.

No replacement was appointed for 
Fields who must serve until someone 
is appointed and makes bond.

A proposed contract for Dr. Robert 
Owensby was presented to the court 
by Bill Boswell, hospital administra­
tor. Doctor coverage for Crockett 
County Hospital will require $64,168 
more than is budgeted for next year, 
Boswell told the court. A motion by 
Sostenes DeHoyos to augment the 
hospital budget died for lack of a 
second.

Commissioners Jerry Hill and 
Chuy Castro voted for a motion to 
return the proposal to the hospital 
board to be drawn into a contract 
before being brought before the 
court. Commissioners Williams and 
DeHoyos did not vote.

The proposed agreement would' 
provide office salaries for Dr. 
Owensby’s staff and payment to 
himself for weekend coverage for 26 
weeks a year.

Judge Fields honored 
at retirement party

Judge A. 0 . Fields has resigned 
from his position effective Dec. 31. 
The resignation was made official 
Monday at commissioners’ court. 
Fields has served Crockett County in 
various capacities for 33 years.

No replacement was appointed 
Dec. 14, but acceptance of the 
resignation clears the field for candi­
dates to file for the position subject 
to the March 8 Democratic Primary.

Commissioners did not seem in­
clined to appoint a replacement 
although Fields will have to serve if 
no one is appointed. He will no 
longer be on salary after Dec. 31.

Court members discussed the 
possibility of waiting until after the 
March 8 primary to make an appoint­
ment to fill the unexpired term.

A1 Fields came to West Texas in 
the fall of 1934 as assitant manager 
of the C. G. Morrison Variety Store 
in Fort Stockton. He was transferred 
to Ozona in the spring of 1935 as 
manager of the local store.

He married Mildred Davis of 
Ozona in December of 1935 and the 
following spring was transferred 
back to Fort Stockton.

The Fields returned to Ozona Jan. 
1,1938. In September of 1941, Fields 
was appointed deputy tax-assessor 
by Sheriff Willis and continued in the 
position through the remainder of 
Willis’ term of office. When Frank 
James was elected to the Sheriffs 
Office in 1943, F̂ ields continued in 
the position until his induction into 
the service in 1944. Fields was 
stationed in the China-Burma-India 
sector until the end of the war and 
Mrs. Fields accepted the tax office 
position until Mr. James’ term of 
office was over.

Upon returning from the service. 
Fields was employed by James 
Motor Company when Mr. James 
opened a Chrysler dealership near 
the draw.

He was appointed postmaster in 
the early 50’ s and stayed two years, 
“ but having always worked in retail 
business, I could not get used to 
buying a stamp for three cents and

selling it for three cents, so I 
resigned,’ ’ Fields said.

“ Mr. James offered me my old job 
back, and I stayed with him until 
1955 when I went to work for the 
Franklin and Cowan Drilling Com­
pany as bookkeeper. At the same 
time I started keeping books for Mr. 
Jack Wilkins in the Flying W Egg 
and Ranch business and am pre­
sently doing the same for him and 
hope to continue.’ ’

Fields was appointed to the po­
sition of justice of the peace in 1959, 
a part time position. He also worked 
for the Crockett County Consolidated 
Common School District as book­
keeper. When the J.P. position 
became full time. Fields resigned 
from the school and went fulltime 
with the county. He was appointed 
county judge in 1983.

“ During all of this, I have been a 
deputy sheriff. Veterans Service 
officer, AAA range inspector, presi­
dent and secretary of the Rotary 
Club, bookkeeper for Ozona Com­
munity Center, United Methodist 
Church, March of Dimes, Veterans 
of Foreign Wars, president of the 
West Texas JP Association and 
others forgotten as Mildred always 
says the only reason I would not get 
any place was because I was always 
changing jobs.’ ’

Following his retirement from the 
county, Fileds will maintain an office 
in the Soil Conservation office build­
ing.

The Fields have two children that 
graduated from the Ozona school 
system, Mrs. Johnie G. (Barbara) 
Griffin of Andrews and Dr. Thomas 
A. Fields of Greenville.

Both were here Monday afternoon 
with their spouses for a retirement 
coffee honoring Judge Fields.

A plaque commemorating his 33 
years of service to the county and a 
watch were presented to the judge 
by Commissioner Jerry Hill.

Friends called at the annex build­
ing between two and four o’clock to 
enjoy reminiscing and refreshments 
with Judge Fields.

Crockett County is ending me year 
in good shape according to County 
Auditor Dick Kirby. During his fi­
nancial report, he commented that 
“ balances are better than we figured 
on when we oreoared the 1987 
budget.’ ’ County court and justice of 
the peace fines are down, but county 
and district clerk fees are up above 
the expected amount and district 
court case fines are up, Kirby said. 
Tax collections have also been good 
and a surplus of $790,000 will be 
carried from this year to the next.

