Commercial ewe lambs fed for 1st time

The 42nd Annual Crockett County 
4-H Livestock Show and Sale was 
held this past weekend at the County 
Show Bam with 64 4-H members 
exhibiting 220 lambs, 33 commercial 
ewe lambs, 40 Angora doe kids, 12 
steers and two heifers.

Dr. Frank Craddock, Extension 
Sheep and Goat Specialist from 
Uvalde, judged the livestock, and 
Dr. Rick Machens, Extension Live­
stock Specialist from Fort Stockton, 
judged fleeces, showmanship and 
First Year Feeder Award.

A large crowd was on hand for the 
show in spite of the cold weather. 
Although livestock numbers and 
exhibitors were a bit below last year, 
quality of livestock and the level of 
competition were good.

Megan Mitchell exhibited the 
champion pair of commercial ewe 
lambs. This pair of ewe lambs placed 
first in the shorn class, second in the 
wool and fourth in fleeces. She 
received trophies from Nathan’s 
Jewelers for champion pair and for 
first place out-of-the-wool.

The reserve champion pair of 
commercial ewe lambs and cham­
pion Angora doe kid were exhibited 
by Cody Sutton. The ewe lambs 
placed first in the fleece, fifth 
out-of-the-wool, second in fleeces. 
Sutton received a buckle for cham­
pion doe kid from Bob Childress and 
trophies from Nathan’s Jewelers for 
reserve champion pair of ewe lambs 
and first place in-the-wool. The ewe 
lambs were bred by Jeff Sutton and 
the Angora doe kid was bred by Pat

Jackson.
Stefny Sutton exhibited the re­

serve champion doe kid and won the 
goat showmanship and reserve 
champion junior high showmanship. 
She received buckles from Ozona 
VFW for reserve doe kid, Childress 
Estate for goat showmanship, and 
Federal Land Bank for reserve junior 
high showmanship. Her doe kid was 
bred by Pat Jackson.

Tammy Arrott exhibited the 
champion finewool lamb. The lamb 
was bred by Tony Allen. She 
received a buckle from Ozona Wool 
and Mohair and $1,000 premium 
money from Crockett County Na­
tional Bank.

G ifted/ talented program begins
The Crockett County Consoli­

dated Common School D istrict is 
initiating a Talented and Gifted 
(TAG) program  for students with 
exceptional' intellectual abilities in 
grades K-12. The d istrict will 
identify gifted/talented students in 
grades 2-7 this year and serve these 
students in grades 3-8 next year.

Students in grades K-2 and grades 
9-12 will be identified during the
1989- 90 school year and will be 
served at the beginning of the
1990- 91 school term.

According to Assistant Superin­
tendent Ted Cotton, gifted/talented 
students are those who excel consis­
tently or who show the potential to 
excel in any one or combination of 
the following areas: general intellec­
tual ability, specific subject matter 
aptitude, creative and productive 
thinking ability, leadership ability, 
ability in the visual and performing 
arts, and psychomotor ability. These 
students require experiences beyond 
those normally provided by the 
regular school program.

“ At the present time most of the 
schools who have g /t programs in 
our region are working in the area of 
general intellectual ability,’’ Cotton 
said. “ This area is defined as 
possessing superior intelligence with

potential or demonstrated achieve­
ment in several fields of study; 
ability to perform complex mental 
tasks. This will be the direction that 
our g ifted /ta len ted  program will 
take.’’

According to an in-depth report on 
the education of the gifted/talented 
in the United States, a conservative 
estimate of the number of gifted 
students is three to five percent of 
our public school population.

“ The new program which will be 
im plem ented next year will be 
lim ited to approximately five to 
seven percent of our student popula­
tion in Ozona Intermediate School 
and Ozona Junior High School and 
has stringent guidelines for partici­
pation,’’ Cotton explained. “ If we 
take a total enrollm ent of 221 
students in grades two through four 
and apply the five-seven percent 
factor, this means that 11-15 stu­
dents will qualify for participation in 
the program, and if we apply the 
same factor in grades five through 
seven, 10-14 students would qualify 
for the program.’’

