Task force discusses problems facing youth

Sixty-three percent of Ozona's
youngestsecondary students have had
at least one encounter with tobacco,
alcohol or drugs, and 27 percent of
the babies born to Crockett County
mothers last year were out of wed-
lock.

These facts were part of a task
force report given on "Making the
Grade" Monday night at the civic
center. Critical issues facing Ozona's
youth today were summarized by
leaders of groups which have been
meeting since mid- September.

The task force groups studied and
reported on the six major problems
facing American youth today: sub-
stance abuse, teen pregnancy, func-
tional illiteracy, school dropouts,
juvenile crimes and unemployment.

Crockett County is one of more
than 20 Texas counties participating
in"Making the Grade", a project which
includes developing a community
report card. The project is sponsored
by the 4-H and Youth Committee of
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service and the Executive Board of
the Extension Program Council.

As leader of the group focusing on
substance abuse, Garland Davis,
superintendent- of -Ozona schools,
reported statistics from a 1988 survey
of local sixth graders. Of the 59 stu-
dents (17 girlsand 42 boys) surveyed,
37 had used tobacco, alcohol or other
drugs at least once. Five girls and 32
boys indicated some use. Twelve
girls and 10 boys said they had never
used these substances.

Substance categories listed on the
survey included cigarettes, beer, wine
coolers, hard liquor, marijuana, co-
caine, uppers, downers, inhalents,
hallucinogenics and others.

Users were 11-14 years of age at
the time of the survey.

Before the age of 12, 57 percent of
those surveyed had their first experi-

_ence with cigarettes, 70 percent with
-beer, 38 percent with wine coolers -

and 19 percent with hard liquor. One
student had experienced marijuana
before age 12, but none after 12. Two
had experienced cocaine, one before
12, one before 15.

The survey did witness a decrease
in use of tobacco, alcohol or drugs
among the group, but 20 percent are
still using these items, Davis said.

Thirty-five percent believed get-
ting the substances was difficult, 29
percent believed it was easy, and 35
percent didn't know. But no one said
the substances were not available,
Davis said.

Other questions on the survey fo-
cused on self-image, grades, parental
strictness, getting in trouble, partici-

Jpation in school and non-school ac-

tivities.

Sixty percent of those surveyed
indicated they were pleased with them-
selves only sometimes or less. Four-
teen percent were never pleased with
themselves.

Parents were reported as not very
strict by 59 percent of the students.
Discussing their problems with par-
ents less than often were 30 percent.

Good grades were made less than
often by 51 percent; 38 percent were
in trouble more than sometimes and
24 percent were in trouble often.

Topics for the
morning session will include red meat
production trends by Dr. Gary Smith;
lean lamb criteria by Dr. Dan Hale;

by Dr. Carl Menzies and the sympo-
sium committee. A “lean lamb lunch-
eon” will follow the moming session.

with 32 percent indicating they par-
ticipated often or more. Only 16 per-
cent (six students) said they partici-
pated often in activities outside of
school.

Davis quoted a story in the San
Antonio Light reporting that 76 per-
cent of all Texas secondary school
students have used alcohol and that 86
percent of last year's Texas seniors
had used alcohol.

"If we had the ability to run the
same kind ofsurvey, we might find
that the use of alcohol and other abu-
sive substances would be alarming to
us in our community," Davis said.

Gary Vannoy, leader of the task
force on teenage pregnancy, cited
statistics indicating that 19 percent of
the babies born in Crockett County
last year were to teenage mothers.

Crockett County tied as 17th in the
state for babies born out of wedlock,
27 percent.

Beginning Nov. 1, any child born
in Texas must have the social security
numbers of both parents on the birth
certificate, Vannoy said. The move to
make fathers responsible for their
children includes teenage fathers. An
unwed teenage father whose child is
being supported by welfare can have
as much as 50 percent of his salary
from an after-school job taken for
support. If the teen has no job, he is
building a debt with the welfare de-
partment, Vannoy said.

