I think many of us (based on 
phone calls to the Stockman) are con­
cerned whether or not we will be able 
to enjoy another youth rodeo and adult 
ropings this year, due to unfcMtunate 
circumstances concerning the legal­
ity of the county to participate in a 
lease agreement with the Crockett 
County Fair Association, a non-profit 
organization.

Sometime back our duly elected 
district attorney, who resides in Sut­
ton County, informed the commis­
sioners court that it was not proper 
and fittin’, according to the law, for 
the county to lease anything, much 
less something as big and important 
as the fairground complex. This legal 
opinion really put the brakes on any 
further maintenance and bill paying 
that the county had been taking care 
of in the past

Crockett County has spent thou­
sands of taxpayer dollais over the 
years building and maintaining the 
fair ground arena, 4-H bam and ani­
mal shelters, not to mention the park 
area, and Emerald House site (which 
has been deeded over to the Historical 
Society by the Fair Association). It 
would really be a tremendous loss to 
the taxpayers if these assets slipped 
away. I have been told that Ozona 
schools paid for half the constmction 
costs of the 4-H bam facilities.

Whatever is worked out, if ever, 
I hope that it is in time for everyone to 
enjoy another youth rodeo and adult 
roping. After all, it’s one of the most 
popular activities for the community. 
Many people feel that if production of 
the youth rodeo is ever missed for a 
year that its chances of coming back 
would be slim

There is still time for an agree­
ment to be wcM-ked out between the 
two parties involved. I understand that 
the matter has been included in the 
agenda for next Monday’s commis­
sioners court meeting, and at press 
time (Tuesday) the Fair Association 
will have a meeting to discuss the 
matter.

A Fair Association board mem­
ber stated that a le.ase contract has 
been drawn up for consideraticm by 
the commissioners. So, let’s hope 
that these men and women can be 
gentlemen and women and decide 
what’s best for the people and taxpay­
ers of Ozona.

Maybe a written opinion from 
the State Attorney General’s office 
would clear up a lot of unanswered 
questions?

Ozona National buys 
Wimberley Bank's assets

State Banking Department officials 
closed the Wimberley Bank in Wim­
berly Thursday, June 14. The FDIC 
took the bank into receivership and 
sold the assets to Ozona National 
Bank who reopened the facility Fri­
day as a branch of Ozona National.

The Ozona National Bank enjoys 
being rated with the strongest in 
America. It has been selected and 
listed in the book "The Best Banks in 
the U.S.A." It is rated a Blue Ribbon 
Bank, a Five Star Bank, and most 
importantly, it is ranked an "A" Bank 
by Sheshunoff & Co. of Austin, a 
premier bank rating company.

The Wimberley Bank closed with 
approximately 24 million dollars in 
assets. This new addition to ONB will 
bring the total assets to about 78 mil­
lion dollars.

"The bank is one of the prettiest 
we've seen," said Don Long, presi­
dent of ONB. The main building is of 
native stone. The branch's motor bank 
is a six lane facility similar to the one 
at ONB's home office, but also has a 
Pulse, Impact automatic teller ma­
chine.

Depositors in both Ozona and 
Wimberley will enjoy customer status 
recognition in both communities, and 
are invited to inspect the new acquisi­

tion.
Customers of the Wimberley bank 

are "relieved that a country bank has 
come in here," said Long Tuesday. 
"We have received a good reception 
from Wimberley customers."

Dan Pullen, senior vice-president 
of ONB, has been named the new 
manager of the Wimberley branch. 
He, along with Long, assistant cash­
iers Debra Vordick and JoAnn Bab­
bitt and cashier Lou Haire are in 
Wimberley this week supervising the 
organization of the transfer to ONB.

"We have a lot of work to do to get 
reorganized to fit ONB's philoso­
phy," said Long. "Time will take care 
of that," he added.

The Wimberley Bank, founded in 
1974, was the only bank based in the 
Hayes County tourist and retirement 
community.

OzcHia National Bank, founded in 
1905 by ranchers, is primarily an 
agricultural bank. "We were looking 
for a market to provide us with more 
access to commercial business and 
consumer business," Long said. "We 
feel this is it."

Program assists 
pre-schoolers

Members of the Ozona School 
Board, meeting in regular session on 
Tuesday, June 12, approved the pur­
chase of an integrated learning sys­
tem software program for computer 
labs in Ozona Primary School and 
Ozona Intermediate School next year.

The software program is produced 
by Jostens Learning Corporation and 
is currently in use in many school 
districts across the state. It is a system 
containing a series of more than 1,800 
lessons designed to teach reading, 
writing, and arithmetic skills to stu­
dents in grades kindergarten through 
eight and uses high-quality graphics, 
voice, music and animation as en­
hancements for student motivation and 
learning.

