Several weeks later they were invited 
to represent their Council at a Scout 
Circus to be held at Will Rogers Coli­
seum in Fort Worth before a crowd of

SAHAWE which means long feather. 
The group was active until Williams' 
death in 1957. In 1961, the group was 
reorganized by Bill Dillahunty, a for­
mer member. This group has grown 
into a much larger membership than 
the first Sahawes.

Each summer the Sahawes go on 
tour for one or two weeks thrilling 
audiences with their fast moving, 
colorful and authentic shows. Several 
tons of costumes, teepees, sound and 
lighting equipment are taken on the 
road for these tours.

Section 1619 helps SSI disabled try to work
Special provisions in the Social 

Security law now give disabled people 
who get Supplemental Security In­
come (SSI) payments achance to work 
without losing their benefits, Franklin 
H. Upp, Social Security manager in 
San Angelo, said recently.

Both cash payments and Medi­
caid eligibility can continue as long as 
the SSI recipient remains disabled 
and meets the income and resource 
requirements of the SSI program, Upp 
said.

If a disabled person’s earnings 
are too high for cash SSI payments, 
Medicaid c o v ^ g e  will still be con­
tinued. This coverage will continue 
until the person can affcx’d similar 
medical care or until his or h ^  health 
improves. Cash payments can be re­
instated if earnings again drop below 
the SSI limits.

This part of the Social Security 
law, called Section 1619, was enacted 
by Congress as a way to help disabled 
SSI recipients become self-support­
ing. It was felt that a safety net of 
guaranteed continuing eligibility 
might encourage more people to try to 
work.

Today, peq)le in all 50 States 
work and receive SSI und^ Section 
1619, Upp said. About 1 1/2 percent

of the 2 million disabled Americans 
receiving SSI currently participate in 
this program.

The 1990 tax rate for self-em­
ployed pet^le is 15.3 p^cent, up from 
1989’s 15.02 percent rate. In 1989, a 
2 percent credit reduced the effective 
tax rate to 13.02 percent.

Beginning with the 1990tax year, 
the credit has been replaced by two 
new deductions which reduce the tax 
liability for the self-employed. The 
new deductions are designed to treat 
the self-employed in much the same

manner as employers and employees 
are treated for tax purposes. For many 
self-employed people, the result wiU 
be lower taxes than in previous years.

Cancun or Acapulco on the banks of the Rio Grande?

The government of Mexico is 
planning a $50 million, 20 year proj­
ect to clone Cancun or Acapulco on 
the banks of the Rio Grande along 
Lake Amistad.

“They want it to be the size of 
Cancun,” said Emilio Mendoza Ber- 
rueto, architect and engineer for the 
site, where construction is due to start 
within a year.

Mexican officials say this is the 
first time they have undertaken any 
tourist development along the U.S. 
border, which now receives only small 
to medium tourist activity.

Mexican officials estimate that 
there are 7.8 million potential tourists

from Texas alone, but they didn’t 
project how many might visit the Lake 
Amistad resort.

Two elegant hotels, two restau­
rants, a swimming pool, 800-acre 
nature preserve, marina and a cliff­
diving attraction similar to those in 
Acapulco have been planned for 
completion in 1994.

In the next 20 years the develop­
ers foresee a small airport, golf 
courses, more hotels and a conven­
tion center will be constructed.

Acuna Mayor Gudelio Garza 
Gomez has hopes that the develop­
ment will increase the flow of tourist
dollar for his city and to Del Rio.

Radio station has new owners
Walton Foster, president of Foster 

Broadcasting of San Angelo, has 
announced the sale of K YXX in Ozona 
and KHOS Am and FM of Sonora to 
Fort Stockton Radio Company Inc. 
subject to FCC approval.

The owners of Fort Stockton Radio 
Company are Ken Ripley and Gail 
Garlitz who also operate KFSTAm/ 
FM in F(Mt Stockton.

KHOS, which has been off the air 
since February of this year, resumed

broadcasting July 2. No date has been 
set to resume broadcasting from 
KYXX according to Ripley. The 
Ozona station ceased broadcasting in 
late 1989.

Foster is retaining ownership of 
translaUx' s^tions in Junction and Big 
Lake which will rebroadcast San 
Angelo statical KIXY/E^.

