Discussions centered on environ­
mental concerns, legislative updates, 
powers and duties of commissioners’ 
courts, and both sides of self-insur­
ance for Worker’s Compensation.

The highlight of the conference 
was Andrew Teplitzky, acting section 
chairman of the Residuals Manage­
ment Section of the Environmental 
Protection Agency who told about the 
new regulations affecting landfills that

per day on the average will get some 
relief under the federal regulations 
from design (liner requirements), 
ground-water monitoring and correc­
tive action unless there are pollution 
traces to the landfill.

Russian sculptor Vladimir 
Surovtsev experienced a bit of West 
Texas life Friday at the Seahom Ranch 
in Crockett County. Surovtsev and 
interpreter Marisa Fushille, a profes­
sor of Slavic languages at the Univer­
sity of Texas, observed and partici­
pated in shearing and rode horseback 
as guests of Pon Seahom.

Surovtsev and Mrs. Fushille came 
to Ozona at the invitation of Ozona 
National Bank president Don Long. 
The sculptor is in the United States to 
bring a scale model of his most recent 
work, a memorial to the historic link­
up of Soviet and American forces April 
25, 1945, at the Elbe River in Ger­
many.

The bronze statue depicts the two 
men credited with being the first 
American and Soviet to meet on the 
historic occasion, U. S. Lt. Albert 
“Buck” Kotzebue and Ukranian Lt. 
Gregori Golbovodko.

Kotzebue, a Texas A&M gradu­
ate, and his patrol from the 273rd 
Regiment, 69th Infantry Division of 
the U. S. 1st Army, joined  
Goloborodko’s patrol from the 175th 
Guards Infantry Division, 58th Guards 
Division of the 1st Ukranian Army.

The statue was displayed at Ozona 
National Bank’s Wimberley branch 
during Surovtsev’s stay in Texas. His 
trip was partially sponsored by the 
bank and by Wimberley resident Sam 
Lewis, who was a member of Kotze­
bue’s regiment and one of the first 
soldiers at the meeting of the forces.

Lewis and Surovtsev met in Strehla 
(then East Germany) at a celebration 
of the 45th anniversary of the end of 
the war. At this meeting, the two began 
talking of the possibility of adding 
such a statue to the monument at the 
Elbe.

Surovtsev became interested in the 
background of the meeting at the Elbe

through war stories told by a friend of 
his father.

The sculptor plans to make two of 
the scale models, one for Gorbachev 
and one for Bush. Surovtsev is seek­
ing a grant for the memorial from the 
Russian National Bank. He was in the 
U. S. in search of necessary “moral 
support from the American side” for 
the project according to Lewis.

The statue was to be left at Texas 
A&M for possible display in the 
George Bush Presidential Library.

Upon his arrival in Ozona Thurs­
day night, Surovtsev talked with a 
small group of primarily bank person­
nel at Ozona National about life in 
Russia.

Banks in Russia are “growing like 
mushrooms,” Surovtsev said through 
his interpreter. (Mushrooms are very 
dear to the Soviet people.) “Time will 
tell which ones are bubbles.” His 
mother worked for 30 years in a large 
bank in Moscow.

Borrowing from a bank and pay­
ing back with interest were not famil­
iar concepts to Surovtsev. If you were 
fortunate enough to have your name 
reach the top of a list to buy a car, you 
would borrow money for the purchase 
from friends, he explained. The big­
ger sphere of acquaintances, the better 
chance of borrowing money.

Soviet artists are grouped in many 
sections of 600 people each, and only 
one car is allotted each section per 
year, Surovtsev said. His chances of 
achieving car ownership are slight 
through this avenue, but he may be 
able to get a car in three or four years 
through the veterans’ list his parents 
areon. “Officially youcan’tbuyacar, 
but there is a whole mass of possibili­
ties.

