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Incentive Hangs 
By Slim Thread

Long faces marked another 
plunge on the rollercoaster ride of 
funding for wool and mohair incen­
tives Thursday when the news of a 
Senate vote to eliminate payments fcM* 
1993 reached Ozona.

Late Thursday the Senate con- 
sittoed the Hscal year 1994 agricul­
tural appropriations conference report 
and Sen. Richard Bryan, D-Nevada, 
and Sen. John Kerry, D-Maine, of­
fered an amendment to eliminate the 
funding of the National Wool Act. 
The amendment was co-sponsored by 
by Sens. Frank R. Lautenberg, D-New 
Jersey, and Russell D. Feingold, D- 
Wisconsin.

A motion by industry supporters 
to table the amendment failed by a 
vote of 56 to 41. The Bryan amend­
ment was accepted in the rqx)rt, 
thereby eliminating funding for the 
Wool A ct

Thirteen senators who had com­
mitted to the industry that they would 
q|)pose elimination of funding for the 
Wool Act changed their minds and 
voted for elimination.

Speaking in support of the Wool 
Act were: Sens. Bums, Craig, Daschle, 
Gramm and Cochran.

The House will vote this wedc (xi 
the Senate's amendment to eliminate 
the wool program.Chances of legisla­
tion passing in the House are termed 
slim, but legislators supporting the 
funding are preparing an amendment 
allowing payments in 1994 for the 
1993 wool and mohair jx-oduction.

The agriculture spending bill 
provides funds for the Agriculture 
Department for the next fiscal year, 
which begins Oct. 1.

This is the third time senators 
have debated the program this year. 
Funding had seemed likely for an­
other year after negotiations between 
the Senate and House.

"Last night's Senate vote was not 
only disappointing, but it was also 
very unfair," Rep. Bonilla said Friday. 
"The amendment to cut the program is 
another example of the government's 
affinity to retroactivity. Last month it 
was retroactive taxes, and now it's 
retroactive cuts that thousands of 
families were counting on.

"These farmers and ranchers have 
worked all year to produce fiber, under 
the assumption that they would re­
ceive loans and other assistance to 
help them compete in the world mar­
ket," Bonilla said. "Unfortunately, their 
April payment isn't going to come, but 
the phone calls from their bankers 
sure will.

"Many producers already have 
been getting phone calls from the 
bank about their loans," Bonilla said. 
"Despite the picture painted on late- 
night expose shows, the wool and 
mohair payments are not spent to 'put 
a few Lincolns in the carports' - these 
incentives help hard-working fami­
lies put food on the table and buy 
clothes for their kids."

Rep. Bonilla contacted Congress­
man Dick Durbin, chairman of the 
House Agriculture Approixiations 
Subcommittee, on Friday to request 
at least a week’s delay bef^e bringing 
up the conference report in the House. 
He met with Durbin and other mem- 
b ^  Monday to develop a strategy to 
combat the Senate amendment

"lam extremelydist^pointedin 
the Senate for getting rid of (xie of the 
few government programs that doesn't 
cost taxpayers one dime," Bonilla said. 
"If we don’t restore at least part of the 
wool and mohair program, thousands 
of wool and mohair producers in our 
country will lose the competiticxi, and 
thousands of producers in Australia 
will win the grand prize."

Wool Sale Offers 141,205 Pounds
Bollman Industries was the top 

volume buyer with 64,000 pounds at 
the fall wool sale held at Ozona Wool 
and Mohair Sept. 22.

Anodyne Inc. purchased 54,200 
pounds with Forte Inc. buying 15,200 
pounds.

IMces for fall lamb wool aver­
aged .578 per pound for the 7,500

pounds offered. 130,000 pounds of 
fall short wool averaged .701 per 
pound.

Fall 12-month wool (original bag) 
went for an average of .56 per pound 
for the 8,(XX) pounds offered.

"Prices were lower than ex­
pected," said manager Terry Criner. 
"It's a little early in the year to tell if

this was a good sale or not."
David Slaughter of Sheffield 

garnered the top price of .605 per 
pound for his fall lamb wool He was 
also paid top price for his fall wool at 
.75 5/8 per pound.

Sam Pemer, Bean Brothers and 
Marty Acton received .741/4 for their 
fall wool.

Court Votes To Push For Insurance Claim Payment
At a called meeting Sept. 24 at 8 

a.m., commissioners voted to work 
with a law firm to pursue making the 
company carrying the county's health 
insurance cover costs of a bone mar­
row transplant anticipated for Judge 
Kathryn Mayfield. The Austin law 
firm has, the in past four months, had 
four instances of insurance companies 
refusing to pay for treatment the 
companies consider "experimental/ 
investigational", according to Sandy 
Stokes, county auditor and insurance 
plan administrator.

