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Drugs, gangs and higher visibil-
ity of patrolling = officers were the
prime topics of candidates and the
audience at a political forum Monday
night. Sponsored by the Knights of
Columbus, the forum was held at Our
Lady of Perpetual Help Catholic
Church, giving primary candidates
opportunity to state their positionsand
answer questions.

Moderated by County Attorney
Orlando De Hoyos, who is unopposed
for re-election, the forum led with
comments from Ori T. White, candi-
date for district attorney, and incum-
bent J. W. Johnson Jr.

White, a Sanderson native, be-
lieves that the first duty of govern-
ment is to protect citizens. To achieve
this, he seesthe D.A.’sroleas working
shoulder to shoulder with officers and
being available to those officers 24-
hours a day. He also advocates getting
cases Lo court as soon as possible after
a crime. “Victims need to be vindi-
cated as soon as possible,” said White.
“Prompt punishment prevents crime
and protects loved ones.

“Either the criminals win or we
win,” said White who sees capital

Shannon Contract Approved

A four to one vote at commission-
ers' court Monday sealed the deal for
Shannon Medical Center of San
Angelo to provide health services in
Ozona. The court voted to accept the
revised contract with an addition
specifying there will be an on-staff,
full-time, licensed doctor living here
and working with the clinic.

Commissioners voted to accept
the contract even though at a previous
meeting they had voted to go with the
Shannon proposal contingent upon
Ozona's two doctors, Robert Owensby
and Marcus Sims, signing contracts

“with Shannon.

The doctors have not yet signed
with Shannon. Sims said during the
Monday meeting that he is looking at
other options and has talked with the
people at Angelo Community Hospi-
tal. The contract offered him by Shan-
non is not 100 percent acceptable at
this point, Sims said. He also said he
has no intention of leaving Ozona.

At one point, in reference to Dr.
Owensby and the Shannon contract,
Sims looked at Owensby, who was
sitting next to him, and said, "he's (Dr.
Owensby) not going to sign with
Shannon anyway."

Owensby did not comment at
that time, but in an interview with The
Stockman Tuesday, he affirmed that
he does not intend to sign with Shan-
non.

Voting to accept the Shannon
contract with theresident doctor stipu-
lation were Judge Jeffrey Sutton,com-
missioners Fred Deaton, Frank Tam-
bunga and Rudy Martinez. Freddie
Nicks voted against.

Deaton said Tuesday he had voted
for acceptance because he did not
believe he could get a third vote (his,
Nicks' and another) to defeat the con-
tract accceptance. Deaton had voted
against entering negotiations with
Shannon at a Jan. 22 meeting.

Nicks said most of the people
who have contacted him aren'tagainst
closing the hospital. "They don't want
Shannon to take over until we show
we can't run it."

Paul Adams of Shannon was
present at the meeting and said he
would have the contractback in Ozona
Tuesday for Judge Sutton's signature.

Commissioners voted unani-
mously to accept a contract for Blue
Cross health and hospitalization in-
surance through White and Zesch of
San Angelo.

Discussed before voting was the
fact that doctors now have to be con-
tracted with insurance companies in
order to be providers.

Hospital/care center administra-

tor Virginia Box reported that she is

working with a greatly reduced staff
due to resignations stemming from
uncertainty about the hospital/clinic
situation.

Four of the hospital board mem-
bers are asking to be rotated off the
board, and Frank White was appointed
by the court to replace one of the four.

An alley behind the courthouse
was discussed. The county owns the
property on each side of the alley
which will eventually be closed.

A bid from Inocente Castro was
accepted for the grazing lease on the
Ingham Trap property. Castro was
already leasing the acreage and there
were no other bidders.

Freddie Nicks and Al Fields were
reappointed as appraisal board mem-
bers, and the names of grand jury

" members Jackie Necessary and Ve-

ronica Long were drawn to serve on
the county's salary grievance commit-
tee.

The court voted to begin paying
the gas bill for the Boy Scout Hut.

A resolution was executed hon-
oring Captain Harvey Hill of the
Crockett County Sheriff's Department.
Hill is retiring after 19 years and four
months with the department.

