Utah Prisoner Indicted
On Wednesday, June 18,1997, a 

Crockett County Grand Jury indicted 
Paul Wesley Taylor on the felony 
charge of capital murder in the death 
of Dean Phillips. For over two hours, 
grand jury members were presented 
the facts of the case by Sheriff Shane 
Fenton, Chief Deputy Alton Davis 
and Texas Ranger Jerry Byrne.

At the time of the indictment, 
Taylor was an inmate at the Utah 
Department of Corrections in Draper,

UT. He was scheduled for a parole 
hearing on July 10. Prior to the grand 
jury indictment and at the request of 
local officers, Taylor was moved from 
the minimum security facility to a 
maximum security facility.

Sheriff Fenton and Ranger B yme, 
armed with a warrant, flew to Utah 
Monday, June 23. The next morning 
at 9:45, Paul Wesley Taylor was served 
by Utah Department of Corrections 
investigator Kevin Nilzel.

After a brief interview with Sher­
iff Fenton and Ranger Byrne, Taylor 
refused to answer questions pertain­
ing to the investigation.

Numerous acquaintances of Tay­
lor were questioned by local officers. 
During a five day period. Sheriff 
Fenton and Ranger Byrne drove some 
1000 miles and interviewed potential 
witnesses in Salt Lake City, Ogden 
City, Provo and Gunnison, UT.

At the lime the warrant was

served, Taylor indicated that he would 
sign extradition papers, allowing offi­
cers to bring him back to Texas. 
However, there is a 30 day wailing 
period in which time Taylor can change 
his mind. If that happens, a governor’s 
warrant will be issued and Taylor 
brought to Crockett County.

Accident Fatal To Tony Lewis

A report released by the state 
comptroller June 13, shows a 14.6% 
drop in retail sales in Crockett County 
for the fourth quarter of 1996.

FAVORITE RECIPES 
OF PAIGE TAMBUNGA 

AND DORIS HOOD

ALL PURPOSE PIE CRUST

Makes three 9" or 10" pie crusts
3 c. flour
1 tsp. salt
IT sugar
1 c. shortening
1 T butter
9 T water
Mix flour, sugar, salt; cut in short­

ening and butter with a pastry cutter 
until mixture is coarse. Add water one 
T at a time. Mix with a fork to form a 
ball. Divide into equal balls. On a 
floured surface, roll each ball to size 
needed for pie plate. Flute as desired 
and bake according to pie recipe.

CHOCOLATE CAKE

Mix together; 2c. flour, 2c. granu­
lated sugar

In microwave, melt together; 1 
stick butter, 1/2 c shortening, 4 T 
powdered cocoa, 1 c water

Add microwave mixture to sugar 
and flour; mix, then add; 1/2 c butter­
milk, 2 eggs, 2 tsp. soda, 1 tsp. ground 
cinnamon, 1 tsp. vanilla.

Mix until smooth. Pour into a 
large 13x9 greased and floured pyrex 
dish. Bake at 350 degrees until tests 
done. Cool slightly and frost.

FROSTING FOR 
CHOCOLATE CAKE

In microwave, melt together; 1 
stick butter, 6 T milk, 4 T powdered 
cocoa,; add; 1 lb. powdered sugar. 
Mix well, add; 1 c. chopped pecans, 1 
tsp. vanilla. Spread on warm ctike.

CUSTARD PIE

4 eggs 
1/2 c. sugar 
1/2 tsp. vanilla 
1/8 tsp. salt
2 -1/2 c. milk (scalded)
Ground nutmeg
Single pie crust in a 10" pie plate 
In a mixing bowl beat eggs slightly 

with a wisk. Stir in the sugar, vanilla, 
and salt. Gradually stir in the milk; 
mix well. Place one unbaked pie shell 
on oven rack; pour filling into crust 
shell. Sprinkle with a little nutmeg and 
bake at 400 degrees until a knife in­
serted off-center comes out clean. 
Sprinkle on more nutmeg if desired 
and cool pie on a wire rack.

PECAN PIE

3 eggs
1/2 c sugar
1 c white corn syrup
1 - 1/2 c pecans, sliced
1/4 tsp. salt
3 T butter (melted)
1 tsp. vanilla
Single pie crust in a 9" pie plate 
Beat eggs slightly, add sugar, 

syrup, pecans, salt, butter and vanilla. 
Pour into unbaked pie shell and bake 
50 minutes at 325 degrees.

