Rehab coming to Crockett County

Evidence that the West Texas
Rehabilitation Center is committed to
“taking on the future now” came with
the announcement of a third location
in Ozona. The free-standing campus
of the Rehab Center will bring reha-

‘bilitation services to West Texans
within a 100 mile radius of the Crock-
ett County seat.

Physical therapist Curtis Frem-
bling will serve as director of the Ozona
facility, which is scheduled to open in
early spring. Initially, physical ther-
apy will be available on campus with
other services to be added as needed.

Though WTRC has had contracts
through which therapists from -San
Angeloor Abilene facilities have been
sent to rural communities on aregular
basis, this is the first time they have
employed a physical therapist to live
in a rural community and operate a
fulltime program.

Jim Pethis, WTRC president and
CEO, said, “the decision to open a
third location in Ozona came in re-

services in this remote area of West
Texas.” Pethis added, “the commu-
nity support for the project has con-
vinced us that the West Texas Reha-
bilitation Center of Ozona will be a
great addition to our network of facili-
ties.’

Billye Proctor-Shaw, chairperson
of the center’s board of directors,
stated, “we are very excited about this
wonderful expansion opportunity that
will allow the center to meet the unmet
rehabilitation needs of even more West
Texans.”

Crockett County and WTRC have
entered into a contract for lease of the
county-owned building formerly used
as doctors’ offices. The one-year
contract has the option to be extended
for four additional one year periods.

Architectural drawings are com-

plete for the remodeling of the build-
ing to house the program, and’ nego-
tiations with a builder are underway. It
is anticipated that work will begin in

sponse to the need for rehabilitation February and be completed within 60-

90 days.

WTRC start-up costs for remod-
eling and equipping the program are
estimated at $88,000. San Angeloan
Mayme K. Daniel, whose roots are in
Crockett County, recently donated
$10,000 toward this cost. In doing so,
Ms. Daniel expressed her pride that
Rehab - which she has long supported
- is moving into Ozona and making its
program accessible to those for whom
a trip to the Rehab Center in San
Angelo is too difficult. She encour-
ages everyone in Crockett County to
join her in showing Rehab how wel-
come it is in Ozona by helping cover
these essential “start up” costs.

Rehab is to refit the premises for
use for physical therapy, offices and
administrative purposes. They will be
responsible for repair and maintaining
the interior during the agreement pe-
riod. Should the agreement terminate,
alterations to the building become the
property of the county.

The county is to repair and main-
tain the roof, foundation, parking fa-

Sales in Upton County in the 1997
time period were $4,849,260 by 57
outlets. This is an increase of 30.7%
over $3,710,421 from 71 outlets in
1996.

Val Verde County had an 8.4%
decrease in 1997 with 439 outlets
reporting $72,993,623 in sales com-
pared to 520 outlets and $79,665,934

Last year, the Rehab Center serv-
iced more that 17,000 children and
adults with disabilities. The addition
of the location in Ozona should add
significantly to the center’s annual
patient load.

Center provides West Texans with
physical therapy, occupational ther-
apy, audiology, speech and language
pathology, and orthotics, along with a
wide range of support services. The
center was chartered in 1953 and
remains committed to providing
needed rehabilitation services to all
regardless of circumstances.

AUSTIN — Third-grade students
who fail the reading section of
the Texas Assessment of Academic
Skills test would move into “ap-
propriate instruction to advance”
and barred from promotion under a
proposal by Gov. George W. Bush.

Such a program, Bush said at a
news conference last week, would
be devised by local school officials
and funded by a $32 million
program approved by the 1997
Legislature. Bush also wants to bar
promotion for fifth- and eighth-
graders who fail any portion of
TAAS.

Sex Education Law Clarified

The State Board of Education
does not have the authority to adopt
required curriculum or textbooks
for sex education, but it can
adopt guidelines for such classes
and books, Attorney General Dan
Morales has ruled.

In a legal opinion released last
week, Morales said state law leaves
it up to local school boards to
determine what, if anything, will
be taught about human sexuality,
sexually transmitted diseases and
HIV.

Education Commissioner Mike
Moses and Jack Christie, president
of the State Board of Education
asked Morales for a ruling after the
state board adopted a health cur-
riculum that included sex educa-
tion.

Debbie Graves Ratcliffe, agency
spokeswoman, said Christie and
Moses wanted the law regarding
the state board and local boards’
powers clarified.

