Members of the Ozona School 
Board, meeting in regular session on 
Tuesday, May 19, approved the im­
plementation of a Net XV Cisco Net­
work Academies program in Ozona 
High School that will begin during the 
second semester of school next year.

In presenting the proposal to 
implement this program in Ozona High 
School, Superintendent Larry Taylor 
said, “During the 20th century, auto 
shop and similar high school classes 
taught vocational skills fcx* that era’s 
economy. Today the national and state 
economies are run on information 
which revolves around computer and 
networking technologies. Yet busi­
ness and industry face a shortage of 
information workers with the techni­
cal expertise to develop, construct, 
and maintain advanced technology 
network systems.

According to an Information 
Technology Association of America 
study, there are now approximately 
190,000 unfulfilled technology jobs 
in mid-to-large sized United States 
companies. This is growing every day 
while Texas schools are struggling to 
supply the needed skills. More than 80 
percent of our nation’s schools lack 
the basic technology for direct In­
ternet connection.

The Region XV Education Serv­
ice Center in San Angelo and Cisco 
Systems, Incorporated, a nationwide 
leader in Internet networking systems, 
are preparing to implement a Network 
Academies Program to develop a 
partnership between public high

schools, colleges and universities, 
regional businesses, and governmen­
tal agencies located in the San Angelo 
area.”

Taylor went on to explain that 
this innovative training and certifica­
tion program will help Ozona students 
accomplish four objectives: develop 
opportunities fcx* them to receive 
concurrrat high school graduation and 
college credit with selected colleges, 
universitiesand technical schools; help 
them receive high level certification 
in networking technology; position 
them for immediate openings in a tal­
ent-hungry job market by providing 
opportunities for job recruitment and 
placement for Academy graduates; 
and, prepare them for engineering and 
science-focused college or technical 
school studies.

Taylor also stated that the start­
up cost for the networking course will 
be $13,000; however, Mr. Don Ickles, 
Texas Education Agency field service 
representative who is based at the 
Region XV Education Service Cen­
ter, has written an innovative grant 
proposal that may cover this start-up 
cost “For this cost we will receive 
$60,000of networking equipment and 
material from Cisco to establish our 
networking course,” he said.

SuperintendentTaylor wenton to 
explain that the district would not need 
to employ another teacher for this 
additional vocational offering. “Mr. 
Wiley and I are recommending that 
Pete Maldonado, vocational au­
tomechanics teacher and coach in 
Ozona High School, teach this new

nothing” are also on the horizon. You 
might even see him “walk barefooted 
through the garden” if you are near the 
Hood home at just the right time.

They grew 
up on farms five miles apart and at­
tended the same schools. Their chil­
dren are Eugene Hood and Wendy 
Tambunga of Ozona and Bret Hood of 
Houston. Doris is also employed by 
the school system where she works as 
secretary to the superintendent.

Before becoming a teacher, Hood 
spent four years in the Navy. He was 
honorably discharged as a second Class 
Petty Officer, having worked in guided 
missile and aviation electronics. He 
spent 10 years as a production engi­
neer contracts administrator at Gen­
eral Dynamics/Bell Helicopter in Fort 
Worth before earning a bachelor’s 
degree in mathematics at the Univer­
sity of Texas at Arlington.

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1Pecan trees need foliar zinc
By Miles Dabovich, CEA-AG

A famous horticulturist once said 
that the pecan industry would never 
have developed if foliar zinc sprays 
had not been accepted by growers as 
part of their pecan management pro­
gram. Foliar zinc sprays are abso­
lutely essential in Texas, especially in 
West Texas where high pH soil and 
low relative humidity predominate.

Classroom lectures can go into 
great details as to why zinc is an essen­
tial minor element needed by plants. 
Pecan growers need to understand that 
the pecan tree has great difficulty in 
removing zinc from the soil. Scien­
tists do not fully understand why, but 
it is true nevertheless. Unsprayed pecan 
trees in West Texas do not grow poorly. 
They die.

Common zinc-deficiency symp­
toms are small leaves, light-colored 
leaves, wrinkled leaf edges, brown 
patches between leaf veins, curve­
shaped leaves, shoots growing in tight 
bunches, numerous small shoots at the 
base of leaves up and down current- 
season shoots, and most serious of all, 
dead shoots in the tops of trees. If 
pecan could absorb zinc from the soil 
as other horticultural crops do, these 
symptoms would not be so obvious. 
Pecan trees can be in need of zinc 
before any of these symptoms are 
apparent.

The following suggestions are for 
growers who want to have healthy 

"trees; they are not for persons wanting

a lengthy discussion of technical de­
tails about pecan nutrition. Ihere are 
many ways to manage zinc deficiency, 
but the following is the simplest, least 
expensive and most effective.

Spray zinc onto newly opening 
buds, young shoots, and young leaves. 
The rate and product are not as impor­
tant as coverage and frequency. Pow­
dered or liquid zinc sulfate will do an 
excellent job. The standard recom­
mendation is two pounds of zinc sul­
fate in 100 gallons of water. Vari­
ations of one to four pounds per 100 
gallons of water could be used with 
success if leaves are well covered and 
sprays are frequent.

The use of zinc nitrate produces 
optimum zinc absorption when 
sprayed on leaves in mid-July. Many 
growers in the irrigated west have 
learned that zinc sulfate plus nitrogen 
is the very best combination for in­
creasing zinc uptake. All of these treat­
ments are adequate. The pecan tree 
does not care if zinc comes from zinc 
sulfate or zinc nitrate, just as long as 
coverage is delivered with adequate 
frequency.

