The dedication and official open­

ing of West Texas Rehab Center - 
Ozona June 23 was a joyous occasion 
for all who attended. The addition of 
this third Rehab out-patient treatment 
center to the organization makes treat­
ment more accessible to many, and 
some of those potential patients were 
there to see for themselves what 
Rehab has to offer.

‘‘No cwie likes needing medical 
help,” said WTRC President/CEO J im 
Pethis, to the crowd of well-wishers, 
‘‘but we want to be here when you do 
need us.”

Joining Pethis in the dedication 
program were Billie Proctor-Shaw, 
WTRC board chairman, and board 
member Lee Pfluger.

Rehab was formally welcomed to 
Ozona by Rob Whitesides, president 
of the chamber of commerce, and 
Judge Jeffrey Sutton. ‘This is a great, 
exciting addition to the community,” 
Sutton said of the new center.

Efforts of Gerald Creel, director 
of nurses at the care care center, in 
drawing Rehab’s attention to Ozona, 
and fundraising by Jo Davidson and 
Jan Van Shoubrouek did not go un­
mentioned. Helping make the Ozona 
facility possible were gifts of $50,000 
in memory of Keith and Polly Mitch­
ell and a $10,000 gift from Mayme 
Daniel of Ozona.

West Texas Rehabilitation Cen­
ter is a private, non-profit organiza­
tion which was founded in 1953 in 
Abilene with one physical therapist 
treating 17 patients. That therapist, the

late Shelley Smith, began his Rehab 
work in a single classroom in Abilene’s 
Bonham Elementary School. Now 
Rehab is a nationally respected pro­
gram with approximately 200 full­
time staff providing outpatient reha­
bilitation care annually to approxi­
mately 17,000 children and adults with 
physical disabilities and/or communi­
cation or hearing disorders. Tlie San 
Angelo center was opened in 1977.

Smith’s dream of starting an out­
patient rehabilitation program was 
fulfilled, and he went on to become the 
executive director of WTRC, a posi­
tion which he held until his death in 
July of 1990. His widow, Shirley 
Smith, was present for the Ozona 
dedication.

Kelly Jackson, director and physi­
cal therapist at the Ozona center, al­

ready has upward of 20 patients in 
addition to care center residents who 
are in need of his help. Additionally, a 
Rehab speech pathologist has been on 
site doing some evaluations. Speech 
pathology is a service which will 
possibly be added here if needed.

Ozona Rehab Center is located 
in the former doctors’ clinic adjacent 
to the EMS Building on First Street 
The facility will serve physical ther­
apy patients from a large area of West 
Texas, and additional services may be 
added as the need is shown. Specific 
programs of WTRC in addition to 
physical therapy and speech/language 
pathology are orthotics, social serv­
ices, psychology, occupational ther­
apy, audiology, industrial rehabilita­
tion, adaptive equipment shop, parent 
case management and early childhood 
intervention.

DECLARATION OF DISASTER 
THREAT OF WILDFIRES

June 30,1998

WHEREAS, Crockett County has not had rainfall for an 
extended period; and

WHEREAS, Weather forecasters offer little promise of a 
change in the hot, dry conditions in the near future; and

WHEREAS, These hot, dry conditions pose the threat of 
large, dangerous and fast moving wildfires; and

WHEREAS, Such fires have the potential of endangering 
lives and damaging property on a large scale; and

WHEREAS, The Texas Disaster Act of 1975 authorized the 
declaration of a state of disaster "if the threat of disaster is immi­
nent"; and

WHEREAS, The magnitude of the potential damage and the 
rapidity at which such a fire could escalate to major proportions 
constitute an imminent threat of disaster; and

WHEREAS, Declaration of such disaster authorized the 
imposition of controls on activities which tend to increase the 
likelihood of fires; and

