County may receive $72,022 from tobacco settlement

State Representative Bob Turner
announced last week thatcounties and
hospital districts within House Dis-
trict 73 will receive millions of dollars
from a tobacco agreement reached the
previous weekend.

AUSTIN — Gov. George W.
Bush and Attorney General Dan
Morales have agreed to let arbi-
trators decide how much private
lawyers will get in the state’s $15.3
billion settlement with tobacco
companies.

After months of contentious-
ness, Bush and Morales settled
with each other on July 16, en-
abling the state to collect the first
$350 million of the largest civil
settlement in U.S. history.

Bush, who started the fight over
lawyer fees in January, said he was
happy with the agreement. “I have
consistently asked that the attor-
ney fee issue be separated from the
rest of the settlement so the award
to Texas can become final, and I
am pleased that this has now hap-
pened,” he was quoted by the Aus-
tin American-Statesman.

A federal arbitration panel,
which will convene in November,
will decide how much cigarette
makers must pay attorneys hired
by Morales to represent Texas in
the lawsuit.

Morales hired six private law-
yers and agreed to pay them 15
percent of any money won by the
state in its lawsuit. Fifteen percent
of the $15.3 billion award totals
about $2.3 billion.

Bush and seven legislators
complained that the lawvers were
going to get too much.

Among the terms of the settle-
ment are requirements that:

m Some of the money to reim-
burse the state be returned to
Washington to cover tobacco-re-
lated health-care costs paid in
Texas by the federal government.

m Tobacco companies remove
billboards and reduce advertising
aimed at children.

Scholarship Increases Proposed

The Texas Higher Education
Coordinating Board members are
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telling lawmakers early they want
the state Legislature to triple the
budget for scholarships to about
$500 million.

Too many students and parents
are being priced out of the mar-
ket, they say.

“We’re looking at a real crisis
of access by everyone — not just
minorities, but the middle class,”
said Board member Joe Krier of
San Antonio.

“If [lawmakers] don’t address
this in a big, big way ... we believe
they’ll be looking at a dramatically
declining number of people in
public higher education,” he said.

Annual tuition and fees at state
colleges and universities have
risen dramatically in the last five
years, the Austin American-States-
man reported. At the University of
Texas, those costs are up 78 per-
cent and will average $3,004 for
undergraduates in the coming
school year.

Sen. Bill Ratliff, R-Mount
Pleasant, chairman of the Senate
Finance Committee, said there is
a lot of interest in boosting schol-
arship funds, as the days tick away
to the January opening of the 1999
Legislature.

m If stock markets don’t crash
and tax revenues continue to grow
at 10 percent, the state budget sur-
plus for the next biennium will be
nearly $6.3 billion, Texas Comp-
troller John Sharp predicted re-
cently. In 2000-01 budget period,
state lawmakers should have that
amount to spend or return to tax-
payers, he said.

m The Texas Department of
Criminal Justice has approved
more than $13.5 million in grants
to local probation departments
covering 109 counties with drug
abuse treatment programs as an
alternative to sending nonviolent
offenders to prison.

m Texas is intervening in a Vir-
ginia lawsuit filed to prevent
undercounting in the 2000 census.
In 1990, Texas was undercounted
by 482,783 people, resulting in a
2.8 percent shortfall in federal
funding, the Texas attorney
general’s office said.

m The Texas Department of

Transportation reported last week -

it resolved 1,316 “lemon law”
complaints last year. The agency’s
Motor Vehicle Board ordered re-
purchase or replacement of 56 de-
fective vehicles in 1997.

AILING HOME HEALTH-CARE SYSTEM

any Texans, especially those on Medicare. arc aware that our home
M health-care system is in crisis. Dozens of Texas home health-care
agencies have closed their doors in recent weeks. This has left
many ill, home-bound patients scrambling to get proper care. People in rural

areas have been particularly hard hit.

My diagnosis: this situation is a result of over-zealously applied federaf
law and misinterpretation by federal regulators who imposed extreme!
retroactive cuts in Medicare payments (upwards of 60 percent), while failing
to implement a fairer system called for by Congress last year. This has forced

many providers out of the business.

The 1997 Balanced Budget Act mandated changes in the way Medicare
(in this case, the Health Care Finance Administration, or HCFA) pays for and
delivers health care services to the nation’s seniors. Congress directed HCFA
to implement a payment system that would let providers know. up front, what
their payment would be for a particular service and allow them to plan

accordingly.

But instead of carrying out that mandate, HCFA rewrote the rule-book
on how home health-care providers are compensated in a way that left many
bankrupt. The revised payment system, rather than allowing them to plan.
penalizes the most cost-effective providers. This is government policy at its
counterproductive worst. And it is the opposite outcome intended by Con-

gress.

