Football is around the corner

With temperatures soaring at or
near the century mark every day it is
hard to imagine that the crisp, cool
autumnafternoonsareonly daysaway,
bringing with them the roar of crowds
following their favorite high school
across the state to football games.

Nobody cares
whether or not the entire team is out-
fitted with exactly the same style and
color of socks, so I'll spare you those
details and focus on the rules that will
impact the actual flow of the game,
rules that the average fan will easily
recognize.

Actually, the rule changes that
are most significantare only a few this
year. Perhaps the biggest one is the
backwards pass rule. In the past when
abackwards pass hit the ground it was
alive ball butonly advanceable by the
offense. If the defense picked up the
ball it was blown dead at the spot. Not
so in 1998, and this might add some
exciting moments in some games.

Ozona airport finally on final

Ozona Municipal Airport is “fi-
nally on final” said manager Mary
Joan Hearne. Work resumed July 31
after a three and one-half month layoff
to deal with the sticky surface left by
fog seal applied to the new runway.

“They tried lime, sand and worked
toeliminate all the things that couldn’t
cure the surface. It just stayed softand
oily,” said Mrs. Hearne.

Employees of Reece Albert
started last Friday applying chip seal,
a hot asphalt oil with grade 5 rock

designed to bond the new runway with
an additional coating to overcome the
“fly paper” surface. Asphaltic con-
crete, commonly called hot mix, will
be applied 1 1/2 inches thick on top of
the chip seal and the 2" inch surface
put down this spring.

“We’ve been assured that this
will not cost the county a penny,”
Mrs. Hearne said of the second sur-
face to correct problems with the
runway.

Parkhill, Smith and Cooper of

Midland is the engineering firm on the
project during the design and con-
struction phases.

Once the contractor releases the
project to the county, the old runway
will be torn out. More dirt work will be
required after the runway removal,
and half the deer-proof fencing re-
mains to be completed.

The new runway is 6,000 by 75'
with turnarounds at both ends, a new
parking apron with 15 tie-downs and
connecting taxiways.

in the home is in the bathroom, it is a
good idea to look there for ways to
minimize water use.

The most effective conservation
step in the home is to install a low-
flow showerhead. This will lessen
water use by 50 percent. Also, taking
a short shower instead of a bath will
help reduce water usage.

Updating the model of toilet in
your bathroom can also help minimize
the amount of water used in the home.
Older models can use up to seven
gallons of water per flush, while newer
models use only 1.6 gallons. It is
important to remember not to use the
toilet as a trash can for paperand facial
tissues because this uses an unneces-
sary amount of water.

Simply tuming off the faucet
while brushing your teeth or washing
your face or hands can save a consid-
erable amount of water. Also, install-
ing a low-flow faucet acrator can save
up to one-half the water being used.

The kitchen is another area in the
home that uses a significant amount of
water. The first step is to run water
only when it is absolutely necessary.

Soaking pots and pans before
washing, placing frozen foods in a pan
of water instead of letting the water
run over them, and keeping a pitcher
of water in the refrigerator instead of
letting the faucet run until it is cold
enough are three examples of how to
minimize water use in the kitchen.

The dishwasher and the washing
machines are two of the biggest wast-

ers of water. In order to save water,
wash only full loads and adjust the
water level to match the size of the
load. Both are also available in water
saving models, which are usually the
same price as the regular models.

Another way to save wateristobe
sure that the water heater thermostat is
not set too high. This wastes water
because the water has to be mixed
with cold water before itis used. -

Also,besure to fix all water leaks.
Leaks account for at least 10 percent
of the water bill. If the source of the
leak is a hot water faucet, it is not only
a waste of water, but a waste of en-
egy. P

A toilet with a silent leak of one
cup of water a minute wastes about
2,700 gallons of water a month. A
toilet leak occurs when water escapes
from the tank into the bowl. This may
or may not be seen or heard.

“Silent leaks™ are very common
and are often missed. To determine if
your toilet has a silent leak, place a
few drops of food coloring into the
tank. Wait a few minutes and if color
appears in the toilet bowl, there is a
silent leak.

Another common leak is a faucet
leak. These are usually very obvious
and are very inexpensive and easy to
fix. Generally, by replacing the “O”
rings, the leak will be fixed.

Know where school zones are, obey posted speeds

“School season is just around the
corner again,” reminds Sheriff Shane
Fenton. “The goal of the Sheriff’s
Office and the community is to pro-
vide a safe environment around our
schools for the sake of our children.
The Sheriff’s Office is asking every
licensed driver tobecome familiar with
all the streets, which are affected by
the school zone, and to please obey the
posted speeds.”

Last year one deputy issued over
204 citations around the schoolsalone.
The good news for Ozona students
was that the average speed of 28 to 35
mph at the beginning of the year was
reduced to20 and 27 by the end of the
school year. This year, any driver who
insists on driving atany speed over 20
mph inaschool zone will be subjected
to a traffic stop, which could result in
a 5 to 10 minutes delay, and a traffic
citation.

Thehighschooland junior/middle
school areas led the violation zones
lastyear. Students and parentsrushing
to lunch and other school locations

were a major problem. Drivers failing
to stop for school buses with red flash-
ing lights were another big area of
violations, followed by failure to stop
at stop signs, intersections.

