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Explosion destroys home
An explosion early Aug. 5 lev­

eled the home of Annette and Jim Bob 
Moran, trapping her under the debris. 
Her 10-year-olddaughter,C.J. Graves, 
was also trapped for a short while. 
Jim Bob Moran was able to crawl out 
of the destroyed residence.

After emergency personnel man­
aged to free Annette, she was trans­
ported by Crockett County EMS to an 
area near Barnhart where she was 
picked up by Medivac helicopter and 
taken to Shannon Hospital in San 
Angelo. Her major injuries, a crushed 
ankle, broken wrist and a circulatory 
problem resulting from a dislocated 
knee, required hours of surgery and
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several days in ICU. She was moved 
to Room 569 last weekend and will be 
recovering at the hospital for up to 
three months, according to her mother, 
Linda Taylor.

C. J., who was trapped under the 
mattress in her bedroom, was brought 
to safety by neighbor Justin Stewart. 
She was quickly taken to Ozona Rural 
Health Clinic by Stanley Flannagan 
where she received seven stitches over 
an eye and 26 stitches on a leg, accord­
ing to her grandmother.

Jim Bob Moran received lacera­
tions and bruises in the explosion and 
was also treated at the clinic.

The explosion at Ave. J and 
Owens Street was heard blocks away 
in the downtown area where the force 
rattled the glass and opened the door at 
Crockett County Water Control.

The remains of the structure were 
sealed off, and officers and firefight­
ers remained at the scene until inves­
tigators arrived. These included two 
engineers from McDowell Owens, two 
engineers and an investigator from 
EFI Engineering and Fire Investiga­
tions and two engineers from the Texas 
Railroad Commission.

The gas regulator was tested and 
found to be working properly. Lilly

Construction's crane was brought to 
the site to remove walls and portions 
of the roof. A work crew from Willcon- 
structlnc. removed the smaller debris.

Moran said he had been having 
problems with the gas valve on the 
bathroom heater. The first priority was 
to uncover and remove the wall 
mounted heater. Once this was done, 
it was then necessary to remove all the 
debris from the floor of the residence. 
The floor was then removed to give 
investigators access to all the gas pip­
ing under the structure.

Once the gas piping was exposed, 
a pressure test was conducted on the 
line running from the gas meter to the 
structure. This line was found to be 
free of leaks. Much of the gas piping 
under the bathroom had been broken 
by the explosion. All piping and a 
valve located under the residence, 
supplying the heater, in the bathroom 
were taken for further testing by the 
engineers.

**The cause of the explosion was a 
build up of gas vapors underneath the 
residence,” said Steve Kenley, fire 
marshal. *The exact source of the leak 
cannot be accurately determined until 
the laboratory testing of the piping 
and valve has been completed.”

tend a presentation on the proposed 
project and see the {xoblem areas on 
that campus. »At the same time, the 
district will take advantage of the new 
temporary branch office voting laws 
by having voting at Ozcma Middle 
School from 5:30 to 8:30 p.m.

A fact sheet about the school 
district’s improvement program and 
bond election has been mailed to reg­
istered voters. When there is more 
than one registered voter in a house­
hold, only one copy was mailed.
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Convention Center free and clear
Fair Park Convention Center 

became free and clear of indebtedness 
last month, two years ahead of the 
projected payoff schedule.

Total cost of the 15,000 square 
foot building and furnishings 
amounted to $325,000, said Pon Sea­
born, chairman of the convention 
center board. Much of that money 
came from donations, but the com­
mittee did borrow a total of $185,000 
from OzonaNational Bank and Crock­
ett County National Bank. In addition 
to their loans, the banks also showed 
their support of the project by donat­
ing $5,000 each.

An organizational meeting for the 
convention center took place in July 
of 1993 with Seahom, Frank Tam- 
bunga, Jim Payne, Billy Reagor, Don 
Long, John L. Henderson and Robert 
Bryson named to the steering commit­
tee.

By April of the following year, 
the committee had a building plan and 
pledges totaling $115,000. At the 
time the project was finished in No­
vember of 1994, donations had 
reached $138,245.

