1970.

He began teaching in one of San 
Antonio’s poorest sdiool districts and 
went on to become piindpal at Gus 
Garcia Junior High in 1973. Four 
years later he was principal at Soudi- 
west High School there. He became 
superintendent in Eden in 1981 and 
went to Ralls ISD as superintendent 
10 years later. He has been superin­
tendent in Ozona since 1994.

In one of his newsletters to his 
faculty, Taylor suggested, "Ask 
youself: when is good enough good 
enough, when it comes to children?"

Cttnics receive grant to 
better utilize Internet

Shannon Regional Health Ser­
vices has received a $180,000 grant 
to install high-speed Internet access 
as a research, communications and 
health delivery tool. Shannon is one 
of a number of public and not-for- 
profit healthcare providers across the 
state receiving a total of $14 million 
for Internet access.

Grants of up to $45,000 were 
awarded per site. Shannon received 
funds for the Family Health Center 
of Brady, Family Health Center of 
Ozona, Shamrock Clinic of Menard 
and Shannon Medical Center. The 
funds will be used for computer 
equipment, networking materials and 
other related costs. Each grantee com­
mitted to provide at least 10 percent 
of the award in matching funds.

To improve healthcare delivCTy 
and update the state’s pubhc health 
telecommunications system, the Tele­
communications Infrastructure Fund 
Board (TIF Board) announced last 
summer that grants were available

through the Telemedicine Internet 
Connectivity Initiative.

The grants allow public and not- 
for-profit healthcare fadlities to in­
corporate telecommunications tedi- 
nologies into the delivery of direct 
patient care. Healthcare profession­
als will use the Internet to deliver 
health education, receive continuing 
education and provide services to 
patients.

Paul Adams, manager of medi­
cal reimbursements at Shannon, 
worked with the regional health net­
work to apply for the grant.

"Our rural health clinics are scat­
tered across West Texas. The use of 
this application will hdp overccane 
the barrier of distance,** Adams said.

Although the grant will only fund 
the three regional clinics initially, 
Adams has hopes that all Shantxxi af­
filiated clinics will have the opportu­
nity to apply for additional funding.

The funds will be available in 
March.

Congress ̂ S o ’passe'd legi^f^Son 
to protect your rights. New provisions 
are now in place that will protect tax­
payers from having to prove their in­
nocence in court against the Internal 
Revenue Service. For too long the IRS 
has been able to intimidate taxpayers. 
We’ve all heard the horror stories of 
law-abiding taxpayers being victim­
ized by an overzealous IRS. Now the 
burden of proof has been placed on 
the IRS. The IRS will not be allowed 
to seize property without a court or­
der. And if the IRS levies a charge 
against you that turns out to be bogus, 
the IRS pays your costs.

Small businesses will also be get­
ting some much needed tax relief this 
year. Thousands of small businesses 
across the country will now be able to 
deduct more of their equipment ex­
penses. This year’s deductions $500 
more than last year’s.

Also taking effect this year is a 
provision to help those of you who 
work out of the home. Congress clari­
fied the definition of a “principal place 
of business”. That clarification took 
effect at the beginning of this year. It 
will allow miUions of America’s small 
business owners, who run businesses 
from their homes, to claim a home 
office deduction.

One of the changes in the tax law 
that >vill have a big impact on farmers 
and ranchers, is the increase of the 
death tax exemption. Too many farm­
ers and ranchers have worked all their 
lives on their land only to have thdr 
estates sold when they die in order to 
pay federal taxes. The taxman already 
takes enough from you, without hav­
ing to rob what you pass on to your 
children. The death tax exemption is 
increased this year by $25,000. The 
death tax, exemption is now $650,000, 
on its way to $1,000,000 in 2006.

We cannot stop with the 1999 re­
forms. Our taxes have been too high 
and too complicated for too long. It’s 
time to replace our tax system with 
one that is low, easy to understand and 
fairer. It just makes sense.

On an average day in 1997, ac­
cording to the Bureau of Vital Statis­
tics at the Texas Department of 
Health, 915 babies were bom to Texas 
residents.

Although women should get an initial mammogram by age 40, 
it's especially crucial for older women to have regular screenings 
because the risk of developing breast 
cancer increases with age. Women ages 
40 or above should have annual 
screenings, because early detection is a 
key factor in successful treatment.
Medicare will pay for an 
annual mammogram for 
eligible women.

Despite what some people want 
to believe about their smoking habit, 
all cigarettes can cause damage to the 
human body and even small amounts 
can be dangerous and are proven can­
cer causers. Although some people 
beheve they make their smoking habit 
safer by smoking fewer cigarettes, 
most smokers find that difficult. 
Some people also think that switch­
ing from high tar and nicotine ciga­
rettes to those with low tar and nico­
tine content makes smoking safer, but 
this is not always true. When people 
switch to lower tar and nicotine 
brands, they often smoke more ciga­
rettes or more of each cigarette to get 
the same nicotine dose as before.

