There are 17 proposed amend-
ments to the constitution on the bal-
lot. The following information is pro-
vided by the Texas Taxpayers and
Research Association, Austin.

1. "The constitutional amendment
to revise the provisions for the filling
of a vacancy in the office of the gov-
ernor or lieutenant governor." Re-
quires the lieutenant govemor to va-
cate that office when filling a perma-
nent vacancy in the governor's office.

2. "The constitutional amendment
relating to the making of advances
under a reverse mortgage and payment
of a reverse mortgage." Removes im-
pediments to the full participation of
reverse mortgages in the home equity
lending program authorized in 1997.

3. "The constitutional amendment
to eliminate duplicative, executed,
obsolete, archaic, and ineffective pro-
visions of the Texas Constitution."
Self-explanatory - makes no substan-
tive changes.

4. "The constitutional amend-
ment to authorize the legislature to
exempt property owned by institutions

- engaged primarily in public charitable

Increases
the size of an urban homestead that is
protected from forced sale of or debt
repayment from 1 to 10 contiguous
acres, authorizes its use as a home or
as both a home and a place of busi-
ness, and provides refinancing flex-
ibility by allowing only a portion of
the homestead to be used as security
for a home equity loan.

7. "The constitutional amend-
ment authorizing garnishment of
wages for the enforcement of court-
ordered spousal maintenance." Adds
spousal maintenance to child support
payments as an authorized purpose of
or garnishing wages.

8. "The constitutional amend-
ment to provide that the adjutant gen-
eral serves at the pleasure of the gov-
ernor." Changes the term of office of

Harvey confirming the fact that the
middle school facility would not be
ready to be substantially completed by
Friday, October 22, which is the date
specified in the district’s contract with
SunWest Construction Company.
“While the work being done by
SunWest Construction is of very high
quality, I do have concerns about the
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completion timetable,” Harvey said,
“therefore, 1 did request that Mr.
Duane McQueen, owner of SunWest,
accompany us on this tour and answer
any questions that you have regard-
ing the middle school’s completion
date.”

McQueen, who was also accom-
panied on the tour by SunWest em-
ployees Jesse Evans, Casey Russell,
and Danny Heath, told the board that
structural, engineering, and contrac-
tor problems had initially set the com-
pany back, and while all of these prob-
lems had been resolved, it had still cost
SunWest delays in implementing and
completing the October 22 deadline.
McQueen then presented a list of re-
vised completion items on the middle
school renovation project for the
board’s review and discussion.

During this review McQueen
stated that the Ozona Middle School
Gymnasium will be substantially
completed by Tuesday, November 9
and that the Ozona Middle School
Main Building will be substantially

completed on November 24, just prior
to Thanksgiving. Students will be in
that school on Monday, November 29
McQueen said. :

‘Do you realize how essential this
is that we are able to vacate the Ozona
Convention Center by this date?”” sev-
eral of the members asked McQueen.
“The Ozona Convention Center Board
has been very gracious in allowing us
to use their building, but one of their
biggest events is coming up in early
December, and they really need this
building.”

‘I do, probably more now than
when we first started this project”,
McQueen said. ‘1 will commit myself
and my employees to seeing that we
meet the November 24 date, and any
delays that might prevent us from
meeting this deadline will be promptly
communicated to Mr. Harvey and Mr.
Taylor,” McQueen concluded.

During the meeting the trustees
approved a $100,238.00 low bid from
Southwest Recreational Industries for
resurfacing the district’s all-weather

track, pole vault runways, jumping
runways, and high jump apron at Li-
ons Stadium. Southwest Recreational
will begin resurfacing after the last
football game this year, and the project
will be completed by the end of Janu-

The board also reviewed and dis-
cussed bids to renovate, install cen-
tral heating and air conditioning, and
place gabled metal roofs on four
school-owned houses and four school-
owned apartments; however, due to
high costs and the lack of bidders on
renovation items, the members voted
to reject all bids for the housing reno-
vations and rebid for the renovation
of five school-owned houses.

The Board also approved the
1999-2000 School Year District Im-
provement Plan as well as campus
1999-2000 school year improvement
plans as presented by Supt. Larry Tay-
lor and the four campus principals.
The trustees also approved members
of the 1999-2000 District Textbook
Committee who will recommend new

textbooks to be first used in the 2000-
2001 school year. Members of this
committee are: Larry Taylor; Ted Cot-
ton; Susie Childress (grades 1-5 sci-

Homeowners have a stake in November election

By State Rep. Bob Turner

During the 1999 Legislative Ses-
sion, the Texas Legislature passed leg-
islation creating 17 proposed amend-
ments to our state's constitution. These
will be on your ballot On Tuesday,
Nov. 2.

