FoundaticHi Board. He has previously 
been active in the Texas Sheep &Goat 
Association, Texas & Southwestern 
Cattle Raisers, Ozona Chamber of 
Commerce, Crockett County Hospi­
tal Board and Ozraia Ccmamunity Cdi- 
ier.

In Texas there are 216 soil and 
water conservation districts. Each is 
a legal subdivision of state govern­
ment organized by local agricultural 
landowners with the assistance of the 
Texas State Soil and Water Consawa- 
tion Board.

'Unlike most other legal subdivi­
sions of state govanment, SWCDs do 
not have the powers of taxation or 
eminent domain. All conservation pro­
grams mmiaged by the district are of 
a voluntary nature to the landowners 
or operator or otha* potential users of 
the SWCD's programs.

The Crockett SWCD was estab­
lished in 1950 to idaitify and priori­
tize resource concerns within the 
county and to serve as a medium for 
local ranchers in coordinating assis­
tance from federal, state and local 
agencies.

It’s fall in Texas; can the flu sea­
son be far behind?

Much of the illness and death 
caused each year by flu — short for 
influenza — can be j^evented hy ata 
annual shot. “Getting vaccinated^ es­
pecially for those in the high-risk 
populations, is the best prevention,” 
said Neil Pascoe, influenza surveil­
lance coordinator at the Texas Depart­
ment of Health (TDH). “Although the 
flu itself typically lasts only a week 
or two, it can lead to more serious ill­
ness such as pneumonia, especially for 
the elderly and people with other 
health problems.”

Flu symptoms include fever, 
cough, sore throat, runny or stuffy 
nose, headache and muscle adies and 
usually extreme fatigue. Complica­
tions from flu can lead to as many as 
20,000 deaths in the United States 
annually. More than 90 percent of the 
deaths attributed to pneumonia and 
influenza are to people over age 65. 
In 1997 in Texas, influenza and pneu­
monia accounted for 4,614 deaths, 
listed togeth^ as the seventh leading 
cause of death in the state. C3f those 
deaths, 3,984, or about 86 percent, 
were to people age 65 and older.

Other high-risk groups of people 
include;

• Residents of nursing hcxnes 
and otha* chronic-care facilities;

• People with chronic heart 
and lung disorders;

• Children with asthma;
• People with chronic meta­

bolic diseases, diabetes, kidney or 
Mood problems, or weakened immune 
systems;

• Children 18 and younger on 
long-term aspirin therapy, putting 
than at risk of developing Reye syn­
drome after influenza;

• Wmnen in the seamd ex’third 
trimester of pregnancy during flu sea­
son and pregnant women with a medi­
cal condition that increases risk for 
flu-related complications.

Those who work or live with 
people in the high-risk categories also 
should be vaccinated. This group in­
cludes physicians, nurses and other

the flu season which runs through 
March. Illnesses from influenza usu­
ally reach a peak in January and Feb­
ruary.

“A single dose of influenza vac- 
dne is recommended for adults and 
previously vaccinated children,” 
Pascoe said. “Children 9 and younger 
who have not been vaednated before 
should get two doses given at least a 
month apart.”

Each year’s influenza vaccine 
contains three virus strains, usually 
two classified as type A and one type 
B, expected to drculate in the coun­
try during the flu season. The vaccine 
for the 1999-2000 season includes A/ 
Sydney, A/Beijing and B/Beijing. The 
names signify where that particular 
strain of flu virus was first identified.

Can the vaednation itself cause 
the flu?

“No,” Pascoe said. ‘The vaccine 
is made from killed influenza viruses. 
Althpugh vaednation may cause sexe- 
ness at the injection site or mild fe­
ver, the most serious side effect is a 
reaction in people allergic to eggs.” 
Influoiza vaedne is made frexu highly 
purified viruses grown in eggs.

E^lier this year, a federal appeals court ruled that organized prayer be­
fore public school athletic events is unconstitutional. The ruling directly im­
pacts school districts within the court’s jurisdiction: Texas, Louisiana, and 
Mississippi. This dedsion has forced many Texas high schools to halt pre­
game prayers until the U.S. Supreme Court takes up Ae matter. Unless our 
highest court strikes down this ruhng, the constitutionally guaranteed liber­
ties of all Americans will be warped.

