when the holidays are over. Here are
a few things to consider when deal-
ing with living trees.

The first thing to do is pick out a
tree. Consider the following: Aleppo
Pine, Japanese Black Pine, Japanese
Yew, Loblolly Pine, Deodar cedar,
Juniper, or other coniferous ever-
greens. Perhaps you prefer a broad
leafed tree; possibilities include:
American Holly, Burford Holly, Com-
pact Cherry Laurel, or Yaupon. Or you
might decide on a tubbed plant to re-
main inside after the Christmas sea-
son? The Norfolk Island Pine, kum-
quats, calamondins, or Yews would be
good choices.

Once the tree is chosen (if itisn’t
tubbed), a container must be chosen
as well. If the tree roots are balled and
burlapped, a container must be used
that will allow at least an inch of peat
moss, potting soil, or compost around
the ball to prevent drying out, If the
plant has been grown in a container,
it can be made much more attractive
by placing it in a redwood tub, ceramic
or clay pot, or even a wooden box
lined with polyethylene film liner. All
containers should be well drained to
prevent damage to the roots caused by
excess moisture. A pan underneath the
container will also prevent floor dam-
age.

Now that the tree is in the con-
tainer and in the house, you can start
to give the kids a little leeway. All you
have to do now is find a good place

for the tree that is not in the stream of
heat or near a stove or radiator. When

not occupied, the room should be kept
as cool as possible, and the plant
should be watered when dry. A simple
way to tell when the plant needs wa-
ter is to push a sharpened pencil into
the soil. If the pencil comes out dry
and clean, the plant needs water; oth-
erwise, wait until the next day.

After Christmas, it is best to plant
the tree in the landscape as soon as
possible. The selected site for the tree
should fit into the landscape design,
and allow sufficient room for growth
and development. The pit dug for the
tree should be large enough to allow

three to four inches of soil on all sides
of the soil ball. It should be planted at
the same depth it was planted at the
nursery or in the container. For the
backfill, add one part peat moss, pine
bark, or compost to two parts soil, and
pack this mixture firmly around the
bail. When the pit is three-fourths full,
the tree should be watered thoroughly,
and then filled the rest of the way. If
the plant was balled and burlapped,
the burlap should be loosened before
completely filling the hole.

The tree is now a permanent part
of your landscape. To keep it healthy
while it is adapting to its new envi-
ronment, here are some tips:

*Water it regularly, but allow the
soil todry a little between waterings.

S| How about a living Christmas tree this year?

*Mulch the surface with some
kind of organic matter, to reduce
weeds and conserve moisture.

* Avoid fertilization until June or
July following planting.

*Keep weeds and grass down, to
prevent competition.

The tree can be used to serve an-
other purpose—the beautification of
your yard. Planted into your land-
scape, these trees can add a nice touch
in the spring, summer and fall, and can
even serve as an outdoor Christmas
tree next time Christmas rolls around.

Simple steps can guarantee a fresh Christmas tree

Celebrating Christmas with a real
tree has been a tradition for 400 years.
The National Christmas Tree Associa-
tion estimates that more than 35 mil-
lion families will carry on this tradition
and purchase real trees this holiday sea-
son.

“Choosing a real Christmas tree

can be fun for the whole family,” says

Joan Geiger, communications director
for the National Christmas Tree Asso-
ciation. She suggests a few simple steps
to follow when selecting a tree:

« Do a freshness test. Gently grasp
abranch between your thumb and fore-
finger, and pull it toward you. Very few
needles should come off in your hand
if the tree is fresh. Take a look at the
ground around the tree. You shouldn’t
see an excessive amount of green
needles on the ground. Some loss of
interior brown needles is normal and
will occur over the lifetime of the tree.

¢ Once you’ve chosen your tree,
keepitin a sheltered, unheated area, like
a porch or garage, to protect it from the
wind and sun until you’re ready to deco-
rate it.

* Before you set up your tree, make
a fresh, straight cut across the base of
the trunk (about a half-inch up from the
original cut), and place the tree in a tree

“Caring for your real tree is easy.
The most important thing to remember
is that real trees need water daily,” says
Geiger. “Never let your tree stand go
dry” L

A seal of dried sap will form over
the cut stump in four to six hours if the
water drops below the base of the tree,
preventing the tree from absorbing wa-
ter later when the tree stand is refilled.
If a seal does form, another fresh cut
will need to be made.

A tree will absorb as much as a
gallon of water in the first 24 hours and
one or more quarts a day thereafter.
Water is important, because it prevents
the needles from drying and the boughs
from drooping.

« In addition, keep your tree away
from heat and draft sources, like fire-
places, radiators and television sets. Test
your light cords and connections before
hanging them on the tree to make sure
they’re in good working order. You
don’t want to. use cords with cracked
insulation or broken or empty sockets.

Sensible precautions like these will
help preserve the unique beauty and tra-
dition that a real Christmas tree can pro-
vide.

Please read the followmg carefully if you
intend to stay on-line and continue using email:
The last few months have revealed an alarming
trend in the Government of the United States
attempting to quietly push through legislation
that will affect your use of the Internet. Under
proposed legislation the U.S. Postal Service will
be attempting to bill email users out of
"alternate postage fees". Bill 602P will permit the
Federal Govt. to charge a 5 cent surcharge on
every email delivered, by billing Internet Service

Providers at source. The consumer would then
be billed in turn by the ISP. Washington D.C.
lawyer Richard Stepp is working without pay to
prevent this legislation from becoming law. The
U.S. Postal Service is claiming that lost revenue
due to the proliferation of email is costing
nearly$230,000,000 in revenue per year. You
may have noticed their recent ad campaign
"There is nothing like a letter". Since the
average citizen received about 10 pieces of email
per day in 1998, the cost to the typical
individual would be an additional 50 cents per
day or over $180 dollars per year, above and
beyond their regular Internet costs. Note that
this would be money paid directly to the
U.S.Postal Service for a service they do not even
provide. The whole point of the Internet is
democracy and noninterference. If the federal
government is permitted to tamper with our
liberties by adding a surcharge to email, who
knows where it will end. You are already paying
an exorbitant price for snail mail because of
bureaucratic inefficiency. It currently takes up
to 6 days for a letter to be delivered from New
York to Buffalo. If the U.S. Postal Service is
allowed to tinker with email, it will mark the end
bf the "free" Internet in the United States. One
congressman, Tony Schnell (r) has even
suggested a "twenty to Forty dollar per month
surcharge on all Internet service" above and
beyond the government's proposed email
i charges Note that most of the major newspapers

’the Washingtonian which called the idea of
"email surcharge "a useful concept whose time
