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Weather radio on the

Ozona's long-awaited weather
radio went on the air last week, pro-
viding continuous broadcasts 24 hours
a day from the National Weather Ser-
vice.

Weather information is repeated
in broadcasts every three to six min-
utes. Routine broadcasts include fore-
casts for the next couple of days, the
extended three to five day forecast,
current weather conditions and cli-
mate data.

Short term forecasts are broadcast
during threatening or severe weather.
Watches, warnings and statements are
given the highest priority and are fre-
quently updated as conditions change.

In an emergency, each station will
transmit a warning alarm tone signal,
followed by information on the emer-

" gency situation. The signal is capable

of activating specially-designed re-
ceivers, either bringing up the volume

Faced with OSHA’s refusal to hold hearings

in Texas, Bonilla holds his own hearings

Forums to be held in two weeks in 10 West Texas towns

Washington, D.C. — Two days after being informed by Secretary of
Labor Alexis Herman that no hearings on the proposed ergonomics regu-
lation will be held in the South Southwest, or Southeast, U.S. Rep. Henry
Bonilla, R-Texas, has decided to hold his own hearing. OSHA has refused
to hold public hearings on the ergonomics proposal south of Washington
.D.C. The hearings are being held in Washington D.C., Chicago, and Port-
land,

“My staff and I will be traveling to  ten small Texas towns in two
days, listening to the concerns of hundreds of small business owners con-
cerning this thousand page regulation. We plan to compile what we learn
and present it to OSHA,” said Bonilla. The town hall meetings will take
place on April 18 and 19. The details are still being worked out, but loca-
tions will include Fort Stockton. Iraan, Midland. Odessa, Crane, Big Lake,
and Ozona.

In a letter to OSHA dated February 29th, and then again at a hearing
on March 22, Bonilla asked OSHA officials why no public hearings were
being held in the South or Southwest regions of the United States, and
asked that this oversight be corrected. In a letter to Bonilla received April
4, Secretary of Labor Alexis Herman replied that the three northern cities
hosting the hearings are “major transportation ‘hubs’ and readily acces-
sible to people throughout the nation.”

“Their response is condescending towards small businessmen, and
absolutely shows no comprehension of the problems facing them. While
I’m sure holding hearings in the North is very convenient for Mr. Herman,
who has the luxury of traveling at government expense, there are thou-
sands of small businessmen in Texas and across the South for whom trav-
eling great distances to these hearings is simply not possible,” said Bonilla.

“I would encourage my Colleagues in the South and Southwest to
consider holding their own informal public hearings in their districts.
OSHA'’s refusal to travel South leaves us no other option.”

Rep. Bonilla will be traveling to Ozona on Wednesday, April 19, to
talk about OSHA'’s proposed ergonomics regulation. The meeting will last
from 3:00 to 3:45 p.m. at the Ozona Chamber of Commerce, located at
404 11th Street. All members of the business community are encouraged
to attend.

"We had an opportunity to get this
unit when the Sheriff's Department
upgraded vehicles," Meador said.

Commissioners agreed at their
meeting April 10 to construct a low
water crossing into Chandlerdale West
on War Admiral Street.

The warning alarm device is tested
each Wednesday, usually between 11
a.m. and noon, weather permitting.
A new generation of program-
mable weather radios has further en-
hanced warning capabilities. These
new radios have a relatively new fea-
ture called Specific Area Messge En-
coding (SAME) making it possible for
people to customize their radios to
receive only the watch or warning for

their county.

When buying a weather radio, it
is important to look for a seven-band
weather radio to ensure that you will
be able to receive the appropriate fre-
quency for your county.

Some scanners have a separate
weather (Wx) frequency. Others may
be programmed to receive the weather
information.

The broadcast frequency for
Ozona is 162.500 MHz. Broadcast
range from the weather radio transmit-
ter is approximately 40 miles.

The Tax Man Cometh

Many of you are no doubt reading this column at the breakfast
table, juggling the moring paper, cup of coffee, and cereal as you try
to get off to work. If your son or daughter were to ask you why you go
to work, you would probably say something like, "to buy groceries,
buy your clothes, and pay the bills." Fair enough. But this week we
are all staring down the biggest bill of all: the federal income tax. It's
a bill that costs the average American more than food, clothing, and
shelter combined. The first two hours of every work day is spent
making enough money to pay for your slice of the government's tax
revenue pie.

It wasn't always this way.

Up until the Civil War, there was no income tax. The government
had to collect taxes for a few years to pay for the war, but as soon as
the war was over the Supreme Court ruled it unconstitutional. How
did the American people like their flirtation with the tax? During the
tax's most successful year, 276, 661 people filed tax returns. The coun-
try had about 38 million citizens at the time.

Right before World War I, the government tried the income tax
again. This time it stuck, backed up by the newly passed 16th Amend-
ment which made it constitutional.

77 years later, the tax code is out of control. It's a labyrinth with so
many twist and turns that the American Institute of Certified Public
Accountants has been publically saying the tax code should be simpler
for more than ten years now. One of the organization's leaders, David
Lifson, was quoted by the Associated Press as saying, "When over
half our individual taxpayers [don't really understand] the tax system
... something is not right... The end result is erosion of voluntary com-
pliance. It is only human to disobey a law if you do not or cannot
understand the rules."

The gargantuan tax code's given birth to distrust of the govern-
ment, and a hatred of the IRS that is rivaled only by fear of the agency.
One magazine survey found that the most frightening words people
can imagine hearing were, "This is the IRS calling."

We have a duty to make the tax code simple. We have a duty to
make it fair. In short, we have a duty to end the IRS as we know it, and
replace it with a simple and fair tax system.

There are several different ways the tax code could be overhauled.
We could have a national sales tax instead. We could also have a flat
tax, which would mean everyone would have the same percentage of
the money they make go towards the federal government. Whatever
the answer, all the potential solutions need to be thoroughly examined,
poked and prodded by Congress and the American people. Whether
you think the answer lies with a sales tax, a flat tax, or with a whole
other option, we should all be able to agree on one thing: the current
tax code cannot be allowed to stand.

Use caution when sel_ecting Easter eggs

A few minutes selecting the right
eggs and cooking them properly will
ensure your Easter holiday is safe. Ex-
tension poultry specialist Sarah
Birkhold says eggs have been used for
centuries to celebrate spring festivals
because they represent birth and re-
newal of life.

- When using real eggs for deco-
rating and hiding, Grade A eggs
should be purchased seven to 10 days
in advance. Eggs should be stored in
the refrigerator and in their original
carton until they are cooked. This will
help them peel easily.

Eggs should also be inspected
before purchase to make sure they are

Also, be careful when planning April
applications of lawn chemicals so that
eggs do not come in contact with fer-
tilizers or pesticides.
Never allow eggs to remain hid-
den for more than two hours. After the
hunt, eggs should be inspected and
cracked eggs discarded.
