Bonilla comments on school prayer ruling

"I am very disappointed by the
Supreme Court's ruling barring stu-
dent led prayer at high school sport-
ing events," said Rep. Henry Bonilla
June 19. "I thought we had graduated
from the era of the activist court and
entered the era of common sense in-
terpretation of the law. The Supreme
Court sent the wrong message to our
children today. It said we must abide
by the principles of freedom from re-

ligion rather than freedom of religion. "

Always use a meat thermometer.
Turkey breast meat should be cooked
up to 175 degrees Fahrenheit, and dark
meat should be cooked to 180 degrees.
Keep turkey in the refrigerator or
cooler at 40 degrees Fahrenheit until
immediately before grilling. Do not
use leftover marinade as a sauce on
cooked turkey. Instead, separate a por-
tion for use in sauces before marinat-
ing meat. Never use the same un-

washed plate to hold raw and cooked
turkey. Turkey should be served and

Birkhold adds that turkey is also
ideal for those watching their summer
waistlines.

The forgotten faces of Medicare

A young woman with a promis-
ing career in high-tech lost virtually
everything she had, including the
company stock options, when the
pressures of a 60 hour work week be-
came too much, and she was hospi-
talized and diagnosed with mental ill-
ness. She wiped out her savings be-
cause no one bothered to tell her that
she was eligible for Social Security
and would become eligible for Medi-
care. But even after she happened to
find out about her right to receive So-
cial Security Disability Insurance, she
was unable to get certain Medicaid
benefits for low-income Medicare re-
cipients because the state gave her in-
formation from which the only logi-
cal conclusion was that these benefits
were solely for the elderly.

Indeed, when we think about
Medicare, we think of our nation as
an aging population of baby boomers
in need of adequate health care. We
think of the importance of having
health care coverage for our grandpar-
ents and for our future. We think of
how we have earned the right to Medi-
care by paying into Social Security
throughout our careers. We think of
Medicare as part of our retirement
benefits package. We see our own
faces with slightly noticeable wisps of
gray hair and wrinkles setting in.

We invariably forget, however,
that Medicare is not solely for the eld-
erly, but also for hundreds of thou-
sands of persons with disabilities un-
der age 65. That’s right, Medicareis a
health insurance plan that we pay for
through Social Security during our
working careers not only for our re-

tirement, but also in the event that we
become disabled before retiring.
There are many reasons why
most people do not know that Medi-
care is also for persons with disabili-
ties. Whenever Medicare is men-
tioned, persons with disabilities are
again forgotten. When the national

‘media does a story about Medicare

and the importance of prescription
drug coverage, the images are of our-
selves when we grow old and the fo-
cus is on our elderly parents and
grandparents. When politicians speak
of Medicare, they typically do not
speak of things like mental illness,
paralysis, AIDS, brain injuries, or
other things to which we all are vul-
nerable. We accept in varying degrees
that we will all grow old.

We must also accept that disabili-
ties are just as much a part of life, and
just as much a part of Medicare.

Unfortunately, while we can de-
bunk the myth that Medicare is solely
for the elderly, the reality for most
persons with disabilities who are eli-
gible for Medicare is that they simply
cannot afford it. Medicare is ex-
tremely costly. Premiums run about
$600 per year, and deductibles and co-
insurance can run into thousands of
dollars per year for individuals who
require hospitalization. Persons with
disabilities qualify for Medicare on the
basis of their inability to work and
Social Security disability benefits that
average approximately $750 per
month. Out of that $750, the average
individual must pay for food, hous-
ing, prescription drugs and other ne-
cessities not covered by Medicare.
This just does not leave much to pay
for the various expenses associated
with Medicare.

Review by the Appraisal Review Board

If you can’t resolve your problem informally with the
county appraisal district (CAD) staff, you may have your
case heard by the appraisal review board (ARB).

