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Town meeting called by
County Water District #1

Directors of Crockett County
Water Control and Improvement Dis-
trict #1 will meet with the public Oct.
24 to discuss and answer questions
about work to be done on the water
system and the upcoming bond elec-
tion. The town meeting begins at 7:00
p-m in the district courtroom.

The board voted last month to call
a $3,000,000.00 bond election to fi-
nance improvements needed to com-
ply with the Texas Natural Resources
Conservation Commission require-
ments. December 31, 2001, is the
deadline given to the water district for
completion of the project.

A number of improvements must
be made in order to alleviate all ma-
jor deficiencies with the TNRCC and
bring the total water system up to cur-
rent standards. Wells must be re-
paired, refurbished or new wells
drilled. Samples will be taken from the
district's nine wells for extensive test-
ing by a laboratory certified with the
Texas Department of Health.

Pumps will be removed so that
each well can be logged and and a tele-
vised inspection performed. An engi-
neer and hydrologist will decide what
completion action the district shall
take. This could involve removing the
casing, recasing and pressure cement-
ing the well, or abandoning and plug-
ging the well and drilling a new one
nearby.

Water storage tanks must be
cleaned and repainted inside and out
with approved products. New storage
tanks must be constructed at Crockett
Heights for the Heights and the truck
stop area, and anew storage tank will
be placed on the west side of town to
serve the area west of Avenue J. The

Representing the Texas Water
Development Board were financial
analyst Maxine Gilford, environmen-
tal reviewer Jerry Henderson and
Debby Helstron, engineering re-
viewer. They were given the engineer-
ing report on the improvement project
and the water district's drought con-
tingency report.

fiscal information as specified by the
TWDB Office of Project Finance and
Construction Assistance, (2) an engi-
neering feasiblility report, (3) environ-
mental assessment, (4) and a water
conservation and emergency water de-
mand management plan.

This
wording is required, according to
Keilers. As part of the application for
funding, the district must provide a
"sufficiency of funds statement"
which assures that funds for repaying
the bonds are available through dis-
trict revenues and taxes.

Ray Ramos chased the Badger
quarterback behind the line of scrim-
mage and sacked him. Faught's appar-
ent interception of a Badger pass two
plays later was called back, and the
Lions received a 15-yard penalty on
their next play.

Possession went to the Badgers
who were forced to punt after getting
two penalties for a total of 15 yards.
Each team had one more possession
before the buzzer sounded at halftime.
Ozona continued to hold a 7-0 lead
at the end of the first half.

Kelton entertains Heritage Day crowd

"I think it's appropriate that this
is held in a sheep barn," Elmer Kelton
told his listeners Saturday evening at
the annual Crocket County Pioneer
Heritage Days festivities hosted by
Crockett County Museum. The author
and newspaperman spent many years
in sheep bamns as an agriculture re-
porter for the San Angelo Standard
Times. This year, rain showers drove
the heritage eventinside the 4-H Barn.

Perhaps best known for his book,
"The Time It Never Rained", Kelton
assured that he has "said all I ever want
to about the drought." The book was
written at the end of a drought, "and
this one hasn't ended yet, so I don't
know how the story'd come out."

Kelton remembers well the dif-
ficulties of writing his Top of the
Windmill column for the Standard
Times during a seven-year drought. "If
you don't think it's difficult every day
for seven years to find a different way
to say 'it's still dry""...., he told his au-
dience.

An old timer from Concho
County once advised Kelton, "Don't
worry about it; it always rains here just
five minutes before it goes to hell."

By the time he was eight or nine,

growing up in Crane and Upton coun-
ties, Kelton knew he wanted to be a
writer. Although his father was not
receptive to his collegebound son's
career choice, both knew Elmer was
not cut out to be a rancher like his fa-
ther.

His job with the Standard Times

was meant to be a short stop on his
way to becoming a western fiction
writer, Kelton said, but "It took me 42
years..." .
"The Time It Never Rained" suf-
fered two rejections, the second one
after arewrite, and Kelton putit itaway
for 10 years. After his success with
"The Day the Cowboys Quit", he
pulled the old manuscript out and re-
wrote it.

"I think that's the only book
("The Time It Never Rained") I ever
wrote that the editor didn't change a
word," he said. "I've tried for 30 years
to do as good a job (again)."

Kelton spoke about his acquain-
tances with oldtimers throughout West
Texas, recalling Ozonans Bill West
Vic Pierce. Many of his ideas for
books came from interviews with old-
sters.

He ended his talk on a serious

note, cautioning against revisionist
historians. "They try to tell you how
terrible our ancestors' were," said
Kelton, "what all we did to people,
mainly Indians. They give you a very

‘lopsided, one-sided view of things."

Standards change, Kelton said,
"it's not fair to judge our forebearers
by the standards of today.

"Take 'em (the revisionists) with
a grain of salt. They've got a political
agenda. Take a balanced view of his-
tory. There was a dark side, but it
wasn't all dark."

