Chamber discusses proposed visitors’ center in town meeting

Economic impact to the commu-
nity resulting from a visitors' center
is estimated at $1,155,000.00 per year
says Shanon Biggerstaff, executive di-
rector of Ozona Chamber of Com-
merce. The dollar amount is based on
70,000 visitors annually. These statis-
tics were quoted March 29 at a town
meeting to present the proposed visi-
tors' center.

Ms. Biggerstaff estimated
$17,640.00 revenues from motel oc-
cupancy tax, $350,000.00 from food
sales, $315,000.00 in fuel sales and
$49,000.00 in miscellaneous retail
sales.

The chamber is proposing con-
struction of the visitor's center, which
would include chamber offices, on
county-owned land at the southeast
intersection of I-10 and Hwy. 163.
Estimated cost of the project is
$888,000.00.

If accepted, anomination by the
chamber to a statewide transportation
enhancement program through the
Texas Department of Transportation
would result in payment of 80% of the
allowable cost of the project. The fair
market value of public land could be
used as the local funding match or in-
kind donation. . ;

Appraisal of the property by SK
Engineering last month showed the
market value of the land at
$356,500.00, Ms. Biggerstaff said. -

Laurie Hale, chairman of the
chamber board, emphasized that the
county would not be asked to fund
salaries, electricity or operation of the
center. These expenses would be paid
for with motel occupancy tax dollars
allocated to the chamber and through
savings realized from not paying
building lease. Mrs. Hale said the
chamber will ask the county for out-
side maintenance and cleaning.

During this
period, Pablo was asked to work 12
hour shifts and sometimes double
shifts. He not only worked as a jailer
and 911 telecommunicator, but he had
to perform the duties as a field trainer
for some of the new. telecommunica-
tors. During all of this, he performed
his duties in a very professional man-
ner and without complaints," said
Sheriff Fenton.

"Pablo is a very conscientious
individual and makes every effort to
ensure each individual receives the
proper attention when a call is re-

ceived. He displays empathy and con-
cern for all individuals that contact our
agency for assistance. When a call is
received that could be classified as a
crank call or a mis-dial, Pablo will use
every means possible to ensure that
the call is not an actual emergency.

"Even though we are not point-
ing at a specific incident in our rec-
ommendation," Sheniff Fenton said,
"Pablo's daily attention to his duties
and his conscientious attitude are the
main reasons this recommendation
has been made. His empathy and con-

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Trucking and trading

America is buzzing with talk about the projected national surplus. Many say we
should return it to the American workers in the form of a tax cut. Others claim we
should keep it in Washington for future spending. I'd like to talk today about a differ-
ent kind of surplus. This surplus is massive. It can be counted with our own eyes and
is growing every day. The surplus I'm talking about is the United States used truck
surplus. Perhaps it is not as glamourous as the budget surplus, but it is still a pressing
issue for our nation's trucking industry.

The average United States truck is driven for approximately five years before it
is forced to retire. The good news is that this age limit keeps our trucking safety stan-
dards at a premium. The bad news is that once a truck is retired, there is little that can
be done with it - short of using it for spare parts and scrap metal. This creates a large
surplus of used trucks.

Things operate differently on the other side of the border. When you look to our
friends in Mexico, you see that they have limited restrictions on their trucking indus-
try. Mexican trucks are driven for as many as 15 years before they reach retirement.
That 10 year gap between U.S. and Mexican trucks creates a staggering amount of
safety problems. Many of the trucks are burdened with flat tires, broken windshields
and exhaust problems. These problems create safety issues for the driver, the truck
cargo, highway infrastructure and the other drivers on the road.

Thousands of these Mexican trucks cross the U.S. border on a daily basis. And a
recent decision by a NAFTA arbitration panel will likely lead to increased cross bor-
der truck traffic. The arbitration panel ruled that the United States has been in viola-
tion of the free trade agreement's cross border trucking provisions for failing to allow
Mexican trucks to enter the United States. President Bush agreed with the ruling and
has promised to open the U.S. borders to Mexican trucks. However, President Bush
has insisted that Mexican trucks meet safety standards before entering the United
States. These safety standards will protect our roads, our environment and most im-
portantly, our drivers and passengers.

The safety standards are a necessity for our country, and may present a problem
for Mexico. Many of their trucks would not currently pass safety regulations and
would be restricted from entering our country. This is bad news for both sides of the
border. The free trade agreement was put in place to stimulate trade and help the
economy. Without trucks to carry the goods, a major component of the plan is miss-
ing.

