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School district receives academically
recognized rating from T.E.A.

During their regular monthly
meeting that was held on Tuesday,

Sept. 18, members of the Ozona -

School Board were presented with a
report prepared by the Texas educa-
tion Agency on the local school dis-
trict and campus accountability ac-
creditation ratings. The report notified
the school district that it had achieved
an "Academically Recogmzed" rating
from T.E A. for the fifth year in arow.
To attain "Academically Recog-
nized" status, Texas Assessment of
Academic Skills (TAAS) results in
grades 3-8 and 10 in the 2000-01
school year have to show that at least
80% of the district's students and stu-
dent subgroups (African American,
Hispanic, White and Economically
Disadvantaged) passed each subject
area (reading, writing and mathemat-
ics) on the 2001 TAAS. Texas Educa-
tion Agency data also has to show that
the school district had a 1999-00
school year student dropout rate of
3.0% or less, and a 1999-00 school
year attendance rate of at least 94%.
~ Districtwide, 93.2% of the
district's students in grades 3-8 and 10
passed TAAS reading. Among the stu-
dent analysis subgroups in reading,
90.7% of the district's Hispanic stu-
dents passed, 97.3% of the district's
white students passed, and 89.1% of
the district's economically disadvan-
taged students passed the reading por-
tion of the state test.

© 96.4% of the district's students
passed TAAS mathematics. Among
the student analysis subgroups in
mathematics, 95.5% of the district's
Hispanic students passed, 98.0% of
the district's white students passed and
95.0% of the district's economically
disadvantaged students passed the
state mathematics exam.

89.1% of the district's students
passed TAAS writing that is given in
grades 4, 8, and 10. Among the stu-
dent analysis subgroups, 83.3% of the
district's Hispanic students passed.
98.4% of the district's white students
passed, and 86.3 % of the district's eco-
nomically disadvantaged students
passed the writing portion of the test.

The school district had a 1999-
2000 student attendance rate of 96.9%
and a 1999-2000 school year dropout
rateof 0%.

Under the same criteria for dis-
trict and school campuses, all of the
district's four campuses received the
"Academically Recognized" award
from the Texas Education Agency.

For the fourth year in a row,
Ozona 'Middle School narrowly
missed capturing T.E.A.'s highest
award, "Academically Exemplary" as
aresult of two student subgroups (His-
panic students passing writing - 83.8%
and economically disadvantaged stu-
deats passing writing - 85.2%) being
below the 90% criteria required for
this award. For the "Academically
Exemplary" acknowledgment, a dis-
trict or campus has to have at least
90% passing each subject area - all
students and each student subgroup -
onTAAS, adropoutrate of 1% or less,
and an attendance rate of at least 94%.

emplary" by only two student sub-
groups.

- Ozona Intermediate School and
Ozona Primary School, which is
paired with Ozona Intermediate
School for the purpose of accountabil-
ity, also received the "Academically
Recognized" as a result of all students
and each student subgroup being
above the 80% passing criteria for rec-
ognition.

While the school district has at-
tained "Academically Recognized"
for five years in a row, this marks the
first year that all four campuses have
attained "Academically Recognized"
status in the same year.

During the meeting the board ap-
proved the Crockett County Consoli-

dated Common School District 2000-

01 School Year Annual Report and the
2001-02 School Year Improvement
Plan as presented by Superintendent
of Schools Larry Taylor. The report is
divided into six parts: "A Declaration
of Beliefs and Visions", "Guidelines
for Educational Excellence",
"Crockett County CCSD Priorities
and Goals for 1994-2003", "Crockett
County CCSD Long-Range Goals",
"Crockett County CCSD 2000-01
Annual Report", and "Board and Su-
perintendent Goals for the 2001-02
School Year". The Report and Im-
provement Plan is available for pub-
lic inspection at the district's four cam-
puses as well as at the school district's
administration building.

The trustees approved a
$34.350.00 bid from Dobbins Roof-
ing and Construction Company in San
Angelo for installing new gabled
metal roofs for five school-owned
teacher houses and four teacher apart-
ments, a $23,073.00 bid from Marks
Heating and Air Conditioning in San
Angelo for central heating and air-
conditioning of the houses and apart-
ments, and a $14,440.12 bid from City
Lumber and Wholesale in San Angelo
for supplies and materials for the
houses and apartments. Due to the low
number of bids received for resurfac-
ing of the district tennis courts at Lion
Stadium,, the board approved the re-
bidding of this project and will con-
sider the bids in its October regular
meeting.

