Low volume, low prices at wool sales
Wool sales at local warehouses 

brought low prices last week, accord­
ing to thdr managers.

AtOzxxia Wool and Mchair, short 
wool sold as high as 54c a pound on a 
few sdected lots said manager Charles 
Seidensticker. “Everything else was 
what r d  consider below m arket 
value.” Ozona Wool offaed a total of 
62,000 pounds with 45,000 of that 
short wool. Approximately 15,000 
pounds sold.

“Due to short wool contracts last 
fall and this spring, certain buyers 
have filled thdr orders. They have a 
surplus right now. One particular 
bu y a  was cmly allowed to buy one 
truckload in Texas this year,” 
Sddoisticker commented.

At Wool Growers, the combined 
offering from the Ozona and 
Sandoson warehouses totaled 94,000

pounds. “This is the least we’ve ever 
shown in Ozona,” said Doimie 
Laughlin, general manager of the 
company.

The 22,000 pounds of fall paint- 
free short ewe wools was the least 
amount Wool Growers has had in its 
history accmding to Laughlin. And die 
18 to 35 l/4c per poimd it brought 
were” the lowest prices I ’ve ever 
seen,” Laughlin said. Prices for 
20,000 pounds of short lamb wool 
ranged from 17 1/4 to 37c per pound. 
The wardiouse sold 50,000 pounds of 
12-month wool for 17 to 47 l/4c per 
pound, which is “kinda in line with 
what it has been bringing.”

Laughlin said, “it was just ter­
rible”.

He went on to comment that 
“each Ozona warehouse had a lot 
more wool than they’ve had in Del 
Rio.”

The twin tragedies in New York and Washington, the massacre of innocents, 
must never happen again. Today, with this legislation, we are sending the 
world a message. We are stating that America does not recoil in the face of 
evil, on the contrary, America rises up," said Mr. Bonilla.

God's Angels, Our Stumbling

When you stub your toes, you jump and howl. You do it at the most inopportune times too, like heading to the bathroom in the middle of the 
night. You don’t remember moving that chair. Ouch!

The Bible likens Christ to a stone. “For this is contained in Scripture: ‘Behold, I lay in Zion a choice stone, a precious comer stone and he who 
believes in Him will not be disappointed’” (1 Peter 2:7).

People can stub their toes and stumble over stones intended for building. “The stone which the builders rejected, this became the very comer 
stone,” and, “A stone of stumbling and a rock of offense” (1 Peter 2:7). How do people stumble over Christ? Peter explains. “They stumble because 
they are disobedient to the word” (1 Peter 2:7). We stumble over Christ and stub our toes on Him, to our own eternal hurt, when we disobey Him.

God wonderfully compensates for our weakness and bumbling. Psalm 91:11-12 promises, “For He will giVe His angels charge concerning 
you, to guard you in all your ways. They will bear you up in their hands, that you do not strike your foot against a stone.”

These angels are “ministering spirits, sent out to render service for the sake of those who will inherit salvation” (Hebrews 1:14). They keep 
heirs of salvation from stumbling over Christ.

How we try to help people 
make good choices

Sodal Security Manager,

While statistics indicate that most 
people (about 75 p ^ r ^ t )  have a gcxxl 
undostanding of the Sodal Security 
system. I’d guess that most people 
don’t know a lot about the finer de­
tails. Social Security employees are 
trained in these details.

For example, we assume most 
peojde don’t Imow whether it is ad­
vantageous or disadvantageous to 
elect reduced Sodal Security retire­
ment benefits. We show them how 
mu(^ thdr benefits would be reduced 
(as much as 20 percxsA for people re­
tiring at age 62) and remind them that 
the reduction is permanent. We tell 
than that they will be receiving boi- 
efits over a longer period of time. 
Also, if they dedde to delay retirement 
past their full retirement age, their 
boieflt would be ino-eased for each 
month they delay retirement.

A person whose health is not 
gocxl may dedde on the,early benefits 
as best for him/her. A person who has 
the opti(Hi of continuing to work may 
dedde to wait. At age 65, benefits are 
not reduced because of earnings.

Another good example is the 
choices made by benefidaries with 
disabilities who want to work. Many 
fear to even discuss this matter be­
cause they are afraid it will trigger a 
process that will result in a loss of 
benefits, particularly thdr Medicare/ 
Medicmd coverage. But we under­
stand the desire to return to the work­
place. The program indudes a num- 
b a  of spedal rules that permit ben- 
dlts and Medicare or Medicaid to om- 
tinue while they test their abihty to 
work. On<* people find out about 
these rules, called “woik incentives”, 
they goiaally give soious thought to 
making a w(xk attempt B utthec^ice 
is thdr own.

S(x:ial Security representatives 
want to be sure that claimants and 
benefidaries have all facts necessary 
to make an informed choice. Then the 
claimant must choose. It’s an indi­
vidual dedsion, depending on eack 
poson’s drcumstances.
