Library uses power of the Internet to increase holdings

People have always looked to
Crockett County Public Library to
find information and answers to
homework questions. But these days,
more and more people are supple-
menting their research by going onto
the Internet. Much of the information
found on the Internet can be inaccu-
rate, unverified, and difficult to locate.
Now a program from CCPL, the Texas
State Library and Archives Commis-
sion and the Texas Telecommunica-

- tions Infrastructure Board combines
the best of both the library and the
Internet by providing electronic
sources of information called data-
bases. They can be accessed at both.
the library and in your own home or
office, or anywhere that has an
Internet connection.

This program extends the re-
sources of CCPL by providing 60 da-
tabases at a cost of 10 million dollars,
paid for by the Texas State Library and
the Telecommunications Infrastruc-
ture Board. This “Library of Texas”
allows a user to find full-text articles
in encyclopedias, almanacs, journals,
newspapers, and even allows a user
to read entire books. Best of all, these
services are reliable, credible, appro-
priate for children, and easily searched
by subject, topic, keyword, and vari-
ous other ways.

The databases cover a diverse
area of subjects. Researchers and stu-
dents can go to specific databases to
find information as needed. for in-
stance, some of the databases include:

Homework Help for Students -
High School students can find infor-
mation for homework assignments,
resarch papers and essays from refer-
ence materials, read primary source
documents, and look at magazines
about literature, science, history and

biographies. Younger students can use
databases that contain World Almanac
of the USA and World Almanac for
Kids as well as searchable full-text
from over 50 of the most popular K-
12 magazines. Numerous encyclope-
dias, almanacs and magazines, maps
and newspapers are also accessible.

Health Information - Instant ac-
cess to carefully compiled and trusted
medical reference resources and key
health web sites. Find information on
remedies, nutritional guidelines, and
treatments. Some databases include
searchable full-text for more than 160
popular health magazines.

Business. Information - Find dy-
namic and up-to-date company and
industry intelligence of more than
300,000 companies.' Company pro-
files, including parent/sibling relation-
ships, industry rankings, products and
brands, current investment ratings,
and financial ratios can all be found
in the business databases.

Biography and Genealogy Infor-
mation - Biographical information can
be found on people from all time pe-
riods, geographical locations, and
fields of study. Find biographies on
authors, scientists, sports profession-
als, actors and many others. Some da-
tabases allow you to trace your fam-
ily tree, research folklore topics and
trace the history of your hometown.

Electronic Books - Search
through thousands of books on-line
and then download one of them and
read it on your computer. There will
be 19,000 titles available by the be-
ginning of 2002.

Literature - Find critical interpre-
tations of over 600 authors, along with
the content of 600 books taken from
the series United States Authors,
World Authors and English Authors.

Kost tape part of Tech

Texas Tech's effort to preserve
oral history added a local note Oct. 15
when 91-year-old Oscar Kost was in-
terviewed. David Marshall, field his-
torian for the Southwest Collection
Special Collections Library at Tech,
came to Ozona to spend the morning
with Kost. :
His work as a boot and saddle
maker, founding of the television

cable system, Crockett County's rop-

ing and rodeo heritage and many more
topics were covered.

These taped interviews being
done around the state are ultimately
put in cold storage where they are ex-
pected to last for 300 to 400 years,
Marshall said. The tapes are also digi-
tized.

The project "is all about,perma\- :

nence as far as we're concerned," said
Marshall.

Tapes are also housed in the
university's archives where they are
available for public use. A detailed
outline of the conversation will be
completed in about three months and
the information will be indexed in
many ways, such as bootmaking, Os-
car Kost, Ozona, etc. The tapes are
not transcribed, but the outline and
index can be viewed on the Internet
and will be available for inner-library

loan through the local library.
Once the information is prepared
and available on the Internet, it can

Information About Books and
Articles - Some databases provide in-
formation about materials found in US
archival libraries, including records
and detailed indexes. Searching for the
information can be achieved by typ-
ing in a city, a state, a collection name,
or library name. Others allow you to
find title, author, ISBN number (a
unique number for the book) and pub-
lisher information for over 3.4 million

Paul Perner elected
SWCD Zone 5 dlrector

Paul Perner, III of Ozona was re-
elected to the Crockett Soil and Wa-
ter Conservation District board of di-
rectors on Oct. 4. Perner represents
Zone 5 of the district. He has served
on the board since 1993. .

The purpose of the Crockett
SWCD, with headquarters in Ozona,
is to promote sound soil and water
conservation programs on agricultural
lands within the district. In addition,
the district serves as a voice for farm-
ers, ranchers and local community
entities on conservation matters.

The board of directors coordi-
nates the conservation efforts of vari-
ous local, state and federal agencies
and other organizations and has au-
thority to enter into working agree-
ments with these government agencies
and private concerns to carry out its
purposes.

The five members serving on the
district board of directors are respon-
sible for district policies and proce-
dures for carrying out the district pro-
gram within the framework of the
Texas Soil and Conservation District
law.

Perner has previously been active
in the National Cattleman’s Associa-
tion, Texas Southwestern Cattle Rais-
ers Association, American Sheep In-
dustry, Texas Sheep and Goat Raisers
Association, Riverside and Landown-
ers Protection Coalition, Davis Moun-
tain Trans Pecos Heritage Association
and Trans-Texas Heritage Association.

