execute a tax abatement agree­
ment.

The court will consider 
whether designation as a reinvest­
ment zone would contribute to 
retention or expansion of primary 
employment or would attract ma­
jor investment that would benefit 
the land included in the zone and 
contribute to the economic devel­
opment of the county.

This story concerns the live­
stock industry as well as wild ani­
mals. In this county and state there 
was a problem with blow fly 
screwworms. The fly laid the egg, 
and the worms emerged and at­
tacked any kind of fresh wound 
on livestock.

In 1928, the blow fly was the 
big concern at the Texas Sheep 
and Goat Raisers' Association's 
annual meeting and quarterly di­
rectors' meeting. At that time, 
nothing much could be done.

Between then and 1962, drug 
companies developed chemical 
products to kill the screwworm 
and a substance to coat the wound. 
This was a help.

It required a lot of cowboys 
horseback to ride daily looking for 
the sheep, cattle, etc, that had con­
tracted the worm. Some doctored 
the animals in the pasture, but 
most had pens, some were 
screened pens, to try and cure the 
animals.

In 1962, a group of Texans, 
mostly members of the Sheep and 
Goat Raisers Association, learned 
of an operation in Florida that had 
rid the state of the blow fly. Their 
program of dropping sterile male 
flies eventually eliminated the

blow fly and screwworm in 
Florida.

The people concerned de­
cided to try it in Texas. They 
needed to raise $300,000,000.00 
and get the government to help.

Meetings were held. The 
leaders, T. A. Kincaid Jr. and 
Dolph Briscoe and others worked 
at getting meetings of ranchmen. 
One meeting was held here at the 
country club.

Soon after, the ranchers met 
at the courthouse and formed a 
committee. Wayne W. West was 
chairman, Joe Tom Davidson 
vice-chairman, Lowell Littleton 
treasurer and Pete Jacoby was sec­
retary. Directors were: W. E. 
Friend Jr., R. A. Harrell, Frank 
McMullan and James Childress.

At the meeting, ranchers 
agreed to pay 10 cents per head 
for sheep and 50 cents for cows 
and horses.

The first plant was a small 
facility at Kerrville. They then 
built a large plant at Mission and 
started dropping flies in small 
boxes from a plane. This was 1962 
or 63. There was no data on how 
long it took, but about two years.

There were no worms again 
until 1972-75. They began drop­
ping sterile flies again, and the 
program seems to be continuing 
to work.

The plant to produce sterile 
flies was moved off the coast of 
Mexico. They are doing or have 
done the same type eradication 
program in Mexico.

There are lots of deer in the 
county, which makes a good 
money crop for the landowner. 
Eradication of the screwworm 
helps deer as well as livestock.

M ammography guidelines changed
Breast cancer takes years to 

develop. Early in the disease, most 
cancers of the breast cause no 
symptoms. When breast cancer is 
detected in the localized stage 
without spread to lymph nodes, 
the five year survival rate is 97%. 
If the cancer has spread region­
ally to axillary (underarm) lymph 
nodes the rate drops to 76%. If 
distant metastasis (spread) to other 
organs such as the lungs, bone 
marrow, liver or brain is present, 
the five year survival rate is 20%.

Screening mammography is 
an x-ray examination of the breast 
in a woman who is asymptomatic 
(has no breast complaints), The 
goal of screening mammography 
is to detect cancer when it is still 
too small to be felt by her or her 
physician. Early detection of 
small breast cancers by screening 
mammography greatly improves 
a woman's chances for successful 
treatment.

Screening mammography 
usually involves two views (x-ray 
pictures) of each breast. For some 
patients, additional pictures may 
be needed at screening to include 
as much breast tissue as possible.

The American Cancer Soci­
ety Board of Directors voted on 
March 23, 1997, to change the 
Society's breast cancer detectidn 
guidelines to include yearly 
screening mammography for all 
women 40 years of age and older. 
The Society's decision was based 
on the following evidence:

*One in 66 women in their 
forties will develop breast cancer. 
About 18% of all breast cancers 
occur in women in their forties.

