Area code switch over April S

Effective April 5, the 915 area
code will be split into three spe-
cific geographic regions, leaving
" the 915 area code in the western-
most region, assigning 432 to the
central of the three regions and
assigning 325 to the eastern-most
of the three regions. Ozona's new
area code will be 325.

To ease the transition and
give everyone enough time to
make any necessary equipment
changes, there will be a "permis-
sive" dialing period from April 5
until Oct. 4. During this period,
calls to the new 325 and 432 area
codes will complete using either
the new area codes or the old 915
area code.

If you use the old 915 area
code after Oct. 4, you will receive
a recording giving the correct
code and asking you to re-dial.

After Dec. 6, you will reach a
wrong number if you don't use the
new correct area code.

All calls that are local today
will continue to be local calls, re-
gardless of the area code change.
Calls that are currently long dis-
tance will remain long distance
calls. Rates for local and long dis-
tance service will not be affected
by the addition of the new area
code.

Hearts swelled with pride
Sunday afternoon during a rally
on the town square to show sup-
port for Ozona military personnel
serving in Operation Iraqi Free-
dom.

He told the
crowd that "fanaticism is the rea-
son we are where we are today.

"There is nothing in our past
history to prepare us for where we
are today," he said as he summa-
rized the conflicts through the
years where U. S. forces have
fought for the freedom of others
and recounted the atrocities that
have been committed against U.
S. citizens around the world.

"We have sent the best that
we have to offer," he said of
America's troops. "We fight for
freedom, theirs and ours."

The first newspaper was es-
tablished in 1892 and called the
Ozona Courier. Claude B.
Hudspeth, later a congressman,
rode into Ozona on a burro with
printing equipment on the back of
the animal.

He later sold the newspaper
and the purchaser, Clemie
Dodson, named it the Ozona
Kicker.

The Ozona Hotel was built
in 1893.

Ozona's saloons went out of
business after the town voted dry
in 1903.
