The Ozona Visitor Center
was bid for the second time on
May 12. Although there were nine
different contractors interested in
the project, only three actually
bid. It was unanimous. The Ozona
Visitor Center Committee and
Chamber of Commerce board
voted to accept the low bid re-
ceived from Templeton Construc-
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tion of San Angelq at $1,133,000.
The decision was hen dommum-
cated to the Texas Department of
Transportation in Austin who of-
ficially awarded the contract to
Templeton Construction on May
27. The project is due to break
ground mid to the latter part of
July.

“We are very excited to fi-
nally get started on this project,”
said Shanon Biggerstaff, Chamber
Executive Director.

The chamber submitted a
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nomination to the TxDOT State-
wide Enhancement 2001 Program
Call in June of that year. Recipi-
ents were notified that funding
was to be awarded for the project
in January 2002. In 2002, for a
number of reasons, the chamber

. elected to raise funds to hire an

architect. In 2003 the chamber and
the hired architect finalized the
design of the Visitor Center. The
project was bid the first time in
January 2004. Funding avadable

Commissioners discuss
bume gate on county road

For nine years, there has been
a bump gate on County Road 108.
After the Crockett County
Commissioners voted to classify
that road a Class 2 in February,

‘the bump gate had to come down

and a cattle guard had to go up.

Sally Oglesby said she was
surprised to see this happen.
Oglesby's property is along the
part of the road where the bump
gate was.

“As a property owner, |
would really like an explanation
of what happened,” she said dur-
ing Monday’s commissioners’
court meeting. “When I talked to
my commissioner I didn’t know
this was going to happen.”

The legislature passed a bill
during the last full session that
stated all county roads have to be
classified.

Crockett County Judge
Johnny Jones said that when the
roads were classified in February,
the road was classified a Class 2
which does not allow bump gates.

Commissioner Frank
Tambunga apologized for not re-
turning Oglesby phone call about
the situation.

County Attorney Bill Mason
said the roads had to be defined for
everybody as a matter of equality.

“You can’t just give one per-
son one treatment and the next
person a different treatment,” Ma-

son said. “It’s going to work a hard-
ship and everyone knows that.”

“We’re putting a lot of hard-
ship on her and its probably un-
justified,” said Eddie Moore,
county road supervisior. “I know
it’s going to cost the county, but
it was a mandate for us to clas-
sify the roads.”

Jones said the county would
look at including the cost to pro-
vide fencing and lanes for the
road for next year’s budget.

Commissioners approved the
reorganization of the trapping
program.

County Extension Agent
Miles Dabovich said that the trap-
ping board wants to reorganize by
cutting back from four to three
trappers, keep the same amount
in the budget and use extra fund-
ing the supplement trappers more.

The supplement would be
about $500 per trapper a month,
raising the salaries to around
$1,500 to $1,600 a month ,
Dabovich said.

Also, the board wanted to
have more accountability with the
trappers on a local basis, he said.

The commissioners ap-
proved using the south ficld at the
north baseball complex for the
new high school girls’ softball
program next year.

Ray Don Myers, mainte-
nance supervisor for Crockett
County Consolidated Common
School District, said that some im-

The virus has been identified
in eight birds in Brazos, Harris, Lub-
bock and Montgomery counties.

Last year, 439 human cases
occurred in 86 Texas counties,
with 38 deaths.

for the project is $1,139.000.

The combined traffic between
I-10 and State Highway 163 is
24,300 vehicles per day that pass
Ozona, These travelers will have an
opportunity to directly access the
new Visitor Center.

“We realize that Ozona is not
a destination point. However, it is
a great place to stop in route to your
destination, and we see a lot of
coast-to-coast travelers. Tourism is
not just about the attractions that
you have to offer. It is about the tank
of gas, the overnight stay in a local
motel, the film bought at the local
pharmacy, the meal eaten in your
local diner, that’s tourism,”
Biggerstaff said.

The 56-mile stretch of inter-
state in Crockett County is the
deadliest segment of interstate in
Texas, and the fifth in the nation,
according to the U.S. Department
of Transportation.

