Clicking a mouse to kill
a deer is no way to hunt

The Internet has given people
access to chatting with others world
wide, research at the tip of our
fingertips and the ability to shop for
underwear in our underwear.

The latest invention I have
come across has caused me to take
a step back and think have we
gone too far?

While sorting through some
other area newspapers, I came
across a story about a man who
has created a Web site where you
can hunt. Yes, “virtual hunting” is
what they call it.

No, this is not a video
game. These are real animals
with real bullets.

The Web site, www.live-
shot.com, stated that a paid
membership of $14.95 will allow
access to the range viewing
cameras. Members can then
schedule a reserved session time of
the shooting range, which is located
on a ranch near Rocksprings.

Cameras are set up around the
ranch, where the “hunter’”’ can view
from their computer screen until they
find their game. When an animal is
spotted, the “hunter” can use the
computer to line up the rifle and
fire the shot. There is an additional
cost of $5.95 to fire 10 shots.

At all times during a shooting
session, someone is at the shooting
station and is available to answer
questions: (e-mail, instant
messaging), provide assistance, and
ensure a quality experience. This
person has the ability to override the
firing mechanism of the system to
minimize the chance of a dangerous
or illegal discharge from occurring,
according to the Web site,

Employees at the ranch then
process the deer, have the head

-mounted and ship it to the “hunter.”

The owner of this concept,
John Lockwood, said in the
article that he is still working on
this and that hunts may not be
sold until mid-2005. He also said
that this could appeal to people
with disabilities or stressed
businessmen who do not have
time to leave their offices and to
people who live in places where
hunting is banned or so exclusive
they cannot participate.

As anyone can imagine, a lot
of people are speaking out
against this, including the Texas
Parks and Wildlife.

The department is currently
considering regulating remote-
controlled hunting, including the
possibility of prohibiting or restricting
the activity in the future, according
to a statement made by Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department.

The department is also not
promoting or encouraging this
activity and is concerned about
possible license enforcement
problems with people “hunting”
from out of state.

The department’s staff is
currently working on regulatory
proposal for consideration by the
Texas Parks and Wildlife
Commission for their Jan. 26 meeting,

As I read this article, I got to
thinking, has our society come to
this low point?

Personally, I’m not big on
hunting myself. I use to cry when
my dad would go every year thinking
he was going off to kill Bambi.

Since living out at the ranch,
and being around the whole deer
hunting experience, I have found
that the “thrill” of the hunt isn’t
always the deer.

While most hunters do come
out with dreams of getting that big
buck, they also come out for the
company and the scenery.

They want to get away from
their stressed offices and daily
work schedules to spend a
weekend kicking back away from
the real world.

If you ask any typical hunter, they
will tell you nothing.

Families even get into it as
well. 1 know*families that look
forward to spending every year
out in the middle of nowhere,
together, away from the Internet.

* Fasten the bulbs securely and
point the sockets down to avoid
moisture building up.

* Turn off the Christmas lights

Judge: State should pay
for school construction

ETNEESEEREREE AUSTIN -
State . Capital | District Judge
John Dietz

ruled parts of

the state's

school funding
system inade-
quate last
September, but
the final judg-
ment he issued last week had a
major - and initially overlooked
- surprise: The state should pay
school districts for bricks and
mortar as well as teachers and
books.

He had not mentioned pay-
ing for facilities in his initial rul-
ing. In the written order, howev-
er, Dietz said a school district
"cannot provide a constitutional-
ly adequate education without a
sufficient support network."

That network, the judge
said, included adequate and
properly maintained facilities.

In his 125-page "Findings
of Fact," Dietz used El Paso
county's Ysleta Independent
School District as one example.

The district has not floated a
bond issue in two decades. Now
it has 21 schools more than 40
years old and more than 60 per-
cent of its classrooms more than
30 years old. To bring all its
facilities up to standard, the
judge said, the district would
need $550 million.

The school funding issue
remains academic until the
Texas Supreme Court acts on the
state's appeal of Dietz' ruling.

Judge denies
injunction request...

State Farm Insurance went
to district court in Austin late
last week seeking an injunction
to block the Texas Department
of Insurance from requiring it to
lower its homeowner rates and
issue refunds but the judge
quickly threw out the request.

Based on an insurance
reform law passed by the 78th
