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Oft-highway vehicle park approved

Texas Parks and Wildlife Commission grant funding
Jfor development in Crockett County

The Texas Parks and Wild-
life Commission approved
funding on Jan. 26 to develop
a managed off-highway vehi-
cle recreation area in Crockett
County.

The proposed park will be
developed through a $1,359,500
grant to the Texas Motorized
Trails Coalition (TMTC), a non-
profit organization.

The grant comes from the
Recreational Trails
Fund, which is a portion of the
federal gas tax generated by
gasoline purchases to utilize off-
road recreational vehicles, such
as off-road motorcycles and
four-wheelers. The purpose of

‘the NRFT is to provide funding .

for projects that create new and
maintain existing motorized and
non-motorizedrecreational trails.
These federal funds are admin-
istered by the Federal Highway
Administration and distributed

to states via a formula that takes
into account state population and
sales of fuel for off-road recre-
ational vehicles.

The 3,400-acre tract of land
that will be used is located off
of County Road 406, known as
Mitchell Blacktop, in the south-
west part of the county. The land
was once the southeast part of
the old P.C. Perner Ranch.

“It’s important to under-
stand that the Texas Motorized
Trails Coalition won’t just buy
this property and open the gate
in a free-for-all,” said Walt Dab-
ney, director of the TPWD State
Parks Division, which includes
the department’s Recreational
Grants Branch. “They have strict
rules of conduct. You have to
stay on designated trails, and if
your conduct is unacceptable,
you’re out of there. They pride
themselves on doing a good job
of managing a site, and they’ve
demonstrated that with Barnwell
Mountain.”

The Texas Motorized Trails

Coalition has operated the 1,800-
acre Barnwell Mountain Recre-
ation Area near Gilmer in Upshur
County in Northeast Texas since
2000. Facilities include showers,
restrooms, an air station, pavil-
ion, office and campsites with
R/V hookups and electricity.

“The Texas Motorized Trails
Coalition has a safe and success-
ful operation near Gilmer,” said
John Parker, TPW commissioner
from Lufkin. “The- local com-
munity there loves it, because it
brings in a ton of business.”

Coalition secretary and re-
search chemist Dick Stuart told
commissioners about prelimi-
nary results of a university re-
search study contracted by the
coalition. He said this shows that
visitors to the Barnwell Mountain
area in a six month period spent
an average of about $20,000 per
weekend in Upshur County and
surrounding = communities on
lodging, food, supplies and other
expenses.

Pete Gomez encourages

Gomez said that if he wins
the race, he plans on keeping the
district judge’s office in Ozona,
where it has been under Jones’s
reign.

“I want to continue the leg-
acy Judge Jones has brought to
this office,” he said. “If my op-
ponent wins, he will take every-
thing to Fort Stockton.”

The 112th Judicial District
covers Sutton, Crockett, Reagan,
Upton and Pecos counties, with
Pecos County having the largest
number of registered voters.

Gomez said that it is im-
portant that voters from Sutton,
Crockett, Upton and Reagan turn
out to vote.

Gomez said he encourages
voters to take advantage of early
voting from Feb. 21-March 3
and for citizens to communicate
with each other about voting. -

“With your help and your
prayers we are going to go to
Fort Stockton and win 50 per-
cent,” Gomez said. “I want So-
nora and Ozona to push me over
the top.”

A business plan can help
you position your business in the
marketplace.

Most collateral is in
the form of hard assets, such as
real estate and office or manufac-
turing equipment. Accounts re-
ceivable and inventory can some-
times be pledged as collateral.

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Sheffield Boot Camp seeks to ( ®sona Senior Bappenings )
expand mentor, tutor programs

The close of an old year and
the beginning of a new is always
the perfect opportunity to reflect
on the past as well as look for-
ward to the future. As we look
back, many changes have oc-
curred here at Sheffield Boot
Camp. We have come a long way
in our efforts at rehabilitating and
resocializing the cadets incarcer-
ated here, helping these young
men to learn how to lead positive
and productive lives upon their
release back into society.

