C o m m i s s i o n e r s  a p p r o v e  b i d  f o r  b a t h h o u s e  d u r i n g  m o n t h l y  m e e t i n g

The Crockett County Com­
missioners approved a $298,750 
bid from Jenschke Builders LP 
for construction of the 2,300 
square-foot bathhouse at the 
new swimming pool during 
Monday’s monthly meeting.

The commissioners’ ap­
proval comes with the stipula­
tion that Scott Hay of Hibbs and

Todd engineering firm checks 
out the references of the com­
pany. The company, which is lo­
cated in Ingram, has previously 
done construction work for local 
resident J.R. Bhakta.

The bid also stated that Jen­
schke will not draw any funds 
from the county until the project 
is completed. The project is ex­
pected to take about six weeks to 
complete.

“This is an acceptable ap­

proach because there is no li­
ability to the county,” Hay said. 
“This gives (the contractor) an 
incentive to get the job done in a 
timely manner.”

The look of the bathhouse 
is going to match the look of the 
Ozona Chamber of Commerce 
Visitor Center, Hay said.

Commissioner Frank Tam- 
bunga said he was concerned 
about the size of the new swim­
ming pool.

“That pool looks awfully 
small,” Tambunga said. “I’m con­
cerned about it being too small.” 

When finished, the pool will 
be 4,476 square-feet which can 
hold up to 298 people. This is at 
least four times more people that 
previously used the two older 
pools, Hay said. The average 
daily attendance last summer 
at the two pools was around 50 
people.

The Pecos River Basin drains 
all or part of 12 counties in the West 
Texas area including Andrews, 
Crane, Crockett, Culberson, Ec­
tor, Loving, Pecos, Reeves, Terrell, 
Upton, Val Verde and Ward.

The river is the only per­
manent source of surface water 
between the Colorado and Rio 
Grande rivers. It is a tremen­
dously important resource to the 
area, both agriculturally and rec- 
reationally.

Over time, flows of the Pecos 
River have significantly declined. 
Today, under low-flow conditions, 
the river flow is only a trickle at 
some sites. Lowered water quality 
has drastically altered the river’s 
aquatic community.

No longer does it have a 
healthy and diverse community 
of aquatic plants, invertebrates, 
microorganisms, fish and am­
phibians.

The exact cause of the de­
creases in flow and water quality

My wife is often asked how 
she was able to housebreak me so 
effectively. So ladies, this week 
I’m giving my wife this space to 
answer some of your questions.

Q: How long will it take to 
housebreak and domesticate my 
husband?

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Diabetes facts and figures
Diabetes is a serious illness. 

But the good news is, it doesn’t 
have to be a life-threatening one.

Early diagnosis and treat­
ment, and good management 
practices are the keys to a long 
.and healthy life for persons with 
diabetes.

According to the American 
Diabetes Association (http:// 
www.diabetes.org/main/applica- 
.tion/commercewf) when a per­
son has diabetes, his or her body 
.doesn’t produce insulin (type 1) 
or properly use insulin (type 2), a 
hormone needed to convert some 
foods into energy. No one knows 
what causes diabetes, although 
genetics and such factors as lack 
p f  exercise and obesity may con­
tribute.

Facts and figures fi-om the 
ADA list about 17 million Amer­

icans with diabetes -  but only 
about 11.1 million diagnosed. 
This means nearly one-third -  5.9 
million people with diabetes 
-  don’t know they have it.

The costs of all these cases of 
diabetes is enormous. The ADA 
estimated the total direct and in­
direct cost in 1997 (the most re­
cent year figures are available) to 
be $98 billion.

Of that, $44 billion was 
medical and treatment costs, and 
$54 billion was for indirect costs, 
such as disability.

A simple blood test by a 
health care provider is required 
for a diagnosis of diabetes.

However, being aware of the 
symptoms can lead to an earlier 
diagnosis and a better quality of 
life. The ADA lists some of the 
symptoms to look for: frequent

urination, excessive thirst and 
extreme hunger, blurry vision, 
increased fatigue, irritability and 
unusual and unexplained weight 
loss.

Once the medical diagnosis 
has been made, proper treatment 
and management can make life 
healthier for the person with dia­
betes. A combination of exercise, 
weight control, proper diet and 
sometimes medications can keep 
the person -  not the disease -  in 
charge of his or her life.

"Hay also said that the Texas 
Health Department requires at 
least 15 square-feet per user.

“Once the pool is completed 
and people are in it, they will re­
alize that it is bigger than it looks 
right now,” Hay said.

The maximum depth for the 
pool will be 5-feet. The water 
slides that will be constructed 
are not “kiddie” slides and can 
be used in up to 3-feet of water. 
Hay said.

Hay said in his experience 
pools that have an area of depth 
more than 5-feet do not have a 
lot of people in that deeper area.

“The other reason we looked 
at building the pool this way is 
because there was no major de­
mand for a diving area. My ex­
perience in observing pools after

they are built is the 4-5 foot area 
is where the kids like to play. We 
wanted to have more play area 
in the pool. I think you made a 
good decision in having more 
play equipment instead of a div­
ing area,” Hay said.

In order to extend the size of 
pool 20 more feet, the cost would 
be an additional $50,000.
This was a rough estimate given 
by Hay. The pool itself is costing 
around $820,000.

Tambunga made a motion 
to extend the pool 20 more feet. 
The motion died for lack of a 
second.

County Judge Johnny Jones 
said that it was too late to be dis­
cussing this matter.

“You are four months behind 
on this,” Jones said to Tambunga.

“You sat here and made the deci­
sion with everyone else.”

“I have people asking me 
about this. I made a mistake and 
I should have said it earlier, so 
I’ll take the heat on it,” Tambun­
ga added.

