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Commissioners discuss repairs to
courthouse roof, air conditioning

Repairs and renovation of

the Crockett County Courthouse
is a goal the Crockett County
Commissioners’ Court has set
for 2007.

During Monday’s monthly
meeting, the court discussed two
major areas of the courthouse that
need immediate attention, the
root and air conditioner system.

County Judge Fred Dea-
ton said that he has talked with
officials at the Texas Histori-
cal Commission about getting
on their courthouse renovation
grant program.

Deaton said that officials at
the commission told him that the
grant money probably wouldn’t
be available until 2008, but that
the Texas Historical Commission
is interested in coming to look at
the courthouse and the immedi-
ate repairs that need to be done.

Normally, the historical

" commission recommends using

a boiler system and chilling wa-
ter system, which is very expen-
sive, Deaton said.

Historical commission officials
said they have had a lot of re-

" ported problems with this ‘type

of system, and there is no one
availably locally to maintain it,

Deaton said.

“We could probably use an
air cooled unit and run the lines
through the mechanical room
into the attic,” Deaton said. “We
need to meet with the engineer-
ing firm who did our master
plan.”

The county paid $75,000 in
2000 for an engineering firm to
construct a master plan to reno-
vate the courthouse. The county
applied to the historical commis-
sion several times to be a part of
the courthouse renovation grant
program, but was turned down
for a variety of reasons.

“Clean up a lot of the side of
the building with this right here,”
Deaton said referring to working
on the air conditioning system.
“I think this would really make
the historical commission happy
since they’ve already seen the
problems with the boiler and
chill system.”

As for the roof, Deaton said
the historical commission of-
ficials said the county could go
ahead and proceed with a basic
roof and then wait for the grant
money to add any historical em-
bellishments.

The county has budgeted
$500,000 for courthouse renova-
tions and $225,000 for building
renovations.

Deaton said he would ar-
range a called meeting for Jan. 29
to meet with the engineering firm
of the master plan and officials
from the historical commission.

“We know we have prob-
lems and we need to fix some
things on this,” said Commis-
sioner Pleas Childress III.

SKATEBOARD PARK
LOCATION APPROVED

The commissioners ap-
proved turning the old south
swimming pool location into a
new skateboard park.

The plan is to fill in the pool
park, lay some cement around it
and design a course with proper
ramps and jumps.

“These kids are going up
and down our sidewalks,” Chil-
dress said. “This area would be
good because it is near the new
swimming pool.”

Commissioner Alfredo Tobar
said that the skateboarders should
be required to wear helmets and
shoulder pads. Tobar also asked
about putting in a basketball
court, similar to the skateboard
park San Angelo has.

Commissioner Frank Tam-
bunga said that Monday’s meeting
was just to approve the location
and that at future meetings cost
and design would be worked out.

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The State needs to end
the pressure of the TAKS

Eleven years ago I eagerly
waited for my TAAS (that was
the TAKS test of my day) results
outside my school counselor’s
office.

When I looked at the sheet
that contained my name, I saw
a perfect score on writing, aca-
demic achievement on reading
but on math I saw a message that
ultimately meant I had failed.

Not only that, but I had
failed by one question. Failed!
I had never failed at anything in
my life. T was a straight-A stu-
dent. How could this happen?

I burst into tears, ran home
to my mom and then spent that
summer in TAAS tutoring class-
es. I did pass, with academic
achievement, by the end of the
summer. However, that is one
summer of my life I will never
get back and I disliked every
minute of having to be there.

Fast-forward 11 years later.
Students of today are now faced
with a test that makes the one I
took look like joke.

The Texas Assessment of
Knowledge and Skills test, or
TAKS, is now the new four-let-
ter word to many students.

This year, the Texas Legis-
lature will look at a bill proposed
by State Sen. Florence Shapiro,
R-Plano, that wants to replace the
TAKS in middle and high school
with an end-of-year course exam
in various subjects.

Shapiro is thinking about us-
ing such an exam as an exit test.

Currently, high school stu-
dents must pass their TAKS tests

in order to receive their high

school diploma.

Exit tests are not new. Texas
has a history of this type of test-
ing.

What is new is now the

amount of tremendous pressure

placed on students and teachers
with the TAKS test.

Exit tests should not be used
to determine graduation. Even
students who graduate in the top
of their class are denied diplo-

mas if they flunk the TAKS.

This happened in Ozona last
year. While the two students have
now passed the TAKS, they were
denied walking across stage with
their classmates because of not
passing this test.

According to the Texas
Education Agency, 11 percent,
nearly 28,000 students, of the
2006 graduating class didn’t get
diplomas because they flunked
the TAKS. That was their sixth
try at passing it.

These are not all students
who just goof off. Many of these
students do attend class, study
hard and pass their classes.

While students are given
many chances to pass this test, a
student’s graduation should not
come down to just one test.

TAKS testing needs to be
removed. I see this type of test-
ing as harming our students and
our teachers.

Teachers are often forced to
“teach the test” which leaves be-
hind skills that students need to
be taught to help them when they
graduate.

I have seen this test hurt oth-
er school programs, such as vo-
cational studies, because schools
have to schedule extra periods
for students for TAKS tutorials.

The State doesn’t help either
by basing how much funding a
district receives on their TAKS
test scores.

While testing to prove what
students are learning will prob-

dbly never go away, to base a

student’s outcome on one tést
instead of what all they have ac-
complished and learned in four
years of high school hurts our
education system.

I hope our legislature looks
seriously at the problems the
TAKS test, and other tests have
created.

Now that we’ve spent the
last two years debating how to
pay for schools, it’s time to find
a way to better educate and test
our children.

They crossed the Atlantic, went
through the Panama Canal, and
survived a typhoon in the Pacific
before V-J Day was declared.
Orders were received to put into
port in the Philippine Islands.
They finally received orders to
be shipped home Jan. 31, 1946.
He was discharged Feb. 4, 1946.

He returned to ranching in
Val. Verde and Crockett Coun-
ties. He married Nov. 8, 1946.
One year was enjoyed before
the drought of the ‘50s began.
He purchased an old truck and
trucked feed for other ranchers
while he ground sotol to feed his
stock and raised pigs on the free
feed. He bought a home in Ozo-
na in 1952 so his children could
attend school there. He became
active in civic affairs when the
family moved to town in 1954.
He was a member of the first
volunteer fire department, char-
ter member of the Lion’s Club,

~ became a Mason, and became

a member of the school board,
serving as president from 1961 to
1969. He helped with the build-
ing of the airfield and tlew: the
doctor and medical supplies to
Sanderson when they had their
big flood. He became an active
member of the Civil Air Patrol,
flying many search and medi-
cal missions to Fort Worth and
Houston.
