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Granger named middle school principal

Benny Granger will be walking the halls of

During the June 20 meeting, the Crockett
County CCSD Board of Trustees unanimously ap-
proved Granger as the new middle school princi-

pal.

Granger will replace Doug Guynes who re-
signed in May for a position as high school princi-

pal in Kermit.

The past two years, Granger has been athletic
director and head football coach for the district.
Now, the district will look at hiring a new director
and head football coach to replace Granger.

Granger came to Ozona after spending one
year in Iraan as athletic director and head football

coach. Prior to that, Granger spent 10 years in Sun-
down as athletic director and head football coach.

Superintendent Abe Gott said the district received 13 applications for the principal
position. Seven of those applications met the criteria of having mid-management cer-

tification and at least one year of administrative experience.

The campus site-based committee and Gott chose to interview three people for the

position, and then voted to recommend Granger to the board.

“Benny did a great job as athletic director and assistant principal at the high school.

I think he will do the same great job as the middle school principal,” Gott said.

Gott reassigned Matt Gutierrez as the athletic director, 'head football coach and
Dean of Students at Ozona High School. :

*Matt (Gutierrez) has a lot of support from us and the community and I think he
will continue to be an asset to our athletic department and the high school,” Gott said.

Date set to sentence former

Wool Growers bookkeeper

A sentencing
date has been set
for the former
Wool  Growers
Central Storage
Co. bookkeeper
who pled guilty
for taking approximately
$200,000 from the company.

The hearing for Tonya Stalcup has been set for
10 a.m. July 20 in the United States District Court in
Lubbock.

Stalcup pled guilty on May 3 to frauds and
swindling and aiding and abetting, court documents
stated.

According to the plea agreement filed in federal
court, Stalcup is facing a possible prison term of 20
years and a fine to not exceed $250,000, or a fine
not more than twice the amount of the criminally
derived property involved in the transaction.

There’s also the possibility of an initial term of
supervised release of three years, which follows a
term of imprisonment, and restitution to the victims
or community.

Gott also said the board
may have to call a special meet-
ing to interview the architects.

The board has until the first
week in September to call for a
bond for the November general
election.

In the plea agreement,
Stalcup agreed that the total
loss amount is approximately
$200,000 and that she owes
restitution.

Stalcup was charged with
misapplication of fiduciary
property over $200,000 in May
2006, along with former man-
ager Donnie Laughlin, who
pled guilty on May 31 to engag-
ing in monetary transactions in
property derived from specified

unlawful activity.

According to court docu-
ments, Stalcup carried on sev-
eral schemes to defraud and
to obtain money and property
from Wool Growers. The trans-
actions occurred from August
2001 to April 2006, and to-
taled approximately $7,977.85.
Stalcup was hired in 1998 to
be the bookkeeper of Wool
Growers.

thorized orders for goods and
products that she represented
were to be placed in the inven-
tory of Wool Growers, docu-
ments state.

Instead of the items being
placed into inventory, Stalcup
took the goods and products for
her own use and fraudulently
caused Wool Growers to pay
for the goods, documents state.
Some of the items Stalcup pur-
chased were two saddles from
Alamo Saddlery in Brackettville
totaling $1,093.82.

Other expenses include an
alleged gastric bypass surgery
that Stalcup had in 2005 at the
Citizens Hospital in Victoria,
Texas.

In an Internet blog post-
ed on www.obesityhelp.com,
Stalcup wrote in 2005 that she
had “‘scrounged up” $19,700 to
have the surgery plus travel ex-
penses.

Stalcup also used her po-
sition to write 218 unauthor-
ized checks to pay herself
on the Ozona and Sanderson
Wool Growers accounts,
which totaled approximately
$126,658.43. During that same
period, Stalcup also stole cash
from Wool Growers funds, the
documents stated.

Wool Growers filed for
bankruptcy in April 2006. A
hearing on the bankruptcy reor-
ganization plan was held May 3
in the U.S. Federal Courthouse
in San Angelo.

The bankruptcy case is still
pending in federal court.

Speaker Tom Craddick, R-
Midland, had come out on top
of a parliamentary battle to stay
in office. Then, House members
used the closing hours of the ses-
sion to pass hundreds of pieces
of legislation, instead of pressing
issues with Craddick to the bitter
end.

But the battle over the
speaker’s authority and the way
challenges were rebuffed raised
questions.

The speaker refused to
recognize members seeking to
make a motion calling for a vote
to remove him from office, or
in House parlance, “vacate the
chair.”

Reps. Jim Keffer, R-East-
land, and Byron Cook, R-Cor-
sicana, in an attempt to resolve
questions about the legal and
constitutional scope of the au-
thority of the speaker, asked At-
torney General Greg Abbott to
render an opinion.

Those who are interested in
the details of the request can find
RQ-0589-GA on the attorney
general’s Web site.

Alexis DelLee, Craddick’s
press secretary, said the speaker
welcomes Abbott’s opinion.

The state constitution re-
quires the attorney general to is-
sue a written opinion on a ques-
tion affecting the public interest.
The attorney general is required
to issue the opinion not later than
the 180th day after the date that
it is received, unless before that
deadline the attorney general
notifies the requesting person
in- writing that the opinion will
be delayed or not rendered and
states the reasons for the delay or
refusal.

At the begmmng of the
legislative session, Craddick
appointed Keffer chairman of
the powerful House Ways and
Means Committee and Cook
chairman of the Civil Practices
Committee.

Keffer and other House
members have let it be known
that they want to serve as speak-
er of the House in the 2009 legis-
lative session, but Craddick has
said he intends to seek re-elec-

tion.
PERSONNEL CHANGES
ARE COMING

Education: Commissioner
Shirley Neeley announced on
June 20 her resignation, effective
July 1.

Perry appointed Neeley in
January 2004. As commissioner,
she served as the head of the
Texas Education Agency, over-
seeing 1,037 school districts and
a number of charter schools.

Secretary of State Roger
Williams  resigned earlier. He
will be succeeded in office July

1 by Gov. Perry’s former chief of

staff Phil Wilson.

The governor’s current chief
of staff Dierdre Delisi resigned.
Perry appointed Brian Newby
to replace her on July 1. Newby
currently serves as the gover-
nor’s general counsel.

Perry also announced the
appointments of senior adviser
Kathy Walt and deputy legisla-
tive director Kris Heckmann as
deputy chiefs of staff, effective
July 1.

And, Perry announced Don-
na White, a member of his senior
staff for more than six years, will
move to a position at the Texas
Commission on Environmental
Quality. White earlier served in
the office of then- Lt. Gov. Rick
Perry and in the office of the late
Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock.

Other Highlights

¢ Forty-four Texas lawmak-
ers signed a letter requesting
the Public Utility Commission
implement measures to pro-
tect the state’s most vulnerable
electric consumers this summer.
Chief among those measures is
the permanent implementation
of a moratorium on electric dis-
connection during the summer
months for low-income elderly
and critical care customers. The
rule also would allow low-in-
come customers to spread their
summer bills out over a period
of time to ease the financial bur-
den that increased summer usage
creates.

¢ Gov. Perry issued a disas-
ter declaration on June 19 for
Cooke, Grayson, Lampasas and
Tarrant counties after storms,
flooding and tornadoes struck.
Perry summoned military, state
and local agencies and private
organizations to assist in search
and rescue and relief efforts in
the affected counties.

* The governor and first lady
Anita Perry are on a weeklong
visit to Israel and Jordan.
