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Wool Growers robbers caught, property recovered

Two men have been arrested 
in connection with the New Year’s 
Eve Wool Growers robbery.

James Sidney Graves, 48, of 
Barnhart, was arrested for theft of 
a firearm, and Luis German Gon­
zalez, 26, of Big Lake, was ar­
rested for burglary of a building.

Charges for both men are 
state jail felonies, which is pun­
ishable up to 180 days in jail and 
a fine not to exceed $10,000.

The two men were arrested 
this past weekend after an exten­
sive investigation, according to a 
press release from the Crockett 
County Sheriff’s Department.

Crockett County Sheriff 
Shane Fenton received infor­
mation on Jan. 4 that a man in 
Rankin was trying to sell guns 
taken during the Dec. 31 burglary 
of Wool Growers Central Storage 
Co. in Ozona.

Upton County Sheriff Dan 
Brown provided Fenton with 
Graves’ name as the person try­
ing to sell the guns and a descrip-

tion of the vehicle, the release 
stated.

Around 9 p.m. on Jan. 4, 
Graves was arrested when DPS 
Trooper Brian Bennie, stationed 
in Mertzon, and Irion County 
Deputy David 01 ivan located 
him in Irion County.

Fenton, Texas Ranger 
Brooks Long, Crockett County 
deputies and Texas Depanment 
of Public Safety Troopers were 
all involved in the search for 
Graves, the release stated.

Based on the information

from Brown, and the confession 
of Graves, Fenton, Long, Reagan 
County Sheriff Jeff Gamer and 
deputies from Reagan County 
were able to develop information 
that led to the recovery of more 
stolen guns.

Upon interviewing Graves, 
Fenton and Long developed the 
name of Luis German Gonza­
lez, a Big Lake resident believed 
to be the person that allegedly 
broke into Wool Growers, the re­
lease stated.

Fenton is seeking his 
fourth term as Crockett County 
Sheriff.

In the Precinct 3 Commis­
sioner’s race, incumbent Randy 
Branch has drawn an opponent 
in Wesley Bean.

Branch is seeking his sec­
ond term as commissioner, 
while Bean is mnning for his 
first political office in Crockett 
County.

All incumbents for other 
local races filed and drew no 
opponents.

Constable Raymond P. Bor­
rego and Tax-Assessor Collec­
tor Rhonda Shaw.

Statewide, Rep. Harvey 
Hilderbran, R-Kerrville, has 
filed for re-election. Hilderbran 
drew no opponents in the Dem­
ocrat or Republican parties, 
but has drawn an opponent in 
Libertarian Brian W. Hoik to 
be decided in the November 
General Election.

Hilderbran will be seek­
ing his 11th term in the Texas 
House.

Federal court upholds
^moment of silence^ law

AUSTIN - A Dallas fed­
eral court on Jan. 2 upheld a 
2003 state law that allows Texas 
schools to set aside time for stu­
dents to reflect, pray or meditate 
in the classroom.

Plaintiffs David Wallace 
Croft and spouse Shannon Kris­
tine Croft filed the lawsuit in 
the U.S. District Court for the 
Northern District of Texas.

The Crofts’ children are stu­
dents in the Carrollton-Farmers 
Branch school district.

In their lawsuit, the Crofts 
alleged the Texas moment of si­
lence law is unconstitutional un­
der the Establishment Clause of 
the First Amendment.

At issue were parts of chap­
ter 25 of the Texas Education 
Code, which say:

(1) A school district may 
provide for a period of silence at 
the beginning of the first class of 
each school day during which a 
student may reflect or meditate; 
and

(2) A public school student 
has an absolute right to individu­

ally, voluntarily, and silently 
pray or meditate in school in a 
manner that does not disrupt the 
instructional or other activities 
of the school.

A person may not require, 
^encourage, or coerce a student 
to engage in or refrain from such 
prayer or meditation during any 
school activity.

The Legislature revised the 
moment of silence provision in 
2003, adding the word “pray” to 
the list of designated options as 
well as “any other silent activity 
that is not likely to interfere with 
or distract another student.”

The federal court held that 
“...the addition of the word 
‘pray’ directly furthers the pur­
pose of encouraging students to 
engage in individual contempla­
tive activity.”

The court also concluded 
such “thoughtful contemplation” 
is a “valid secular purpose” and 
that “the primary effect of the 
statute is to institute a moment 
of silence, not to advance or in­
hibit religion.”

After the court rendered its 
decision. Attorney General Greg 
Abbott, a defendant in the law­
suit along with Gov. Rick Perry, 
said, “The court’s ruling ensures 
that Texas schoolchildren are 
free to begin each day by vol­
untarily reflecting, meditating, 
or praying before school each

morning.
“Particularly in an age 

where children are so frequently 
confronted with violence and 
disorder, 60 seconds of quiet 
contemplation at the beginning 
of each day is not too much to 
ask. ...”

GYM OPERATORS 
MUST BE CERTIFIED
Secretary of State Phil Wil­

son recommends that Texans 
first check to ensure a gym or 
health spa is registered with the 
Secretary of State before becom­
ing a member.

Under state law, a person 
must obtain a health spa oper­
ator’s certificate of registration 
from the Secretary of State before 
operating a health spa or selling a 
membership in a health spa.