Commissioners heard reports from 
department heads, discussed landfill 
locations, rejected the request by the 
Concho Valley Council of Govern­
ments to appoint a delegate to its

committee on aging, and discussed 
purchase of telephones used in 
county offices.

The court approved purchase of a 
100 gallon hot water heater for the 
4-H Bam.

Judge Fields read a letter of 
complaint from Shannon Estate in 
San Angelo regarding a locked gate 
on a county maintained road leading 
into their Crockett County property.

Alter much discussion, com ­
missioners voted to send a letter to 
the gate owner asking that road 
closed signs be removed and locks be 
taken from the gates.

Local TEAMS scores follow state trends

Valero on line with new gas processing plant
Crockett County has a new gas 

processing plant within its boun­
daries owned by Valero Gas Co. 
headquartered in San Antonio.

The 30 million cubic feet per day 
plant was moved here from Fort 
Stockton and was erected west of 
Ozona near the Citation plant. The 
facility will be handling natural gas 
produced by J. Cleo Thompson, 
Intratex, El Paso and Northern 
Natural Gas Co.

“ We strip the liquia mix from the 
gas and sell it to Phillips Pipeline,’ ’ 
said Bob Bruns. “ Right now we are 
moving zu million per day, but we 
are capable of handling 30 millioir.’ ’

Bruns, plant manager, and his 
wife Ida have a son 10-years-old and 
a girl who is four.

The crew includes two operators, 
Kelly Martin and Ross Blair. Kelly 
and his wife Jerri have two boys with 
another one due any day. Ross and 
his wife have a little girl.

Bruns and his family moved here 
from Oklahoma although they are 
San Angelo natives and were for­
mer residents of Sonora. They like 
Ozona because it is quiet and clean, 
said Bruns.

According to a report released 
Dec. 11 by the Texas Education 
Agency in Austin, the passing rate 
on the state’ s high school exit-level 
exam dropped this year, but only 
because the passing score was 
increased.

In 1986, 83 percent of the state’s 
11th grade students passed both the 
English and math portions of the 
Texas Education Assessment of 
Minimum Skills (TEAMS) test, 
which students must pass to become 
eligible to receive a high school 
diploma at the end of their 12th 
grade year.

This year, only 72 percent of the 
students who took the test in October 
passed both parts.

Marvin Veselka, the Texas Edu­
cation Agency’ s assistnat commis­
sioner for assessment and evalua­
tion, said the change was anticipated 
when the State Board of Education in 
July raised the passing score on the 
math portion.

On last year’s test, students only 
had to correctly answer 39 of 72 math 
questions. This year, it took 50 
correct answers to pass. The passing 
score on the English portion re­
mained at 50 this year.

“ The overall test performance 
actually did increase during the past 
year, but because of the much 
tougher passing standards, the pass­
ing rate is down,’ ’ Veselka said.

Overall, the average score on the 
English section remained at 785, the 
same as last year. The average math 
test increased from last year’ s 760 to 
769 this year.

The TEAMS test, mandated by the 
education reforms of 1984, is given 
in grades one, three, five, seven, 
nine and 11 each year.

According to Assistant Superin­
tendent Ted Cotton, Ozona’s test

Intermediate School 
evacuated due to 
suspected gas leak

Students at Ozona Intermediate 
School were evacuated Monday af­
ternoon while a suspected gas leak in 
the building was investigated by 
firemen.

The children were outside eight to 
10 minutes in 32 degree weather 
until the cause of the odor filling 
several classrooms was found.

Volunteer firemen uetermined 
that the school’s heating system was 
drawing fumes from a nearby gas 
well into the school.

A truck at the well was being 
loaded with concentrate which pro­
duced the strong fumes.

Volunteers answered a call to the 
Adams Ranch 30 miles south of 
Ozona Saturday afternoon. Ap­
proximately 60 acres west of Hwy. 
163 burned after catching fire from a 
welding machine. Two trucks and 10 
men answered the 1:26 call using 
3,600 gallons of water. A county 
water truck and dozer assisted at the 
scene.

The Lord's Highway Deportment
by Charles H ainan , pastor 

Faith Lutheran Church, Ozona

“ A voice cries in the wilderness: 
‘Prepare a way for the LORD; make a 
straight highway in the desert for our 
God.’ ”  Isaiah 40:3

In ancient times roads were little 
more than cow trails, and when a 
great and powcrliil ruler wanted to 
make a journey, companies o f slaves 
were sent ahead of him to smooth out 
the road for his chariot. Holes and 
low spots were ftllcd in, bumps and 
rocks were removed, and sharp 
bends were straightened out - all so 
the great king could have a com­
fortable trip.