“ Students in the g /t program will 
be working on developing more 
higher-level thinking skills beyond 
what is normally required in the 
regular classroom. Gifted/talented

education does not take the place of 
the regular classroom but supple­
ments and provides time for students 
to use their thinking and reasoning 
skills to a greater degree,’’ Cotton 
said.

Identification of gifted/talented 
students is very complex and com­
prehensive, consisting of two distinct 
steps: (1) nomination and screening 
and (2) selection. A student may be 
nominated for this program by the 
parent, by a teacher, or by scoring 
very high on a standardized achieve­
ment test. Once a student has been 
nom inated, a committee of pro­
fessional educators will screen and 
review a collection of information on 
each child nominated and determine 
which students will qualify for the 
program. The first meeting of the 
gifted/talented classes will be in the 
fall of 1989.

“ Anyone with a child attending 
grades two through seven this year 
and wishing to nominate h is /h e r 
child for this program is asked to go 
by the principal’s office and request 
a parent nomination form, which 
must be returned to the school by 
Feb. 1, 1989,’’ Cotton said. “ If you 
are unable to go by the school, 
please call, and we will see that you 
get one.’’

Rainfall drops 
during 1988

Crockett County’s rainfall for 1988 
showed a decline from amounts 
m easured in 1987 and 1986 with 
17.17 inches recorded during the 
past year.

Totals for the previous two years 
were 23.76 for 1987 and 27.75 for 
1986.

A month by month record shows 
1988 having no precipitation for 
January, a traditionally dry month.
No precipitation was recorded in 
January 1986 and only .6 inches in 
January 1987.

February 1988 showed only .13 
inches contrasting sharply with the 
2.25 inches recorded in 1987. 
February 1986 showed only .5 inches 
however.

March 1988 was the driest of the 
three years with no precipitation at 
all being measured last year during 
that month. 1987 showed 1.37 in 
March. March 1986 recorded .47 
inches.

April, again, was the dry month 
with .29 inches last year compared to 
1.77 in 1987 and .59 in 1986.

The trend continued for May and 
June for all three years with 1988’s 
May rainfall measuring 1.94 inches 
and June’s 2.45 inches. 1987 topped

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Teen pregnancy is growing concern
**It can’t  happen to me.”
That statement has been proven to 

be fdse  handreds of thousands of 
times in regard to teen pregnancy. 
Teen pregnancy is a  national epi­
demic. and most parents would be 
tying if they said they didn’t worry 
about it—particularly paren ts of 
young girls.

Part of the reastm for the growing 
epidemic of teen pregnancy is the 
eariier maturation of both girls and 
boys in our society. As children 
mature eariier, they have become 
more sexually active. A 1977 study 
showed that at least SS percent of aU 
adfrfescents (ages 13-19) were sex­
ually active, and that 13 percent of 
an adolescents with sexual exper­
ience had their first experience by 
age 12. A 1976 study showed that 70 
to 80 percent of adolescent births are 
unplanned.

The risks of adolescent pregnancy 
are high-both for mother and baby, 
because m ost young adolescents 
receive no prenatal care in the first 
trimester of pregnancy. The death 
ra te  for babies born to m others 
under 15 is more than twice that for 
babies bmn to mofiiers age 20-34, 
and lifetim e disabilities such as 
mental retardatkm, birth defects and 
epilepsy occur more often among 
d i i ld i^  b<Mm to mothers under age 
20.

The materal death rate for compli- 
catkms from pregnancy, birfii and 
delivery is 60 percent h igher for 
females under IS than for mothers in 
tfadr early twenties, and of course, 
adolescent m others are twice as 
likely as non-pregnant adolescents to 
drop out of high school; eight out of 
every 10 women who become 
mothers at 17 or younger, according 
to the 1976 study, never graduate 
from high school. These same 
roodiers are less likely to work and 
more likely to be on welfare than 
women who did not have children 
in adolescence.

When you look at the statistics, 
the question quickly comes to mind, 
“ Why?”

Why do children keep getting  
pregnant? What drives an adoles­
cent to experiement with sex when 
tiiey have been taught that it’s risky 
and they know there is a chance of 
pregnancy?