"We all have to become respon-
sible for our children whether they're
infants or whether they're teenagers,”
said Vannoy.

Defining functional illiteracy as the
inability to communicate, read, write
and get along in society, Elizabeth
Upham said one in three Texans lack
the ability to do these things. One in

tive Texans never complete high
school.

Crockett County statistics show that
25 percentof adults have 0-8 years of
schooling compared to 15 percent in
Sutton, Schleicher, Upton, Tom
Green, Reagan and Irion Counties.

Mrs. Upham praised the local
English as a Second Language and’
Laubach Literacy programs foradults.

Thecurrent freshmanclassatOzona
High School as seventh graders had
56 percent reading on or above level,
13 percent one grade level below, 12
percent three grade levels below, five
percent four grade levels below and
one percent five grade levels below,
Mrs. Upham said.

Statewide, 33 percent drop out
before completing high school. Lo- *
cally, the figure is one percent.

Nationally, the cost of illiteracy is
17.12 billion according to Mrs.
Upham. Lost tax revenue, unemploy-
ment insurance, adult training, in-
creased cost of child welfare and in-
carceration figures account for the
17.12 billion figure.

A supervised activity that youth
can be proud of was outlined by Pete
Maldonado to put teens to work. The
groundwork for a plan to form a
company of students began last year,
Maldonado said.

Lawn service and bookkeeping are
the areas being considered. This
summer a youth employment referral
service will be operating to help teens
find jobs. Location and utilities have
been donated, and someone will be
there to answer the telephone.

The proposed youth formed com-
pany is not designed to get into some:
one else's labor force or livelihood,

Hoover re-elected to SWCD Board

Donald P. "Bud" Hoover was re-
elected to the Crockett Soil and Water
Conservation District board of direc-
tors on Oct. 10. Hoover represents
Zone 5 of the district.

The purpose of the Crockett SWCD
is to promote sound soil and water
conservation programs onranch lands
within the district and to serve as a
voice for ranchers on conservation
matters.

The board of directors coordinates

the conservation efforts of various
local, state and federal agencies and
other organizations and has authority
toenter into working agreements with
these governmental agencies and pri-
vate concerns to carry out its pur-

poses.

As one of five individuals serving
on the district board of directors,
Hoover will be responsible for district
policies and procedures for carrying
out the district program within the
framework of the Texas soil conser-
vation district law.

In Texas there are 210 soil and
water conservation districts. Eachis a
legal subdivision of state government
organized by local agricultural land-
owners withthe assistance of the Texas
State Soil and Water Conservation
Board. Unlike most other legal subdi-
visions of state governement, SWCDs
do not have the powers of taxation or
eminent domain. All conservation
programs managed by the districtsare
of a voluntary nature to the landowncr
or operator.

Organizaed in 1950, the Crockett
SWCD was instrumental in coordi-
nating the Johnson Draw watershed

protection project after the flood of
1954. The district continually identi-
fies resource concerns and promotes
the wise use of these resources.

County receives state
funds for roads

Crockett County will receive
$27,012.83 as its allocation of lateral
road funds being sent out by State
Treasurer Ann Richards. Checks
amounting to $7.3 million are being
sent to Texas' 254 counties for lateral
road construction and maintenance.

The treasurer each year disburses
money appropriated by the Legisla-
ture for the Lateral Road Program.
The grants may be used by counties
for the purchase of right-of-way and
for construction and maintenance of
lateral roads, farm-to-market roads or
state highways.

The money is allocated to each
county under a formula based on the
county's area, rural population and
lateral road mileage, Richards said.
Crockett County's lateral road mile-
age is 425.

As with the rest of Jesus’ par-
ables, we try to identify ourselves
with some of the characters involved
in these two stories. That’s because
we try to answer the question: Where
DolIFitIn? I'm sure many of us would
say we are like the sheep or coin that
was once lost but have now been
found by our loving Savior. And there
was rejoicing in heaven when that
happened, as there always is when a
sinner is brought to repentance. We
continue to rejoice in what our Lord
did to seek and find us in our lost
condition; that He came and took the
rugged, painful way of the Cross in
order that we might be restored to the
flock and household of our heavenly
Father through the forgiveness of our
sins.