The Josten software also includes a 
versatile management system that 
allows teachers to diagnose student 
weaknesses, track individual student

progress, and print reports showing 
how well each student is doing in his 
other reading, writing and maUiemat- 
ics skills. The software program is de­
signed to offer valuable assistance to 
both teachers and students in the 
areas of special education, regular 
education, remedial education and 
gifted/talented education.

The board also voted to take bids 
on IBM or Tandy Corporation hard­
ware which will be used to run the 
Josten software, and both labs are 
expected to be operational when 
school begins. The district will also 
take bids on five Apple computers to 
be used in computer literacy classes in 
Ozona Junior High School and 16 
IBM or IBM-compatable computers 
and software for computer science 
classes in Ozona High School.

New 6 1/4 percent and 8 1/4 percent 
rate cards have been printed and will 
be available in all 33 Comptroller 
offices throughout the state next week. 
A new listing of the combined state 
and local sales tax rates for every city 
in the state will be available by June

18.
“Unfortunately businesses will 

have to make this change almost 
overnight,” Bullock said.

Bullock said that business own­
ers and managers who have questions 
about the sales tax can call the Comp­
troller’s Office toll free at 1 -800-252- 
5555 or the local Comptroller office 
in their area.

The trustees approved the employ­
ment of two new teachers during the 
meeting. Ted Myrick, a 1970 gradu­
ate of Hardin Simmons University, 
will be a teacher/coach in Ozona Junior 
High, and Mrs. Rosella Bilano, a 1980 
graduate of Sul Ross State Univer­
sity, will teach prekindergarten in 
Ozona Primary School. Mr. Myrick 
will take the place of Craig Cooke, 
and Mrs. Bilano will replace Ms. 
Victoria Gonzales, who will teach 
kindergarten next year.

Assistant Superintendent Ted Cot­
ton gave the members a report which 
compared Ozona's 1989-90 Texas 
Educational Assessment of Minimum 
Skills (TEAMS) test results to state 
results. In his report, Mr. Cotton said 
that 83% of Ozona’s third grade stu­
dents passed the mathematics section 
of TEAMS, 72% passed reading, 58% 
passed writing, and 47% of the stu­
dents passed all three tests. Statewide 
results for the third grade were 91% 
math mastery, 85% reading mastery, 
77% writing mastery and 74% mas- 
tCTy of all three tests.

Local fifth grade results were higher 
than the state average in mastery of 
mathematics (95% local - 90% state)

and in mastery of reading (89% local
- 87% state), while Ozona's mastery 
of writing (70% local - 82% state) and 
mastery of all three tests (68% local - 
77% state) were lower than the state­
wide average.

Ozona Junior High's seventh grade 
students surpassed the state average 
in all four areas: mastery of math 
(100% local - 91% state); mastery of 
reading (92% local - 89% state); 
mastery of writing (92% local - 86% 
state); and, mastery of all three tests 
(89% local - 80% state). In the ninth 
grade, Ozona's students were below 
the statewide average in mastery of 
math (82% local - 86% state), mastery 
of writing (68% local - 70% state), 
and mastery of all three tests (61% 
local - 68% state). The ninth graders 
were above statewide results in mas­
tery of reading (84% local - 82% 
state).

Students in Ozona High School’s 
eleventh grade were above the state 
average in mastery of math (81 % local
- 80% state), mastery of English lan­
guage arts (92% local - 90% state), 
and in percent passing both sections 
of the exit-level exam (81% local - 
77% state).

At the conclusion of his report, Mr. 
Cotton said that the present cycle of 
TEAMS testing has now come to an 
end, and a new program, called the

Texas Assessment of Academic Skills 
(TAAS), will replace the state's ex­

isting minimum skills testing program 
in grades 3 ,5 ,7 ,9  and 11 and will be 
given for the first time in October.

Adoption of the program means 
that the Texas Education Agencv will 
move from testing only minimum- 
level skills in reading, writing and 
mathematics to testing more difficult 
content, including highCT-order skills, 
such as critical thinking and problem 
solving. The new tests also will be 
broader in scope than the Texas Edu­
cational Assessment of Minimum 
Skills (TEAMS) test in that they will 
measure more of the essential ele­
ments of the public school curricu­
lum.

As part of the expanded program, a 
written composition will be added to 
the exit-level or 11th grade test for 
high school juniors who take the 
examination for the first time in Octo­
ber. High School seniors who failed 
to pass both sections of the TEAMS 
exit-level examinations as junicMS will 
be allowed to continue taking that test 
until they pass it and will not be re­
quired to take the exit-level TAAS.