Ripley anticipates FCC {Q)pro val in 
60 to 90 days.

services at any time between September, 1976, and February, 1987. 
The refunds will be based upon either the actual or estimated amount 
of overtime charges attributable to such rounding practices. An exact 
refund will be determined for customers able to produce copies of 
their WATS/800 service bills. For customers who do not have copies 
of their WATS/800 service bills to establish actual overtime charges 
paid, an average refund of $4.53 to $5.95 per WATS/800 service line 
per month will be applied.

Polish journalists intern 
with Fort Worth newspaper

Although a trip to a small town 
may seem like cruel and unusual 
punishment to some city dwellers, for 
two recent Ozona visitors, their stay 
was part of an overall experience that 
will always say "America” to them.

Jan Pieklo and W acek 
Radziwinowicz, Polish journalists, 
were here as guests of Jane and Wade 
Richardson. Both men are in the 
United States on a five-month intern­
ship at the Fort Worth Star-Telegram. 
The internship was arranged by the 
Center for Foreign Journalists in 
Reston, VA on fellowships spon­
sored by the U. S. Information Agency.

Jan and Wacek and six other Polish 
writers were selected for the fellow­
ships from among 40 applicants who 
are members of the Polish Associa­
tion of Journalists. Next year, fellow­
ships will be extended to applicants 
from four Eastern European coun­
tries.

Stories about the people and poli­
tics of Poland along with accounts of 
some of their experiences and impres­
sions of life here have been printed in 
the Star-Telegram. Jan also contrib­
utes a column, "Texas Beat", to the 
paper on his observations of life in 
rural Texas.

Adding to his fund of knowledge 
were trips to the Richardson Ranch, a 
local wool house and bank, the news­
paper and to Mexico.

A horseback ride at the ranch was 
easier for Wacek who had some 
experience riding in Poland. Jan "did 
okay thanks to the horse."

Jan is an editor for "Tygodnik 
Powszechny", a leading Catholic 
weekly. Since 1989 he has been the 
spokesperson for the Krakow Branch 
of the Physicians of the World. From 
1982-88, he was a contributor to 
underground, regional newspapers. 
Until 1981 he was with "Gazeta 
Krakowska", a Krakow newspaper.

He is interested primarily in poli­
tics, but also in poetry and literature 
and how politics is depicted through 
those means. A copy of Tygodnik 
Powszechny Jan brought to Ozona 
contained poems by a current U.S. 
Nobel prizewinner. Although printed 
in Polish, the poems did carry addi­
tional titles in English.

Jan believes strongly that the press 
must be the watchdog of government.

He is a practicing psychologist and 
received a MA at Jagiellonian Uni­
versity in Polish Philology.

Wacek has been with the "Olszt- 
ynski Kurier Obywatelski" (Olsztyn 
Citizen's Courier) since 1989. At the 
same time, he has been writing for 
"Nasza Wies" (Our Countryside). He 
was a journalist for the Olsztyn daily 
newspaper, covering everything from 
politics to culture. He has also worked 
as a joumalistat "SlowoPowszechne", 
a Warsaw-based Catholic newspaper, 
and as a sub-editor for a Catholic 
Church magazine.

His special interests include social 
problems, local government, culture.

ecology, national minorities, farmers 
and workers. He has an MA in jour­
nalism from the University of War­
saw and attended the Pedagogical 
Academy at Olsztyn and the Univer­
sity of Gdansk.

Sen. Lloyd Bentsen reflects on Declaration of Independence
In the days following the attack on 

Pearl Harbor in December of 1941, 
armed guards left Washington, D.C. 
to escort a strong box to the safety of 
Fort Knox, Kentucky. Inside the box 
was a padlocked bronze container 
holding a piece of America's history 
worth far more than all the gold under 
lock and key at Fort Knox.

The precious cargo was our Decla­
ration of Independence - not simply 
fragile parchment, but a ringing as­
surance of liberty and guarantor of 
individual freedoms.

In the fall of 1944, authorities de­
termined that there was no longer 
danger of enemy attack, and the docu­
ment was escorted back to our na­
tion's capital where it remains on dis­
play at the National Archives.