“Money right now is very mean­
ingless; it has no value. People are 
going through a very hard time,” he 
said. A year’s salary of 3,000 rubles 
would buy a pair of men ’ s shoes and a 
cup of coffee in the U. S. according to 
Surovtsev. Cost of flying to the U.S. 
from Russia is 5,000 rubles. The cur­
rent exchange rate is 30-35 rubles to a 
dollar or 50 rubles to a dollar on the 
black market, but few Russians have

opportunity to deal in U. S. money.
Recent changes in the Soviet Un­

ion have resulted in religious and ar­
tistic freedom according to Surovtsev. 
Changes in the official attitude toward 
religion are so sudden and abrupt it is 
“hard to get used to”. Former anti­
religion government personnel are now 
starting meetings with prayer.

“We are even bold on the tele­
phone now,” he said.

Will this freedom last? “Every­
thing is in the hands of God,” Surovtsev 
said. ‘

He was at his parents’ country 
dacha during the coup attempt againsi 
Soviet President Mikhail Gorbachev. 
During that time the only news re­
ceived was through the Voice of 
America and Radio Free Europe.

During the showing of a video of 
work by Surovtsev, his wife and other 
Soviet artists filmed by Moscow 
Central Television, he commented that 
a series he did two or three years ago 
called Victims of Totalitarianism 
began when he realized that some of 
the things he had been taught were 
untruths. Friends told him, “they’re 
going to put you in jail fordoing this”.

The video was film ed at 
Surovtsev’s Moscow studio located in 
an old carriage house 15 minutes from 
the Kremlin and at two exhibits. 
Among the sculptures pictured was a 
series inspired by a trip to Laos seven 
years ago as director of a cultural 
exhibit being shown there.

Surovtsev drew and played with 
clay as a child, then was enrolled in art 
school. He served in the army two 
years in Riga, Latvia and returned to 
Moscow. He graduated from the 
Moscow Technological Institute after 
five years of study in the art depart­
ment. His wife and 15-year-old son 
are also sculptors. The S urovtsevs have 
an 11-year-old daughter.

From Ozona, Surovtsev and Mrs. 
Fushille continued touring Texas with 
a stop at the state fair in Dallas in their 
plans. He departed from Houston 
Monday for Russia. While in Ozona, 
they were house guests of Mr. and 
Mrs. Don Long.

October is breast cancer awareness month
October in National Breast Can­

cer Month and the Texas Department 
of Health and the Centers for Disease 
Control are joining togeth^ to edu­
cate women and their families about 
the importance of early detection of 
breast cancer. Early detection pro­
vides the best opportunity to treat 
breast cancer successfully.

“Breast cancer is the most com­
mon cancer among women - one out 
of every nine women in this country 
develops breast cancer,” said Char­
lene L^amey, director of the Chronic 
Disease Prevention Program at TDH. 
“Recently TDH received a $3 millicm 
federal grant from the Centers for 
Disease ConU'ol to screen low-income 
women over 40 years old for breast 
and cervical cancer. We expect to 
begin offering these services in Octo­
ber. This is one of the few times the 
federal government has awarded funds 
to states for cancer screening.”

In 1989,2,124 Texas women died 
from breast cancer; 1,663 were white.

218 were black and 243 were His­
panic. In proportion to the size of 
population, breast cancer mortality 
rates were highest (26 percent) among 
black women and lowest (16.8 per­
cent) among Hispanics.

Risk factors for breast cancer 
include a family history of breast 
cancer, early menstruation, no chil­
dren or first child after age 35, late 
menopause, obesity due to high fat 
intake and daily consumption of alco­
hol. As with most cancers, the earliw 
it is discovCTed, the more likely it can 
be treated and cured. Doctors suggest 
that women perform a breast self­
exam each month, have a breast 
physical exam every three years be­
tween the ages of 20 and 40 and every 
year after age 40, and have a baseline 
mammogram done at age 35 to 39 
with a mammogram done every one 
to two years for women ages 40 to 49 
and every year for women ages 50 or 
older.