The firm agreed to take the caseat 
no charge, and documentation was 
sent to Austin Friday.

Crockett County has a partially 
self-funded insurance health plan. The 
county is responsible for the first 
$40,000 in claims per individual, 
which Stokes explaind as a "specific 
stop loss". A second stop loss formula 
is applied to the entire group. The 
insurance company estimates the 
annual amount of claims expected for

the insured group. If claims exceed 
125% of the estimated amount, the 
insurance also pays that.

On Sept 10 ^ e  county was noti­
fied that the insurance company would 
not pay fcx- a bone marrow transplant 
the judge expected to have the follow­
ing week. The company does not pay 
for treatment which is "experimental/ 
investigatitxial in nature", Stokes was 
told. The company had already set a 
$75,000 stop loss in her case, which 
they can do, Stokes said.

The commissioners' court voted 
to waive the stop loss and be respon­
sible for the U’eatment expenses. This 
was done at a regular meeting of the 
court on Sept. 13 after commissioners 
met in executive session.

"What we're really doing is 
amending our plan," Stokes said.

At Stokes' request. District Judge 
Brock Jones called the Attorney Gen­
eral's office to question whether or not 
the county can take this action.

"A statute governing self-insured

plans doesn't really say," Stokes 
commented. He has written up the 
information asking for an Attorney 
General's opinion, which takes sev­
eral months.

On Thursday, the annoncement 
was made that Attorney General Dan 
Morales has sued Prudential Insur­
ance Company of America for the 
company's refusal to cover a cancer 
treatment which involves removing 
the patient's bone marrow and admini­
stering chemotherapy in high doses. 
The treatment is called experimental 
and investigational by the company 
according to Morales’ office.

"Clearly we have the Attorney 
General's office behind us. I feel like 
we've got something to work with 
now," Stokes said.

"Tbere were some inistakes made" 
in the meeting when the waiver was 
approved, Stokes said," but the court 
was working with all the information 
available in such a short time."

Judge Mayfield has not had the 
bone marrow transplant.

The Ozona Lion offense and 
defense came together in a powerful 
package to wallop the Eldorado Eagles 
in the team's 28-14 District 6-2A open­
ing win last Friday night.

A much-improved offense led by 
senior quarterback Justin Castro gar­
nered a total of 224 yards rushing on 
39 carries as a well-conditioned set of 
linemen opened holes for major con­
tributions from four running backs.

Coach Don Payne said, "I was 
real pleased with the kids' efforts- 
those were the best four quarters we 
have put together all year.

"Our defense probably won the 
game for us through turnovers and 
pressure put on the quarterback. Ed­
die De Luna led the defense with 11 
tackles, the secondary played much 
better (due to pressuring the QB), and 
Julio Martinez played his best game 
of the season."

Payne added, "It helped that we 
had only four boys playing both ways 
against the Eagles. In the Big Lake 
game we had ten guys playing both 
ways. That makes a big difference 
right there."

Leading the pack of Lion runners 
was J. J. Lozano, with 96 yards on 14 
carries. Other backs who carried the 
ball were Castro with 8 carries fcx* 45 
yards, Matthew Ortiz with 5 carries 
for 31 yards, and Anthony Sanchez 
with 8 carries for 27 yards.

"Offensively," Payne noted, "I 
was pleased our running game came 
through again for us—we lost it for a 
while, but I think it'^ back. The rush­
ing should be attributed to our offra- 
sive line."

In the first quarter of play, the 
Lions had their fair share of trouble 
with a fumble and penalties. Starting 
on their third series of plays Castro, 
who managed a total of only 60 pass­
ing yards in the game, ran the quarter­
back option through the left side for a 
43-yard TD. Sure-footed Andres De 
La Garza kicked one of his four extra 
points through the uprights.

The Lions had difficulty moving 
the ball in the second quarter again 
due to penalties. A good break oc­
curred for the Lions due to excellent

defense, when an Eldorado fumble on 
their own 22-yard line and recovery 
by Ryan Morris set the stage for aLion 
score.

On a third down play from the 14, 
Castro threw the ball into the end zone 
and a spectacular jump and catch by 
Chris Sanchez scored another Lion 
touchdown.

The Lions forced six Eldorado 
tumovers-four fumbles and two in­
terceptions. These interceptions both 
made by juniw Jesse Garza were due 
to defensive pressure put on Eldorado 
quarterback Farley Dakan.