A budget amendment was voted
to pay the new parttime secretary
approved for the DPS office. In a
separate vote, commissioners voted to
establish a fixed rate of pay with no
raises for the 20 hour per week job.

Bids for re-roofing the civic and
youth center were received from Kent
Elliott, Jack Brewer, Alejos Lara and

Hartman Roofing Inc. The Lara bia
was accepted based on its guarantce
period. Acceptance includes a 60 day
completion deadline and 10% rctain-
age until the work is accepted by the
county.

Commissioners voted to adopt a
resolution accepting the project and
final payment, subject to approval by
the Crockett County Water District, of
the 1993 Texas Community Develop-
ment Program project. They also voted
toapprove submissionofa 1996 Texas
Community Development Program
project application to complete water
improvements under a previous grant.

Also adopted in connection with
grant projects to improve water and
sewer service was arcsolution adopt-
ing a procedure for acquiring land to
place a standpipe and a resolution to
appoint Commissioner Tambunga to
negotiate purchase of the property.

An agenda item to approve a
written addition of the Family and
Medical Leave Act to the county per-
sonnel policy was tabled. An update
of the policy is planned.

Also tabled was an item to clarify
the policy for.accumulating and pay-
ment of paid time off. ;

Regular monthly reports were
heard from the county auditor, road
and parks superintendent, librarian,
civic and youth center director Help-
ing Hands and hospital/care center
administrator. A written report was
received from the fire department.

During thereport by Eddie Moore,
road and parks superintendent, ap-
proval was given for hiring four new
employees and for hauling dirt to the
football ficld. Commissioners also
voted to advertise for bids for paving
materials.

Librarian Louise Ledoux told
commissioners that a hoped for grant
from the state library system for In-
ternet would not be coming to Ozona.
Five grants were given to major librar-
ies in heavily populated areas. The
Ozonalibrary will doits own when the
extended toll-free calling goes in, she
said.

Janet McDaniel's Helping Hands
report showed 1210 meals served
during January.

The written report for January by
Bob Falkner, fire chief, showed two
vehicle fires, one hazardous material
response, one oil field response and
one fuel spill.

The candidate is aresident of Fort
Stockton. He holds a law degree from
the University of Tulsa and did. his
undergraduate work at Oral Roberts
University.

J. W. Johnson Jr. of Sonora was
county attorney when he first ran for
district attorney in 1985.

“I'm a firm
believer in capital punishment,” said
Johnson who said he has never plea-
bargained in a murder trial.

Of his 93 jury trials, Johnson has
received 90 convictions. He quoted a
record of having 39 people in prison
now who have injured children, sent
48 to prison for burglary, 38 who
committed theft have done orare doing
time, 77 drug dealers and 33 habitual
alcoholics have been sent to prison.

Johnson said $1.5 million in fines
has been imposed by his office since

his election.

“I don’t play like a district attor-
ney. I know what my job is. It’s not to
send people to the penitentiary. My
job is to get their attention, to get their
lives on the right track,” he said.

Candidates were invited to speak
in the order in which they are placed
on the ballot, and Alton Davis was the
first sheriff’s candidate to come for-
ward.

A sheriff must be many things in
a small community, Davis told the
audience, an administrator, patrolman,
investigator, doing what is needed to
get the job done. Ninety-five percent
of law enforcement is paper work,
said Davis. “You have to know to do
the paper work to get successful con-
victions.”

The quality of people working
for a sheriff’s department is most
important, said Davis in praise of the
current staff.

oncems Voiced At Forum

Davis’ philosophy includes treat-
ing everyone the same and not break-
ing the law to enforce the law. He
believes in aggressive, pro-active
patrol. -

Before coming to Ozona seven
years ago as chief deputy, Davis spent
eight years with the Denton County
Sheriff’s Office serving as warrant
officer, sergeant, and licutenant over
the criminal division. “I believe my
experience qualifies me to hold the
office,” he said.

Crockett County native Roy
Glenn Sutton said he served six years
inthe military and came home to Ozona
and was working in a gas station when
he went into the highway patrol.