GRILLED CHICKEN 
BREASTS

4 to 6 chicken breasts (skinned)
1 tsp. salt and pepper to taste 
1/2 tsp. garlic powder 
1 tsp. com oil 
1/2 c Italian salad dressing 
Marinate chicken and remaining 

ingredients in a plastic bag in refrig­
erator for two hours. Grill outside until 
chicken is slightly brown and tests 
done.

H 's  G ru b tim e
For those of you 

who have been ask­
ing about the proper 
time to treat for 
grubworms (espe­
cially those with St.
Augustine lawns), 
now's the time.

The target date 
for grub treatments are mid-July thru 
late August. For those who want to 
use Oftanol, now's the time to apply. 
Oftanol is a slow release long lasting 
insecticide, so you need to apply 
before the target date in order to 
ensure good control. If Diazinon is 
what you use, you will need to wait 
and apply around mid-July. There will 
need to be 1:2 follow up treatments 
of Diazinon, depending on the amount 
of rainfall. If you apply Oftanol, the 1 
follow-up treatment around mid to 
late August will be all that's needed. 
Remember, by the time you can tell if 
you have grubworms, it's too late. 
The damage has already been done. 
Grub treatments are like fungus dis* 
ease application, preventative in 
nature. We apply grub control to pre­
vent problems instead of curing the 
problem.

Commission Adopts Dove, Teai Hunting Seasons come’̂ a?m esSanxS-2T5i
AUSTIN - Texas dove hunters 

could see a daily bag limit that could 
include up to 15 whitewings during 
the regular mourning dove season, 
pending final approval by the U. S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service later this 
month. The increase was adopted in 
Austin June 5 by the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Commission as part of the 
1997-98 Migratory Gamebird Procla­
mation - Early Season Provisions.

W ildlife biologists say 
whitewings are expanding their range 
in Central Texas and population den­
sities continue to increase. S ince 1991, 
the daily bag limit for whitewings was 
no more than six birds in the aggregate 
dove bag limit. The department has 
asked the U.S. Fish and Wildlife serv­
ice to lift this limit so the entire 15 bird 
daily bag limit could be whitewings. 
TPWD officials say that an answer 
from USFWS is expected by the first 
of July. This would make enforce­
ment of an aggregate bag limit easier 
for game wardens. Proposed season 
dates for mourning doves are Sept. 1- 
Oct. 30 in the North Zone; Sept. 1 - 
Oct. 19, Dec. 26 - Jan. 5 in the Central 
Zone; and Sept. 20 - Nov. 7, Dec. 26 - 
Jan. 5 in the South Zone. The daily bag 
limit is 15 doves.

The proposed white-winged dove 
season is Sept. 6, 7,13 and 14 in the 
Special White-winged Dove Area of 
South Texas. Bag and possession limits 
in the Special White-winged Dove 
Area are 10 white-winged, mourning 
and white-tipped doves in the aggre­
gate, including no more than five 
mourning doves and two whitetips per 
day. Shooting hours will be noon to 
sunset.

Texas teal hunters could see a 16- 
day season this September, should the 
federal framework be liberalized later 
this month. The Commission adopted 
a Sept. 13 teal hunting season opener, 
with the provision that an additional 
seven days would be added to the end 
of the season if approved by the FWS.

The bag limit for tesd will also 
remain at four birds per day and eight 
in possession, unless the FWS ap­
proved more liberal bag limits.

As last year, the rail and gallin- 
ules hunting seasons will remain con­
current with the waterfowl seasons. 
General waterfowl season regulations 
will be set by the Commission at its 
August public meeting.

How To Select A Stock Broker
Many people have a mental block 

when it comes to investments. To the 
neophyte, the investment world often 
seems ominous and threatening, full 
of pitfalls for the uninitiated. This 
need not be the case, for the basics can 
be understood by even the beginning 
investor.

Let the manager recom­
mend one or two brokers for you to 
interview.

Look for a personal rapport with 
your potential broker. Beware of a 
high pressure salesman, someone who 
is not willing to spend time with you, 
nor willing to admit a mistake.

tifying your investment goals. You 
will also want to explore such issues 
as: How much risk of volatility can I 
tolerate? Do I feel more comfortable 
with stocks, or would I prefer a highly 
rated municipal bond? Should I look 
at tax-advantaged iiivestments? Which 
investments provide income exempt 
from federal and state taxes?