The First Place Plan, begun by
concerned, health conscious members
of First Bapust Church in Houston in
1979, hasthe approval of The Ameri-
can Diabetic, The American Dietetic
and the American Heart Associations.
But most of all, we feel that it has the
approval of Christ. After all, we are

“told by the scriptures in I Corinthians

6:19 that we should take care of our
bodies because they belong to God.
Living alone as I do has made it

‘very challenging to prepare foods and

eat properly. However, since I have
two diabetic members in my extended
familyand several, including myself,
who struggle with weight control, it
has been worth any efforts of trying
outnew recipes and converting favor-

- ites by making substitutions for fats

and sugars. I admit, sometimes they
are a little suspicious about what they
are being served. And I would experi-
ment and create more recipes on my
own if I had room in my kitchen for a

“dishwasher - any excuse would do,

you know;

Here are a few hints we follow:

1. For meatloaf, meatballs, pat-
ties or anytime that binding powder is
needed, use two egg whites. For baked
quick breads, use two egg whites and
one tsp. of canola oil.

2. Applesauce isa great substitute
for fat and sugar in recipes. You can
exchange 1/2 cup applesauce for 1/2
cup oil.

3. Use plain yogurt instead of
sour cream for dips, sauces, etc. Even
though the fat-free sour cream con-
tains no fat grams, it also contains no
nutrients. Our goal in First Place is to
eat foods with nutrients.

4. Leam to read and compare
labels for fat grams, sugar and sodium
content.

5. When possible, have raw or

- “cooked fruit rather than the juices, as
+. you receive a much better fiber con-
wient, ;
«-= 6, When dining out, ask for salad
dressing on the side. Dip your fork

into the dressing, and then pick up
some salad. You get the flavor without
the extra drowning of fat.

7. Quick and easy pies can be

_' -made from instant sugar-free puddings.

Prepare as directed, using skimmed
milk, add slices of banana and lite

. whipped topping folded in. Use low-
. fat graham crackers for crust.

A fresh start. A break with the
old.New beginnings. That's what New
Year's is all about. Are you yearning
for a fresh start? ;

The day of Penecost, A.D. 30,
marked a fresh start for the followers
ofJesus in the Upper Room. Pentecost
shows us two things that are essential
to new beginnings and two things that
aren't.

First, we don't need new places.
Note where Jesus commanded His
disciples to wait for the promise of
The Father - in Jerusalem.

Jerusalem was the place of Christ's
crucifixion; it was also the place where
the disciples abandoned and even de-

'nied their Lord. Jerusalem was a place
of great intimidation, because the reli-
gious and political leaders of Israel
and Rome were there in power.

God can give you a fresh start -
cven at the place where you have
experienced your greatest failure. He
doesn't need to take you to a new
location to release you from the fear
and intimidation that swirls around
you. God doesn't need a new place on
the map to touch you.

»  We also don't need new people.

Jesus' disciples could have fo-
cused on each other's weaknesses and
declared an enduement of power from
heaven to be impossible.

Have you ever asked God to
change your supporting cast, believe-
ing thatif He did it would be the key to
your spiritual progress? Have you ever
wondered how your church could ex-
perience revival when it is full of im-
perfect people?

You will never be surrounded by
perfect people. There is only One, and
He wants to surround you with His
love and His spirit.

If we don't need new places or

new people, what is the secret for new
beginnings?

We must have new priorities.

Jesus told the disciples in Acts
1:4 to wait in Jerusalem for the prom-
ise of the Father. The disciples -had
pressures of family and finances, but
Jesus said, "Wait.". They waited - and
received.

You are often willing to waiton a

sports event, a concert, etc. - some
priority of yours. Is your greatest pri-
ority realizing God's plan for your
life?

We must also have new power.
The disciples could not begin the bold
task ahead of them without the power
of the Spirit.

You can have a personal revival,
afresh start, if you will seek the Father
asdiligently as the 120 did on the Day
of Pentecost. Long before Pentecost,
God promised, "You will seek me and
find me when you seek me with all
your heart."

Rules intended to protect
horses from viral disease

Texas livestock health officials
have fortified equine health regula-
tions intended to protect the horses,
mules, donkeys, asses and other mem-
bers of the horse family from the in-
curable viral disease Equine Infectious
Anemia, or “EIA.” Currently, equine
are required to have a negative blood
test of the disease within 12 months
before entering trail rides, shows, ex-
hibitions, rodeos, roping contests and
other competitive events. Commis-
sioners for the Texas Animal Health
Commission (TAHC) in early Janu-
ary adopted regulations that will be ef-
fective in late spring, expanding the
testing requirements to include also
equine moving to boarding stables and
pastures, breeding farms and training

~ stables.

TAHC commissioners also pro-
posed a regulation to require a nega-
tive EIA test within 12 months prior
to selling equine at livestock auctions
or horse markets, sites previously ex-
empt from testing regulations. For
nearly a year, equine sold through pri-
vate sale have been under the 12-
month testing requirement. The com-
missioners will revisit this proposal
and could adopt it for public sales at
their meeting in Austin March 31 and
Apal 1. |-

“The 12-member TAHC commis-
sion received overwhelming support
from equine owners to broaden the
testing regulations to control the
spread of EIA, for which there is no
vaccine, effective treatment or cure,”
said Dr. Terry Beans, Texas’ state vet-
erinarian and TAHC executive direc-
tor. “It is important that equine be
tested prior to entering community
stables or pastures, where they will
spend an extended period of time,
commingling with other equine.”