Young pecan trees in the second 
growing season respond to zinc sprays 
every two weeks from April to Au­
gust If the trees are on good soil with 
excellent irrigation, nitrogen fertiliza­
tion, and weed control, weekly foliar 
zinc sprays will push growth even 
faster. In the third and fourth season, 
young trees can be pushed to grow six 
to 10 feet in a single season with very

frequent foliar zinc sprays. There is a 
limit to how much growth is best, 
however, because a freeze in Octobw 
can kill young pecan trees to the ground 
if growth does not slow down in Sep­
tember and stop in October. So, most 
growers stop pushing young trees in 
late July or early August.

Mature bearing trees are sprayed 
entirely differently. One good zinc 
spray before pollination is better than 
no zinc spray. Two sprays are bett^ 
than one, and five sprays are ideal. 
The very best system for spraying 
mature bearing pecan trees in Texas 
and in the irrigated west is as follows: 
first spray at bud break; second spray 
seven days later, third spray seven 
days later; fourth spray 14 days later; 
fifth and fmal spray 21 days later.

The volume of water and cover­
age is very important Make sureevery 
leaf is w et Spraying to runoff is best 
but not always practical. As with all 
management practices, one helps 
another. Zinc sprays alone are of little 
value. A good management program 
includes giving trees deep, well- 
drained soil, two inches of irrigation 
water every week from April to Octo­
ber, frequent nitrogen fertilization, 
good weed control and frequent foliar 
zinc sprays.

Larry Harvey, district architect, 
met with the board to discuss renova­
tion plan proposals for Ozona Middle 
School, Ozona Middle School Gym­
nasium and Davidson Gymnasium for 
the purpose of making this gym 
Americans with Disabilities Act 
(ADA) handicapped accessible. The 
members reviewed and discussed a 
list of renovation items that Mr. Har­
vey had prepared for these three facili­
ties, and at the end of the discussion 
they asked him to finalize cost esti­
mates for these renovations and pres­
ent them at the June regular meeting of 
the board which will be on Tuesday, 
June 16, at 7 p.m.

The trustees approved a com­
puter Acceptable Use Policy that will 
be used in the district next year. The 
Acceptable Use Policy specifies the 
rules of conduct for using the Internet 
and the consequences associated with 
any misuse. All teachers, students, 
administrators and any other school 
personnel using school equipment to 
access the Internet will have to sign 
the Acceptable Use Policy and agree 
to its terms and conditions before In­
ternet use will be granted. The board 
also approved a budget amendment to 
provide funds for computer worksta­
tions for the Ozona Middle School 
Computer Lab and for networking 
costs at the school.

The board also held a public 
hearing on the use of the district’s 
Title I and Title VI federal funds for 
the 1998-99 school year. The district's 
Title I federal allotment is $255,640 
and will be used to improve reading 
and mathematics at Ozona Primary 
and Ozona Intermediate School, pro­
vide summer school for students in 
grades one through 12 based on stu­
dent performance, and to employ a 
grades prekindergarten through eight 
counselor whose salary will be com­
pletely paid for out of the allotment. 
The counselor’s office will be located

The U. S. Fish and Wildlife Serv­
ice will hold a public hearing in Del 
Rio on May 28 to accept comments 
from the public regarding a proposal 
to add the Devil’s River minnow 
(Di(xida diaboli) to the Federal list of 
endangered species. The hearing will 
be held from 5:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. at 
the Freshmen School Cafeteria at 90 
Memorial Drive.

The minnow, a small fish found 
only in spring-fed streams in Val Verde 
and Kinney Counties, Texas, and in 
northern Mexico, is threatened by 
declines in water quality and quantity, 
plus predation from non-native fish 
such as the smallmouth bass. The fish 
is currently recognized by the State of 
Texas as a threatened species.

Concern over the Devil’s River 
minnow dates back more than 20 years 
when the Service initially proposed 
the fish as threatened in 1978. Due to 
a lack of information, the Service 
withdrew the proposal in 1980 when a 
two-year time limit for finalizing the 
decision expired. Since then the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department has 
monitored the status of the fish and 
found substantial declines in abun­
dance and range of the species.

During the 1950s and 1970s, 
biologists found the Devil’s River

minnow to be one of the most com­
mon fish in the Devil’s River. How­
ever, by 1989, the fish was one of the 
least abundant, and in 1997 and 1998, 
the fish has been found in only one 
location. The exact reasons for de­
cline are unknown,; however, the qual­
ity and quantity of spring waters of the 
Devil’s River and other streams that 
provide habitat for the fish are key to 
its conservation. Coordination be­
tween the Service, the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department, local land- 
owners and community leaders has 
resulted in an effort to develop a con­
servation agreement which should 
improve the status of the species and

reduce the threat of extinction.
The Service will accept the infw- 

mation and comments from the public 
on its proposal until July 27, 1998. 
Written comments and materials con­
cerning the proposal should be sent to 
the Field Supervisor, Austin Ecologi­
cal Services Field Office, U. S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service, 109711 Burnet 
Road, Suite 200, Austin, TX 78758. 
After the comment period closes, the 
Service will evaluate all available 
information and comments, and within 
a year of the date of the proposal, 
decide whether to add the minnow to 
the Federal list of threatened and
endangered species.