WHEREAS, Such controls, once implemented, have the 
potential of protecting lives and property by mitigating the 
threat of dangerous fires;
BE IT THEREFORE PROCLAIMED that I, JEFFREY SUTTON, 
Crockett County Judge, do hereby declare a state of disaster 
based on the threat of large wildfires in Crockett County, Texas; 
and
BE IT ALSO PROCLAIMED that this state of disaster will con­
tinue until rescinded in accordance with the above statute and 
order, but in no instance will this declaration continue for more 
than seven days with authorization by the Crockett County 
Commissioners Court;
BE IT ALSO PROCLAIMED that this state of disaster is being 
declared solely for the purpose of implementing controls aimed 
at mitigating the hazard posed by wildfires during the current 
hot dry weather;
BE IT ALSO ORDERED that the purpose of this order is the miti­
gation of the hazard posed by wildfires by curtailing the practice 
of outdoor burning and the use of all fireworks, which purpose 
is to be taken into account in any enforcement upon this order.

Fireworks, outdoor burning banned
Use of fireworks and outdoor 

burning were banned for a seven-day 
period Tuesday by an emergency order 
executed by County Judge Jeffrey 
Sutton. Judge Sutton said the measure 
was requested by the Ozona Volun­
teer Fire Department

A blaze started by fireworks on 
Ramos Street Sunday night initially 
used 10,000 gallons of water accord­
ing to Fire Chief Bob Falkner. A sec­
ond call to the location on Monday 
morning used 1,200 gallons of water, 
and the fire, which was down in a trash 
and debris filled area, was still not 
completely out, Falkner said.

“Ten thousand gallons of water is 
a lot of water to use when its this dry,” 
Falkner commented.

Violation of the emergency order 
prohibiting outdoor burning in Crock­
ett County is punishable up to a 
$500.00 fine. Judge Sutton said. Ex­
tension of the (xder past the seven 
days must be done through commis­
sioners’ couit, and Sutton plans to 
have a called meeting to request this 
action.

The order is done under the provi-

sions of the Texas Disaster Act of 
1975. A person is in violation of the 
order if he bums any combustible 
material outside of an enclosure which 
serves to contain all flames and or 
spaiks, or orders such burning by 
others. Barbecuing in 'an  enclosed 
container is not prohibited, Sutton 
emphasized.

A person further violates this order 
by the use of any firewoiks or allow­
ing their use by others.

Upon notification of suspected 
outdoor burning, the fire department 
will respond to the scene and take 
immediate measures to contain and or 
extinguish the fire. Upon notification 
of suspected fireworks use, a peace 
officer will respond to the scene and 
take immediate measures. As soon as 
possible, a peace officer will be sent to 
the scene to investigate the nature of 
the fire or use of firewoiks.

In the wording of the emergency, 
order, “if in the opinion of the officer 
at the scene and/or Fire Chief, the goal 
of the order can be attained by inform - 
ing the responsible party about the 
prohibitions established by this order.

the officer may, at his discretion, no­
tify the party about the provisions of 
this order andrequest compliance with 
i t  In such instances, an entry of the 
notification shall be made into the 
dispatcher’s log containing the time, 
date and place of the warning, and the 
name of the person receiving the 
warning.

“At the discretion of the peace 
officer and/or Fire Chief, second or 
flagrant violations of this order may 
be prosecuted in acctx'dance with the 
statutes and procedures governing 
misdemeanors."

Prosecution for violation of this 
order will be the Justice of the Peace 
Court of Crockett County.

Also on June 30, Judge Sutton 
declared a state of disaster based on 
the threat of large wildfires in the 
county. That declaration is printed in 
its entirety in this issue of The Stock- 
man.

As of 2 p.m. Tuesday, June 30, 
137 Texas counties had bum bans in 
place according to the Division of 
Emergency management of the Texas
Department of Public Safety.

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Family violence in Texas 
steadily increasing

Family violence is a rapidly 
growing “disease” in Texas. Many 
people think that family violence 
doesn’t occur in their community. But, 
family violence occurs in every com­
munity, at every social level, and 
among all ethnic groins.