Such asituation just won’tdo. The housebound patients involved are our
most vulnerable citizens. I am a long-time supporter of home health care
because it not only allows people the dignity and comfort of staying in their
homes. with familiar faces around them. while receiving needed medical:
care. But it also saves the Medicare system money in the long run. Home
health care costs only a fraction of what it costs to care for ailing individuals,
in a nursing home or other institutional setting.

On July 16.1co-sponsored a bill. $.2323. that will restore common sensei
to the home health-care payment system. .

And I have-asked Health and Human Services Secretary Donna Shalala
to speed implementation of the payment system Congress originally in-
tended. And I am working to overcome whatever snarls HCFA claims are to*

blame.

Congress earlier this year stopped the imposition of a surety bond
requirement for the industry. This would have put countless small providers

— those with little capital backing behind them — out of business.
In addition, 1 sponsored a bill to delay implementation of a HCFA rule

that would have restricted access to home-care services to patients who need

regular blood testing.

They include yearly
mammograms, pap smears, colorectal
cancer screening and free flu and
pneumonia shots.

As of Jan. 1, 1998, women are
able to get yearly mammograms, pap
smears, including pelvic and breast
examinations, without paying the Part
B deductible. Also since Jan. 1, col-
orectal cancer screening became avail-
able. In addition, Medicare will pay
the full charge of flu and pneumococ-
cal shots.

Starting July 1, 1998, Medicare
will provide diabetes glucose moni-
toring and diabetes education to bene-
ficiaries. Bone massmeasurement will
also be available as of July 1, 1998.

Organ donors save lives

Eleven people will die today,
waiting for an organ transplant.

Eight-year old Jocelyn will al-
ways remember when doctors told her
that she may lose her leg in order to
stop the cancer. She will also always
remember her tissue donor’s family,a
family whose gift saved her leg and
her life as she knew it.

Thousands (last year 5,416 fami-
lies) of donor families across the na-
tion and the world selflessly give the
giftoflife toothers. But, it’s notenough
- many more are needed. Eachday, 11
people on the national waiting list die
waiting for an organ transplant. That’s
3,000 people who die every year,
because there are simply not enough
donated organs.

“We simply must, somehow, get
the public to understand the compli-
cated process of successful organ use,”
says Bruce Conway, president and
CEO of The Living Bank, a Houston-
based international organ and tissue
registry. “Only then will they feel
confident in becoming donors them-
selves,” continues Conway. “One way
we at The Living Bank reach out to
people is through our Living Banker
Program. This isa volunteer speakers’
bureau made up of concerned volun-
teers who go out to business and
community meetings to deliver a
message on the importance of organ
and tissue donation. They also dis-
seminate information through health

fairs and special events of all kinds. It
is a great program to be involved in
and is our most effective program
because of its one-on-one, personal
appeal.
“Volunteers attend a training ori-
entation and go with current Living
Bankers to health fairs and speaking
engagements until they feel confident
inrepresenting The Living Bank. Right
now we have about 2,500 Living
Bankers, but we need more.

We want them to call
us, get the facts, answers to all of their
questions, getaLiving Banker tocome
out to their community to give a talk -
and then make an educated decision
about becoming a donor. We’re confi-
dent that the more people know about
the process, the more likely they are to
become a donor.”

The Living Bank is an interna-
tional organ and tissue donor registry.
The registry is a necessary step in
becoming an organ donor, because it
facilitates rapid notification of next of
kin. The Living Bank also provides
educational programs, a volunteer
speakers’ bureau, has an 800 line for
general organ donor information and
provides emotional support for fami-
lies of donors and recipients.

Governor's office provides funds
for rural firefighting equipment

Gov. George W. Bush is helping
rural firefighters in their battle to pro-
tect drought-stricken Texas. The
Governor’s Office is ‘providing
$200,000 to the Texas Forest Service
to fund matching grants for the pur-
chase of up to 400 dry hydrants. Dry
hydrants offer firefighters quick ac-
cess to fresh water, avoiding long trips
to traditional fire hydrants in the near-
est town. Dry hydrants are invaluable
to the approximately 40,000 volun-
teers who serve as the primary fire
fighting force for rural Texas.

“I am very concerned about the
threat of fire in Texas this summer,”
said Gov. Bush. “These hydrants are
one more way Texans can be prepared
to control rural fires quickly. A dry
hydrant can mean the difference be-
tween saving or losing a rural home or
farm.”

Since it
began in 1992, the Texas Forest Serv-
ice’s dry hydrant program has helped
pay for more than 1,500 hydrants in
112 counties.