School zones are controlled by
flashing yellow lights, which are acti-
vate when the school zone is in effect.
Other school zones are identified by
posted signs, which have the times the
zone is in effect.

These zones are located at: Pri-
mary School - Martinez ‘Street, Mon-
terey Street, One-way Streetand Hwy.
163 south; Intermediate School - 14th

Some of you may have seen a
vehicle around town with Hoof’N It
Coast to Coast at 65 on the side. Be-
hind the wheel is Al Gordon, now 67
and a runner. He started running in
1968 after becoming inspired by Dr.
Kenneth Cooper’s book, “Aerobics”.
His first run was 0.4 miles around the
block.

“WhenIfinished I thought Imight
not live to see another day,” said
Gordon, “but when I awoke the next
morning, very much alive, I went
running again. This time my route
took me around the same block. Twice!
I'knew I was hooked.”

The routine developed to include
4-6 miles a day, six days a week and
produced rewards, including a drop in
resting heart rate from the high 80s to
the low 60s, and the mental satisfac-
tion of achieving daily goals.

“Hoof’N it Coast to Coast at 65"
has been a longtime dream of Gordon.
“I am doing this for myself, but I hope
the project will serve as an inspiration
for others. I want people to feel they
can follow their dreams while being a
positive witness for God and the
Adbventist lifestyle (including a vege-
tarian diet),” said Gordon. “I alsoinvite
sponsors’ donations, which I will turn
over to various homeless shelters along
my route.”

His starting and finishing points
were chosen because he took Navy

basic training in San Diego and spent
several months of his Navy career at
Jacksonville Naval Air Station in
Florida. Gordon doesn’t run 6 miles/
hour all day every day until he finishes
his goal.

six days a week. He and his wife,
Wynona, and their mascot, Zak, the
cat, live in a 1996 34’ Bounder motor
home.

At
least the leaders did - the rest were
busy catching up. When I started up,
so did the cows, when I stopped, they
stopped, too.

Senate and House Budget Committees to hold hearing on drought

AUSTIN - State Representative
Bob Turner, D-Voss, announced on
July 30 an upcoming joint meeting of
the Texas House Committee on Ap-
propriations and the Texas Senate
Finance Committee to discuss the
drought’seconomicimpact, status,and
possible solutions. Rep. Turner, who
serves as the vice-chairman of the
House Agriculture and Livestock
Committee, applauded the decision to
holdajointhearing of the state’sbudget
committees, stating that it is time for
Texas to take action on its own behalf,
“So far, Washington, DC, has pro-
vided little in the way of meaningful
assistance to our state. The farmers
and ranchers of District 73 don’t want,
andmany can’tafford, more low-inter-
est loans, or another quick fix,” said

Rep. Turnér.

The U. S. Senate passed a $500
million disaster aid package last week.
However, not all of those funds are
earmarked for Texas, Meanwhile, the
USDA has estimated crop insurance
payments will reach $700 million in
Texas alone. The Secretary of Agri-
culture, Mr. Dan Glickman, recently
announced on his visit to Texas that
the deadline for ranchers to graze
Conservation Reserve Program land
will be extended to Nov. 30. To date,
only 88 of 254 Texas counties have
been approved for CRP grazing, and
hay productionis notallowed on these
lands. So, the positive effect will be
minimal. :

“I'think itis time to stop looking
to the federal government for help.

They are the ones who took away our
disaster relief with the 1996 Farm Bill,
and left us with crop insurance which
doesn’t cover livestock producers.”
Rep. Turner continued, “We have a
projected budget surplus of more than
$2 billion in state revenues, and a
projected loss in agriculture of $1.5
billion. If there was ever a time when
Texans have the opportunity to take
care of Texas, it is now.”

The joint hearing will take place
at 10 a.m. on Friday, Aug. 7, at the
Capitol in Austin. The hearing will be
open to the public. The committee will
be taking invited testimony from the
state agencies responsible for drought
assistance programs, and representa-
tives of the many industries and busi-
nesses affected by the drought.

Applications foremergency farm/
ranch loans due to damages and losses
caused by drought are being accepted
at the Farm Service Agency office
located in San Angelo says FSA Farm
Loan Manager Fred J. Greenway.

Crockett is one of the counties in
Texas recently named by Secretary of
Agriculture Dan Glickman for loans
to cover part of actual physical and/or
production losses resulting from
drought which occurred from May 1,
1997, through April 29, 1998, and
continuing.

Greenway said farmers/ranchers
may be eligible for loans of up to 80
percent of their actual losses or the
operating loan needed to continue in
business, whichever is less. For farm-
ers/ranchers unable to obtain credit
from private commercial leriders, the
interest rate is 3.75 percent.

“As a general rule, a farmer/
rancher must have suffered at least a
30 percent loss of production and/or a
qualifying physical loss for an FSA

emergency loan,” Greenway said.
Farmers/ranchers participating in the
Federal Crop Insurance program will
have to figure in proceeds from those
programs in determining their loss.
“Applications forloans under this
emergency designation will be ac-
cepted until March 10, 1999, but farm-
ersfranchers should apply as soon as