Major contributors to the project 
in addition to the banks were: Ozona 
Lions Club, West Texas Utilities and 
the Crockett County 4-H Club with 
donations of $5,000 each, UPR’s 
donation of $40,000, Crockett County 
Fair Association with $75,000, Ozona 
Chamber of Commerce with two 
donations of $ 10,000 each and a year 
to year pledge of 20% of its motel/ 
hotel occupancy tax money, and Deer- 
Fest with $25,000 and a pledge of 
60% of its annual profits until the 
building was paid for. The pad for the 
building, valued at $34,000, was 
donated by Crockett County.

The 1994 DeerFest was the offi­
cial grand opening for the Fair Park 
Convention Center, and the event was 
so large that it barely held the esti­
mated 2,200 attending.

“The Fair Park Convention Cen­
ter is a great asset to this community,” 
commented Laurie Hale, who is sec-

4. A deposit of $200, along with 
the completed application, is required 
within two (2) business days after 
booking the reservation. The deposit 
will be returned within five (5) work­
ing days after the event, provided the 
building is left clean and everything is 
in good order. All chairs and tables 
must be stored properly, and trash 
must be discarded in the dumpsters. If 
the building is not clean and/or in 
good order, die building will be cleaned 
and the cost will be deducted from the 
deposit A Cleaning Checklist will be 
provided when the keys are picked up.

Gov. George W. Bush has or­
dered the temporary suspension of a 
Texas law which is hindering the abil­
ity of Texas Farmers and ranchers to 
haul hay to feed their livestock. The 
Texas Transportation Code requires 
anyone hauling hay beyond 150 miles 
of his or her home to obtain a commer­
cial license. The Governor’s Execu­
tive order waives that requirement for 
90 days effective Aug. 5.

The Texas Disaster Act allows 
the Governor to suspend any regula­
tory statute that prevents, hinders or 
delays the response or recovery from 
a disaster. The drought in Texas has 
caused the depletion of pasture forage 
and hay supplies, creating the need for 
many ranchers and farmers to buy hay 
frpm suppliers ̂ outside thek immedi­
ate areas.

“The drought has been devastat­
ing for many Texas farmers and ranch­
ers,” said. Gov. Bush. “I hope this 
action will help farmers and ra n ch o  
weather this crisis and get feed to thek 
livestock.”

Gov. Bush issued an emergency 
disaster proclamation for Texas on 
June 4.

1 1/2 c. broken nuts
Blend cocoa and water, cool. 

Cream margarine and sugar until light 
and fluffy.

Enough Already

The first recorded Christian 
prayer, in Acts chapter 4, begins: 
“Lord, You made heaven and earth, 
the sea, and everything in them.” 
(Exodus 20:11) Then quoting the in­
spired and prophetic words of David 
in Psalm 2, it continues: “Why do the 
nations rage and the people plan in 
vain? The kings of the earth stand 
ready, and the rulers get together 
against the Lord and His Anointed.”

On April 10, an Associated Press 
release deplored the supposed fact that 
“the teaching of evolution in schools 
is being squeezed out by pressure from 
religious conservatives and other 
groups”, which major newspapers 
carried in articles and/or editorials. 
While I wish this were true, it appears 
to be another desperate ploy to turn 
public opinion against Christianity in 
general and creationists in particular. 
As a solution to this supposed prob­
lem, the National Academy of Sci­
ences offered a new set of guidelines 
on how to deal with dissenting stu­
dents and parents - and made it avail­
able to every science teacher. Entitled: 
“Teaching About Evolution and the 
Nature of Science”, this book claims 
that the “Fact” of evolution must be 
foundational in every course.

But the guidelines contain a 
strange mixture of outdated science, 
extreme opinions not held by many 
evolutionists, and outright deception. 
For example, it compares disbelief in 
evolution to disbelief in gravity, while 
obscuring the fact that no one’s ever 
observed gravity to be violated - or 
that no one’s ever observed real evo­
lution to happen. In his 1981 address

to the geology staff at the Field Mu­
seum of Natural History in Chicago, 
Dr. Colin Patterson (Senior Paleon­
tologist, British Museum of Natural 
History) asked: “Can you tell me 
anything you know about evolution? 
Any one thing? Any one thing that is 
true?” The answer he got was silence. 
That’s because there is not even one 
scientific fact to prove that evolution 
ever did, or even could happen.