Is cigarette smoking really addic­
tive? Yes, it is very addictive. And 
nicotine is what causes the addiction 
to smoking, mainly for three reasons. 
First, when taken in small amounts, 
nicotine produces pleasurable feel­
ings that make the smoker want to 
smoke more. Second, smokers usu­
ally become dependent on nicotine 
and suffer both physical and psycho­
logical withdrawal symptoms when 
they stop smoking. These symptoms 
include nervousness, headaches, irri­
tability and difficulty in sleeping. 
Third, because nicotine affects the 
chemistry of the brain and central 
nervous system, it can affect the mood 
and temperament of the smoker. Stud­
ies have shown that out of all the ad­
dictive behaviors such as the use of 
alcohol and drugs, cigarette smoking 
is most likely to become an estab­
lished habit during adolescence.

People have heard many of the 
effects of cigarette smoking and the 
risk of cancer that runs high with the

habit. But for many people this isn't 
reality till it happens and at that point 
it has become too late. Tobacco 
smoke contains at least 43 carcino­
genic (cancer-causing) substances. 
Tobacco use accounts for 30%, or one 
in three, of all cancer deaths in the 
United States. Smoking is responsible 
for almost 90% of lung cancers 
among men and more than 70%
among women-about 83% overall. 
Cigarette smoke contains tar, which 
is made up of over 4,000 chemicals, 
including the 43 known to cause can­
cer. They include: cyanide, benzene, 
formaldehyde, methanol (wood alco­
hol), acetylene (the fuel used in weld­
ing torches) and ammonia.

Can quitting really help a life­
long smoker? Yes, it can, in fact, 
within 20 minutes of smoking the last 
cigarette, the body begins a series of 
regenerating changes. Alter 20 min­
utes, blood pressure drops to normal. 
After 8 hours, nerve endings start re­
growing and the ability to smell and 
taste is enhanced. In 1 to 9 months, 
coughing, sinus congestion, fatigue, 
and shortness of breath decrease and 
cilia regrow in the lungs. After 5 
years, the lung cancer death rate de­
creases by almost half. After 15 
years, the risk of coronary heart dis­
ease is that of a non-smoker, and the 
risk of dying from lung cancer is only 
slightly higher than that of a non- 
smoker.

If it sounds too good to be true, it is
The infamous Nigerian letter, like 

a Phoenix bird from the ashes, contin­
ues to raise its ugly head in the Per­
mian Basin.

According to Dick Rowland, 
president of the Permian Basin office 
of the Better Business Bureau, “This 
is a letter that’s been around for quite 
a while. It comes from someone who 
identifies himself as an official of the 
Nigerian government”

The letter states that there is a 
tremendous amount of money that 
needs to be sent out of Nigeria, and 
they want to have a contact in the 
United States willing to receive y 
the money, and will allow them to 
transfer the funds directly into the 
local account

“Then the local person will be 
able to keep a percentage of the money 
as a reward for assisting the Nigerian 
Government” Rowland stated.

“>Vhen you read the letter, it 
appears to a money-laundering 
scheme,” Rowland continued. “But 
we’re talking millions of dollars to 
supposedly be kept by the local con­
tact and that can make a lot of very 
honest people pay attention to some­
thing that they would never consider 
otherwise.” The reality of the situ­
ation is that the letter actually comes 
from someone who is using the scheme 
to gain access to bank account num- 

^Befs;'^ they ban steal money fifdm'ftie 
account.

“Then, when the money is out of 
the country, there’s no way to get it

back,” Rowland stated. The local 
Better Business bureau is not the only 
office that’s been receiving the calls, 
either.

The Better Business Bureau ad­
vises that the United States Secret 
Service and postal authorities have 
had an investigation going on about 
this for more than a year. Some arrests 
were made in the United States last 
year, but the scam continues today.

Anyone who receives such a let­
ter should remember that it is not a 
legal document from a foreign gov­
ernment. “If you get the letter, take it 
to the post office,” Rowland con­
cluded. “Local postmasters all over 
the country are sending the copies 
tliey receive to a central investigations 
office, to try to stop it.”

The bottom line is, as it has al­
ways been, “If it sounds too good to be 
true, it is”.

House Speaker Pete Laney an­
nounced that he has appointed Repre­
sentative Bob Turner, D-Voss, to serve 
as chair of the House Committee on 
Public Safety, and as a member of the 
House Committee on Land and Re­
source Management.

“Most of the work in the legisla­
ture is done in committees where

Girl scouts provide image 
of females in early 1900s

COLLEGE STATION — As the end 
of the 20th century nears, girls’ culture 
will likely be defined by Barbie dolls, 
computers and tremendous career oppor­
tunities.

How girls’ culture was defined at the 
beginning of the 20th century, using the 
Girl Scouts of the U.S.A. as a primary 
example, is the focus of a study by 
Laureen Tedesco, a doctoral student of 
English at Texas A&M University.

Tedesco finds in the all-fem ale 
organization’s early manuals and other 
research material that girls were taught 
health care, housekeeping and cooking 
skills, along with some outdoor activi­
ties similar to the Boy Scouts of America. 
This curriculum was based on society’s 
views of women and the new directions 
women were beginning to take in the 
1910s and 1920s.

“Girl Scout manuals in the 1920s pro­
vided portraits of women with careers and 
gave girls opportunities to earn badges 
in career exploration, but a heavy empha­
sis was placed on a woman’s responsi­
bility to maintain the home and foster the 
health of her family,” she said.

Although some middle-class white 
women in the 1920s tended to have had 
a career until marriage, a woman’s main 
place was still defined as the home.