In this article, I will focus on two
propositions that will affect

- homeowners and their ability to get a
reverse mortgage and to take out a
home equity loan. These are Proposi-
tions 2 and 6.

Proposition 2 would give Texans
aged 62 and older the ability to obtain
a reverse mortgage. Under a reverse
mortgage, alender provides money to
the homeowner in exchange for alien
on the borrower's home. Repayment
of the loan is typically not required to
pay the loan until the homeowner dies
or moves out of the home. Senior citi-
zens taken the greatest advantage of
this practice because they can use the
equity that has built up in their homes
to pay for current expenses.

In 1997, voters approved the
practice of reverse mortgages: how-
ever, lenders do not offer them be-
cause the law was not written in ac-
cordance with federal requirements.
This proposition would bring Texas
law in line with federal requirements.

Proposition 2 also adds new
grounds to when a lender may require
repayment. Under current law, a
lender may only require repayment if
the homeowner dies or moves. This
proposal would allow the lender to
require repayment if the homeowner
takes action that would endanger the
lender's lien on the home. Further-
more, the amendment requires the
lender to notify the homeowner of a
possible foreclosure, allows the bor-
rower to remedy the problem to avoid
foreclosure, and provides that foreclo-
sure may not occur unless ordered by
a court.

The proposal also expands the
methods by which the loan may be
delivered to the borrower. Currently,
the funds are distributed in one lump
sum or in regular, periodic amounts.
This amendment allows the borrower
to request that the payment structure
be changed so that the homeowner
would no longer be responsible for
paying taxes, insurance, or mainte-
nance related to the home.

Finally to conform to federal law,
the amendment raises the minimum
age of eligibility from 55 to 62 years
of age.

Supporters of the amendment ar-

be binding unless rejected by either
the House or the Senate. Legislation
necessary to implement this proposal
was adopted and will take effect if
voters approve the amendment.

10. "The constitutional amend-
ment to provide that the commissioner
of health and human services serves
at the pleasure of the governor." In
concert with proposition 8, changes
the term of office of the commissioner
of health and human services from the
current 2-year provision to service at
the pleasure of the Governor.

11. "The constitutional amend-
ment permitting a political subdivision
to purchase nonassessable property
and casualty insurance from an autho-
rized mutual insurance company in the
same manner that the political subdi-
vision purchases life, health and acci-
dent insurance." Adds another excep-
tion to the ban against local govern-
ments buying insurance from mutual
insurance companies which stems
from the constitutional prohibition
against political subdivisons lending
their credit to or becoming stockhold-
ers in any company.

12. "The constitutional amend-
ment to authorize the legislature to
exempt from ad valorem taxation
leased motor vehicles not held by the
lessee primarily to produce income."
Authorizes'a property tax exemption
for vehicles leased by individuals for
non-business,use - the same treatment
now afforded to vehicles owned by
individuals. The exemption will not
be effective until a future Legislature
passes implementing legislation.

13. "The constitutional amend-
ment providing for the issuance of $44
million in general obligation bonds to
finance educational loans to students."
Authorizes the Higher Education
Coordinating Board to issue in install-
ments an additional $400 million
($960 million authorized since 1965,
including $300 million last in 1995)
in general obligation bonds to support
the state's Hinson-Hazelwood College
Student Loan Program.

14. "The constitutional amend-
ment authorizing the legislature to
provide that a state board, commission
or other agency shall be governed by
a board composed of an odd number
of three or more members." Clears up
any confusion (caused by the current
constitutional requirement that one-
third of state agency governing board

-members must be elected or appointed

every three years) about the ability of
the Legislature to create state agency
boards and commissions with mem-
berships that are not evenly divisible
by three.

15. "The constitutional amend-
ment permitting spouses to agree to
convert separate property to commu-
nity property." Allows spouses to
make such agreements consistent with
the current constitutional provision
authorizing the conversion of commu-
nity property to separate property if
both spouses agree in writing.

16. "The constitutional amend-
ment to provide that certain counties
shall be divided into a specific num-
ber of precincts." Requires counties
with populations of 18,000 to 50,000

in 1997 by voting to allow reverse
mortgages and that this proposition
simply corrects the problems with the
current law. Furthermore, they argue
that Texas seniors should have the
ability to use the equity in their home
as they see fit.