The Constitution of the United States of America explicitly grants the 
free exercise of religion. It provides freedom religion, not from religion. 
This ruling sets a dangerous precedent. It also ignores religion’s role in the 
foundation of our government. The House of Representatives starts each day 
with a prayer, as does the U.S. Supreme Court itself. If I can pull a quarts out 
of my pocket and read “In God We Trust,’’ how can our courts prohibit our 
chil^en from asking God to watch over them as they play a little football on 
a Friday night? The court’s decision doesn’t make sense.

Prayers and invocations at public school sporting events contribute to 
the m oi^ foundation of our nation. Prayers positively affect fair play and 
good sportsmanship of both players and spectators at sporting events. With 
the recent incidents of violence in schools as evidence of a decaying moral 
fiber in America, why should we prevent our children from utilizing prayCT to 
guide them in their endeavors?

The dedsion to pray whai and whwe we want should he with individu­
als, not in Washington or in the courthouses. Those that don’t believe aren’t 
forced to pray. And a prayer that simply asks for divine guidance and protec- 
ticMi shouldn’t offend anyone who does, regardless of thdr religious afrilia- 
tiem.

Many of us still live in strong and united communities. When we come 
together on Friday nights to cheer for our childr^, our sense of community is 
rdnforced. And when all the spectators and all the players pause for a mo­
ment of prayer before a game, we recognize a greater Power in our lives 
which binds us together. Our communities have always stood behind our 
students and suppOTted them in thdr endeavors. When our courts prevent us 
from asking God to watch over our children, we wonder where our country is 
headed. The judges are dictating things they should not. Last week, I intro­
duced House Concurrent Resolution 199, which affirms our constitutional 
freedom and right to offer prayer at public sporting events. This resolution 
also calls upon the U.S. Supreme Court to uphold the constitutionality of 
such practices. Both Republicans and Democrats are supporting this resolu- 
tiCHl.

October is Egg Month
Since eggs are considered one of

Crack the egg into 
a clean bowl and smell it. An old or 
stale egg will smell like damp grass 
or straw.

5. When cracking or separating 
eggs, make sure that the fresh egg 
never touches the outside of the shdil, 
w'hich is more q jt to carry contami­
nants.

6. Never eat raw eggs in any 
form, no matter how tempting the raw 
cake, cookie dough, may be.

7. Before and after handling eggs, 
wash your hands and any utensils, 
bowls, or countertop that may have

11. Eggs stored in those handy 
spots in the refrigo-ator door will de­
teriorate more quickly than those kept 
in thdr own cartons, set on an inside 
shelf.

12. Keep raw cut onion or garlic, 
or any other highly spiced foods, 
tightly wrapped and away from fresh 
eggs, as they can absorb the smell.

Soil and Water Conservation District 
holds annual meeting Oct. 19

While attending their 59th annual 
meeting in Lubbock, directors repre­
senting Texas’ 216 Soil and Water 
Conservation Districts (SWCDs) on 
Oct. 19 backed a resolution to repeal 
a regulation that requires federal em- 
I^oy ees to report cultural resources en­
countered while engaged in conserva­
tion work on private land.

“What is at stake here is the con- 
fidentiahty of private property aspects 
not specific to soil and water conser­
vation district technical assistance that 
is typically provided to our coopera- 
tors,” said George Mills, of Alpine, 
member of the Big Bend SWCD.

The requir^ent to report cultural 
resources (such as American Indian 
artifacts) affects employees of the 
USDA—Natural Resources Conser­
vation Service (NRCS), who have tra­
ditionally supplied technical assis­
tance to SWCDs working with private 
landowners.

Federal employees are required to 
conduct cultural resources field in­
spections on all lands receiving fed­

eral technical assistance or financial 
aid from the NRCS.

‘The recording and rqx)iting of 
cultural resources to a state agency 
that has not gained the trust of private 
property owners betrays the trust de­
veloped over many years between soil 
and water conservation districts and 
private property own^s,” Mills said.

‘This betrayal of trust will dis­
courage private property owners from 
seeking conservation district assis­
tance and by doing so will reduce the 
substantial progress made by districts 
in the conservation and management 
of Texas’ natural resources,” Mills 
said.