The ARB is an independent board of citizens that reviews
problems with appraisals or other concerns listed above. It
has the power to order the CAD to make the necessary
changes to solve problems. If you file a written request for
an ARB hearing (called a notice of protest) before the
deadline, the ARB will set your case for a hearing. You'll
receive written notice of the time, date and place of the
hearing. If necessary, you may request a hearing in the
evening, Saturday or Sunday. Prior to your hearing, you
may ask to review the evidence the CAD will use to uphold

L]

their determination. The CAD may ask you for a copy of the
evidence you plan to present. The hearing will be informal.
You or a designated agent may appear in person to present
evidence or you may send notarized evidence for the ARB
to review at your hearing. The CAD representative will
present evidence about your case. You may cross-examine
the CAD representative. The ARB will make its decision
based on the evidence presented. The CAD has the burden
of establishing the property’s value by a preponderance of
the evidence presented. You can get acopy of a protest form
from the appraisal district office at 909 Avenue D,

Ozona, Texas.

Note: You shouldn’t try to contact ARB members outside of
the hearing. The law requires ARB members to sign an
affidavit saying that they haven't talked about your case
before the ARB hears it. : :

Review by the District Court

After it decides your case, the ARB must send you a copy
ofits order by certified mail. If you’re not satisfied with the
decision, you have the right to appeal to district court. If you
choose to go to court, you must start the process by filing a
petition within 45 days of the date you receive the ARB’s
order.

Tax Payment i

If you appeal and your case is pending, you must pay the
lesser of the amount of taxes due on the portion of the
taxable value not in dispute or the amount of taxes due on
the property under the order from which the appeal is taken.

What most people. also do not
know is that there is help available for
low-income Medicare recipients to
pay the costs associated with Medi-
care. These programs are known as
QMB (Qualified Medicare Beneficia-
ries), SLMB (Specified Low-Income
Medicare Beneficiaries), QI-1 (Quali-
fying Individuals), QI-2, and QDWI
(Qualified Disabled Working Indi-
viduals). These programs pay for
some or all of the various costs asso-
ciated with Medicare, including the
high premiums and deductibles. They
are designed for low-income Medi-
care recipients who have few re-
sources. Some of these programs have
been in effect for over 11 years but,
like people with disabilities, have been
forgotten or ignored. Millions of
people across America are eligible, but
not receiving the QMB assistance.

Very few eligible Texans are en-
rolled in the QMB programs. Hun-
dreds of thousands of our citizens,
persons with disabilities as well as the
elderly, our neighbors, friends, and
loved ones are struggling to pay for
health care costs that are supposed to
be covered through Medicaid. The
U.S. Congress earmarked millions of
dollars to help individuals with the
expenses of Medicare, and our State
should take a more active role in the
disbursement of those funds.

We would like to think of Medi-
care recipients as only a gray-haired
couple in a Norman Rockwell paint-
ing. The reality is that this is not the
true face of many Medicare recipients.
The forgotten but true faces of Medi-

care are of individuals, young and old, °

who cannot afford Medicare even
though they need it the most because
of their disability or because of dete-
riorating health due to age. The for-
gotten faces of Medicare are those of
the middle-aged woman who is afraid
to leave her house because of her men-
tal illness, the young man in the wheel-
chair whose speech is slurred by pa-
ralysis, and the elderly lady on the
street corner. They are our sisters,
brothers, parents and grandparents.

People with disabilities and the
elderly have earned the right to Medi-
care. But this right will remain mean-
ingless as long as Medicare is

- unaffordable and the federal QMB law
is ignored. The time has come for us

to remind our State leaders that more

have meaningful access to the benefits
of the QMB programs. The Texas De-
partment of Human Services should
assist this effort by actively publiciz-
ing the assistance that is available
through QMB. Measures that would
simplify the QMB application process
(including, but not only, the establish-
ment of an 800 number for QMB) are
necessary to ensure meaningful access
to this benefit. The time has come for
all of us to recognize and remember
the true faces of Medicare.

Getting a good
night’s sleep

As we age, the quest for sweet
dreams can become a real nightmare.