. Kelton's guest appearance con-
cluded the two day Pioneer Heritage
celebration which included demon-
strations Friday on making tamales
and tortillas, butter and soap, wash-
ing on the rubboard and using a "sad
iron". Storytelling at an Indian teepee
and frontier school also brought more
knowledge of their heritage to school
children attending the special event.

Youngsters were given the oppor-
tunity for hands-on experience and
also to view and pet goats, sheep and
horses during Pioneer Heritage Days.

Alice Stultz gave a program on
archeological digs on the Devil's
River.

The Invasion of Ideologies

Whenever the Church fails to provide adequate
teaching and spiritual warmth for its members, those
needs will seek other avenues of fulfillment. Many
religious cults prey on the ignorance and loneliness
of unsuspecting victims. In fact, most cult propagan-
dists are captivated victims themselves. Most of these
individuals had no prior Biblical knowledge before
they were lured by the cults into an unimaginable
nightmare of mechanistic psycho-slavery. These or-
ganizations are easy to fall prey to and almost im-
possible to break free from. Their brainwashing meth-

. ods are practicially ingenious. A common method of
"first" impression is to go door to door with litera-
ture, an air of rightness and an implied scholarship.

I rememember one belonging to a well-known
cult approaching my door presuming that I was uni-
formed and in the process of our discussion refer-
ence was made by that person to the "Greek". I fur-
ther inquired into his scholastic knowledge and dis-
covered that person had no grammatical knowledge

of "Greek" after all.

Had I not been as inquisitive, this individual
would have intentionally let me believe that he was
an efficiently trained scholar. (But then what effi-
ciently trained scholar would be found knocking door
to door propagandizing his/her flavor of religious
ideas?) ;

The majority of people involved in cults were
raised in churches. The problem is that most of them
were never really taught solid Biblical doctrines.
Most couldn't even name the books of the Bible. Then
suddenly they're knocking on your door telling you
how blind and ignorant you are to differ with them.

Mr. Chris Elkins, a former cultist, has made an
educating statement on the issue: "In most cults, a
_majority of members left a mainline, denominational,
church. Perhaps in the church's attempt to explain
why its members are leaving and joining cults, brain-
washing is seen as an easy way out. My contention
is that brainwashing is really not the issue....For Chris-
tians, the main issue with the cults should be
theology....But many of us older Christians are still

babies spiritually. We have not learned to feed our-
selves, much less anyone else (Christian Life, Au-
gust, 1980).

The cults prosper and grow because Christians -
fail to become well informed and to wield a signifi-
cant influence in their community. Cults are very
zealous in recruiting members and their religious
systems rigid and disciplinary. The social effect on
victims of cults are isolation. The psychological ef-
fect is stigmatizing and destructive.

Let us never forget that regardless of the fact
that most members of cults are deceived victims, a
cult is a destructive force in the religious world and
harbors eternal consequences. A cult is a distortion.
A parasitical distortion of Biblical Christianity. They
reject the historic teachings of all churches and re-
define all facts and evidences to apparently support
their erroneous ideolgies. We shall discuss the mat-
ter further in our next installment.

Soil and Water Conservation District
Marks S0th Anniversary

The first step was taken by a group of Crockett County ranchers to form a soil conservation district in
this county in the winter of 1949. A petition signed by 51 ranchers seeking an election to determine the senti-
ment among all landowners was submitted to the State Soil Conservation Board by County Agent William
Bergfeld. The State Board then set a public hearing for January 10, 1950 to further inform the public of the
proposed formation of the soil conservation district. Following the public hearing an election was set for
March 10, 1950. Forty-five people cast votes at the election with 42 in favor and 3 against. A certificate of
organization was issued from the Secretary of State’s office on April 25, 1950 certifying that the Crockett
Soil Conservation District #235 has been duly organized as a governmental subdivision of this State and a
public body corporate and politic.

For the purpose of giving legal status to the district while in the formation stage, two directors were

named by the State Conservation Board. The two directors were Ralph Jones and T. A. Kincaid Jr. The final
steps in the organization of the District was to elect the remaining three members to the Board of Directors
and prepare a program and plan of work. The three men elected to comprise the first board of directors of the
Crockett Soil and Water District were Troy Williams, R. A. Harrell, and L. B. Cox Jr. T. A. Kincaid Jr. was
elected as the first chairman, R. A. Harrell was named vice-chairman and Ralph Jones, secretary.

The District will bring to the landowners and operators the needed technical information and assistance
of State and Federal agencies designed to assist agriculture through a cooperative planning program.