There is a solution. There is a way that both countries can come together and
solve both problems. The United States has a huge surplus of used trucks and Mexico
would benefit from safer U.S. trucks that meet safety standards. Selling U.S. used
trucks to Mexico creates the optimum solution. Unfortunately, a 1990 Mexican auto
decree prohibits the sale of used United States trucks to Mexico. NAFTA gradually
eases this ban beginning in 2008. However, according to the timetable, the average
five-year old equipment in the United States could not be sold in the Mexican market
until 2015.

We can not wait fourteen years. Truck surpluses, safety concerns and air pollu-
tion are problems today and must be dealt with in a timely manner. A negotiation of
the cross-border trucking dispute presents an excellent opportunity to address both
issues. By opening the Mexican market to used U.S. trucks, Mexico would have
access to newer, safer and better maintained trucks without having to pay the premium
price of brand-new equipment. And by the same token, the United States would have
an outlet for selling the thousands of used trucks currently sitting on lots all across our
nation.

This is a win-win solution for both countries. Great economical and social ad-
vances will stem from the free-trade agreement. It is up to our two countries to work
together and make these benefits a reality.

19:9). When we enjoy the reality, life with God in eternity, we no longer need the picture.

Scleroderma is a disease of the vas-
cular and immune system, as well as
a disorder of the connective tissue.
While the word literally means "hard
skin", the disease can present many
different symptoms making diagnosis
very difficult.

with Scleroderma and are unable to
satisfy the "need to know" held by
their patients. This has led patients to
hide their Scleroderma rather than try
to explain their baffling disease to
friends and relatives. Scleroderma
usually manifests itself first in the
hands with the skin becoming hard
and tight, but any organ of the body
may be affected.

Localized manifests itself
mainly in the skin or bone and muscle,
while systemic can involve the entire
body system Treatment is limited to
supportive drugs and physical thera-
peutic measures which can contribute
to improving the function and com-
fort of the patient.

While seemingly "rare",
Scleroderma is more prevalent than
muscular dystrophy. There are more
than 300,000 people suffering with
this multi-faceted disease. Because of
the Scleroderma Foundation, patients
themselves are able to spread the
word. Those who were once timid
when asked about their illness, now
have the courage to discuss their con-
dition.

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State history museum opens April 21

In 1996, former Texas Lieuten-
ant Governor Bob Bullock shared his
dream for a state history museum to
be built in Austin, in the capital city
of Texas. On April 21,2001, the 165th
anniversary of the battle of San
Jacinto, his dream will become a re-
ality. The Bob Bullock Texas State
History Museum, located in down-
town Austin in the Capitol Complex,
tells "The Story of Texas" through
exhibits, object theaters, films and in-
teractive computer displays.

The Bob Bullock Texas State His-
tory Museum has three floors of en-
gaging, state-of -the-art exhibits and 17
different media and interactive expe-
riences that trace Texas history from
before European exploration to recent
time. A temporary exhibit gallery on
the first floor also features short-term
exhibits on topics and themes related
to Texas and its history. The museum
boasts Austin's only IMAX Theatre
with 2-D and 3-D capabilities, as well
as a multimedia special effects Texas
Spirit Theater - the only one of its kind
in Texas.

Start-
ing in the 1820s, exhibits and
interactives recount the people and
events leading up to the Texas revo-
lution through the Texas Centennial
in 1936.

The third floor of the museum
focuses on the theme "Creating Op-
portunity". Exhibits trace the history
of ranching, opportunities on the land,
how oil changed Texas, Texas in the
Nation and new frontiers in space,
medicine and technology.

The museum also features a 60-
foot digital Texas Timeline. Individual
computer monitors connected to the
timeline allow visitors to explore dif-
ferent subjects of interest in Texas his-
tory.:

USDA continues vigilance
against foot-and-mouth disease

WASHINGTON, March 28,
2001 - Agriculture Secretary Ann M.
Veneman today said the USDA will
continue to be vigilant in its efforts to
prevent foot-and-mouth disease

(FMD) from entering the United

States, including intensified scrutiny
and inspections at ports of entry and a
temporary import prohibition of
swine, ruminants and products that
could potentially carry the virus from
the European Union and other coun-
tries that have confirmed cases of this
animal disease.