The board approved by resolution
the redrawing of the seven trustee dis-
trict boundaries based on the 2000
Census and terms of office for each
trustee following redistricting, and it
also approved a list of organizations
that have agreed to comply with the
requirements of the state's "no pass -
no play" rule. Eligible students can
receive excused absences for activi-
ties sponsored by these organizations.

In a related item, the board ap-

proved adjunct faculty status for

Crockett County Extension Agents
Roy Walston and Kayla Osbourn. By
approving Mr. Walston and Ms.
Osbourn as adjunct staff members, the
students who participate in any 4-H
activity that they are supervising can
be counted present at school for the

purpose of school funding and atten-

dance.

The members also approved an

interlocal governmental property tax
collection contract between the school.
district and the Crockett County Ap-
praisal District, and they approved the
employment of Mrs. Jodi Darr as spe-
cial education teacher at Ozona Inter-

mediate School. Mrs. Darr, who pre-

viously taught in Colorado City ISD,
has 11 years of teaching experience
and takes the place of Mrs. Bobbie
Renfroe, who recently resigned.

The meeting was adjourned fol-
lowing the approval of the calendar
for the annual evaluation of the super—

intendent for the 2001-02 school year,
the approval of the calendar for the

board's self-appraisal for the 200 02
school year, and the approval of the
date and time for the board's O¢tober
meeting, which will be on Oct 16 at
7:00 p.m. A

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Crockett County Commissioners
approve insurance proposals

Commissioners approved several
agenda items relating to insurance at
a called meeting Sept. 24. Present
were Commissioners Rudy Martinez,
Freddie Nicks and Pleas Childress.
Martinez conducted the meeting in the
absence of Judge Johnny Jones.

By unanimous votes, the three
commissioners accepted a Texas As-
sociation of Counties proposal for
workers' comp, authorized Judge
Jones to sign an interlocal agreement
with TAC for participation in the
workers' comp pool, accepted the
TAC proposal for public officials’ li-
ability, accepted the TAC proposal for
law enforcement liabilty and autho-
rized Judge Jones to sign an interlocal
agreement with TAC for participation
in the risk management pool.

Auditor John Stokes said he was
notified last Friday that TAC is unable
to offer property coverage for build-
ings and vehicles at this time because
their carrier was located at the World
Trade Center. Commissioners voted to
table action on general liability insur-
ance, a crime policy, vehicle liability
and buildings and contents insurance.
They will meet at noon on Friday to
review proposals from another source.

In a non-insurance related item,
commissioners voted to authorize
Judge Jones to sign on a Boy Scout
royalty income account. Approxi-
mately $2,000.00 has been found in a
Scout account. This money is ex-
pected to be used for materials to be
used for repalr to the Scout Hut.

Rent subsidy program changes

The San Angelo Public Housing
Authority (PHA) is taking over ad-
ministration of the Section 8 Rent
Subsidy Program from Crockett
County effective Oct. 1, 2001. This
change results from a mutual agree-
ment between Crockett County and
the San Angelo PHA. The agreement
was facilitated by the Department of
Housing and Urban Development in
Fort Worth.

Crockett County has operated a
small Section 8 Rent Subsidy Program
for 11 families. Although this program
is small, Crockett County's Section 8
program has had to comply with nu-
merous new HUD regulations. Recent
HUD regulations have made it very
difficult for small PHAs like Crockett
County to administer the Section 8
Rent Subsidy Program. Crockett
County has one person, Jane Hill-
McDaniel, to administer and comply
with HUD's burdensome regulations.
Based on limited administrative fees,
small PHA's like Crockett County can
often only afford to pay a part-time
sa'ary to someone who has to work
40 hours a week to keep up with all
the new HUD requirements.

HUD regulations resulting from
Congress' Quality Housing and Work
Responsibility Act have required
small PHAs to comply with comput-
erized online submission of numerous
HUD required documents, not to men-
tion regulation changes that require
numerous hours of staff time. HUD's
requirement for each PHA to submit
an annual and five year plan, which is
a very large and detailed document,
is also very time consuming. These are
just a few of the reasons Crockett
County is allowing the San Angelo
PHA to administer their Section 8
Rent Subsidy Program.

The San Angelo PHA currently
operates a public housing program for
174 families, an affordable housing
program for 202 families, and a Sec-
tion 8 Rent Subsidy Program for 743
families. Having operated a Section 8
Program in the City of San Angelo
since 1976, and by having a larger
administrative staff, the San Angelo
PHA will be able to incorporate the
operation of Crockett County's Sec-
tion 8 Program with little difficulty.