In Texas there are 216 soil and
water conservation districts. Each is
a legal subdivision of state govern-
ment organized by local agricultural
landowners with the assistance of the
Texas State Soil and Water Conserva-
tion Board.

Unlike most other legal subdivi-
sions of state government, SWCDs do

not have the power of taxation or emi-
nent domain. All conservation pro-
grams managed by the district are of
a voluntary nature to the landowners
or operator or other potential users of
the SWCDs programs.

The Crockett SWCD was estab-
lished in 1950 to identify and priori-
tize resource concerns within the
county and to serve as a medium for
local ranchers in coordinating assis-
tance from federal, state and local

-agencies. After the disastrous flood

which occurred on June 29, 1954, the
Crockett SWCD and the Crockett
County Commissioners Court cospon-
sored an upstream watershed protec-
tion project in the Johnson Draw area
above Ozona. The Crockett SWCD
is active in the education of youth by
holding the yearly 6th Grade Field
Day, sponsoring youth to range work-
shops, supplying educational materi-
als such as Conservation Round-Up
to the local schools and cosponsoring
the Crockett County Range and Plant
id contest and also the youth*poster
and essay contest.

As I start this letter, I know most
of you won't recognize my married
name, so let me add that I am Gloria
and Albino Sanchez's daughter. Yes,
the sister of Richard and Mike
Sanchez, Kathy Marshall and Tera
Cantolupo. Especially, the proud aunt
of Jon, Chris, Christine and Michael
Sanchez!

I just had to write to thank the
people of Ozona for their prayers. This
afternoon, I chatted with mom and I
was reminded of the very wonderful,
caring and loving folks from the best
place in the world to call home,
Ozona. I left Ozona in 1981 when I
joined the Army and after five years
of active duty, I went to work for the
federal government and moved to Vir-
ginia. Although I moved away over
20 years ago, I still refer to Ozona as
home and I often think of all you folks.
I hate to admit that with the exception
of my immediate family, I haven't kept
in touch with friends from school,
extended family, or other folks in
Ozona and let me tell you that I have
never regretted it more than I have
since 11 September 2001.

The world will not forget the trag-
edy that happened at the World Trade
Center and the Pentagon on that date.
The people I work with will never for-
get because we had two co-workers
that were on the plane bound for LA,
which crashed into the Pentagon. Each
of us will never forget where we were
on that date.

As for me, I had worked through
the night on Monday because I was
working on a project with the two that
died, which was why I was home
sleeping when it happened. My hus-
band, Peter, who is retired at the young
age of 41, had gone back to bed with
me when his mother called to tell him
about the first plane going into the
WTC. He said he tried to wake me but
I was too sleepy and he let me sleep
until the plane crashed into the Penta-
gon and then he woke me. My con-
siderate husband wanted me to call
mom and dad because Rick had got-
ten through on the cell phone to say
that they were worried about me. Al-
though I work for the Central Intelli-
gence Agency (CIA), he knew they'd
worry because I'd mentioned that I had
plans to travel every week in the
month of September and LA was one
of my destinations. So, on two hours
of sleep, I'started trying to call home.
The circuits were busy but I just kept
redialing till I got through and actu-
ally heard both mom and dad's voices.
Through tears, I reassured them I was
ok and that we were all safe and sound
because Peter had already talked to
both his children and Tera's husband,
Pat. We knew Tera was safe because
she teaches at a school down the street,
which is nowhere near the Pentagon
or any other government facility.

For all of us, the days that fol-
lowed were filled with emotions that
I won't even try to explain because I
know that the world felt those same
emotions. However, I have to try to
describe some wonderful emotions
that I experienced because of the
people in Ozona. Thanks to two very
wonderful parents, I have always felt
loved and cherished but on that day I
realized how some folks in Ozona,
folks I had not seen or talked to in
ages, cared about me. Since that day,
I have felt so cared about and loved
and cherished because many of you

know that I am eternally grateful for
your expressions of concern. To all of
you that called or asked mom and dad
about me, THANK YOU! To all of
you that asked Rick, Mike or Kathy
about me, THANK YOU! Most espe-
cially, to all of you that said a prayer
for me, THANK YOU!!! You are very
wonderful people and I love all of you
dearly. Please remember that just be-
cause I don't write or call, doesn't
mean I don't miss you or that I don't
care. Peter and I will be visiting the

_folks for the Christmas Holidays and

I would really love to see some of you
so, drop by the folk's house, if you get
a chance.

Today, I am about to get on a
plane bound for Cape Canaveral in
Florida. This is my first plane trip
since that horrible tragedy and I have
to say that I do so with some appre-
hension. My job does require that I
travel to Florida, Denver and LA on a
regular basis, so please keep me in
your prayers. I would also like to im-
pose another request; I would ask that
as you continue to serve for our mili-
tary folks (active duty, reservist and
guardsmen) that you also pray for all
of the federal employees who serve
our country because most of us con-
tinue to work in facilities that are po-
tential targets. God Bless you all and
God BLESS the USA!