•Results from the most recent 
meta-analysis (a compilation of 
many studies) of all eight random­
ized clinical trials found 17% 
fewer deaths from breast cancer 
among women in their forties who 
had mammography.

•Breast cancers found by 
mammographic screenings of 
women in their forties were 
smaller and at an earlier stage 
(with less spread to lymph nodes 
or other organs) than cancers 
found in women not having 
mammography.

The American Cancer Soci­
ety believes that the benefits of 
yearly mammography for women 
in their forties and older outweigh 
the impact of occasional false 
positive results leading to biopsy 
of noncancerous abnormalities, 
and the economic cost of these 
examinations. The exposure of 
radiation has been previously sug­
gested as a disadvantage, but the 
low dose of radiation from mod­
em mammography is not felt to 
pose a significant risk.

Because mammography can­
not find 100% of breast cancers, 
the American Cancer Society rec­
ommends use of three tests for 
breast cancer detection in 
asym ptom atic women 
mammography, clinical breast 
exams by a physician or other 
health care professional, and 
breast self examination (BSE).

The American Cancer Soci­
ety Guidelines for the detection of 
breast cancer in asymptomatic 
women are:

•Women 20 years of age and 
older should perform breast self- 
examination every month.

•Women 20-39 should have 
a physical examination of the 
breast every three years, per­
formed by a health care profes­
sionals such as a physician, phy­
sician assistant, nurse or nurse 
practitioner.

•Women 40 years of age and 
older should have a mammogram 
every year.

.These 'guidelines apply only 
to women at usual risk for breast 
cancer, who have no symptoms of 
breast cancer. Women with certain 
risk factors, such as a family his­
tory of breast cancer should dis­
cuss their risk factors with their 
doctor. I In st^me ^^cases, 
mammography may ,be started , 
Ijefore age 40 and a more vigilant 
schedule of early detection tests 
may be appropriate.

Even though regular mam­
mography is no guarantee that all 
breast cancer will be found early, 
it greatly increases the chance for 
successful treatment. Just ask the 
22 known breast cancer survivors 
in Crockett County.

When it comes to efforts to 
improve public schools, Ameri­
cans are like back-seat drivers. 
They express a deep commitment 
to public education and concern 
about what is going wrong, but, 
because of time constraints and 
lack of expertise, they are unsure 
about taking the wheel to guaran­
tee that all schools provide qual­
ity education for every child.

According to a national sur­
vey released in Washington last 
year, only half of Americans say 
they are involved in improving 
education. The poll. Action for 
All: The Public's Responsibility 
for Public Education, finds that 
only 22 percent of voters say 
pbople in their community are tak­
ing "a lot o f  responsibility for 
ensuring quality public schools.

Many do want to help, but 
only in limited ways and often 
motivated by a life-or-death cri­
sis, such as a school shooting or a 
state takeover. While 55 percent 
say that they would act as a result 
of such a crisis, this, is the only 
case that a majority of citizens 
would act. Problems of over­
crowding in schools, chronically 
low-test scores and young people 
not getting jobs would not moti­
vate a majority of Americans to 
take action.

"Like people who inhale sec­
ond-hand smoke, Americans are 
increasingly breathing second­
hand democracy," said Wendy 
Puriefoy, president of the Public 
Education Network, which com­
missioned the study with Educa­
tion Week. "The public seems con­
tent to sit back and leave school 
improvement to the experts in­
stead of raising their voices and 
hands to bring about essential 
change. This poll gives new in­
sight on how to transform our 
shared concerns into quality 
schools, creating a road map for 
purposeful action and strategies 
for reconnecting schools to an 
untapped resource, the commu­
nity.

"If we are to see real results 
in education, we need a public that 
is more informed on education, 
we need a public that is more in­
formed on education issues and 
the quality of their schools," said 
Virginia B. Edwards, editor and 
publisher of Education Week. "In 
this Information Age, Americans 
don't think twice about demand­
ing information on the stock mar­
ket, hospitals and doctors to make 
the right decisions. Now it's time 
for citizens to demand the same 
data about their public schools."