“This project is a win-win for
both the traveler and the commu-
nity. There are 110. miles of wide-
open hlghway between Ozona and
Fort Stockton and virtually little in-
between. People tend to drive
speeds in excess of 100 mph out

here and they’re tired. This center -

will give them a perfect excuse to
stop, get out and stretch their legs
and will give our community an op-
portunity to showcase our charm-
ing town.” Biggerstaff said.

The Visitor Center will be built
on a 2.728-acre property located at
the southeast corner of I-10 and
Hwy. 163. The Texas Department
of Public Safety is located just 225
feet to the south of the center. The
3,950 square-foot center will in-
clude benches around the exterior
of the facility where travelers can
stretch or rest under a shaded area.
There will be a nearby walking and

interpretive trail featuring native
plants and descriptive signage. Visi-
tors will enter the building from the
east side of the building that will
provide 35 on-site spaces able to
accommodate vehicles of all sizes.
There will be on-site 24-hour
restroom facilities that have been
designed so that visitors may enter
from the parking lot or from the in-
terior of the building. Visitors will
have direct access to the Chamber
of Commerce staff, who will pro-
vide tourism, tour coordination, eco-
nomic development, community de-
velopment and chamber member
service information. The center will
provide travelers with an indicator
map identifying sites to see and ser-
vices available throughout Ozona.

Ozona was also awarded
$154,000 through the TxDOT
Landscape Construction Funds to
beautify the main intersections of
[-10 and Hwy. 163 by using a Land-
scape/Streetscape theme. Farmer’s
Daughter.of San Angelo was
awarded this contract.

To date, a six-inch water line
has been installed-running-under=
neath the interstate to accommodate
the irrigation system for the trees
that are to be planted. Once the ir-
rigation system has been com-
pletely installed, tested and online,
the trees will be planted.

There will be close to 120 trees
planted, 60 running along the north
and 60 running along the south side
of I-10. They are Cedar Elm trees
that when planted are roughly six-
feet high, and will grow up to 14-
feet.

“The livestock helps us improve
the land around here,” Ramirez-Castro
said. ““They help us in cutting the grass
and moving the soil around here.”

Peggy Maddox, director of
public relations and education for
the ranch, spoke about the basics
of holistic management.

Holistic management is a de-
cision-making process that in-
volves managing three resources-
people, land and money-in a way
that is socially, economically and
ecologically, Maddox said.

Through the Savory Center,
four “puzzle pieces” of how brittle
the land is, the predator-prey fac-
tor, time and holism come together
to form holistic management.

In forming a holistic goal, a
personmust think:of decisions as.
“wholes,” Maddox said.

“When dealing with a complex
system like the ecosystem, which is
constantly changing, people, wildlife,
community, plants and economics are
all part of the system,” she said.

When the couple came to the
West Ranch, they had to find a
way to manage the 11,000 acres
and to get the ranch to become as
profitable as soon as they could.

Through the multi-species graz-
ing of cattle, and the decision to use
hair sheep instead of wool sheep and

goats, one part of the goal was
met, Maddox said.

The couple then started looking
atcedaras a plant that provides shade,
holds some water and grows grasses
underneath instead of a negative piece
of vegetation, she said.

When you spend money on
things that are taking you to that
quality of life that you want, then
that’s a holistic goal, Maddox said.

Hair sheep were chosen for the
ranch due to the developing mar-
ket for the animals, their resistance
to the weather and no need to shear
wool, Ramirez-Castro said.

The sheep are also good inothers,
prolific and their skins are the second
highest quality of leather next to buck-
skin, said Dr. Bob Steger, director on
the Texas Hair Sheep Association.

.- Steger presented a program
on hair sheep and the advantages
of multi-species grazing.

“They are almost trouble
free,” Steger said of hair sheep.

In multi-species grazing, Steger
said that ranching production and veg-
etation increases 25 percent with more
animals grazing than just one alone.

“Tome it’s like common sense.
You select the animals to utilize all
the species of plants that we have,”
he said. “My goal has always been
in ranching and making it work.”