As we begin this new year,
Sheffield Boot Camp'is looking
forward to the many opportuni-
ties thatlay before us. ‘One of
our highest priorities will be
expanding our mentor and tu-
tor programs. We have several
young students who would ben-
efit greatly at having the pros-
pect of one-on-one tutoring in
reading and basic math.. The
lives of others would be signifi-
cantly enhanced by the influence
of an older, wiser and more ex-'
perienced individual who would
be willing to be a mentor to him,
helping to provide the cadet with
concrete, multi-faceted help as
he develops his own vision for
the future.

“Statistics show that men-
tored youth are half as likely to
re-offend,” says Jane Harber, the
boot camp’s Community Rela-
tions Coordinator. “Mentoring
cuts their chances of returning to
TYC custody or endmg up.i an
adult prison.” i

“Before mentoring I ‘was
very confused, stressed and
afraid, but now having a mentor
I feel more confident, calm and
happy,”saidM____, using “feel-
ing words” from his resocializa-
tion program. M was a 19-
year-old cadet who had a great
deal of difficulty working the
resocialization program while
he was inuthe care of Sheffield
Boot Camp. Itseems M felt
that no one cared about him, and
that he had no place to go upon
his release. At Sheffield Boot

Camp, M___ had a roof over his
head, food to eat and clothes to
wear. He didn’t want to work the
program, because the safety and
security offered here was diffi-
cult to give up for what he saw
to be an uncertain future. So he
used negative behavior patterns
to keep his phase level too low
for release. But since being as-
signed amentor, M___ tookona
whole new attitude. He realized
that his life does have value and
worth, and that he does have op-
tions for his future. The change
in M__ ’s attitude and behavior
through mentoring affected his
whole dorm for the better, and
M__ has since been released
from Sheffield Boot Camp.

There are three types of
mentoring opportunities avail-
able at Sheffield Boot Camp.
Basic mentoring is designed for
the development of a trusting,
supportive relationship between
the volunteer and the cadet, in
which the mentor exhibits a
good example of a healthy and
constructive  lifestyle. Faith-
based mentoring will additional-
ly focus on developing spiritual
understanding, = whereby per-
sonal spiritual growth is treated
as a core element in the overall
development and moral guid-
ance of the youth. Sponsorship
mentoring focuses on assisting
the youth to face the reality of
his addiction, and on helping
him to stay clean and dry from
drugs and/or alcohol. All three
areas of mentoring are needed at
Sheffield Boot Camp.

Harber also stated that Shef-
ﬁeld Boot Camp’s tutor program
“is helping students to realize the
potential that lies before them.

“Some of our students have
never realized how smart they
really are. Selfesteem gets lifted
as their eyes are opened to their
true potential. It opens a door of
‘hope’ for them.”

One 16-year-old cadet who
did not know HoW to réid“at all
when he came to Sheffigld Boot
Camp, said, “That is the provlom
with all people have. Thay do
not have the purson to tach time
to sit down and tech the people

that do not no how to read. Idid
not no how to read when I fust
git here but these people tach
time to tech me.” (Words, spell-
ing and punctuation are his own.
Nothing has been changed.)

“Even though this cadet still
has a long way to go, the fact
that he can now write full sen-
tences after only twelve short
weeks of tutoring, is nothing
short of a miracle,” says Harber.
His tutor says of him: “R_
has had vast improvements in
spelling and reading. He is re-
alizing mistakes and is self-cor-
recting,” says the cadet’s tutor.
“His confidence and self-esteem
have grown tremendously. He is
more and more aware of what is
being asked, and more descrip-
tive in his answers. He is even
eager to help other cadets.”

There is no greater objective
than to touch a young person’s
heart and mind, thereby help-
ing to improve the quality of his
life. There is no greater satisfac-
tion than to know you have been
a small part in helping a young
person turn their life around and
direct it on a more positive, con-
structive and healthy path. One
boot camp mentor said, “I feel that
I’m contributing positively to my
own growth as well as another’s.”