In other business, Lynn Eng­
lish requested that signs be placed 
around the Senior Center parking 
lot stating “No Thru Truck Traf­
fic” to keep the 18-wheeler truck 
traffic from coming through the 
center’s parking lot.

Commissioners reinstate the burn ban
The Crockett County Com­

missioners approved the rein­
statement of the bum ban for 
another 30 days during Monday’s 
monthly meeting.

The bum ban states that out­
door burning in Crockett County 
is restricted.

The bum ban stated that 
outdoor burning activities re­
lated to public health and safety 
that are authorized by the Texas 
Natural Resources Commission 
are not prohibitied. These are for

firefighter training; public utility, 
natural gas pipeline or mining 
operations; planting or harvesting 
of agricultural crops or bums that 
are conducted by an approved 
Prescribed Burning Association, 
National Resource Conservation 
Service, the and/or Texas A&M 
Agricultural Experiment Station 
or prescribed bum manager certi­
fied under Section 153.048, Nat­
ural Resources Code, and meet 
the standards of Section 153.047, 
Natural Resources Code.

All bums shall be reported 
to the Crockett County SherifTs 
Office at 392-2661 and the Fire 
Chielf at 392-2626 prior to com­
mencing, together with the name 
of landowner, location involved 
and expert to be on hand.

The bum ban does not pro­
hibit outdoor cooking in a prop­
erly contained area which is at­
tended at all times.

Violation of the bum ban is a 
Class C misdemeanor, punishable 
by a fine not to exceed $500.

Notice to 
business personal 
property owners

All Business Personal Prop­
erty owners in the Crockett 
County Appraisal District need 
to be aware of a change in the 
law that will affect your respon­
sibilities in the rendition process 
and which could ultimately affect 
the amount of taxes that you pay.

Senate Bill 340 amends 
Chapter 22 of the Texas Prop­
erty Tax Code which concerns 
the yearly rendition of business 
personal property. The current 
deadline of April 15 remains the 
same; however businesses that 
fail to render by that date will 
be assessed a penalty equal to 10 
percent of the total tax amount 
assessed.

Further, a penalty of 5000 
can be imposed if a person files a 
false report or statement with the 
intent to commit fraud or evade 
taxation, or if the person alters or 
destroys information presented 
to the Appraisal District.

If you have received a ren­
dition form from the Appraisal 
District and you no longer own 
taxable business personal proper­
ty in the district, you must return 
the form indicating that fact and 
the disposition of the property.

cannot be attributed to any one 
specific factor. However, some 
of the problems that are having 
an effect include increased water 
use, dams that alter flows, natural 
variations in rainfall and climate, 
riparian community destruction 
and the spread of saltcedar ̂ d  
other invasive species.

In order to improve and pfe-"* 
serve this resource for the future, 
a cooperative plan, driven by 
landowner and public desires, is 
needed.

The Pecos River Basin Assess­
ment Program is currently working 
towards an overall Watershed Pro­
tection Plan for the Texas section 
of the Pecos River. WPPs serve as 
a mechanism for addressing com­
plex water quality problems that 
cross multiple jurisdictions.

WPPs serve as a tool to bet­
ter leverage the resources of local 
governments, state and federal 
agencies, and non-governmental 
organizations.

The planning process inte­
grates activities and prioritizes 
implementation projects based 
upon technical merit and benefits 
to the community, promotes a uni­
fied approach to seeking funding 
for implementation, and creates a 
coordinated public communica­
tion and education program.

Stakeholder visions for the 
river gathered at these meet­
ings will be incorporated into 
and will guide the development 
of this plan.

The Pecos River Basin As­
sessment Program is a collab­
orative effort of Extension, Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station, 
Texas Water Resources Institute, 
the U.S. International Boundary 
and Water Commission, and Tex­
as Clean Rivers Program.

Perry’s list of tax-plan sup­
porters: American Forest and 
Paper Association, Automotive 
Parts and Service Association, 
Association of Chemical Indus­
try of Texas, Greater Houston 
Partnership, Hispanics for Op­
portunity, and Progress and Edu­
cation.

Keffer and other House 

members have said they would 
like to see the state’s $4.3 billion 
budget surplus used to offset a 
like amount of property taxes 
until the 2007 regular session of 
the Legislature convenes.
DeLay pulls out of House race

Tom DeLay, R-Sugar Land, 
on April 4 ended his re-election 
bid for the District 22 congres­
sional seat and said he would re­
sign from public office in June.

DeLay’s decision came with 
a pending U.S. Supreme Court 
ruling regarding the Texas re­
districting plan he spearheaded 
in 2003, and as federal ethics 
investigators continued to scruti­
nize DeLay’s activities and those 
of certain of his associates.

Travis County District At­
torney Ronnie Earle said De­
Lay’s decision to withdraw from 
the race and resign from office 
would not affect the state’s pros­
ecution o f the former U.S. House 
majority leader on state felony 
charges of money laundering 
and conspiracy in connection 
with the redistricting.

Gov. Perry said he would 
not call a special election to re­
place DeLay on the November 
ballot. The Republican district 
executive committee will field a 
replacement candidate.

The Houston Chronicle re­
ported DeLay will be eligible 
to receive a federal pension of 
nearly $67,000 per year in retire­
ment.

DeLay said he planned to 
take up residence in Virginia.

Salaries to count toward 
65 percent

The work of Texas public 
school librarians is considered 
classroom instruction.

Education Commissioner 
Shirley Neeley said librarians’ 
salaries will count toward the 
total funds school districts must 
devote to classroom instruction 
under the “65 percent rule” im­
posed by Gov. Perry last year.

School districts have three 
years to comply with the rule, 
which phases in increasingly 
higher portions of the budget 
that must be spent on classroom 
instruction.