An operator’s certificate of 
registration is required for each 
health spa location. Unless the 
person qualifies for an exemp­
tion, a security deposit for each 
location must also be posted with 
the secretary of state to protect 
members of the club who suffer 
actual financial loss as a result of 
a closing.

“As Texans begin to work 
on their resolutions for 2008, 
it is important that they do the 
research to make sure they will 
be protected if their gym shuts 
down,” Wilson said.

“A gym membership can be

a significant financial commit­
ment and I would urge all Tex­
ans to visit my Web site to check 
their club’s registration status 
and review the steps to recover 
membership fees of closed gyms 
if applicable.”

COMMISSION CHAIR 
PASSES AWAY 

Ric Williamson, 55-year- 
old chairman of the Texas Trans­
portation Commission, suffered 
a heart attack and died Dec. 29.

A resident of Weatherford, 
Williamson served as a member 
of the Texas House of Represen­
tatives from 1985 to 1998.

He was appointed to the 
commission by Gov. Rick Perry 
in March 2001 and was named 
the chair in January 2004.

AGENCY BOOSTS 
WAR ON SMOKING 
The Texas Department of 

State Health Services reports it is 
more than doubling its resources 
dedicated to free smoking cessa­
tion services provided through 
the American Cancer Society’s 
Quitline.

This year, the agency plans 
to provide $550,000 for the ser­
vice, up from $250,000 provided 
in 2007.

The possibility of starring in 
a motion picture brought future 
movie stars from all across Tex­
as to the Crockett County Civic 
Center this past weekend.

The casting call brought 123 
boys from as far as Kilgore and 
Hempstead, Texas, to several 
from Ozona, Sonora, Big Lake 
and San Angelo participating. 
Other towns included Lubbock, 
Wall, Rankin, Mertzon, Albany, 
Carlsbad, Crane and DeLeon.

“The turnout exceeded our 
expectations,” said Vicky Boone 
with Francine Maisler Casting. 
“We saw some wonderful boys 
with great qualities in them.”

Each of the 123 boys was 
interviewed by a member of the 
casting agency. That number was 
then cut down to 43 boys who 
conducted on-camera interviews.

Chad Fluth, Kramer Hall, 
Evan Parker, Jacob Schroeder 
and Murphey Black, all of Ozo­
na, and Collin Davis, of Pandale, 
were part of the 43 that conducted 
on-camera interviews.

From this list, the casting 
company will study their film and 
select one to five boys to come to 
Austin for one more audition be­
fore making their final selection 
sometime in February, Boone 
said.

Ozona was the 10th casting 
call the company has held in Tex­
as.

Boone said they expect to 
conduct 10 more casting calls 
throughout West Texas, including 
tovms smaller than Ozona.

A similar casting call was 
held in Seminole on the same day 
as the Ozona one. The next stop 
for the group is Alpine.

Boone said the agency will 
also keep film of boys the com­
pany likes for possible roles as 
extras in the movie, which is set 
to start filming this spring in vari­
ous parts of Texas.

“We have some classroom

scenes that will need to be cast, 
so there are opportunities down 
the line,” she said.

Boone said the Ozona Cham­
ber of Commerce and employees 
at the civic center were helpful 
in getting the word out about the 
casting call.

“Many times these agen­
cies are visiting the city for the 
first time, so we act as a host or 
tour guide, so to speak, and assist 
with motel, restaurant and local 
meeting facilities,” said Shanon 
Biggerstaff, Ozona Chamber Ex­
ecutive Director. “When Primer- 
ose Pictures contacted our office, 
they also requested and relied on

our relationship with the regional 
media to help get the word out 
about the casting call.”

Biggerstaff also helped out 
by working the registration desk, 
making the audition process go 
smoother and run on time.

“In working the registration 
desk, as the boys and their fami­
lies were leaving, we heard noth­
ing but positive comments from 
the families on their experience,” 
Biggerstaff said.

He has been lining up support 
in District 23 since February 2006 
and estimates his campaign has 
poured nearly $700,000, most of it 
his own money, into the effort.

N om ination tim e for gifted  and talen ted  students
The Ozona Intermediate 

School is now accepting nomi­
nations for its gifted and tal­
ented program for students with 
exceptional intellectual abilities.

Gifted/talented students are 
those who show the potential 
to excel in any of the follow­
ing areas: general intellectual 
ability, specific subject matter 
aptitude, creative and produc­
tive thinking ability, leadership 
ability, ability in the visual and 
performing arts, and psychomo­
tor ability.

Gifted/talented education 
does not take the place of regu­
lar classroom instruction, but

supplements and provides time 
for students to use their think­
ing and reasoning skills to a 
greater degree. Identification of 
gifted/talented students consists 
of two steps: (1) nomination 
and screening and (2) selection. 
In the nomination and screening 
phase, a student may be nomi­
nated for the program by his/her 
parent or guardian, teacher, or 
another person.

Once the student is nomi­
nated, he/she will be given two 
nationally-developed tests of 
higher-level thinking skills to 
determine the student’s potential 
to succeed in the program, and

after all data has been collected 
on each child, a committee of 
educators will review this infor­
mation and determine which stu­
dents qualify for the program.

Anyone with a child attend­
ing grades 3 through 5 and wish­
ing to nominate them is asked 
to go by the intermediate school 
principal’s office and request a 
nomination form which needs 
to be returned to the school by 
Friday, Jan. 25.

Students who were nomi­
nated in past years but did not 
make the program may be nom­
inated again if parents wish to 
do so.