As recognized by all four of the 
New Testament evangelists in the 
early chapters of their Gospels, John 
the Baptizer became God’ s voice 
crying in the wilderness (Matthew 3, 
Mark 1, Luke 3 and John 1). He 
issued a call to repentance in 
preparation for the coming of the 
promised Messiah. As evidence of 
their desire to turn around - to turn 
away from their sinful ways to God 
for His grace and mercy - John 
offered them a cleansing in the 
Jordan River. It was a baptism of 
repentance, which is meaningless 
without an inner turn-around. Nor 
did John baptize everyone who came 
to him, but questioned them - and 
rejected those who came out of mere 
curiosity, or because this was what 
everyone else was doing. There is an 
old Chinese proverb which says: ‘To 
forgive the un-repentant is tike 
drawing pictures on water'. How 
many people in our society today are 
just splashing a little water with their 
fingers, as they rush around to get 
ready for a Christmas celebration 
that inu'lves no concern for or 
response to the ( hrist of Christmas?

to hear the voice of John - loud and 
clear! He calls US to repent! It’s the 
only way for us to recognize and 
appreciate for ourselves God’ s point 
in giving His Son as the greatest Gift 
o f Chrisimas. The pieliire will not bo 
lost on us if we will but recognize the 
obstacles and hindcrances, the de­
tours and (lislraelioiis that iniisl be 
removed from our lives when the 
“ King of kings”  comes to us.

In Matthew and Luke’ s aceounts of 
John the Baptizer’ s appearance in 
the rugged terrain on the other side 
of the Jordan river, we find that 
when the erowds came out to him, 
John confronted them in pointed 
ways about their need to deal' with 
the things in their lives that were 
obstructing the way of the Lord. For 
some it was a greedy approach to life 
that took advantage of others for 
personal gain. He pointed others to 
their lack of concern for the needy. 
Still others approached John with 
pride in their ethnic and religious 
purity. John called them a “ brood of 
snakes” , telling them that they 
shouldn’ t fool themselves by think­
ing they ‘had it made’ because they 
were Abraham’ s children and warn­
ing them that the ax of God’ s 
judgement was ready to strike at the 
roots of their iin-produclive religions 
trees! What they needed was a 
sincere turn around, one that would 
be demonstrated by a change in their 
outlook and a change in their actions.

What would John put his finger on 
in YOUR life? What is there, that 
may be safely hidden from those 
around you, that you know God says 
has to go or be changed? John’ s 
message is for competitive, get- 
ahead Americans. Does he speak to 
you? His is a pointed call to affluent 
American Christians, whose closets 
overflow  and whose waistlines 
bulge! Is John talking to you about 
the need to share with the needy?

John’ s proclamation is a warning to 
all who arc content with a nominal 
connection to the Church, who’ rc 
apathetic about a daily, living re­
lationship with Jesus Christ. Is he 
lelling you lu “ Do the works lhal 
show true repentance” ?

John’ s baptism of repentance was 
.also “ lor the forgiveness o f sins” . 
We sin when we miss the mark of 
God’s holy standard, and all of us 
must confess that of ourselves. But 
John assured those who confessed 
and were baptized that God would 
send their sins away. How did the 
Psalmist put it, “ as far as the East is 
from the West” ? When Jesus came 
where John was preaching and 
baptizing, John pointed to Him as 
“ the Lamb of God who takes away 
the sin of the world”  (John 1:29). 
He’ s the One whose birthday we’re 
preparing to celebrate, the One who 
gave Himself as God’ s own sacrifice 
for sin - so that our sins could be sent 
away, once and for all!

Have you tried - as I have - to 
make the Lord’ s highway straight 
and smooth? Have you sincerely 
tried to deal with the things that 
obstruct the way of the Lord in your 
life? Then you know - as I know - that 
the jr>b is just too much for us. The 
ruts and bumps and chug holes of 
our shortcomings and failures simply 
don’ t change as we might like them 
to. We need help if we’ re going to 
“ prepare the way for the Lord” . The 
Good News is that John’s call to 
make the Lord’s way straight and 
smooth isn’ t just a demand - but also 
an offer. Of course it is a call to sit up 
and lake notice of how much we need 
to straighten out and smooth out the 
way of our lives, but in Mark 1:8 
John preached: “ I have baptized you 
with water. He will baptize you w’ith 
the Holy Spirit” . What God calls for. 
He also enables - through the gift of 
His Son and by the power of His

Holy Spirit.
. In terms of the picture we’ re 

using, we could say that the Holy 
Spirit is the Commissioner of the 
Lord’s Highway Department. He 
brings John’ s voice inlo the wilder­
ness of our secular, humanistic 
world: into the desert of a material­
istic preparation for Cliristnias, inlo 
the Jordan valley of our often 
spiritual apathy and unconcern. And 
His call is that wc repent and turn in 
faith to Jesus Christ - so that the 
Lord’ s Highway Department can 
build a smooth, accessible road 
between God and us.