F irst, adolescents often don’t 
really make the connection between 
a  sexual act and the conception of a 
baby. There are a variety of reasons, 
however, that they engage in sexual 
relations.

Many do so to satisfy the need for 
human closeness, and as a way to 
break down feelings of alienation 
and loneliness. This is often seen in 
girls from single-parent families who 
have not been able to have a good 
f a th e r -d a u g h te r  re la tio n s h ip , 
whether with the natural father or 
another strong male role model.

Another reason often given is peer 
pressure. They want to erase the 
“ virgin”  label to feel more grown up 
and gain sta tu re  among their 
friends, building a reputation for 
sexual prowess.

Feeling more “ grown up” also 
means asserting their independence 
from their parents. Having a baby, to 
the adolescent, is a sign of adult­
hood, and a way to express anti­
parent, anti-establishment, and anti­
adult rebellion.

Of course, curiosity is another 
goad to having a sexual experience, 
“ To find out if I’m really a man (or

And two reasons teens give over 

and over-it feels good and every­
body else is doing it.

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Time on our Hands

We cannot kill time without 
wounding eternity. Time is an inte­
gral part of religion. Religions and 
philosophies are shaped by how they 
view time. Eastern religions empty 
time of all significance until one 
attains the blessedness of extinction. 
Communism seeks to destroy time 
by destroying current institutions, 
like religion, which have their 
foundations in time.

The Judeo-Christian tradition has 
its roots firmly in time. Time is 
viewed as the occasion of God’s 
entry into and fulfillment of history. 
“ In the beginning...”  are the first 
words of the Bible. The beginning of 
what? The beginning of time. The 
opening chapter of Genesis is not so 
much an attempt to explain Creation 
as it is a placing of Creation in a time 
frame. God begins to create, and His 
Creation is spread over seven days. 
The events of the Bible then unfold 
in subsequent time frames: the time

of Abraham, the time of David, the 
time of the prophets, the time of the 
Exile.

The New Testament, also, is set in 
the context of time. We have just 
observed the birth of Christ, which 
happened when?...“ in the days of 
Caesar Augustus...when Quirinius 
was governor of Syria.” While Mary 
was in Bethlehem “ the time came 
for her to be delivered, and she gave 
birth to her first-born son” and that 
birth divided time between B.C. and 
A.D. Time is very much a factor in 
our faith.

Paul notes the time factor in God’s 
intervention through Christ with the 
phrase, “ but when the time had fully 
come.” Most of the New Testament 
authors observe that all of Christ’s 
action is directed to a precise 
moment of time which Jesus calls the 
hour for which he has come.

What does all this have to do with 
the individual person of faith? What

is the significance for us? Let me 
suggest two things. First, our faith 
conceives of time as a liberation. The 
past always appears as a possibility 
of the future. 1988 is gone. 1989 is a 
fresh tablet of time. We are free once 
again to start anew. Secondly, we 
can order our whole life and every 
part of it with a view to growing in 
the love of God and union with God 
which will come to full fniition in the 
life to come. Time is, for us, a 
theological issue. There is transitori­
ness to it. Time is something to be 
“ redeemed” , as the Bible often puts 
it. Our temporal time must be 
harmonized with the external exis­
tence and perfection of God. God has 
endowed time with eternity, and we 
prepare ourselves for the timeless 
Kingdom when we realize that our 
wise use of time not only gives us 
present victory over time, but also 
paves the way for our ascent into the 
Kingdom ruled by the One who is the 
Apha and the Omega.

Dear Scotty & Linda:
Because of the interest expressed 

by many Ozona citizens regarding 
my concerns with the Commis­
sioners’ Court, I would appreciate 
the opportunity to elaborate on some 
points so that the public may become 
more aware, and therefore know­
ledgeable.