But can we simply dismiss these
2 parables as describing something
that happened to us ‘Once Upon A
Time, as if they have no present appli-
cation in our lives. Notice that Jesus
tells these stories to the Pharisees and
Bible Scholars, ‘church members’
who argued that they didn’t need to
hear them. In fact, they grumbled
againstJesus because He continued to
seck and find the lost when they should

have been rejoicing and helping Him
in His work of getting the lost found.
Therefore, since our Lord has in-
structed His disciples to goand preach
in His name to all people that they
repent of their sins so that they can be
forgiven (Luke 24:47-48), it scems
our place in the parables ought to be
with the shepherd and the housewife
- taking part in the business of seeking
the lost and getting them found.
And there are plenty of those
around - lost sheep and lost coins. The
difference between a lost sheep and a
lost coin is that a sheep knows when it
is lost. It has wandered off on its own

- until it suddenly realizes the spot it’s

in, and then is desperately longing to
be found. We all probably know
peoplelike that - who seem to be look-
ing for something, burdened with a
load of guilt from which they cannot
free themselves, who find themselves
all alone in the world with a gnawing
feeling of having lost their direction -
people who are very aware that they
are lost. On the other hand, a coin
doesn’t know when it is lost. It’s sat-
isfied to just lie there in the dirt, as
happy as if it were in circulation and
doing something. This seems to fit
people who go through life blindly,
assuming that everything’s OK and
that they’ve ‘Got It Made’. Yet, like

the sheep that’s wandered off, they
are really lost - even if they don’t
realize it.

However, the important point in
both parables is that somebody cares
about what is lost. God cares! He
loved the lost so much that He sent the
Good Shepherd, who was willing to
lay down His life for the sheep. God
gave up His most priceless treasure in
order to payt the price for the redemp-
tion of all who had everbeenlost. And
Jesus cared! Even while He was en-
during the agony of crucifixion, where
the crowd mocked Him and cried for
His blood, Jesus prayed for their for-
giveness (Luke 23:34). And His care
and concern for the lost are still that
great. So we who have been found by
the grace of God should have the
same attitude about those who are still
lost. It may mean leaving behind the
99 other things that would claim our
attention, like the shepherd. And like
the housewife, it may mean letting
our light shine in this darkened world,
and sweeping away anything that
would prevent us from getting down
to the business of finding that which is
lost.

This may be a difficult assign-
ment, but our Savior says it is also a
happy one. And He should know, for
Scripture reminds us in Hebrews 12

that “for the joy that was sent before
Him He endured the Cross, thinking
nothing of its shame, and sat down at
the right of God’s throne”. And in
these parables, when the hard work
had been done, both the shepherd and
the housewife called their friends
togetherand said: “Be happy withme,
forI've found that which was lost”. It
was only because they cared enough
to search for that which was lost that
they were able to take part in that
fellowship of joy. Something very
blessed, very joyful happens when
the lost is found. And heaven rejoices
when a sinner is brought to repen-
tance. So perhaps it is time to see our
apathy, our neglect toward seeking
and finding the lost for Christ - our
grumbling, for what is really is: Sin.
And thatalso means it is the right time
to take another look at the seeking
Shepherd, the sweeping Searcher -
and recognize that His love is still
great enough to find and forgive us;
for the “blood of God’s Son washes us
clean from every sin” (1 John 1:7).
So if we can see ourselves in
these parables as the Lost and Found,
who still need repentance and for-
giveness - if we can see the death and

resurrection of Jesus Christ as the

means by which God still seeks to
restore us to His flock and household;
then we will be able to take our place
where we belong in this pair of stories
- with the searching shepherd and the
sweeping Housewife, finding the lost

for Christ. And as there is “joy in
heaven over one sinner who repents”,
may that joy begin today in each one
of us.