On this Fourth of July, as we mark 
the day that our founding fathers 
signed the Declaration 214 years ago, 
it is good to reflect on the eloquent 
message this document.

We hold these truths to be self evi­
dent, that all Men are created equal, 
that they are endowed by their Crea­
tor with certain unalienable Rights, 
that among these are Life, Liberty and 
the pursuit o f Happiness...

When Thomas Jefferson took up 
his pen in 1776 to draft our Declara­
tion, he was determined to express 
simply and compellingly the justifi­
cations for Americans' desire to Ixeak 
their allegiance to the British Crown.

"...It was intended to be an expres­
sion of the American mind, and to 
give to that expression the proper tone 
and spirit called for by the occasion," 
Jefferson recalled later in his life.

We should never find it a burden to 
work to fulfill the Declaraticm's pledge 
for all Americans. And we must be 
willing to defend our Declaration 
against an v who are hostile to its prin-

ciples.
The notions of equality, justice and 

rights are proving a powerful attrac­
tion to millions of people ruled by the 
doctrines of the Communist Mani­
festo. They have repeatedly been told 
that such "bourgeois" concepts as 
freedom, independence and individu­
ality should be abolished. But the 
people of East Germany, Poland, 
Czechloslavakia, Hungary, the So­
viet Union, Nicaragua and elsewhere 
have been choosing liberty over the 
past year.

Democracy is on the march, totali­
tarianism on the run.

These emerging democracies are 
looking to the United States as the 
standard-bearer of democratic ideals. 
Leaders of oppressive regimes have 
tried for years to belittle the rights on 
which we built this nation as mere 
"notions", but our living example 
effectively has put the lie to those 
claims. *

While many govemements have 
given ground and allowed democratic 
reforms, we must not forget, as evi­
denced by the Tiananmen Square 
Massacre following student demon­
strations in China that others continue 
to choose opiK-ession.

Those who signed our Declaration 
of Independence felt strongly enough

about liberty to "mutually pledge to 
each other our lives, our fortunes and 
our sacred honor."

While the price of gold and other 
worldly fortunes may fluctuate, the 
priceless gift of the Declaration of 
Independence - underwritten by the 
lives of those who signed it and gen­
erations of Americans who have fol­
lowed it - is undiminished.

Vacationing with kids......
Summer means vacations and travel for many children and families. As families 

have become more mobile and as more and more children travel alone to visit a non­
custodial parent, summer days often find them “on the road.” Advance planning can 
make travel and vacation days less stressful for both children and parents.

The following tips may help to ease the stress of summer travel:
1. Arrive at the airport, train or bus station early. Allow plenty o f time to park the 

car, check the baggage and board the plane, train or bus. Allowing extra time will help 
to reduce the stress that both parents and children experience.

2. Very young children and their parents often find travel difficult. It is difficult 
for children to sit still for long periods of time, and they tire easily.

Bring along toys and snacks that will help to ease the wait for the child—and for 
the parents. Pack a totebag with paper and crayons, small toys and games. Include 
something new that will catch the child’s attention as well as old favorites which can 
provide the child with a sense of security.

Crackers, nuts, cheese, dried fruit and individual packs of juice make good snacks 
for traveling. Be sure to include chewing gun if you are traveling by air, as it may help 
to relieve the pressure which can build up in the child’s ears during take-off and land­
ing.

3. Taking a camera on a vacation can help capture family activities and trip 
memories. The school-age child is old enough to take photographs of his own and will 
enjoy this opportunity. A polaroid camera is especially nice because the pictures can 
be seen immediately.

4. When traveling with children, an emergency kit is a necessity! Include band 
aids, medicines, a flashlight and tissues.

5. Avoid planning trips which are too long and too involved for children. The 
novelty of being away from home and their usual environment can take their toll 
quickly with children.

Keep in miiKl the child’s developmental level and attention span when planning 
vacation activities. Theme parks can be great fun for older children but may be 
exhausting and frightoiing to young children. Short, simple trips may be more fim, less 
expensive and more restful for the whole family.

6. If the child will be traveling alone, prepare the youngster well in advance. 
Airlines will assist children who are traveling alone to assure their safety.

Vacations are supposed to be fun-filled times. With a little advance planning and 
preparation, they can be.