CROCKETT COUNTY WATER CONTROL A IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO. 1 , P.O. Box 117, Ozona, Taxaa 
76943-0117 has applied to the Texas Wate:- Coonission for renewal of Permit No. 10059-01 
which authorizes a discharge of treated dooestic wastewater effluent at a voluae not 
to exceed an average flow of 500,000 gallons per day from the Main Wastewater Treatawnt 
Facilities. The permittee is also authorized to dispose of the treated effluent by 
irrigation. The plant site is approxixately 3,000 feet .west of State Highway 163 and 
approximately 2.5 mlLes south of Interstate Highway 10 in Crockett County, Texas. The 
effluent is discharged into Johnsons Draw; thence to the Devils River in Segment Mo. 
2309 of the Rio Grande Basin.

In accordance with the Texas Surface Water Quality Standards, tbs Commission staff suet 
determine the existing uses for the receiving water in the area of the proposed 
discharge and whether the proposed discharge will cause significant degradation to any 
high quality waters in the area. The unclassified receiving waters of Johnsons Draw 
have no significant aquatic life uses. The designated uses for Segswnt No. 2309 are 
contact recreation, exceptional quality aquatic habitat, and public water supply. The 
effluent limitations in the draft permit will maintain and protect the existing 
instream uses. All determinations are preliminary and subject to additional review 
and/or revision.

The Executive Director of the Texas Water Commission has prepared a draft permit which, 
if approved by the Commission, will enforce more stringent effluent lisutations and 
requiresients in order to meet existing applicable rules and regulations. It is 
proposed that the expiration date of the renewed permit be specified as midnight, five 
years after date of Commission approval.

A Bearings Examiner of the Texas Water Commission will conduct a public hearing at

The SepL 16 issue of U.S. News & 
World Report had a cover story on
early man. It presented a new “Out of 
Africa” model that challenges some 
earlier evolutionary beliefs about the 
origin of man. If you listen closely the 
next few months, y<̂ n are going to 
hear quite a debate in the scientific 
community as they argue the merits of 
this radical change in thought.

Fundamentally, the “Out of Af­
rica” model questions the Neander­
thal discoveries that fueled Darwin’s 
theory of evolution. Evidence is pre­
sented that “modem human beings are 
not an inevitable product of evolu­
tion,” but rather recent descendants of 
African Stock. Physicists, anthropolo­
gists, geneticists, archaeologists, pale­
ontologists, and other researchers from 
numerous universities and research 
centers are engaged in serious dia­
logue over this new theory.

In its most basic premise, the out of 
Africa model says that “all humans 
are descended from a woman who 
lived in Africa 200,000 years ago.” 
Geneticists are calling this the “Eve” 
hypothesis and they £q)peal to mito­
chondrial DNA to support the theory.

Whew! All people come from one 
mother? Where have we heard that 
before? Yes, the Bible! Once again 
the best o f scientific thinking con­
firms the Scriptural account without 
even knowing i t  Truth has a way of 
rising to the top. Every time that the 
archaeological spade digs down, or 
the microscope examines human tis­
sue, the Work of God is validated.

The Apostle Paul, preaching to the 
idolatrous Athenians, said that God 
“gives all men life and breath and 
everything else. From one man He 
made every nation of men, that they 
shouldinhabitthe wholeearth...” (Acts 
17). Scripture heralds Eve as the 
mother of all living (Gen. 3:20). The 
human family has many branches but 
one root.

The implications of this scientifrc 
model are staggering. Not only does it 
illustrate once again that the Bible is 
confirmed by modem science, it also 
gives credence to the hope that all 
nations can, and should, live in har­
mony. You know, before it’s over, 
even our educational system is going 
to have to teach Biblical creation 
because they are going to be forced 
there by scientific findings.

There is a powerful recognition 
that comes to us through the screen of 
Scripture. It concerns both the physi­

cal and spiritual dimensions of man­
kind. In the physical realm, science 
corroborates Scripture in that all na­
tions, all ethnic groups and races, have 
the same blood. Now it also traces to 
one person the birth of all. Through 
one man (Adam) and his bride (Eve) 
springs all humanity. Behind them 
stands a creative Father.