The second of two int^eptions 
occurred in the third quarter, setting 
up the Lions' third score. After severd 
running plays Lion Julio Martinez 
carried the M l for a 3-yard TD run 
and a 21-0 lead.

Aboutsixminutes later Eldorado's 
Casey Triplett put the Eagles on the 
scoreboard with a 71-yard run. The 
Lions held Eldorado until late in the 
fourth quarter, when a Dakan to Pep­
per Nix 43-yard pass scored.

The Eagles, playing without in­
jured star running back Reagan 
Bownds, gained 237 yards of offense. 
The Lions'defense forcedEldorado to 
fumble 8 times with Ozona recover-' 
ing four of those fumbles. Doing an 
excellent job on defense w ^  Eddie 
De Luna, Travis Davidson, Julio 
Martinez, Ryan Morris, Andres De La 
Garza, and J. J. Lozano.

Ozona's last touchdown came on 
an Eagle fumble recovered by Justin 
Moran in theendzone. Theextrapoint 
was kicked by Andres De La Garza 
for a final score of 18-14.

Ozona improved their season 
record to 3-1 and started off district 
play to 1-0.

Looking to this week's game with 
the Wall Hawks in Wall, Coach Payne 
said, "We will be looking to pick up 
their defensive stunts; they will be 
sending their linebackers at us, and 
they're unpredictable-they will tlurow 
the ball at any time, from anywhere 
on the field, and on any down. They 
will run a lot of draws and a lot of 
screens."

Mary and I felt as if we were on a 

a private plane when cmly one o th^  
passenger joined us for the Aerolitoral 
flight from San Antonio. The 19 pas­
senger plane flew an hour to Monter­
rey where we picked up a few more 
travelers for another hour flight to the 
beautiful colonial city of San Luis 
Potosi.

The architectural splendors of the 
silver cities San Luis and Zacatecas 
(our other destination) are the pride of 
Mexico's colonial heritage. Nestled 
between the mountain ranges of the 
Sierra Madre at 6,200 and 8,200 feet, 
the cities offer cool, clean air and 
breathtaking vistas.

On the "Futuia” first class bus 
between San Luis and Zacatecas, it 
was fascinating to see the desert plants 
grown to gigantic size, including one 
species of prickly pear as tall as and in 
the shape of trees. Rows of six and 
eight foot tall prickly pear alaig the 
highway spOTt^ orange, yellow, and 
red fruit, providing a surrealistic bor­
der for the desert behind them.

Our interest in ceremonial masks 
led us to the remarkable mask mu­
seum in each city. The National Mask 
Museum in San Luis offered helpful 
information about the excellent col­
lection, a few masks for sale, and our 
favorites, "gigantes" ten feet tall! The

eight giant Hgures represent a male 
and female from Africa, the Orient, 
Europe and Mexico.

In Zacatecas, the Rafael Coronel 
Mask Museum is in the remarkable 
ex-temple San Francisco, a required 
visit even without the premier mask 
collection. This collection, donated 
by a 2!acatecan, Rafael Coronel, is a 
superabundance of more than 4,500 
masks and 350 marionettes!!!

Our enjoyment of these two cities 
was heightened by the festivites of the 
two week celebrations of Mexico's 
independence from Spain, the Diez y 
Seis or 16th of SepL There were fairs, 
musical {xograms at the opera houses, 
and world class bullfights. Their col­
orful red, white and green flags deco­
rated the buildings and streets with 
huge bunches for sale that seemed to 
be walking toward us on their own, 
their vendors hidden among them.

One unexpected pleasure was the 
beautiful and charming people; an­
other the interesting and delicious 
food. The tacos Potosinos were tortil­
las rolled around cheese (x* chicken, 
then covered with tasty diced potatoes 
and carrots and some crumbled chor- 
izo. The enchiladas were zesty cheese 
niled empanadas that made Tex-Mex 
boring.

In fact, for an easy-to-reach des­
tination loaded with charm, we highly 
recommend the colonial silver cities!!!

That's not surpris­
ing, because all of the family likes 
sports, going to baseball, basketball 
and football games together. At home 
they watch sports on TV together. Her 
dad, Elpidio, played football in school, 
and he has also encouraged her to play 
sports. And Donika, like mostkids her 
age, has sports heroes such as Jose 
Canseco and Michael Jordan who have 
inspired her to test her athletic abili­
ties.

Donika began playing T-Ball 
when she was six years old. Finding 
herself enjoying baseball so much and 
through the encouragement of her 
family, she continued playing Little 
League Baseball.