Referring to himself as a retired
Border Patrolman with 32 years’
experience, he listed that experience

Judgment Ordered In Albers Civil Case

Results of a court ordered media-
tionin theestate of Larry Albers were
upheldFeb. 7ina judgmenthearing in
Judge Brock Jones’ 112th District
Court. Following Albers’ death in
March of 1994, two wills were filed
for.probate. The first to be filed was
drawn for Albers by Bill Mason and
dated March 19, 1992. The second
will, dated Jan. 24, 1994, was drawn
for Albers by Troy Williams.

In the second will, Albers left his
estate to his companion, Loretta Car-
roll Neumuller, who was convicted of
killing him in a capital murder trial
whichendedin October. This will also
provided that should she die first, his
estate be divided in three equal por-
tions between his two grandchildren,
Neumuller’s two grandchildren, and
her daughter, Rhonda Lee Fall.

The first will named Albers’ wife
as beneficiary, and provided that eve-
rything go to his two grandsons if she
should not survive him. Mrs. Albers
died in 1993.

Although the first will was up-
held for probate through the media-
tion and John D. Stokes appointed as

independent executor, awards were
made to Neumuller and her daughter,
Rhonda Lee Fall. Stokes, who was
Albers’ CPA, had been appointed
temporary administrator of the estate
two days after the discovery of Al-
bers’ body slumped over the steering
wheel of his car in a ravine 30 miles
south of Ozona.

The judgment provides that
Stokes turn over to Neumuller from
the Albers house her personal prop-
erty owned before September of 1993
which was listed on an.inventory filed
in the case. In addition, the judgment
provides that Neumuller is to receive:
her shotgun, .22 rifle and .38 snubnose
pistol, $885.00 (60 silver dollars and
currency from a safe deposit box) and
$2,500 cash as an allowance for the
moving and storage of her furniture
and personal belongings.

Theestate isto pay toRhondaLee
Fall $25,000.00 by check made pay-
able to her and her attorneys within 30
days of the judgment. Attorney’s fees

If
you enroll during the current sign-up
period, your coverage will begin July
1, 1996. For 1996, the cost for Part B
coverage is $42.50 per month. Most
delayed enrollees pay a 10 percent
surcharge for each year they could
have been enrolled but weren’t.

Part B coverage, also called
“medical insurance”, helps pay for
doctors’ care, outpatient hospital vis-
its,and other medical services. People
are offered the option of signing up for
Part B at the same time they are auto-
matically enrolled in Medicare’s Part
A program. Part A helps pay for
inpatient hospital careand certain other
services.

County Extension Agent Tedra
Ulmer, local coordinator for the pro-
gram, said BLT addresses one of the
critical - issues—chronic disease—
identified by a study group of local
citizens during the 1995-99 extension
long-range planning process a few
years ago. Cancer, diabetes and heart
disease affect a high percentage of

+« Crockett County’s population, with a

high cost to both the county and indi-
vidual citizens in pain, disability and
dollars.

Coronary heart disease, high

. blood pressure, cancer, diabetes mel-
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litusand obesity are the leading causes
of death in Texas as well as in Crock-
ett County. Many of these diseases
can be related to dietary excesses or
-imbalances, lack of exercise and poor
health habits. Hispanics in particular
have a higher rate of high blood pres-
sure, stroke, diabetes and other dis-
cases associated with-obesity than the
general population.  For example,
among Texansaged 35 yearsand older,
onein 6.5 hispanics has diabetes, com-
pared to one in 12 anglos—almost

( Museum Notes From Mary )

Jim Wilson became our 16th
sheriff on Jan. 1, 1989, sworn in by
Judge Brock Jones. He came to Ozona
from Denton, Texas, where he began
his law_enforcement career June 3,
1968. “Iremember that day well,” he
said. “Gosh, that’s almost 28 ycars
ago!" He'd had an active life to that
date. As aboy he sang in the church
choir, which came naturally to him
because his mother sang special sclec-
tions quite often in church. In college
he learned to play the guitar, and he’s
shared his talent for musical entertain-
ment innumerable times since then.
Soonafter coming to Ozonain 1985 as

-deputy for Sheriff Billy Mills, Jim
heard of some local folks who played
music and sang at the care center on
Monday nights. He joined the group
and formed some solid, new friend-
ships. Due toincreasingly busy sched-

ules they disbanded some five years-

later.