Together, you and your broker 
should review the many financial 
options available to you, such as cor­
porate and municipal bonds, common

and preferred stocks, listed options, 
and tax-advantaged investments, to 
name a few. Your broker will help you 
to understand the different types of 
investments and can point out to you 
which of the diverse financial instru­
ments available would best fulfill your 
objectives.

In short, you as an investor should 
learn all you can, so that you can be a 
full partner with your carefully chosen 
investment executive in planning and 
executing a flexible, responsive in­
vestment strategy that conforms with 
your investment goals.

Four out 
of five workers are covered and would 
receive benefits if they became dis­
abled and unable to work.

Even if you are aware of the 
coverage you may not know that you 
need recent work to keep the disability 
protection current. The amount of 
recent work you need for disability 
benefits depends on your age at which 
you become disabled. It varies from as 
little as 11/2 years out of the past three 
years for people disabled under age 24 
to a maximum of five years out of the 
last 10 for people disabled after age 
30.

A typical case is that of Mary 
Jones, who left the workforce at age 
21 to raise her twin daughters. When 
she was diagnosed with breast cancCT 
three years later, she found out that she 
could not qualify for disability bene­
fits because, even though she had 
worked for four years, at age 24 she 
needed at least a year and a half of 
work out of the preceding three years.

It’s easy enough to keep your 
disability coverage current. You get a 
credit of coverage for a certain amount 
of earnings - $670 in 1997, with a 
maximum of four credits in a year. 
This means you only need earnings of 
$2,680 during a year to qualify for a 
year of coverage in 1997. Tl^e amount 
of earnings that constitute a credit of 
coverage increases annually with in­
creases in general wage levels.

Few workers have private, long­
term disability insurance. Social Se­
curity disability protection is equal to 
a $201,000 disability policy for an 
average income earner with a spouse 
and two children. Once you start re­
ceiving benefits, they continue as long

as you are disabled.
Social Security studies indicate 

that a 20-year-old worker has a three 
in 10 chance of becoming disabled 
before age 65. This means that keep­
ing your disability coverage current 
makes sense for financial security for
yourself and your family.

The first of the permanently dis­
abled person placards that were issued 
in 1992 will begin to expire on June 
30. The Texas Department of Trans­
portation (TxDOT) reminds citizens 
that they must obtain new placards to 
remain in compliance with state and 
federal laws.

Permanently disabled person 
placards are hung from a vehicle’s 
rear view mirror and entitle the holder 
to certain parking privileges. Placards 
may also be displayed in any vehicle 
used by or for the U’ansportation of a 
disabl^ person.

database, information as to the bearer 
of a placards is available only through 
the county tax offices.

Questions about permanently 
disabled person placards should be 
referred to TxDOT at 512/465-7611, 
or to the local county tax assessor- 
collector’s office.

“Slate law requires that perma­
nently disabled person placards be 
renewed after five years,” said Jerry 
Dike, director of TxDOT’s Vehicle 
Titles and Registration Division. “We 
started issuing placards in July 1992 
through the county tax assessor-col­
lectors. Five years later, the first wave 
of these placard holders must get re­
placements. Citizens should pay close 
attention to the expiration date be­
cause there won’t be any renewal 
notices for placards.”

Placard renewals are processed 
through the local county tax assessor- 
collector. Citizens are asked to take 
their expired placards to the tax office, 
where they will complete a form and 
pay a $5 statutory fee per placard. 
Permanently disabled Texans may 
obtain up to two placards; they also 
have the option of getting one placard 
and one set of disabled person license 
plates.

Approximately 8(X),(X)0 perma­
nently disabled placards have been 
issued statewide since 1992. First-time 
applicants for permanently disabled 
person placards or license plates have 
to meet certain eligibility require­
ments; their application must also bear 
the signature of a licensed Texas 
physician or optometrist. The county 
tax assessor-collectors issue placards 
locally to individuals, not motor ve­
hicles. Because there’s no centralized

Advance Fee Loans Are 
Against The Law In Texas

The Permian Basin office of the 
Better Business Bureau routinely re­
ceives calls concerning the advertise­
ments “Guaranteed Loans, regardless 
of credit history” or words to that 
effect. When the consumer contacts 
the company, they find the company is 
then requesting a fee, up-front, before 
processing the loan.