The official EIA test document,
called the VS 10-11, may be presented
when proof of testing is needed. The

TAHC allows photocopies of the
document to be used, if the issuing
veterinarian has placed his or her
original signature on the duplicate.
EIA is a blood-bome disease that
can debilitate equine by breaking
down red blood cells, causing anemia,
weight loss, depression, fever and
swelling of the chest. Although some
equine will develop acute clinical
signs, other infected equine will suf-
fer only occasionally from the disease
when they are overworked or over-
heated. Often, infected equine are “in-
apparent carriers,” with no symptoms,
When the virus is circulating in the
bloodstream of infected equine, bit-
ing flies can soak up contaminated
blood on their spongy mouth parts,
mechanically transmitting the disease

from one equine to another. :
“Unless owners can keep an in-

fected equine permanently quaran-
tined, regulations require that they
have the animal euthanized, sent to a
research facility, or sold for slaugh-
ter,” said Dr. Beals. *““To assist owners
in disposing of the infected equine,
TAHC commissioners have proposed
strict conditions under which these
animals could be sold for slaughter
through a livestock market.”

Under their proposal, a TAHC or
private veterinarian, accredited by the
US Department of Agriculture
(USDA), would inspect infected ani-
mals within 24 hours prior to enter-
ing the sale. The animals would be
allowed entry only if their tempera-
ture was normal and they displayed
no clinical signs of disease. At the
market, the infected equine could be
sold for slaughter only, would be iso-
lated and stalled under a roof, and
could remain on the premise no longer
than 24 hours.

Frustration best describes the
feelings of mohair producers attend-
ing the recent annual membership
meeting of the Mohair Council of
America where they sought solutions
to the age-old problem of supply and
demand.

Despite the low turnout, growers
appeared ready to do their best to add
life to this depressed industry. Prices
and demand for adult mohair, particu-
larly the less desirable coarser grades,
have been stagnant for the last three
years. Although the price of kid and
young goat mohair has been fairly sat-
isfactory, only a limited supply of this
fiber has been available.

“We have some very serious
problems facing our industry,” said
council president Lanny Leinweber of
Mountain Home. The situation has

become so serious that the Mohair
Council has shifted its overall direc-
tion, reducing monies going into ad-
vertising and certain kinds of promo-
tional activities and utilizing more re-
sources on product development.

Although the council’s recom-
mended budget for fiscal year 1998-
99 could not be approved because a
quorum was not present, officers had
trimmed it nearly $69,000. Zane
Willard, the council’s executive direc-
tor, said the reduction was necessary
to save money and allow reallocating
funds.

“We looked at some activities
where we had some success and
doubled up the money for those things
and dropped the money going to oth-
ers (projects) that were not doing us
any good,” he said.

The election of directors, offic-
ers and the approval of the new bud-
get will be done by mail rather than
have another meeting, Willard said.

There was both good news and
bad news. The council welcomed Gra-
ham Johnson, a British born Mexico
manufacturer who is presently selling
alarge inventory of rugs, saddle blan-
kets and other woven goods contain-
ing large quantities of coarse grade
mohair. His small mill in'Oaxaca,
Mexico, also is supplying special
made yarns for use in product devel-
opment work, particularly for tufted
carpet. However, his main source of
mohair top, Brady Combing Co., is
shutting down its operations at the end
of March. The firm, operated by Texas
International Mohair, will transfer its
combing operations to South Africa,

home of its parent company.

“That (closing) puts Texas mohair.
producers in a jam,” Willard said.
“Without that plant, there is no first
stage processor in Texas. The council
is going to have to find opportunities
with an existing wool combing firm
to branch out into mohair, or possibly
a Mexican topmaker.”

In addition to Johnson’s Mexican
company, the council is working with
Modem Techniques of Dalton, GA, in
the development of carpet for both
commercial and home installation.
The firm is working with a carpet dis-
tributor and interior design experts to
put displays in some 80 retail stores
across the country. These displays will
feature carpet, as well as other fabircs
for upholstery and wallcovering, in
coordinated colors.

According to Gerald Morrison,
who heads the Georgia carpet devel-
opment, if the project displays work
well in the 84 initial stores, the carpet
chain could expand them into addi-
tional outlets.

Other projects that the council is
working on include a washability
study at Texas Women's University.
yarn and fabric development at the
International Textile Center at Texas
Tech University, and a possible con-
sumer preference study being devel-
oped by the Texas Department of Ag-
riculture.

« The Mohair Council’s executive
committee will hold its spring meet-
ing on April 9 in San Angelo. The
council’s summer director’s meeting
will be at the Inn of the Hills in
Kerrville on Aug. 12-13.