Many people think that family 
viol^ce is a private matter and that it 
only affects the people involved. The 
truth is that family violence is a crime 
that affects the entire community. 
Children who grow up in violent 
homes are much mcxe likely to be vio­
lent and to commit crime. Child abuse 
is 33% more jxevalent in homes where 
spouse abuse has occurred.

Each year in this country, medi­
cal expenses from domestic violence 
total at least $3 to $5 billion. Approxi­
mately.! in 10 high school students 
experience physical violence in dat­
ing relationshipS"by the time they 
reach college, the figure rises to 22%.

These are frightening statistics, 
but there are ways we can fight back. 
Community education and involve­

ment is essential to reduce family vio­
lence. It is up to each of us to ensure 
that our community Is actively in­
volved in efforts to identify, treat and 
prevent incidents of family violence.

The Family Shelter of San Angelo 
provides outreach services in Crock­
ett County, including: counseling and 
referral provided directly to victims of 
family violence; community educa­
tion to church, civic groups and agen­
cies; and, educational materials. All of 
these services are provided free of 
charge and within your own commu­
nity.

These heart attack warning signs 
are from Elizabeth Wentworth, Wesley 
Nurse at Ozona United Methodist 
Church.

You can feel any of these when 
having a heart attack:

♦discomfort or a band of pressure 
around the chest

♦aching, burning, tightness, 
squeezing anywhere in the upper body, 
back, shoulder blades, chest, one or 
both arms, neck or jaw

♦indigestion, fullness, heaviness, 
choking

♦sweating (cold or hot)
♦nausea or vomiting 
♦dizziness 
♦fast heartbeats 
♦severe weakness 
♦shortness of breath.
Get help if any of these go on for 

more than 10 minutes, says Mrs. 
Wentworth. Don’t panic, but act at 
once.

If you are alone, unlock your doOT 
and sit or lie down. Call 911. The 
longer you wait to get help, the more
heart damage there may be.

From March 1997 to April 1998, 
the Social Security Administration 
(SSA) suspended Supplemental Secu­
rity Income (SSI) payments to 44,376 
prisoners who are ineligible to receive 
them. For that same period, 54,059 
facilities received incentive payments 
for providing information that resulted 
in the suspension of SSI to prisoners.

Federal law prohibits the pay­
ment of SSI to recipients who are con­
fined to Jails, prisons and certain pub­
lic institutions for more than 30 days. 
For confinements beginning March 
1997 and later, the law also provides 
for incentive payments to penal insti­
tutions for timely reporting of inmate

data to SSA that leads to the suspen­
sion of SSI payments.

The incentive payments are de­
signed to help offset some of the costs 
that law enforcement offices incur in 
collecting the data. State and local 
penal facilities that want to participate 
in the incentive payment program 
must sign reporting agreements with 
SSA. Participants are required to 
transmit information electronically to 
SSA’s headquarters in Baltimore, 
Maryland.

TCT 50-195(7-97/3) H1.41,41.701 Property Tax Protest and 
Appeal Procedures

The law gives property owners the right to protest actions 
concerning their property tax appraisals. You may follow 
these appeal procedures if you have a concern about:

• the market or special appraised value placed on your 
property

• the unequal appraisal of your property
• the inclusion of your property on the appraisal roll
• any exemptions that may apply to you
• the qualification for an agricultural or timber appraisal
• the taxable status of your property
• the local government.^ which should be taxing your 

property
• the ownership of property
• the change of use of land receiving special appraisal
• any action taken by the chief appraiser, appraisal district 

or appraisal review board that applies to and adversely 
affected you.

Informal Review
Come by the Tax Office at 909 Avenue D, or 
call (915) 392-2674.

Review by the Appraisal Review Board 
If you can’t resolve your problem informally with the 
county appraisal district (C.AD) staff, you may have your 
case heard by the appraisal review board (ARB ).