InJanuary 1997, Texas Insurance
Commissioner Elton Bomer estab-
lished an optional dry hydrant dis-
count. Homeowners who live within
1,000 feet of dry hydrants can save up
to 10 percent on their basic premiums.
The dry hydrants must meet certain
standards in order for homeowners to
qualify for the credit.

otherwise and not to exceed the maximum rate permitted by law at the time of
issuance of the bonds) as in its discretion the Commissioners' Court shall
determine?”

Child care laws regulate providers

The State of Texas has inacted
new child care laws effective January
:1998. As of such date, itis the law that
:any person who is compensated to
‘provide regular care for one unrelated
child, must be regulated by the State
of Texas. A regulated child care pro-
‘vider must meet all the guidelines and
requirements as stated by Texas law
(Chapter 42 of the Human Resource
iCode).

The state law dictates the number
‘of children unrelated and related thata
‘child care provider may care for atany
given time. The number of children
cared for determines the type of state
regulation the child care provider must
have: Listed Family Home, Regis-
itered Family Home, Group Day Home
License, Center License,and etc. Each
‘type of regulated care has state mini-
mum standards that must be met by
the child care provider along with
gompliance of state child care licens-
ing laws. ‘
£ Currently, a monetary fine may
be imposed upon the nonregulated
provider. A nonregulated provider who
violates this law may be fined up to
$100.00 per day. Parents who place
their children in nonregulated facili-
ties are currently not fined. However,

Rekindled feelings of attachment help couples solve problem

Existing feelings of attachment
can help couples weather marital dis-
tress.

“Communication, children, fi-
nances and sex are the most common
causes of conflict,” said Bob Beck, a
clinical social worker and couples
therapist at Baylor College of Medi-
cine in Houston. “However, if there
is still some sense of attachment and
a shared vision for the future, the
couple can make it.” 1

Beck encourages couples to sit
together and review courtship and
wedding photos. These mementos can
help couples focus on their early hopes
of the future and on what they loved
and cared about when they were first
together.

The next step in resolving con-
flict is to start listening to each other.

“The essence of working things
out is hearing one another and accept-
ing what the other person has to say,”
Beck said. “Only then can you begin
to understand what is important to
your partner and work toward some
type of mutual agreement.”

Some ground rules for conflict
resolution include:

« Talking through problems to
mutual satisfaction rather than getting
frustrated and giving up. Realize it
may take several discussion sessions.

* Creating an environment con-
ducive to discussion -- no television,
no children needing attention.

Experts weigh in with new
weight-training guidelines

Moreisn’tnecessarily better when
it comes to lifting weights.

Recentlyreleased guidelines from
the American College of Sports Medi-
cineoutline new recommendations for
the quantity and quality of exercise
for development and maintenance of
muscular fitness in healthy adults.

The recommendations state that
for many people, working a muscle
group with one set of eight to 10 repe-
titions two to three times a week is
beneficial.

“It was previously thought that a
weight-lifting regimen had to include
at least three sessions a week to pro-

duce noticeable results,” said Dr. Bill
Kohl, director of research at the Bay-
lor SportsMedicine Institute at Baylor
College of Medicine in Houston.

Additional recommendations
emphasize that multiple-set workouts
may result in greater muscle benefits.

“Strength training is an important
part of an exercise program,” said
Kohl, a member of the ASCM’s pub-
lic information committee. “It targets
muscle, something we begin to lose
after age 25. By regularly lifting even
light weights, the body retains more
leanmuscle mass, wh1ch cankeep you
fit as you age.”

Nagging muscles strain could be a tough break

A muscle strain or shinsplints that
won't go away could actually be a
stress fracture.

*“Pain around the shin should re-
spond to ice and a reduction in activ-
ity,” said Dr. Jon Divine, assistant
professor with Baylor Sports Medi-
cine Institute at Baylor College of
Medicine in Houston. “If the pain
lingers formore thanacouple of weeks,
the problem could be a stress fracture,

a slight break in the bone.”

Toomuch activity, particularly in
high-impact sports such as running or
basketball, a sudden increase in train-
ing and biomechanical deficiencies in
the feet are potential causes of a stress
fracture.

Symptoms can be similar to shin-
splints or a pulled muscle, but a key
stress-fracture indicator is the inabil-
ity to put weight on the leg without
experiencing pain. Itis likely a sports-
medicine specialist can diagnose the
problem without an X-ray.

“Active rest and trammg modifi-
cation are necessary {o heal a stress
fracture,” said Divine. “This usually
takes about three to eight weeks.”

During that time, Divine says,
stationary cycling, swimming and
strength training are good ways to stay
fit.

therapist. If you cannot work comfort-
ably with the therapist, then shop
around for another,” Beck said. <

Good nutrition can boost energy level

Adopting proper eating habits is
the best way to recharge your battery,
say behavioral psychologists in The
DeBakey Heart Center’s Behavioral
Medicine Research Center at Baylor
College of Medicine in Houston.