Yet our public school teachers, 
whether they believe the Theory of 
Evolution or not, are under political 
pressure to teach it as fact. Further­
more, in this great nation that was 
founded on the principles of God’s 
Word, the Supreme Court has written 
an Eleventh Commandment - which 
says: ‘Thou Shalt Not, in Thy Class­
rooms, Read the Other Ten’. It is true 
that something is malfunctioning in 
our schools. Recent studies place 
American students at or near the very 
bottom in science when compared to 
other developed countries, in spite of 
the cost per student being much higher. 
But is teaching evolution the Solution 
to the problem, or is it the Cause? The 
fact is that the scores have gone down 
as the teaching of evolution increased 
and the Christian worldview system­
atically removed.

I personally believe that evolu­
tionary teaching has been quite effec­
tive. Decades of teaching students that 
they evolved from animal ancestry by 
purely random processes, that there is 
no Creator to whom they’re respon­
sible, and that there are no absolutes in 
morality has broughtBitter Fruits upon 
our society. Can evolutionists legiti­
mately blame the situation in today’s 
schools, whose students murderclass-

mates and teachers with no remorse, 
where pre-marital sex and STDs are 
common, and where suicidal thoughts 
plague many, on the lack of better 
evolutionary teaching? I think not. 
And if science is a search for truth, 
then no theory should be allowed to 
freeze into dogma, and be immune 
from critical examination and evalu­
ation.

So, as students prepare to return 
to their classrooms, school boards may 
wish to consider the following ‘Ori­
gins of Life’ policy to avoid the charge 
that evolution is presented as Fact 
rather than Theory:

“As no theory in science is im­
mune from critical examination and 
evaluation, and recognizing that evo­
lutionary theory is thecnly approved 
theory of origins that can be taught in 
the state science curriculum; when­
ever evolutionary theory is taught, 
students and teachers are encouraged 
to discuss scientific information that 
supports and questions evolution and 
its underlying assumptions, in order to 
promote the development of critical 
thinking skills. This discussion would 
include only the scientific evidence/ 
information for and against evolu­
tionary theory, as it seeks to explain 
the origin of the universe and the di­
versity of life on our planet.”

And Christians would do well to 
pray with the disciples in Acts 4: “And 
now.

W TU d onates $100,000 to h e lp  custom ers

Be kind. Remember, everyone 
you meet is fighting a hard battle.

West Texas Utilities Company is 
providing $100,000 in emergency 
funds to assist customers hardest hit 
by the summer heat wave. The com­
pany is also working on an individual 
basis with customers who are having 
problems paying their electric bills.

“We’re taking these steps to as­
sist as many people as we can, espe­
cially those who face the greatest dif­
ficulties,” said Paul Brower, WTU 
general manager and president. “The 
most important thing is to take care of 
yourself and not put your health at risk 
because of concerns about the cost of 
running fans or air conditioners when 
temperatures are extremely high. If 
you think you’re going to have a prob­
lem paying your electric bill, we urge 
you to call us as soon as possible, and 
we’ll work with you to develop pay­
ment arrangements,” he said.

The company’s emergency con­
tribution will be to f3 West Texas 
agencies associated with the Texas 
Department of Housing and Commu­
nity Affairs. The donation will boost 
the money available for short-term 
assistance to WTU customers facing 
financial hardship. These various

agencies throughout WTU’s 52county 
service area will be administering the 
emergency contribution locally. In 
Crockett County, the funds will be 
administered by the Tom Green 
County Community Action Council 
of San Angelo.

“We hope these measures will 
provide some short-term relief. How­
ever, we’re aware that long-term pay­
ment problems can develop, so we 
urge customers to make every effort to 
stay current on their bills and call us to 
work out a payment plan,” Brower 
said.

Already this summer, WTU has 
set five all-time company records for 
power demand by customers. The lat­
est came on Aug. 3, when afternoon 
peak demand was 1,591,000 kilowatts 
in a single hour. A kilowatt hour (kWh) 
is the amount of energy needed to 
power ten lOO-watt bulbs for one hour. 
On July 7, WTU set an all-time record 
for energy usage over a 24-hour pe­
riod with 30,806,000 kilowatt-hours.