The amendment adopted by vot-
ers two years ago included strict limi-
tations on lenders to protect the seniors
of our state. Some opponents argue
that Proposition 2 overturns many of
those protections.

Other opponents argue that, even
under this change, the limitations on
reverse mortgages are too restrictive
because they do not allow for cash
advances, which is common practice
in other states.

In 1997, Texans also approved an
amendment to the state constitution
that allowed the practice of "home
equity lending" in Texas. This allows
Texans to borrow money against their
urban homestead, which is defined by
the constitution as no larger than-one
acre.

Proposition 6 would increase the
size of an urban homestead from one
acre to 10 acres, and redefines a home-
stead as a place of residence. By do-
ing so, it allows homeowners who
have lots larger than one acre to ob-
tain a home equity loan and ensures
that the property being used is in fact
a homestead.

Additionally, Proposition 6 al-
lows a homeowner to take out a loan
on a parcel of land. For example, if a
homeowner has a 10 acre lot and
wishes to take out a loan on only the
portion of land that contains his home,
he can do so without putting the re-
mainder of his land at risk. Over the
last 60 years, Texas courts have not
allowed this practice. This amendment
overturns those court decisions and
brings Texas in line with most other
states.

Supporters argue that this amend-
ment would make home equity lend-
ing available to most Texans. They
argue that the 1-acre limit has frozen

Also authorizes the Board of Regents
to invest funds using an expanded pru-
dent investor standard, which legiti-
mizes investments that are made with
the exercise of reasonable care, skill
and caution.

New Texas wildscapes book turns backyards into habitat

AUSTIN-Green meadows dance
with a hundred fluttering butterflies,
stately woods play host to birds of
every color, hidden ponds shelter
swimming tadpoles and curious
toads.. if this sounds like rural wilder-
ness, think again. It could be your ur-
ban neighborhood, if you like to walk
on the wild side.

By providing food, water and
shelter - the basics of wildlife habitat
- the urban gardener can transform his
property from a pretty but sterile land-
scape into a beautiful haven for wild-
life. This is increasingly important for
wildlife in a state where concrete and
cropland are replacing much of the
native habitat. For those who have the
desire, but lack understanding of the
specific steps and tools needed for the
job, take heart. :

The new book Texas Wildscapes:
Gardening for Wildlife by Noreen
Damude and Kelly Bender, provides
homeowners, renters, developers, cor-
porate planners and outdoor classroom
teachers with the information needed
to arrange native plants and simple
structures to create habitat for wild-
life.

The full-color volume includes
descriptions of Texas' ecoregions, lists
of native plants (and their wildlife
value) and animals, a step-by-step
guide to wildscape design, tips for
gardening troubles (shady spots, wet
areas and deer-prone sites), highlights
of some of the animals you might ex-
pect to find, and even an illustrated
guide to building a pond. An exten-
sive glossary and resource guide also
are included.

"The plants we chose can benefit
wildlife by providing food and shel-
ter," said Noreen Damude, book co-
author, former TPW wildlife special-
ist and director of conservation with
Texas Audubon. "Texas is blessed
with thousands of beautiful native
plants that are suitable for landscape

rows and pigeons, perhaps you will
find vibrant bluebirds, raucous wood-
peckers and jewel-like hummingbirds
investigating your garden.

Water is another essential element
to any wildscape. Provide a fresh,
clean, permanent source of water in
the form of a birdbath, pond, or tiny
wetland or bog. Birds will flock to
water that is shallow (2-3" deep) with
a gently sloping bank, especially if it
has the inviting sound of a waterfall,
mister or dripper.

After reading the book to receive
information like this and creating your
own habitat, celebrate it by certifying
it as an Official Texas Wildscape.
Wildscape certification applications

may be ordered by phone at 512-389-

78744. An application fee of $5.00 is
requested.

Backpacks can be a real pain for children

Although a backpack can be a
student's best friend, it can also lead
to serious back problems if worn in-
correctly.

Backpacks were originally de-
signed to increase a person's carrying
capacity by keeping the weight close

and bad posture can place pressure on
the spine, a pitfall that parents of
school-aged children should recog-
nize.

"In general, backpacks are a good
idea," said Dr. Stephen Esses of the
Baylor College of Medicine Institute
for Spinal Disorders in Houston. "But
when they are heavy, they place a huge
stress on the back. If the back muscles
are not strong and healthy and the
backpack is not properly positioned,
there could be a problem."