A{^HX>ximatdy 600 SWCD direc­
tors representing the state’s 216 
SWCDs and other conservation lead­
ers attended the Annual State Meet­
ing of District Directors, held Octo­
ber 18-20, in Lubbock.

Representing the Ozona office 
were Stephen Zuberbueler, district 
conservationist, and Larry Wilhams, 
director.

Emergency farm/ranch loan 
applications being accepted

Apphcations fOT emergency farm/ 
randi loans for losses caused by ex­
treme fire hazards are being accepted 
at the Farm Service Agency (FSA) 
office located in San Angelo, FSA 
Farm Loan M anager, Fred J. 
Greenway said.

Concho, Crockett, Irion, Menard, 
Schleicher, Sutton, Tom Green, 
Reagan, Runnels and Upton are some 
of the counties in Texas recently 
named by President Qintcm for loans 
to cover part of actual physical and 
production losses resulting from ex­
treme fire hazards that occurred on 
Aug. 1 and continuing.

Fred J. Greenway said farmers/ 
ranchers may be eligible for loans of 
up to 80 percent of thdr actual losses 
or the operating loan needed to con­
tinue in business, whichever is less. 
For farmers/ranchers unable to obtain 
CTedit from private commercial lend- 
CTS, the interest rate is 3.75 percent.

"As a general rule, a farmer/ 
randier must have suffered at least a 
30 percent loss of production and/or 
a qualifying physical loss, for an FSA 
emergency loan," Greenway said. 
Farmers/ranchers partidpating in the 
Federal Crop Insurance program will 
have to figure in proceeds from these 
programs in determining their loss.

"Aj^cations for loans under this 
emergency designation will be ac­
cepted imtil May 1, 2000, but farm­
ers/ranchers should apply as soon as 
possible and contact your local FSA 
office for the last date to turn in an 
sqiplication. Delays in ̂ jplying could 
create backlogs in processing and pos­
sibly over into the new farming sea­
son, Greaiway said.

FSA is a credit agaicy of the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture. It is au­
thorized to provide disaster emer­
gency loans to recognized farmers/

ranchers who work at and rely on 
farming/ranching for a substantial part 
of their hving. Eligibihty is extended 
to individual farmers/ranchers who are 
U.S. dtizens and to farming/ranching 
partn^ships, corporations or coopera­
tives in which U.S. dtizens hold a 
majority interest.

The FSA office in San Angelo is 
open from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. 
Monday through Friday.

The Devil's River minnow, a na­
tive species of the clear, spring-fed 
streams of Val Verde and Kinney 
counties in Texas, was listed on Oct. 
20 as threatened under the Endangered 
Species Act by the U. S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service. A spedes is desig­
nated as threatened when it is hkely 
to become an endangered species in 
the foreseeable future. ,

The 2-inch fish once thrived in 
the creeks of the hill country around 
Del Rio, ranging from the Devil's 
River near Juno to Las Moras Creek 
in Brackettville and into northern 
Mexico. Currently, biologists have 
found the minnow in only three loca­
tions in Texas - one in San Felipe 
Creek in Del Rio and two in small 
creeks feeding the Devil's River. In 
Mexico, the fish is known to exist in 
only one location in the Rio Saladao 
Drainage in Coahuila.

The miimow is threatened by de­
clines in water quality and quantity, 
and by non-native fish intrcxluced into 
its habitat, induding smaUmouth bass 
which prey on the miimow.

Habitat destruction caused by the 
construction of the Amistad Reservoir 
eliminated the fish from the lower 
Devil's River. The spedes was wiped 
out by Las Moras Creek when the 
springs feeding the creek were modi­
fied to construct and maintain a swim­
ming pool.

The Devil's River miimow, which 
is already recognized by the State of 
Texas as a threatened species, was 
proposed for hsting as an ̂ dangered 
species in March 1998.

After consideration of the pubhc 
comments and the signing of a c»n- 
servation agreement with the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department (with 
cooperation of local landowners) and 
the City of Del Rio in September 
1998, the Service dedded to hst the 
fish as threatened rather than endan­
gered.