Complaints of sleep difficulties
are common among older individuals.
Typical symptoms for individuals over
age 65 include problems falling asleep
and maintaining sleep, early-morning
awakening and excessive daytime
sleepiness.

A variety of reasons keep seniors
from getting enough rest. They in-
clude medical illnesses, médication,
psychiatric disorders, social changes
and poor sleep habits.

Primary sleep disorders are also
more common in older adults than in
younger persons. Restless leg syn-
drome and periodic limb movement
disorder can disrupt sleep and sleep
apnea can lead to daytime sleepiness.

These sleepless nights do add up.
Loss of sleep can lead to falls and ac-
cidents. Sleep-disordered breathing
can have serious cardiovascular, pul-
monary and central nervous system
effects. And, there is strong associa-
tion between sleep apnea and hyper-
tension.

A refreshing sleep requires both
sufficient total sleep time, usually
eight hours, as well as sleep that is in
sync with the individual's circadian
rhythm. The circadian rhythm is an
internal clock that promotes a daily
cycle of nighttime sleep and daytime
alertness. . PRSI

If you are chasing a good night's
rest, try these strategies to help you
sleep better:

*Gradually cut down on caffeine
until you've "decaffeinated" yourself.

*Avoid eating a heavy meal or
drinking alcohol right before bedtime.
A full stomach can give you heartburn,
which can disrupt sleep, and alcohol
can affect deep sleep, allowing you to
be awakened throughout the night
more easily.

*Make exercise a part of your
daily routine, but plan relaxing night-
time activities before bedtime.

*Set the stage for sleep. Identify
factors that include the sleep-wake
cycle including excessive light, un-
comfortable room temperatures, and
ringing telephone. Eliminate as many
interruptions as you can.

*Don't use your bedroom as an
office/lounge - paying bills and watch-
ing TV are non-resting activities. Bed-

. rooms should be a haven purely used

for relaxing. ‘

*If you're in bed, but toss and turn
and can't sleep a wink, go into an-
other room and read a book for a while
or listen to some music. When you
start feeling drowsy, head back to bed.

*Soak feet or legs in a warm bath
to provide relief from restless leg syn-
drome.

If the problem persists, take ac-
tion. Have a clinical evaluation per-
formed by an informed primary care
physician or geriatric specialist.

Like the Irish proverb says, "The
beginning of health is sleep."

Australian wool prices dive

Wool sales in Australia have been
sliding, especially on the finer-end of
the wool market. In early June, the
Eastern Market Indicator fell a further
8 cents to settle on 71.6 cents a kilo-
gram clean. The 19- and 20-micron
wools took the biggest battering, re-
ports the Australian Broadcasting
Corp. The price of 20-micron wool fell
25 cents in both the Southern and
Northern market while the price for
19-micron wool fell 32 cents in
Melbourne.

"While this is discouraging I am
hearing that many of the finer-micron
wools -- including those that were in
storage -- have for the most part been
purchased," said the American Wool
Council's Rita Kourlis-Samuelson.
"Come next year, this may automati-
cally push prices higher for finer mi-
cron wools worldwide."

It’s about time we put the death

tax out of its misery. This is a burden-
some tax levied on all assets a person

has accumulated during a lifetime.

More than 70 per-
cent of all family operations do not
survive through the second generation
because they're literally being taxed
to death.

‘Congress voted in favor of legis-
lation to repeal the death tax last sum-
mer, but unfortunately the legislation
was vetoed. Without relief from this
dead-end tax, we will continue to see
many families forced to sell off farms
to pay steep taxes.

The death tax only makes up
about 1 percent of federal receipts, and
it’s one of the most inefficient and
costly taxes the government collects.
Much of the revenue is offset by ad-
ministrative costs and by tax revenue
lost from payroll, income and other
taxes when businesses are destroyed
and jobs are lost.

A repeal of the death tax would
lead to considerable revenue growth,

Time is what children really need

It is a question frequently asked
of clinical psychologist Dr. Michelle
Forrester, head of preschool services
at the Learning Support Center at
Texas Children’s Hospital. The an-
swer, which she gives to parent groups
in talks about the emotional develop-
ment of young children, is usually
very simple.