All of the objectives of the District established in 1950 are still in place today. New concepts, methods
and programs for conservation have been developed through the years and are available to the District. One '
important aspect of the District is that all phases of assistance are completely voluntary. The current board of
directors is Earl Acton as chairman, Larry Williams as vice-chairman, Pleas Childress, III as secretary and
members are Paul Perner, III and Jack Baggett, Jr. Past members of the board include Charles E. Davidson,
Jr., Bill Clegg, Dick Henderson, Fred Hagelstein, W. R. Baggett, Jr., Charles E. Davidson, 111, Joe Couch,
Gene Perry, Donald Hoover and Steve Wilkins. Along with the original board of directors, all of these men
have been dedicated to the conservation of our natural resources.

One of the important projects completed by the District was the Watershed Protection and Flood
Prevention Project work on Johnson and Gurley Draws. After a disastrous flood occurred in June of1954,
resulting in the loss of 17 lives, the District and the Crockett County Commissioners Court co-sponsored an
upstream watershed protection project in the area above Ozona. Seven dams were constructed along with two
miles of channel improvement through town. The sponsors have the responsibility for the operations and
maintenance of all works of improvement on the watershed. These dams have prevented several minor floods
and are designed to prevent the occurrence of a flood such as the one in 1954.

bee quarantine

The discovery of Africanized
honey bees in Concho, Cottle and
Robertson counties has added those
areas to the state's list of counties un-
der the state bee quarantine. Also new
on the list is Coleman County, which
is surrounded by counties which have
the bees.

This quarantine restricts the
movement of commercial bee opera-
tions in 127 Texas counties. Beekeep-
ers may move hives within but not out
of the zone. 5

With the coming of fall and
cooler weather, bees are on the move.
Africanized bees look like regular
honeybees but are more defensive in
protecting their hives.

Qualifying for

supplemental
security income

Did you know, that you can
qualify for Supplemental Security In-
come (SSI) even if you have other in-
come? Likewise, if you are currently
receiving SSI benefits you canreceive
other income as well. How your ben-
efits are affected depends on the type
and amount of the additional income.

For SSI purposes, we look at your
monthly income. For unearned in-
come (like Social Security, unemploy-
ment, worker's compensation or insur-
ance payments), we do not count the

first $20.00 you receive each month.

So, if you get a check for $200.00,
only $180.00 would be counted as in-
come for SSI purposes. After the ex-
clusion, the remaining money counts
dollar-for-dollar against your SSI
money. So in this example, $180.00
is deducted from the base amount of
vour SSl:check! Lebiot T Bl

If your only other income besrdes
SSI is earned income (c.g., wages or
self-employment) and there is no un-
earned income, we do not count the
first $20.00 of your earned income. In
addition, we exclude an additional
$65.00 per month of earned income.
Then we deduct one-half of the re-
mainder. This means that your total
exclusion for earned income would
be $85.00 plus one-half of the remain-
der per month. i

If you earned $200.00 from work
in one month, only $57.50 would be
counted as income. Thus, even though
you worked and earned $200.00, your
SSI base amount would only be re-
duced by $57.50.

It is important to remember that
we use your gross income, not your
net, to compute the monthly amounts.

" Also, there are some kinds of income

tat we do not count, such as food
stamps, food from churches and soup
kitchens and shelter you receive from
most private, non-profit organizations.

We also exclude most home energy’

assistance.

If you are over 65, or blind or dis-
abled and want to apply for SSI but
are not sure whether or not you

- qualify, the best way to find out is to

contact Social Security.

The Spanish American War is over -
let’s stop paying for it!

Last week, the United States Senate did a smart thing -- they agreed to
stop paying for the Spanish American War. After over 100 years, they ap-
proved legislation to repeal the telephone excise tax. The Senate's action
followed a similar vote in the House of Representatives.

But
today, with over 116 million telephones in our country, it has become a back-
ward tax on a modern necessity. i

The telephone excise tax out-served its purpose a century ago Unfortu-~
nately, because Washington bureaucrats couldn't resist holding on to the rev-
enue, the tax became almost impossible to abolish. The real irony of this tax
is that it disproportionately falls on the backs of the people who can least?
afford it: low income American families, students, and seaior citizens on fixed”
incomes who depend on a telephone as a lifeline, to the outside word. The
telephone excise tax is one more example of an antiquated, unfair and counter-;
productive government policy. It again shows that some people just hate to:
cut taxes -- even temporary ones!

The House of Representatives voted this summer to repeal the telephone
excise tax, and now the Senate has approved similar legislation. If President:
Clinton chooses to sign this legislation and repeal this tax, families and small,
business will see an immediate reduction in expenses. The amount you keep:
may not be huge, but it will add up over time. More 1mpo'tantly, eliminating®
this tax is simply the right thing to do. ) 2

We are riding an unprecedented economic boom and it is only fair that,
hard-working Americans stop paying for a war that has been paid for thou-
sands of times over. Cutting this tax is a sign to Americans everywhere that
we are willing and able to address the excessive tax burden that has been
unfairly placed on the back of America's middle class. Texans do not want a
relic of the 19th Century to follow us into the 21st Century. I urge President
Clinton to help disconnect Big Government from our everyday lives and re-
peal the outdated telephone excise tax.