In a get-acquainted meeting, Eu-
ropean Union Commissioner David
Byrne and Secretary Veneman dis-
cussed many issues of interest includ-
ing trade, biotechnology and the cur-
rent FMD situation. "We had a very
productive and cordial meeting to-
day," said Secretary Veneman. "We
discussed a wide range of issues im-
portant to our countries and we look
forward to working together and con-
tinuing to strengthen relationships."

Among other important issues,
they discussed the current FMD situ-
ation in Europe and the current U.S.
temporary prohibition of certain prod-
ucts from the European Union. The
Secretary gave no indication of a
regionalization or lifting of the tem-
porary restrictions at this time.

"This is a very difficult situation,

and we certainly recognize the exten-
sive efforts that the EU and the mem-.,

ber states are taking to control the cur-
rent outbreak," said Veneman. "We
will continue reviewing our policies
but remain concerned about the spread
of FMD within the EU and the risk of
introduction into the United States.
Given the current situation, we are not
prepared to lift any restrictions at this
time."

The United States continues to
safeguard American agriculture from
FMD and all other foreign animal dis-
eases. Since the outbreak of the dis-

ease in parts of Europe and other coun-,

tries, USDA has strengthened its pro-
tections, which include:

1. Establishing an emergency
operations center to coordinate com-
munications, answer technical ques-
tions, and provide consumer/traveler
information about FMD and other re-
lated issues. Toll-free numbérs in-
clude: Technical questions - 1-800-
601-9327; Consumer/Traveler
Hotline: 1-865-SAFEGUARD.

2. Heightened alert and increased
inspections at ports of entry, borders,
and airports to ensure passengers, lug-
gage and cargo are checked as appro-
priate. This includes redirecting 150
inspectors to critical ports of entry and
plans are underway to double the num-
ber of dog teams at airports to check
incoming flights and passengers.
USDA currently has nearly 2,000 in-
spection personnel assigned to these
facilities and ports of entry.

3. Heightened alert and increased
coordination of programs in states
across the country. USDA has more
than 450 veterinary officials through-
out the country that partner with state
and local agriculture officials to en-

sure appropriate protections are in
place to prevent the entry and poten-
tially detect FMD in the United States.
USDA has been coordinating and
meeting regularly with appropriate
federal, state, industry and university
officials since the recent FMD cases
were discovered. These groups in-
clude regional USDA officials, Cus-
toms, Defense, state agriculture and
veterinary officials, university experts,
and airline/travel industry representa-
tives.

4. Prohibiting travelers from Eu-
rope and other FMD countries from
carrying into the United States any
agriculture products, particularly ani-
mal products, that could spread FMD,
Violations could result in penalties of
up to $1,000.00. Passengers are re-
quired to identify any visits to farms
or rural areas to Customs and USDA
officials. All travelers/baggage are
subject to inspection by USDA/Cus-
toms officials and dog teams and dis-
infection of footwear/clothing may be
required for some travelers.

5. Dispatching teams of experts,
including 40 Federal, State and uni-
versity veterinarians, to the United
Kingdom to assist in surveillance and
eradication of FMD.

6. Heightened ‘awareness and
monitoring the FMD situation world-
wide to ensure proper protections are
in place in other countries that have
confirmed cases of the animal disease.

7. Implementing a renewed pub-
lic education campaign for travelers
that includes additional signage/infor-
mation in airports, public service an-
nouncements, information hotlines
and an extensive website with public
information about this important issue
and steps that can be taken to prevent
FMD and other exotic diseases and
pests from entering the United States.

USDA continues to review its
current APHIS programs and staffing
to ensure appropriate resources are
available to prevent the entry of FMD
into the United States, both short and
longterm. USDA continues to review
emergency operations plans to ensure
appropriate response mechanisms are
in place (federal/state) to act quickly
if FMD were ever to enter the Untied
States. This includes continuing on-
going research, including possible
vaccination methods, increased sur-
veillance and regulatory controls.

While FMD does not pose a
health risk to humans, it is highly con-
tagious to livestock and could cost
billions in containment and eradica-
tion if detected in the Untied States.

FMD is a highly contagious and
economically devastating disease of
ruminants and swine. The United
States has been free of FMD since
1929. FMD is one of the animal dis-
eases that livestock owners dread most
because it spreads widely and rapidly
and because it has grave economic
consequences.