The Section 8 Program is a pro-
gram designed to assist very low in-

come families with their rent. Fami-

lies pay no more than 40 percent of
their income toward rent, and the
PHA, with funds from the Department
of Housing and Urban Development,
subsidize the remainder of the rent.
HUD determines "fair market rents"
for all cities and counties that partici-
pate in the Section 8 Rent Subsidy
Program. The Section 8 program is a

' very good program designed to help

families improve their economic con-
dition and then be able to get off the
Section 8 Program.

Crockett County landlords will be
contacted in the very near future in-
forming the of this new change. There
should be no problems encountered
with the change of Section 8 program
administrators. County families that
currently do not receive rental assis-
tance but feel they qualify can com-
plete applications at the Senior Citi-
zens' Center located at 1 Hwy. 163
North.

Crockett County was providing
rent subsidy assistance to 11 families.
A very big benefit that will result from
the San Angelo PHA's administration
of the Section 8 program is that many
more vouchers will be made available
to very low income Crockett County
families. The only limitation will be

-the availability of rental housing. Each
‘unit (apartment, house, duplex, mo-

bile home or modular home) that a
family may wish to live in under the
Section 8 program must pass HUD
standards. The housing quality stan-
dards are not very stringent. Basically,
the unit must have hot and cold wa-
ter, the roof must not leak, there must
be no electrical problems, no broken
windows, windows must have locks
and screens, front and back doors must
have peep holes (state law), front and
back doors must have keyless
deadbolt locks (state law), no chipping
and peeling paint, and plumbing must
not leak.

Rental units outside Ozona can
qualify for assistance. Families that
live in Sonora or Big Lake could also
qualify for rent subsidy if the family
finds a rental unit that passes housing
quality standards and the landlord
wishes to participate in the program.
The major eligibility criteria is in-
come. In Crockett County one person
can qualify for assistance if their in-
come does not exceed $12,550.00 a
year; two. person maximum income
limit is $14,300.00; three person maxi-
mum income limitis $16,100.00; and
a four person family's income can not
exceed $17,900.00. Income limits for
larger families can be obtained at the
Senior Citizens Center in Ozona. The
income limits for Big Lake and
Reagan County are the same. The in-
come limits for Sonora and Sutton
County are higher. Families that work
in Sonora or Big Lake and who find a
unit that passes housing quality stan-
dards in Ozona, or vice versa, can also
receive assistance if they are wnlhng
to commute.

The San Angelo Public Housing
Authority will do all it can to assist as
many families as possible in Ozona,
Sonora, and Big Lake. The only limi-
tation will be the availability of hous-
ing that meets HUD housing quality
standards. The San Angelo Housing
Authority will also look at the possi-
bility of increasing the rental pay--
ments if such can be justified. Persons

SEPTEMBER 11, 2001: FOREVER ON MY MIND

Tuesday, September 11, 2001 is a day that will forever live in the minds
of Americans.

Who doesn't remember hearing the news" Like any defining moment in
our natlop s history, we remember where we were, what we were doing, and
who we were with. I was at my D.C. apartment, watching the morning news.
I was actually on my way to the Capitol for a defense hearing. It seemed like
a normal enough day. How were we to know what events lay ahead.

Everything changed at 9:00 a.m. I will never forget hearing the news. I
will never forget watching the images play across my television on that fate-
ful morning. I will never forget learning that one - then two - hijacked planes

_ had crashed into the World Trade Center towers. And then the unthinkable. A

third plane had destroyed a portion of the Pentagon. It seemed surreal. It
seemed like a horrible, terrible movie playing out in real-life.

The remainder of my day seemed to speed past me. I remember making
urgent phone calls to my wife Deborah, and my children Alicia and Austin. I
remember talking to staff and learning that a fourth plane had gone down in
Pennsylvania. I also remember talking to several members of the media,
doing my best to give them information, even as a whirl-wind of news and
events swirled throughout our nation.

By the time I met my colleagues on the steps of the U.S. Capitol that
evening, it felt like only minutes had passed since the attacks. But so much
had changed. We would never again take for granted a flight from one desti-
nation to another. We would never again devalue the work of our nation's
firefighters and police officers. We would never again glance casually at the
New York city skyline. Our nation had forever changed.

Like many of you, I had no idea what to expect of the days following the
attack. I found myself with many tough questions. How long would we mourn?
How would we respond to the death toll? How on earth would we move
forward?