Community Involvement is 
An Untapped Resource

Americans recognize that 
public schools are the heart of 
their communities. They are at 
least five times more likely to cite 
public schools rather than 
churches, hospitals, and libraries 
as the most important local insti­
tutions. Individuals frequently 
define the communities they live 
in by their neighborhood public 
schools. A quarter of voters define 
their community by their local 
school district or school atten­
dance zone, and this is also true 
for voters without children in their 
homes.

"Local communities are a 
significant, but often underutilized 
resource for school im prove­
ment," said Wendy Puriefoy.

"How the community votes on 
education issues, determines pri­
orities, spends its resources and 
seeks to remedy inequities charts 
the direction and policy of 
schools."

In spite of the vital role com­
munities can play, few Americans 
perceive others in their commu­
nity as taking an active role in 
improving the quality of life or 
schools in their neighborhoods. In 
fact, a quarter of Americans say 
their communities take only a 
little or no responsibility for qual­
ity schools. An additional 47 per­
cent perceive that their .commu­
nity members are taking "some" 
responsibility, but about 51 per­
cent say they are not involved in 
making schools better themselves.

Today, to strive for quality 
public education is to strive for 
every child and expect high 
achievem ent from all young 
people, teachers and schools. Yet 
the reform movement is in dan­
ger of leaving students behind 
unless we utilize the untapped 
potential of the community. Now 
is the time to challenge commu­
nities to step up to the plate in or­
der to hold them accountable for 
their responsibility to quality pub­
lic education.

Civic Action, Not Volunteerism, is 
Public's Primary Responsibility, 
Poll Reveals

When asked to prioritize their 
responsibility fo* public educa­
tion, about three times as many 
Americans cite ensuring that their 
own child succeeds in school (25 
percent) and paying taxes (22 per­
cent) as their responsibility over 
volunteering (8 percent) or mak­
ing a charitable contribution in the 
schools (4 percent). Becoming as 
informed as possible about edu­
cation issues (14 percent) and 
pressuring selected officials to fix 
the schools (13 percent), also were 
seen as relatively high priorities.

"Public education is the 
public's responsibility. We can't 
depend on charity and volun­
teerism to be effective in meeting 
the many demands and challenges 
facing the public schools," said 
Wendy Puriefory. "Broad public 
action is absolutely necessary, par­
ticularly for schools educating the 
largest percentages of disadvan­
taged young people."

Breaking the Time Barrier

According to the poll, the 
public says they have limited time 
to be involved in strengthening 
public education. Nearly seven in 
10 Americans say they have zero 
to three hours a week to help im­
prove the quality of education in 
their communities.

"The good news about this 
poll is that the civic action Ameri­
cans are willing to do - and that 
will make a difference - are con­
venient and make no real demands 
on time," said Virginia Edwards.

About two-thirds of citizens 
say they are more likely to take 
actions that require little commit­
ment, including voting or signing 
a petition. More than six in 10 
Americans would vote against 
elected officials who want to 
make cuts in education. When 
asked about other civic actions to 
improve public education, voters 
say they are less likely to do any­
thing (including writing, letters, 
participating on committees, or 
going door to door) that they see 
as requiring time, skills and 
knowledge they may not have.

We are now root 
feedkig trees 
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Reform Rhetoric Has Worked

The mantra of school reform 
that "all children can le£un" has 
become deeply rooted into the 
public consciousness after 15 
years of school reform. Virtually 
all Americans from every back­
ground are united in the belief that 
we should strengthen public edu­
cation for all young people, not 
just those in their community. 
When it comes to public educa­
tion we are all worried parents 
wondering where our children and 
schools are academically. Ninety- 
six percent of voters expect all 
communities to have quality pub­
lic schools and 91 percent of 
Americans are willing to guaran­
tee a quality public education to 
every child in America.

Consumers Rather 
Than Advocates

Americans are not experts on 
education and need better infor­
mation and leadership from those 
who understand what is happen­
ing in schools.