“We have made a won-
derful start in both programs,”
Jane said. “But there is always
room for more volunteers. We
have opportunities available in
all three areas of mentoring, as
well as in our tutoring program,
and we would like to share these
opportunities with you ... our
community friends and support-
ers. Ifyou or any of your friends
or associates would like to be a
part of this great mission, we
would love to have you! You’ll
be making a huge difference in
someone’s life ... and you won’t
be sorry you did!”

Water conservation begins at home

It’s a blessing when it falls
from the sky to replenish the
fields and lakes and streams.

It’s wasted when it over-
flows from sprinkler systems
into the street. It’s fun to play in
and delicious when cold.

It’s a necessity for personal
health, growing crops, maintain-
ing life in all its forms

It’s water.

And it’s available only in fi-

nite supply.

“We’ll never have more
water than we have now,” said
Janie Harris, Texas Cooperative
Extension housing and environ-
ment specialist. And even though
the water supply isn’t getting any
larger, both the world’s popula-
tion and the rate of water usage
is, added Molly Griffin, Exten-
sion assistant.

Because of that, “our water
supply is actually decreasing,”
she said. That’s where conser-
vation comes in. “We must re-
duce the amount of water usage
per capita in order to increase
the supply,” Harris said. “Some
communities have come close to
running out of water.”

In some areas, new housing
developments are required to
have methods of reducing water
demand, such as catching rain-
water or using gray water, Hafris
said.

Federal laws in effect since
1992 require water-conserving
plumbing equipment, such as
new water-conserving toilets
and shower heads, to be used in

new homes, she added.

But what about older hous-
es? What can residents do to
conserve water when their
homes have older plumbing?

First, the experts said, fix
leaks.

“That’s No. 1,” Harris said,
adding that even small leaks
waste a large amount of water.

Fixing leaks doesn’t usually
cost all that much, Griffin add-
ed.

“Usually it involves replac-
ing a washer.”

Everyday tasks can be done
with less water«

“When you’re washing the
dishes, don’t leave the faucet
running,” Harris said. “When
you’re washing the car, wash it
over the grass.”

“That’s helps with watering
the grass and washes chemicals
(debris) off on to the ground in-
stead of out into the street,” Grif-
fin added. “The soil will naturally
clean (the chemicals) over time.”

“Or go to a car wash that re-
cycles water,” Harris said.

However, the experts said,
water conservation in the home
needs to start in the bathroom
since most of the home’s water
use is there.

Homes built before 1992
probably don’t have low-flush
toilets. To cut back on wasted
water in the bathroom, try filling
rla2stic bottles with water and
placing them in the toilet’s tank
to displace the amount of water
used per flush, Harris said.

“You can use anything to
displace the water as long as it
doesn’t deteriorate in the water
or interfere with the flushing
mechanism.”

She warned against the old
advice of using bricks to displace
water in toilet tanks because the
wet bricks tend to disintegrate
and produce fine granules that
keep the flapper valve from
working correctly.

Check water usage habits,
Harris and Griffin said. Behavior
changes may be in order.

Learn to turn the water off
while brushing teeth or shaving.

Be more careful with wa-
ter when showering. Plumbing
systems that take one to three
minutes to deliver hot water to
the shower are wasting about
a gallon a minute, Harris said,
even with new water-conserving
shower heads.

Because water is such a
common fact of life, water con-
servation might not be very high
on many people’s priority lists.
That attitude needs to be adjust-
ed, Harris said.

“I always ask them how much
bottled water costs, and if they’ll
be willing to pay that much for
every bit of water they use.”

State regulates placement of
campaign signs along highways

- Political elections are usu-
ally accompanied by an increase
in the number of campaign signs
placed along roadways this time
of year.

State transportation officials
want to make sure citizens and
candidates are aware of the laws
regulating their placement on
state highway right of way.

Under Texas law, it is a
class C misdemeanor to place
any sign on state highway right
of way. The penalty for violating
this law is a fine of up to $500
per sign.

lt is legal to place a cam-

paign sign on private property
adjacent to state highways with
landowners’ permission.