This road is a Freeway! There are 
no tolls to pay in order to travel on 
this road, because the Son o f God 
has paid in full the cost o f removing 
our sins and bringing us into re­
lationship with His Father. To push 
the picture a little farther, we could 
say this road is an Interstate - not 
traveling from one place to another 
but from one state to another in our 
lives and relationship with God. By 
His grace we are removed from the 
kingdom of darkness and trans­
ported into the Kingdom of God’ s 
Son. of which Paul says in 2 
Corinthians chap. 3: “ Beholding the 
glory of the Lord, we are being 
changed into His likeness from one 
slate of glory to another” .

So we rejoice to hear the voice 
crying in the wilderness: “ Prepare a 
way for the Lord“ . It is a serious call, 
for each one of us knows better than 
anybody else just how desperately 
our road needs rebuilding. But it is 
also a glorious call, because it 
assures us that through the birth and 
life, the dtath and resurrection of 
•Icsus Christ - and by the power of 
God’s Holy Spirit, the Lord’ s High­
way Department is ON THE JOB!

Prepare to have - and enjoy a 
Christ-filled Christmas!

A lovely custom is celebrated 
every year in Swedfen on Dec. 13th, 
Santa Lucia Day. Early in the 
morning, the oldest daughter 
awakens her parents with a tra­
ditional song, hot coffee and buns. 
Dressed in a white gown, scarlet 
sash, and a crown of greens with real 
candles, she is followed by her 
brothers and sisters-singing “ Santa 
Lucia’ ’ . Lucia means light, and 
Swedish people believe that Santa 
Lucia brings the Christmas season 
and the longer days after the winter 
solstice. Some of you girls and boys 
might like to celebrate Santa Lucia 
Day and surprise your parents with 
breakfast in bed.

Hanukkah, or the Feast of the 
Dedication, is- a Jewish festival, 
falling on the 25th of the Jewish 
month of Kislev (November- 
December) and celebrated for eight 
days. The holiday commemorates 
the Jewish recapture of the Temple 
in Jerusalem under Judas Macca- 
baeus in 165 B.C. from the Syrian 
Greeks, who had defiled the Temple

with pagan worship. According to 
legends, the Jews found a cruse of 
consecrated oil in the Temple, only 
sufficient to keep the Eternal Light 
burning for one day. However, by a 
miracle, the oil lasted eight days, 
until a fresh supply could be ob­
tained.

Hanukkah is called the Festival o f  
Lights because of the tradition of 
lighting the candles on a menorah. 
The menorah is a special candle 
holder with nine places for candles - 
one for each night and one for the 
serving candle called the shammash. 
Every evening one new candle is lit, 
until the menorah is full and glowing 
on the eighth night. Small gifts are 
exchanged each night, songs are 
sung, and games are played. The 
candles burning in the menorah 
remind Jews of their fight for 
freedom of religion. It is a very 
happy time for Jewish families.

This week is about Bro. Thomas S. Lubbock.

THOMAS S. LUBBOCK 
Of Terry’s Texas Rangers

Often remembered as the younger brother of Governor 
Francis R. Lubbock, Colonel Thomas Saltus Lubbock, a 
co-organizer of Terry’ s Texas Rangers, was the man for whom 
the county and city of Lubbock were named.

Born in Charleston, South Carolina, in 1817, Lubbock followed 
his brother Francis to New Orleans in 1835. There he became 
interested in the Texas Revolution and joined the New Orleans 
Greys, arriving in Texas in time to participate in the siege of 
Bexar in December 1835.

In 1841 he served as lieutenant on the Santa Fe Expedition 
under General Hugh McLeod, a member of Holland Lodge No. 
1. When their force was captured and marched to Mexico City, 
he escaped from prison and made his way back to Texas in time 
to participate in the Somervell Expedition to the Rio Grande.

At the outbreak of the Civil War, Lubbock left his business in 
Houston and, with Colonel Benjamin F. Terry, organized 
Terry’s Texas Rangers, one of the most celebrated cavalry 
regiments of the Confederacy. Although in failing health, 
Lubbock assumed command of the regiment after Terry’s death 
at the Battle of Woodsonville, Kentucky, and commanded until 
his own death on January 23,1762. Francis Lubbock was elected 
Governor in 1861, and later became aide-de-camp to President 
Jefferson Davis.

Both Thomas and Francis Lubbock, as well as colonel Terry, 
Were members of Holland Lodge No. 1.