The points I made to the Commis­
sioners’ Court were based on prece­
dence, our democratic system of 
government, the rule of law, and 
basic fairness. Specifically, the 
precedence exists in that the pre­
vious prosecutors (Mahon, Mason, 
and Cameron) for years occupied this 
particular space. Next, there is an 
abundance of case and statutory law 
that makes it clear that under our 
democratic system of government, 
that members of the Commissioners’ 
Court should not transact business 
that binds the county in an informal 
fashion, but should meet as a Court 
and transact county business in open 
sessions. Therefore, my strong dis­
agreement with Court members 
Mayfield and Hill’s actions in indi­
vidually giving the County Extension 
Agent permission to move into such 
offices. Further, there is a statutory 
duty to furnish the County Attorney 
of a county with an office, yet there is 
no statutory duty to furnish an office 
for a County Agent. The County 
Attorney being an elected official in 
our democratic form of government 
will shed some light. Also, the 
County Agent, whose primary salary 
comes from the state and is partially 
supplemented by the county, simply 
provides services that can be termi­
nated by the Commissioners’ Court.

On the other hand, the County 
Attorney has certain statutory duties 
and responsibilities to the public and 
this office will continue regardless of 
my tenure in office. Finally, the 
County Agent’s move into this office 
only two days after I won the 
election, after having been vacant for 
six months, leaves me no alternative 
but to feel that these actions were 
racially motivated, especially when I 
indicated to the County Judge prior 
to his move that I desired to continue 
using these offices as your next 
County Attorney.

In light of all of this, the Commis­
sioners’ Court, who could not give 
even one defensible position for the 
Extension Agent’s actions, rewarded 
the Extension Agent with the use of 
this office space even after he never 
appeared before the Commissioners’ 
Court whereas I submitted myself to 
all their questions for nearly 3 Vi 
hours over two Commissioners’ 
Court meetings.

As to the issue of a salary for a 
secretary, I pointed out that by their 
own estimates, my office would 
bring in an estimated revenue of 
$25,000.00 and when coupled with 
the 1988 unused County Attorney 
funds of $26,000.00, I felt that my 
request for a full-time secretary and 
a County Investigator was reason­
able since the County would still 
have a surplus of $25,000.00. Fur­
ther, I pointed out that the lowest 
paid secretary of six other county 
offices was $17,040.00 and the 
highest being $27,060.00. In three of 
these offices, there was at least two 
secretaries. Therefore, my request 
for $14,400.00 I felt was reasonable. 
On a motion to increase the secre­
tary’s salary from $6,390.00 to 
$11,400.00, two commissioners 
voted FOR and two ABSTAINED. 
Thinking that the motion had 
passed, I found out later that the 
Commissioners’ Court decided that 
the motion had failed, a position that 
they now have reconsidered. Since I 
set the salary for my staff, the proper 
motion would be to either disapprove 
or approve of my salary request. At 
this point, because of the misunder­
standings in salary procedures, the 
issue will be decided at the January 
23, 1989 Commissioners’ Court
meeting. Should the Commissioners’ 
Court decide to budget a part- 
time secretary for my office, then 
they will complete their clear mes­
sage that the County Attorney’s role

in this county will be a part-time 
role. Maybe then the Commis­
sioners’ Court can advise (not man­
date fortunately) as to whether the 
morning or afternoon shift is prefer­
able.

Re: Commissioners’ Court January 9 
and “ requests” of County Attorney 
Orlando DeHoyos

I was pleased to see the dignity 
and grace with which the Com­
m issioners’ Court handled Mr. 
DeHoyos’ “ requests” for office 
space, office help and county investi­
gator at the January 9, meeting of

the court.
There are several unanswered 

questions, however, in my mind. 
Hopefully, these will be cleared up in 
the special called meeting of the 
court to be held January 23.

(1) Mr. DeHoyos repeatedly asked 
for what his predecessors had. But, 
he is actually asking for and receiv­
ing more. His predecessors paid for 
the carpeting and furnishings of 
their office with the exception of a 
typewriter and a couple of file cabi­
nets.

Is Mr. DeHoyos going to pay for 
his carpeting, desks and other office 
furnishings (as his predecessors 
did)?

(2) The county furnished former 
county attorney Tom Cameron with a 
part-time secretary. The county 
budget, as approved in July long 
before Mr. DeHoyos’ name was 
placed on the November ballot, also 
provided for the continuation of the 
position of part-time secretary.

Why doesn’t Mr. DeHoyos share a 
secretary with another office in order 
to have a full-time phone answering 
service (as his predecessor did)?