The Ozona School Board held its
rcgular monthly mecting Tucsday,
Oct. 10, and voted to issue a call for
bids on refurbishing the all-weather
running track at the school stadium.

The track, used not only by student
athletes but also by many local resi-
dents who run or walk for cxercise,
will be cleaned of all dirt, grease, oil,
stains and all other foreign materials.
All cracks and low or worn spots will
be repaired with compatible rubber-
ized materials prior to primer being
applied to its surface. Improvements
to the track will require two coats of
resealer, which will also be applied to
the high jump pad, pole vault, and
long jump runway.

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"Theaverage life-cxpectancy of any
track before rescaling is about five
years, and we.are at this point now,"
said Supt. Garland Davis during his
explanation of the track's present
condition. "Hopefully, we can award
a bid at our November meeting and
complete the refurbishing before
winter begins."

Ozona schools' percentage of stu-
dents passing all portions of the
TEAMS test in the 1988-89 school
year was down two points from the
previous year according to a report
from the Texas Education Agency.

Of the 315 students tested last year,
209, 66.3 percent passed all portions
of the test. In the 1987-88 school year,
68.3 passed all portions.

In 1988-89, 70 of the 105 juniors
and freshmen tested passed all tests.
This amounts to 66.7 percent, an
improvement of 8.9 percent over the
57.8 percentage passing in 1987-88.

A total of 50 junior high students
passed all portions of the the test last
year. There were 69 tested. The 72.5

Crockett County juvenile statistics

The Crockett County Sheriff's
Office and the Crockett County Juve-
nile Probation Office have released
the statistics of juvenile cases and
investigations for the first half of 1989.
Due to Texas law, specific juveniles
cannot be named and specific cases
cannot be discussed. However, the
following figures and offenses reflect
the county's efforts in this important
segment of law enforcement.

FromJan. 1, 1989, toJune 30, 1989,
the Crockett County Sheriff's Office
investigated and handled the follow-
ing juveniles: tworunaways (children

Smith bill gives

In an effort to better stop drug
smugglers at the U.S./Mexico border,
Congressman Lamar Smith intro-
duced a bill Sept. 25 to give general
arrest authority to officers of the
Immigration and Naturalization Serv-
ice (INS).

"The President's drug strategy
includes granting INS officials gen-
eral arrest authority,” noted Smith.
"My bill adds the arrest provision to
current law and gets the drug strategy
moving."

The bill will amend the Immigra-
tion and Nationality Act to include
arrest authority and will grant INS
officials the ability to "execute and
serve any order, warrant, subpoena,
summons, or other process issued
under the authority of the United
States.

"As the system works now, an INS
official can make a border arrest for
violations of imiigration or legal
entry laws," said Smith. "These same
officials are powerless to make for-
mal arrests for drug-related viola-
tions."

from out of state); one assault with
bodily injury; three unlawful use of
motor vehicle (children from out of
state); five criminal mischief; three
shoplifting; and two thefts.

Several of these cases were handled
by juvenile authorities in other states.
And some of the cases were not re-
ferred to the juvenile courts due to the
fact that the victims did not choose to
prosecute, in which case, a detention
report was made and the juveniles
were released to a parent or legal
guardian.

When a drug-related apprehension
is made by the border patrol, the INS
must hold the offenders until an ar-
resting authority (usually a DEA or
FBI agent) can get to the scene.

"Border patrol agents are. ready,
willing and able to do the job," Smith
commented. Without arrest author-
ity, these people on the front lines are
really without ammunition."

Smith's amendment falls under the
jurisdiction of the Judiciary Commit-
tee, of which he is a member.