In the spiritual realm a similar 
screen develops from Scripture. 
Through one man (Christ) and His 
bride (the church) springs forth all 
believers. To this union is traced 
every religious group that calls itself 
Christians. Behind them stands a 
loving Father.

Pure science and pure Scripture 
are threatened by mutations. For in­
stance, some races, despite the com­
mon blood of all nations, proclaim 
themselves superitM* to all others. ITiis 
is a perversion called prejudice. And 
some religious groups, despite the 
blood of Christ which unifies all be­
lievers, proclaim themselves the only 
tme people of God. This is a perver­
sion called hypocrisy.

I hope that the scientific commu­
nity continues its quest to understand 
early man. It will take both reason and 
courage to proclaim the oneness of the 
human family. Their findings deserve 
wide and through reading among 
those seeking truth. All nations come 
from one blood!

And I pray that the religious com­
munity continues its quest to under­
stand the early church. It will take 
both reason and courage to proclaim 
the oneness ofbeliever in Christ The 
Bible deserves wide and thorough 
reading among those seeking Truth. 
All Christians come from One blood!

A&M study shows that 4-H involvement pays
By Sandra Avant

COLLEGE STATION - A recent 
study of Texas teens shows that those 
who were members of the state 4-H 
program rated themselves higher in 
having leadership life skills than did 
young people who were not in 4-H.

"The study doesn't come out say­
ing that 4-H is better than other youth 
programs," according to Dr. Barry L. 
Boyd, director of the research study 
andExtension associate with theTexas 
Agricultural Extension Service. "It 
does support other research that has 
demonstrated that membership in 
organized youth programs enhances 
self-concept."

National 4-H Week, Oct. 6-12, 
honors the 80-year-old organization 
that has 5.8 million participants na­
tionally. Last year the 4-H enrollment 
in Texas totaled 402,000, a 30 percent 
increase over 1989.

Boyd said that in his study, young 
people in 4-H rated themselves higher 
in what's known as leadership life 
skills - working with groups, under­
standing self, communication, mak­
ing decisions and serving in leader­
ship roles.

Last spring, Boyd collected data 
from 309 4-H youths and 558 non-4- 
H members, ages 13 to 19, using a 
five-part questionnaire. About 500 4- 
H members were randomly selected 
from 25 Texas counties. Those young

people not in 4-H were randomly se­
lected from 28 schools that partici­
pated out of the 50 schools that were 
asked.

"We wanted to determine if 4-H 
members were developing life skills, 
and if so, did the amount of participa­
tion help as compared to other young 
people," Boyd said. "What we found 
out is that yes, it does. There is a 
correlation to how much young people 
participate in 4-H and how high they 
rate themselves on the indicators of 
leadership skills."

"To be successful, 4-H members 
are urged to set positive goals and 
make long-range plans, and research 
shows that young people with clear, 
positive goals are less likely to have 
such problems as unplanned pregnan­
cies," said Dr. Nelson Jacob, 4-H and 
youth development specialist at Texas 
A&M.

Young people in 4-H have many 
opportunities to develop a positive 
self-image, which is a key to becom­
ing a productive, self-directed, con­
tributing member of society, Jacob 
said. Plus, the 4-H program provides 
an environment where young people 
can learn the perceptions and skills 
necessary to be good citizens.

The organization also involves the 
whole family, he said. Trained adult 
volunteers serve as role models and 
help youngsters make responsible 
decisions.

"More and more, educators and 
youth development professionals are 
realizing that an important component 
of the solution to many of the prob­
lems like substance abuse and teen 
pregnancy is to help young people 
make healthy choices," Jacob said. 
"This study provides solid evidence 
that 4-H is doing just that.

"Most successful 4-H members will 
tell you that 4-H keeps them so busy 
with enjoyable activities that build 
their confidence and skills," Jacob said. 
"In the 4-H program, the odds are in 
favor of the children."