Sometimein 1989 he and his wife,
Janet, attended a cowboy poetry camp
meeting in Alpine, and he took an
activeinterestin thisnew direction. “I
was hooked,” he relates. He’s written
a lot of cowboy poetry and several
songs. “I enjoy playing guitar and
singing my own style. No, I'm not
professional - just having fun.” He’s
also discovered a talent for writing
and has had several magazines pub-
lish his works.

This handsome mixture of law-
man, cowboy poet, writer, guitar play-
ing singer, who has law enforcement
as his first priority, will tell you he
feels that “People are the law. You
ought to be real careful how you use
that law.” He believes law enforce-
mient is really the “people busincss".
He has a great respect for all people as
individuals and respect for upholding
the law.

He’s had some anxious moments
in his career 100. Several times as
deputy in Denton as well as a few
times in Crockett County, he’s won-
dered if he’d see tomorrow - so far, so
good. One time he and Deputy Alton
Davis were called to a domestic dis-

pute and they stared down the barrel of

a pistol held by a very upset woman.
“Fifteen minutes of that can seem like
15 hours!” he said. Jim’s thankful
that his wife was in law enforcement
at one time, because she truly under-
stands his commitment.

Until he turns in his badge, Jim
intends to continue directing Crockett
County law enforcement from the
sheriff’soffice at the jail house. When
he took the job, he saw a distinct need
to have the sheriff’s office located in
the jail building instead of being in the
courthouse annex. He and Janethad a
home, and they didn’t need to live at
the jail. He scrounged around existing
county offices and came up with a few
desks and file cabinets to fit into the
living quarters rooms, without chang-
ing any walls. The rooms aren’tespe-
cially spacious, but workable and
welcomed. There are eleven deputies
and jailers under the direction of Sher-
iff Wilson. “Every day is different.
We neverknow whatto expect,” they’ll
tell you. At this writing, there are 10
prisoners; sometimesit’sdownto three
or four.

Sheriff Wilson will have served
Crockett County for eight years at the
end of 1996, and had decided to end
hislaw enforcement career atthattime.
He looks forward to devoting quality
time to his wife as well as pursuing his
writing interest.

The primary election day is March
12. Run-off election day is set for
April 9. We’ll soon know who will be
Crockett County Sheriff number 17,
Be sure and vote - it’s our privilege
and a great responsibility.

4. Do complete a rough draft
before filling out the actual applica-
tion to avoid cross-outs and erasures.
The application is the college’s first
impression of you. Be thorough and
neat.

5.Don’t use pencil, color marker
or hard-to-read ink to complete your
application. A typed application is
preferred by schools, but legible long-
hand with a standard pen is an appro-
priate substitute.

6. Do remember the importance
ofrecommendations from college prep
teachersand school counselors, as well
as creative samples, which comple-
ment your application.

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Identify Source Of Stress

Don’t settle for the “quick fix” as
a way 10 deal with stress, adviscs a
psychologist at Baylor College of
Medicinc in Houston.

Relaxation exerciscs, like taking
a walk or picturing yourself vacation-
ing on a sunny beach, can provide
quick relief when you’re feeling
stressed out. But most stress-related
problems won’t go away until you
deal with the cause, said Dr. Ernest
Fruge, a Baylor assistant professor of
family medicine.

“Some stressresults from the way
you react to the things happening in
your life, but more often it stems from
the people you live or work with,”
Fruge said. Seek their help in chang-
ing the stress-inducing behavior.

Fruge recommends identifying
the people and situations which might
be contributing to your stress. Often,
the way you are getting along with a

family member or co-worker is the
source of the problem.

He emphasizes the need to make
them aware of the problem and nego-
tiate ways to resolve it.

" Any plan for coping with stress
is experimental,” Fruge said. “If the
proposed changes don’t lessen your
stress, meet again to figure out other
options.”