“The Texas State Consumer 
Credit Commission tells us that’s 
against the law,” says Dick Rowland, 
BBB president “According to all our 
conversations with the commission, 
Texas state law forbids charging pri­
vate consumers an upfront fee for the 
mere promise of a loan.”

A general information report, 
available from the BBB ftminds that 
extreme caution should always be used 
when dealing with a loan broker in 
another state, also. “ You might be told 
the loan is guaranteed, or your money • 
will be returned, but you also have to 
remember that a guarantee is only as 
good as the company behind it,” 
Rowland stated. “And here’s a real 
question to ponder. If you have a credit 
problem that’s bad enough to make it 
impossible to get a loan with a local 
''ompany, why would a distant com­
pany be willing to give you one?”

The Bureau also reminds con­
sumers of similar promotions concern­
ing debt consolidation loans. “Some 
of them turn out to be information on 
how to declare bankruptcy,” Rowland 
stated.

Property Tax Protest and 
Appeal Procedures

The law gives property owners the right to protest 
actions concerning their property tax appraisals. You 
may follow these appeal procedures if you have a 
concern about:

• the value placed on your property
• any exemptions that may apply to you
• the cancellation of an agricultural appraisal
• the taxable status of your property
• the local governments which should be taxing your 
property

• any action taken by the appraisal district that 
adversely affected you.

Informal Review
Call the Crockett County Appraisal District at 392- 
2674 or visit the office in the Courthouse Annex.

Review by the Appraisal Review Board
If you can’t resolve your problem informally with the 
appraisal district staff, you may have your case heard 
by the appraisal review board (ARB).

The ARB is an independent board of citizens that 
reviews problems with appraisals or other concerns 
listed above. It has the power to order the appraisal 
district to make the necessary changes to solve prob­
lems. If you file a written request for an ARB hearing 
(called a notice of protest) before the deadline, the 
ARB will set your case for a hearing. You'll receive 
written notice of the time, date and place of the hearing. 
The hearing will be informal. You and the appraisal 
district representative will be asked to present evi­
dence about your case. The ARB will make its decision 
based on the evidence presented. You can get a copy of 
a protest form from the appraisal district office at 908 
Avenue D.

Note: You shouldn't try to contact ARB members 
outside of the hearing. The law requires ARB members 
to sign an affidavit saying that they haven't talked 
about your case before the ARB hears it.

Review by the District Court
After it decides your case, the ARB must send you a 
copy of its order by certified mail. If you're not satis­
fied with the decision, you have the right to appeal to 
district court. If you choose to go to court, you must 
start the process by filing a petition within 45 days of 
the date you receive the ARB’s order. If the appraisal 
district has appraised your property at $1,000,000 or 
more, you must file a notice of appeal with the chief 
appraiser within 15 days of the date you receive the 
ARB's order.

book is early in one’s 4-H career - just 
ask parents of 4-H’ers who have waited 
several years. However, it’s not im­
possible to put together a quality book 
later on - but some information will 
invariably be lost over time if it’s not 
written down.

Why have record books? They 
are invaluable when it comes time to 
apply for any scholarship - 4-H or 
non4-H, college applications, resumes 
and job applications, and simply for 
the sense of self-satisfaction youth 
receive from seeing what they have 
accomplished. They are also used to 
determine major awards such as Gold 
Star, for which they are a state require­
ment. Record books help keep track of 
a4-H career and help a4-H’er become 
a well-rounded individual. The em­
phasis in record books is not on what 
someone has won, butrather the depth 
and growth of project work, leader­
ship roles and citizenship efforts.

Record books used to be ex­
tremely difficult to put together, but 
with computers, they’re quite simple - 
if you start early in the 4-H member's 
career. Record books can really bring 
a family together, as it takes everyone 
to work on keeping records, t^ ing  
photos and keeping the books updated. 
However, the computer-generated 
forms are easy to use for most of our 
junior “computer whizzes” today, and 
the senior 4-H members going to state 
this year work on their own books on 
the computer with a little guidance 
and prodding from their parents.For 
more information on 4-H record books 
and how your child can get started, 
contact the Crockett County Exten­
sion Office at 392-2721. Educational 
programs conducted by the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service serve 
people of all ages, regardless of socio­
economic level, race, color, sex, reli­
gion, national origin or disability.