The ARB is an independent board of citizens that reviews 
problems with appraisals or other concerns listed above. It 
has the power to order the CAD to make the necessary 
changes to solve problems. If you file a written request for 
an ARB hearing (called a notice of protest) before the 
deadline, the ARB will set your case for a hearing. You’ll 
receive written notice of the time, date and place of the 
hearing. If necessary, you may request a hearing in the 
evening, Saturday or Sunday. Prior to your hearing, you 
may ask to review the evidence the CAD will use to uphold

their determination. The CAD may ask you for a copy of the 
evidence you plan to present. The hearing will be informal. 
You or a designated agent may appear in person to present 
evidence or you may send notarized evidence for the ARB 
to review at your hearing. The CAD representative will 
present evidence about your case. You may cross-examine 
the CAD representative. The ARB will make its decision 
based on the evidence presented. The CAD has the burden 
of establishing the property’s value by a preponderance of 
the evidence presented. You can get a copy of a protest form 
from the appraisal district office at 909 Avenue D.

Note; You shouldn’t try to contact ARB members outside of 
the hearing. The law requires ARB members to sign an 
affidavit saying that they haven’t talked about your case 
before the ARB hears it.

Review by the District Court
After it decides your case, the ARB must send you a copy 
of its order by certified mail. If you’re not satisfied with the 
decision, you have the right to appeal to district court. If you 
choose to go to court, you must start the process by filing a 
petition within 45 days of the date you receive the ARB’s 
order.

Tax Payment
If you appeal and your case is pending, you must pay the 
lesser of the amount of taxes due on the portion of the 
taxable value not in dispute or the amount of taxes due on 
the property under the order from w'hich the appeal is taken.

On"or before May 31 (or 30 days after a notice of appraised 
value was mailed to you, whichever is later).

Late protests are allowed if you miss the usual deadline for 
good cause. Good cause is some reason beyond your 
control, like a medical emergency. The ARB decides 
whether you have good cause.
Late protests are due the day before the appraisal review 
board approves records for the year. Contact your ap­
praisal district for more information.

Special Deadlines
For change of use (the appraisal disL'ict informed you that 
you are losing agricultur^ appraisal because you changed 
the use of your land), the deadline is before the 30th day 
after the notice of the determination was mailed to you.

For ARB changes (the ARB has informed you of a change j 
that increases your tax liability and the change didn’t) 
result from a protest you filed), the deadline is before the I 
30th day after the notice of the determination was mailed ; 
to you.

If you believe the appraisal district or ARB should have 
sent you a notice and did not, you may file a protest until 
the day before taxes become delinquent (usually Febru­
ary 1). The ARB decides whether it will hear your case 
based on evidence about whether a required notice was 
mailed to you.

The 11th annual West Texas 
Hunter Education Camp held on the 
weekendof June5 ,6and7,1998, was 
blessed with the coolest temperatures 
this country has seen in a while. The 
camp was held on the Gene Perry 
Ranch of Crockett County and suc­
cessfully certified four girls and 14 
boys ages 12-15 for hunter safety as 
per a mandatory hunter education law 
that went into effect on June 1,1988. 
Since June 1988, volunteer instruc­
tors, contributors, sponsors and con­
cerned citizens of Crockett County 
and the surrounding area have assisted 
over 200 students from Ozona and 
nearby counties in successful comple­
tion of the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department’s Hunter Education 
Course.

During the 3-day weekend stu­
dents were instructed in firearms and 
ammunition; handling firearms safely 
in the field; wildlife management and 
identification; marksmanship and field 
dressing of big game; hunter ethics; 
wilderness survival; game laws; pri­
vate ownership of firearms; poison­
ous snakes; archery, blackpowder and 
muzzleloading; and hunter first-aid. 
Students completed hands-on training 
on the firing range and shot .22 rifles, 
.243 rifles, .20 gauge shotguns, sev­
eral different calibers of pistols and 
blackpowder firearms. Students took 
their newfound knowledge to the field 
on Sunday and trekked through a 
shoot-don’t-shoot walk-through and 
tracked wounded game on a simulated 
blood trail.