“The problem is usually poor
nutrition,” said Dr. Ken Goodrick,
assistant professor of medicine at
Baylor. “Caffeine abuse may also
cause tiredness.”

Not eating enough, eating too
much fator notdrinking enough water
can cause a person to feel fatIgued
Goodrick said.

Goodrick recommends following
a well-balanced diet that provides no
more than 30 percent of total caloncs
from fat. A healthy eating plan also
includes five or more servings of fruits
and vegetablcsandatleastelghtglassps
of water a day. T

SSC facility sold by state for $10 million

AUSTIN - The central laboratory
facility of the former Superconducting
Supercollider (SSC) has been sold by
the Texas General Land Office for
$10 million to GVA Texas
Waxahachie Ltd., a firm controlled by
Wichita, KA, investor George Ablah.

The 559,097 square foot building
is located on 45.85 acres of land near
‘Waxahachie south of Dallas. Earlier,
the land office sold an associated build-
ing - the linear accelerator facility - for
$400,000 to International Isotopes Inc.,
a Denton firm.

Ablah buys, sells and leases in-
dustrial and commercial properties
nationwide. the sale of the central lab
facility brings to $14.7 million the
total amount the General land Office
has received so far for property that
was purchased for the SSC, whose
mission was Lo [irc subalomic par-
ticles at each other through an under-
ground “accclerator” tunnel and study
the collision remnants in an effort to
determine the basic building blocks of
the universe.

About 2,800 acres of land also
have been sold. Another sealed bid
land sale, this time involving approxi-
mately 1,200 acres, has been sched-
uled for June 16, according to Mabry
Brock, the on-scene manager of the

project for the land office. a
Another 1,300 acres will be avatl-
able to former owners under a special
“preferential rights” program approveéd
by the Legislature. By the end of this
summer, the land office expects to

“have sold all but 4,500 acres of the

remaining SSC property.

Disposal of the 4,500 acres will
be spaced out over a two-year perié'd
in order to maintain the value of the
land. The total disposal was scheduled
totake place over a five-year period as
planncd by the land office in conjung-
tion with local officials and the real
estate industry.

“We are right on schedule with
the disposal of the SSC property,” said
Texas Land Commissioner Garry
Mauro who heads the General Land
Office. “The proceeds will be used fo
retire state revenue bonds that were

. approved by the Legislature to heﬁp
" finance the state’s part in the develop-

ment of the scientific facility, primar-
ily the purchase of the land.”
Unfortunately, the U. S. Congress
decided to haltits financial support for
the project, in effect killing it. Thcil
S. Department of Energy, in charge of
the project, then turned the two build-
ings and approximately 10,000 acres
over to the state for disposal.

Don’t waste your breath on side stitches

Stitches, sharp pains that develop
in the abdomen when running, have
ruined many a workout, but a few
simple steps can chase them from your
training routine.

“You don’t have to be a runner to
experiencestitches,” said David Bren-
nan, an exercise physiologist at Bay-
lor College of Medicine in Houston.
“Anyone who participates in activi-
ties that involve jogging or running
knows stitches can develop without
warning and cause significant discom-
fort. Breathing techniques can relieve
the pain.”

Beanie Babies’ littlest fans

If a child with allergies lives in
* your house, spring cleaning should
include stuffed animals wholive there,
t0o.

“Dust mites are a perennial aller-
gen,” says Dr. Richard Mabry, profes-
sor of otorhinolaryngology at UT
Southwestern Medical Center at Dal-
las. “But they are ubiquitous in winter
because the house is closed up and the
heater is running, making conditions
ideal for the dust mites to thrive.”

Stuffed animals harbor the tiny
allergens.

“If the toy animal can stand it

without falling apart, tumble it for 15
minutes in a hot dryer,” says Mabry,
adding that the temperature needs to
reach 135 degrees Fahrenheit. “That
will kill dust mites. If you wash the
animal, soap and cold water aren’t
enough. You need heat.”

For the child who sleeps with
stuffed animals and seems to have
chronic allergy symptoms, he sug-
gests fashioning a hammock above
the bed for the toys so they are near the
child but far from the child’s face. If
the symptoms persist, see a physician
about possible causes and treatments.

Brennan recommends exhaling
with force with every stride.

“If the stitch is on the right side of
the abdomen, push your breath out
when your left foot hits the ground,
and use the opposite approach if the
pain is on the left side,” he said. “It’s
also helpful to.breathe more with your
stomach muscles, contracting them in
and out with each breath.”

To help preventstitches, Brennan
suggests strengthening your abdomi-
nal muscles and gradually increasing
the intensity and duration of your
workouts.