WTU, with headquarters in 
Abilene, serves about 186,000 cus­
tomers in 52 West Texas counties. 
WTU is a Central and South West 
company.

According to Mark Twain, “It 
was Carlyle who said, “a lie cannot 
live”. It only goes to show that he did 
not know how to tell them. Anyone 
with a little experience in the world 
knows that the truth is a fragile thing. 
The truth is easily killed. “A lie, well 
told, is immortal.”

Every day I agree more and more 
with Mark Twain. Because every day 
I hear someone else talking about the 
failure of public schools. Every day I 
hear someone talking about how poorly 
our children are doing in school.

Friends, those are fast becoming 
immortal lies, to quote Samuel Cle­
ments (Twain). Those statements have 
taken on a life of their own. Somehow,

it has become conventional wisdom 
that our schools arc bad.

The truth is that our public schools 
are better than ever before. Kids are as 
good as ever before. Students in our 
schools are learning more than ever 
before. And we are teaching more 
children than ever before!

Droupout rates are down and are 
the lowest in our history. Both the 
Texas Assessment of Academic Skills 
(TAAS) and the National Assessment 
of Educational Progress (NAEP) 
scores are up. S tudents are taking more 
difficult courses. More students are 
taking the*SAT and ACT in prepara­
tion for entering college. The news 
about our public schools and our stu­
dents is good.

And you don’t have to take my 
word for it. Come to our regular August 
School Board Meeting on Tuesday, 
Aug. 18, 1998, at 7:00 p.m. in the 
boardroom located at 797 Ave. D to 
hear the Texas Education Agency’s 
report on the Crockett County Con 
solidated Common School District or 
visit one of our four campuses and see 
for yourself. I know you will be im­
pressed with what you find.

I think part of the problem is that 
most of the people talking about pub­
lic schools haven’t been inside one in 
years. The percentage of adults who 
are parents of public school children 
has dropped dramatically in recent 
years from 43 percent in 1974 to less 
than 25 percent today. With fewer 
people actually visiting the schools

and actually seeing what students are 
learning, we have fallen into a situ­
ation where people form their opin­
ions about schools based on hearsay 
or sensational media coverage of the 
extremes. They form their opinions 
based on what is repeated, not neces­
sarily on what is the fact

Now, let me pause to say this: Our 
schools aren’t perfect. We know there 
is room for improvement In fact, a 
few years ago Texas set in place a 
system for finding our weaknesses. 
We wanted to know which schools 
needed more help. We wanted to know 
which students needed more help.

Today, Texas is recognized as a 
leader among states because of our 
accountability system.

Our schools are being held ac­
countable for studentachievementand 
student achievement is rising. The 
TAAS scores show a distinct upward 
trend. In 1998, Texas students im­
proved their overall TAAS scores for 
the fourth straight year.

But we haven’t stopped there. At 
the same time, we are gradually rais­
ing our standards for our children and 
our schools. We are aiming higher and 
higher.

We have much to be proud of in 
Texas, including our public schools. 
So the next time you hear someone say 
that public schools are failing, invite 
them to a Texas public school. Invite 
them to your schools.

It’s true: The closer you get to 
public schools, the better they look.

Sheriff defines statue 
regulating noise level

Complaints regarding the noise 
level from dances held at the conven­
tion center have resulted in the follow­
ing letter from Sheriff Shane Fenton 
addressing the problem.

To: Whom it may concern and 
Convention Center Board

In regard to loud music at the 
Convention Center the following Penal 
Code statute will apply;

PENAL CODE Section 42.01 
Disorderly Conduct

(a) A person commits an offense 
if he intentionally dr knowingly:

(5) makes an unreasonable 
noise in a public place other than a 
shooting range, as defined by Section 
^50.001, Local Government Code, or 
in or near a private residence that he 
has no right to occupy;

(c) For the purposes of this sec­
tion;

(1) an act is deemed to occur 
in a public place or near a private 
residence if it produces its offensive 
or proscribed consequences in a pub­
lic place or near a private residence; 
and

(2) a noise is presumed to be 
unreasonable if the noise exceeds a 
decibel level of 85 after the person 
making the noise receives notice from 
a magistrate or peace officer that the 
noise is a public nuisance.