The spine consists of a stack of
bones, or vertebrae, with disks located
between each layer. Because there is

no fundamental structural stability in
the spinal column, posture is con-
trolled solely by the surrounding
muscles. The spines of younger chil-
dren are especially susceptible to
backpack-related injuries because

‘they do not have the well-developed
to the body. But improper positioning "

muscles-and spinal-control-found in
teenagers and adults.

To reduce the risk of injury, Esses
suggests:

*Positioning the backpack so it
rests between the shoulder blades and
is centered in the middle back.

*Choosing a style that has wide,
padded shoulder straps.

*Considering a child's individual
muscular development, in addition to
their size, when determining a safe
weight range.

*Maintaining proper posture.

*Helping the child get the back-
pack on and off.

Straps should be worn over both
shoulders and tightened so the back-
pack fits snuggly. Worn loosely, they
can double the pressure put on the
back.

"Kids shouldn't carry their entire
locker around on their backs," Esses
said. "Encourage them to leave as
much as they can at school, taking
only what is necessary."

The health of the back muscles,
Esses adds, is vital to the health of the
spine. As a result, carrying a heavy
backpack for long periods of time can
be especially dangerous for younger
students.

If the child experiences back pain,
Esses suggests reassessing the
backpack's position and child's pos-
ture. If the pain persists, a visit to a
physician may be necessary.

Ant10x1dants Mother Nature deﬁes Father Time

Dietary recommendations have
changed over the years, but the basics
are more important than ever. Eat your
fruits and vegetables.

Evidence shows that antioxidants
found in produce and other foods may
actually slow the inroads made by
Father Time. Vitamins C and E and
carotenoids, one of which is a precur-
sor to vitamin A, protect the body
against "free radicals", which are cre-
ated when cells convert oxygen into
energy. In normal amounts, free radi-
cals help rid the body of toxins, but
they can also harm cell membranes
and DNA, which results in cell deaths.

Antioxidants are credited with
reducing the risk of some cancers,

heart disease, strokes, cataracts, as
well as slowing and, in some cases,
reversing the aging process. Scientists
also believe the antioxidants improve
cell membranes so that important nu-
trients and chemicals can flow through
more easily.

Blueberries are a case in point.
Recent research found that elderly rats
fed the human equivalent of at least
half a cup of blueberries a day im-
proved their balance, coordination and
short-term memory. Like other fruits
and vegetables, blueberries contain
chemicals that act as antioxidants.

Normally, the body can subdue
free radicals. But if antioxidants are

Hand-spraying prickly pear

rated cost effective

An easy, effective method of
hand-spraying prickly pear had an
average cost of about a nickel per plant
in a series of "Brush Busters" trials
by the Texas A&M University System.

Across five research-demonstra-
tion sites, treatment costs ranged from
3.5 cents to 7.1 cents per plant, with
an average of 5.25 cents per plant.
Average cost per acre was $9.22 to
treat 178 prickly pear plants. Scien-
tists were able to treat 441 prickly pear
plants per acre before approaching the
cost of an aerial broadcast application.
Costs included materials, labor and
equipment.

The results demonstrate the prac-
ticality of "do-it-yourself" hand spray-
ing even on alarge scale, say Dr. Allan
McGinty and Dr. Darrell Ueckert, the
San Angelo-based range scientists
who conducted the research. McGinty
is arange specialist with the Texas Ag-
ricultural Extension Service. Ueckert
is a range research scientist with the
Texas Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion. The two scientists have demon-
strated several methods of individual

. plant treatment they call "Brush Bust-

ers" that are both cost-effective and
very selective to the pest.

The scientists established five
large-scale prickly pear control re-
search-demonstration plots from the
Hill Country through West Texas.
Working in August and September,
1997, they tested a method of hand-
spraying a herbicide solution directly
- and only - on the individual prickly
pear plants. Desirable plants near the
prickly pear were left untreated.

The scientists sprayed the cactus
with a mix of one percent Tordon*22K
herbicide and five percent diesel fuel
in a water carrier. An emulsifier was
included at the rate of one ounce per
gallon of diesel used. The scientists
also added between one-fourth percent
and one-half percent blue dye to the
mix to mark the sprayed plants. They
sprayed both sides of all prickly pear
pads until the pads glistened, but not

to the point of runoff.
The spray mix is effective any

time of year on prickly pear, tasajillo, :

tree cholla, dog cactus and other spe-
cies of cacti, the scientists say.

Prickly pear has been known to in-}