The agreement provides for the 
State and dty to und^take conserva­
tion actions including protection of the 
San Felipe Creek watershed, techni- 
c^jassistMce to landowners on the 
conservation of riparian areas, review 
of live bait harvest and selling prac­
tices in the Devil's River area to pre­
vent furthCT establishment of exotic, 
aquatic animals, and additirmal popu­
lation and habitat monitoring.

"This agreement is a result of our 
close work with the State of Texas and 
other partners," said Nancy Kaufman, 
the Service's regional director for the 
Southwest Regitm. "It provides a blue­
print for joint efforts to restore this 
species."

Concern over the minnow began 
in 1978, when the Service initially 
proposed that the fish be Listed as 
threatened. The proposal was with­
drawn in 1980 due to a lack of infor­
mation. The Texas Parks and Wildhfe 
Dqrartment has since monitored the 
status of the fish, documenting sub­
stantial declines. Surveys in 1997 and 
1998 confirmed the exist^ce of the 
miimow in only three localities.

The decision to list the Devil's 
River minnow as threat^ed follows 
a one-year review paiod of the pro­
posal to list it as endangered that was 
published in the Federal Register on

March 27,1998. The public comment 
period was opened for 120 days and 
was reopened in October for an addi­
tional 30 days. The Service also held 
a pubhc hearing in Del Rio on the pro­
posal in May 1998.

The service published its decision 
to hst the species as threatened in the 
Oct. 20 Federal Register.

The U. S. Fish and Wildhfe Ser­
vice is the principal Federal ag«icy 
responsible for conserving, protecting 
and enhancing fish, wildhfe and plants 
and their habitats for the continuing 
benefit of the American people. The 
Service manages their 93-miUon-acre 
National Wildlife Refuge System 
comprised of more than 500 national 
wildhfe refuges, thousands of small 
wetlands and other special manage­
ment areas. It also operates 66 national 
fish hatcheries, 64 fish and wildlife 
management assistance offices and 78 
ecological services field stations. The 
agency enforces Federal wildlife 
laws, administers the Endangered 
Species Act, manages migratory bird 
populations, restores nationally sig­
nificant fisheries, conserves, and re­
stores wildlife habitat such as wet­
lands, and helps foreign governments 
with their conservation efforts. It also 
oversees the Federal aid program that 
distributes hundreds of millions of 
dollars in excise taxes on fishing and 
hunting equipment to state fish and 
wildhfe agencies.

drought and the loss of federal price 
support programs.

Combs said the Economic Ad­
justment Assistance Grant may also be 
used to fund proposals that wiU ben­
efit rural counties and communities 
adversely affected by the sheep and 
goat industry's decline.

She said TDA will match the 
grant with 35 percent (rf in-kind ser­
vices such as staff resources and ad­
ministrative support. The department 
will work closely with producers, 
livestock associations, local govern­
ments and agribusinesses to identify 
potential projects, as well as industry 
concerns.

Strategies developed to assist the 
sheep and goat industry may also be 
used in the future to help other agri­
cultural industries facing difficult 
times.

Texas is the country's leading 
sheep and goat producer. The phase­
out of the federal Wool Act incentive 
programs and ongoing drought and 
market conditions have forced steep 
declines in sheep and goat popula­
tions.

District Court Dispositions

Texas' Angora goat numbers also: 
declined by more than half over the 
same period from 1.6 million to .
550.000 head. Angoras - renowned for . 
their mohair fleece - have been the 
mainstay of the Texas goat industry. 
Texas annually produces over 4.6 mil­
lion pounds of mohair, more than 90 
percent of the domestic clip and sec­
ond only to South Africa in worid pro­
duction. Texas also raises meat and 
dairy goats, bringing statewide goat 
production to 1.35 million head.

Crockett County is ranked num­
ber one in the state in productirai of 
ewes. When all sheep and lambs are 
considered, the county is second to 
Tom Green County due to the num­
ber of feed lots there. Crockett 
County has between 88,000 and
90.000 head for 9.2 percent of the 
state's production.

Crockett County is second to 
Tom Green County in the production 
of wool with 1,068,000 pounds com­
pared to 1,110,000 pounds.

Crockett County ranks ninth in 
the state in Angora goat production 
and is seventh in the state in mohair 
production.