“Above all, children need time,”
Forrester stressed. “Our priorities get
most of our time, and children know
this. When children get undivided at-
tention from parents, they feel impor-
tant. It’s the best ingredient for build-
ing self-esteem.”

For this reason, the Learning Sup-
port Center at Texas Children’s in

Houston encourages a daily “floor _

time” session of at least 30 minutes
with each parent, Forrester said.

“This is a structured playtime
where the child is the leader and the
parent is the assistant,” she explained.
“The child decides what to play and
how to play it. This provides children
with safe arenas for expressing them-
selves and what is vital to them to the
most important people in their lives
— their parents.”

Another component children
want is discipline, said Forrester.

“Children want limits, and they
need to know that the adults in their
lives care enough to stop them from
unsafe behaviors, and that when they
feel out of control someone can help
them.”

Without discipline, children are
left to their own devices and repeat-
edly resort to testing limits to deter-
mine the real limit.

“Consistency is very important,”
she emphasized. “In other words: say
it, mean it and follow through. If you
don’t mean it; don’t say it.”

Youngsters also need respect,
Forrester added. °

“Children are not little adults,”
she said. “They are children and
should be respected for whom they
are. They need encouragement to ex-
plore the world around them, to de-
velop their creative capacities, and to
learn to appreciate themselves and
others. Children’s ideas need to be
taken seriously rather than laughed off
as insignificant or simplistic views of
the world. Adults can learn a lot from
children, because they speak the truth

as they see it.”

Time, discipline and respect are
interdependent, Forrester pointed out.

“It takes time to discipline rather
than react or punish,” she said. “It
takes time to respond to children in a
respectful manner and choose words
wisely. Discipline requlrés that one
respect and care enough about the
other person to think creatively in set-
ting limits and enforcing them.”

Devon Energy and Santa Fe Snyder to merge

Devon Energy Corporation and
Santa Fe Snyder Corporation an-
nounced that they have agreed to
merge. The merger would form a top-
five U.S.-based independent oil and
gas company. The company will con-
tinue to be named Devon Energy Cor-
poration and will remain headquar-
tered in Oklahoma City.

The transaction would create an
international oil and gas company
with a pro forma enterprise value of
approximately $9 billion.

The company would rank in the
top five of all U.S.-based independent
oil and gas producers in terms of mar-
ket capitalization, total proved re-
serves and annual production.

On a combined basis, the com-
pany would have total proved reserves
of approximately 1.1 billion barrels of
oil equivalent.

The companies have substanual
property overlap in core operating re-
gions including the Permian Basin, the
Rocky Mountains and the Gulf of
Mexico.

Some 76 percent of the
company's reserves would be located
in North America. These reserves are
weighted 58 percent to natural gas.

The company also would have
substantial international reserves, in-
cluding Azerbaijan, Southeast Asia
and South America.

The companies expect to realize
annual cost savings of $30 to $35 mil-
lion.

J. Larry Nichols, president and
CEO of Devon, commented, "Our two
companies are stronger and better po-
sitioned to compete together than ei-
ther would be independently. Both our
companies have been active with the
drill bit, and both have been active
acquirers/consolidators. Our larger
platform should enhance both strate-

gies."

Nichols will be president and
chief executive officer. James L.
Payne, Santa Fe Snyder's current chief
executive officer, will serve as vice-
chairman. James L. Pate, Devon's cur-
rent chairman, will serve as chairman
of the board.

Devon's executive staff will con-
tinue in their current capacities. Santa
Fe Snyder also will contribute execu-
tive staff to augment the strength of
the management team.

The size of the combined board
of directors has not yet been deter-
mined. However, the restructured
board will be composed of approxi-
mately two-thirds Devon members
and one-third Santa Fe Snyder mem-
bers.

The combined company's proved
reserves would be 53 percent oil and
47 percent natural gas. North Ameri-
can reserves, which represent 76 per-
cent: of total are 58 percent natuml
gas.