But as quickly as these questions came to mind, I seemed to find the
answers. They weren't written in any legislation, nor were they found in any
research manual on terrorist attacks. I found my answers in the simple, every
day lives of America's citizens. f

Mothers and fathers comforting their children. Friends and neighbors
donating blood. Sisters and brothers volunteering their experience, money
and time. And of course, the hundreds of firefighters, police officers, federal
workers and military personnel who have literally given their lives for this
amazing cause. I have been moved daily by the amazing response seen in our
heartland.

Yes, my friends, America has forever changed. But we have changed for
the better. We have united in every way possible. We have sent a message -
larger than anything imaginable - that we WILL NOT be torn apart by this
tragedy. We will stand together and fight the evil forces that wrecked havoc
on our home.

For the remainder of my life, whenever asked of the date September, 11,
2001, I will answer with a glimmer in my eye. I will turn to my inquisitor and
tell them that September, 11, 2001 was the day that America united. It was

. the day we came together. It was the day we fought back.

God bless each and every one of you. And God bless America!

Don’t ever dial area code 809

Sheriff Shane Fenton has re-
ceived information in reference to a
new phone scam using the area code
809.

This is a very important issue
because it is to alert you to a scam that
is spreading extremely quickly and
can cost you $2,400.00 or more and
is difficult to avoid unless you are
aware of it. It has been identified by
the National Fraud Information Cen-
ter. J :

Here is how it works. You will
receive a message on your answering
machine or pager, which asks you to
call a number beginning with the area
code 809. The reason you are asked
to call varies. It can be to receive in-
formation about a family member who
has been ill, to tell you someone has
been arrested, died, to let you know
that you have won a wonderful prize,
etc. In each case, you are told to call
the 809 number right away.

“Since there are so many new area
codes these days, people unknowingly
return these calls. If you call from a
phone in the United States, you will
apparently be charged $2,425.00 per

minute. Or you will get a long re-
corded message.

Why it works: The 809 area code
is located in the British Virgin Islands
(the Bahamas). The 809 area code can
be used as a "pay-per-call" number,
similar to 900 numbers in the U.S.
Since 809 is not in the U.S,, it is not
covered by U.S. regulations of 900
numbers, which require that you be
notified and warned of charges and
rates involved when you call "pay-per-
call" numbers.

The Texas Travel Summit, hosted by
the Texas Travel Industry Association
(TTIA), was held in Austin, September 9-
12, 2001. Each September, more than 500
delegates attend this four-day event that
offers many educational sessions, round
table discussions and a trade show. Tour-
ism industry experts share their wealth of
knowledge about a vast array of tourism
topics, including tourism trends, market-
ing and promotion, new products and ser-
vices and government affairs. The TTIA
Travel Summit is held in cooperation with

various Texas state tourism organizations..

Members of the association have formed a
tourism partnership that is representative
of airlines, hotels, attractions, chambers of
commerce, convention and visitor bureaus,
marketing companies, tour operators, travel
agents, a wide variety of newspapers and
publications, museums, landowners, state
parks and theme parks and theatres from
across the state of Texas.

The Summit began Monday morning
with a welcome from our First Lady of
Texas, Anita Perry.

The opening cer-
emonies and greetings got the summit off
to a great start! We then received a kickoff
presentation from Lynn Denton from the
Bob Bullock State History Museum and
Bob Rogers. Bob is with BRC Imagination
Arts—oplanners, creators and producers of
highly original, content-based presentations
for museums, visitor centers, expopavilions
and theme parks around the globe. BRC

has been honored with over 250 irterna-

tional awards for creative excellence. The
presentation was fabulous and the message
was clear, content-based themed entertain-
ment”. The,gharacteristics jof, the, traveler
have changed along with their expectations.
Museums, theme parks or any attraction
presenting information or history must be
willing to get into the entertainment busi-
ness! Presentation is truly everything as il-
lustrated in a video of the Bob Bullock State
History Museum shown to summit del-
egates. The museum shares Texas history
with its viewers in virtual reality fashion!

The mu-
seum is host to 3,000 visitors a day and is
collecting $1,000,000 in revenues per
month. Bob encouraged the group to go
back to our respective communities and
evaluate how we are presenting informa-
tion to the traveler and to keep in mind that
regardless of geography, we are compet-
ing with theme parks and museums who
have discovered that the 2lst century trav-
eler wants you to educate them about your
product in an entertaining fashion.