In order to be better informed 
about public education, Ameri­
cans most want information on 
candidates running for the school 
board (57 percent extremely or 
very interested) and comparisons 
of how their local school is doing 
compared to other schools in their 
state (54 percent).

To measure the quality of 
schools, American say they need 
information about the credentials 
of teachers in local schools (69 
percent extremely or very useful), 
data on graduation and college- 
attendance rate (63 percent) and 
state report cards on school per­
formance (58 percent).

Americans most trust those 
closest to the issues and look to 
teachers, parents, the PTA and 
principals to deliver the informa­
tion. The poll results show that 
Americans are more than twice as 
likely to trust teachers than busi­
ness leaders, with 59 percent of 
Americans trusting teachers while 
only about a quarter trust business 
leaders and elected officials (other 
than school board members).

Teacher Quality, Resource 
Issues Most Important

The poll finds that almost a 
third of the public (30 percent) cite 
improving teacher quality as the 
highest priority for improving 
public schools followed by 18 
percent of Americans who believe 
that equitable funding will lift stu­
dent academic achievement. Mi­
norities, particularly African 
Americans, say that addressing 
the resource problem should come 
first as almost a third of African 
Americans (29 percent) say that 
equalizing funding is their first 
priority.

Americans are particularly 
concerned that young Americans 
are not learning what they need 
to succeed. Information that most 
concerns Americans about public 
education today focuses on 
teacher quality and test scores, 
indicators that other children, not 
just their own, are in trouble. The 
poll found nine in 10 Americans 
were concerned that nearly half of 
students in urban districts do not 
get many of the textbooks and 
tools they need to learn. Eighty- 
nine percent of Americans were 
concerned that most high school 
seniors score near the bottom in 
math and science compared with 
students in other industrialized 
nations. Equally as many were 
alarmed that over a quarter of new 
teachers have not met licensing 
requirements and 88 percent were 
concerned that due to a growing 
student population, the nation will 
need to hire more than two mil­
lion teachers in the next several 
years.

Public Responsibility 
vs. Parent Involvement

"The report reveals that we 
cannot turn to those we have tra­
ditionally relied on to make pub­
lic schools better for all children 
and must build a strong national 
base of educated voters and edu­
cation voters from all segments of 
society, including the most disen­
franchised," said Wendy Puriefoy.

Not so long ago, parents com­
prised more than half of all adults. 
It was assumed that parental ac­
tion was public action. Today, par­
ents comprise only about a third 
of all adults and many adults are 
working longer and more irregu­
lar hours than previous genera­
tions. Those who are most in­
clined to support schools - a small 
group of committed parents - are 
the hardest pressed to become 
more involved and the least likely 
to take civic action.

The poll reveals that the most 
likely Americans to take an inter­
est in supporting school improve­
ment include college-educated, 
m arried, upper incom e and 
younger adults, and parents of 
children under 18. Meanwhile, the 
desire to take civic action for edu­
cation appears to decrease as 
people get older. A greater per­
centage of those under 45 said 
they were extremely or very likely 
to take specific actions than did 
those over 45.

Building a National Constituency

Building on the poll findings, 
PEN will work to better deliVer 
pertinent information to as many 
Americans as possible through 
public information and voter-mo­
bilization strategies. To fully con­
nect Americans to education re­
form and the schools that serve 
their communities, the Public

Education Network will launch an 
initiative to help Americans regain 
a powerful sense of ownership for 
our nation's public schools.

The survey and focus groups 
- which was conducted by the 
Washington, DC-based opinion 
research firm Lake Snell Perry 
and Associates - examined how 
the public is willing to take re­
sponsibility for better schools, 
what motivates the public to act 
and what the public views as the

most trustworthy sources of infor­
mation. The survey reached 1,175 
registered voters, with a base 
sample of 800 voters and an 
oversample of African Americans, 
Latinos and 18-24-year-olds. The 
survey has a margin of error of +/ 
-3.5 percent. Education Weekmd 
PEN will conduct annual polls on 
public responsibility for public 
education over the next three 
years. A new poll will be released 
April 24.