Restrictions require that
signs be constructed of light-
weight material and limited to
50 square feet in size. Signs may
be placed as early as 90 days
prior to an election and must be
removed within 10 days after an
election.

TxDOT officials say the
laws are intended to reduce clut-
ter along highways so that offi-
cial traffic control signs and ve-
hicles approaching intersections
are clearly visible for the safety
of all the traveling public.

TxDOTs regulatory authori-
ty allows the immediate removal

by the department. Signs posing
potential safety hazards will be
removed as soon as possible.

Texas is subject to the Fed-
eral Highway Beautification Act
of 1965. Under the federal law, if
the state fails to control signage
visible from interstate and other
federally-funded highways, Tex-
as may be subject to sanctions
of up.to 10 percent of its fed-
erai transportation construction
funds.

Two recently enacted state
laws are driving the creation of
new off-highway vehicle rec-
reation areas in Texas.

The 78th Texas Legisla-
ture enacted Senate Bill 155
several years ago, which closed
all navigable stream beds in
Texas, except for some parts of
the Canadian and Red Rivers,
to motorized recreational ve-
hicles.

That law also directed
TPWD to “facilitate develop-
ment of sites for motor vehicle
recreation other than protected
freshwater areas.”

The more recent 79th
Texas Legislature last year en-
acted Senate Bill 1311, which
directed TPWD to establish
and maintain a public system
of trails and other recreational
areas for use by off-highway
vehicles.

The National Recreation-
al Trails Fund (NRTF) is the
funding source for the Crock-
ett County grant. This 80-20
matching grant program re-
quires grant recipients to come
up with an additional amount
equal to 20 percent of the fed-
eral grant.

These funds come from
the federal tax generated by
gasoline purchases for off-road
recreational vehicles, such as
off-road motorcycles and ‘all-
terrain vehicles.

The purpose is to create and
maintain motorized and non-
motorized recreational trails.

A federal requirement is
that 30 percent of the funds be
spent on motorized recreation-

New off-highway vehicle decal to fund trail grants

AUSTIN — As directed by
a new state law, the Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department is start;
ing a new Texas Off-Highway
Vehicle (OHV) Program that re-
quires people who buy a vehicle
sold for off road use on public
land in Texas to buy an annual
decal. Decal sales revenue will
fund grants to create or improve
motor vehicle parks in Texas.

Decals are not required for
OHYV use on private lands.

For the first year of the pro-
gram, the OHV decal will cost
$8 and will be current from Jan.
1-Aug. 31, 2006. After the first
year, OHV decals will be good
from Sep. 1 through the fol-
lowing Aug. 31, matching the
TPWD fiscal year.

OHYV decals are now avail-
able for sale, and game wardens
will begin enforcing the new
rules. A person caught riding on
public land without a decal could
be issued a citation and fined.

Decals can be purchased
over the phone with a credit
card by calling (512) 389-8917.
Eventually, decals may be sold
over the Internet and at some
OHV parks and dealerships.

The 78th Texas Legislature
enacted Senate Bill 155 sev-
eral years ago, which closed all
navigable stream beds in Texas,
except for some parts of the Ca-
nadian and Red Rivers, to mo-
torized recreational vehicles.
That law also directed TPWD to
“facilitate development of sites
for motor vehicle recreation
other than protected freshwater
areas.”

The more recent 79th Texas
Legislature in 2005 enacted Sen-
ate Bill 1311, which created the
new OHV decal and program
administered by the department.

The department administers
another grant program that can
fund off-highway vehicle proj-
ects. The National Recreational
Trails Fund (NRTF) is an 80-20
matching grant that requires re-
cipients to provide an amount
equal to 20 percent of the federal
grant. Funds come from a portion
of the federal gas tax generated
by gasoline purchases to utilize
off-road recreational vehicles,
such as off-road motorcycles and
all-terrain vehicles. A federal re-
quirement is that 30 percent of
the funds be spent on motorized

recreational trail projects, 30
percent on ‘non-motorized trail
projects, with the remaining 40
percent discretionary.