(3) The county auditor’s report 
shows the county to have $400,000 
less than one year ago. A county 
investigator is not included in the 
county budget. Mr. DeHoyos’ 
predecessors did not have county- 
paid investigators. Why doesn’t Mr. 
DeHoyos use the services of the 
sheriff’s department? They are al­
ready on the payroll.

(4) Why all the furor over office 
space? It would seem that any office 
reasonably warm/cool as the need 
may be, equipped with a desk or two, 
chairs, a typewriter, file cabinets, 
etc. should be adequate. A man (or 
woman) engrossed in his/her work 
notices little of surroundings. And, I 
prefer to believe Mr. DeHoyos’ 
campaign promise -  that he will 
work hard, concentrate on his work.

Besides new carpet, shelves, 
partition, paint, and expensive desk 
and credenza (already owned by the 
county) will make the county at­
torney’s offices the nicest in the 
courthouse annex. What is to be 
gained by further protest? Here Mr. 
DeHoyos is gaining plenty at county 
expense -  (more than his predeces­
sors).

(5) When is Mr. DeHoyos going on 
the county payroll? i,e. W henjs he 
going to begin working? He has told 
County Judge Mayfield he cannot 
work until he occupies county office 
space.

(6) Why do the commissioners and 
judge sometimes abstain on votes? 
The only reasons I can think of for 
abstention are

a. being asked to vote otra non­
agenda item (thCTeby illegal 
vote),

b. not being informed on the 
issue, and

c. nepotism
As a voting member of the public,

1 want to see how you act on issues. 
Take a stand. Be counted.

Overall though, I am proud of the 
way the court worked through prob­
lems and of their willingness to find 
solutions through compromise.

A wise man once said a successful 
compromise has been made when 
neither side is completely satisfied, 
but can live with the agreement. It 
seems that our court has worked 
hard to reach such a compromise.

Our court is the democratic pro­
cess at work. I just wish more 
citizens would turn out for the 
meetings to see and hear for them-

f^E/S OUTDOORS

The Warden thought it was high 
time to apologize for neglecting his 
duties to the reading public and try 
to catch folks up on what’s happen­
ing around the state in the outdoor 
scene. In the excuse column, he’s 
listing such things as chasing road 
hunters while everybody else is 
sleeping, then answering trespass 
calls when he was supposed to be 
sleeping, wrecking his patrol car and 
holding his head in his hands for 
about a week, getting a new vehicle 
that took days to convert into a 
“ working rig’’, traveling across the 
state to represent the TPWD Law 
Enforcement Division at the plan­
ning of the state’s new 4-H Field & 
Stream program, moving his office to 
the jail, staying home with sick kids 
while Momma makes the family a 
living, and somewhere in there 
winding up deer season and check­
ing on the progress of the county’s 
fur hunters (and that’s still going 
on). It’s no wonder he’s lost a few 
pounds since October. Well, so 
what...we’ve all got our problems, 
right?

I’ve heard varying reports on deer 
season ’88. Some say it was up, some 
down. The total deer kill was, in my 
opinion, about the same or a little 
more than usual. The ice houses say 
it was less, but what they didn’t see 
was an increase in the number of 
walk-in coolers on leases throughout 
the county. We also had some cool 
weekends that allowed hanging the 
deer in the shade till time to go 
home.

Hunting camps were full all 
around the county opening weekend 
and Thanksgiving weekend, and 
antlerless kill was up, so 1 think at 
least the total kill was about the 
same, even if the buck kill was down 
somewhat. Antler development was 
good in ’88, and there were some 
good racks taken (and some not 
taken and still out there!). There 
were lots of comments to the effect 
that deer season started too soon (too 
hot), but those comments really 
should go to the Parks & Wildlife 
Commission who can do something 
about changing it. Personally, I’d 
like to see it start and end a week 
later, but what do I know about 
it...We did have a good Deer Fest, 
and that project should really catch 
on. Maybe next season we can get 
more of our out-of-town hunters to 
attend. Saturday night of opening 
weekend would be a bonanza. How 
’bout it, C of C?