It is her duty to counsel
and supervise juvenile offenders at
the direction of the Juvenile Court.
During the first half of 1989, Mrs.
Shurley had the following cases in
Crockett County: one criminal mis-
chief (dismissed by the court); three
children in need of supervision that
were counseled and released; one
scxual assault (processed by the juve-
nile court); one assault (processed by
juvenile court); and one motor ve-
hicle theft (deferred to another state).
Since July 1, 1989, Mrs. Shurley has
had 13 more juvenile casesreferred to
her by the Crockett County Sheriff's
Office, several of which are still pend-
ing in the court.

In an annual juvenile report for
1988, Crockett County was shown to
have had 4.3 percent of its juveniles
come in contact with the juvenile court
system. This compares to Tom Green
County with4.6 percent, Pecos County
with 4.5 percent and Sutton County
with 3.5 percent.

Sheriff Jim Wilson said, "I believe
that the slightincrease in these figures
is due to the fact that we now have a
deputy who is a trained juvenile offi-
cer . Deputy Fred Fierro completed a
week-long, state sponsored, juvenile
officers' school in Austin. I am very
proud of Fred and the work that he is
doing. I know that he has a sincere
appreciation and concern for our
young people. He has gone out of his
way to be a part of the team and work
with Kathy Shurley and our court
system."

Solid Waste Disposal Act, as
amended. The TWC and the EPA
have entered into a joint permitting
agreement whereby permits may
be issued in Texas in accordance
with the Texas Solid Waste Dis-
posal Act, Article 4477-7, V.A.C.S.
and HSWA until the State hazard-
ous waste program receivesinterim
or final authorization under RCRA
to administer the requirements of
the HSWA. In order for the appli-
cant to have a fully effective RCRA
permit, both the TWC and the EPA
must issue the permit. All permit
provisions are fully enforceable
under Texas law after issuance by
the TWC. Permit requirements
implemented under the HSWA will
be enforceable by EPA.

The TWC will provide an informal
hearing session if a written notice of
opposition and request for hearing
is received within 45 days of the
date of publication of the notice of
application. The written notice of
opposition and request for such
hearing must be accompanied by a
statement that an aesthetic, conser-
vational, recreational or economic
interest of the requestor is or may
be adversely affected by the grant-

ing of the application. It is pre-
sumed that residents, property
owners or individuals doing busi-
ness in the local area meet this test.
Any person will be allowed to make!
oral or written statements at the
informal publichearingsession. The
Executive Director of the TWC will
consider any information submit-
ted in making a final recommenda-
tion and will respond in its recom-
mendation to the TWC, and subse-
quently in writing at the time the
final decision is made, to any sig-
nificant comments made at or in
connection in the informal public
hearing session. EPA may partici-
patein theinformal public - session
of the public hearing.

No evidentiary public hearing will
be held on this application unless an
affected person who has received
notice of the application has re-
quested an evidentiary public hear-
ing. Any such request for an evi-
dentiary public hearing shall be in
writing and contain (1) the name,
mailing address and phone number
of the person making the request,
and (2) a brief description of how
the requester, or persons repre-
sented by the requester, would be
adversely affected by the granting
of the application. If the TWC de-
termines that the request sets out
an issue which is relevant to the
permit decision, or that an eviden-

tiary public hearing would serve

the public interest, the TWC shall
conduct an evidentiary public hear-
ing, after issuance of proper and
timely notice of the hearing.-If no
sufficient request for hearing is
received within 45 days of the date
of publication of the notice con-
cerning the application, the permit

will be submitted to the TWC for

final decision on the application.

The Texas Air Control Board
(TACB) may appear at a public
hearing and participate as a party
to address air quality aspets of the
application, pursuant to the Texas
Solid Waste Disposal Act, (Article
4477-7, Texas Revised Civil Stat-
utes). The TACB will regulate air
emissions from the facility through
special provisions in any permit

which is issued.

Requests for a public hearing and/
or requests for further information
concerning any aspect of the appli-
cation should be submitted in writ-
ing to Claire P. Arenson, Assistant
Chief Hearings Examiner, Texas
Water Commission, P. O. Box
13087, Capitol Station, Austin,
Texas 78711, Telephone 512/463-
7875.