For job-related stress caused by
co-workers, you may need to discuss
the problem with your boss or inquire
aboutsupport programs available from
your employer’s human resources
department.

If you can’t identify and remedy
the cause of your stress, Fruge recom-
mends talking to a counselor or your
family physician, who might be able
to zero in on the problem because of
his or her familiarity with you and
your family.

New ASU Graduate Schedule Beheﬁts Teachers

A new summer schedule format
for graduate education courses at
Angelo State University will afford
area teachers a greater opportunity to
pursue masters degree work at ASU,
according to Robert K. Hegglund,
Dean of the College of Professional
Studies at ASU.

The new schedule formatincludes
weekend (Friday evening and Satur-
day morning) classes, and condensed
first and second summer. term for-
‘mats, allowing teachers to take up to
12 hours of class work during a sum-
mer, and still be able to return to their
respective campuses for the early
Augustteacher in-service workshops.

“As the public schools have
pushed their start dates to early Au-
gust, fewer teachers have been able to
pursue a full-load of class work during
the summer,” said Hegglund. “The
Education Department has worked
with the local and area public schools,

canvasing the needs and wants of -

teachers, and have come up with an
accommodating schedule.

“Itis our goal toprovide the gradu-
ate students in education with the
courses they need at a time and place
most convenient for their purposes,”
continued Hegglund.”The old format,
which we have used in the past, does
not address these needs effectively.
We feel it is time for a change. We
hope our students will respond favora-
bly to these changes.”

Dr. Jim Hademenos, head of the
Departmentof Educationat ASU, said
the course work available during the
summer education graduate session

can be applied toward all six of the

programs ASU offersin the field. ASU
offers a master of arts in teaching with
a major in elementary education, and
a master of education, meeting the
academic requirements for certifica-
tion in school administration, guid-
ance and counseling, supervision,
educational diagnostician and reading

Doctor's
discovery may
end obesity

HILTON HEAD, S.C. -- A doctor
has discovered that an ingredient
found in a small fruit grown in Asia,
combined with an ingredient praised
by the U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture can help cause significant weight
loss.

In a study published in a presti-

gious American medical journal, Dr. .

Anthony A. Conte, M.D. reported
that the formula, now called Bio-Max
3000, caused patients to lose more
than twice as much weight as a control
group on the same fat reduced diet.

as including 15 years in the field and
15 ycars as a supervisor. During those
ycars he was a Border Patrol agent,
intelligence agent, anti-smuggling
agent, criminal investigator, supcrvi-
sory anti-smuggling agent, special
agent, supervisory special agent, as-
sistant district director for investiga-
tions and commander of the SOG unit
(SWAT).

As a supervisor in the investiga- ..

tive branch of the Border Patrol in the
Rio Grande Valley, he was over 34
people and responsible for a two mil-
lion dollar budget.

“I believe my experience would
qualify me to be sheriff,” Sutton said.

Candidate Larry Williams, also a
native of Crockett County, belicvesin
the importance of a swift hand in
dealing out justice. “I feel I can work
better with more varied groups than
any other candidates. I feel other can-
didates appeal to one segment or an-
other,” Williams said.

His law enforcement expcrience
includes two years in the military
during which he was in the military
police in Frankfurt, Germany, He then
joined the Federal Bureau of Investi-
gation.

Now The U.N. Wants
To Start Taxing Us Too

In case you don’t already pay
enough taxes at the local, state and
federallevels, now the United Nations
is thinking about imposing its own
international tax.

Just last week, U.N. Secretary-
General Boutros Boutros-Ghaliurged
the United Nations to levy its own
taxes so the organization can become
more independent.

GTE Requests Recovery of Expanded Local Calling Expenses

SAN ANGELO - GTE on Feb. 7
applied with the Public Utility Com-
mission of Texas to recover from
customers $16.6 million for revenue
losses resulting from the mandated
expansion of toll-free calling areas to
over 250 smaller communities across
the state. The expanded calling areas
were required by Senate Bill 632
passed by the 1993 Texas Legislature.