It will be the Crockett County 
Sheriffs Department Policy to en­

force the State Law concerning the 
above statute. When there is noise 
emitting from the Convention Center 
and the decibel level outside the Cen­
ter is 85 or higher, we will give a 
warning to the person in charge of the 
event. If the noise level reaches 85 a 
second time the person in charge of 
the event will be issued a citation for 
Disorderly Conduct and the event 
terminated. The charge of Disorderly 
Conduct, under this statute, carries a 
maximum fine of $500. In cases of 
flagrant violations it will be left to the 
discretion of the officer whether to 
issue a citation or to make an arrest.

I would request that a copy of the 
agreement of use of the Convention 
Center be supplied to the Sheriffs 
Department prior to the event, so that 
this department will know who is in 
charge of the event and that they know 
they are the responsible party for en­
suring that the level of noise stay be­
low that dictated by State Law. The 
Sheriffs Department will also be 
available to consult with the respon­
sible party, prior to the start of the 
vent, to assist in adjusting the noise 
level, utilizing a meter, in order that 
they can maintain compliance with 
the State Law.

A shift to a later dove season 
opener in the South Zone and another 
push for an extended September teal 
season were approved by the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Commission as 
part of the 1998-99 Statewide Migra­
tory Game Bird Proclamation.

The dates for dove seasons are 
Sept. 1 - OcL 30 in the North Zone; 
Sept. 1 - Oct. 18, Dec. 26-Jan. 6 in the 
Central Zk)ne which includes Crockett 
County; and Sept. 25 - Nov. 8, Dec. 26 
- Jan. 9 in the South Zone.They made 
no change in either the daily bag limit 
of 15, the season length of 60 days or 
all-day shooting hours.

The white-winged dove season is 
Sept. 5, 6, 12 and 13 in the Special 
White-winged Dove Area of South 
Texas. Bag and possession limits are 
10 white-winged, mourning and white- 
tipped doves in the aggregate, includ­
ing no more than five mourning doves 
and two white-tipped doves per day. 
Shooting hours will be noon to sunset. 
The Commission also approved a 
change to eliminate the closed sanctu­
aries that have alternated from year to 
year within the special white-winged 
dove hunting area.

The Texas Parks and Wildlife will 
fully implement the Migratory Game 
Bird Harvest Information Program in 
Texas this year. This is a nationwide 
program administered by theUSFWS 
in cooperation with the states to obtain

more reliable national harvest esti­
mates for all migratory game birds. 
All states will be in the program by the 
1998 fall hunting season. License 
vendors will certify migratory game 
bird hunters at the time of license 
purchase. Hunters will be asked a few 
simple questions about their hunting 
activity for migratory game birds such 
as doves, ducks, geese and sandhill 
cranes. Other proposed changes in­
clude simplifying and liberalizing 
wording for nontoxic shot and requir­
ing documentation for transport of 
migratory game birds that are over the 
hunter’s legal possession limit.

The Commission also approved a 
simplification in the rules relating to 
use of nontoxic shot for migratory 
game birds to concur with future regu­
lations ^proved at the federal level.

' Hunting licenses went on sale 
Aug. 11, and Texas Parks and Wild­
life is encouraging dove hunters to 
purchase their licenses well in ad­
vance of opening day - which begins 
Sept. 1 in much of Texas - to avoid 
peak sales periods.

All 1998-1999 licenses will be 
printed on Valeron, a durable plastic 
product, instead of the flimsier “re­
ceipt paper”, which has been used for 
licenses since electronic licensing was 
introduced in 1996. The new Valeron 
licenses should prove to be sturdier 
and will not require a plastic pouch to 
keep the license intact, according to 
TPW license coordinator Lynne 
Lange.