We then moved into the TTIA Annual

An annual summit highlight, we all
look forward to being the first viewers of
the Texas ads scheduled for the following
year. Tuesday morning began as a celebra-
tion of tourism! I was in my hotel room,
preparing to go downstairs and looking
forward to more networking with my tour-
ism family. Having attended this confer-
ence for many years, I have come to ad-
mire many of my fellow delegates and en-
joy sharing experiences with the newcom-
ers. It was at that moment the newsbreak
appeared on CNN. The first World Trade
Center tower had been struck. Like most,
my first impression was this was an acci-
dent. When the second plane struck it was
clear to me we were under attack. I rushed
to the elevator, as did many others. On our
way down we overlooked the atrium. The
hotel staff had already placed televisions
throughout the lobby and a large crowd had
gathered. The morning conference sessions
had been cancelled and the tone had dra-
matically changed.

The Pentagon had been struck and
now people filled the entire first floor lobby.
Men in their business suits and ladies in
their dresses were huddled together on the
floor around the televisions. Tables became
chairs and people systematically aligned
themselves so those standing behind could
see. The second world trade center tower
came down and the sound of the shocked
crowd echoed throughout the hotel. Stand-
ing next to me was a woman I did not know.
She lifted her hand to cover her mouth and
gasped for air. I wrapped my arm around
her shoulder and together we stood, tears
streaming down our faces unable to com-
prehend the pictures we were seeing. We
never spoke to one another. No one spoke.
Words escaped us all. We simply held each
other and gazed at one another in shear
horror, confusion and deep sadness. This

gency felt by all to just get home.

. Eleven days have passed and the
world seems a different place. I started out
looking for someore to blame. I was an-
gered that our nation, our own government
had become so complacent. We had been
aware of the dangers of terrorism, so what
happened? How many times must we put
ourselves in this position before we realize
we cannot let our guard down? I know we
have all experienced a roller coaster of
emotions, particularly with all of the infor-
mation we have consumed, and for me
those emotions have evolved since Septem-
ber 11th.

It seems hard to imagine now, but
tourism will, in fact, aid in the recovery of
New York and Washington. Already, these
communities are seeing travelers! There
will be a day that people will travel from
around the world to get as close as pos-
sible to the sites that on September 11th,
2001, became history in books of future
generations. It will take workers to rebuild.
Those workers will need homes and ser-
vices. Travelers will lodge in motels, eat in
restaurants, purchase gas and airline tick-
ets. The Big Apple and Washington will
prevail! Currently, the larger cities are feel-
ing a negative impact of this disaster. How-
ever, smaller rural communities are seeing
more travelers on the road starting to get
back to their normal routines. Transporta-
tion sources such as bus lines and rental
car agencies are seeing an increase in their
business from people who have not quite
returned to the “norm”.

Speaking of the “norm”! Are things
normal? For me, it will take some time to
have that carefree attitude I did eleven days
ago. I will be on guard. However, I cannot
express properly the pride I feel in my
country and the way that Americans have
responded to this tragedy. I shed tears of
relief having heard of the unity formed be-
tween nations. [ am proud of the way that
our leaders have responded. Yes, I am an-
gry and hurt, but' I will support our con-
gress and hope they always remember as
an American, my life is in their hands. I
will live by the principles on which this
country was founded and I will move for-
ward. Each morning as [ raise the flag, I
see visions of the towers falling, planes
crashing, fire and tireless rescuers. In honor
of those that lost their lives, these visions
and the spirit of America will inspire me to
work harder. I will from this day forward
strive to live life to its fullest remembering
how easily it can be destroyed and how pre-
cious the gift. Eleven days ago I was cel-
ebrating tourism; today, I will still celebrate
tourism.

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Rabbit exhibitors compete in Odessa

Sept. 15 was a busy day for many
of the members of the Crockett
County 4-H Rabbit Club. A total of
35 people from Ozona traveled to
Odessa to compete in the open sanc-
tioned show sponsored by the Permian
Basin Fair and Exposition and the
Poor Boy Rabbit Club. A total of 68
exhibitors from 18 towns exhibited a
total of 423 rabbits this year.

Attending from Ozona were:
Weldon and Barbara Nicks with Derek
and Mathew DeWolfe, Dan and Cindy
Harrison with Casey Nicks and Sarah,
Scott and Nicole Kelley with Ross and
Corey, Nat and Amparo Hernandez
with Diane and Natalie, and Dana
Moran, Rick Bird and Bobbie Bird
with Kara and Jared, James Odie and
Luanna Haire with Kelsey, Marvin

- and Mary Jo Clark with Frankie Skin-

The DeWolfe boys showed a to-
tal of 17 mini rexes in the colors of
black, opal, castor and broken. They
received six first places, four second
places, two third places and three
fourth places with the remaining rab-
bits coming in fifth place.

The mini rex breed was one of the
largest breeds shown, and the compe-
tition was indeed tough to even place.