“There is a growing demand

for OHV recreation areas in Tex-
as, and most off-road enthusiasts
will tell you there are too few
places for people to ride,” said
Steve Thompson with the TPWD
Recreational Grants Branch in
Austin.

“Our agency has been di-
rected by the legislature to pro-
vide more OHV opportunities.
We want to do that in ways that
are safe and environmentally
sustainable and that maintain
good relations with neighbors
and local communities.”

The Barnwell Mountain
Recreational Area in Northeast
Texas is one example of an OHV
venue. The Texas Motorized
Trails Coalition has operated
the 1,800-acre site in Upshur
County since 2000. Facilities
include showers, restrooms, an
air station, pavilion, office and
campsites with R/V hookups and
electricity. News articles have
quoted local officials in nearby
Gilmer praising the operation
as safe and positive in bringing
economic development to the
area.

Relatively few public parks
or public lands in Texas cur-
rently allow OHV recreation.
The department is compiling a
list of public parks or land where
OHV recreation is legal. Shown
below, the list currently stands at
16 locations, but it is expected
to change as TPWD gets new
information. This list of OHV
legal sites is in draft form. The
list is expected to be complete
later this month will eventually
be published on the department
Web site.

Eisenhower State Park north
of Dallas is the only state park
that offers OHV recreation, but
only in a 10-acre Mini Bike Park
within the state park. TPWD
wildlife management areas are
not open to recreational trail rid-
ing; however, ATV use by peo-

ple with disabilities who have an
official placard or license plate is .

allowed for them to travel to and
from hunting or fishing locations
in WMAs.

Goals of the new OHV pro-
gram are to establish and main-
tain a public system of trails and
other recreational areas for off-
highway vehicles, improve exist-
ing trails and other recreational
areas and foster responsible use
of off-highway vehicles.

The legislation defines
“off-highway vehicle” as either
(1) an all-terrain vehicle, as de-
fined by Section 663.001 of the
Transportation Code; (2) an off-
highway motorcycle; or (3) any
other four-wheel drive vehicle
not registered to be driven on a
highway.

The new decal is required

for any OHV operating in Texas
on public land or on land pur-
chased with grant funding from
TPWD.

' Federal hurricane

aid falls short

AUSTIN
- Despite re-
quests by the
governor and
other  rank-
ing officials,
Texas has not
received the
level of fed-
eral financial aid expected in the
aftermath of hurricanes Katrina
and Rita.

And whether the Lone Star
State ever will receive adequate
help seems to be in question.

In late January, U.S. Depart-
ment of Housing and Urban De-
velopment Secretary Alphonso
Jackson said Texas would re-
ceive only $74.5 million.

The statement prompted
an outcry from Texas’ four top
elected officials: “We sought
close to $1 billion. The HUD
verbally committed to hundreds
of millions of dollars, and in-
stead they gave us little more
than the change from their couch
cushions,” Gov. Perry said, add-
ing that $74.5 million is less than
10 percent of the hurricane-relat-
ed costs incurred by Texans.

“Critical repairs to schools,
hospitals, universities, electric
grids, ports, and water and sewer
lines will go unfunded unless
HUD revisits this,” Perry added.

Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst,
who presides over the Texas Sen-
ate, and U.S. Sens. Kay Bailey
Hutchison, R-Dallas, and John
Cornyn, R-San Antonio, joined
Perry in expressing disappoint-
ment in the federal government’s
hurricane relief response.

Mississippi and Louisiana
bore the brunt of Hurricane Ka-
trina Aug. 29.

Rita’s eye struck Sabine
Pass on the Texas-Louisiana
coast and moved to inland coun-
ties and parishes on Sept. 24.

AG chases phone record
resellers

Texas Attorney General

More than 320,000 Texans
qualify for help in paying for
prescription drugs under federal
Medicare entitlement or through
Medicaid, the state health cover-
age program reimbursed by the
federal government.