Violations were down all over the 
state, with the bulk of citations 
going for minor violations such as 
failure to tag deer or turkeys and 
failure to keep meat edible. I was 
beginning to think I’d lost my touch, 
with only 25 or so night/road hunting 
cases (half of what it usually is), until 
I talked with a warden in the Davis 
Mountains who said they had none. 
Guess that makes Crockett County a 
“ hotspot” for flagrant game viola­
tions. Reports through Operation 
Game Thief were good producers, 
thus enforcing my theory that the 
public is the best Game Warden 
we’ve got.

Fur hunting is lukewarm this year 
due to low prices being paid for 
hides. Experts say the demand from 
consumers is off, and apparently 
there are stockpiles of furs at 
wholesale dealers across the 
country.

In December, an undercover sting 
operation on illegally smuggled furs 
from Mexico was culminated by the 
U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service, and

there are still investigations going on 
by Texas Game Wardens and 
USFWS agents with more arrests yet 
to come. We had hoped that stop­
ping the flow of illegal furs would 
help prices, but apparently the 
supply still outweighs the demand. 
Buyers are calling foxes $14.00 
(which they usually find some 
excuse to discount to $12.00) and 
bobcats $65.00 (more often $40.00), 
but you know how buyers are...The 
season will run through Jan. 31, and 
you have till Feb. 5 to clean out the 
freezer.

We need to take a little space to 
brag on the folks in Southeast Texas. 
Some of you probably heard of a 
December outbreak of avian cholera 
that hit ducks and geese in the rice 
prairies west of Houston, killing in 
excess of 7,000 birds. Landowners, 
volunteers, sportsman groups, and 
scores of others too numerous to 
mention, teamed up with TPWD and 
USFWS personnel to drain infected 
areas, gather carcasses, clean up 
roosting sites, and refill wetlands 
with fresh water to divert a disaster 
in the wintering waterfowl popula­
tion.

In addition to the volunteer help, 
organizations came to the rescue 
with funds to help finance opera­
tions. Waterfowl Habitat Alliance of 
Texas (WHAT Ducks) provided 
$5,000 to landowners for pumping 
expense, an amount matched by 
TPWD from its waterfowl habitat 
funds. Ducks Unlimited, Inc. of­
ficials announced they would provide 
up to $30,000 for matching funds to 
be used in the cholera control 
project. Central Power & Light Co. 
provided $5,000 to combat the 
problem.

Here again, the credit for another 
success story needs to go to public 
involvement. And this is the way it 
should be...the wildlife belongs to 
everybody.

I wasn’t the only one having 
vehicle problems this season - State 
Game Warden Guillermo Gonzales 
in Starr County got his Ramcharger 
ventilated with shotgun slugs from a 
poacher’s gun. Seems four illegal 
night hunters answered his demand 
to pull over by opening up with 
gunfire from their fleeing vehicle. 
Warden Willie gave chase, and in 
the process took six direct hits, but 
kept on coming. The desperadoes 
evaded a roadblock set up by 
sheriff’s deputies by taking a side 
road, where they were eventually 
overtaken and stopped. Gonzales 
had to quit his ailing vehicle and 
finish the pursuit on foot, but got 
there in time to do his part in the 
apprehension of the group. (Don’t 
shoot at the Game Warden - you’ll 
get his dander up!)

There were three other assaults on 
Game Wardens about the same time 
across the state...and some folks still 
can’t understand why we carry 
guns! After all, those poachers are 
just “ good ole boys trying to feed the 
family” , I wonder who was gonna 
feed the Gonzales family if those 
“ good ole boys’ ” aim had been a 
little better?

The key to reducing game viola­
tions has got to be through the 
education of our youth, at the same 
time pressing on with strict and 
impartial enforcement of the law. 
You know, the old “ teach-the-kids- 
and-catch-the-daddies” principle.

TPWD personnel are looking for­
ward to working with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
through the 4-H program to teach 
the kids right. Joint effort in the new 
4-H Field & Stream program will be 
getting underway this spring with 
the first Leader Training Work- 
shop,,.but then that’s a subject to be 
covered in the next Crockett County 
Outdoors column. If your 4-H’er isn’t 
signed up yet, do so soon by 
contacting the County Agent’s of­
fice.