The legislation allowed the PUC
to set rules for communities with less
than 10,000 telephone lines, and out-
side of metropolitan areas, to expand
local calling areas where there is a
community of interest, such as county
government, churches, a school dis-
trict, hospitals and doctors. The serv-
ice is called expanded local calling
(ELC).

The law, passed in 1993, allows
the additional costs and investment, as
well as lost long-distance revenues
associated with ELC, to be recovered
by assessing customers in the request-
ing community a monthly charge of
no more than $3.50 for each residen-
tial line and $7 for each business line.
Revision of the law in 1995 limited the
number of distant calling areas that
can be added to the local calling arca
for the $3.50 and $7 maximum charges
to five. Additional calling areas over
the five limit will include an addi-
tional $1.50 a month for both residen-
tial and business lines for each addi-
tional calling area.

Any revenue deficiency not re-
covered from the capped surcharges
must be collected by a general sur-

charge on other customers across the
state.

“GTE resisted passing the unre-
covered costs and lost toll revenues to
our customers; however, the losses
have reached a point where we can no
longer ignore the impact,” said Kathy
Harless, regional president of GTE.

When approved by the PUC,
customers in areas with ELC service
whoare notpaying the maximum $3.50
residential or $7 business rate will see
charges for ELC increased to the
maximum. Customers not paying an
ELC charge will receive a $1.06
monthly surcharge per line.

According to arecent story in the
San Angelo Standard-Times, Ozona
will have expanded local calling
service the end of April.

The Texas Railroad Commission
issued a total of 919 original drilling
permits in December compared to
1,083 in December, 1994.

We Can'’t Afford to Just Say ‘Whatever’

S for the worse.

Drug use among American teenagers is on the rise
again after more than a decade of decline. Drug addiction
in the general population is rising as well. Be it marijuana,
hallucinogens, heroin, or more volatile drugs such as crack
cocaine and methadrine, more Americans are using more
drugs today than they have in years.

Texas hasn’tescaped. According to areport published
by the Texas Commission on Alcohol and Drug Abuse in
December, 1995, drug use is up across the board. “Cocaine
continues to be the number one illicit drug problem in
Texas. . .heroin use is reported to be more prevalent. .
.admissions to publicly funded treatment programs are
up.” More Texans are using marijuana, methamphetamines
and crack than ever before — a sad picture of the Lone Star
State.

These trends reverse previous progress. Beginning in
1979, thanks to a concerted effort, illicit drug use declined
from a peak of around 25 million casual users to 11.4
million in 1992. People — and young people in particular

tudy after study confirms that American teenagers’

attitudes toward drugs have changed since 1992 —

— were getting the .cssage. Hollywood and the music
industry had responded by helping to debunk the 1960s-era
notion that drug use was acceptable and harmless.

Strangely, media reports ignored this progress and
portrayed successful interdiction and education efforts as
failures. While the country actually made significant
progress inits war on drugs, the perception was created that
nothing worked.

As a result, we dropped the ball. And unfortunately,
the Clinton administration seems to have distanced itself
from the drug iss '£ it as a national priority.
Instead of hearing say no,” the message teenagers are
receiving today is “Just say whatever.”

The message that drug use is both harmful and wrong
is being lost on an emerging generation. Numerous studies
have come to light in past months documenting the indis-
putable relationship of drug use to the increasing random-
ness of violent crime.

Last month I was named to a congressional task force
assigned to try (o reverse these lamentable trends. One
reason we formed this task force is the need to incorporate
a moral message in our efforts to combat drug use at the
same time we inform young people about the credible
scientific data showing the harm drugs do. We know a
single-note message will be ineffective, and these complex
issues do not fall under any particular congressional
committee’s jurisdiction. We hope a task force wil have the
flexibility needed to address societal problems, such as
drugs, that call for multiple remedies.

In addition to hearings, part of the task force’s plan is
to look beyond Washington for ideas on redefining our
national drug strategies. We want grass-roots inspiration,
and know there are many of you with concrete, construc-
tive suggestions for addressing this problem. If you have a
local program that is working, please let me know about it.

Only a few short years ago, we were winning the war
ondrugs. I have no doubt that we can do so again. This time,
it must be a fight to the finish.