The new license was designed in 
response to problems with the old 
electronic printout format - too bulky, 
not durable and most users had to keep 
up with several pieces of the license 
once game tags were used,

“This new license material isn’t 
indestructible, but it is much sturdier 
than our previous paper,” stated Lange.- 
“We shortened and abbreviated eve­
rything we print on the license to make 
the licenses and tags smaller. We also 
now have incorporated the ‘stay-to- 
gether-strip’ which is an unperforated 
sttip down one side of the license to 
help keep all of the tags intact with 
their license.”

Customers should make sure that 
merchants are using the new Valeron 
stock, and that they are given a license 
valid through Aug. 31,1999. During 
the month of August, merchants can 
sell either the *98 or ’99 licenses.

“Our contractor. Transactive, has 
worked hard with our staff to offer our 
customers a better product,” said 
Lange. “We ask that our customers be 
patient as these merchants adjust to 
the new processes involved with this 
new stock.”

Lange added that it might take 
longer for merchants to issue a license 
because they must accurately align 
the paper in order for all the hunting 
tags to print properly. License pur­
chasers should check their new li­
censes carefully to be sure the perfora­
tions and printing are in line at the time 
of purchase.

New this year to the license buy­
ing process are Harvest Information 
Program questions that must be an­
swered by any one who plans to hunt 
migratory game birds. HIP certifica­
tion will print on the license at the time 
of purchase after the brief series of

questions have been answered. Life­
time license holders must also be HIP- 
certified in order to hunt migratory 
birds.

“There are only a few basic ques­
tions,” said Mike Berger, HIP coordi­
nator for TPW. “It takes just a minute 
to answer the questions, and if you 
don’t hunt migratory birds, you don’t 
have to answer.”

The objective of HIP, which was 
initiated by theU. S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service, is to create a database of 
duck, dove, goose and other migra­
tory bird harvest. This is the first year 
Texas has fully participated in this 
federally mandated program.

For the avid outdoorsperson, the 
“Super Combo” license includes a 
resident combination hunting and fish­
ing license, plus all seven state hunt­
ing and fishing stamps for $49. Sold 
separately, the face value of the pack­
age is $82.

Several other popular items can 
be bought wherever licenses are sold, 
including Texas Grand Slam and Texas 
Exotic Safari applications, annual 
public hunting permits (map booklets 
and dove lease supplements will be 
mailed, unless permit is purchased at 
TPWD law enforcement offices).

Entries for the Texas Grand Slam 
and Texas Exotic Safari drawings cost 
$10 each. There is no limit to the 
number of entries that may be pur­
chased and applications may be pur­
chased as gifts for others.

The $40 annual public hunting 
permit provides access to 1.4 million 
acres of land for public hunting and 
over 100 public dove hunting lease 
areas. The APH permit is available 
through all license vendors or by call­
ing the toll-free number.

Aug. 11, new year licenses be­
came available from more than 3,100 
license outlets statewide. TPW sells 
approximately 3.5 million hunting and 
fishing licenses annually through its 
28 district offices, more Uian 100 state 
parks and hundreds of retailers across 
Texas.

In addition to theelectronic,point- 
of-sale system, customers can utilize a 
toll-free license issuance service (1- 
800-LIC-4U) that serves both Texans 
and out-of-state residents. This allows 
customers to buy licenses by phone 
with credit cards 24 hours a day. Per­
sons ordering by phone or mail during 
peak periods should allow up to two 
weeks for delivery.

Knowing the nutritional quality 

of forage is important, especially dur­
ing times of drought. The Grazingland 
Animal Nutrition (GAN) Lab on the 
Texas A&M University campus can 
analyze fecal samples to help ranchers 
determine the nutritional quality of 
what their animals are eating, accord­
ing to Doug Tolleson, assistant direc­
tor for the lab.

Using Neat Infrared Reflectance 
Spectroscopy (NIRS), the lab can 
evaluate dietary protein and digesti­
bility, Tolleson said.

All molecules have different light 
wavelengths they will absorb, he 
explained. Infrared light is projected 
into the sample, and the amount of 
light not absorbed is measured to de­
termine the compounds in the sample.

If desired, a producer can notonly 
find out the nutritional quality of for­
age. they also can request feeding 
recommendations from the GAN lab 
and Extension specialists. More than 
1,000 ranchers in 42 states already 
have taken advantage of this service 
nationwide.