FmHA emergency 

loans available
Emergency loans for farmers, 

ranchers or aquaculture operators 
are available through county offices 
of the Farmers Home Administration 
Ben T. Rucker Jr., FmHA County 
Supervisor announced.

Rucker asked that those who need 
farm credit as a result of natural 
disaster due to damages and losses 
caused by drought conditions which 
occurred Jan. 1 through Aug. 31, 
1988, and continuing, make their 
needs known at the Farmers Home 
Adminstration office in Eden at P. O. 
Box H, Eden, TX 76837, 915 869- 
3941. The office is located in the 
ASCS Building in Eden.

Applications for assistance in the 
disaster stricken counties will be 
accepted by Farmers Home until 
Aug. 29, 1989, for physical and 
production losses.

FmHA loans covering actual phy­
sical and production losses may be 
used to replace installations, equip­
ment or buildings (including homes) 
lost through this disaster. Funds 
may be used to buy feed, seed, 
fertilizer, livestock or to meet in­
terest and depreciation payments on 
current real estate and chattel debts.

“ Funds can be used for essential 
operating and living costs,” Mr. 
Rucker said.

Applicants that certify that other 
credit is not available may receive 
loans covering actual losses at an 
interest rate of 4.5 percent and are 
scheduled for repayment as rapidly 
as feasible consistent with the appli­
cant’s ability to pay.

To be eligible for an emergency 
loan, an applicant must have suf­
fered losses from the disaster.

The Ozona J.V. Lions opened 
district play last week in Big Lake 
and made it perfectly clear what 
their objective was for 1989....

The first quarter was a rather

As boring as the opening period

He hit six field goals and one rain­
bow from three-point land.

In the final quarter of the contest, 
the Lions turned on the afterburners 
and blew the Owls out of the game 
for good. By cranking out 15 points 
compared to a mere six by Reagan 
County, Ozona put the finishing 
touches on a masterful 49-30 victory.

Leading scorer in the game was 
Lonnie Martinez. Martinez hit from 
all over the floor en route to a 27 
point performance. Backing up Mar­
tinez was Danny DeHoyos with nine 
and Roger Martinez with seven.

Firemen answer

five calls last week
A grass fire started by children 

playing with matches burned about 
400 feet at 101 Ave. L on Jan. 8. 
Volunteers were called to the loca­
tion at 12:13 p.m.

Excited residents thought a well 
had exploded or a plane was down 
southeast of Ozona Jan. 11. The 
rumble of an explosion and ac­
companying cloud of dust was 
caused by dynamite used in shooting 
a pipeline ditch. Volunteer firemen 
went on the call at 5:19 p.m.

A 4:26 a.m. fire at 1814 Walnut 
destroyed a metal storage building 
near the Armando Rios home on Jan. 
12. Volunteers used 475 gallons of 
water to put out the fire. Origin was 
unknown.

A call to an area behind the 
Community Center on Jan. 15 re­
quired 25 gallons. The 2:04 p.m. call 
was the result of burning trash that 
got out of hand.

No fire was found on the west hill 
of town behind the Mitchell home 
Monday night. Volunteers answered 
a 7:42 p.m. call with two trucks.

the records for the three years with 
4.81 in May and 2.71 in June.

July 1988 was the first month to 
out-do the other two years. That 
month showed precipitation measur­
ing 3.69 inches.

Precipitation dropped in August 
1988 with only .62 inches while 
August 1987 and 1986 recorded well 
over five inches.

September of 1988 continued this 
trend with 7.35 inches measured. 
Septem ber received more rainfall 
than any other month of 1988. By 
comparison 1987 recorded 2.2 inches 
in September and 1986 showed only 
.38 inches.

The big rainfall of September was 
almost the precipitation finale for the 
year as none was recorded in 
October and November and only .7 
inches came in December.

November of 1987 showed .27 and 
that month in 1986 showed 3.7 
inches. December 1987’s precipita­
tion measured 1.4 inches and in 1986 
2.62 inches.

Annual precipitation average over 
many years shows about 18 inches to 
be the average for Crockett County.