As the drought continues and 
forage resources decline and/or be­
come cost-prohibitive, many livestock 
producers will be faced with either 
culling animals or buying supplemen­
tal feed this summer, he said.

Winter feeding is traditional for 
most Texas ranchers and is the large 
input cost of livestock production. 
Adding the cost of summer feeding to 
hold animals in adequate condition 
going into winter only complicates an 
already difficult situation.

Many farmers apply fertilizer 
based on a detailed soil analysis, only 
supplementing nutrients as needed.’ 
Most livestock producers, however, 
are forced to feed based on their best 
guess of the nutritional quality of for­
age available to free-ranging animals, 
he said. In the past, information on the 
quality of that forage has been diffi­
cult to obtain or not determined rap­
idly enough to be meaningful.

With NIRS, lab workers can m ake 
the determination of dietary protein 
and digestibility within 48-72 hours 
of receiving a fresh, chilled fecal 
sample. With two-day priority service 
and a fax machine or e-mail, ranchers 
may receive results four to five days 
after collecting the sample.

Ag issues affecting West Texas 
were put on the table last week for 
Tamara Daniel of U. S. Rep. Henry 
Bonilla’s office. Ms. Daniel is 
Bonilla’s legislative assistant on agri­
culture appropriations. Daniel was in 
Ozona Thursday in response to a 
request from County Agent Miles 
Dabovich who had called the repre­
sentative’s office on Monday.

While the drought is a major 
concern at this time, a number of 
worries were on the agenda for the 
meeting held in the Extension office. 
In addition to Crockett County citi­
zens, others involved in agriculture 
were present from Val Verde and 
Sutton Counties.

Mohair and Angora goats were 
high on the list for warehousemen 
Donnie Laughlin of Wool Growers 
and Glenn Fisher of Ozona Wool and 
Mohair.

“Since we lost the Wool and 
Mohair Act, we’ve basically sold about 
10 percent (mohair),” Laughlin said. 
“We’re stacked up with 20 million 
pounds plus in the United States.” 
Laughlin said mohair is going to India 
and Turkey and that in the Asian 
market, currency is the number one 
problem.

“South Africa hasn’t basically 
sold adult hair in three years either. 
Until Soulli Africa gets out or there are 
worldwide currency changes, we 
won’t be able to sell adult mohair.”

Additionally, wool is now bring-

ing 50 percent less than a year ago,” 
Laughlin said.

Fisher commented that the mo­
hair needs to go into clothes. “The 
Wool and Mohair Act was the best 
program ever designed,” he said.

Preston Farris, Extension agent 
in Sutton County, talked about two 
surveys made on livestock numbers 
for his county. Forty percent fewer 
cattle, 47.5 percent fewer sh6ep and 
44 percent fewer goats in Sutton 
County equals a three million dollar 
total loss of revenue, Farris said.

Elimination of incentive pay­
ments “has had a huge impact on our 
total community,” said Ozona’s Lau­
rie Hale of the ASCS office. Roughly 
$1,400,000 was paid in Crockett 
County in 1996. Since 1995, the county 
has lost 10 of its 85 mohair producers 
and 16 of its 120 wool producers, she 
said.

In Val Verde County, 60 percent 
of the cattle and 40 percent of the 
sheep and goats have been sold out of 
the county according to John Allen, 
Extension agent there. Ranches in the 
county are being split, and once an 
area loses production, it doesn’t get it 
back, he said.

Over supply, low prices for a 
commodity, price fluctuations, 
drought, predators, imports, loss of 
the Wool and Mohair Act are all con­
ditions which multiply each other, Ms. 
Daniel was told by ranchers at the 
meeting.

Suggested solutions from Laugh­
lin included reinstatement of the Wool 
and Mohair Act and and one time loan 
on the mohair in storage to help the 
producer get past the loss of the WMA.

At the close of the meeting as she 
prepared to take the worries and sug­
gested solutions back to Washington, 
Ms. Daniel said, “You can compete 
against any other rancher in the world, 
but you can’t compete against the 
government, and that’s what you’re 
doing right now.”

Dabovich was moderator for the 
meeting.
